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Tunnel plunged into darkness
Westmount Square emergency lights didn’t kick in

It was a scary few minutes for
people caught in the Westmount
Square tunnelwhen the lights went
out Monday afternoon.
“Onewomanwas screaming hys-

terically,” said another who called
THE EXAMINER to complain no
emergency power was supplied.
“She had to be led out by a man
using a lighter.”
The caller, who was walking

toward Place Alexis Nihon at the
time,said she had to grope her way
to the wall and then turn around to
head toward a flicker of light from
the Westmount Square end of the
tunnel.
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“I didn’t knowwhatwas happen-
ing. T was scared someone had
sabotaged the lights to rob us. I was
just lucky I wasn’t further into the
tunnel.”
She said there was a musician

playing somewhere in the tunnel,
“but no one wentto help him out.”
When she got out of the tunnel she
told a maintenance man what was
happening. He “shrugged and
went on with his work replacing
light bulbs,” she said.
Westmount Square administra-

tor Brenda Salmon said the black-
out occurred at 3:30 p.m. when a
consultant inadvertentlypulled the
circuit breaker marked “Metro”

thinking it was for the area occu-
pied by the former Metro-Riche-
lieu store. It was 20 minutes before
the power was restored, she said.
The confusing label is being

changed,she said.
She also plans to check into the

apparent lack of emergency light-
ing and correctit.
Lieutenant Inspector Barry

Coatesof the Westmount Fire Bri-
gade, who checked outthe electri-
cal room Tuesday afternoon, con-
firmed that the tunnel is connected

“Signs are important because of

the symbolism in terms of the
English-speaking community,”
said Mr. Goldbloom, “butthe pri-
mary issue is access to schools.”

Since the government will make
its decision around April 24, start
writing now, he suggested.

Ms. Lavoie-Roux, a Westmount
resident, spoke three daysafter the
Conseil de la langue frangaise
report that suggested a complex
formula for signs that would retain
the French face, and denied addi-
tional access to English schools.
A provincial Liberal committee,

headed by William Cosgrove, is
also studying the question and is
poised to make recommendations
to the premier next Thursday. It
waited for the Conseil report, but is
not being influenced byit, said Mr.
Cosgrove.
He suggested the committee

report will fall somewhere between
that of the Conseil and allowing
freedom of choice where signs are
concerned.
“We have to keep the French

face on signs in order to protect
and promote the French lan-
guage,” he said. “It's necessary
that French be the predominant
language on public signs.”
However, he added, the commit-

tee is finagling to avoid a hard-to-
follow mathematical formula to
maintain the French face in Que-
bec.
On access to English schools, he

said the problem is not access,it’s
the declining English school popu-

lation. ;
“I get asked, if the English-

speaking population is so con-
cerned, why are parents sending
18,000 kids to French schools?” he

said. “I don’t know the answer.

(Some say) Catholic schools don’t
have enough immersion schools.”
By way of justifying keeping a

French face on signs when some
polls show people are willing to see
bilingual signs, Mr. Cosgrovesaid:
“Twenty years ago, I spent the

same amount of time because the
French population felt threatened
— now the English population
feels threatened.”

Is Quebec now the same asthat
of 20 years ago?”
“Oh, no.... But it’s not changed

enough yet to remove all restric-
tions.”
Mr. Lavoie-Roux attributes her

openness to bilingual signs and the
like to living close to anglophones
and allophones.
One of the first questions put to

Ms. Lavoie-Roux at the Temple
meeting was from Florence
Cooperman, who asked why Que-
bec senators “don’t show the popu-
lation of Quebec the benefits of
Confederation.”
Ms. Lavoie-Roux admitted they

didn’t, and said they should do
more.
When asked what the Senate

does, and if it is necessary, she said,
“I think we could replace it with a
council of provinces, but right now
you can’t abolish it unless you have
unanimity among provinces...

Dawson College reaction to
CEGEP reform released by the
government Tuesday night is mixed
as officials grapple with the impli-
cations.

City ups salary offer
an hour before strike

Eleventh-hour negotiations
between the city and its white-
collar workers Monday averted a
strike called for noon.
The city raised its offer of a

salary increase to 2 per cent from
1.5 per cent — meeting union
demands — and minimized job
evaluation losses for union mem-
bers at the high end of the salary
scale, said president Claudette
Gauthier.

