THE NOVA-SCOTIA PRECEDENT.

As those who maintain the doetrine of the independence
of the AssempLy, as to the choice and approval of its
Speaker, have not thought proper to answer the precedent,
found in the proceedings of the Nova Scorra House of As-
sembly, upon the choice and rejection of its Speaker in
1806 ; and toshew authentically what were the actual pro-
ceedings of the Colonial Legislature on that occasion, we
extract them at length from the Journals.
