London, June 18—The Prince of Saxony; 
Kin* Ludwig of Bavaria, Prince and Princew 
William of Prucaii, and Princess of Saxe- 
Meiningeo, have arrived to take part m tbe 
Queen’s Jubilee.

The Qae?o is in receipt of numerous mes­
sages of congratulations from all parts of tbe 
world.

A conférer ce was held between the Glad- 
stonians and Paruellites last night, at which 
the course to be pcr~ :ed relative to the 
Crimea Bill Act was decided upon. The 
more violent of the Parnellitea agreed to res­
train their obstructive course in deference to 
Mr. Gladstone's wishes. The Parneliites 
will move the remainder of their amendments 
daring the report stage of the bill.

Paris, June 18.—A German has been ar­
rested at St. Medardentall on suspicion of 
being a spy, with the object of learning the 
secret of the minofacture of melenite.

The man with whom the countess Composta 
Irft France is the Vicouot DeLatour Gan- 
bœuf. Tbe couple went to Antwerp and will 
go from there to England, where they will be 
married. Tbe countess has written to the 
papers, saying that her object in running eff 
with the vicount was to seenre her release 
from her oppressors and to regain her liberty. 
The fortune of the countess is estimated at 
$7.500,000.

Vienna, June 18—It is reported that King 
Milan of Servia appointed Ristics Premier, in 
order to regain Russian influence, so as to 
counteract the intrigues of his wife to have 
him deposed. He will sue for a divorce.

PF_<rH, Jana 18—The floods in Hungary 
are subsiding. The towns of Mako and 
Vasarbety are now out of danger. If the 
present dry weather continues tbe water in 
the flooded districts will be gone in six 
weeks. There is great distress ameng the 
inhabitants of the inundated regions, and 
there is danger of fever arising from the 
drainage, f iftcen hundred farmers are totally 
ruined and the entire damage is estimated at 
$5.000,000.

The Government is confident of having a 
larger majority than before. Serious election 
riots are reported in several p’aces. 1 he 
Radicals set fire to the headquarters of the 
ministerial candidates.

AMERICA*.
St. Loris, June 18—The balloon that start­

ed at 4 p.m. yesterday landed at Ccctralia, 
His., at 8 last evening. Gas gave out. It 
will start again as soon as refilled.

Wilke-sbar&e, Pa., *Juoe 18—Shortly 
after the men employed in tbe twin «haft 
at Pittston Junction, had gone to work this 
morning, there was a violent explosion which I 
was heard for miles around, and which caused 
the rock coal and lumber to shoot out ot the 
shaft like a violent volcanic explosion. The 
house at the top of the shaft was smashed 
into a thousand pieces. The firemen were 
terribly injured ; some, perhaps all of them, 
fatally.

Philadblphia, June 18—Dr. Carver, who 
has been giving exhibitions of rifle shooting 
in this city, suffered severe injuries to hie eyes 
last night through the explosion of a car­
tridge.

St. Louis, June 18—Up to midnight re­
ports have been received here that the World 
balloon was seeu at Nashville, at Centralis. 
Malloon and Decatur, III. Nashville and 
Centralis are almost due east from St. Louis 
and within a distance of 60 miles, while Mal­
loon and Decatnr are more than a hundred 
miles north and east. If the balloon was 
really seen at the latter place, and especially 
if the report from Detroit is correct, the 
aeronauts must have struck a viry strong 
northern and north-eastern carrent after 7 
o'clock to have been carried so far out of the 
due easterly direction in which they were 
moving up to that hour. Some apprehension 
is felt here that a heavy storm was struck 
which drove them towards the lake?.

A telegram from the World's balloon cor­
respondent, Du fi» cays they were compelled 
to had at Hoffman, Clinton County, Illinois. 
Near Centralia, at 8.15 o’clock last night, 
Aeronaut Moor received a very severe hurt 
before starting yesterday, and mes-ages from 
Centralia state that this and the giving out of 
gas were the causes assigned for the descent. 
The other occupants of the car were unhurt, 
and the balloon was securely anchored with­
out the aliflhtest damage.

