AFTERNOON REPORTS,

THE BACCAEAT SCANDAL CASE.

INFLUENZA AT WINDSOR
CASTLE

RUSSIA'S BANKRUPT CONDITION.

Russian Hebrew Immigrants for England
—La Grippe in Alaska—College
Students Fined.

Loxpox, June 5—The baccarat case was
resumed this morning. The baccarat coun-
ters were passed over to the jury for imspec-
tion. Mrs. Lycett Green was again called to
the witness box and the cross-examination of
the lnfly, which was yesterday iuterrupted
by adjournment, was resumed f;y Sir Edwarl
Clarke. The witness, who was fully as self-
Koueue‘ d as she had shown herself to be

uring the ordeal of yesterday, was, in cross-
examination, taken over the old ground of
the arrangement of the table, the disposition
abont 1t of tlie“guests and the discovery of
the cheatin%‘by Sir William Gordon Cum-
ming. In the midst of this work of repeti-
tion, Sir Edward abruptly turned upon the
witness with the question, “‘Are you ac-
quainted with, or do you know of a man
named Bowles?" Witness replied very po
sitively in the negative and was then allowed
to step out of the box. The defense then
called Mrs. Arthur Wilson, the Tranby Croft
hostess, and a party-defendant to the snit,
Sir Charles Russell bowed courteously to the
lady as she entered the witness box and at
once proceeded with her examination. Wit.
ness testified that she distinctly recollected
having observed her son looking at her with
a puzzled expression from timeto time during
the progress of the game of bucearat on the
night of September 8. Later, het son in-
formed her thit he had seen the plaintiff, Sit
William Jordon Cumiming, cheat at play:
Then there came a tédious thréshing o\'é$ of
the testimony of previous witnesses. Mrs,
Wilson agreed on all material points with
the circumstances and details of the play as
it has over and over agwnin been related,
When her son intormed her of the detection
by him of Sir William's dishonest play, wit-
ness said to him, *You must not mention it ;
we must not have a scandal in our house.”
Passing on to the events of the second even-
ing of play, September 0, witness swore that
she had on that occasion noticed nothing
strange until she had reccived s note from
Mr. Lycett Green, who had left the
room. The note declared that the
writer had scen plaintiff cheat and that he
could not remain in the room and that some-
thing should be done to stop the game, Wit-
ness recollected hearing plaintiff asking the
banker, the Prince of Wales, to pay him £30
for a counter which he claimed had been
overlooked. Witness also remembered hear-
ing the Prince say on that oceasion that he
wished people would place their stakes
where they could be seen. The Prince had
spoken in the tone of a man who was serious-
ly annoyed. Once subsequently witness had
seen the plaintiff push a £10 counter over the
chalk linesoopenlythatshewondered that none
of the others appeared to have observed the
action. Witness was then turned over to the
prosecution for cross-examination, the repre-
sentatives of which emulated the courtesy of
Sir Charles in their manner of receiving the
lady. Replying to the firs. question of coun-
eel in cross-examinalion, witness declared
that she did not sign a.paper pledging secre-
cy as to the baccarat iscoverics,
She, however, admitted that the Prince of
Wales had appealed to her to say nothing of
the matter, 98: the night of the 8th of
September the Prince asked her to have a
rroper baccarat tuble prepared for use on the
ollowinﬁ evening. This had occurred before
witness knew anything of the alleged cheat-
ing. Deing pressed, witness said that the
table had not been re-arranged particularly
on account of Sir Wm. Gordon Cumming,
but because it was hoped that its
re arrangement  might prevent a recur-
rence of disagreeable things. At this point,
counsel for plaintiff began pushing the cross-
examination slmrpl{ and vigorously. In re-
pl'y toa question by Sir Edward Clarke,
witness said that her husband had objected
to baccarut being played in his house, only
because he feared that play might become
too high nmong hot-headed youths who were
sometimes in their company, When asked
why she had not told the Prince that her
husband objected to baccarat being played
there, she replied, *‘I did not do so because
we were such a staid, non-gambling pnrl{'.
that I did not think much harm could
come from the little play indulged
in.”  Witness kept her self jon fairly
well throughout this part of the examination,
but was visibly annoyed at the loud titter
thut greeted her quaint reason for disobeying
her husband’s injunctions. In response to
other questions by plaintii’s counsel, witness
was forced to admit that she had sat at play
on the second night, September 9th, with a
guest whom she had heard solemnly de-
nounced as a cheat. Here counsel plied her
with question after question, a course that
somewhat confused her. At last she was
nsked point blank, “Why did you, in your
own house and where it was your duty to
protect your guests, sit at_play with a man
whom you had heard called a common cheat 7"
To the utter amazement of every one present,
witness replied, *“I had put it out of m{
mind ; I had a lot of other matters to thin
about.” To say thut this episode created a
sensation is to put it mildly indeed. Asked
whether ghe ‘:ad scen Sir William cheat,

