Once There Fight Will be Started to Have Him Taken to New Fork 
State. Defence Has Motion Ready to Ask For Discontinuance 
Of Habeas Corpus Proceedings. New York State Authorities 
Not Satisfied With Conditions at Sherbrooke Jail. Are Afraid 
Thaw Might be Spirited Away.

LARGE FORCE OF MEN ARE NOW 

ATTACKING FLAMES TO 
KEEP THEM FROM

The Record has received informat­
ion from an absolutely reliable 
sourpe to the effect that Harry Ken­
dall Thaw will be deported into the 
State of Vermont. According to the 
Record’s informant, once in Vermont 
Thaw will have the right to fight 
an effort that might be made to send 
him back to New York in every 
Court of the United States. The 
Government of the State of Vermont 
can not hand him over to the New 
York State authorities.

Unless something unforseen happens 
Thaw will be brought before the 
Court on Wednesday morning next, 
when the argument on the writ of 
Habeas Corpus will take place. 
Should anything arise between ‘now 
and Wednesday that would lead the 
defence to believe Thaw would be 
safer in Jail than in the Hands of 
the Immigration Officers, the Habeas 
Corpus proceedings will be discon­
tinued. In case such steps may be 
necessary Thaw and his Attorney 
have a motion for discontinuance of 
the case in readiness, which motion 
they will fyle with the prothonotary 
the minutes they want the proceed­
ings dropped.

According to law the petitioners 
for the writ cannot be forced to con 
tinue their case, and should they de 
cide to drop it at any time Thaw 
must remain in Jail until such time 
as he is brought up for trial before 
the District Magistrate on the charge 
with which he is now charged. Sup­
pose the defence should want further 
delay they will simply allow the case 
against Thaw to go on in the regu­
lar way, plead not guilty before the 
District Magistrate and then choose 
a trial before a Jury at the next 
session of the Court of King’s Bench, 
which will take place in October.

THAW MUST BE WILLING.
Should Thaw refuse to cross the 

border into Vermont, when he is li­
berated under writ of Habeas Corpus, 
another course of, action will have to 
be taken. He will have to be brought 
before the Advisory Board, consist­
ing of two members, who will hear 
evidence in his case. Should the evi­
dence be against him he will be or­
dered deported as the Board sees fit. 
If he were a British subject he would 
have the right to appeal to the Can­
adian Courts against the finding of 
the Board. Being an American citi­
zen, however, his only recourse is to 
the Minister of the Interior, who has 
the power to sustain or reject the 
finding of the Board. It is not 
'thought Thaw will reject the finding 
of the Board. It. is not thought Thaw 
will object to going to Vermont. 
Should he do so he runs the danger 
of béing sent to Newr York by the 
Board of Advisors, the place of, all 
places he does not want to go.
WAS DR. SHURTLEFF’S MISSION 

A FAILURE?
It is a question if Dr. Shurtlcff’s 

visit to Ottawa was a failure. In 
having Thaw deported to Vermont 
the defence has scored a winning 
point, and one which completely 
baffles the American officers who are 
fighting for Thaw’s deportation to 
that State.

PREPARING FOR BIG FIGHT.
Last night was uneventful as far as 

sensations in the Thaw case are con­
cerned. The excitement of yesterday’s 
struggle over, and the fact that Thaw 
will not have to appear until Wed­
nesday next, lawyers for the prose­
cution and defence are taking things 
more quietly, and arming themselves 
with all the ammunition available 
for the big fight which is bound to 
come early next week.

WILL BE REJECTED.
The only decision which seems to 

have been definitely arrived at is 
that Thaw will not be handed over 
to the New York authorities. This 
is due to the fact that the Canadian 
Government does not wish to have 
the Immigration Act supplement the 
Extradition Treaty. With this point 
settled, only two other courses are 
open. Thaw must be rejected, and 
sent back whence he came, or else 
he must he liberated and given a 
certain time limit in which to leave 
the prosecution was not satisfied 
what his lawyers are fighting for.

