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Merry-Makers on a Hay Rack
Crashed Into by a Fast Pas-
senger Train,

Neenah, Wis., Sept. 24.—Thirteea
persons are dead, three others are
dying and five are seriously hurt as
the result of a fast train on the Chi-
cago and North Western Railroad to-
day crashing into a hay rack on which
% party of 31 merry-makers were re-
turning from a celebration.

A big billboard beside the railroad
\racks obscured the view from the
locomotive as well as from the wagon.
Dust and fog were contributory
tauses to the tragedy. Nine members
of the party escaped without a scratch.
Neobody on the train suffered except
from a severe jar.

The collission occurred at 3:40° a,
m. at the Commercial street crossing
here. Train No. 121 north bound
whirled through the wagon load of
singing and happy unfortunates who
were returning from the Peter Han-
son farm, where they*had gone to at-
tend the celebration of a wedding an-
niversary.

Of the dead .ten are men and three
women. All but two of the dead and
Injured were residents of Menasha,
[ -

Armless, legless and headless bodies
toyered the right of way as the train,
nine coaches in length, was brought
to a stop 800 feet from the scene of
the crash. Several of the bodies were
so badly mutilated that identification
was possible only by fragments of
clothing. Six bodies were discovered
on the engine pilot and tw: other
bodies were hurled through a flag-
man's shanty with such force as to
vverturn the structure. One of these
was a Miss Finn, who was projected
fhrough one of the side walls of the
house and was breathing when re-
moved. She died a few hours later.
Another of the victims was thrown
high over a barn 50 feet from the
tracks.

Among the occupants of the hay
rack who escaped were Mr. and Mrs.
Joseph Brizinski and child of two
rears. They were seated in the front

alf of the rack, the mother holding
the child in her lap. About hali way
back in the wagon sat Mary Schwartz-
bauer. The latter was hurled ahout
B0 feet and rendered unconscious.
When found by rescuers the Brizins-
ki child was in her arms having es-
caped unscathed. The parents of the
thild were only slightly injured.

Peter Hanson, driver and owner of
the horses attached to the ill-fated
rig, managed to hang to the reins and
was the only person aboard who was
not temporarily stunned by the col-
lision. He declared he did not ob-
serve the on-rushing train until his
team had reached the track. He
whipped up the herses, but managed
to.get the wagon only half way across.

he train is said to have been near-
ly a half hour behind schedule and was
running approximately 60 miles an
hour.

MR, BORDEN
BEACHES OTTAWA

New Premier Given a Hearty
Reception—Sir Wilirid Lau-
rier Will Lead Opposition.

Ottawa, Sept. 26—Mr. R. L. Borden,
the Prime Miaister-elect of Canada,
arrived in Ottawa to-day. His com-
ing was not generally known, .and
those who were aware that he was to
| arrive expected him by a later train,
50 there were but a few friends at the
depot when the 11.45 Grand Trunk
train pulled in. He was met by Mrs.
Borden, who affectionately greeted
her husband, and by Geo. H. Perley,
M.P. The Conservative chieftain was
forced to hold a sort of impromptu
reception. Everyone about the sta-
tion—train hands, workingmen and
those of the higher and lower ranks—
shook his band and extended congrat-
ulaticns, He afterwards took a car-
riage and drove to his home on Wur-
temburg street, accompanied by Mr.
Perley.

Mr. Borden is in good shape physic-
ally, but naturally somewhat, fatigued.
He needs and deserves a rest, but it
will not be afforded him. . Tnstead he
will have to apply himself to the work
of forming a cabinet. To that task
be will .immediately devote his ener-
gies, and will be given an absolutely
free hand. Mr. Borden made no state-
ment as to the result of his plans, but
intimated that he would do so later.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier is not going to
quit public life. Since the election a
rumor has gained currency that he
would likely retire and leave some one
else to lead the Opposition. He was
at his office on Saturday and made the
announcement that he will lead the
Opposition for a considerable time at
least. Had the result been closer it is
understood that Sir Wilfrid might
have relinquished the leadership, but
now that the party rout is so complete
and so many ministers have fallen
he will stand by the party rather than
deserting it at a most critical period.
It is doubtful if he goes to the country
again as leader, but will be at its head
in the House for some time,

