While the first half of the album is 
unbeatable, the second half goes 
nowhere. The two R&B tracks: “Stay A 
While” and “Show Me Love” are saved 
by the beautiful voices of Nneka 
Nneka and Robyn Small. The two 
remixes of “It’s Been A Long Time” 
and “Guess Who’s Back” are really un­
necessary. I didn’t notice any real dif­
ference from the original versions.

The problem 
is, it hasn’t been promoted properly 
by the record company.

Sequel to 1995 hit wears thin

The premise is simple: Liu 
Kang (Robin Shou)and the 
good guys fight it out in a 
deadly tournament against 
the evil forces of Outworld, leaving the 
fate of mankind in the balance.

The first film ended with a winning 
nod for the good side. However, the 
viewer is left with the image of the evil 
Shao Khan (Brian Thompson) lurking 
and promising revenge.

Any fan of the original film will no­
tice there are many cast changes in the 
sequel. We see a different Sonya Blade, 
Johnny Cage, Jax and, worst of all, Lord 
Rayden, which takes a bit of the magic 
away.

Also, the characters we look forward 
to seeing in many more bloody and ex­
citing martial arts displays (especially 
Scorpion and Sub Zero), only make spo­

radic appearances throughout the film. 
This doesn’t exactly build on the fast- 
paced plot and excitement of the origi­
nal.

However, there are a few re­
deeming factors, which make 
this sequel fairly enjoyable. 
For one, there is the trade­
mark techno soundtrack, 
which gives any Kombat fan 
goose bumps. There are also 

elaborate special effects, which add 
spice to the otherwise common fight 
scenes we find in many action films.

Vittecoq: Photography is more than pictures

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Arlette Vittecoq's photos awaken something within oneself, a longing, an understanding, 
a memory.

At age 18, Arlette Vittecoq was 
faced with two career choices - 
art or photography.

She chose photography because her 
mother insisted she did not want an 
artist in the family. Vittecoq, however, 
found the best of both worlds at the 
Ecole Nationale du Photographie du 
Paris and her decision was one she’s 
never regretted.

Vittecoq’s camera is the paintbrush 
she uses to create images that come 
from her heart. Her photos awaken 
something within oneself, a longing, an 
understanding, a memory.

The Sherbrooke resident said there is 
no other medium that tells a story like 
photography, where the photographer’s 
technique is expressed according to 
their particular knowledge, experience 
and culture. She said video cannot do it 
in the same way and family photo al­
bums are important.

Vittecoq said people today are isolat­
ing themselves through technology and 
losing oral communication.

“The photos of different family mem­
bers give you images that become 
locked in your memory - a memory that 
is transmitted through the genera­
tions,” she said in French.

“Because we hardly communicate 
with one another, photos help to keep 
the connection. They can also help one 
to understand their roots - who you are 
and your place in the family.”

Vittecoq’s photos are not one-second 
snapshots of particular scenes.

“I put a lot of thought into each 
photo. Photography is used to tell a 
story through the images.”

In order to achieve the quality and 
nuances, Vittecoq said you have to know 
how to work in the darkroom, which 
she calls a “laboratory”. She sometimes 
spends a day printing only one photo.

“It’s a very important phase of my re­
flection where I try to create what I saw. 
In the laboratory, you reinforce the 
image you want to portray and it takes a 
long time,” she said.

The final phase for Vittecoq is the ex­
hibit. The sequence of setting up the 
photos is crucial to her because her sto­
ries are expressed through their posi­
tioning. Vittecoq said it’s a wonderful 
feeling to see her finished work in a 
gallery and the reactions of the public.

“For me it’s very enriching and it 
makes it all worthwhile. Even though 
technical photography has advanced 
the use of the camera, artistic photogra­
phy will prevail.”

Upon completion of the three-year 
program in France, Vittecoq obtained

work almost immediately in the dark­
room of a photographer’s studio in the 
Pigalle district of Paris. In 1967, she fol­
lowed her husband to Quebec City, 
where he obtained a scholarship in sci­
ence.

While in Quebec City, she met and 
worked with the photographer KDL for 
five years. Vittecoq and her husband re­
located to Sherbrooke in 1972 where she 
has since worked at the University of 
Sherbrooke.

