A SPLENDID STATEMENT — AND A
SUGGESTION

Once again (he City of Shierbrooke has given
proof of its financial stabilily, the annual financial
statement ag submitted lo the City Council showing
an overall surplus on operating account of 111,000
for the fiscal year 1939, This is a figure that would
cause the greal majority of municipal administrations
to leap with joy, and is in marked contrast to the
ever-recurring deficils which feature the annual
statements of the average cily and town. This surp-
lus, actually $110,9506, is deseribed as the best in
the history of the City and reflects credit on those
charged with handling the affairs of the municipal-
ity for the past twelve months and also on those
who went before and paved the way.

The report is a salisfactory one from every
point of view, each and every department showing
an improvement over the previons twelve months.
The improved showing of the municipal utilities is
encouraging in that it refleets an expansion in the|
industrial activities of the town which in furn means
betler conditions for the average eitizen.

The financial statement figures offer a definite

challenge to the Aldermen, however, especially in
the field of industrial expansion. ‘While (he present
taxation rates in Sherbrooke are not unreasonably
Ligh, the recurring surpluses in the accounts of the
City indicate that they could be reduced lo the
ﬂd\'lllllag(‘ of all eoncerned. In the present era of
ever-increasing tax burdens, a town which could
truthfully beast that it was substantially reducing
the load on the ratepayers would have an important
advantage in the race 10 secure new industries,

In this connection, the question of appointing
an aelive and capable Indusirial Commissioner
might reasonably be studied. Admittedly the City
has the financial resources needed to finance such
an appointment, while the new incumbent of the
position would have an important ally in the fax
reduction proposals. Sherbrooke has much (o offer
industries, bul to dale has been very lax in making
proper contacts with the result that many prospeetive
employers of labor have passed over this city and|
have located elsewhere.

TWO NAZI SAILORS:
A CONTRAST

(Buffalo Courier-Express)
When Cantain Hans Landsdorff,
commander of the ill-fated
Graf Spee, entered TUruguayan
waters to elude pursuing British
cruisers, he called together British
prisoners on his pocket-battleship
and notified them that they were
about to be liberated. Captain Langs-
dorff, a naval officer how knew his
business, acted as any British offi-
cer, any American officer—any offle-
er, indeed of any country professing
to observe international law—would
have acted. He knew that, by en-
tering neutral waters, he had for-
feited the righ! to hold hiz prison-
ers any longer,

After Langsdorfl's tragic death,
the Germans made hlm somewhat
of a national hero—and justly so;
for he was 2a first-class fighting
man. But now they repudiate their
own heros and set at naught the law
of the cea which he was so careful to
obzerve, Captain Heinrich Dau mas-
ter of the prison-ship Altmark, ob-
viously 1s far from being a Langs-
dorff. Seamen, liberated from the
Altmark by the daring raid of the
destroyer Cossack, have told how
Dan herded them together in filthy
and inadequate quarters, kept them
on starvation rations and boasted
that, when the Altmark finally got
hone, he would have them dragged
through the streets of Hamburg to
be peered at by German crowds,

One British merchant marine of-

ficer, held captive on the Altmark,
degeribed Dau as a ‘“‘tyrant.” A
plainer-spoken seaman described

him as a “pig.”” Whether or not
he is tryant or pig, Dau indubitably
is a lair. He lied to the Norwegian
authorities when he sought entry
for his prison-ship as a harmless
merchantman, Immediately after
the Cossack’s raid, Dau lied again
in regard to the Altmark’s arma- |

REVIEW OF ACTIVITY
BY WELFARE GROUPS

Reportz for 1839 covering activi-
ies of La Goutte de Lait and L'As-
| sistance Maternelle illustrate strik-
ingly the valuable work being

performed by these charitable or-|

ganizations. The first named group,

a child welfare society, provided a|

total of 9,606 consultations, and
cared for an average of fifty-one
babies a week. L'Assistance Mater-
nelle gave 852 free consultations to
expectant mothers, while its nurses
made 1,075 calls.

La Goutte de Lait distributed
2,089 quarts of milk and 4,097 ounces
of medicine to needy families, while
providing for a total of 291 doctors®
consultations, Of the 745 different
babies treated, only four died. In-
structive literature distributed by
the organization reached a total of
2,235 pamphlets,

An average of nine consultations
every consulting day were given by
the nurses of L'Assistance Mater-
nelle, and each mother of the 107
enrolled received, on the average,
three examinations in her pre-natal
period., A total of 1,086 pieces of
baby I'nen were given and 127 pieces

o

of bedelothes, comprising nineteen |

sets, were loaned.

Thirty-six orders for food and 258

ounces of medicine were given out,
and 296 laboratory examinations
made,
