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FRENCH TROOPS LAND AT 
SAIONIKI TO ASSIST GREECE

All Doubt as to Entry Into War by Greece Now Disposed 
Of. Bulgaria Given Until This Afternoon to Concede 
Demands Made by Russia. Concentration of Bulgarian 
Army Has Begun. Total Effectiveness of Bulgarian 
Army Is Placed at 350,000. French Troops Make 
Progress North of Arras. Airmen Drop Heavy Bombs 
on Railway Station at Metz.

Athens, October 1, via Paris.—(Special.)—All doubts as to the en­
trance of Greece in the war on the side of the Entente Allies has now 
been disposed of. The official organ of the Government says that the 
landing of French troops at Saloniki is for the purpose of assisting Greece.

In regard to the landing of the French troops the Government organ 
says that if for the present the Government considers the assistance of 
the Allies is premature, it is none theless to aid and support Greece that 
the Allies are at 8aloniki. France and Great Britain enter the Balkans 
as traditional friends of Greece, and not otherwise.

The Greek Government has seized the Macedonia railways, of which 
two are Austrian and one French.

It was reported unofficially last week that the Entente Allies had 
landed troops near Saloniki to co-operate with the Greeks against Bul­
garia. No official announcement to this effect has been made, but the 
foregoing despatch indicates that such a movement either is impending or 
has already been made.

GENERAL IAN HAMILTON AT SALONIKI.

Rome, Oct. 4, via Paris.— (Special.) —A telegram from Athens to the 
Tribuna says that General Sir Ian Hamilton, British commander at tbs 
Dardanelles, has been at Saloniki to inspect arrangements made for the 
landing of troops.

BULGARIA GIVEN FEW HOURS TO ANSWER RUSSIA.

Petrograd, Oct. 4, via London —(Special.)—Unless Bulgaria has con­
ceded fully the demands of Russia concerning the breaking off of relations 
with the Central Powers by 2 o’clock this afternoon, the Russian minister 
Alsofia and his staff will depart. However, as Russia, draws a distinc­
tion between the Bulgarian Government and the Bulgarian people, no re- 
pressivte measures will he adopted against Bulgarian subjects in Russia.

Even M. Madjariow, Bulgarian minister to Russia, will not be expell­
ed. His passports will not be given to him and he will be permitted to 
remain undisturbed, although uo official relations will be maintained with 
him as the representative of King Ferdinand.

FRENCH TROOPS 
MAKE PROGRESS 

NORTH OF ARRAS
Paris, Oct. 4, 2.28 p.m.— (Special) 

—The French troops have continued 
to make progress to the north of Ar­
ras, according to the announcement 
given out by the French War Office 
this afternoon.

There has been almost continuous 
fighting between the trenches, ac­
companied by artillery exchanges, in 
the vicinity of Nouvren and Quonne- 
vires. There has been also artillery 
fighting in the Ohampagne district.

A squadron of French aeroplanes 
has thrown down some forty shells of] 
heavy calibre on the railway station 
at Metz.

The text of the communication fol­
lows :

“We have continued to make pro­
gress to the north of Arras, in the 
forest of Givenchy, and at Hill No. 
119. Here we occupied the cross­
roads of five highways.

•'There has been almost continuous 
fighting with hand grenades and 
bombs, accompanied by artillery 
fighting from each side, in the vicin­
ity of Quennevieres and of Nouvron.

"In the Ohampagne district there 
has been artillery fighting in the 
vicinity of the Navarin Farm.

"Yesterday evening two counter­
attacks on the part of the enemy to 
the north of Mesnil were repulsed. 
The night passed quietly on the re­
mainder of the front.

"One of our air squadrons has 
thrown down on the Sablons Rail­
way station at Metz no fewer than 
forty shells of heavy calibre. Other 
French aviators have continued the 
bombardments from the air of the 
railway lines, junction points and 
railway stations behind the German 
'vont.’’

Dvinpk correspondent the Germans 
have concentrated an enormous num­
ber of guns on the Dvinsk front, re­
lying on their hurricane of fire to re­
duce the position. The losses on 
both sides are great, and the enemy 
is making desperate efforts to pierce 
the front.”

