IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.
THE SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

We were unable to give the whole of
the Speech from the Throne in our last
edition yesterday, owing to the despatch
being delayed by the telegraph company.
The Speech concludes as follows :

Gentlemen of the House of Commons —

I thank you for the liberal supplies you
have voted for the public service, 'An
additional 'outlay was required to place
my army and navy upon a proper footing
of efficiency, and the check which had been
given to advance of revenue by the com-
parative stagnation of trade compelled
me to propose an increase of taxation. I
desire to acknowledge the readiness with
which you have answered to that appeal,
and at the same time assure you that no
effort shall be wanting to keep the ex-
penditure of the country within the bounds
of moderation,

MERCHANT SHIPPING,
My Lords and Gentlemen —

The Act which you passed for the
amendment of the laws relating to
merchant shipping will, T trust, promote
the safety of our ghips and seamen, with-
out imposing unnecessary restrictions upon
the conduct of a service in the prosperity
of which our national interests in so many
ways are involved.

ELEMENTARY EDUCATION,

The measure making further provision
respecting the elementary education of the
country is one of ireat importance, and
will complete a work on which successive
parliaments for many years have been en-

aged, by securing the due attendance at
school of the children for whose benefit the
means and machinery of education have
been go largely supplied.
COURT OF FINAL APPEALS,

I have observed with much satisfaction
the final arrangement which you have
made for maintaining and increasing the
efficiency of a tribunal of ultimate appeal
for the United Ki.ngdom, by which, at thé
same time, the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council and the intermediate Court of
c‘tlppeal will be improved and strengthen-
ed.

MISCELLANEOUS.

I anticipate the best results from the act
providing safeguards against painful ex-
periments  upon living animals, I re-
gret that a pressure of other business has
prevented the completion of your labors
upon several measures of much imporfance,
Among these are bhills relating to the
Universities of Oxford and Cambridge ;
to the administration of prisons, and to
the law affecting matitime contracts, I
trust, however, that the attention which
you have given to these questions during
the past session may, facilitate the sfate:
ment in next, .

In bidding you farewell, I praythe bless-
ing of Providence may rest on your recent
labors, and accompany you inthe discharge
of all your duties.

THE WAR IN THE EAST,

Loxpox, August 15,

A desdpa.tch from Belgrade says: Ibis
reported that the Turks advanced be-
yond Banja, and the Servians evacuated
that important pass without firing a shot.
Itis quite possible that the constant
rumorg of Tarkish advances and Servian
retreats are exaggerated, but it cannot be'
denied that the prospect of the Servians
is becoming more gloomy. A rumor of
their evacuation of the pass leading from
Gurgugovatz to Deligrade, and from Sait-
schar to Parakin, though unconfirmed, is
probable, If the Turks advance toward
1t, which is more than likely, a great bat-
tle at Alexinatz or Deligrade will be
fought. Officials continue o assure the
public of their ability to beat the Turks ;.

The President sent the following mes-
sage to the House fo-day :—

In announcing, as I do, that I have at-
tached my signature of official approval to
the Act making appropriations for the con-
sular and diplomatic service of the Gov-
ernment for the year ending June the 30th,
1877, and for other purposes, i is my duty
to call attention to the provision in the
Act directing that notice be sent fo certain
of the diplomatic and consular officers to
close theiroffices, In the literal sense of
this direction it would beaninvasion of the
constitutional prerogative and duty of the
Executive. By the Constitution, the Presi-
dent shall have the power, byand with
the advice and consent of = the Senate, to
make treaties, provided that two-thirds of
the Senators present consent, and he shall
terminate them, and by and with the con-

sent of the Senate, shall appoint ambassa- 1

dors, other public minisers, consuls, &c.,
&e, It is within the power of Congress fo
grant or wibhhold an z;;!)i)rmpriation of
money for payment of salaries and ex-

enses of foreign representatives of
Government, In  the early days of
Government a sum in gross was ap-

ropriated, leaving it to the executive to
Setezmina the grade of officers and coun-
tries to which they should be sent, Lat-
terly, for very many years, specific sums
have been appropriated for designated
missions or employment, and, as a rule,
the omission by Congress to make an ap-
propriation for any specific post hag here.
tofore been accepted as an indication of a
wish on the part of Congress which the
executive branch of the Government re-
spected and complied with, Incalling at-:
tention o the passage  which T have indi-
cated, I assume that the intentionof the

