Held at Drummondyville

President Thinks Leaders Have Not Exnlained
Manpower Question to Quebec

The Canadian Legion held its an- |
nual convention at Drummondville, |
Quebec, on  Friday and Saturday,
June 19th and 20th, and Mr, Cecil
Stark was the local delegate to the
convention from the Chateauguay-
Huntingdon Branch, No. 81,

The President of the Canadian
Legion delivered a stirring address
to the delegates, reminding them
of the men who crossed the sea 25
years ago to fight the same enemy
as we are again facing today. Sixty- |
thousand of our brothers gave their
lives in that first great battle for
Canada’s freedom, he said, Today
they rest in Flanders Field, and the
vast cemeteries in which they lie,
and the great memorials we built in
their honour, are in the hands of
the same old enemy we fought un-
til he cried “Kamerad” a quarter of
a century ago. Many of us who came
back, to this day, bear the scars of
wounds inflicted upgn us by Ger-
man bullets, German shells, German
bayonets and German poison gas.
All of us have known war, with all
its horror, filth and privation. The
speaker said he thought that
the Canadian Legion had a right,
in faect a duty, to let their voices he
heard when the things that they
fought for were again being des-
ecrated.

Our call for total war was pre-
sented fo the Prime Minister and
his Cabinet last fall. It has been
sounded by the Legion ever since.
It has been charged. especially here |
in Quebec. that the Legion's eall for
total war places too much emphasis |
on manpower for the Army. A care-
ful study of the call will show that
this is not so. We, of the Legion,
realize betfer than anyone else the
vital necessity for arms, ammun-
ition, planes and ships. We have
vivid recollections of the months
and years in France when our field
auns could only fire 20 rounds a day
because of the shortage of shells,
when we had only four machine
guns to a battalion against the
Germans' 12, and so on.

The speaker went on to say that
the question of the country’'s man
power had not been tackled in a
manner commensurate with the
desperate issues at stake.

He then said, I know full well I|
am touching on a subject which, in |
the Province of Quebec particular- |

| they will loyally share with

ly, has caused much heart-burning,
much eriticism and much misunder-
standing, I believe when our French-
speaking fellow-Canadians realise
that the issues are clear and unmis-
takable, and that the need is urgent,
their
English-speaking fellow-Canadians
the burdens and sacrifices f com-
pulsory service against our common

enemy, wherever he must be at-
tacked and destroyeo.
I charge our political leaders—

who know that the issues are clear,
who know the need is urgent—with
having failed in their patriotic duty
to Canada and to Quebec by not
coming down here and telling the
people of this province the truth—
the terrible truth—that confronts
us; namely, that we are not winning
this war; that we are barely hold-
ing our own; that our position may
soon become even more precarious;
that at any moment German sub-
marines may shell the peaceful

| villages along our Quebec and Mar-

itime coasts. Late—but not too late
—we of the Legion will endeavour
to tell them.

Soldiers! the Legion submits, are
trained for one purpose only—to
fight; and the only place to fight
is where the enemy is. Under our
present system, then, thousands of
men who are, or who will be called
up for compulsory home service, will
either never dp any fighting at all,
or they will be fighting a hopeless
battle. It follows that to keep large
armies of trained men in Canada is
not only a dangerous policy, but a
waste of manpower and of our tax-
payers’ money. We of the Canadian
Lecion realize this. We want our
fellow-citizens of Quebec to realise
it, too.

Another point I wish to make is
this: When this gigantic struggle is
over, when victory is at long last
won and the nations of the world
take stock of their respective con-
tributions, it will be the nations
whase men fought and bled and

1 died which will count as the liber-

ators. By the same token, I earnest-
Iy and sincerely urge my French-
speaking fellow-Canadians to de-
liberate, deeply and wisely, on the
quesiion of Canada's own internal
situation after the war, on Quebec's
position in relation to her sister-
provinces.

Malone Rail Line
Service Reviewed

The Board of Transport Com-
missioners reserved judgment
Monday afternoon after review-
ing the situation in respect to
passenger train service on the

)} New York Central Railway line

between Malone, N.Y., and Val-
leyfield and Montreal.

