A vigorous fol- 
owmg up of the shams who are defrauding the 

revenue aod evading the law by pretending to 
keep properly equipped hotel*, might probably 
result in niooh more good than the watch 
mg of the unlioeosed dens, for. after all. for 
the one who ia lad astray by the latter, 
hundred* are eutrappad by the former. And 
it should not be token tor granted either 
that every so called hotel which is equipimd 
with the legal requirement* ia io reality a 
hotel In many instance* these requirement* 
are kept on band merely for show and not fur 
use, ami applications at any time for board or 
lodging trill prove thia, aa they are invariably 
mat with a refusal, not even the poor exonse 
that the houae U fall, being used, bat a frank, 
blunt statement tbat no mtala are given or bad* 
kept there. Under the circumstance* I would 
invite the friends of temperance to turn a little of 
their attention in the direction above indicated.

On the l/aebee liât figure «orne forty two 
licensed temperance hotels. Of theae sixteen 
are alone at La Bonne Hto. Anne. I have little 
donbt that the latter are in reality what they 
profraa to be. But aa far aa the other* are con­
cerned I have no hesitation in toying that they 
are well worth watching, and vary close watch 
ing, too. A municipality some milee from thia 
city, which has a prohibitory by law, ia credited 
with two of tbeae establishments, and it is a 
well known fact that the proprietor of one of 
them waa not long since fined for unlicensed 
whiskey aelling.

Ntw York, Aug. 9,—The .Sun say* the strike 
upon the New York Central ft Hudson River 
Railway and the Harlem Railway wae ordered 
by (he Executive Board cf District 24'i, Knight* 
ol Labor, with the authority of the general 
board. The strike bad been foreshadowed for 
some day*, but nobody expected it to come wh. n 
(t did. and no preparations had been made for 
it. The tie-up in New York City was omplete. 
The switchmen in the Grand Central yard, whom 
the company had relied upon in the impending 
trouble, left their posts, aod it was impos­
sible to send a train in or out of the 
Grand Central station or through the tunnel. 
The effect was to tie up not only the New York 
Central, but the New York, New Haven and 
Hartford as well, which also had a strike of its 
own. The railway officials grappled with the

! BAUDS ON THE REVENUE IN THS qCElJBO 

Tiior.
(To the Editor of the Witness,)

81a,-The Provincial Revenue Department 
here baa begun the publication of thx official lista 
of the licenses for 1*90 91 issued in the different 
revenue districts from the 1st May to date. I 
do not know what the Montreal hat may look 
I'ke for thi* year, but I must say tbat the (^19- 
bec list is an interesting study. In the first 
place, it shows tbat 30-f establishment* have re­
ceived the sanction of the law to carry on the 
liquor traffic in thia revenue district—either by
wholesale, by retail or by tne gl»«a—the figures 
being 94 hotels, 18 restsurant», 7 clubi,14 whole­
sale and 141 retell bouses. (Jf these 259 are in 
tf.e city and ban/itue »l>>ue, and the remainder 
cbirtly in the town of Levis and at a tew of 
the more prominent pw.nta in the nearer of the 
(urroundmg paruhes,—the owners of the Jmu >r 
shops in the parishes and towmhipi fur­
ther back never dreaming, it would seem, 
of complying with the law, though many of these 
I •tabJishn.enti run by Protestent* as well 
as Homsn Catholic*, are kept wide open even on 
the Sabbath, and probably do as much, if not 
more, harm than other trap* of the kind. Of 
course, the figures given, »« everyone here 
knows, do not by any mean* represent the real 
number engaged in the traffic. Ul the «till uu- 
iiw nted no doubt a certain number will, sooner 
or later, conform to the requirements of the law 
hut tbat there is a boat of others who have not’. 
*nd have ntver bad, the slightest mteutiou of 
doing so, is notorious.

I tiATA foood to these reacote region* ol the 
North one ol the tineet eitiee in the world. It 
ia built on ODacy billi, aoaoe ol them uUnde end 
«there ooeioland. It ia intereected by nuaeeroua 
atrenao», end baa diiert bridgea, and it hat 
alteD been eo«n|>ared to Venice and Ami^r* 
dani. However, it it little like them. It it 
uni<inet original, simply .Stockholm. A beauti­
ful, busy end interestuog place' Wharves and 
docks one sees, noble buildings, verdant 
parks and winding mers. Water is every­
where. Net cf the elnggitb or stagnant tort, 
but swift and clear, and the charm ol land and 
lake and tea are all coanmingled and combined. 
The inhabitants teem very bright and gay, 
They spend these long summer evenings in the 
parks and public gardens, soothed by refresh­
ments and hne music. And such parks and 
gardens as they have, carpeted with sward of a 
grrennrss and thickness that

CANADA, WITH IK ALTBKNATB IXTBIUI» 
ef frosts and heat can never nave, adorned 
• ith a profusion ol the tmest flowers and 
shaded by giant ancient trees that tell 
ol times when Druids worshipped in their 
ahadr. These pleasure grounds are found in 
any (juarter of the town, and besides these 
there area multitude ol inviting retorts at dil- 
lerent distances outside. Une ol these I must 
describe. It is called Djurgaard, or Deer 1'ark, 
because it was a royal bunting ground, be­
fore it was given to the sovereign people. 
Make Ht. Helen's Island ten times larger than 
it is, connect it with the city by street 
railway r.ud many lines of ferry boats, di­
versify it with rocky hill and dale, cover 
it with a thick forest of oaks and lindens, 
sprinkle abont it a few tasteful private villas, 
and a royal palace, with no end of restaurants 
and iilaces of amusement, and send 50,000 haupy 
and kindly people hither, all bent on harmless 
merry-making ; set the youngsters moving in 
simple games and conntry dances, while the old 
ones and the children picnic and play in groups 
upon the grass, and
TOC Will HAVE A PICTCRI LIKE THAT ONB 1 HAW, 
on a recent holiday in the Deer Tark. The day 
was perfect, the air warm, the sky bright, the 
breeie refreshing, the views in every direc­
tion wide and tine. I moved among the 
throngs, noting the general good-fellowship 
and mirth, but marking no case of rudeness or 
intoxication, I thought that I had seldom seen 
as tine a sight; I saw the sun set (it does set 
here, though very late) from a lofty neight, and 
in the mellow twilight came bsck to town at the 
same time with thousands of others, and yet 
with no confusion and no crowd. Boats were 
abundant, the horse car service was doubled at 
that hour, and all were quickly and quietly con­
veyed upon their homeward way. All this is 
the more interesting and wonderful to me be­
cause Stockholm is situated much like Montreal, 
and we are told that such arrang-'inents 
are impossible with us. These simple Swedes 
bave not found it oui and go on doing the im­
possible without even thinking it is strange. 
But don’t suppose Stockholm is perfect. There 
is one Hy in the ointment and it is very big aud 
bad. The city has wretched sidewalks and 
streets. I do not now mean that they are wide 
and clean, though that might well alarm u 
Montrealer, but to the grievous fact that they 
are laid with small and sometimes pointed 
etenes. This makes the highways rough and 
noisy and

One is tempted to believe that the arr vnge 

■sent comes down from Komish times, and was 
a device ul the church to compel all men to mor­
tify the fissh, though whether such penitential 
pavements do not tend rather to profanity than 
to piety is a grave question. Certain it is, they 
try men's " soles" and wear out boots at a tre­
mendous rate. I have made a calculation, 
based on the street signs, and find that just one 
third ol the entire population ol Stockholm are 
cobblers and shoemakers, and after a few days 
walking of its streets this fact did not surprise 
■se in the least. I wonder that the peo­
ple do not all wear sabots or wooden shoe». 
If I were to live here I sbonld want a pair, made 
from two of the giant trees in California, of the 
largest size that they could cut. I sbonld hope 
Bo use them both on the streets and the streams, 
and to find them equally good for land and 
water ' I was

BORBT TO SAT OOOD-IiTB TO NOBWAY, 
as I did on the morning after my lest letter. 
Like some other food farewells my departure 
was lingering and long drawn-out. I came by 
the railway and that teems to mean slow in 
Norwegian. I took the fastest tram that 
was apt n the line, but that was a
mixed passenger and freight. The sta­
tions are frequent and it stopped at all, 
-'Often there were no pw sengers or goo-ls to leave 
or take ; be t all the sau e we waited for aonie- 
thing to turn up; and, when nothing came, 
finally went on slowly so that il any one decided 
to come he could overtake the train. Unce,aft«r 
a specially lo:'g stop at a wayside wood pile, I 
suggested to the ccndo'lor that it woul 1 be 
seell to build s fence around the train to keep 
cattle otf ; bat be failed to see the point, and 1 
did not press the joke. When I ccoopla ned of 
the slowness of our march, 1 was silenced 
by being told bow mnoh things had im­
proved, and, five years since, the trams a! 
ways stopped over night I expressed my 
gratil.or.tion at tb^ pMgrnaa already made au I 
siddrd the opinion that if matters continued to 
advance, somewbero about the year .'■000 A 1>. 
t/ at railway might attain a docent rate of spaed. 
Fortunately the beacty of the country compen­
sated for the deliberation of the -ourney.