“Basically they gave us what we
wanted,” she said.

“As of this morning we have a
tentative agreementsubjectto rati-
fication by the members,”said city
operations manager Bruce St. Lou-
is. “I'm happy because it’s been a
long, long period of negotiations.”
Ms. Gauthier said she would

recommend the three-year con-
tract be accepted by the 104 mem-
bers of Canadian Union of Public
Employees local 2987. They were
to vote on it late yesterday after-
noon at a general membership
meeting.
“Ithink they will agree to it,” she

said.
The agreement provides pay

increases for 1992, 1993 and 1994
of 2 per cent, 1 per cent and 2 per
cent respectively, Ms. Gauthier
said.

In thethird year, employees with
Sssen years’ service will be eligible

job security. Under the last
contract, employees must have
worked for 10 years before being
eligible.
Mr. St. Louis said the city had

planned to maintain all services in
event of a strike, using managers —
and even city council members —
to staff Westmount Public Library
and other departments.

Butcity parking inspectors who
carry out the bulk of ticketing
would have joined the strike, said
security director Richard
McEnroe, and even part-timers
would have been locked out by the
city “for their own safety.”
And Ms. Gauthier said the work-

ers would have been supported by
the blue-collar local. “We planned
to picket the entrance of the Cor-
poration Yard and they told us they
would not cross the picket line.”

The white-collar workers, whose
last contract expired Dec. 31, 1991,
gave their union executive a strike
mandate March 4.

“It was to have been of unlimited
duration,” Ms. Gauthiersaid. “It’s
too bad we had to push them (the
city) so far before they came
through with an acceptable offer.”
She said Mayor May Cutler had

signed a letter of intent with the
union as part of the last contract,
stating that existing employees
would not lose money in the new
job evaluation scale, which has
remained unsettled until now. The
union contended the latest scale
proposed by the city would limit
potential earnings of technicians
and engineersin the top grades.
The new contract pegs a secre-

tary’s hourly rate at $17.79.
White-collar employees include

all library workers except for the
adult librarian, members of the
recreation department and many
clerks.
The only services designated as

essential, Ms. Gauthier said, were

fire department dispatchers (of
which she is one) and the clerks of
court.

The time is ripe
e are not alone.

It is not just English-speaking
people who wantbilingual signs. Allies
can be found in other minorities and the
French majority.
Enough is enough and, the Conseil de

la langue française report notwith-
standing, many Quebecers are ready for
the pendulum to swing back andfind its
rightful place.
The report, released last Thursday,

will undoubtedly be interesting to histo-
rians. It is a good example of how
philosophically unbending people can
remain afterfive years of reassurance.
Quebec has changed enormously

since the notwithstanding clause was
legislated in 1988 — making all com-
mercial signs except those in French
illegal — and even more so since immi-
grants were forced into French schools
in the mid-70s.
There was a fuss, and anger, but we

confidently looked forward to the day
the clause was up for renewal. By then,
Quebecers will have been sensitized
and Québécois will have been reassured
— or so popular wisdom said.
And it has happened.
The Quebec government is dimin-

ished by sign fights, such as the one in
Pointe Claire where a bakery store
owneris fighting for the right to display
a multilingualsign saying “Welcome.”
For shame; and how embarrassing on

the international front.
The language ofsigns is deeply mean-

ingful. It does not necessarily hamper

communication or thwart understand-
ing (there are exceptions — VOS
PHARES?), but it has become an
unnecessary irritant to non-Franco-
phone shoppers and store owners.

If the sign law were abolished and
none other putit its place, store owners
would not revert to English en masse.
They,too, have been sensitized.
Though it is an emotionalissue, the

sign debate is superceded by another,
more important one to the English
community; access to English schools
and making the province an attractive
place for graduates to live and work.
The numbers of students in English

schools is dropping and the community
is doomed to extinction without fresh
sources of students. Allowing people
from English-speaking countries to
enroll in English schoolsis sensible and
necessary.

Further, and just as important, gradu-
ates need to feel welcome.
Graduates go where the jobs are.

They also go where they feel at home.
Neither of these conditions exists in

Quebec or, most particularly, Montreal.
The job rate is low, people of English
origin are not welcomed by the prov-
ince’s largest employer — the govern-
ment — and anglophones are not made
to feel welcome in Quebec.
These issues are at hand. Now is the

time to fight for our heritage. Maybe
writing Claude Ryan, the minister
responsible for language laws, won’t
help — butit can’t hurt.