Pittsburg, June 18—The first train that 
ran. or attempted to run on the Alleghany 
Mountain Line with crude petroleum as the 
only fuel in its locomotive and fire box, waa 
the mail train west on the Pennsylvania Rail­
road that arrived in the city last night. It 
came through from Altona cn time without 
a stick of timber or a Seattle of c>al to make 
steam for its motor.

QVEBEC.
Montrbal, June 18—The Hon. James Me 

Shane greatly strengthened his position at St, 
Hyacinthe, toe other day, at the l’iemier’e 
pic-nic. People here really imagined that an 
attempt bring made by interested par­
ties in Quebtc to squeeze "the People’s 
Jimmy” out of tbe Government. Hin friends 
rally to his side, and they are more convinced 
thau ever that the Government far from b^ing 
weakened by Mr. McShane’s presence in the 
Cabinet, the contrary is tbe fact. Mr. Mc- 
Shane has done yeomau’a work since he en- 
terel the Ministry, and hie popularity m 
growing immensely with all classes. After 
the Prime Minister, Mr. McShanc enjoys the 
greatest popularity in the local Cabinet. This 
is a brief report of his speech at St. Hya­
cinthe :—"1 speak in the name of the Irish 
Catholics of this Province. St. Hyacinthe 
sent to Parliament the first man whoever 
asked a genuine Irish Catholic representative 
t> accepta portfolio in his Cabinet. (Loud 
cheers.) Now, with regard to the Protestant 
element, you all know that daring the time 
we were before the electors, nearly every 
English paper in this Province and a great 
many French enrs, advised the English Pro­
testants rot to vote for Mr. Mercier and his 
followers, as thty would thereby endanger 
their own posit on. That advice was follow­
ed in a marked degree, but I know this, and 
you all know it as well, many cf those who 
cast their votes against us at the last general 
election, to day regret tint act. (Ctuers.) 
You have heard the masterly expose of the 
Nationalist programme made by the Hon. 
Premier. He has told yon tint the ‘Parti 
National’ know no nationality, know in creed. 
(Great applause.) I tell you that that pro­
gramme has been carried out. (Great cluer­
ing.) I say to you, gentlemen, and to the 
whole Province, that in the short space of 
time, four or five months, that we have 
been in power, we have done more 
for the English-speaking element than was 
ever done for them by any governxeut during 
the past twenty years. (Applause.) There 
are times, I muss admit, when I feel ashamed 
of mytclf, when I ask the Prcmisr : "Can yon 
do this or that for an old Countryman ? ” and 
hs invariably says, "Yes, with ad my heart.” 
(Load applausn.) And if there is here, within 
the sound t-f my voice, an Irish Catholic or 
an English-speaking Protestant, I say to him, 
do not allow yourselves to be deceived. I am 
your representative (Cheers), with my aasist- 
anc?, and the support of my colleagues, espe­
cially thst of the Premier, you will get fair 
play. (Loud chee.-s ) Gentlemen, I am not 
going to enter into a discuss oj of Provincial 
« If lira, that has been alrraly ably done by 
the Hon. Premier. I will content myself by 
stating that I re ecto with my whob soul 
every word that has been said htra to-day. 
This demonstration is a deserved recogntrioa 
of the merits of the hon. gentleman who ‘is 
your gue,t. We are here, several Ministers 
of the Crown, to bear testimony to the edetin 
in which we hold him, and we have all re­
ceived an enthusiastic recaption from you. 
But, gentlemen, what are we in comparison 
to our worthy It a ier Î In our humble way 
we are somebody ; but if you were ever at tbe 
Council Board yon would see who is the real 
statesman. (Applause.) So long as you keep 
that hoo.^pntleman at the head of the Gov­
ernment of the province, so long will you 
have peace and prospèrity, so long will all 
differences of creed and nationality be obliter­
ated, so long will the country be great and 
glorious. (Great cheers.)”