witness  replied, **Yes, unfortunately
withont a doubt.” This conc_{u:lcd
the cross-examination of Mrs. Wilson.

After the cross-examination of Mrs, Wilson
had been finished, the defense called Lord
Coventry who, with Gen. Williams, drew up
the incriminating document which wassigned
by the plaintiff. Witness stated that when,
on the evening of September 10, Mr. Lycett
Green made the communication to him which
was afterwards repeated in the presence of
Gen: Williams and Mr. Arthur Stanley Wil
son, he had felt as these gentlemen had sub-
scquently felt, thut the Prince of Wales
having long honored the plaintiff with his
friendship, they could not allow the Prince
to continue that friendship without putting
him in possession of what they knew of Sir
William's conduct during the games of the
8th and 9th of September. Continuing, wit-
ness related the circumstances of the notori-
ous interview with Sir William.

THE GAME OF BACCARAT.

No lottery of chance was evar talked about
as much as baccarat. It is fascinating to =
deEreeI&yond ordinary comprehension, Pro-
bably 118" game of cards so absolutely simple.
in its detuils and free from complications was
ever so popular. In brief, one member of a
party elects to be banker. He deals the cards
to only two players from a box similar toa
cigar box after they have been shuffled. The
point is to get nine or eighteen spots in order
to win, Two cards must be dealt to each
player before the dealer serves himself. 7To
get more. than eighteen spots is fatal, and he
who first counts nine or ecighteen takes the
money wageted. If, however, a player fails
to get the desited nomber the banker draws
a card alterngtely with the two players, and
if nineor ciﬁ?teen is not tiade befors stopping
and the bauker ties thé player the latter loses,
The players stake their money lepsrlusl{.
In fact, at one deal there are two games irf
progress and the tators may wage theit
money on either, all of which must be accept-
ed by the banker.

The great difficulty to an ordinarily pru-
dent baccarat player is to know when to
leave off ; even the strongest-minded can
scarcely trust (heir judgmeént in this respect
s0 it may be readily inufined what sort o
chance any vacillating player has of being
successful at the game,

There are certain matters in connection
with the Tranby Croft baccarat affair that
are worth considering, for although heaps of
articles have been printed most of them ma
be put down as rubbish. Sir William is
alleged to have resorted to a form of cheating
known as the *‘ pousette "—that ie, addin,
to the stake when the banker has lost an
decreasing it when he has won. Now, had
the table been better conducted it would
have been impossible . for this to have oc-
eurred,

As every player at laccaratl knows, prior
to the banker making a start, he states the
amount in the bank—let us put it, for exam-
ple, at £50. Anyone sitting down at the
table has the right to call the whole of the
bank, selecting the left or the right on which
Lo rick up the cards. If the k is not
called then the banker proceeds to deal to
£25a side,or as much of it as may be
“marked” or called—the former meuning
that the money is placed on the table; the
latter, that the bank has accepted the bet,
withont the money being staked, but thisis
quite the exceit.ion, the ready coin being in-
variably planked. Now, previous to the
banker dealing the cards, it is the duty of
two croupiers, one on the right and the other
on the left, to count up the stakes deposited
on cither side and then make up the bank.
Thus the banker knows to the smaller coin
the amount of his liabilitics. Had the game
been properly played at Tranby Croft no one
attempting the “pousctte” would have stood
an carthly chance of either increasing or de-
creasing his stake. .