Department immediately sent a tele­
gram to Sheriff Aylmer asking his 
opinion. Last night the Sheriff stat­
ed that he had replied to their 
message, stating that as far as he 
was concerned Thaw was securely 
locked up and that he had no fear of 
an attempt being made to have him 
kidnapped from Jail. If any attempt 
were made to carry Thaw off he con­
sidered it would be while he was be­
ing removed from the Court House 
to the Jail. The Sheriff stated that 
if the Attorney General thought 
there was any danger he could order 
an armed guard to come up from 
Quebec to look after Thaw as he was 
being taken to and from the Jail. 
As far as he was concerned he would 
not engage additional guards or 
turnkeys as he considered everything 
would be all right.

The excitement caused by the re­
port that armed guards would be 
sent was cause of laughable episode 
at the Sherbrooke House last even 
ing. While a group of journalists 
were seated together talking the mat­
ter over the G. T. R. train pulled 
in, and off the train stepped four or 
five husky fellows with rifles. As 
they entered the hotel a rush was 
made to see what their mission was. 
It turned out that they were ama­
teur rifle enthusiasts on their way 
home from the annual rifle matches 
which have just closed in Montreal.

SENDS FOR EX-GOVERNOR 
STONE.

Thaw has telegraphed Ex-Governor 
Stone, of Pennsylvania, and Mr. Will­
iam Blakely, of Pittsburg, both law­
yers of his, asking them to come to 
Sherbrooke to confer with the distin­
guished Canadian legal advisors he

was given out by Harry himself late 
last night.

The fact of their coming here will 
in no wray interfere with their ask­
ing Governor Tener. of Pensylvania 
to take steps to safeguard Thaw's 
rights as a citizen of the State of 
of Pensylvania. “Even without this 
there is no question but that every 
American citizen will be given im­
partial treatment by our present De­
partment of .State,” said Thaw.

THAW TALKS WITH RECORD.
Harry K. Thaw talked for about 

twenty minutes with a Record repre­
sentative this morning.

On inquiring us to the length of his 
legal battle Thaw said it might con­
tinue for mouths. “It will not in 
this beautiful Canada but on the oth­
er side of the line.”

Thaw was particularly emphatic in 
his denunciation of the New York 
State authorities.

“They are assuming the position of 
dictator to the Dominion Govern­
ment at Ottawa.” “My case,” said 
Thaw', “is entirely outside their juris­
diction.’’ He wished this to be fully 
understood by the Canadian people.

The conversation was continued in 
a friendly way, and he reiterated his 
previous statement as to the fair 
play which had so far been extended 
to him during his stay in Canada.

Thaw also intimated that he ex­
pected some friends to arrive to-day 
from the South.

MR. ST. LAURENT HAS INTER­

SPREADING.
Scotstown, August 23. —(Special) 

—A forest fire is at present raging 
on the south side of the Lingwick 
roads, which leads from this town 
to the village of Gould, and about 
four miles from Scotstown.

HAS ENGAGED COUNSEL FOR 
ROGER THOMPSON.

To the Record Reporter, Thaw told, 
last night, how it was that Mr. 
Louis St. Laurent, of Quebec, had 
been brought into the case. His re­
ply was: “I had the honor of retain­
ing Mr. St. Laurent, one of Quebec’s 
foremost lawyers, to take charge of 
the case of Mr. Mitchell Thompson 
to find out who it is that wishes to 
havehim arrested on a trumped up 
charge of crime, to take criminal act 
ion upaiTifit the offenders and in ad­
dition to obtain damages from them 
for this innocent man.

“Mr. St. Laurent has arrived and 
has taken charge of the ease. He 
finds that Mr. Thompson is merely 
under a technical arrest,’but if any 
improper influences from dny State 
are used to have this man Falsely 
accused, Mr. St. Laurent will take 
proper and stern action.

‘Mr. St. Laurent is not only a 
Frenchman, but it an entire half 
Irish. I would like my friends /in 
New York to know this.’’

Harry’s grandfather, Copely was 
half Irish. His great grandmother 
was born in Ireland and with sev­
eral brothers who had been in the 
Emmet Rebellion, one of whom had 
a reward of fifty pounds offered by 
the British Government on his head 
when he escaped, came to this Coun­
try in the first year of last Century.