Mr. Borden is being overwhelmed
with congratulatory messages from
all parts of the country and Great Bri-
tain. The Conservatives of Ottawa
are arranging in his honor for to-mor-
row night a demonstration which will
be-in keeping with the required mag-
nificent victory he has won. It will
take the form of a triumphal ;proces-
sion of torch bearers, automobiles and
carriages, accompanied by the music
of several bands.

FEW STRIKES REPORTED.

Apart from a general strike of coal
miners in Alberta and eastern British
Columbia which had continued since
April, there was little disturbance of
industry through strikes and lockouts
during August. All the new disputes
were of brief duration and none of
them were of great magnitude. The
number of trade disputes reported to
have been in existence in Canada dur-
ing August were 14, a decrease of five,
compared with July (including one
July dispute only reported in August)
and the same number as in August,
1910. ‘About 45 firms and 8114 em-
ployees were involved in these dis-
putes, 12 firms and 415 employees he-
ing involved in new disputes of the
month. The loss of time to employees
through trade disputes during August
was approximately 203,200 working
days, compared with a loss of 303,100
days in July and 62,600 in August,
1910.

WRECK OF FAST
PENNSYLVANIA FLYER.

Pittsburg, Pa., Sept. 24.—The Penn-
sylvanian 18-hour flyer between Chi-
cago and New York was in collision
30 minutes after leaving this city early
this morning, killing one trainman, in-
juring four others, and one passenger.
The train had left this city at 12:50
and after passing the Pitcairn freight
yards, where there are cross over
tracks entering the yards, the train
was held up by the tower man near
Larimer, 20 miles east of here. While
the train was at a standstill a train
of 50 empty freight cars was let .in
on the same track and crashed into
the fiyer, head-on. It is thought that
the tower man, anxious at the delay
to the flyer, in his hurry threw the
wrong levers of the interlocking switch
system.

Seven freight cars were derailed,
blocking the four tracks for several
hours, None of the passenger cars
left the track., The flyer was provided
with a new locomotive and proceeded
cast three hours late. It was after 6
o'clock before all tracks were cleared
and six other trains that had been de-
layed were able to proceed.

8. E. Campbell, fireman on the flyer,
was caught between the tender and
the cab of his engine and crushed so
that he died before he could be moved
irom the scene, L. C, Henry, engineer
of the flyer, and H. R. Shaw, freight
engineer, received contusions of the
head, legs and body, but were able

BURNED FERCELY

Live Coals From an Engine
Made a Sensational Blaze in

Montreal.

Montreal, Que.,’ Sept. 24.—Live
coals from a Grand Trunk engine yes-
terday afternoon startced a fire in the
yards of the Canadian Oil Company,
St. Etienne street, which. consumed
B,000 gallons of oil, and did damage to
the extent of $15,000.

The oil burned was contained in two
large tanks, and as six others contain-
ing coal oil, gasoline and benzine
stood within a hundred yards, the fire-
men were in constant danger.

The fire started when a shunting en-
gine employed in bringing tank cars to |
the yards passed a spot where oil had
leaked out, and saturated the ground.
Live coals from the engine fire box ig- |
nited this, and the flames soon spread
to two tanks. It was at first feared
that these would collapse and that the
flaming 4il would spread the fire, but
this danger was averted, and the ef-
forts of the firemen prevented the fire
from leaping to the other tanks. The
loss waq partially covered by insur-
ance.

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JUSTICE FOR ALL.

We regret extremely that, owing to
its having passed through irresponsi-
ble hands, an unfortunate article from
the Ottawa Citizen should have been
allowed to appear in these columns on
Satirday morning.