Paris is still a place close to her heart 
where she often visits and takes pho­

tographs. But she admits she could 
never live there today due to the exorbi­
tant cost of living.

Vittecoq said she enjoys teaching the 
art of photography in the university’s vi­
sual arts program. She said that once 
her students take her courses, they 
never look at a photo in the same man­
ner.

She said lighting is the most impor­
tant element in photography and the at­
mosphere in her photos is created 
through the changing light as it reflects 
upon shapes and textures.

“I’m very influenced by the light and 
everything that it touches,” she said.

Her latest project, Les Anges, is a se­
ries of angels displayed at various gal­
leries in the Sherbrooke area.

She said the Wim Wenders film Les 
Ailes du Desire was the motivating fac­
tor that led to this work.

“1 like to do many variations on a 
theme,” she added. “And often times 
one theme leads to another.”

She is also working on a few impor­
tant projects that she said reflect her 
inner self. One of these is called Les 
Murs Qui Parle, a series of photos taken 
in Paris and Montreal depicting adver­
tising and social and political state­
ments on exterior walls.

“The walls tell a story,” she said. 
“Even though they are stationary, life is 
going on around them.”

Many of these photos contain rebel­
lious graffiti that cry out to be heard.

“The message is there, but we’re not 
listening. It is a message that I associate 
with life.”

She said the photos placed in a series 
will tell the story. The completion of the 
project will depend on whether Vitte­
coq receives a provincial subsidy to de­
fray costs. She said the frames alone cost 
$2,000.

There is already a demand for this 
work: The University of Sherbrooke has 
promised her an exhibit upon comple­
tion.

Another project of enormous under­
taking - to cost approximately $50,000 - 
is the creation of an art book containing 
scenic photos of the Townships and 
poems depicting each scene written by 
local poets.

The scenes are visual pleasures of the 
sunrise in rural and urban areas of the 
Townships during different seasons. She 
hopes each photo will invoke strong 
feelings in the viewer.

“They will be timeless, and hopefully 
this book will make the public appreci­
ate the art of photography.”

In order to complete the project, Vit­
tecoq is counting on private funding. 
She said sometimes publishers do not 
understand her ideas and private fund­
ing is necessary. Because the project fo­
cuses on art rather than tourism, she 
said it’s difficult to get a provincial bur­
sary.

“It’s very important to remain true to 
the expression of art,” said Vittecoq, 
who denounces photo contests as un­
just.

There are so many beautiful photos 
that it’s impossible to choose only one, 
she said.

“Il n’y a pas de meilleur des 
meilleur,” she said. “It’s only a matter of 
opinion.”

SHANIA TWAIN: Come On 
Over (Mercury)

It’s been about two and a 
half years since country great 
Shania Twain released a new 
album and fans have been 
getting impatient.

That explains why her new 
recording, Come On Over, 
has been getting such atten­
tion and air time.

Twain and her songwrit­
ing partner and husband Robert 
“Mutt” Lange have filled the recording 
with 16 great songs which should 
please both pop and country music 
fans.

It seems like Twain’s creative vision 
is stronger than ever. The new collec­
tion offers blazing fiddles, a harder 
country-rock sound, pounding drums 
and a whole lot of fun. To coin a phrase 
from her first single, “Love Gets Me 
Every Time,” Twain has “gol darn gone 
and done it” again!

The thumping beat that pumped 
many of the favorites from The Woman 
In Me, is even more prominent here. 
Although the lyrics are a bit lighter, 
she still addresses some serious sub­
jects.

Twain warns possible dates to check 
their egos at the door on “That Don’t 
Impress Me Much,” while “Black Eyes, 
Blue Tears,” tackles the touchy subject 
of spousal abuse.

“From This Moment On,” sung with 
Bryan White, is Twain’s first recorded 
duet. Described as a wedding song, the 
tune features an impressive orchestral 
arrangement.