CONCENTRATION 
OF BULGARIA

ARMY BEGUN
Paris, Oct. 4.— (Special.)—Concen­

tration of the Bulgarian army has 
begun, according to a despatch from 
Athens under yesterday’s date to the 
Havas news agency. The correspon­
dent asserts he has authoritative in­
formation to this effect.

The total effectives of the Bulgar­
ian army engaged in this movement 
are estimated at 350,000.

INFANTRY ADVANCE ON RIDGES 
HELD BY TURKS UNDER 

GALLING MACHINE-GUN 
FIRE.

London, Oct. 4.— (Special.) — As 
illustrating the difficult and desper­
ate character of the fighting in the 
Dardanelles, at the same time pay­
ing tribute to the fighting qualities 
and heroism of both Australian and 

| Turk, Captain C. E. W. Bean, official 
press representative with the Aus- 

1 tralian forces, sends a belated 
scription of the "glorious char& 
two Australian light-horse hn^, 
at Anzac.

"This charge differed from thah -, 
the Light Brigade," says Captain 
Bean, "in that it was made by 
horsemen who had volunteered to 
fight on foot or in any way provided 
they could get to the Gallipoli Pen­
insula and help the other Austral­
ians there.”

After describing the preliminary 
bombardment of the Turkish trenches 
by artillery, which lasted a half 
hour, Captain Bean tells of the actual 
infantry advance, which really con­
sisted of three desperate charges on 
three sides of irregular-shaped ridges, 
abreast of which the Turks had plant­
ed infantry defence works. In the 
first of these movements the second 
line men were ordered to advance 
two minutes after the first line, the 
third line coming along after another 
ten minutes. The orders were obeyed 
as if by a machine, although every 
man knew death almost certainly 
awaited him at the top of his own 
parapet from the machine guns of 
the Turks.

Describing the Turkish fire at this 
point. Captain Bean says :

"It yvas all over within a quarter 
of an hour. But in the extreme 
southeastern corner of the Turks’ 
trench there did appear for just two 
minutes a small flag. Indicating the 
presence there of a group of our 
men. Nobody saw them get there ; 
nobody ever will know who they 
were or how they did it. For two 
minutes the flag fluttered and then 
an unseen hand tore it down."

After a discription of similar un­
successful charges on other sides of 
the ridges, Captain Bean concludes 
his story by stating that the only 
man who returned from the Turkish 
parapet reported that the Turks 
there had their packs on and were in 
full marching order, probably being 
ready to hurry off to reinforce fur­
ther north, when this attack in the 
centre delayed them.

Sofia, Oct. 4, via London. ( Spe­
cial.) — (Delayed in transmission) — 
Formal denial that German officers 
have taken control of the military af­
fairs of Bulgaria and that Germany 
is supplying that country with funds, 
are contained in an official state­
ment issued through the Bulgarian 
news agency. The text of the state­
ment follows :

"In view of erroneous, or frankly 
mendacious, statements circulated in 
the foreign press regarding the sit­
uation in Bulgaria, we arc authoriz­
ed to deny, in the most formal man­
ner, all these rumors.
"First, concerning the arrival in So­

fia of German officers, who are al­
leged to be taking a hand in the ad­
ministration of the railways or the 
command of the army.

"Second, concerning the alleged 
statements of Premier Radoslavoff, 
that as long as the war lasts Bul­
garia will receive regularly from Ger­
many 50,000,000 francs ($10,000',000) 
monthly.
"Third, concerning numerous articles 

which are said to have been caused 
by internal disturbances,

"As to the assertions of certain1 
newspapers that the Radosvloff Cabi­
net will not be qualified to direct the 
destinies of Bulgaria because it will 
not have a majority, we must ob­
serve that in a parliamentary coun­
try, which Bulgaria undorfrtedly is, a 
government which is said not to hava 1 
supported the premier with a suf- ; 
ficient majority in the Sobranje, 
would not be able to remain in ' 
power.