THE CITY OF THE FUTURE,

MONTREAL TO BE THE DISTRIBUTING PORT
OF NORTH AMERICA.,

( Liverpool Post, July 25th. )

Liverpool, and especiallay Birkenhead,
ought to be interested in the latest authen-
tic details respecting the British American
‘¢ Ciby of the Future,” When the seat of
government was fixed at Ottawa, Montreal
had, perhaps, more reason to be disappoint-
ed than any of the rival candidates at the
rejection of herclaims to be recognized as
the capital of the Dominion. The ecity
stands first in point of population amdng
the large towns in Canada, while its situas
tion at the head of the ocean navigation of
the St. Lawrence gives it special commer-
cial advantages. According to the annual
official report of the local trade, Montreal
is destined before }.nngt.o acquire something
like a monopely of the carrying traffic be-
tween Europe and the whole of North
America, e greab ports of the Union
may continue to bear away the palm for a
while, but the laws of nature are against
them, and we are assured in effect, if not
in o many words, that they will gradu-
ally lose ground until New York itself
acknowledges that it is beaten by the
world's emporium which is adunally
raising itself on the St. Tawrence.
Take this geographical factas a suffi-
cient argument in support of the bold
theory advanced by the Montrealists.
“ If,” say they, ‘“‘a thread be stretched
upon a ?fnr)be, from any pointin the British
Channel to Toronto, on Lake Erie, and ar-
ranged so as to be upon the shortest line,
it will be found that the river St. Law-
rence does not deviate at any point more
than thirty miles, connecting, in the
shortest possible distance, with the most
capacious, speedy, and economical mode of
communieation, the greatest food-consum-
ing country in Europe with the greatest
food-producing country in America—in.
habited by the parent and offspring of the
most favored race of men.”  The fact, it
will be seen, is of importance fo England
as well as to Montreal. In this age of
competition the shortest cut to the place
we wish to get at will sooner or later re-
commend 1tself, in spite of prejodices
created by habit in favor of the familiar
roundabout routes which were established
in the old easy-going times. Hspecially
important for us to know is the circum-
stance that the distance from Liverpool fio
Montreal is several hundred miles less
than that from Liverpool to New York ;
and as the map is subjected to still further
examination, the discovery dawns upon the
inquirer that the whole of North America
west of St. Louis ¢ will find the shorbest
and otherwise most available route for ex-
porting to or importing from Europe to be
that which is afforded by the River St.
Lawrence,”

Statements are made, and statistics
lengthened out by the mile, which show
that Montreal has during all these years
been conscious of her destiny, and has
been making due preparation for its ful-
filment when the appointed hour strikes.
Only twenl?r-ﬁve years ago no vessels of
more than four hundred tons, and drawing
eleven feet of water, conld pass through
the Lake of St, Peter and enter the har-
bor of Montreal. But see what prodigious
improvements a short quarter of a century
has wrought. It is now an every day
occurrence for greab steamships of 4,000
tons, and drawing more than twenty-three
feet of water, to pass down from the city
harbor to the sea, The navigation between
Quebec and Montreal is now as complete
and safe as that of the Mersey, whilst the
wharfage has heen proportionately extend-
ed and perfegted. The great tide of com-
merce which'is to make Montreal dis-
tinguished.in the future above all Trans-
atlantic ports seems already to have sefi

in, During the last ni.ne:‘:een years the
total tonnage of vessels hasincreased more
than two hundred per cent,, whilst the

value of the imports and exports have
risen respectively from 7,835,775 dollars
and 2,053,874 dollars in 1852, to 44,027,-
704 dollars and 22,045,455 dollars in 1874,
The success of the Allan Line of ocean
steamers is referred to as in itself a re-
markable illustration of the rapid increase
of the foreign commerce of the St Law-
rence, In 1856 the company commenced
with four steamers of 6,536 tons, whereas
the fleet now numbers twenty first-class
steamshig:lof 58,284 tons.