After hearing last February
the railway company's applica-
tion to cut off six trains from
this service, the board gave
judgment in April granting the
company's petition. On repre-
sentations from municipalities
between Valleyfield and Mon-
treal the board was requested to
reconsider the matter.

Monday’'s evidence on behalf
of the municipalities was to the
effect that considerable incon-
venience would be suffered by
commuters, particularly between
Chateauguay and Montreal, if
the board’s order was carried in-
to effect. It has been suspended
pending the outcome of the
present proceedings.

Evidence submitted for the
railway showed that travel on
the New York Central line has
decreased since the beginning of
the year. It was submitted that
the three trains now running
from Montreal between 4.30 and
6.30 are adequate, and tha. it
might be possible to consolidate
the morning service to meet the

|requirements of passengers com-

ing to work in Mon{real.

H. J. Curtis, vice-president of |

the Provincial Transport Com-

| pany, stated that because of war

exigencies, his company was not

vin a position to do anything to

relieve the traffic situation in
the Valleyfield-Montreal area.
Co-operating with the transit
controller in order to conserve
gasoline and rubber supplies, the
Provineial Transport Company
had curtailed its bus serviee
where it competed with railway

trains, and many buses had been

transferred to war services ex-
clusively. If six trains were tak-
en off the New York Central
railway between Malone and
Montreal, Mr. Curtis added, his
company would not be able to
meet the greatly increased de-
mand for bus transportation be-
tween Valleyfield and Montreal.

John T. Hackett, K.C., appear-
ed for the New York Central
Railway Company, and the loeal
municipalities were represented
at the hearing by Maxime Ray-
mond, K.C.

Disastrous
Fire at
Trout River

Much Damage Caused,
But no Loss of Life !

The large brick block, an out-
standing landmark at Trout Riv-
er Lines, and the former McCaf-
frey store, were fotally destroyed
by fire Tuesday morning.

The bakery of J. B. Faubert
occupied the ground floor and
the fire is believed to have been
caused by an ovedheated oven.

Mr. Faubert and three young
boys, asleep in the upper storey,
narrowly escaped with their
lives. About 4.30, Mr. Faubert
was awakened by the smoke and
managed to reach a window,
shouting for help.

Across the street some neigh-
bors were observing a wake for
Miss Catherine Brady, who had
died that day. Mrs. Lawreson
Lunan heard the cry and went

{home to rouse her husband and |
{other neighbors,

Customs Officer R. Hawley
and U.S. Officer Agen noticed
the reflection of flames on the
glass and hastened to the fire.
The aroused neighbors were able
to place a long ladder to an up-
per window by which the in-
mates reached safety just a mo-
ment before the interior of the
building collapsed in flames.

Mr. Faubert has suffered a
considerable loss in the destruc-
tion of a fine building as well as
very valuable baking equipment.

The McCaffrey store is now
the property of Henry Hawley.
Some furniture was lost but the
building was unoccupied at the
time.

SER\.‘ING the public i no easy job, it is very
often a thankless one. The more you are
in contact, the harder it becomes; the higher
the position, the more thankless it is.

The job a newspaper has in serving the
public, is one that brings much wrath around
its ears. Those in charge of disseminating the
news are particularly prone to the wrath of
the public. It may be in the quoting of what
a person has said, it may be due to dissatis-
faction of seeing something in print which re-
flects discredit on some person because of the
action of the person. There are all kinds of
different things which can bring the wrath of
the public on the publishers of a newspaper.
But if the newspaper fails to publish the news
of its territory, the public is still dissatisfied.

Of-
tentimes it is the job of the newspaper to
quote what the officials have said, and in so
doing, invite the wrath of these persons also.
They forget that they, too, are serving the
public; they forget that what they say in pub-
lic, is public property. They sometimes hint
that what they say should be.glossed over and
softened down so that it will not be as hard as
they said it. Sometimes it is hinted that the
press should be excluded from public meet-
ings, so that officials can say things which
they would not like the public to know about.
Yet the public has a perfect right to know
of these things. These officials are serving
the public in the same way that the news-
paper is serving the public. in many cases they
are more responsible to the public than the
newspaper, because they are directly handling
property and matters belonging to the public.
The newspaper is merely reporting the pro-
ceedings and happenings and has no real di-
rect responsibility to the public other than as
a news gathering agency.