MT LAST LOCK OF NCB'rAT

farewe ll wao as graciour as her wel -une. The 
Sram halted near the summit of thea^oun tain range 
and gave me a long and lovely view down a broad 
valley with rich ferns along its bottom, an I 
dark ptoo foieals reaching up to snowy peaks 
on either aide. I recalled the happy weeks that 
I had s; oat among the grand acenery and simple 
folk, said a hearty "Cod blaM you, old chum­
my," and at last, when the tram started, 
passed the boundary line and entered Hveden.

came lowi« and less rugged, the plains brua 1er 
and better cultivated, the mountains gradually 
disappeared and soon the lakes begin to 
•bow themselves, and since then they
bane scarcely left us. They are so nu­
merous m Sweden that an old adage stye,
" Wht-n (iod made this country he forgot to 
ae|iaraU' the land and water." With their 
eonneoLiog streams and a very exl-ntive system 
of canals they provide, perhaps, the most com­
plete inland navigation in the world. The only 
place at which I stopped before arriving here 
waa Upsala, fanion* as

THE ANCIENT I'APITAL OF THI COCNTRT, 
and as the s«at of the oldest and most honored 
Swedish University. Near the present city is 
the site of a «till older town, once the seat of 
heathen worship. Here are shown three missal 
manuals, said to be those of the Scandinavian 
gods, Woden, Thor and Freia, from whom our 
days of the we» k Wednesday, Thursday aud 
Friday have derived their names.

Upsala is an ideal university town. Venerable 
and dignified, as it msy well be, as a seat of 
learning more then 400 years old. Youthful 
and beautiful it appears also, for, along with its 
time-worn cathedral and acsdemic build­
ings, it rejoices also in some splendid 
modern structures. Would that our own 
McUill could boast each quarters as her older 
Swedish sister occupies ! i shall not soon forget 
the noble ball, with its 300,000 volumes and its 
rare, rich treasures, part of which is the noted 
Oodex A r gen tens, or copy of the four dispels, 
written by Bishop Ulphilas in the fourth cen­
tury in.the old Uothie language, with letters of
ÏoM and silver on parchment of a reddish eolor,

•a moat important relic of the tongue from 
which all modern Gothic languages have 
sprang To night I go to Gothland by steamer, 
and on my return may have something more of 
the hie tone and antique to sell your readers.

SYSTEM OH NO SYSTEM.
HOW TO BA1MI MONET FOB MIMIONS.

Mrs. M. H. Heymonr in rte Ckurehman 
writing abont the work of a Woman's Auxiliary, 
gives some interesting tealitnoniea with regard 
to the value of system in giving. She says : — 
In these practical days one demands facta and 
figures to make them believe ; so let me quote 
from t-me of my earnest fellow-workers m the 
Woman's Auxiliary with whom I have taken 
counsel. Says one : " I believe there are 420,• 
000 commubiceme in the whole Church ; if there 
could be an income from these averaging live 
cents a week there would be more than a million 
dollar* for miaaions each year instesel of the few 
hundred thousand we now receive." Says 
another: “I do feel very sure that to accotn 
pltsh any end satisfactorily system must play 
an important and prominent part, and the re­
sult, either from the use or the lack of it, is 
especially apparent when dollars and cents are 
concerned. When we come to the facts of the 
case I really think the deeper one looks into 
them the more discouraged one is prone to feel ; 
for it is shown what a small minority must be 
giving systematically, to say nothing of coo- 
scientiously, and the two sbonld go together, 
though I do nut suppose they could be said to 
be joined in every case, even in our smelled 
parishes ; and yet the systematic use of our 
Woman's Auxiliary envelopes hae accomplished 
much.

"From one of our smallest and poorest )>ar- 
ishrs we had the year they took envelopea five 
dollars end aeventy-eight cents in money and a 
box valned at fifteen dollars ; this last year, 
when they did not take the envelopes, their re 
[tort is : ‘No money given, and no work done,' 
yet there are twenty aeveo cammumcaota m that 
parish."

Another writes, "After six years' faithful 
presentation of the subject in e country parish 
sixteen dollars came this year as the result of 
two cent monthly contributions."

The author is BQft&iCBDlot a moderate sized 
parish iu Connecticut where, until the pledge 
system was adopted, little was regularly given 
for the special objects of the Woman's Auxiliary, 
where there it now given through the envelopes 
over t-’OO a year ; and many more instam ea 
might be given of the wonderful sums contri­
buted in some of our large city parithee where 
this system prevails.

From car workers everywhere come warmest 
commendations of this method.

Southern Ohio writer, "As far at my experi 
ence goes I believe systematic and proportionate 
giving to be the only true way. I can look for 
more substantial aid from the societies whose 
members give one penny weekly than those who 
give large sums as the notion takes them, In 
orgatii/inp our societies I plead for regular sys­
tematic ofleringt, and even my children's socie­
ties have systematic offering books, many of the 
little ones being able to give bat a penny a 
month.”

The wife of the Missionary Bishop of Monta­
na writes, "We give mere than three times as 
much in our branch of the Auxiliary as we did 
before adopting the pledge system, and as yet 
only fonr places have tried it. If we could only 
induce every place to give systematically, I am 
sure we should have cause to feel proud of Mon­
tans. One little place where they thought they 
did well to give five or six dollars a year, under 
the pledge system sent twenty dollars."

Another little parish which -three years ago 
sent twenty dollars for missions, ten of which 
the rector gave out of his own pocket, under the 
pledge system gave last year seventy fivedollars.

Says an officer of the New Jersey branch, 
"Few women but can spare five cents each week, 
and there we have two J dlars and sixty cents 
in a year , now, in a parish with two or three 
huclred cod municants, what an amount may 
be raired with very little exertion. I have 
known women who have consecrated a certain 
part of their income by promising to themselves 
to give into the miseiunsry treasury every three, 
five or ten cent piece which came into their pos­
session in any manne* ; of this, I think we may 
rest assured, that such consecration will never 
make us poor, for the Lord will Himself show 
us how much we can spare in this way. I think 
it is a restful feeling to believe that coins thus 
cr’Dft-crated are not onr own. Interest in mis­
sionary matters deepens by systematic offering*. 
Once let the women feel that their gifts are do­
ing a noble w-rk, and we shall never want for 
any good came.

" We plan to collect all we can in this way, 
and then the secretary in charge divides the 
amount among the objects which have been 
specially brought before us."

In Northern New Jersey "each member 
whose name is enrolled incurs a tax annually of 
ten cents ; this has given us at our annual meet­
ings quite a sum to vote for different objects ; 
we like to have something to give if any cause 
is brought home to onr hearts at these meet­
ings. This tax never interferes with our other 
givings."

The verdict of the Connecticut diocesan 
officers ie a unit : “ Systematic giving ia the 
way above all others ; " while one of thee adds, 
in regard to the practical working ont at the 
scheme, "I feel cenfident, until one or two 
women in each parish will shoulder the respon 
sibility and do their very best to have the work 
systematically carried on, week after week and 
n.ontb after month, it will not be acomplished 
for no matter how often the managers visit the 
parishes, or bow much interest: seems awak-ned 
by the meetings, unless faithfully followed up 
will not succeed. If only we could impress this 
upon them, what results mtgnt we not have ~ 
The training itself would be worth much in 
other work. ’

WORK IN KOREA.
(Z/. O. Uiuimtooi m IniipcnJtnt )

The missionary may travel from north 
south, from east to west of the whole peninsula 
hardly encountering a cross look or an angry 
word aimed at him,excent,perhaps, in some 
n ntain fnttnessee. At every place where he 
stops be will tmd some listeners ready to hear 
what he has to say about Christ, some buyers 
for the Christian books that he offers for sale, 
and on mu a few occasions on his departure 
from a village be will be thanked by the local 
magistrate for the good that be ba-< tried to do, 
The people as a people are ready for the goepel 
I have often been under obligations to the offi 
rial class. Kindnesses and attentions have been 
shown me that I could not return, and I have 
sent aa the beat present I could offer a copy of 
the New Teetair ent neatly bound in leather, with 
a letter urging them to at least read and see 
what Christianity taught, and telling what it 
baa done for the world. In almost all cases 
have received letters of thanks promising to read 
it ; io not a few the recipients have called upon 
n e in person to speak about the book. From 
tm e l> time word comet out in the Christian 
pajera that no work can be done, that mission 
work is as a standstill, that on the field all who 
are there must wait, and when their tongues are 
loosed, then they will work. These are not the 
facts of the matter. The hands of the mission 
ary are not tied, only so far as the individual'i 
C< nscience aud the light that he has tells him 
they are tied ; his month is not shut, only so far 
as he is unable to make himself understood in 
the Isnguage. There is no real opposition ; in 
medical aid educational work a wunderfui doir 
is wide open. As we look over the country, and 
as wo Irarn more about its people, as we see th« 
natural bit seings that this land possesses, and 
the poverty and wretchedness of the people in 
general, we eannot bnt feel their nee-l. And as 
we look ii|on a nation without a religion, with 
almost nothing hut a system of demonism that 
tas in nowise tended to raise, but rather to 
lower the people, our hearts indeed go out in 
>! aruing toward tin se poor people.