We're waiting
t won’t go away.
Council may wish it gone, but resi-

dents are being uncooperatively tena-
cious aboutthe library issue.
They wantto see fired chief librarian

Rosemay Lydon rehired, and are plan-
ning a candlelight vigil before the next
council meeting to drive the point
home. They also want the position of
chief librarian reinstated, regardless of
whether another manager is hired to
oversee the library and recreation and
culture department.
This issue has dogged council since its

last meeting a month ago. Since then, a
petition of 1,615 names has been depos-
ited with Mayor Peter Trent.

It is not something he or council can

ignore. It must be addressed at the
meeting Tuesday.
Despite a long “letter” to residents

published in THE EXAMINER three
weeks ago, and a criss-cross of letters
between residents and the director-
general since, the major questions
remain.
Why was Miss Lydon really fired?

How can thecity justify getting rid of its
chief librarian? (It says it is trimming
managerial levels, but really — starting
from the top?)
Enough questions and discrepancies

have been raised to require further
discussion. Council must gird its loins
and re-enter the fray.
Taxpayers demand it.

Friedman omits
one vital fact

I was rather taken aback to read that
your columnist, Matthew Friedman, has
come to the conclusion that “Westmount
is too small.” He bases this on the survey
in L’Actualité that listed the 50 “best”
municipalities in Quebec. He points out
that most ofthe top 10 were medium-sized
cities, and to him this “underlines what
urban planners have long known,” that
smaller municipalities cannot “meet their
citizens’ needs.”
What Mr. Friedman overlooks is the

crucial fact that the survey was restricted
to the 50 largest municipalities. Since
Westmount is number 57 in population
(but, significantly, number 11 in valua-
tion), we were not included. The cut-off
point was about 22,000 in population —
just 2,000 more than that of Westmount.

Had they stretched their survey a bit to
include cities over 20,000, Westmount
should have been first!

It is notirrelevant to point out that the
fourth-place winner was Outremont — a
city with only 22,700 people. As well,
Outremont has only 60 per cent of our
total evaluation, and only one-third of our
transient (daily) population.
Mr. Friedman addressed Westmount’s

imagined problem by suggesting ways for
us to grow. While I have no problem with
rationalizing our boundaries to include
small parts of Montreal, I don’t think
services would be improved to West-
mounters if “Westmount, Snowdon, and
part of N.D.G. could merge into a thriv-
ing, demographically consistentcity.”

An unceremonious end

THE REMNANTS of Alice
Mitchell's 91 years of living were
thrown from her third-floor apart-
ment into a city truck Tuesday.

Miss Mitchell died in October,
but her estate has been paying rent
on her subsidized Hillside Avenue
apartment ever since.
zv-With about 20 people on the
iting list for a one-bedroom for
anyone younger than 65, Hillside
apartments manager Mary Lefeb-
vre said enough is enough. She
contacted Miss Mitchell’s lawyer
(her executor had died before she
did) and arranged to have the
furnishings removed.

Flimsy bookshelves, a mattress
and box spring, a desk, carpeting
and more were tossed off the bal-
cony and filled a city truck. Her
personal possessions had been tak-
en away months before by a rela-
tive living in England.
Miss Mitchell, unmarried and

without children, left a few things
behind that Ms. Lefebvre is making
sure will be well used. One piece of
art — a print — hanging on the wall

is earmarked for the Westmount
Rotary Club for its auction, as
stipulated in Miss Mitchell’s will.
Her two sewing machines are

headed for the seniors’ home next
door.
“Poor old Alice wouldn’t go in

the building,” said Ms. Lefebvre,
“but the sewing machine will go
into it.”
Miss Mitchell refused to move

from her apartment despite Ms.
Lefebvre’s urging and the fact that
she “didn’t get on with the neigh-
bours.” She had moved in when the
building first opened in 1974.

Legally blind in her last year,
Miss Mitchell started relying on a
CLSC nurse in addition to Ms,
Lefebvre.
“She loved to get out, take a walk

to the library,” said Ms. Lefebvre.
The longtime Westmountresident
had retired from Sun Life, was
treasurer of the lawn bowling club,
played bowling and golf, she said.
“She could have afforded to live

elsewhere,” said Ms. Lefebvre,
looking at the apartment’s dingy
walls, soon to be cleaned and
repainted. “But it was home.”
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Man curses passerby
in scuffle over cheque

A 51-year-old man argued with
his grown son over money while
drinking from a wine bottle at
Sherbrooke and Victoria Friday
morning. He cursed at passersby
and slowed traffic for some 45
minutes.