Oswald Era*, report ae follows:—We have 
had a very active market during the week, 
with several nps and downs, butrn the whole 
with more cf tne latter than the former. The 
situation may bo fairly described as " mixed ” 
in some cases particularly so, on the " bull ” 
aide the excellent gbank statements have 
inspired confidence, while on the "bear’’ side 
prospects of dearer money, combined with 
the troubles in Chiogo, have had a depress 
ing effect. On the whole the " boars ” have 
bad the best of it, although at the close of 
tbe market to-day tbe tone was decidedly 
batter all round. Bank of Montreal opened 
strong at 236, told down to 234, closing at 
2341, with evidently good buying orders 
The «peeches of the presidents and general 
managers at the diffetent annual bank meet 
ings held during the last fortnight have been, 
as usual, very non-cqmmi'.ta), but, ou the 
whole, may be summarised as "hopeful with 
cautions against over-trading.” While in­
vestors pay much attention to bank statements 
and divide on them, to a great extent, as to 
which security they will put their money into, 
speculators look to the state of the market, 
both for money and for the quantity of stcck 
held iu the street or in other words ou 
speculation, as to how they will be guided in 
their transactions. That this is the case 
evident from the firm price of such stocks 
as Merchants, Ontario, and Peoples Banks 
which have held strong in an otherwise weak 
market. In the former institution only some 
1600 shares are held on speculation, a very 
small number considering the size of its 
capital. In the two last named securities few 
transactions have taken place and in all three 
the prices have remaiued almost stationary 
On the other hand Commerce stock, of which 
there is a larger proportion in speculation has 
dropped considerably, selling down from 
124i regular to 120 to day ex-dividend. There 
's much speculation as to the annual report 
of this bank. Rumour has it that the "Rest 
account” is to be reduced, and judging from 
the decline in price of the stock it j.ooks as if 
this might be the case, 
been more speculation in "miscellane- 
ous ” than in Bank stock, Richelieu

GREAT BRITAIN.
Lohdon, Jane 18—The King and Queen of 

Belgium received an ovation on their arrival 
in London to-day. The Marquis of Ripon, 
and Earl of Denbig, and other peers and 
irembers of the clergy welcomed Mgr. 
Scitta, the Pope’s representative at the 
jubilee and party, on their arrival in London 
to-day.

The Lord Mayor gave a banquet at the 
Mansion Home tc-night to two hundred 
representative! of literature, science and art. 
The guests included Jus ia McCarthy, George 
Augustus Sala, Ryder Haggard, Sir Andrew 
Cla'k, Sir Frederic Leighton, Sir John 
Millair.

In a speech at Trowbridge this evening, 
Lord Randolph Churchill said, unlike its 
predecessor, the last reform bill was not fol­
lowed by great legislative energy, owing to 
Mr. Gladstone’s adoption of Home Rule and 
obstructive policy. Mr. Chamberlain ad­
vocates the well being of the two sections of 
the Uniomst party. That was the great 
pact of the present day, the two factions 
Wight ere long, to be seen joined together iu 
the practical work of government. Mr, 
Gladstone had lost hie last battle, and after 
such a Waterloo, Hawarden became a second 
St. Helena.

Duluth, Minn., June 18 -The big pro­
peller "Colorado,” loaded for Duluth, went 
ashore on some sharp rocks 12 miles north at 
10 o'clock this morning, and is in an exposed 
position in the event of a storm. Tugs and 
lighters have gone to her assistance.

St. Louis, Mo., June 18—The World and 
Post-Despatch balloon attained a height of 
16,000 feet abeve the surface of the earth 
yesterday at 5.20 p.m. According to the 
markings of the instroments of the United 
States Signal Service Officer Hazen, who was 
one of the four in tbe car of the balloon, this 
is the higheiton record in America.