Mr. Win. Henry Smith, in the House of
Commons yesterday, answering a question in
regard to the reported wholesale immigration
of Russian Hebrews into England, said that
the Government had made enquiries into the
subject and those enquiries were still pro-
rressing. The British Consul at RiFn ad
»een instructed to make a report in this con-
nection to the Foreign Office. The Govern-
ment could not Dbelieve that it was possible
that there was such an abuse of the privilege
of aliens as announced in tha Moscow Viedo-
mosti. This announcement was to the effect
that the Jewsih Emigration Society bad en-
gaged four Baltic steamships for the exclusive
u of carrying Jews to Longdon. This
Scciety was also said to be arranging for the
emigration of 60,000 persons, chicfly Polish
Lithurian Jews, to England.

Many of the domestics at Windsor Castle
are suffering from intluenza.

Prof. Getfckcn lectured at the German Ex-
hibition last evening on Russian finances.
He gave a startling array of statistics show-
ing the baukrupt condition of the Russian
agricultural classes, the stagnation existing
in the industry and the overwhelming in-
debtedness of the State. The Russian Bud-
et of 1800, he said, amounted to £111,000,-

, of which the public debt absorbed £33,-
000,000 and debentures £32,000,000, an enor-
mous burden on a country where 92 per
cent. of the population are poor. Of £130,-
000,000 of inconvertible paper money, ounly
£26,000,000 was covered by a metallic re-
serve. He warned investors that the failure
of the last loan was the bursting of the bub-
ble, and declared that Russia must reform
her corrupt administrativn and preposterous
fiscal pogcy and abandon an aggressive
foreign policy.

R. C. Duncan, of Washington, D.C., who
is charged with attemptipg to murder his
wife in North Wales, was to-day committed
for trial.

The bill providing for the issue of an
Order-in-Council prohibiting the taking of
seals in Bebring Sea by British subjects, was
ssed. Mr. Thomas Sexton, M.P. for West
elfast, called the attention of the House to
the attitude of the Irish members in connee-
tion with the bill, and expressed the hope
that the Goverument would appreciate their
forbearance in offering no opposition to it,
thus allowing the Government to pass the
bill on its third reading without delay.

CoxNsSTANTINOPLE, June 5- Herr Isratel, the
Berlin banker, who, with other passengers,
wus recently on a railway train between this
city and Adrianople and who was sent to
this city to secure a ransom of $40,000, has,
by order of the brigands, deposited the ran-
som with the Austrian Censul at Kirk-Kile-
sia. The hrigands have refused to treat any
further for the relcase of the prisoners unless
the troops cease to menace commuuications
between the brigands and the friends of the
prisoners.

92| . OPINIONS OF THE PEOPLE.

The question of a Wharf at Father Point
viewed in its bearings and relations,
with the advantages arising
therefrom.

(To the Editor of the Morning Chronicle, )
Sm.—Amonq the different questions which
fall to the lot of a journalist to sdvocate from
time to time, we have always sought to right-
ly discriminate between questions of purel
rsonal or local resort, in which the mndivi-
nal claims of a class or community are con-
cerned, and those, on the other hand, of a
wider range, that is, of general interest.

Prominent among the latter is undoubtedly
the guestion of a wharf at Father Point, it
being rightly considered the converging
point for all outgoing and in steamers
on account of its proximity to the south shore.
channel and its deep waters, which allow
vessels to run to within a distance of less
than a quarter of a mile from the shore.

Father Point is well known to all our trane-
Atlantic steamers as the place where they
invariably call on the run up or down the
St. Lawrence River, either to embark or Jand
their pilots, and up to last ng, mails and

ers as well, although the latter ar-,
rangement was carried out under certain dis-
advantages, owing to the absence of a wharf
at Father Puint, which necessitated the trans-
fer of both mails and ugers to a small
steamer subsidised for that purpose, and
thence to the Rimouski wharf, some distance
further up, while the landing of either mails
or passengers could have been effected direct-
ly at Fa! Point, at any time orinap
weather, and at far less inconvenience
expense, if there had been a wharf at the
Point, where in reality it shonld have been
originally instead of at Rimouski, if due con-
siderstion had only been paid at iLhe time to
ite Propcr,cnd suitable location.

The absurdity of building a wharf in shal-
low waters, three miles distant from the only
h‘aﬁli&g place accessible to occan steamers,
wi apparent to any ordinary observer,
aud its ngt‘:rrunnlefulne- will still be more
palpable now that the transfer of mails and
pussengers has been discontinued. .