INTERVIEW WITH THOMPSON.
Yesterday afternoon the Record 

man had a brief conversation with 
Thompson. He appeared to feel his 
position keenly, and wondered if 
nothing could be done to secure the 
necessary bail to allow him his liber­
ty. He would say nothing of his con­
nection with Thaw, save that ever 
since they came together all the di­
rections were given by Thaw. When 
it was they first met he would not 
say.

What he was anxious to have done 
was to have it appear in New York 
papers that he formerly worked as 
salesman for Auto Owners Su; ply 
Co., had been chauffeur for several 
well known New York families, 
and now confined in a Canadian Jail 
on a charge for which he was liable 
to a fine of from fifty 'u live hundred 
dollars. He was of the opruion that 
when his friends saw ring despatch 
they would come to his assistance.
ADVISE THAW TO BUY LAND.

Harry K. Thaw, it is said, has 
been advised by certain of his coun­
sel, it was learned, to buy property 
in Canada and take steps to become 
naturalized as a British subject. This, 
it was held, would prevent his depor­
tation. The new suggestion and the 
efforts of the lawyers to arrange to 
have Thaw deported, if deported he 
must be, to Vermont as the State 
from which it would he most diffi­
cult for New York to recover the 
fugitive from Matteawan, indicates 
the extent and complications of the 
fight that will be made to get Thaw 
free.

MOTIVE FOR POSTPONEMENT OF 
THOMPSON CASE.

The “inside” motive ol the immi­
gration authorities in causing the 
Thompson case to be postponed lies 
in the fact that the charge on which 
he is held is punishable only with a 
fine. He could pay this at once and 
decamp for parts unknown. The war­
rant from Dutchess County, charging 
him with conspiracy is not regarded 
as sufficient basis for extradition. To 
patch up this loophole, more time 
was needed.

FORMER APPOINTMENT WAS 
UNANIMOUS AND LATTER 

WAS AFTER A DIVI­
SION.

Major Hebert presided at the ad­
journed Council meeting last night. 
The aldermen present were Jenckes, 
Thompson, Darche, Ewing, Genest, 
Simoneau, Prunier, Denauit and 
Urauls.

MANY APPLICATIONS.
When the matter of the appoint­

ment of a City Treasurer was reached, 
the Mayor stated that 132 applica­
tions had been received for the posi­
tion. Owing to their number he did 
not think they could proceed satis­
factorily that night.

Aid. Jenckes did not tiling there 
was a possibility of selecting a suit­
able man and inaugurating him into 
the office in eight days. As the affairs 
in the various departments, were not 
progressing any more favorably than 
they were a month ago, he would 
make a suggestion. Many of the peo 
pie whose accounts had been placed 
with the City Attorney declared that 
they had receipts for the amounts 
demanded, and whoever was appoint­
ed to the position would necessarily 
take some time in organizing before 
any actual work could be accomplish 
ed. He there moved: “That, in view 
of the delay in the selection of a new 
City Treasurer, Messrs. Price, Water- 
house & Co. be ami are hereby au­
thorized to send a competent account­
ant to instal a system, at a salary 
of ?15 a day and expenses, and that 
Mr. Griffith, Mr. Dugal, Mr. Bell 
ami Mr. Myers be retained until Oc­
tober 1st at the same remuneration 
ns at present.”

He felt that the matter of the ac­
counts and the organization was very 
serious, and he thought as aldermen 
they would be supported by the citi­
zens at large in a little greater ini­
tial expenditure to get things into 
shape, and it. would take AUtne time 
to determine upon a suitable person 
for Treasurer. They should proceed 
with caution in filling the position.

Aid. Denauit thought the appoint 
ment could be made now. “The Fin 
anee Committee have engaged audi­
tors at a great expense to the city,
and which I do not approve-----”

Aid. Jenckes: “I object to that. The 
Council hired the auditors, not the 
Finance Committee.”

Aid. Denauit did not intend to cri­
ticise the Committee. He did not 
approve of the time and expense in­
volved in the audit. If they hail hired 
a good auditor they would be much 
further advanced to-day, and it would 
be time enough to engage a man 
from Montreal when they found they 
could not engage a competent man 
from among the applicants. If they 
kept delaying and engaging men at 
$15 a day, he could not tell what, the 
result would be. He thought they 
should adjourn for a few minutes wnd 
consider the applications.