The article in question dealt with
the effect which the change of Govern-
ment might, according to the Ottawa
Citizen, be supposed to have upon the
Province of Quebec.. It was not quite
as extreme as the Quebec Telegraph,
which is making a shameless effort to
incite the French-Canadians of Que-
bec against the English of Ontario,
endeavors to make out. But it was
offensive enough and we have no hesi-
tation in saying that it was quite as of-
fensive to all fair-minded English peo-
ple as to the French themselves.

It expresses sentiments of a nar-
row, clannishness which, we have no
doubt, will be repudiated by Mr. Bor-
den at an ecarly moment.

B WELLS AN
K JOHISON

Coming Bout Not Arousing
Much Attention in London
Sporting Circles.

London, Sept. 24.—Although the
world's heavyweight championship is
presumahly at stake, the coming bat-
tle between Champion Jack Johnson
and Bombardier Wells, the English
title holder, is not causing a great
deal of excitement in sporting circles

here. Even the big purse of $40,000,
the largest ever given for a prize
fight outside of the United States, has
not stirred the public to enthusiasm.

If opposition can be considered ad-
vertisement the fight has received
such from as widely divergent sources
as the sporting writers and the pulpit.
Most of the pugilistic experts, writ-
ing for the sporting papers, continue
to criticize Wells' backers for per-
mitting him to battle against the cham-
pion. These writers agree in de-
scribing Wells as a promising but in-
experienced fighter, and they deplore
the blight to his career which a defeat
at this time would entail.

Apparently unmoved by the opposi-
tion against their meeting the cham-
pion and challenger are hard at work
at their respective training quarters,
Johnson in-Paris and Wells at Leight-
on-Sea and Earls Court. When the
black champion left here for the
French capital he was fat and if he
attains fighting weight by Oct. 2 he
will have put in some strenuous work
over the boulevards. Wells claims
to be in the pink of condition and
looks it. For the remainder of his
training season the English champion
will take things easy, doing only
enough work to keep to weight.

This will be the first heavyweight
championship to be decided here since
the fight between Tommy Burns and
Gunner Moir at the National Sport-
ing Club, and preparations are being
made to accommodate a record crowd
of spectators.

The match will take place in the
Empress Hall, Earls Court, a place
now used as a skating rink. The hall,
which is one of the largest in London,
will be converted into a perfectly
equipped boxing arena, seating 18,000
and providing standing room for sev-
eral thousand more. The ring will
be pitched in the middle of the floor,
giving every spectator an unobstruct-
ed view of the fight.

The only detail of the fight still
unarranged is the question of the ref-
eree, which will be decided by the
fighters tomorrow night.

rumors that lwalian forces have land-

ed ar three points on the coast of Tri-
wpoli. -

Rome, Sept. 24.—The Italian govern-
ment is moving rapidly and with de-
termination in the matter of an ltalian
protectorate over Tripoli. Its plans
are no longer concealed and its atti-
tude is favored by all classes except
the advanced section of the Socialists,
who threaten to call a general strike
in the event of hestilities. Although
not attaching much importance to this
threat, the government which is act-
ing with the greatest prudence have
decided to call to the colors 11,000
reservists, so as to be prepared for all
emergencies both at home and abroad.

According to the information in of-
ficial circles tonight the government
still hopes to effect an amiable ar-
rangement with Turkey whereby Italy
will secure a lease of Tripoli under
the sovereignity of Turkey, paying

erefor an annual rental. If Turkey

efinitely refuses to meet his proposal
Italy will proceed with military meas-
ures. The government is prepared to
meet any aggressive measures on the
part of Turkey, such as attacks upon
the lives and property of Italian sub-
jects in Turkey, in whicl: case, it is
understood, a naval demonstration will
be made before Smyrna immediately.

The material difficulties of these
operations have been given full con-
sideration. The memory of the calam-
itous Abyssian campaign has been
called upon by the government, which
realizes the failure of the proposed ex
pedition would be a grave disaster.
Accordingly most careful precautions
have been taken. The Turkish forces
in Tripoli are estimated at a mini-
mum of 30,000 men. To cope with
these Italy wili send her whole fleet
and an u,scdmonary force of 60,000
men.