The rest of the album is full of high 
energy. “I’m Holding On To Love (To 
Save My Life),” is a light number that 
emphasizes the security of a healthy

relationship.
“Don’t Be Stupid (You Know 

I Love You),” is a gentle tirade 
against jealousy while “If You 
Wanna Touch Her, Ask!,” con­
tains good advice to men on 
starting a relationship.

On the humorous “Honey, 
I’m Home,” it looks like the ta­
bles have turned and Twain is 
the one who needs the tender 
loving care.

“Rock This Country," on the other 
hand, will get you rocking in no time.

If you’re looking for traditional 
country music, you might not like this 
album, but if you want to hear some­
thing a little different, Shania Twain 
has a surprise for you.

RAY PRICE: Super Hits (Columbia)
I strongly recommend this album to 

anyone who likes sentimental music.
Ray Price recorded 109 hits between 

1952 to 1989, so this 10-cut collection is 
only a small example of his work. How­
ever, fans will be glad to hear such hits 
as “Release Me,” recorded in 1954 and 
“Crazy Arms,” which was at the top of 
the charts for 20 weeks in 1956. There's 
also the pleading “Heartaches By Num­
ber” and the moody “City Lights,” 
which was number one for 13 weeks in 
1958.

Price also recorded some sophisticat­
ed material such as “I Won’t Mention It 
Again” and “For The Good Times.” Both 
of these songs were on the pop charts 
during the early 1970s.

This collection offers a look at one of 
country music’s best performers and 
also shows us that crossover music has 
been around a long time.

In Borrowed Hearts, 
Downey plays Kathleen 
Russell, the struggling 
single mother of a seven- 
year-old daughter, Zoey, 
played by Sarah Rosen 
Fruitman. As the holiday 
season draws near, her 
bachelor boss, Sam, (Eric 
McCormack, Lonesome 
Dove: The Series), needs to 
“rent” a family for a few 
days. Sam is trying to im­
press a prospective buyer 
for his business, Javier Del 
Campo (Hector Elizondo, 
Chicago Hope).

Kathleen and Zoey 
agree (for a whopping fee)

and as time goes by, the 
business arrangement 
starts to change.

Downey said she and 
her producing partner, 
Tom Todoroff, rejected a 
number of TV movie pro­
posals before settling on 
this family-friendly pro­
ject. Downey said she did­
n’t want to shock her fans 
and she knew the movie 
would be suitable.

“Ninety-five per cent of 
my fan mail comes from 
mothers,” said the ac­
tress, a mother herself.

“And most of them 
write to say how nice it is 
to be able to relax and 
watch television with 
their children without 
one finger on the remote.

“For the first time I 
have a large fan base, and 
that means something to 
me. Just a few years ago, I 
couldn’t get arrested (as

an actress). I certainly did­
n’t want these people to 
watch me as Monica (her 
Angel character), then see 
me right after that as an 
ax murderess.”

Downey, who is also ex­
ecutive producer of the 
film, said she was unsure 
of a scene in which Zoey 
becomes convinced that 
Del Campo is an angel 
whose mission is to make 
Zoey part of a complete 
family.

“Well, first 1 didn’t 
want to seem that I was 
milking my own series 
too heavily,” she said with 
a laugh. “And 1 just felt 
older viewers would ap­
preciate more ambiguity - 
so we’re left wondering 
who he was, really. An 
angel? Maybe. Maybe 
not.”

As for the movie as a 
whole, Pamela and Earl

Wallace may have won 
Academy Awards for their 
gripping Witness screen­
play, but their teleplay 
here is predictable. It 
won’t require much so­
phistication or effort to 
keep at least two steps 
ahead of the plot at any 
point, although there are 
some very nice moments.

As for the cast, Downey 
is charming without 
being cloying and Elizon­
do lends gravity and am­
biguity to a somewhat 
underwritten role. Mc­
Cormack is very good as a 
light romantic lead.

“He has a Cary Grant 
quality,” Downey says of 
the little-known Canadian 
actor. “I think he’s going 
to be a very big star.”

In a manner of speak­
ing, reaction to Borrowed 
Hearts is beside the point. 
Touched by an Angel has

become a juggernaut for 
CBS, and airing this com­
panion movie immediate­

ly after the series will 
send ratings through the 
roof.