"Since the cabinet of M. Rados-; 
lavoff took over the affairs of the 
country two years ago its position 
never has been shaken. After all, 
there is nothing provocative in its ' 
policy for anyone, and it is astonish-1 
ing to see the attacks made in part, 
of the foreign press against the atti­
tude of the Bulgarian Government.”

DISCUSSION.
The President observed that no par­

ticular result had been reached in 
connection with this question which 
was no doubt a very difficult prob­
lem. The members of the Boards, 
•particularly those engaged in farm­
ing, felt they had a serious grievance 
In connection with what they believ­
ed was an undue advance In the price 
of feed and the various restrictions 
operating upon the purchase of feed.

Mr. J. N. Davignon was satisfied 
that prices had been raised. Flour 
had been advanced from $3.60 to 
$4.20 per bag through the specula­
tors and farmers had not obtained 
any benefit through the advance. It 
had now gone down to its normal 
price of $3.10 per bag, and meal men 
were offering feed to be delivered on 
October 1st at greatly reduced pric­
es, although it was being offered at 
much lower prices a year ago, which 
showed that the speculators had tha 
matter in their own hands.

Mr. Davignon quoted from a let­
ter received by him on the subject J 
"I am not very familiar with condi­
tions in the Northwest, but I have 
heard it said the farmers are now in 
a position to hold a goodly part of 
each crop, having the moans of stor­
ing it themselves and that they do 
get a goodly share of any increase 
in prices. Speculation there will al­
ways be, no doubt, nor can It very 
well be hindered. I have never been 
offered Canadian flour nor indeed any 
other kind from Europe, but I have 
heard it said that Canadian flour 
could be brought hack from Liver­
pool and sold here at less than Cana­
dian prices. I would, of course, be 
interested in anything which would 
keep prices from going unduly high. I 
use about 50,000 barrels of flour in a 
year and feed 140 horses.”

In view of the reduction of the 
prices of four and meal, although 
wheat had gone up, it was decided to 
lot the matter rest for the time 
being.

When this war is over and the ‘‘re­
search" historians begin digging into 
therecords to settle what it was all 
about, the Paris newspapers will have 
a great psychological Interest—psy­
chological because their main Interest 
will be, not in what they have told 
about the war from day to day, but 
in whaj; they have not told, writes 
Naboth Hec^ln from Paris. In other 
words, the “war files” will furnish 
proof of how little the French people 
knew of what was going on during the 
early days of the war. This does not 
mean that the French newspapers 
have not served their public well dur­
ing this war. On the contrary, many 
of the laurels that will be distributed 
after it is over ought to go to the 
newspaper editors. They should be 
crowned, not because they kept silent 
—for that they had to do; but because 
they had the nerve to keep their read­
ers in good cheer and courage when 
things looked black. It Is the French 
press that has kept up the nerve of 
the French public in this war. It Is 
the French editors who have shouted 
“Never say die!" until everybody has 
fallen Into line.

No really important Paris dally has 
suspended publication during the war, 
except the Gil Bias, whoso entife staff 
was mobilized; but they have all suf­
fered tremendous financial setbacks. 
If the old fiction that the newspapers 
stimulate war, because it helps them 
make money, has not died and been 
buried, this war ought to do it. It 
is safe to say there is not a news­
paper in France that has not los' tre­
mendous sums. How some of them 
have managed to continue publication 
Is a mystery. This does not mean 
that the Paris newspapers are not 
widely read. On the contrary, their 
circulations have gone up to unpre­
cedented figures, but as advertising 
ban dwindled down to almost nothing, 
this has not enriched the publishers. 
When the war broke out, the news­
paper owners faced serious difficulties. 
All advertising revenue was cut oft 
at once. At the same time, telephone 
and telegraph connection with the out­
side world was cut off, and there 
were no more trains to carry the 
early editions into the country.