Taeimportance of the work done at the
meetings of civic commitbees was very
properly dwelt upon by several of the
speakers at the meeting lasb night. The
real work of the Corporation is undoubf.
edly done in committee, Until the Star
agitated the subject these mestings wore
held with closed doors. The publication
of committee proceedings mainly led to
the awakening of the public mind to the
need of retrenchment and reform.

Ix the course of his speech Mr. Thomas
White stuck a key note when he said that
the bane of our civic goverament was the
Committee system. He justly remarked
that each Committee seemed fo strive to
work directly in opposition, rather than
in conjunction with the rest of the Com-
mittees, Mr. White cited instances in
support of his assertion, and doubtless
every citizens can call to mind cases in
proof thereof, The reformation of the
Committee system will be one of ‘the most
gerious phases of the guestion which the
Citizens’ Committee has to consider.

Ar the meeting last night Mr. Mercer
rightly held that he and hisfellow electors
were responsible for a greatdeal of the
mismanagement charged against the Cor-
poration. He reminded the audience thaf
they elected the members of the Couneil
and were really their masters, but instead
of paying attention to their doings, and
checking any disposition to go wrong, the
general rule was to treat civic maffers
with indifference, Thereis a good deal
worth pondering over in Mr. Mercer’s
remarks, Indifferentism is a common
complaint among us, particularly when
elections come aronnd. Thousands stay
away from the polls and afterwards cry
ont against the men who have secured the
seate, A tellingblow for civic reform can
be struck at the polls.

Last Nieut's MerTiNe,—We believe we
may congratulate the ciby upon the first
step taken in the direction of reform and
retrenchment. The meeting last night
abundantly proved the necessiby for such
a movement, and the general tone of the
speeches evidenced a desire to bring about
practical results. As was o be expscted,
some of the oratory savored of the violent,
but it failed to find favor with the au-
dience, the majority present evidently be-
lieving that action rather than mere talk
ig the great desideratum, The main reso-
Jution covers pretty well the whole
ground,and if the gentlemenappointedas a
committee to carry oub its provisions ad-
dress themselves earnestly to the work,

as we believe they will, there is every
reason to expect that their report will em-
body a most valuable measure of reform.

Tt will then devolve upon the citizens to

gee that this reform is put into practice,

CIVIC EXTRAVAGANCE,

GRAND MASS MEETING OF CITIZENS—THEY
DEMAND RETRENCHMENT AND ENQUIRY
INTO CORTORATION OUTLAY,

The dissatisfaction fels by all classes of
our citizens with the constantly inoreasing
taxation, found expression last evening in
one of the largest and most inflaential
meotings of tax-payers ever held in this
city. A little after eight o’clock the large
hall of the Mechanies' Instibute was filled
to repletion, His Worship the Mayor,
who called the assembly in consequence
of o numerously sigued reguisition, pre-
sided with Lis usual fairness, impartiality
and courbesy to all who desired to address
ibe meeting. The following gentlemen
among others were present. Some of those
mentioned occupied seats on the platform:

His Worship the Mayor briefly stated
the object of the meeling, snd haviag
called upon Mr, James Coristine to act as
Secretary, declared the assembly opén,

Sir Francias Hincks, who was received
with prolonged applause, said:—I thinlk if
the gentlemen who have heen the achive
promoters of this meeting required any
justification for the course they have pur-
sued, that juostification would be afforded
by the presence here this evening of so
large & number of cibizens. I have had
the high honor of being asked by the gen.
tlemen who have taken parb in the pro-
ceedings to propose to you the first reso-
lution, and, in doing so, I can only say
that I rejoice that my fellow-citizens have
at last been awakened to the necessity of
taking into their consideration the position
of municipal affairs of the city of Montreal,
Since, %lentlemen, I last became a citizen,
for I have been for some years away,
1 have not considered it necessary to take
any active part in the affairs of the city,
and probably I should have not done so
now bubt for accidental circnmstances,
which led me, gome months ago, t» go to
Quebee. When I atrived at Quebec I was
deputed to oppose 2 particular tax upon
hanks, and in which I entirely concurred,
with other gentlemen, that it was inad-
visable to tax the Institutions, because I
thonght them sufficiently taxed. When I
arrived at Quebec I found a gentleman
was there acting on behalf of a certain
number of ayers—I refer to Mr, Bar-
nard, a gentleman of the lega.l profes-
gion. He was ‘sent on behalf of ag;ue
leading taxpayers to oppose cerbain
billstlge Corporgtion required to get passed.
Now, gentlemen, I did not deem it in the
interests of the City of Montreal to oppose
the bill altogether, I thought it was an
injudicious thing when the Corporation