The Gleaner has not, and will not misquote
any person intentionally, but it will continue
to give the public all the news in its power
and feel at liberty to quote remarks made
which can be considered of public interest, or
which give body to the news of articles pub-
lished. In this, we feel that we are serving
the public faithfully and well.

A Set-back in the Near East

UST as we are about to celebrate “Army

Week” in Canada, news comes of reverses
in Libya. The British troops have fallen back
towards Egypt. Tobruk which has held out
for a long time against the German forces,
has fallen to them. With this fall about 25,-
000 men's fate is not as yet known, neither is
it known if the supplies and war machines
were saved, or had to be left behind. A con-
voy which recently arrived at Tobruk, no
doubt unloaded its cargo before the fall of
that point, but it is not known at this time
just what happened to it. It is quite possible
that it may have fallen into the hands of the
enemy.

Officials in England say that this
should not have happened as there has been
ample time for plenty of equipment and men
to have been moved to this point to hold it
against attack, If the garrison was not strong
enough, then troops sent to India should nev-
er have been sent. One speaker said that the
fate of Egypt and the Suez may depend upon
the turn of events in Libya now that Tobruk
has been evacuated.

three days in any calendar week for the same employer; (7) Under the Govern-
ment of any Province.

Tln’s_ order does not affect Re-employment: (1) Within not more than 14
consecutive days after the last day a person worked for the same employer;
(2) After sickness or disability which caused the suspension of the employment;
(3) On resumption of work after a stoppage caused by an industrial dispute;
(4) In accordance with a collective labour agreement which provides for prefer-

ence according to length of service or seniority; (5) On compulsory re-instate-
ment after Military Service. i

Until further notice from the Director of National Selective Service or a
local National Selective Service Officer, any employer may temporarily engage any
employee, if he submits within three days to a local office an application in dupli-
cate for the approval of such engagement. Such application shall state the
insurance book number, or the insurance registration number, (U.I.C. Form 413),
name, address, age, sex, occupation of such employee, the name of his or her
most recent employer, and the date he or she left employment with such employer.

Penalties for infringements of this order provide for a fine up to $500.00, or
imprisonment up to 12 months, or both fine and imprisonment.

This order supersedes previous National Selective Service Orders
respecting restricted and unrestricted occupations.

Obituary
THE LATE

REV. HARRY WALKER,
S.T.L., B.D.

On May 31st, 1942, there passed
on to his eternal reward a fine and
noble soul in the person of the
late Reverend Harry Walker, 8.T.L.,
B.D.,, brother-in-law of the late
William F. Stephen of Huntingdon
and Ottawa.

Rey, Mr. Walker came from at-
tendance at East Keswick College
near Leeds in the year 1888, to-
gether with Rev'ds George Mossop,

now of Aylmer East, Que, and I.
Nelson, now of Clarenceville, to
enter the work of the Methodist
ministry in Canada. Having gradu-
ated in the Wesleyan Theological
College and in MeGill University
he entered upon the work of his
chosen career. During his proba-
tionary period he served the church
in Kensington, P.Q.,, in the Mon-
treal Conference where he met
Miss Margaret Stephen, which lady
was destined to share with him the
labors and triumphs of the Chris-
tian ministry., After his ordina-
tion they were united In the bonds
of holy matrimony and thus began
that blessed career of service which
continued unbroken for forty years.
Most efficiently they labored in
many fields in Ontario and Que-
bee, greatly beloved by all their re-
spective peoples. On their retire-
ment from the work in Canada at
this time they elected to cross the
seas for a while to the scenes and
to the church of youth. They
were appointed in a supernumerary
relation to serve the Waesleyan
Church at Skierton, where three
most delightful years of service
were rendered.