NECESSARY IN TRAVELLING.
Some of the following article* are apt to be 

overlooked in the preparation* for a journey, but 
the habit of taking them along once established, 
they will soon be regarded as an indispensable 
part of one's outfit :

Many of yon will soon be going off on your 
summer jaunt, and you have made up your 
mind that yon are going to have the best time 
yon ever had in your life. That's the right way 
to do. It's the belt beginning toward having 
a good time. Now, you went to put io that 
little hand satchel of yours not only some 
ammonia to soften the bard water in the coun­
try, but you «ant to put a good deal ol for­
bearance—a great lump of it—to make 
yon courteous to the crying baby or the 
troublesome child that happens to be in 
the car with you. Yon want to put in a 
jar of vaseline, in case there should come any 
little spot on your fare that needs healing ; and 
yon want also to remember the need of a great 
jar of kind'y speeches. The word said in the 
proper place, the " Thank yon,” that, if it is not 
appreciated by the person to whom it ia ten­
dered, at least makes yon feel that you hare 
done what ie right. You want to put in a great, 
soft sponge that will wipe the dust off your fsoe, 
and the moral sponge that will wipe out all the 
little disagraeablee that may come,so that in tell- 
jog the history of yonr summer outing you 
have nothing but pleaeant affairs to remember. 
Then, perhaps, aa you are rather tired 
out with the seaeoa s work, you are tak­
ing some tonic along that your physician ha* 
advised. Now, just remember that another 
good tonic, advised by the great Physician ol 
the sonl, is the one that braces you up morally 
asainst whatever temptation may ome to you. 
This * rm* like a carions packing for a travelling 
beg, but you ere not only going over the road 
that leads to Wonderland, but you are also 
travelling along the road of life ; and you want 
the n oral ad/' that will h«lp to make yon 
mote oonsidi Vf each fallow traveller.—

"CHRISTIAN POLICE ASSOCIATION."
A meeting of the " Christian Polioe Associa­

tion", of London, was held recently. The ob 
ject of the Association is to promote the spiri­
tual welfare of the police. One of the speakers 
urged everybody to get to work among the po­
licemen. Everyone aa they went about from 
day to day had the opportnoity of dropping a 
helpful word as they spoke to them. An in 
cident wss related showing how the policemen 
themselves became missionaries to the crowd*. 
A young man came out of a public house where 
he bad been drinking, and meeting two police­
men outside, invited the first one to " have 
drink," " No, thank you," wac the reply, 
"I'm a teetotaller." "Well.who’d have expect 
ed to find a policeman a teetotaller," ao 1 
turning to the other, repeated the invi­
tation to "cime in and have a drink." 
" No thanks ; I'm like my mate ; I'm 
a teetotaller aa well." Then the two police­
men proceeded to give him a right down 
" straight" talking to about his soul's need 
The young man listened, and then expleioel 
that he had left a godly home and come up to 
Ijondon to have " a good ffing" in the world 
That day he had gone ont making up his mind 
thorooghlv to enjoy himself, but he added, 
" Everywhere I have been to day there has 
been somebody to talk to me about my soul, 
and now you policemen are the wont of ail ! " 
Prayer waa asked on behalf of the Police Inst' 
tute opened not long ainen in the Strand, and 
that the men who frequent it may receive mocn 
blessing there. There was also an appeal for 
more Christian worker* to interest themselves in 
the police where no elforta are made on their be­half.

Prison Gate Wobk in Cetlon.-There is 
an BTerage of nearly 4,000 men continually m 
the different gaols of Ceylon. Of that number 
Colombo claima over 0,000, many of those being 
desperate obarse'en ; the Cingalese all carry 
knives and use them freely on the leaat pro 
vocation. Cingalese women do not drink, and 
the average number of women in prison is only 
eighteen for the whole island. Near one of the 
largest gaols in Colombo the Salvation Army 
some two fears ago started a Home for dis­
charged prisoners, wbieh, with God’s blessing, 
has been marvellously sucoeaefnl in restoring to 
honest and useful lives many of tba must 
hardened. Of the over KOU prisoners who passed 
through the Home, but few have again visitad 
the gaol ; 110 are known to be doing well ; ab mt 
80 are believed to be truly converted From 
the workshop nearly 500 tea bo\«* monthly are 
tarred out, besides rope spinning end other 
wotk. The wording expense is 250 rapeee 
nontbly ; cf thir, Governor! nt gives a grant of 
100 rnpees , the balance hae to be got ny rah 
ecnptione and profita on boimaking Dr. 
Howard, in p^ing to Australia, when visiting 
the Hi me, wrote ia the visitor-' b «k, " Chis is 
the most practical mission work 1 have seen in 
Asia "—Tkt ('arislmn.

RELIGIOUS NEWS.
The Swedish Missionary Society will shortly 

send ont eleven new musiunanae—seven to the 
Congo and ionr to China.

At thb Indian industrial school at Carlisle, 
Pennsylvania, during the last year there have 
besoin attendance 77b boy* and girls, repre 
seating soma forty one different tribes.

One of the New Machinen for making ice 
waa recently taken to one of the Baptist Mi* 
sionaiy Society's stations on the Congo and 
found very useful in the treatment of fever and 
other case*. The Society is going to place a 
machine at each station.

Wobcbhtbr, Mahh., is said to be the largest 
no license city in the United States- A daily 
prohibition newspaper is published there with 
good financial support. Even druggists are un 
able to obtain licenens, and thia high sentiment 
is tally sustained by the leading citizen*.

The White Cbohs Movement continues to 
make its way through the world at large, doing 
an invaluable work It has taken a strong hold 
upon the Norwegians, and a portion of White 
L’roea literature has been translated into t0« 
Norse tongue and published at Christiansen.

Mb John Bcbnr, the Socialist leader, say* 
the MithodtU Tivui, has refused an offer of £20 
for his famous straw hat from a publican, and 
he says he would have refused n million piuods, 
because he knew that it waa only wanted to en 
tice his friends into the public house, and ao in­
crease the demoralizing trade.

A Mt'Niru ent Girt.—It is stated that Mr. 
John Hope, Writer to the Signet, of Edin­
burgh, hae conveyed the sum of £>4,000 to 
trustees "for advancing the cause of total ab 
stmence at home and abroad from liquor, to 
bacco and opium, and for diaseminating a know 
ledge of the anti Scriptural character of the 
Church of Rome. '

At tub Anmivbkhaby Meeting of the Church 
Missionary Society in London, a special tele- 
gran: was recein-d calling for instant reinforce­
ments for Africa, and four volunteers who re- 
iqii.ilt'l win- < 1 ■-v| itcln-1 from tin- m.-,-ting it 
self. An anonymous gift of $‘25,000 was re 
ceived " as a substitute for service," and a num 
her of smaller gifts with a like purpose.

A Movement ts on Foot among the native 
students in Dacca, India, to organire societies 
pledged to "treat all women with respect, ’ and 
to " put down indecent language." The Indian 
Witnci declares that this movement, so com­
mendable in itself, is meeting with secret and 
open opposition from orthodox Hindoos. How 
uiucn the Christian religion is needed there !

Pbeachino at Noon — An old custom of open 
air preaching has been revived in London by tht- 
curate of St. Botolph s Church, Aldersgate. He 
daily gives addresses, during their dinner boor, 
to the mechanics and others who congregate in 
the shady churchyard. The Mrninykniu 
remarks that this carries one back to the days 
of the Reformation, when sermons used to be 
preached at St, Paul’s Cross, London.

PCNDITA Ramahai hae formed a "ten" of 
" King’s Daughters" among her pupils in In 
dia, and says that she already sees the effect of 
it m a steadying and strengthening of character 
in these educationally undeveloped maidens. 
She bss translated into Maratti the four mottoes 
of the Wordsworth clubs ; “ Look up, and not 
down ;" " Lock forward, and not back ;" "Look 
out, and net in," and "Lend a band."—//aejatr’r 
Bttar.

Tbact Work among Moslems —It has been 
found that the experiment of systematically 
distributing tracts for Mohammedan readers in 
Arabia and the neighboring countries met with 
much snccets, and the Religions Tract Society 
bas issued a series of tracts in Arabic upon the 
main doctrines of the Gospel. Remarkable as 
it may seem, the Mohammedan* have " not 
only received, but even welcomed, ’ the tract* 
recently distributed.

Bibhop Tailor Writes respecting the sup­
port of hi* missionaries in Africa: " The state­
ment that we send no food supplies to <>nr mis- 
in caries after the first year is one of the lies 
charged against u*. We furnish in every place 
the meant of making self support, bnt supply 
annually whatever it lacking, till they can make 
it through the industries which our pupils must 
learn, at an essential part of their education, to 
fit them for an honorable occupancy of the high 
plane of Christian civilization.”

Hcndreds of Villages —The Rev. H. I). 
Williamson says, in a recent letter : " The 
Lord has privileged me to work here amongst 
the Gonds of Central India since 1N78, and we 
have much to cheer an. In my last tour we 
travelled some 300 miles or more, visited and 
preached in over 200 villages to 4,500 people, 
and told many Gospel portions and tracts. 
Three-fourths certainly of the 300,000 people in 
this district have beard tbc blessed Gospel, and 
in hundreds of villages the people are gradually 
givitg up their idolatry and superstition and 
many have accepted Christ."