Police finally arrived, comman-
deered a taxi and helped the son
get his father into the car to be
taken home to N.D.G.

“I don’t want him charged,” said
the 28-year-old son in appealing to
passersby for help.

Police said Mondaythey did not
want to arrest the man because his
son was trying to get him home.
They also did not wantto drive him
home in a patrol car because he
had the money to take a taxi and it
might have “destroyed his dignity.”
The pair were first seen arguing

Walking
west, the older man began shouting
obscenities and gesturing at pedes-
trians. The two eventually went

into the Laurentian Bank where
the man continued yelling that he
wanted money, prompting bank
officials to call 911.

The two men continued shout-

ing. A public safety officer was
flagged down and waited inside
until police arrived.
“See how important I am,” the

man shouted happily to his son as
customers walked in and out. “I
have five policemen around me.’

Officers waited while the pair
cashed the cheque and withdrew
$507. Once outside, police and
public security left them seated on
a bench arguing loudly over a roll
of bills they kept snatching from
each other and stuffing in their
socks. The son wanted to keep it
for the father “to pay the rent.” His
father wanted to keepit.
At one point, the older man

snatched sunglasses off his son’s
face, bit them into pieces and
threw them into the snow. The
younger man, bleeding from one

The Canadian Library Associa-
tion may intercede in the firing of
the city’s chief librarian Rosemary
Lydon.
The association is determining if

the city violated the group’s dis-
missal guidelines, THE EXAMINER
learned Monday.
The 5,000-member group is con-

sidering taking a position on the
issue, said executive director
Karen Adams. Their position
would bring pressure to bearon the
city on Miss Lydon’s behalf. Its
membership includes libraries,
boards of trustees, managers and
librarians across Canada.
The city, through Westmount

Public Library, is an member of the
association.
The association’s statement on

employment practices states that
whenever dismissal of an employee
is considered, employers must give
warning and reasons to the
employee, allowing time for

improvement within a stated peri-

“An employer,” it adds, “has a
responsibility to make every effort,
before termination...to relocate
the individual within the work
place to a position for which he/she
is qualified.”

Neither procedure was followed,
Miss Lydon confirmed when con-
tacted Monday.

Attempts by Mayor Peter Trent
to resolve the issue directly with
Miss Lydon have not yet succeed-
ed. Their last meeting was March
26.

The firing of Miss Lydon Feb. 17
after 21 years in Westmount Public
Library outraged residents, 1,615 of
whom put their names to a petition
asking city council to reinstateher.

The city said Miss Lydon’s posi-
tion was being eliminated in a
restructuring move to merge
administration of the library and
the department of recreation and
culture.

Ramp makes St. Matthias’
wheelchair accessible

“I closed my commercial stores
to free myself up for show busi-
ness,” he says.
There is hope, though, for us

ordinary mortals. Mr. Robin is
thinking about opening a shop in
Westmountor nearby, “a total con-
cept shop: one stop for movies,
shoes, clothes, hair and maybe
food all under one roof.”
Even then, you need to be aware

that Mr. Robin is not the usual run
of hairstylist.

“I do lifestyle haircuts for people
when I'm in town. I don’t know
anyone who would want to see me
every week.” He's not interested in
doing maintenance on his cuts. You
get a cut. Then weeks or months
later, you get a new cut.

Since he came to Canada at 17,
Mr. Robin has dressed hair for 32
films, for Burt Lancaster, Lorenzo
Lamas, Justine Bateman (he’s not
fond of her) and Susan Sarandon.

La Florida

“Thefirst film I did was Pinball
Summer, released as Pickup Sum-
mer, for director George Milhalka.
And the most recent was La Flori-
da for George, and my sister is in it.
I didn’t do every film in between,
because sometimes I was otherwise
engaged. But my partner, Ronald
Rolfe, did the ones I couldn’t.”
Otherwise engaged probably

means travelling to locations to do
hair for Wonderbra and Daisy
Fresh models.
When he’s in town, he does hair

for Centaur Theatre shows (his
partner takes over when he’s out of
town). Mr. Robin is responsible for
artistic director Maurice Podbrey’s
new look.