incorporated, which it is nof, the Govern­
ment would not have time to put our claim 
before the country, no matter how well 
disposed the Government might be. Of 
course, no one is to blame for this. Mat­
ters of such moment as the construction of 
a four or five million dollar bridge cannot 
be rushed through Parliament like 
a race-horse over a level track. Men in 
deliberative assemblies are apt to think a 
good deal before they will vote so large a 
sum of money. They must be fully seized 
of all the salient points. They must know 
the whys and the' wherefores. Every 
detail of proposed expenditure must be 
laid before them. We cannot hope to 
carry our project to fruition until all the 
information that can he got on the sub­
ject, is duly placed before the men who 
are to talk and vote. Our duty now is to 
kse no time, but to press on with the 
work of organization. We must form a 
strong company. A good stock list must 
bo secured. Full particulars as regards 
cost, and probable income must be gather­
ed. The Government will make its inves­
tigation independently of ours, of course. 
Then, by the time that we are ready 
the Government will be ready also, 
and it will surprise us greatly 
if at the end of all this, the Government 
fails to carry out its promise to our repre­
sentatives. We certainly believe that the 
bridge is as good as built. So far every­
thing pointing to that end has been accom­
plished. Much rests with ourselves. We 
must convince the Government that we 
believe sincerely in the scheme ourselves- 
We must do our share before we can 
reasonably expect the Government to af­
ford us the substantial aid we crave. The 
sooner the stock books arc got ready the 
better will it be for all concerned.

THE BRIDGE.

The Quebec Bridge delegation have 
every reason to feel satisfied with the re­
sult of their mission. The most sanguine 
of our people could not have expected bet­
ter treatment at tha hands of the Minis 
try, than that which was accorded the 
members of the deputation to Ottawa. Sir 
John Macdonald and Sir Charles Ti e. 
per were most kind. They pointed out 
what the Government had already done 
for Quebec, but they also showed that 
more would follow. They were fully seiz* 
ed with the importance of the mission on 
which so many of our leading citizens 
went, and the Government signified its in 
tention of meeting our views as far as pos­
sible. The idea itself, .Sir John did not 
hesitate to regard as ‘‘the great and final 
completion of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way scheme.” In saying even this much 
he practically admits the principle of our 
demand. The Prime Minister paid parti­
cular stress to tho business aspect of the 
movement. He asks for full information. 
He will, during the recess, make private 
enriuiriea as to the character of the enter­
prise, its paying capacity, etc. Of 
course, he knows that the work is 
most necessary and he is almost satisfied 
in his own mind, that in a commercial 
way, it would be good policy on the part 
of the Government to give the scheme the 
aid asked for it. In the meantime, he 
puts a strong weapon in the hands of the 
projectors of the Bridge, and in çs many 
words, he tells them to do their part of 
the work, so that when the Government is 
ready to do its share, a carefully .consider­
ed plan will be ready with a good list of 
stockholders and specifications, etc., of 
undoubted reliability. This task could be 
left in the hands of no better men than 
tha committee comprising the delegation. 
Every man on that committee has the 
true interests of our city and province a* 
heart. Each man knows our necessities 
and requirements. Each knows also ihe 
need of putting forward the best
exertions to make the bridge
an assured and undisputed fact. In the 
hands of that committee our interests may 
be left. Sir John Macdonald gives us 
his word, backed by the solemn assurances 
of his Finance Minister, that during the 
recess,—that is the interval between the 
close of the present session, and the open­
ing of the winter session, next January,— 
that the Cabinet will carefully consider the

Lo'd Lamingtan caUel attention to the 
prohibitory duties which the Canadian Gov­
ernment proposed to place upon English iron.

L >rd Carnarvon said he regarded the pro­
posed duties as purely a matter of home 
finance, and that it would be regrettable if 
the English Government allowed the impost 
to affect the proposed subvent on of the \ au- 
conver steamship line.

Lord Onslow remindel the House, that 
the Government liai no practical powtr to 
interfere in ths matter, he said that a num­
ber of repreteatat'ona made to the Colonial 
Other, to be forwarded to Lord Lansdowne, 
wrre receiving the firm support of the Gov­
ernment. (Hear, hear.) He could cot think 
the duties would be itnpoasd in any spirit of 
hostility to Eoglicd. The aim of the Cana­
dian Government's policy was to further the 
Dominion’s immense undeveloped mineral 
wealth, and it was with a view of obtaining 
iron of Canad*an manufacture, that the dut ies 
were to be imposed, which were dir cted 
priccipally against the United Stater rather 
than Great Hritain. (Cries c f hear, hear )

Lord Salisbury concurred in the belief that 
there was no animus agsiost England in ths 
Canadian policy, the new duties were a part 
of the increased protective feeling visible in
every country. Probably the Canadian idea 
that protection was .beneficial was delusive, 
but it was siocere. The Government would 
do what it could in boh&lf of British manu­
facturers, but be would not invita too much 
confidence in their efforts.