For our part, we never could see of what
‘service or advantage that wharf at Rimouski
could be to ocean steamers carrying mails and
p.a;:gm when such steamers had un-
avoidably te call at Father Point within easy
access of the shore, and every possible
facility for landing both mailsand
without any hindrance or loss of -
soever, if there had only been a wharf at

hand. And now that the landing of mails
and ngers from abroad has either com.
pletely censed or been temporarily discon-

tinued, the usefulness of the Rimouski whaif
has completely ¢eased, to all its criginal
intents and pur , and that both for the
Government that builu it, and the projectors
of the enterprise, while on the other hand,
the calling of the steamers at Father Point
still continues, and pilots are still embarked
and disembarked at that place as heretofore,
and under as great disadvantages asinformer
years.

We observe that the matter is i
seriously talked about, and earnestly en
up by the press, and its urgency is obvious in
view of the fact that the combined action of
both pilots and commanders of ocean steamers
who are left to bear all the unpleasantuness of
the existing siluation, are alive to the
necessity of having a wharf at Father Point
in order to avoid the drawbacks ex
in baving to land and embark the pilots, in
open boats, and in occasional stresses of
weather that render the landing tedious and
perilous in the extreme.

We understand that a move is to be made
by interested parties, ved by
manders cf ocean steamers and others, with
view to urge the matter before the Govern-
meut, and requesta solution of the perplexed
question,

In view of the importance of the question
and the ever recurring necessity of o wharf
at Father Point, we advise agitating the
question in the press backed up by a direct
representation of the case to the Government
on the part of those on whose shoulders rest
the disndvantages complained of, and we

have no doubt but the Government will rise
to the importance of the question, and do it
juntice.

FRENCH AND CATHOLIO.

COUNT MERCIER'S SPEECH ON
QUEBKC.

The Motto on the Flag Sent to a Priest in
Normandy—We live at Peace in
Canada—A Canadian Nation-
alivy.

A stenographic report of Count Mercier's
speech n:g:ho Maristes College, at Saint
Génis-Laval, three-quarters of an hour's
drive from Lyons, departmient of the Rhone,
has been forwarded here. It was delivered
in answer to an address presented to him b
the Superior of the Order, which has branch
houses in this province. “‘[ understand,” he
said among other thinge, *‘that this recep-
tion is not intended for me personally, but
rather for the French and Catholic province
of Quebec which I represent. Yes, French
and Catholic. Two years ago a good priest
of Normandy, wishing to unite in his church,
erected to perpetuate the memory of our
national saint, Joan of Are, a number of flags
on the occasion of her féte, wrete me to place
alongside of these which came from all
other countries a banuerette representing
the Province of Quebee. I said to myself:

I have the advantage of huving for next door
neighbors,—do not be scandalized, gentle-
men,—the good religicuses of the Holy Name
of Jesus, and at my request

and said : Mesdames, will you kindly pre-
pare o beautiful French flug fringed with
gold ; place on it a crown of maple leaves and
above 7& the word * Quebec "tuur in the crown
itself the words CATHOLIQUES ET FRANCAIS
(prolonged applause), These good ladies did
e work with that ability which distin-
guishes them, and I sent my poor little flag
to the place indicated. It is said that it
arrived a little Iate ; but they say that that
waas the fault of the English Custom House,
(Laughter and applause.) Beithat as it may,
it dil arrive, and in its naif language
it well represents our sentiments, gentle-
men, Over there, in Cunada, we live in
peace with all nationalities ; the Euglish,
the Scotch and the Irish gladly ex-
tend the hand of good fellowship to
the French. We have, long years since,
laid the foundations of a Canadian national-
ity in which all can find place, and where
there is, gentlemen, only ized aristo-
cracy of tulent and houesty. (Applause.) This
aristocracy grows; it rests firmly on our
solid rocks ; it is developed in oar immense
lands, and when it feels weary it goes und
rests on the peaks of our high 'mountains, and
everywhere it re-echoes the same ery of love
of religion, and of the French nationality.”
(Prolonged uY’plause. )

“Vive La Canadienne” was sung by the
students with great success.