Aid. Ewing seconded the motion 
moved by Aid. Jenckes. He thought 
the auditors should complete their 
work by sending a man to open a set 
of books and inaugurate a system. 
It seemed to him to be absurd to 
advertise for a man and select one 
whom they did not know. If Price, 
Waterhouse & Co. sent a man to fin­
ish their business, in the meantime 
they might find the man they wanted.

Aid. Brault; “Whilst we might 
have a very competent man from 
Price, Waterhouse & Co., we have had 
a pretty hard bill from them, and if 
you want them to continue their, work 
at $15 per day and expenses it will 
make a heavy addition to the $5,200 
already incurred. We have given 
notice to the employees dismissing 
them on Sept. 1st, and we have be­
fore us a large number of applica­
tions, some of which are Al. I will 
submit a name known to all of you. 
We don’t want to wait until Sept. 
1st and be disorganized. I will move 
that Mr. E. C. Gatien he appointed 
Secretary-Treasurer at a salary of 
$2,000 per year. This will put us in 
a position, if carried, to have a Sec­
retary-Treasurer when the time ex­
pires for the present- staff to go out 
of office, and will give time to go 
into the matter of comptroller fully. 
The man selected should have suffi­
cient capacity to open a set of books. 
Price, Waterhouse & Co. have given 
you a mixture many of you could not 
understand.”

Aid. Genest seconded the motion to 
appoint Mr. Gatien.
MR. GRIFFITH’S FAITHFUL SER­

VICES.
Aid. Jenckes objected to this as it 

seemed to affect the position of Mr. 
Griffith. When they prepared their 
slate disposing of the various city 
officers, it was prepared along the 
lines that Mr. Griffith would be con­
tinued in office as Secretary and 
while the resolution to this effect 
did not carry it was still in his mind 
when the time came to complete the 
organization, that it would he the 
desire of the majority of the Council 
that Mr. Griffith be retained as sec­
retary.

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TAREE BOUSES DESTROYEB 
BY FIRE AT LE10XVILI

Loss Is Estimated at $10,000 Believed to Have Or 
iginated From a Spark From a Grand Trunk Enginj 
Fourth House Badly Scorched. Several Famllii 
Rendered Homeless. Animals Burned to Dean 
Contents of Barns Destroyed. Whole VillaqJ 
Fought Flames, Which Were Fanned by Hi{ 
Wind. Assistance From Sherbrooke.

Three houses were completely de­
molished and a fourth partially de­
stroyed by fire in Lennoxville yes­
terday afternoon.

Several families were rendered 
homeless and a baby had a narrow 
escape from being burned to death.

Animals were incinerated, the con­
tents of two houses were almost en­
tirely lost and barns full of hay and 
oats, together with a wagon, were 
sacrificed to the flames.

WHOLE VILLAGE FOUGHT 
FLAM EH.

The entire village turned out to as­
sist. in fighting the fire - " 1 to pre­
vent it spreading beyom mmed-
iate vicinity. Willing he worked
like Trojans in removing neyong the 
fire zone such of the household effects 
as could be reached, and all who 
had teams, lorries and rigs placed 
them at the disposal of the tenants 
for this purpose.

Merchants and storekeepers, public 
men and officials, left their places of 
business and men rushed from their 
work in all directions to render as­
sistance, while the neighboring wo­
men folk did all in their power to 
help these whose homes were in 
flames.

BEEN FOR MILES AROUND.
The conflagration was seen for 

miles around and some of the occu­
piers witnessed the sight from a dis­
tance, ignorant for the time'being of 
the fact that the raging element was 
devouring their own homesteads.

hil’ARK FROM ENGINE.
A spark from a passing train is 

supposed to have started the fire, but 
whatever the cause, in spite of the 
local efforts and the services of the 
Sherbrooke fire brigade, the tire, aid­
ed by the high wind, reduced three 
houses to a blackened mass of ruins 
in one hour.

HAD NARROW ESCAPES
In some cases the women and 

children barely had time to leave 
their houses and a few were scorched 
while procuring from the ..eatairp 
rooms the necessary clothing with 
which to make their exit.

For fully two hundred yards the 
roadside was lined with furniture and 
household goods of all descriptions, 
which it was possible to -save before 
the leaping tongues of flame claimed 
them for their prey, and the rail­
way banks for a considerable dip- 
tance were strewn with bedding, 
clothing and yther inflammable ar­
ticles.