Constantipole, Sept. 24.—Rumors
that the Italian troops have disem-
barked at various points in Tripoli
cause some alarm here. The [Italian
liner Romania, bound for Constanti-
nople, on arrival in the Dardanelles
early Saturday morning, was boarded
by. the Italian Vice-Consul, who or-
dered the captain to land his passen-
gers within half. an hour. 'The Ro-
mania sailed for Italy without landing
the mails.

It is reported that several Italian
merchant  steamers have similarly
taken their departure from Turkish
ports without disembarking their car-
goes, on receipt of instruction from
the Italian consulates.

Paris, Sept. 24—In a published in-
terview, the Turkish Charge at Paris
declares that he has no knowledge

Italy on the subject of Tripoli,
did not see how such negotiations
would be possible. Tripoli ecould
neither be taken from Turkey by force
nor bought. He instanced the case of
the provinces of Bosnia and Herzgo-
vint, formerly included in the Turk-
ish empire, but recently annexed by
Austria, the loss of which was a great
blow to Turkey, but asserted that
there was nothing in common to the
two cases.

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FRANCO-GERMAN
AGREEMENT

No Doubt Negotiations Will
Be Ended Quickly and Sat-
isfactorily.

Paris, Sept. 24.—While the Franco-
German agreement on Morocco can-
not be definitely regarded as an ac-
complished fact until it is known how
Herr Von Kiderlen-Waechter, the
German Minister of Foreign Affairs,
receives the newly revised French
text, no doubt is entertained that the
first part of the negoatiations will be
quickly ended by a complete under-
standing without further pour-parlers
or an exchange of notes.

The second part of the negotiations,
which concern Congo, will be com-
menced very shortly, During the pro-
gress of the negotiations France and
Germany will take all necessary steps
to secure the adhesion of the powers
in the new situation in Morocco re-
sulting from the agreement. This task
is not likely to present special diffi-
culties except in the case of Spain.
The coolness which exists between
France and Spain over the Moroccan
policies somewhat complicates affairs,
but French opinion declines to admit
that two Latin sisters will remain em-
broiled, and believes that the good
sense of Spain will soon lead her to
realize that her interests will be served
by facilitating the mission of France
in Morocco,

Paris, Sept. 24.—A mass meeting of
Socialists and Laborites to protest
against a war with Germany brought
out 15,000 persons today.

K. Schock, a
minister of the Dutch Reformed
Chureh; F. Tennyson Neely, formerly
a publisher on 5th Avenue, this city ;
Joshua Brown and Hargld Jackson,
brokers; Alvin.M, Higgihs, a lawyer
and Ed. L. Schiller.

The prisoners were arraigned and
pleaded not guilty. Bail was fixed for
Flagg at $25,000, and at ten and five
thousand for the others. They all
spent Sunday in the Tombs.

Post Office Inspector Elmer L.
Kincaid stated that thousands of cus-
tomers of the Flagg enterprise had
invested about’' $1,500,000 in the
scheme. Flagg, it is charged, had
claimed that he would invest their
money in gilt edged securities: which
would pay them high dividends.

DEATH OF EMINENT
FRENCH HISTORIAN

Paris, Sept. 23.—Henry Houssaye,
the French historian ‘and member of
the French Academy, died today.

Henry Houssaye was born in Paris
in 1848. He started in for paint-
ing, but turned toward the study of
Greek antiquities. During the war of
1879 he was an officersof mobiles and
was decorated with the Legion of
Henor for gallantry.

At the age of 19 he started in liter-
ature with a “History Apelles,” and
after a stay in Greece of some duration
he issued his “History of Alcibiades
and the Athenian Republie,” which ob-
tain the Thiers prize. His later
works ‘have been 'an history of the
campaigns of Napoléon in 1814-15, and
they gained him a seat in the French
Aeademy in 1894 as successor to Le-
conte de Lisle.