What the Paris newspaper publish­
ers did was to cut down the size of 
the papers to meet these difficulties. 
Within a day or two of tbe first mobil­
ization order, every Paris daily be­
came a single sheet, and some of the 
noon and afternoon papers came out 
on half a page. An eight or twelve 
page size of the Paris dailies, could 
not be sold without great loss for a 
cent, but a single sheet, filled with 
agency despatches, or with official 
communiques, could very profitably be 
set up and printed at 1 “sou.” This 
reduction of'size met the require­
ments of the situation very well. In 
the midst of the most tremendous 
drama ever unfolded In recent times, 
there was nothing to print. The pro­
gress of the mobilization could, natur­
ally, not be mentioned, and about the 
first battles nothing could be printed 
except what the official statements 
said. When the commentaries went 
beyond this limit, they were at once 
censored. The Paris papers have 
never been very strong on local news, 
except sensational crimes, and after 
the war broke out there were no more 
sensational crimes. There were no 
more new plays at the theatres, which 
were all closed; no new books, no 
society life. There was literally 
"nothing doing" except the war, and 
that no reporters were allowed to 
touch.

KING CONSTANTINE OF GREECE 
Whose army is about to join 

with the Allies

Salisbury's Ablest Son Has Interesting: 

Personality- Hiird Workers
Of all the members of the coalition 

Administratiefn of Great Britain there 
are few more brilliant than Lord Ro­
bert Cecil. Indeed it was a matter of 
surprise that so able a man as Lord 
Robert should have been content with 
the Under Secretaryship of State for 
Foreign Affairs Instead of insisting up­
on a seat in the Cabinet and the seals 
of a great department.

Lord Robert has much in common 
with his father and namesake, the 
late Marquis of Salisbury, who for so 
many years controlled tho foreign ; 
destinies of Great Britain ns Secre-' 
tary of State and as Prime Minister. | 
Like him, he was ,, younger son, and 
as is the case with so many of the 
English aristocracy, was compelled to 
work for a living. Lord Robert took 
to the law and made such a success 
of the bar that at the age of 42 he 
felt that he was warranted by the 
amount of money reaped through his 
lucrative practice virtually to forsake 
the latter and to embark upon a po­
litical career in the House of Com­
mons.

The late Lord Salisbury was a. strict j 
adherent to England’s old established j 
policy of free trade and his sons Ro-1 
bert and Hugh have followed in his 
footsteps in this respect. Indeed, Lord 
Robert has been regarded as the lead-, 
or of the free trade element of the 
Unionist party.

Lord Robert Cecil, who Is married 
to Lady Eleanor LamlytoU, sister of 
the present Earl of Durham, and of. 
Admiral of the Fleet Sir Hedworth 
Meux, has four brothers, who are all 

’ of them clever men and have, made 
! their mark, each of them in his own 
: particular way. The eldest is, of 
1 course, the present Marquis of Salis­
bury, who filled the offices of Lord 
Privy Seal and “inister of Commerce 
in tho Balfour Cabinet. When Lord 
Robert first took his seat in Parlia­
ment as member of the East Maryle- ! 
bone district of London In 1906 he1 
found that his younger brother, Lord 
Hugh, had already acquired fame 
there by his gift of eloquent oratory. I 
Lord Robert is inferior in this respect 
to Lord Hugh, but i ore lucid and 
above all more practical. He soon 
won the regard and the respect of the 
House and even succeeded In dispel­
ling to a great extent that prejudice 
on the part of the Liberals who had 
come to look upon the statecraft of the 
Cecil* much in the same way that an 
evangelical meeting would regard Jes 
ultism.

Like the late Lord Salisbury, he has 
no particular graces of manner or ges-1 
ture. He goes to and from his seat 
in the House of Commons with a kind 
of dignified lurch. In moments of ex 
Cltement he will move Ills hands vio 
lently up and dowr. as If ho were us­
ing some huge hammer and his voice 
will rise to the verge of shrillness. He 
rarely laughs, and ns in Die case of 
his father, any sense of humor that 
he may possess has the form of satiiv 
and sarcasm. Be is rot good looking 
has his father’s remarkable stoop of 
the shoulders and with his thin, curv­
ed nose, his dark hair, receding from 
his pale forehead, his grim hawklike 
appearance, clean shaven face, his 
glistening eyes and ungainly gestures, 
presents a personality not easy to for-