_ was applying for legislation that the bill
nhoulg%a thrown

X out and there baﬁbav
bly an increased floating debt wo
upon the city which they would haye to

pay at an early date, and which might in-
tensify the existing debt which had arisen
from over expenditure the previous year.
‘Well, gentlemen, I had hoped at that time
an effert would be made to get the subject
serioualgj:onsidered by the citizens—the
whole thing gone into and sourd opinion
arrived at. n I was invited to take
part in this movement I found the exact
course I thought of six months ago was
now to be arrived at in consequence of the
dissatisfaction which has arisen in conse-
quence of the inecreasing amount of
city taxes. (Applause) Gentlemen,
I dare say mestof you are aware that I
have for a very long time—was for a
very Blong time—engaged in public life.
I woeo looking at a pamphlet I wrote 27
years ago, when I was Finance Minister
for the second fime for United Canada.
The pamphlet had reference to raising
money in England. I found that the
whole debt of United Canads, at that
time, was less—less, gentlemen—than the
debt of Montreal at the present ime.
(Applause.) Now, gentlemen, thatis a
serious state of thi:n.%s. I don’t wish—I
wish to guard myself at onco—I don’t wish
to pronounce any strong opinion upon the
taxation of the city, or u any of the
enterprises engaged in. Iam prepared to

o as far as any one can go for useful pub.
Tic works, (Cheers.) Some take one view;

' some complain of particular acts. We all

Lknow the Corporation is necessarily obliged
to divide i'l;ath? into a vast number of com-
mittees, If I am not mistaken, there are
eleven committees, and, with regard to
some of these committees, there may be
no complaint whatever ; with regard to
others there may, and bear in mind I can
also say, from my experience in publie af-
fairs, that wherever you have a minister
of Government charged with deparbments
he will endeavor to make that department
as efficient as he can, and nob
look to the question of economy
jn the expenditure of public money.
Nor will any committees of corporation do
go. Fortunately, in the government of
the country, there is a great advantage.
There are considerably more heads of de-
partments, If I mistake not there are
thirteen, and something like seven of them
have very little to do with the expendi-
ture of public money, and, consequently,
they are checks npon these engaged in the
expenditure of money. ButIamafraid in
the Corporation all of the eleven com-
mittees are engaged in the expenditurs of
public money. I believe that system is
wrong. (Cheers.) The conclusionI have
arrived at—and I am happy to find the
gentlemen whoare asking your support ave
of the same opinion—that nothing conld
be more ruinous than to ask you to pre-
judge any question ; what we want o do
is to get an enquiry ; to geb persona—and
we hope there are persons who will take
the trouble in theinterest of the citizens—
to trace cut, to examine into the affairs of
the Corporation ; and we hope, further-
more, the members of the Corporation will
not conceive we approach them in a spirit
of hostility. Tor my part I disclaim any-
thing of the kind. But I do really think,
gentlemen, we want enquiry. I do think
the citizens ought to delegate to a com-
mittee of impartial men, delegate to them
powers to make a full and searching en-
quiry, and I have the most implicit con-
fidence that the members of the Corpora.
tion will feel that we come here in that
jmpartial spirit, and put everything they
have at their disposal and assist us in
carrying out the investigation. (Cheers.)

Sir I'rancis concluded by moving the
following resolution :

Resolved,—That in view of the consider-
able increase in the city taxes during the
Eresent year, and the anticipated expen-

iture on new undertakings, it is expe-
dient, in the opinion of this meeting, that

the whole subject of the municipal system
of the city of Montreal should undergo

prompt and careful consideration.