Over a Thochand.—An ,Ocean Grove, N.J.,
correspondent writes to the New York P'.ier.rr 
"To see overs thousand young people gather 
every sun m» r day for religious worship is an in 
tiurmg sight It is a unique service that Mr. 
Yatman holds dnrirg July and August at Ocean 
Grove fortbese young folksoff on their vacation*. 
Ofttmies the temple,which seats fifteen hundred, 
will not hold those who want to come, and they 
•re of every shade of belief, all taking part, one 
as fully ae the other. Truly, when such gather 
itg* can be btld, keeping up a deep spiritual in 
tere*t during the hot weather, the erase of 
Christ is advancing,"

Ignorance in India.—A missionary in In­
dia writes : “The Government school* pro­
hibit Cbns'ian teaching. The result i* that 
many boys with a good high school or cotlog» 
education have ban-ly heard the name of 
Chriat, not knowing a hundredth part a* much 
about him as they do about Oueen Victoria. 
Fir instance, I was talking to an advanced 
Government student one day about Christ, and 
he said he knew nothing of him, only be had 
heard his nsme mentioned. When I was talk 
ing to him again about Peter walking on the 
water he wished to know whether I meant 
‘ Peter the Hermit,' or ' Peter the Great.' ”

The Rct. Dr. M- All, of Paris, in a recent 
letter, declares his intention to have anchored 
in the Seine a large missionary boat, which his 
done service in many of the French seaports 
"It will be the first tune ' be says, "that this 
mode of evangelization has been attempted in 
Pans, but though the population is not seafar­
ing, we have the impression that, with God's 
blessing, the novelty of the method will draw 
the attention of many hitherto ignorant of the 
gcspal. The cabin of the ship will contain 
nearly two hundred persons, and we hope to 
have daily services on board for two months 
The authorities have given us every facility and 
protection."

Open Air Services.—A band of Presbyer- 
ian ministers has began a series of " open air 
services," in London, on .Saturday aft-mo >u. 
They are commissioned by their Presbytery, *nd 
thry go forth as tboao who are sent to pr-*c‘i 0 i 
all who will hear. They are permitted to ho! 1 
their services in the public park*. Fife minis 
terr, including Mr. John McNeill, and iireu 1-1 
over by Dr. J. Muoro Gibson, went to Regent s 
Park lately, and each delivered earnest, telling 
addresses, setting forth the Gospel of (jurist, 
More than 2,000 people listened to them in 
tently. The praise r.irt of the service h* 1 
provided for esrefuliy, aud the singing of the 
multitude was grand.

The Uplifting Bible.—An agent of thi. 
Bible Society in Australia stml* the following 
to an exchange. Two men of business, ani of 
the world, were overheaid talking in Syduey 
ala-it the prospects of trading in Madagascar. 
One of them was a German of Hsbrew race god 
religion. He bad lived among the Malagasy, 
and spoke of their Advancing civilization, ami ot 
the high condition they were Attaining. Tne 
Sydney man of bosin-sa asked the other how he 
accounted for the strange fact. The reply from 
the German Jew was:—"Well, you see, the 
missionaries always have the sense to give their 
>eople the Bible ; the Madagascar people have 
iad it long, and yon may depend up >n it that, 
whatever you or I may choose to think about 
tbe Bible, there is no book io the world like it 
for lifting up a nation. I have s-en it myself in 
that iiland, and seen it for myself elsewhere."

countries the British, for it ia aeldom the 
Government are under the limitation sug 
grated by the question, w ill it pay Î France, 
whoae colonial empire ia more in ;>o*> than in 
• ..r, a* the philosophers used to say in Latin, 
and whose actual colonial duties are conse- 
iiuently less of a tax upon her, laughs at 

nch prudential restrictions. So she is now 
dir uasing the binding together of the im* 
mecse African empire, p.trt of which has 
ust been accorded to her as a “ sphere of in­

fluence, by a railway across the Sahara from 
Algiers, whether to Lake Tchad or to 
Uahomey and Whydah is not said, but 
perhaps to both. France would thu* .juietly 
take possession without asking anybody * 
leave why should she ?—of the most bound 
le*s contiguity of sand in the world. There 
is no certainty that su«.h a railway would not 
pay if it were possible to make it, which is a 
question of water as well as of money. An 
extersive caravan trade haa long been carried 
on across those wastes.
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One of the Charm - of the splendid parks 
of .Stockholm is the noble trees w hich seem to 
recall the days of the Druids, if there ever 
were Druids in Sweden. We can plant tree* 
in our street* and we can kill them again 
iu the way in which the ancient Iroqu d* 
used to kill their prisoners, by nipping 
little 1 it* off them in all parts till they 

stand it no longer. But if we want 
to have the majesty of sire and antiquity 
we must save some of the old uninjured 
tree* and reserve space enough for them to 
grow to their full height and «De. This 
we have done on the mountain and on St. 
Helen s Island, and this Is what we ought to 
do at once with that fine grove in St C'une 
gjede, whi< h ought to l>e Immediately made 
public property. The next thing we shall 
hear about will l)e the felling of some of these 
tne trees, made to be the pride of future mil- 
liocs, in order to make room for tenements, 
which, by the time the proposed park iaallbuilt 
over.will be the home* of miserable, sweltering 
rr asses of humanity, with no way of e*. ape 
from their crowded and unlovely etreete.

Kveryooe has, of course, a 
right to leave work as soon as his contract, 
whatever it may be, is at an end, and after 
giving such notice to hi* employer as his coo- 
tract implies. There may be some employ­
ments carried on by a limited number of ex­
pert person) who cannot be replaced. Theee, 
if unanimoua,coald of course carry on a strike 
as long as they chose without intimidation. 
But most employments ran be carried on in 
•ome way by others, who are always to be 
found ready to accept the work the moment 
those presently engaged at it leave it. Such 
being the case it isobviousiy ia.possibletomake 
a rtrike effective for any length of time with­
out intimidation of oce sort or another. 
.Strikers therefore most always count on gain­
ing their point either by the temporary 
acnovan e which they can cause to their em 
ployer* or by the permanent intimidation 
which they can exercise over their rival*. 
Wherever intin.idation enters into the qaes- 
tioa in any degree, it amounts to a breach of 
lilierty against which those threatened hare 
a right to pablic protection.

A BLOW AT CANADIAN RAILWAYS.
The United States is about to add an 

other section to the fence which both the He 
publii and Dominiou are constantly extending 
and building up in order to restrict trade be 
tween kindred peoples to whom it is mutually 
profitable, if not al>solutely necessary. The 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company trans- 
I'crts considerable i|uantities of tea, raw silk 
and ri e, coming from Asiatic ports, from 
\ aucouver across the continent to Amcric an 
cities in the Hast. It also carries back 
at rates of freights which leave some 
slight profit to the American manu­
facturers quantities of American cctton for 
et (tort to Asiatic cities. I he t ompany has 
been able to carry these goods through 
Canada to the United State* without passing 
then, through the customs, or subjecting them 
to duty as coming from any other country 
than that which produced them, by having 
them bonded at \ ancouver by the consul at 
that port sealing the cars. This privilege 
is to be with drawn. It is not claimed that 
any irregularities have occurred, or are likely 
tooccur. The trouble U that the American tram- 
continental railway line* naturally dislike the 
competition of the Canadian Pacific Railway 
Company and think that if it is prevented 
from doing the business that they will get it. 
There is some reason for doubting this. In 
vestigation shows that the Canadian 1 acitic 

j has built up its Asiatic business at the ex­
pense of the steamship snd railway lines 
w hich transported goods from Asiatic ports 
to the Atlantic ports of America. The fact 
that the Canadian Pacific has all but ' rested 
the trade in Amerh an cottons between Hast 
ern America and Asia shows that it carries 

I at rates which the American railways either 
will or cannot carry at. On the other hand 
there is this to be said for the American rail­
way companies. They are under an Inter­
state Commerce Act which compels them to 
carry “through," “long distance" and “short 
distance" freights at the same rates'per mile 
and which prevent* them from giving preferen 
tial rates either to localities or persons. I'hi* 
is a ;u*t law and one which is needed for the 
protection of the people who subsidize the 
lines of railways and who should all 
!« treated alike by common carrier*. 
Canada needs such a law but has not one, and 
her people suffer for it, a* Canadian railway* 
have helped to build up the Western States 
at the expense of Canada, for whose 
convenience they were built, by giving 
low through freight rate* as compared 
with the high local and short haul rate* 
charged upon good* transported in Canada. 
The absence of this law enables the Canadian 
railway companies to transport through 
freight at lower rates than the American rail­
way* can do unless the latter are prepared to 
cut down their local rates in proportion. If 
( anada had an Interprovincial commerce act 
the complaint* and argument* of the Ameri­
can railway companies against Canadian com­
petition for through rates would have little 
force, and would probably not have been 
heeded.
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“ * Will Give Yoc Policemen if
you keep the sale of liquor off the grounds," 
is practicAlIy what the Police Committee 
told the Knights of Labor Committee who 
want police protection for their annual pic. 
nic. It is a strange thing that such a 
suggestion was rendered necessary by the ex­
periences of last Labor Day.