— and later married him.

Hair tutor
in the Islands

“He made it stylish, and I always
knew I was good with people. He
trained me and gave me a job.
When I was 14 my father took me
to the Channel Islands where I
worked on hair and had a private
tutor.”
When he was 17, “my brother

had a salon in Fairview and became
very ill. Some ofus came over — my
mother, one of my sisters, and me
~ to be near him.”
Mr. Robin, now 32, now reckons

he did more harm than good to that
salon.

“It was too much of a culture
shock. I wanted to do things my
way. In any event, I worked there a
little more than a year.”
His brother eventually made a

full recovery, and Mr. Robin was
free to do things his way. He has
been his own boss for many years;
before the shop on St. Denis, he
ran a salon on Victoria Avenue at
Somerville.

“After La Florida finished shoot-
ing, my brother and I took turns
driving to New Orleans.”
His house and studio contain

large plants and an eclectic collec-
tion of objets d’art: a garish plaster
bust of Elvis Presley, a large Afri-
can statue, antique barber chairs,
photos, a Michael Joy poster. He’s
been back only since July, so it’s
not finished yet.

furniture,” said Ms. Napoleoni,
“We have everything. In manyways
we are the answerto the economic
problems of small businesses just
starting out.”

The Westmount space rents for
$12 an hour and $50 a day. The
services it provides for $750 a
month cost $1,080 at a West Island
centre. ;

In the other places I
had to commit to two months rent
at a time, paying first and last
month’s rent. If my revenue is
lower than usual, I can keep my
costs down.”
A smaller business centre suits

her because of the personal touch,
she said, adding that she is
impressed with the overall sense of
personal attention and involve-
ment offered by the owner/opera-
tors. Ms. Berger also considers the
calibre of supportstaff and transla-
tion services excellent.

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Business service centres serving
small entrepreneurs have cropped
up all over the island of Montreal
in recent years; one estimate puts
the number at 25.

“It’s the cheapest way to set
yourself up in business, especially
for self-employed people, who are
not spending all their time at the
office.

“I think its origin can be found in
the services offered by some of the
larger hotels where typing, fax,
phone services and conference
rooms were offered,”he said. “It is
obviously not a long-term solu-
tion.”

He sees the service being more
popular in high-rent cities.

Liliane Paquette,office manager
ofTri-Com Execucentre located on
the West Island, said the service
they offer reduces the cost of con-
ducting business enormously.
After two and half years of opera-
tion, 24 of their 29 available offices
are rented.

Suburban mayors resolve
to study renewal of
municipal police forces

By LAUREEN SWEENEY

Suburban mayors will study the
feasibility of re-establishing munic-
ipal police forces and push for a
regionalstructure to oversee plan-
ning and economic development
for Greater Montreal.
They announced their plans,

adopted by the Conference of
Montreal Suburban Mayors re-
cently at the group’s annual meet-
ing.
“We’ve galvanized into a single

voice,” said Mayor Peter Trent.
“It’s the first time since its exist-
ence that the Conference has tak-
en the time to figure out where
they're going and we hope to give
the message together.”

It’s the best way of ensuring the
survival of municipalities, he said.
The 27 member municipalities

presented their recommendations

to the Ryan Task Force on Greater
Montreal.
The most important recommen-

dation, Mr. Trent said, is to phase
in a new regional body to oversee
planning and economic develop-
ment, first on the island of Mont-
real, and then expanding to include
off-shore municipalities in Greater
Montreal by 1996.
Another highlight is the need to

reduce costly MUC policing, The
mayors’ group agreed to levy a fee
from each municipality to cover the
cost of a feasibility study on estab-
lishing municipal police forces.
They would replace, at a lesser
cost, some of the duties carried out
by MUC police.
The mayors also agreed the

Montreal Urban Community
should not be expanded and its
role should be reduced to a service-
delivering body rather than a deci-
sion-making one.
The mayorsalso gave strong sup-

port to Montrealas the corecity of
the region and proposed greater
emphasis be placed on user-fees on
such things as water supply and
sewage as a source of revenue.
Quebec also should increase, rath-
er than decrease, subsidies to the
Montreal region, they agreed.
The mayors also favour the idea

of a Quebec cabinet minister for
the Montrealregion to increase the
influence of the area.