TI1ANKS FOR COURTESIES RE­
CEIVED.

Confidence in the Governor-Gen­
eral Reiterated by the Pres­

byterian Church’s Repre­
sentatives.

Winnipeo, June 17—This closing day of 
the General Assembly woe marked by one 
sederunt, and the items left tilt this morning 
receive! hurried attention. The committee 
charged with the preparation of a new book 
of forms was reappointed with instructiona to 
print the results of their labors and to send 
these down for approval to the various pres­
byteries of the church. An overture refer- 
riug to the licensing of students was sent to 
a committee. Another proposal for the plac­
ing of the names cf elders who arc catechists 
on the rolls of presbyteries wai sent to a 
similar place, both to be reported on to next 
assembly. After a few other unimportant 
matters had bien attended to, the Assembly 
appointed a committee to make arrang. ments 
for ceiebraMng the second centennial of the 
event of 16S3. On mot.on of Prof. Scrimger, 
the times were fixed for taking up collections 
for the schemes of the charch. Dr. Gregg 
read again his reasons for dissent against the

As to the finances the report says :
If it was gratifying to be able to to stats 

that the returns ou stctigtics show greater 
evidence of prosperity than was to be'antic;- 
pated, it is also gratifyiugto have to remark 
that the same toirg may be affirmed of in­
come and expenditu-e. On stipend premised 
from all sonrccs there is an increase of §15,- 
•247, the total amount being §706,066. These 
figures, however, do not ihow the entire sum 
promised for this purpose, as several congre­
gations, and among t^ese sore of the strong­
est in respect of numbers md ability, do not 
give any answer to the ipustion. Arrears of 
stipend actually clue amount to §14,920.

THE AMOI XT EXPENDED ON CUBKCHBS
and mar.ses during the year was §321.297 ; 
last yea- it was §349.267, a decrease of §27,- 
970, and oo other strictly congregational 
purpose^, §292,397, an increase of §53,867. 
The total expenditure for strictly congrega­
tional objects was §1 242,910, or a decrease 
of §17,796. Last year there wes a still greater 
falling off in this item, bnt put of the de­
crease recorded in this report must be as­
cribed to the smaller expenditure on -hurchos 
or manses. The total contributions to the 
schemes of the church were §193,453, an in­
crease of §717 ; bnt allowance must be made 
for some congregations which did not send in 
remittances owing to the change of the year ; 
those which should have appeared in these 
returns bring reserved for next year’s report.

The average contribution per family for 
stipend alone was §8.24, and psr communi­
cant, §4.60, for all strictly congregational 
purposes, §16.30 per family, and §9.10 per 
communicant ; for the schemes of the chutch 
§2-53 and §1.41 respectively, and for all pur­
poses §21.18 and $11.23.

Knnniiig the Blockade.

HOW A SCOTCH SAILOR CARRIED OFF 
A CARGO OF COTTON UNDER 

DIFFICULTIES.

The following story is told by Chamber^ 
Journal of how Captain Wilson, who ran the 
blockade seventeen times during tnc war, 
saved a rateable cargo from a Federal block­
ading vessel :

“He wns in command of a large blockade 
runner which had safely entered one of the 
Southern ports. He had attempted to escape 
during a fog in the evening ; the fog suddenly 
lifted and' ho found he had nothing but a 
swift pair of heels to rely upon, f ir a Federal 
cruiser was within range of him. The Federal 
fired across his bows, but the captain t< ok 
no notice beyond putting a little extra weight 
on the safety valve. His decks were piled 
high with cotton, which formed an excellent 
protection against small arm fire. The Fede­
ral now opened the ball in good earnest, and 
shell after shell chnrne 1 the water into foam 
around, but not one struck her. Just as she 
was getting out of range, however, a shell 
penetrated the side and lodged in the boiler, 
and the vessel was helpless. She had con­
siderable way on her, so, though sinking, she 
was headed for shore.