The spectacle is one that will not 
soon be forgotten. While the flames 
were shooting higher anh thither and 
the roofs and walls were tumqling 
in, some of the men were playing on 
the fire with the hose, others were 
removing furniture and others were 
drawing up their teams amongst the 
crowd, and the coolness and courage 
displayed wan remarkable.

A great legal battle, with astute 
lawyers on one side and more astute 
lawyers on the other, and an indi­
vidual between, whose fate depends 
upon the issue, always elicits great 
public interest. The Harry K. Thaw 
case is one of these.

(Seven years ago the eyes of the 
world were riveted upon the court 
room in New York where the great 
trial was in progress. From time 
to time since thgn the fight to free 
Harry K. Thaw has been renewed 
and has failed.

Now through his own dash for lib­
erty the scene of the hnttlc and the 
focus of public attention has been 
transferred from the United States 
to Canada, from New York to Sher­
brooke.

The question of public sympathy 
cannot rightly enter into a discus­
sion of the matter. It may or may 
not be for the hunted individual. It 
cannot and ought not to affect the 
issue.

There is, however, one element 
which should always figure in deal­
ing with a man who has sought re­
fuge on British soil and that is Bri­
tish fair play.

It is alleged that the arrest of 
Thaw in Barford was effected illegal ­
ly. A writ of habeas corpus has been 
taken and decision will he given next, 
week. A strong feeling prevails that 
the writ will be sustained and that 
Thaw will he set free. The next act 
will come from the immigration de­
partment at Ottawa. It is conceded 
that Thaw’s history is such as to 
warrant his deportation under the 
department’s regulations.

ed, probably represents 125,000 horse 
power. Here is one of the greatest 
assets this territory possesses and it 
will have an important bearing upon 
the future development and prosper­
ity of the Townships.

For a long time the people did not 
realize this. And even in these later 
years of electrical development, 
municipalities have been singularly 
slow to grasp the importance of 
available water powers.

Private enterprise has shown more 
activity and foresight, and foremost 
in this direction is Mr. C. J. Mc- 
Cuaig, of Montreal, head of the 
Sherbrooke Railway and Power Com­
pany. Mr. McCuaig succeeded in piclb 
ing up an important water power in 
the heart of Sherbrooke city, under 
the very noses of the city fathers. He 
later acquired the North Hatley and 
Stanstead system and his transmis­
sion lines extend from Sherbrooke to 
the boundary.- He very nearly secured 
the Westbury power and it is even a 
question now if he has not a string 

on it. It is now reported that Mr. 
McCuaig is negotiating with Granby 
to acquire the local powers and, also, 
to transmit additional power from a 
plant at Drumniondville. Granby 
needs more electric power. The town 
cannot grow industrially without it. 
So this offer of Mr, McCuaig will he 
interesting.

The relative merits of private and 
municipal ownership have been much 
debated. Sherbrooke citizens were 
once pretty well divided upon the 
question. It is now pretty safe to 

say that very few ratepayers would 
vote to relinquish any of the muni­
cipal control of local water powers. 
The tendency rather would be to 
acquire more and develop more. And 
yet the city has teen very blind to

the users. One is British, the other 
only Chinese.

The situation is not new in his- 
torj. Opium to the Chinaman is what 
whiskey was to the American Indian.

The Christian nations in Europe in­
troduced both, extending to the sav­
age and the heathen, with one hand 
the Bible and with the other the 
poison which has been his undoing.

It is rising a man only for the sake 
of knocking him down.

Made in The Townships

It is unfortunate that it has never 
been possible to bring together at 
Canada’s Great Eastern Exhibition a 
comprehensive exhitit of “Made in 
the Eastern Townships’’ goods. Indi­
vidual manufacturers exhibit l:iut 
there is no general, collective show­
ing of Eastern Townships manufac­
tured products.

The Eastern Townships produces 
some $45,000,000 annually in manu­
factured articles. Some of Canada’s 
most important industries arc locat­
ed within this territory.

It would be interesting, indeed, to 
see assembled in one building at the 
Great Eastern Fair a representative 
exhibit in this connection.