Hon, Judge Conrsol, who spoke in
French, said that he had every reason to
Lelieve that the greater part of the meet-
ing was made up of English-speaking peo-
ple, but he had also reason to think that
there were a considerable number of
French (anadians present, and so he
wounld address themeeting in that langnage,
Yesterday he was asked to second the first
resolution. He had consented with
pleasure, considering it an honor conferred
upon him, while, in consenting, he was
only performing a duty which he owed to
hie fellow-citizens. (Hear, hear.) All

recent knew, some of them better than

e did, that the city was heavily in debt,
and that its taxafion was increasing con-
tinually to such an extent thabour ecibi-
zens had become afraid of the taxes which
they were called upon every day to pay.
(Hear, hear.) Fora long time back he
conceived the citizens had not taken suffi-
cient interest in public affairs. The Coun.-
cillors were elected every three years to
represent the citizens, That they did their
duty he had no doubt; but the citizens
onght to look more closely into matters.
The Conneil reselved o obtain new powers
and new taxes, and about October or No-
vemher in each year they send down a
deputation and their legal advisers to the
Provineial Parliament, and the new
powers were obtained. Now the citizens
complained that the powers which had
been conferred were too great and arbi-
trary. He admitted that such was the
case, but it was now too late to complain,
but it was not feo late to remedy the evil
for the fnture. For the future the citizens
must be upon their guard. (Cheers.)
Now what had to be done was to seeif the
present state of affairs could be remedied,
and to take such steps that it should nob
cceur again, Great civie works had been
already commenced, These must be
finished. He would remind the meeting
that what the city wanted it had to pay
for. We all wanted to have a fine city,
and to have good streets we must pay for
them. We wanted more water and a bet-
ter distribution of it, but we must pay for
it 3 we wanted our streets to be lighted,
but it bad to be paid for. We wanted a
model police, and we could not now do
with less than about two hundred men,
but these had to be paid for. Many of
these things were lnxuries ; but their cost
must be diminished, if not the poople
would have to leave the city.

Mr. N. Mercer—I have attended the
meeting to-night to meet my fellow-citizens
to discues the question of civie manage-
ment ; the only regret T have is that the
meeting was not held two or three years
age, because the question of taxation
brought here to-night is not one that has

rown up in a month or & year, but it has
ﬁletn growing for many years past, and is
one that has been tonching our pockets
more and mere year after year, (Cheers.)
Go where you will, east or west, con-
verse with whom you may, tradesman or
merchant, professional man or owner of
real estate, you will mset with one cry—
ihat there is mismanagement in the
Corporation somewhers: and there is
a want of a great deal more pradencs and
gkill than we haveseen exhibited. (Loud
cheers.) It gove me much pleasurs to
lizten to the remark of SirFrancis Hincks,
ibat we were met here to-night not to
show a epirit of antagonism. (Applause.)
"That is just it, gentlemen. The interests
of the Corporation and our interests are
identical. But, gentlemen, we all know
we are liable to err, and Corporation mag-
niates are no more free from that responsi-
bility ikan we are, and it is, therefors,
our duty, as citizens, if we see they are
erring, to point it out to them, and do the
best we can to keep them in the right
conrse, Of comrse 1t is quife impossible
at a weeting like this to go into details.
‘We can only deal with broad details, but
we all know at the present time we are
subject to much more heavy taxation than
ever before, There are two things which
it is important to gnard against, not only
in municipal, but in national, manage-
ment, We must not go into extravagance
nor be parsimonious, but there is the
golden mean, the golden mean, gentle-
men, of economy, (applause,) and whab
we want here to-night is to ask the Corpo-
ration, bringing as much influence to bear

upon them as possible, to give
us, fer every dollar we pay
them, a dollar’s worth in value,

But I believe, and many others believe,
that we can pub our city in a better posi-
tion, or rather condition, than at present,
with the same expenditure that we are
subject to at the ;iresent moment, if the
money was properly spent, and if there
was no extravagance in these committees.
There is one other point upon which I
wish to speak, and that is the way the
Coyporation is managed. T said I did not
want to say one word against the Corpo-
ration, but that is no reason why we
should not have a fling at some of its
members. (Laughter.) One of the great
points I have to complain of is the great
amount of personality there is in the de-
bates. We have for several yeara past
only been accustomed to have shortreports

- of the Council meetings, but within the last

few months we have seen verbatim reports.