them, in addition, only what would cover the 
cost. Thus the farmers would save two per 
cent interest, or about one third of what 
they are compelled to pay undar the indivi­
dual system- The objections to the credit 
font 1er, which have been fatal to it wher 
ever tried, except under very peculiar condi­
tions, are kept carefully out of sight by the 
interested framers of these unsound financial 
projects. In the firatplace,a Government» an- 
not « reste money. If it intern!» to lend mouey it 
must first obtain it either from its own people 
by taxing them or from other people by bor­
rowing. If It taxes iU own people for the 
purpose of lending to some of them at lower 
rates of Interest than rule in the country, it 
simply conliscates from one section of the 
people in order to benefit another section, if 
it borrowed from outriders in order to loud 
again upon such securities and under such 
circumstances, it would be compelled to pay 
higher rates than before, thus in a measure 
defeating its own purpose, that of saving to 
the farmer the difference between the Gov­
ernment rate ami the individual rate, iheu 
the c<>»t of lending money and seeing to the 
soundness of the security upon which the 
loan is made in each individual case is 
greater than is generally supposed. Men 
who conduct such businesses have to be pos­
sessed of sound judgments. They limit 
possess the power of saying No very de- 
cldedly when too large credits are asked. 
Now, would a Government of the day 
l>e likely to appoint such men as agents, and 
would Government agents and Government 
methods be likely to reduce the actual coat of 
mak ing such loans Î To aik these questions is 
to answer them, as everyone knows. Ihese 
considerations take it for granted that the 
Government of the day would not use such 
schemes for politiial purposes. Does the ex­
perience of Canadian people warrant them in 
taking it for granted that the Government 
would not be more willing to lend to its 
friends than to its enemies when election 
time was approaching, or that it would 
not find an excuse for cancelling or re­
ducing the loans at critical times. Dur­
ing every general election struggle in this 
province the Government has seized the op­
portunity of bribing whole communities by 
remitting their municipal debts to the pro­
vince. Is there any security that the Gov­
ernment would not proceed in the same 
way with individuals. It is quite cer­
tain that a credit foncier would not be 
t arried on upon a strictly business basis. 
Politic al parties would vie with one another 
in promising reduced rates, ami that party 
would probably be most successful at the 
polls which promised the greatest reduction, 
even were it at the cost of the ruin of the 
credit of the country. In fact, securities held 
by the Government against the voters who 
elect it to offi< e would not be securities at 
all, as the Government would not dare to 
realize on the sccuritus when this course be­
came necessary, and if it did attempt to do 
so the prices of farms would lie lower than 
the farmers would believe right, and the 
•-overnment would be detesteil «• a hard cre­
ditor. There is no reason to believe that, as a 
general rule, the rate of interest on farm 
mortgages is too high. Counting the coat 
and the actual losses by decline in values, it 
is pro! Able the rates in Canada are not more 
than fairly profitable. Nor is easy and abun­
dant credit an unmixed benefit to farmers. 
They would probably be tempted by it to as* 
list others, or to go into some business besides 
fanning, and some would be led to expend money 
inextravagant ways, such as buying newland 
and obtaining more credit. Sheriffs' sales of 
farms wouhl become even more numerous 
than they are and the value of land would 
be reduced, thus injuring, if not endangering, 
all such securities as farm mortgages held by 
the Government. We are satisfied the 
farmers would be a gn at deal worse off under 
a credit foncier than they now are, and the 
credit of the country would be greatly im­
paired. Nevertheless, we are sensible that 
the demands will continue. Our Canadian 
Government has become .1 paternal one. It 
regulates the private business of the people. 
It prohibits them from buying where they 
can buy cheapest, and compels the many to 
buy at high price* in order to subsidize and 
enrich the few. It even borrow* money for 
the railway companies and lets them have it 
at lower rates than they could get it at in the 
market; if it thus serve» the railway com­
panies why should It not serve the farmers 
in the same way' This question seems at 
first unanswerable, but the help giventojcom 
panies at the expeuae of the people ia possi­
ble ; but at who»* expense can help be given 
*0 the people ? They are the only pay­
masters. The Government, for it* own 
purposes, has been instructing the people 
to look to and depend upon its protective 
policy for prosperity and success. The farm­
ers have admittedly been injured by thie 
policy, so they feel entitled to look to the 
paternal Government for relief. Thus eco­
nomic errors and evils breed and multiply.

are influential in politics by reason of their 
numbers, and where a majority of them are in 
need of credit, or, at least, fancy they are. 
There arealwayeuneound or adventurousfinan- 
ciere.of moreor less prominence, ready tourge 
such bad ■» hemes upon communities during 
periods of depression or spéculation when the 
need of money Is felt. The arguments in 
favor of a credit foncier seem simple, and 
aoond, as partially presented by plausible 
advocates, 'ih* Government, which merely 
represents the people of the country, is able 
to borrow upon the credit of the people, ae 
a whole, at the rate of from three 
to four percent, while the individuals com 
posing the people have to pey from six to 
ser»n percent.

IN PARISjàND ROME.
IS THIS WHAT FATHER LABKLLE 

TELLS THEM ABOUT CANADA.

THE Bl< BNT ELECTIONS TAKEN FOB A VIOTOBF 
OVBU KNULANI) AND OVBB rBOIBHlANTISli. 
Under the hMdmg “Canada in Europe," Le 

Canadien publishes an interesting article shov­
ing the absurdity ot some of tbe remarks madts 
by writers abroad, especially in France, when 
speaking of Canada, and more particularly ot 
tbe Province of Quebec.

The hist instance given is that of a book just 
written by Mr. Pierre de Coubertin, who visited 
this country last year. Toe title of the book in 

Transatlantic Universities." The writer,after 
referring to Laval I Diversity and the city ot 
Quebec id rather unflattering terms, speaks of a 
banquet tendered him by the Secretary of Publia 
lusliuction. There he met tbe Premier and Mr. 
Tailloo. The latter he calls “a real parliamentary 
Don Quixote," while Mr. Mercier isstyled “agood 
fellow, jolly, with bis head full of funuy storiM 
which he tells in a graphic manner,with a drawl­
ing and somewhat rustic accent." What 
seemed to amute the visitor particularly wa* 
that Mr. Mercier,—or so he alleges, stuck bis 
knife in the table and always began hit stonas 
with three words : ’Do you see, my.children—/* 
The Deputy Minister of Agriculture wae absent 
from thin dinner, says Mr. Coubertin, but he mw 
him later on in Paris snd *|>e*ks of him thus :

He is tbe famous Cur»- Labelle, made a Moo 
signor by the Holy Bee ; but this has no* 
changt d him in the least : be hM preserved hie 
red nrsktie and ti>eake more the language of tha 
guard house than that of the veetry.

Then Le Canadien refer* to an article pub­
lished in the Parisian Echo de la Semaine, im 
which, under the hefedinffi " The P reach m Un- 
cada," mention is made of our recent provincial 
rlections and the Nationalist banquet in Mont­
real which followed. The writer considers Ibis 
double event as a triumph of F'rauce over Eng­
land. “ According to him," says our Quebec 
oonten porary, " our political struggle* are be­
tween the F'rench and the Flnglish, ami as tha 
F'rench, under the leadership of Mr. Mercier, 
have just won the battle, nothing remains to be 
done but to revise the treaties and hand back 
Canada to F'rance. Those Frenchmen of Paria 
are always well informed !" Lr Canadien then 
continues as follows : “ Is our country any bet­
ter known in Rome than in Paris? We believe 
not, and one proof thereof is to be found in lha 
bUssing* which certain personages obtain thera 
for our Prime Minister, and in tbe congratula­
tions sent him by Cardinal Rampoll* after tha 
elections. As in Paris tbe triumph of Mr. 
Mercier was believed to be that of France, so in 
Rome his victory was taken for a triumph of 
the church. In Rome they imagined that the 
struggle was between Catholic* and Protestants 
and that Catholicism had won ! All who op­
posed Mr. Mercier were enemies of the churoh, 
and they had been defeated ! Nothing mora 
natural, then, than that Cardinal Kampolla 
should congratulate his hero ! I* it not time 
for the fc.lesiMtical authorities of our country 
to give some little information to the Roman 
authorities on Canadian politics? Would it 
not be wtll to let them know in Rome that thn 
Province of Quebec is not Canada, that the 
Jesuits do not constitute the church here, than 
Mr. Mercier has nothing to settle with Lord 
Salisbury, or even with Lord Stanley, and that 
if the Conservative party should return to 
power the Catholic church would have no 
reason to feel sorry.”

GIFT OF A CHURCH SITE.
PLANS OF THB TORONTO SYNDICATE ABD OTHER 

OWNERS AT MONTREAL lUROTION.

Another foundation digging at Montraal 
Junction. This time the proprietor is an Un- 
tano man and the site ia high up on the old 
Deoarie farm, where etreete and sidewalks are 
now in good shape. Beveral other individual 
proprietor* are about to start building ; but 
l>eopl« m a rule have been waiting to see what 
the Toronto syndicates who own large tracts of 
land there are going to do.

Messrs. Cook <t Armstrong, owners 
of the Deoarie property, are now considering 
tenders invited by them for half a dozen brick 
cottages; Mr. Ames*, a Toronto contractor, 
now in Montreal, told a fFitmnuian yesterday 
ibat he had bought eight lots on the 
next property (formerly tbe Trenbolme farm), 
and was on tbe point of concluding arrange­
ments to bmld eight brick houses thereon. Mr, 
Gill, also of Toronto, is expect«d to put up half- 
a-dozen m soon as be returns from a trip to Eng­
land, and another proprietor intends to build 
half that number. There seems to be a feeling 
of the almost confidence in the pro«|>*ct* of this 
subnrb, and its future is not going to be spoilt 
by permitting any kind of “dry goods box" to be 
pot un as a human dwelling.