The heritage nature of the Findlay
building and the need to conserve park
space impose several constraints on where
the new addition can go: it has to be on
three floors, on the side of the south annex

and linked to the Findlay building rather
than directly up against it. This to avoid
structural damage to Findlay and to pre-
serve the Findlay roof line. In other words,
the new must defer to Findlay and nottry
to replicate nor dominate it.
The existing east entrance cannot be

made accessible to the handicapped with-
out destroying the east facade. This
entrance was designed to handle the 1898
adult traffic coming to read and borrow
tne library’s collection of3,000 books. The
new north entrance allows space for accli-
matization on entering the building, and
gives an immediate overview of the com-
plex without need for explanation. It ties
together the three discrete elements of
the complex — Findlay, 1911 children’s
library and new annex. The corridor is a
unifying structure bringing light to
Findlay on both floors.It provides exhibi-
tion space for library and other cultural
materials. It also keeps muchtraffic noise
in the corridor and reduces the pressure
on Findlay — after all, the new annex will
be 60 per cent of the library. This solution
also makes the minimum demands on
parkland.
We had not resolved all the functional

problems by October, but we knew that
the general concept of the solution pro-
vided all the space individual programs
required. At that point we decided we had
to consult our citizens on whether they
were in favourofthe project. To do that we
needed a reliable estimate oftotal costs. It
would have been wasteful if we had spent
money on refinements best left to the
design phase (such as the optimum siting
of toilets),if our citizens then rejected the
project. A large majority did, in fact,
approve.
Everyone involved with the project

believes that the library renewal will only
be successful if the marriage of good

You Say
architecture and smooth functioning suc-
ceeds. Our own professional staff in the
library has made major and constructive
contributions to the project since its
inception. We have met with several focus
groups, the most recent being a most
productive meeting with some 50 profes-
sional librarians resident in Westmount.
We are grateful for everyone’s input and
are reassured that we can count on this
continuing during the next phase of the
project. This should startwhen the provin-
cial government approves the loan bylaw
to authorize the borrowing of $7.5 million
to finance the project. The steering com-
mittee is committed to bringing the pro-
jectin on or under budget and the process
is structured to ensurethis.
We recognize the need to keep the

community fully informed of progress. To
do this we will shortly begin issuing pro-
gress updates at intervals.

In addition to managing the renewal
project, the steering committee also has to
find a way of maintaining library services
during the construction. Again we will do
our best to meet the needs of our citizens
— and will aim to keep everyone
informed.

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Surtax averts loss
of federal revenue

By LAUREEN SWEENEY

A recently imposed freeze by
the federal government on the
amount of money it gives munici-
palities in lieu ofproperty taxes will
cost Westmount $38,400, Mayor
Peter Trent said recently.
But because the city added its

non-residential surtax to federal
government properties last year, it
will not lose as much as some
municipalities that waited until
this year.

Based on 1992 compensation
levels, the city can still expect to
receive $679,653 for properties
such as military armouries and the
RCMPsite. Of that amount, 54 per
cent is surtax.

It budgeted $717,061.

“We can pat ourselves on the
back for not delaying the surtax,”
Mr. Trent said. “We got it in under
the fence. Montreal delayed the
bulk of the surtax and now they're
caught.”

The reason for the federal gov-
ernment freeze was to avoid hefty
surtaxesit faced for Quebec prop-
erties, Mr. Trent explained.

It’s ironic, he said, that one of
Quebec’s arguments for slashing
subsidies to municipalities under
municipal affairs Minister Claude
Ryan’s reforms last year was that
the new surtax would allow them to
gain more revenues from federal
government properties.
“Quebec was rubbing their

hands in glee over that. Now the
rooster’s come home to roost.”

Technically, he said, the federal
government doesn’t have to give
municipalities any compensation
since its properties aren’t taxable.

“It’s only doing it out of the
goodness of its heart,” said Mr.
Trent.

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Ecological lawnmantells
how to get your grass
off addictive chemicals

By J. MARION FEINBERG

With spring officially here, many
Westmounters are beginning to
plan their gardens and lawns.

Jari Tuominiemi is coming to
Victoria Hall this month to lend
some of his considerable expertise
on the subject of how to maintain
an environmentally friendly lawn.