“The Federal ceased firing, and watched 
the disabled vessel until at last she was 
beached, half full of water. Captain Wilson 
and his crew fled to the shore and saw the 
Federal send off a boat to inspect their cap­
ture. Satisfied thot the vessel was complete­
ly disabled, the Federal steamed off to her 
station in the assured hope that she bad set­
tled Captain Wilson this time. The misfor­
tune, however, did not daunt him. He made 
his way to the nejghboring plantation, obtain­
ed the assistancé'of a number of hands, and 
as soon as the captor was out of sight and the 
tide has receded, unloaded the bulk of the 
cotton. With the assistance of a blacksmith 
he repaired the hull by riveting iron plates 
inside and outside the shot hole, and filling 
the interspace with tar and cotton. The 
water in the boiler had put out the fuse of 
the shell ; so, extracting his iron visitor, he 
riveted new plates over the hole and made, 
with thn assistance of his engineer, a strong, 
if not very presentable repair.

“The cotton was rèshipped, and in the 
early gray of the morning, aa the Federal 
captain appeared in the offing to take posses­
sion of his prize, he beheld her steaming 
away to England as if nothing had happened, 
while a contemptuous salute from Captain 
Wilson’s siugle gun gave him a forcible idea 
of the resources of a ‘canny Scot’in a earner,*

Unks well closed, or in isolated stores or build 
ings well ventilated and expressly adapted for 
that purpose by means of e-erated sides or 
otherwise, so as to effectually prevent; bes 
articles from overflowing or escaping from 
places wherein they are kept " stored.

6th. No person shall fabricate or store t ny 
of the articles mentioned in tbe preceding sec 
tion in any wooden building, or wooden build 
ing cased with bnck, or other building covered 
with shingles or other wood, within the limite 
of the said city, nnless the said articles be kept 
in iron boxes or tanks well closed, or 

7th. Nc person shall fabricate or store any 
tbe articles mentioned in the above fifth section 
in any qnantity exceeding that mentioned in 
tbe said section, in any building at a distance 
of at least one hundred feet of any other bnild 
ing. and unless it be separated from otha 
buildings by a stone or brick wall of a les 
than ten feet higb by at least twelve inches 
thick.

8th. It will not be necessary .hat the sai 
building be surrounded by a wall as t is raes- 
tioned in tbe next preceding section, i such 
building be at a distance of more than three 
hundred feet from any other building ; but none 
of the herein above enumerated articles will in 
such cases be kept or stored in any other par 
of such building than the ground floor thereof, 
ard in no other higher story thereof ; and there 
must be no means of communication from the 
said building to any other building or store by 
-means of a canal or sewer of any desenptio 
whatever.

9th. Any person desiring to keep, store 
fabricate any .of the articles mentioned in th 
said fifth section in a larger quantity than fiv 
barrels mu-t give notice thereof in writing to 
the Fire Coin mitt se ; designating in tbe said 
notice the building or place wherein be desires 
to keep, store, sell or fabricate the said articles 
and the manner he intends doing so. Tbe 
officer appointed as aforesaid, bhaU visit and 
examine the places, and will report in wr ting 
to tbe Fire Committee if the places are laicL 
out conformably to tbe provisions of the prsson 
by-law. On this report, the said Committee 
shall grant or refuse the permission asked for. 
according as it may see fit ; bnt such permis 
sien will have to be approved by the said City 
Council

And the said officer ior such visit examina 
tion and report, will have a rigb to exact an 
j ceive for tbe said Corporation he sum herein­
after xed. Such permission, and that men­
tioned in tbe above-mentioned section, •Ba.ll 
remain iu force from tbe J«y that it II have 
been granted by the Council until tha first day 
of May following, and will be annually renew 
ed on payment of $10 to tbe said City Clerk 
who will sign the said permission.