It is to be hoped that this may 
eventually be brought about.

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COUNCIL MAKES 
AN APP0INÎMEN1

(Continued from Page 1) 
ed upon him and although many err­
ors and omissions mentioned by the 
auditors had occurred in his depart­
ment yet the auditors personally and 
by letter informed him (Aid. 
Jenckes) there was no spot or blem­
ish in his character so far as his ad­
ministration was concerned. The 
auditors had simply criticized his 
errors and omissions, but had assur­
ed him his work had been honorably 
carried out and there were no defal­
cations or shortages in his depart­
ment in any shape or form. In view 
of this, he did not feel they should 
depose him from a position with the 
city. “He is well qualified to act 
as secretary,’’ concluded Aid. Jenckes 
“He has a good memory and is ac­
quainted with the various by-laws 
and general conduct of the city’s af­
fairs, and I feel we cannot afford to 
lose him and I shall vote against the 
amendment.’’

Aid. Darchc asked Aid. Brault if he 
proposed to give Mr. Gatien the 
same authority Mr. Griffith had.

Aid. Brault—Yes, until you appoint 
a comptroller to take charge of the 
financial part.

Aid. Darche—It was in our minds 
to appoint a man who could engage 
the staff and control the office. Is 
that your intention ?

Aid. Brault—That would be left en­
tirely with the Council. Until we can 
come to an understanding about a 
comptroller, we must have a secre­
tary treasurer. If after you appoint 
a comptroller you see fit to limit 
the duties of each, my view would 
be to have Mr. Gatien for secretary 
and treasurer, but not to look after 
the mechanical part of the office. He 
would receive the monies from the 
cashier and sign the cheques.

Aid. Denault was surprised, to.^ age 
Aid. Jenckes come to th‘4 Council at 
the last moment and1 say he wanted 
to keep Mr. Griffith, “fie told- Are 
he wanted a comptroller to do the 
whole thing. He acted that way in 
caucus, and at the last moment he 
says they are perfectly satisfied. He 
kept the report relating to Mr. Grif­
fith in his pocket.

Aid. Jenckes denied the allegations. 
Aid. Denault—I have the floor, you 

cannot speak for Mr. Jenckes.
The Mayor asked for personalities 

to be omitted.
Aid. Ewing—Did not Aid. Denault 

get a report and claim to this Coun­
cil he let it? No one has ever seen 
it since.

Aid. Denault—That was my proper­
ty—don’t mix things up.’’

Aid. Ewing—You have not shown 
it yet.

Tlie Mayor again called for order. 
Aid. Deanult said that Mr. Jenckes 

previous resolution showed that after 
tnirty years Mr. Griffith was not 
worthy of the position, i Now he 
came here and said he was all right. 
When the auditors’ report was read 
it was said they had no further use 
for anyone at the office. The Council 
was placed in an awkward position. 
The Finance Committee had charge 
of the auditing matter and they 
should have given them all informa­
tion before putting them in this 
positicn. At the last moment Aid. 
Jenckes was not satisfied with the 
auditors’ report and wants to ap­
point another man for another 
month. It was wrong to pass the re­
solution relieving Mr. Griffith of his 
office if they had nothing against 
him.

Aid. Jenckes—When the rearrange­
ment or the preparation for the or­
ganization was taken up by , the Fin­
ance committee, we considered in 
caucus the resolutions dismissing all 
the officers of the city and at the 
same time there was a resolution 
prepared and brought before the 
members of the Council in the cau­
cus, re-engaging Mr. Griffith as sec­
retary, but at the wish of the Coun­
cil that resolution was withheld un­
til the matter of the treasurer 
should be filled. It was the under­
standing in the Finance Committee 
that while Mr. Griffith had too much 
work as secretary treasurer, it was 
the desire of the Council to appoint 
a new man as Treasurer who would 
separate thp office of secretary treas­
urer, the secretary to act as clerk. 
This ?esolution was read and laid ori 
the table to be taken up and consid­
ered further when the whole matter 
was ready to submit to the Coun­
cil. My only desire is to put the af­
fairs of the city in the best possible 
business shape. I have no axe to 
grind or no prejudice. I only want to 
see a competent man in the position. 
For a long time the duties we have 
imposed on Mr. Griffith have been 
far too onerous, but he is quite corn- 
petent to act as clerk. He is at the 
call of all the citizens and one man 
Cannot do all these things right on 
time. I desire to work with the Al­
dermen in every wav to better the 
situation. I have expressed my views 
in regard to Mr. Griffiths, and wheth­
er the other Aldermen coincide nr 
not. I think the accounts are in such 
a state that call for some action to 
bring about a better state of affairs.