{Tha Star was the first paper to advocate

the opening of committee meetings to th
public, and the first to report the pro-
ceedirgs.) Idon’t know what the Alder-
men think of themselves, but we can
blush for them, We had no idea that we
were 1epresented by such men; we be-

| lieved we were represented by gentlemen.

(Applause.) By gentlemen, I repeat; bab
when we see men bandying personalities
one with the other, addressing one as
““Gecrge” and * Tom” and ‘*Mac,”
and speak to one another in such a way,
what faith can we have in the way they
are managing vast amounts of money ?
And more than that, there are many gen-
tlemen in this reom. When you go to
conduct your business, do you go into a
smoke-room to do it ? Do you gointo an
atmosphere reeking with tobacco smoke
like a bar-room ? No, I think not. Go
into a meeting of one of these commiblees
and what do you see but your representa-
tives emoking cigars allround. (Laughter.)
‘What I say 18 this, that we want the busi-
ness of the Corporation conducted in a
business-like way. See to having a per-
manent organization formed of which
every one of you will be a member. It
won’t costmuch—a very smalltrifleindeed,
but if there was a public organization
formed which would meet together every
month fo criticise what has been done in

the Council and watch the interest of the'

citg, T am certain of this, we shounld see a
different manner of conducting business to
what we have to speak for at the present
time. He moved, ‘ That in accordance
with the preceding resolution, thismeeting
is of opinion that a committee should be
immediately appointed and requested to
institute an enquiry into the best manner
of electing the representativea of the city,
the period of time which they shouid
serve, the municipal divisions, the mode of
taxing property, the manner of giving oub
contracts and its practical results, and
other matters in connection with the
municigal government,”

Mr, Jobn Ogilvy had great pleasure in.
seconding the resolution. There were one
or two things that had oiten occurred to
him with regard to the Corporation, and
although they were not met to find fanlt
with the Corporation, yet if he might men-
tion that, notwithstanding the old saying,
‘““in a multitude of councillors there is
wisdom,” he really thought they had too
many Councillors, (applanse, ) or, if not too
many Councillors, then there were too
many Committees, Another thing thab
had struck him was the difficulty of getting
goad men to go into the Conncil, and how
on the other hand other men were so anx-
jous to get in. The latter tempted him to
believe they bhad some object to gain by
getting into the Corporation. He wounld
not discuss the matter but leave it with
the Committee for enquiry; as he thought
it was a fit subject. %{B further expressed
a hope that the Corporation would co-
operate with the Committee and enable
them to make a full and thorough inves-
tigation into the matter and thus do some-
thing to satisfy the public mind.

Mr. Alfred Perry, who ascended the
platform, spoke in a vehement manner on
the way in which the Fire Brigade, and
other matters relating to the insurance
prospects of the city, had been treated.
The city had, ke contended, been subject
to a frand that had been practised by the
Chairman of the Fire Committee, whom,
he, held was afraid to legislate in the in-
terests of the city, because there was

These were questions for consider-
ation. The other day a member
of  the (Council had said that
our sidewalks were practically use-
less, Would it not have been better
that this question should have been de-
termined on by the freeholders. Under
such conditions, we should have had a full
consideration of the matter, and perhaps
there would have been a testing of the
sidewalk, which we have not adopted, to
see whether it wounld stand our climats,
before committing the city to such a large
expenditure as it would involve, (Hear,
hear,) He moved, seconded by Mr. Coris-
tine,—That inasmuch as the sole object of
ihe meeting is to promote the economical
management of civie affairs, and not to
act in hostility to the Corporation or its
Councillors, this meeting ventares to ex-
press a hope that the Corporation will co-
operate with the commiifee in their efforts
to obtain correct information, and arrive
at a just conclusion.

Mr, James Coristine seconded the reso-
lution proposed by Mr. White. He con-
trasted the taxation of Montreal with that
of Toronto, the comparison being unfayor-
able to the former.