Mr. D. 8, Leach has presented the Cburob of 
England authorities with a site for a churoh ; 
and the Rev. Mr. Everett, to whose care the 
Bishop of Montreal baa entrusted tbe matter, 
baa been visiting the spot to see what temporary 
arrangements can be made. Mr. Leach haa 
also given a barn, staodux abonl five hundred 
fret eway, which might be put on tbe church 
site aad used for pablic worship during the 
summer. Bo that other denonnnatioae can 
feel equally at home ia the building it iepro 
posed to have chaaaal at on* end—to be our 
tamed off when rvqaired—and platform at 
tha other. It ia thMWht that both a da 
school and a Hnnday aohoal will

A DISORF'.DIT TO MONTREAL.
LAV DELEGATES TO THB METHODIST GENERAL

OONFKKENOI ARB GIVEN A STRANGE IDEA OF
OUB HOHI'ITALKY,

ITo the Editor of the Wilntti.)
Sir,—I regret very much that owing to what 

I consider tbe ill advieed action of some of tha 
members of the billeting committee in connec­
tion with the coming meeting of the General 
Conference of the Methodist Church, tho im­
pression has gone out that the lay member* ot 
that important body are not likriy to receive a 
very cordial welcome to the city of Montreal on 
the occasion of their visit next month. The 
Methodist General Conference is composed of 
about two hundred and eighty members, an 
equal number being ministers and laymen, 
coming from British Columbia in the west to 
Newfoundland in tbe eaat, and comprise* th«i 
picked men of Canadian Methodism. Owing to 
the action of the billeting committee in Mont­
real a circular hae been mailed to eaqji 
lay delegate who baa been elected to 
tbe General Conference intimating that tbo 
Ministerial delegatea will be provided with 
billeta but that the lay member* of the Confer­
ence will be expected to provide for themselves 
unless they specially notify the secretary that 
they are unable to do so, in which case an effort 
will be made to do the beat that can be done 
under the circumstances. This circular has, as 
may well be supposed, caused a good deal ot 
feeling and called forth some unpleasant corres­
pondence in the chur h organ published at 
Toronto. I feel sure I voice the sentiment of 
nine tenths of my fellow Methodists in Montreal 
when I say that it is deeply to be deplored that 
any intimation has been expressed, as waa 
clearly done in the circular now before me, as 
to any difficulty being felt in providing hos­
pitality for our visitors next month. Toronto 
would gladly have the General Conference 
(which only mfets every four years) always held 
in that city, but tbo invitation was so heartily 
given by Montreal in I'm»—without any intima­
tion that there would be any difficulty io 
providing home* for all the members — 
that it would now seem rather small for 
our city to be found unwilling to extend 
the hospitality so freely promised four 
year* ago. The General Assembly of tbo 
i’resbyterian Church meet* every year and re­
mains in session at least a fortnight, and wo 
never hear of any difficulty in such place* aa 
Winnipeg, Ottawa, Toronto, Halifax or other 
Canadian cities, providing suitable hospitality 
for that gathering. Surely, in a city like Mon­
treal the General Conference of the MethodiaS 
Church can be properly entertained without aav 
bint being thrown out that the lay delegates will 
not be as cordially welcomed as the mmjstenal 
members. I am net a member of the General 
Conference, but after looking over tbe list ol 
the lay delegates, who have been appointed to 
attend tbe ocming meeting in Montreal on tbo 
10th of September, I find the name* of leading 
judges, lawyers, physicians, merchants, mem­
bers of Karliament and other business men from 
every part of the Dominion, a splendid body ol 
Christian gentlemen whose position and worth 
entitle them to a warm and cordial reception. 
Many of these will, doubtless, prefer to live at 
the hotel», but in other places it haa 
been customary to extend to them tbe 
hospitality of Christian homes, and I have no 
doubt, as one well acquainted with the fn-mdly 
feelings of the Moatre«l people, that a pleasanB 
welcome will be extended to the** visitor* next 
month,

I trust that semethmg will be done to correct 
the in preasion, which I regret to hod haa gone 
fortb.that the Methodist people of Montreal do 
not care to entertain any of the lay delegatee to 
the General Conference. Much an impreceioa 
was, I feel certain,never intended, but the unfor­
tunate circular which ha* been sent out to eaofi 
layman can bear no other construction and casta 
what I am confident is an undeaerved reflection 
on the characteristic hospitality of tbe Obnsttan 
people of Montreal Irrespective of any da*»o- 
uunational feeling in the matter, I do not Héri­
tât» to say that the convening here of suoh a 
highly resj<ectable body of repreaentative men. 
coming, aa will tbeaa Methodist laymen from 
every part ot our Dominion, cannot fail to bene 
tit our city in every way. With other* I feel 
that a wrong impreseion baa been quite unin­
tentionally made, and ask your assistance in 
making a correction in this matter. ^

A formidable forc« 
was at once marched to the apot, however . and 
ibioedehed would have followed had not the mo 
itineera been overawed into surrender. Tne 
.ringleaders wero pu» into rigorous confinement 
und promptly court marlialed and sentenced 
to impnaonment for a month. There is 
a general public feeling that something 
i/ rotten in army circles when such demonstra­
tions apjiear necessary to obtain a re'lr«*s of 
ar evauct», as the army rules nominally afford

THE NEW YORK CENTRAL EM­

Toucey, and the latter invited Mr. Holland to a 
ai'Cial coat, but said be would not talk about 
tbe grievance* of the men. Mr. Holland will 
r.port the result of the conference to the com 
nnttee at 5 JO o'clock ibis afternoon. General 
Secretary Hays and General Master Workman 
Powdcrly arc in Philadelphia and may be sum­
moned here.

ihb switchmen DBnEBT thbih FUSTS. 
Albany, N.Y.,Aug. 8.—The Central Hudson 

road is tied up from Buffalo to New York. All 
tne switchmen have deserted their putts. Train* 
are allowed to proceed to tbe termini of divi­
sions and then switch service is refused. Tne 
strike began at seven o'clock.

A BODDHN BBBAK OCT.
New Yobk, Aug. 8 —The trouble thretisned 

among the thousand* of amployeea of tbe New 
York Central and other Vanderbilt lines, owing 
to the discharge of Kuights of Libir aud 
Brotherhood wen, broke out suddenly shortly 
after seven o'clock to night. All the length of 
the Central was tied up, and tram* were left by 
their crews where they stood. When the orff ir 
cuine two passenger trams were left at 8‘ith 
street in tbe tunnel, one going in each direction. 
The latest report at nine o’clock is that tin West 
.'shore Railway is tied up throughout its length, 
ss well as the New York and New Haven Rail­
way. Great throngs of people are crowded 
into the Grand Central Depot trying to have 
ticket* changed and asking all manner of uuea 
lion*. No one seems to know who ordered the 
strike. J. J. Holland, the labor lea 1er, dentes 
that he knew who ordered it, and even that it 
was ordered, wh»-n seen by a reporter at eignt 
o'clock. Tbe officer* of the Central are said to 
be closeted in the depot, but nothing detiuite 
can be learned. Y'ioe I'resident Webb was 
finally found aul interviewed, die aald : "foe 
strike extended to West Albany only. About 
t>50 men were out. All men who went out from 
the employ of the road this evening would be 
promptly discharged in the morning. Tnose 
who remained true to the company would be 
well taken care of and amply proteotel *« well 
as all men who came to work for the road. The 
road would take on all good men who applied 
for work in the murning as far as they were 
needed. With great emphasis Mr. Webb an 
bounced that he would tight tbe striker* to the 
bitter end. He said the new set of demand* 
published to-day he bad never seen and knew 
nothing about. He announced that the fast 
mail had pulled out of the depot at uioe o'clock 
with four mail cars, but no passenger cars were 
attached to the train. He statel that no 
attempt would be made to run trains to night. 
Kvi i y thing would be left at a standstill just as 
the men left off There were no means to get to 
Albany or New England to night, but the open­
ing up of tbe great avenue* of trade would be 
begun to morrow.

POLICE l-BOTICTION ASKED FOH.
The radway company called upon Acting- 

Su|>eriDtendent of Police Byrnea to night for 
protection. The police are now guarding the 
company's tracks aud property all along the line 
in this city. The Inspector will remain at head 
quarter* all night. There has been no violence 
tnu* far. At 11 o'clock tho Grand Central 
Station closed. A notice was posted announo 
mg that tho sale of tickets had been temporarily 
discontinued. The general opinion among the 
men wan that the trouble would not have arisen 
if Mr. Depew had been in this country. Their 
grievance* appear to be personally directed 
against Vice-President Webb and General 
Manager Toucey. The indications are that the 
n ad will be tied up to morrow from New York 
to Buffalo. At a late hour Mr. Webb said the 
men on strike were switchmen. There waa no 
troub e with the engineer* and firemen. He in 
tended to put on new men to night, and would 
surely have trains running in the morning.

A CDBIOCS DENIAL.
At 11 JO o'clock J. J. Holland, of the Erecu- 

tive Board of the Knights of Labor, slated be 
had not ordered the strike, but thought the heal 
of the local division K of L might have done ao. 
.Several strikers said to night this would prore 

I to be the biggest strike the people in the East 
had seen for some time.

THE MAIL DETAINED.
Albant, August 8 —The strike in this section 

extends to tbe switchmen, yardmen and aome 
brakemen. The North Shore express, carrying 
the United State* mail, arrived here at eight 
o'clock from New York. An attempt was made 
to run it out of here at ten o'clock, but it wa* 
«tailed by «triker», who put on the brake*. 
Tee train got away, however, at midnight. No 
atlen.pt will be made to run another train from 
here to night,

A wrtk had pa«*ed tince Kodin wu* aei/ed 
with the cholera, and it* ravagea had contin­
ually increased.