“It won’t simply be an anti-
chemical lecture but rather I'll look
at the alternatives and show why
the old ways, using pesticides and
fi mical fertilizers, don’t work,”

the building engineer who
moonlights with his own ecological
lawn company.
Chemical companies often come

in and blast an entire lawn surface
with chemicals to eradicate a few
weeds, he said. There are other
options and he plans to go over
them in detail during Earth Week,
when he is brought in by the
Healthy Cities environment sub-
committee.
Catch him at Victoria Hall on

Sunday April 18 at 2 p.m., on
Tuesday April 20 at 7:30 p.m. and
on Sunday April 25 at 2 p.m.
“We take the approach thatit is

better to work from the soil up,” he
said. “We work on making the soil
healthier and that will get rid of
most of the weeds and then we do
weeding by hand.”
“But in the long term, it’s not

sustainable. Pounding your lawn
with chemical fertilizers and pesti-
cides usually results in a green
space thatis addicted to the chemi-
cals and immune to effects you are
trying to achieve in the first place,”
said Mr. Tuominiemi.
Westmounters concerned about

chemical treatmentofthe lawn and
who want to break the cycle of
paying a company to do what they
could do themselves will definitely
enjoy the workshops, he said. But
so will thosewho arejust interested
in having a truly beautiful grassy
area, He also vows he doesnot give
boring lectures and promisesit will
be interactive and fun.

Budding craftswomen
rack up two awards

Westmounters Jayne Allister
and Cynthia Gatien recently won
their second honourable mention
award at the 14th annual Spring-
time One Of A Kind Craft Show
and Sale held last weekend in
Toronto.

Theirs was one of 13 awards
distributed among more than 500
artists, given for best visual presen-
tation for their floor cloths.
At the same show at the end of

November, they got an honourable
mention for best new craftsperson.
They have been in business for less
than two years.
Winners are given handblown

glass trophies. “They are round
dishes with a thumbprint (the
show’s logo) in them,” says Ms.
Allister. “The Christmas one was

pink, and the new oneis green.”

The two self-taught artists had
been doing decorative design, and
Ms. Allister took a course in floor
cloth-making in Toronto in the fall
of 1991. The cloths they make are
stenciled and painted freehand,

and all are finished to go on the
floor although, Ms. Allister says,
many people use them as wall
hangings.
“Qur floor cloths sell for $150

up. We have a few in a shop in
Knowlton, but most of ourselling is
done out of our studio by word of
mouth. Wealso get a lot of commis-
sions from the Toronto show, so we
will probably skip the Christmas
show from now on,
“We don’t want to get too big.

It’s very intensive work and if we
produced 100 cloths a year it would
be more than enough.”

New Youtheatre production
gets under students’ skin

Youtheatre has become known
to Montreal-area educators as a
more-than-competent profession-
al company that brings issue-ori-
ented plays to their students.
Sometimes the issues (like AIDS,
racism, bullying, dyslexia, drugs)
make educators a touch uncomfor-
table when they think of discus-
sions in fheir student bodies, but
generally speaking the students
welcome the opportunity to think
about and discuss subjects that
affect theirlives.

Theplay thatis currently touring
high schools, Dennis Foon’s Skin,
is getting a warm reception from
youngpeople.

Aimed at whites

The play was created in 1984,
with more research added in later.
It is aimed primarily at white mid-
dle-class kids so they can see some-
thing of the life experiences of
their visible minority classmates. It
makes the sensible and gentle
point that you do not have to be a
bigot to say or do something racist;
but the person who is hurt is not

being oversensitive.
In this incarnation of the play,

we meet an East Indian (Fleurette
Fernando), a Mohawk (Barbara
Kaneratonni Diabo), a Chinese
person from Vietnam (Victor
Wong) and several of those mid-
dle-class white kids (Scott McKen-
zie, who also plays miscellaneous
other characters — the Chinese
teen’s friend, the Mohawk’s cous-
in, the bigoted teacher).
Westmounter Peter Flegel, 14,

was a memberof the audience who
found the play particularly applica-
ble to him and his needs. “Every-
thing that happened in that play
has happened to me,” he says: the
name-calling, the sterotyping (he
cites a teacher who assumed he
plays basketball because he is
black, among other examples), the
suicide attempt of a friend.
The target audience was caught

up and thoughtful but visible
minority youngsters seemed to be
most effected: like Peter, they felt
their experiences and pain were
validated. Tears trembled on eye-
lashes here and there in the room.