After further discussion the moti,n 
of Aid. Jenckes was lost by 6 to 3. 
Those voting for it were Jenckes 
Ewing and l/arche. Against—Tbomp

son, Gciiest, Deuault, Prunier. fUm- 
oneau and Brault!

Aid. Jenckes and Aid. Ewing vig­
orously protested against tne mo­
tion cf Aid. Brault in respect to the 
dual office of secretary and treasurer. 
Aid. Ewing stated it would he a dis­
grace to dismiss Mr. Griffith In that 
way.

Aid. Brault afterwards altered his 
motion to read as follows: ‘That Mr. 
Gatien be appointed city treasurer at 
a salary of $2,000 per annum." This 
was carried, Aid. Jenckes alone dis­
senting.

On the motion of Aid. Jenckes, sec­
onded by Aid. Simoneau, Mr. Grif­
fith was unanimously appointed city 
clerk at a salary of $2,000 per an­
num.

THAW PERVERS VERMONT.
The plan of Thaw’s lawyers, and 

there is reason to believe that they 
have had assurances of its success, is 
to have Thaw examined before the 
Advisory Immigration Board and or­
dered deported at Montpelier. Thaw 
would prefer Vermont to any other 
State as a refuge. Investigation made 
in hi8;hehalf has convinced those who 
are working in his interests that Ver­
mont would present the most involv­
ed extradition proceedings.

“This case of Thaw being one 
which, in its present aspect involving 
the application of Canadian immi­
gration laws, this Government can' 
not act officially, steps have been 
taken to lay the information as to 
his escape informally before the Can­
adian authorities.”

Mr. Sulzer asked that the Canad­
ian immigration authorities be re­
quested to return Thaw to Rouse’s 
Point, N. Y.

Secretary Wilson, who has charge 
of the Immigration Bureau, yesterday 
sent this despatch to Acting Gover­
nor Glynn and Attorney General Car- 
mody:

I am unable to find any law which 
would authorize the Department of 
Labor to ask the Canadian Govern­
ment to deport Harry K. Thaw to 
the State of New York as requested 
by you. I am advised that steps have 
already been taken by the Depart­
ment of State to bring the matter 
to the attention of the Canadian 
Government through proper diploma­
tic channels.”

WITNESSES SUMMONED.
Colohrook, N. H., Aug. 23.— Can­

adian immigration officials were here 
rounding up witnesses for the pro­
ceedings at Sherbrooke, Que., against 
Harry K. Thaw.

Deputy Sheriff B. IT. Kelsen, . who 
brought about the fugitives arrest 
was asked to be in Sherbrooke to­
day. He left for Canada and expects 
to tell of the route taken by Thaw 
after he left Beecher Falls, Vt.

Kelsea said that Thaw entered Can­
ada from Vermont. Beecher Falls is 
less than half a mile from the Une, 
hut Thaw took a roundabout route 
with the idea of reaching Harford, 
and so covered about four miles be­
fore reaching Canada, hut did not 
at any time reenter New Hampshire.

Others requested to appear at the 
hearing at Sherbrooke include the liv­
ery stable ’owner who drove Thaw 
and his companion:: from the rail 
road station at Beecher Falls to a 
point just north of the Canadian 
line.

Canada from Vermont and not di­
rectly from New Hampshire, aï had 
been supposed. The village of Beech­
er Falls, where he left the train, is 
on the Vermont side of the boundary 
line, between the States. It is in the 
town of Canaan, Vt. This is believed 
by State officials to be the basis for 
the report from Sherbrooke, Que., 
that Thaw was likely to be turned] 
over to the Vermont authoritiesJ 
Beecher Falls is in the extrene north7 
east of the State and very close tjT 
the Canadian line. From this villaèfl 
Thaw drove by team and he prohàb-1 
ly did not again enter New.