Thai waa an awful time !
A funeral pall waa spread over t'aii*, once 

*o gay. And yet, never had the *ky l>een of 
more settle»!, <ju«-er blue ; never bad the 

•un shone more brilliantly.
1 lie inexorable serenity of nature, during 

the ravage* of the deadly scourge, offered a 
strange and mysterious contrast.

1 he Haunting light of the da//liug sunshine 
fell full upon the features, contract*»! by a 
thousand agonising fears. Each trembled for 
himself, or for those dear to him ; every 
countenance was »ump«'d with an expression 
of feverish astonishment and dread. People 
walked with rapid steps, as if they would 
»>*cape from the fate which threatened them ; 
besides, they were in haste to return to their 
horn. ». for often they left life, health happi­
ness, and two hours later, they found agony 
death, and despair.

At every moment, new dismal objecta met 
the view. Sometime* cart* passed .dong, 
fil!e»l with coffins, symmetrically piled ; they 
storped before every house. Men in blacB 
aim grey garmenta were in waiting before the 
door ; they holdout tneir hands, and to some 
one c» tl n was thrown, to some two fr« jUently 
three or four, from the same house, it som - 
tin.es happened that the store was quickly 
exhausted, and the car:, which had arrived 
full, went away empty, whilst many ot the 
dead in the street were still uoserved.

In nearlyevcry dwelling, upstairs an Mown, 
from the roof to the cellar, tnere was a stun 
nitig tapping of hammers coffins were being 
railed down, and •"> many, *»* very many were 
railed, that sometimes those who worked 
•topped from sheer fatigue.

Then broke forth laments, heart-rending 
moans, despairing imprecations. I"bey were 
utter»»! by those from whom t.ie men in black 
and grey had Uken someone to till tne 
coffins.

Unceasingly were the coffins titled, and 
lay ard night »iid th. »e men work : but by 
day more than by right, f- : as soon a» i: was 
dusk, came a gloomy tile of vehicles of ail 
kinds—the usual hearses were not sufficient ; 
but cars, carts, drajs, hackney coaches, and 
such like, swelled the funeral p>rocts»ion ; dif­
ferent to the conveyances, which entered toe 
streets full and wenr away empty these ca.tk 
empty, but soon returned fuiC

During that period, the windows of many 
houses wer- illuminated, and often the lights 
remained burning till the morning. It was 

the season." These illuminations resem­
bled the gleaming rays which shine in thé 
gay haunts of pleasure ; but there were tapers 
instesd of .< ax candles, and the chanting of 
prayers for the dead replaced tne murmur of 
tne ball-room. In the streets, instead of the 
facetious transparencies which indicate the 
costumers, there swung at intervals huge lan 
terns of a bloo»i red color, with these words 
in Hack letters : “ Assistance for those at­
tacked with the Cholera. '

The true place* for revelry, daring the 
night, were the churchyard* : they ran riot— 
they, usually so desolate and silent, during 
the dark, quiet hours, when the cypress tree* 
rustle in the treere, so lonely, that no human 
step dared to disturb the w-lemn silence which 
rei.-ned there at night, became on a sudden, 
animated, noisy, riotous, and resplendent 
with light.

By the smoky dame of torches, which thre w 
a red glare upon the dark tir trees, aud the 
white tombstones, many gravediggers 
worked merrily, hamming snatebee of some 
favorite tune. Their laborious and hazardous 
industry then commanded a very high price ; 
they were in such request, that it was neces­
sary to humor them. They drank often au 1 
much : they sang long and loud : and this, 
to keep up their strength aud spirits good, 
abeolute requisites in such an employment.
If, by chance, any lid not tmish the grave 
they had begun, acme obliging comrade ffu- 
isked it for them titting exprestiou and 
placed them in it with friendly care.

Other dlatent aounda responded to the 
joyous strains of the gravediggers ; public- 
nouses had sprung up in the n> ignborhood of 
the churchyards, and tne drivers of the dead, 
when they had “set down their customers, 1 
as they jocosely expressed them»»Ives, en­
riched with their unusual gratuites, feasted 
and made merry like lords : dawn often 
found them with a glass in tneir hand, and a 
jest on their Ijpe : and strange to say, among 
these funeral satellites, who breathe i the very 
atmosphere of the disetae, tne mortality was 
scarce.y perceptible.

In tne dark, squalid quarters of the town, 
where, surrounded by infectious exhalations, 
the indulgent population was crowded to­
gether and miserable beirgs, e hausted by 
severe priverions, were “ bespoke" by the 
cholera, as it was energetically said at the 
•am# time, not only indiviauat*, but whole 
families were carried off in a few hours ; and 
yet, sometimes, oh, merciful Providence 1 one 
or two little children were left in the old and 
em pty room, after father and mother, broth- r 
and sister, had been taken away in their 
■hell*.

Frequently, houses, which had swarmed 
with Hardworking lab» rers w#re obliged to 
be shot up for want of tenants ; in one day 
they had been completely cleared by this 
terrible visitation from the cellars, where 
little hir .ney sweep* slept upon straw, to 
the garret on who** cold brick floor lay 
stretched some wan and half naked being, 
without work and w ithout bread.

But, of all the wards of Paris, that w hich 
perhaps presented the most frigthful spectacle 
during the progress of the cholera, was the 
City ; and in the City, the square before the 
catoedral of Notre Dsme wa* almost every 
day the theatre of dreadful scenes ; for this 
locality was Frequently thronged with thou* 

ho conveyed the sick from tr.e neighboring 
street* to the Great Hospital.

The cholera had not one sspect, but a 
thousand, rio that one week after P.odin had 
been -uddenly attacked, several events corn- 
binirg th* horrible and tne grotesque, o;• 
enrred in the square of Notre Dame.

Instead of the P.ue d Arcole, which now 
lead* directly to the square, it was then ap 
broached on on* side, by arnean, narrow lane 
ike all th* other street* of the City, and ter­
minated in a dark, low archway. Upon 
entering th* square, the principal door of the 
hog* Gatn*dr«i wa* to the left of the *p*ct*- 
tor, and factsg him were the Hospital build­
ings. A little beyond, was an opening, which 
gave to view a portion of th# parapet of the 
Guay Notre Irame. A placard had been re- 
oently stuck on the discolored and sunken 
archway ; it contained th«a* words traced in 
large characters.*

The People who thus vociferated, belonged tu 
an idle, vagabond, and depraved populace 

; the dregs of the Paris mob ; and (terrible 
spectacle !) the unfortunate beings who were 
forcibly carried through the iiii»lst of these 
hideous groups, entered the Hospital, whilst 

; the air resounded with hoarse clamors, ami 
I cries of •• Death.”

Every mentent, fresh victims were brought 
along in litters, and on stretchers ; the lit­
ters were Itequcntiy furnished witn coarse 
curtain», and thus the sick occupant* were 
concealed from the public gaze ; but the 
stretchers having no covering, the convulsive 
movements of the dying patriot* often thrust 
aside the sheet, and expoaed to view their 
faces, livid as corpses.

Far from iuspinmt with terror the wretches 
aasi-iubled round the Hospital, such spectacles 
became t<> them the signal for savage jests, 
an»l atrocious predictions upon the fate of 
these poor creatures, when once in the power 
of the <lo»'t»>rs.

The Big Bli ster and Ciboule, with a gond 
many ot their adherents, were among the 
mob. After the destruction of Hardy ■ 
factory, the quarryman was formally expelled 
from the union of the Wolves, who would 
have nothing more to do witii this wretch ; 
eilKe then, he had plunged into the grossest 
debauchery, ami speculating on hit herculean 
strength, had hired himself as the officious 
champion of Ciboule ami her compeers.

M ith the exception therefore of some chance 
p*»nng> is, the square of Notre-Dame was 
hllttl with a ragged crowd, composed of the 
refuse of the 1’aiisian populace—wretches 
wno all for pity os well as blame, fur misery 
ignorance, and destitution, beget but too 
fatally vice and crime, These savages of 
civilization felt neitner pity, improvement, 
n»r terror, at th»* shocking sights with which 
they were surrounded ; caieiess of a life 
w hi h w as a daily stiugg!* against hunger or 
the allurements of guilt, *ney braved the 
{estilence with infernal audacity, or sauk 
under it with iiLspbtniy on their lips.

ïhe number of cholera patients arriving in- 
cr#ssed every moment, and soon neither lit­
ters nor stretchers could be obtained, si that 
they were borne along in the arms of the 
attendant-.

Several aw ful episodes lore witness to the 
staitiing rapidity of the infection. Two men 
were carrying a stretcher covered with a 
bloodstained sheet : one of them suddenly 
felt himself attacked with the complaint ; he 
stoppe i short, his powerless arms let go the 
stretcher, he turned pale, staggered, »nd fell 
upon thejpatlent, becoming ss li vid n he was :

We hear 
of precautions being taken against poison in 
all he cats and drinks, aud of hundreds of 
guards, secret or open, attending him upon 
all occasions and wheresoever he may go, and 
u In n he travels of the line being watched and 
guarded by thousands of troops. We wonder 
how any human being can stand such a strain, 
and picture a gloomy tyrant buried in the 
recesses of one of his great palaces, whence 
lie issues his orders like Philip II. of Spain 
from his Cabinet in the Fscurial,

Ard what do we hear at Friedcnsborg. 
where he spends from six weeks to three 
months every summer ? There is a photo­
graph of the Royal Family to be seen in 
Copenhagen, in which the Czar is the central 
figure. . He it in a tU'/li/' tweed suit, and 
looks immense. When I saw hirn in a 
carriage in Berlin, he was in a gorgeous uni­
form and he did not look so stout. Hiahead 
is as bald a» a billard ball, and bis jolly, 
round, smiling fa<-»- looks as if tho shadow of 
a c»re never passed over it. The pe«>ple at 
!'riedenaberg adore him ; they say he speaks 
to every one with the utmost freedom, and 
whin all hearts by his kindness. The whole 
family live in the greatest simplicity. He 
works with bis Ministers until eleven, when 
the whole party breakfast, and then they 
rang# through the park. T here are always 
many children and young people—the family 
• ■f the Princess of Wales, that of the Empress 
of Kussia and of the Duchess of Cumberland, 
th<- titular (,>ueen of Hanover; also not infre­
quently of the Czar’s sister, the Duchess of 
Edinburgh, and of the King and ^ueen ol 
Greece. »\t Friedcnsborg they say they 
always know where the Czar is by the shout­
ing of the children, with whom he is a prime 
favorite, and who always throng around him 
ami get him to play with them. That he is 
a model husband there seems no room foe 
doubt. Once when the Empress was ill here 
for long he never left her bedside. He has 
just bought a tiny villa on the fringe of tho 
nark : a little cottage, in fact, that would let 
for t'-’O in the East end of London, because 
he likes occasionally to go and get breakfast 
there.

The gardener who took us round the so- 
called marble garden, because of ite many 
statues, says la.-,t summer all his children 
were dow n with the measles. The Princess 
of Wales and the Empress of Kussia called 
and tapped at his do^r. He asked them to 
come in, if they were not afraid of the infec­
tion. The Empress stepped blithely in, with 
the remark, * I have no fear ; all my children 
have them alreatly. ' All the village peer le, 
and, indeed, all the Danes, seem equally im- 
preszed and delighted with the simple ideal 
family life of which their own King and 
t.iueen are th# centre, ami which is seen to 
perfection at Friedensborg.

The king, who Is over 70, is much belove<!4 
and such anecdotes are current about him a* 
that he met a child crying and struggling 
with a heavy basket, whereupon he took tho 
child by the hand and carried the basket. 
“A trilling act of kindness,” it may l>e alleged/ 
but somehow we do not often do these small 
act* of kindn#ss, whether kings or commoner* 

it would be a happier world if we did I 
Ihe king is said to be still the ffuest rider in 
Denmark, and is extremely fond of his horses, 
und he often goes round the stables to s#e how 
his favorites are getting on before he goes to 
b«d. The old-fashioned country housfc haT 
need have many rooms for tho family party 
which often meets there. We are’ told that 
dynastic alliam #s go for nothing in politics, 
but it would seem as strange as it would bo 
unnatural if the members of the happy family 
party soon to be assembled at Friedensborg, 
and w ho among them will have the sovereign* 
or the heirs to the sovereignty of Kussia, 
Germany, England, Greece, and Denmark, 
should iu the future turn the millions ot 
buyi nets they will control against one 
another, and unless they do so .» great war ia

HOW THEY CAN BE MADE Moi T USE­

FUL.

At tbe National Tsmi>eraneeGoogr**s in New 
York, Mr. IaM«1I<>A Maynard r»ad »etnk>ng 
paper on the ".Si ci»l .Si 1» of the Halo, n Piotili-iii ' 
in which he gave very ifietinot view* with rvg«r 1 
to the ways in which coffee homee cau bn iiiailn 
H ost useful in large cities. Pare ol this paper 
is as follows : —

dub bouses, and the term ia not without appro- 
piiairneaa They are far u.< re obeeiful au t at 
tractive in their interior* than most of the ten* 
tor nt homes aronnil them. They can atf ird uiore 
hnghtness amlelegacce.for they get all ttiemmey 
there ic floating about, aud (he tmeniente have 
none. Some of the dramshops in thu poureas 
districts are palace* in their way, with stained 
windows, polished furniture, flsthiug mirrors,
1 right pictures on the wall and cut glass bottles 
behind tbe bar. O yea ! they are gorgeous 
places, tome of tiiem, with iheir music aud 
dancing, their free lunch counter», their warmth 
in winter time, aud their Coolnesa in toe summer 
sraioD, and withal their slick, smiling and be- 
dian ended barkvejv-rs, anl Iheir boii'erous, 
jolly, happy go lucky crowds. And everyone 
IS welcome in these placée, that is, if they have 
a little money, will treat occasionally, aud gel 
drunk as olten »■ possible. The poor, triendl.-is 
young man ahise only retreat at night is 
a narrow cot in a cheap lodging house, and other 
men. married and single, young and old, whose 
only hoir es are the close, narrow, dirty and over­
crowded tenement rooms, all these are welcome 
ia the taloons-nelcome to look at the mirrors 
and the pictures, to hear the music and li«t»n u 
the t.t.k, all this at the price of their manhood, 
their self reanect, their bodies and their soul*. 
It is a terrible price to pay for a few Heetiug 
joys, but, Heavrn help them, I fear that many 
of ns would do the sanie under similar circum­
stances. If I had no other home at night but a 
four by «even room in a big t-nemi-ut, and never 
a soul to speak to out of work hours, aud noth­
ing in tbe summer but Crotou water to drink, 
and ice a cent a pound, I do not know but that 
I wonld go to a saloon, too. I am afraid I 
would.

A great number of men and women who live 
in the»» districts are drunkards, hopeless, 
wretched, abandoned sots. Yes, of course they 
are ! I wonder tbat all of them are not that 
way. Many of them were turn of drunken 
mothers, and hate lived over the fumes of beer 
barrels from their infancy. They beat and tear 
cne another, too, like wild beasts ; they starve 
their children ; they steal and murder and prey 
epen each other like wolve*. Yes, of course 
they do ! They were greeted wdb a curse when 
they came into the world, and they hare dealt 
in curies erer since.

What shall we do 1er people living under 

these conditions ? What shall we do to ssve 
them from becon mg drunkards, thieves, out­
laws. vagrants î I tell you wbat I would do if 
I had emugh pow> r aud euougQ money. I 
wonld go'down in tbe regions of Mulberry street 
aud the East Side, and ouy up and clear away 
acme of tbe tenement* and dltby lodging huuaes, ! 
and I would build to their places *ome "Peoples’ 
Palace*,'' like those they are putting up now in 
the East End cf L. nd^n, great structures 
wherein should be found everything that 
could minister to tbe trie and higher 
needs of these people, everything calculated to 
draw out their best nature*, to stir up rigat hopes 
aud true an-biHon*. I would have lecture rooms, 
reading rooms, libraries, gymnasium*, free 
baths, concert balls, night schools, refreshment 
rooms, winter gardens and picture galleries,
I would throw open tne door* acl invite 
these people in with their wives and fstrrltes,
I ■ uld try and teach tnem in indirect ways 
that there is something better and n. >re desir­
able in this world than bar-room* au 1 b-er mugs, 
dits* and danoe houses.

I 
wcuid try and draw in all tbe r old cust imers 
tbat I could, but I w aid fill them up with 
sometking better than bqu ! damoarton when 
they were once mvi Je. I would run tbe*» place* 

n rlrctly butinées principle*, dean, hone»: 
and square. I would keep my philan­
thropy, religion* zeal and temperance pria 
cple* in tbe background, where they coal 1 
be felt but act beard or seen. I would 
bave no Scripture texts on the walls, but I 
weald do wbat is better, I would put th» spirit 
of tbe Sc*!; tare* into my work. I womd not 
draw tbe l ose to strictly as so keep out sue 
very class I most desired to reach I would 
allow just as much freedom a* I possibly could 
c< nsittsa: with decency, order an J good morals.

'f refrv-ihing, invig'rating, beathful drinks, all 
that cheer but do not inebriate, at a price wnicb 
would I-»’-» a ta all margin of profit.

The? managed to 
make tbat beading unaided by England, who 
had at much as she c-mld do to keep Nspoleon 
in check and could consequently give her colony 
no n.atenal aid. Now, if the United State* and 
England went to war what a different footing 
Canada wcuid be un. By the time Mr. Blame 
and Prnidrnt Harrison had made np their 
minds what to do, England would have out of 
her 21*0 war ships a suit.cent squadron to down 
all the oppi situm on the great iak«v and to de­
sire y Chicago, Oswego, Buffalo, Detroit, Md- 
waukre, Aid other numerous and important 
cities, winch sre of almost pnoaless importance 
to tbe United .State*. It may aouod odd to say 
Canada, aided by a good squadron on the 
gnat Lkea, could hold her own against tbe 
United Suttee, but such would be the fact if 
hostilities were engaged m. She has advantage* 
for sggrersive measures which we have not. If 
we wanted a tleet of any account on the great 
lakes it would take aome time to build it. Be­
fore we could nave one ship properly under way 
thr Caoadiaca could have a tleet transported 
from the Atlantic by the way of the St. Law­
rence and canals wholly through Canadian terri­
tory to their destination. These are facts which 
should not be passed over loo lightly. We have 
a popnlont and wealthy territory bordering on 
the lakes almost unprotected from a neighbor 
with whe-m we have been at war and may some 
tm-e in tbe future be at war with again. Canada 
may be taken, bnt she wonld intliot before being 
taken such damage aa would make the gain to 
tbe United Slates small indeed.”
