PEPPER AND SPICES.
Singapore, Feb. 7—(Mail Advices.)-— 

The market f»r Black Pepper has been 
active, and a large business has been done 
at fluctuating prices. Early iu the fort­
night 700 tons were bought at $7.37$. Sub­
sequently, the price advanced to $7.45/3) 
$7.60, at which about 300 tons were taken, 
declining latterly to’$7.42$ /3 $7.40, at 
which there are sellers and few buyers at 
the close. Business of the fortnight 
amounts to l,420 tons in all. Supplies of 
White come in slowly, and meet but a 
moderate demand at rather weaker prices. 
About 75 tons Singapore quality have found 
buyers at prices ranging from $10.85 $13,
the bulk being at $12 (d) $12.25. About 
8 tons Rhio fetched $11.25. In Nut­
megs, there have been small sales of 110’s 
on secret terms. In the shell, small lots 
have been sold at $40, but the principal 
holders refuse this price and demand higher 
rates. Storms in Banda are said to have 
injured the crop. Mace has been sold at 
$38 (9 $40.

THE GRAIN TRADE.
A cable despatch quotes a leading Liver­

pool grain circular as follows
“ Grain remains dull at the provincial 

markets, and prices are slightly lower, 
millers buying sparingly. The demand 
for cargoes is very restricted. Prices for 
off coast and for arrival favour buyers. 
On the spot business is quiet for wheat and 
corn at about Tuesday’s prices. There 
was scarcely the average attendance at to­
day’s markets, and only limited transac­
tions in any description of wheat. Values 
in most cases were slightly in buyer’s 
favour. Flour was dull and quotably un­
changed. Corn was in rather more re­
quest, and the rates of Tuesday for sound 
dry American were maintained.

STOCKS.

THE NEW ORLEANS BANK 
DIFFICULTIES.

The New York Commercial Bulletin 
gays : The New Orleans bank trouble,
for the moment, is a cause of more or less 
uneasiness in mercantile and business 
circles ; but with the relief that has al­
ready been extended by the banks and 
bankers of this city, we may reasonably 
expect that it will be of but brief duration. 
What with the disasters to business, inci­
dent to the yellow fever last summer, the 
impairment later of the public credit and 
the shrinkage of the market value of 
Louisiana securities, it may be eaid that 
the whole course of financial affairs, public 
and private, down there has been for some 
time past such as to warrant the anticipa­
tion of some such crisis ; so that the an­
nouncement of the fact yesterday was re­
ceived in financial circles here with but 
little surprise. The uneasiness in mer­
cantile circles, however, is none the less 
but, we repeat, there is nothing in the si­
tuation to justify the belief that the worst 
is not over already. Bank panics are 
serious affairs while they last, but then 
they are proverbially brief.”

BRITISH IRON TRADE.
The Cleveland pig iron trade has again 

improved, and 35s. (Is. higher) is now 
quoted for No. 3, and 33s. 9d. for No. 4 
forge. The strength of prices in Glasgow, 
and the inquiry for foundry iron for the 
Midland counties have contributed to this 
result. Manufactured iron is steadier in 
price in sympathy with the raw metal, 
although business is not brisker, and the 
wages disputes in the shipbuilding trade 
have in a great measure stopped the buy­
ing of ships’ plates. These are quoted at 
£5 5s , and boiler plates at £6 5s. Steel 
rails, &c., are, however, in good, request, 
and it is stated that the Bston works Lave 
secured contracts which will keep (hern 
employed most of the summer.

At Wolverhampton, on Wednesday, 
prices of raw materials were upheld, but 
actual sales were few.

Giffen, the chief of the statis-ca] depart­
ment, has drawn up an interesv^g report 
upon the variations which have ta.en place 
from year to year in the total valu 0f the 
British export trade, in consequei*e 0f 
changes in prices.

AN ATTEMPT AT PERSECUTION.

The Conservative party, in the atti­
tude which it chooses to occupy with 
regard to Mr. Huntington, can scarcely 
expect to be rewarded by any great 
sympathy in the country. That country, 
deluded, as we believe, by representa­
tions false and impossible to be realized, 
and suffering under the keenest financial 
stringency, has, perhaps, to a certain 
extent, condoned the high political 
crimes and misdemeanours which caused 
the downfall of the Macdonald Ministry 
in 1873. Yet it can hardly be prepared 
to see the power, which it was again in­
duced to place in the hands of those 
whose misuse had caused its withdrawal 
from their custody before, employed for 
the persecution and punishment of the 
man whose sin, in the eyes of his oppo­
nents, is that he discovered and un­
covered to the world, the hidden fault 
of Sir John Macdonald and his associates 
with regard to the Pacific Railway. 
Nevertheless, no sooner does the Con­
servative party find itself firmly seated 
upon the right of the Speaker, than it 

.delights not only to improve, but to 
create every possible opportunity 
of wreaking its vengeance upon the 
principal agent of its downfall in 1873. 
Happily, its power is not equal to its 
wishes, but the intent is so evident as 
to challenge the attention of the most 
casual observer of the proceedings in 
the House. No sooner does Mr. Hunt­
ington deny, in the most solemn manner, 
the expressions of hostility that were, 
without a shadow of truth, imputed to 
him by Le Canadien, than Le Courrier 
du Canada, another journal of the same 
stripe, declares that he apologized for 
and withdrew the expressions, whose 
authenticity, instead, he had most for­
cibly and justly denied. When the 
member for Saefford brings, in bis 
turn, this new slander before the House, 
the editor of Le Courrier, who is also a 
member of Parliament, rises in bis 
place, and, without a word of apology 
for the pure falsehood of which either 
he himself or some person in his em­
ploy has been guilty, begins a violent 
attack upon the gentleman whom his 
journal had fraudulently misrepresent­
ed! The object of these constant lies 
is, of course, to discredit the hon. gen 
tleman in his own Province by 
representing him as a sworn and 
deadly enemy of the creed which 
professed by the majority of his fellow- 
citizens in Quebec. That these baseless 
slanders have some effect among the 
ignorant is undoubt^gjy true, but it is 
by no means the first time that these 
weapons have been employed against 
Mr. Huntington, and he must take pride 
in the reflection that he is the represen­
tative of a constituency whose vote is 
nearly three-fourths Romau Catholic, 
and that he is supported there by his 
Freneh-Cauadian fellow-citizens, in 
whose language he is scarcely a profi­
cient, but whose confidence in him is so 
implicit that they have returned him to 
Parliament for seventeen years, in the 
face of everj device to which political 
virulence and sectarian misrepresenta­
tion could resort.

He thought 
that there should be a limit at which 
the insolvent could secure a deed of 
composition and discharge, reaching, 
say about sixty days, from the date of 
the assigned or issue of the writ of at­
tachment. Assignees should be com­
pelled to return writs of attachments 
that had been placed in their hands at 
some specified time from the date which 

1 it may have been placed in their hands.
Deeds of composition and discharge 
should not be permitted to be made un­
less satisfactory security was given 
by the insolvent as legislation on 
that point could prevent it. To 
give it to them witheut security 
was a dangerous matter. He thought 
that business in the country coaid not 
continue without deeds of compositions 
and discharge. Banks should also be 
made to value their securities, and be 
prevented frem controlling estates when 
they would probably not have more 
than 10 per cent, of the amount 

their claims as a real in­
terest in the estate. They always 
nad endorsers, and yet, in meetings of 
creditors, they invariably ranked as 
voting power for the full amount of the 
rates held by them. It was worthy of 
consideration whether an estate could 
be handed over to the insolvent till the ,
deed of composition and discharge had 
been confirmed by the Court. These 
deeds should be confirmed by the Court 
for the advantage of both creditors and 
debtors. Judges now were prevented 
from granting discharges unless the in­
solvent produced the consent of the 
equisite number of his creditors ; 

bat, where creditors signed off, the 50 
cents on the dollar cl ause was an obsolete 
dead letter. The minority should 
have the power to insist on the. pay­
ment of the 50c. on the dollar, even if 
the larger creditors did sign off his dis­
charge. One of the great reasons why 
the Baukrupt Act had not given more 
satisfaction was due to the system and 
conduct of official assignees. A great 
many of the present assignees should 
not be trusted with estates at all, and it 
should come to an end. The creditors 
should not he allowed to appoint the 
official assignees to the final taking 
charge of an estate. He would not like 
to place estates in the hands of the 
bailiffs of the Province of Ontario 
unless there were very much better 
than in Quebec. Whoever was to be 
placed in charge of an estate, in the 
first place, must be a respectable and 
responsible man, and would have to be 
paid accordingly. The large charges 
now made by assignees was nothing 
short of robbery, and the expenses 
really allowed by the Act were very 
small indeed, but there should be some 
person appointed having authority to 
settle those fees, and compel the assi­
gnees to act honestly in claims 
of renumeration for their services. 
Creditors, in proving their claims, 
should be compelled to produce their 
bills of exchange at every meeting of 
the creditors or Banks could rank and 
vote at the meetings upon the identical 
claims. It was those powers that were 
exercised improperly that favoured the 
deeds of composition and discharge.
The right of unpaid sellers to stop goods 
in transitu should be defined more clear­
ly in amending the present Act. The 
private estates of merchants outside 
their business partnerships should be 
placed more in the charge of general 
creditors, and prevent the owners from 
handing over the whole thing by simple 
endorsement of a bill of exchange, and 
thus defrauding the general creditors.
Mr. A. Robertson, of Montreal, depre­
cated the present system of appointing 
official assignees. He believed the most 
of the men who failed did so perfectly 
honestly. Hh had always opposed any 
sum being fixed to be paid for the dis­
charge of insolvents. To do away with 
the deed of composition and discharge 
would operate against the interest of 
others as well as the creditors, He 
thought that the wholesale men should 
not ask the Government to look after 
their interests. The creditor had 
power, and, if he would not take 
enough interest to look after his own 
interests by attending to the estate, then 
he should be the loser thereby. The tale 
of property under mortgage in the Prc. 
vinca of Quebec should be materially 
amended, and prevent the present 
fraudulent conduct of the assignees.
The Chairman presented a petition from 
the Quebec Board of Trade requesting 
that the appointment of official assignees 
should be changed, and recommending 
that the Government should appoint a 
public prosecutor for examining into 
prosecuting fraud ulent bankrupts.

The Sub-Committee on Insolvency 
met this morning. Present—Messrs. 
Colby, Chairman, Weldon, Doull, Guth. 
rie, McLennan tand Robertson (Hamil­
ton.) Mr. Darling, of Montreal, was 
pre—ni. at the invitation of the Chair- 
man, and said, that, as regarda the 
aeeds of composition and discharge, 
they had been rendered more easy by 
the wording of the Act than was in­
tended by the framers of the o'ause 
bearing upon the question. It oRy re 
quired the majority in value ard thiee- 
fourths in number of the creditors who 
had fyled their claims could rffeot that 
result, instead of the majority of the 
whole creditors, so that it was confined 
altogether to those who fyled their claims 
alone. His idea was that the discharge 
of an insolvent should be made more 
difficult. It should be fixed so that if 
an insolvent did not make the best offer 
that could be made in the first instance, 
and not barter with his creditors, when 
his croditors would consider his offer 
too low, then he would have to procure 
a larger proportion of his creditors to 
effect his discharge on his making a 
second offer of the estate. There was 
a danger of putting in the hands of a

It is to my own personal knowledge 
that this young man never interfered in 
politics, never took part in elections, nor 
in any way betrayed any political lean- 
ings, and there is no apparent reason for 
his dismissal, save the important cir­
cumstance of his having a father who, 
for some reason or another, could not see 
his way to support the members compos­
ing the present Government. In the ab­
sence of any assigned cause, it does 
seem to be a most miserable exhibition 
of petty spite, that could be looked for 
from no party that makes such assert- 
tions as were lately made in the House 
of Commons at Ottawa.

Hon. H. G. Jolt, Appellant, and Duncan 
Macd -nai.d. Respondent.—The respondent 
moved for leave to appeal to the Privy 
Council in this case, which was granted, 
the respondent being allowed six weeks to 
find security for costs.

In re William P. Babtley, Insolvent, 
and John B. Rennt kt al., (contestants in 
the Court below). Appellant», and Robert 
Moat (claimaint in the Court below). 
Respondent.—The facts are these : —Tne 
appellants, Renny and ethers, are the in­
spectors of the insolvent estate of W. P. 
Bartley, and the respondent is a claimant 
on the estate for $22,950.45. On the 20th 
March, 1871, by a deed executed before J.
S. Hunter, N.P., Bartley acknowledged 
himself, te be indebted to Robert Hamil­
ton, of Quebec, in tho sum of $20,000 which 
he had borrowed. This loan was to be re­
paid in five years, with interest. As 
security for its repayment Bartley gave a 
mortgage on his property in Mill street, and 
Messrs. Hulholland and Baker became bis 
sureties As this property was already 
subject to a mortgage, or Government lien 
for water cower, Hamilton did not give 
Bartley the whole amount of the loan, but 
deposited $9,570.20 of it in the Merchant’s 
Bank, subject to his own appioval, to pro­
tect himself against this prior mortgage.
In 1874 and 1875 the half-yearly instal­
ments of interest, amounting to §2,100, 
were paid by Mulholland & Baker, as 
Bartley’s sureties, and on the next instal­
ment falling due in March, 1876, the 
whole amount of the obligation to Hamil­
ton was settled by Mulholland & Baker, 
who gave two cheques, as follows : A 
cheque for $9,087 (being money borrowed 
from Moat) and Bartley’s cheque for 
$11,613.07, the amount of the deposit, with 
accrued interest, subject to Hamilton’s 

On the 13th July following 
Mulholland & Baker became indebted to 
Moat in the sum of $15,000 in addition to 
the $9.087, for which they gave their note. 
When this note was near maturity, and 
some time after the settlement of the 
Hamilton mortgage. Moat pressed Mul- 
holland & Baker to give him security for 
both debts, and, having agreed to an ex­
tension of time, received a transfer and 
subrogation of the Hamilton mortgage as 
collateral security. For the purpose 
of giving Moat possession of this 
mortgage Mr. Hamilton was re­
quested by Mulholland & Baker to 
transfer it to him instead of transferring 
it to themsilve;, they being then entitled 
to receive it, as having paid the money and 
Bartley’s sureties. A deed of transfer 
giving effect to this arrangement was exe­
cuted on the 23i-d June, 1877. By this deed 
Hamilton subrogated Moat in all his rights 
and claims upon the sum of $22,950‘45, 
and it is declared that the said transfer 
and subrogation were made in considera­
tion of a like sum of $22,950,45, cash, paid 
previously to Hamilton, and in considera­
tion of which, and, at the request of Mul- 
holland & Baker, tho substitution and sub­
rogation of Hamilton in favour of Moat is 
executed. It should be observed that 
Bartley was, during all this time, largely 
indebted to Mulholland & Baker, indeed 
the amount of this indebtedness was said 
to be as much as $100,000. Some time 
afterward Bartley became insolvent. On 
the 2nd March, 1878, Moat fyled a claim on 
Bartley’s estate for $22,950.45, based on 
the deed of the 23rd J une, 1877, and he 
claimed to be mortgagee for this sum in 
virtue of this deed. The inspectors of the 
estate contested this claim, except as to 
the sum of $9,087, on the ground that the 
statement contained in the said deed, “ that 
Meat had advanced the whole of the said 
amount of $22,950.45’ was untrue
Tne inspectors contended that the 
only amount really advanced by 
Moat was the $9,087 already mentioned, and 
that the total amount due Robert Hamilton 
in March, 1876, at the time of the settle­
ment, was $20,700.07, which was paid by 
the $9,087 borrowed for the purpose from 
Moat, and.by the cheque for $11,613.07 of 
the insolvent himself drawn against the 
deposit in the Merchants Bank. The case 
was tried in the first instance by Mr. Jus­
tice Mackay, -who rendered a judgment on 
the 14th May, 1878, maintaining the con­
testation of ihe inspectors and dismissing 
Moat’s hypothecary claim for everything 
in excess of tae $9,087. This judgment 
was reversed ty Judges Dunkin, Rainville 
and Papineau, sitting in Review (Dunkin 
J. dissenting) and Moat’s claim was main­
tained, with costs. The respondent, in 
his factum, says, “ the proposition submit­
ted to the Court is equally narrow and 
simple. It has been established that the 
payment to Hamilton was made by Muir 
holland 4 Baker, the sureties of Bartley, 
with funds which they legally owned at the 
time and had a right to dispose of in sqch 
payment. Such payment did not extinguish 
the debt but merely created, under Art. 
1156, a right in Mulholland & Baker to a 
subrogation of the claim and of its securi­
ties. And they substituted in good faith 
the respondent for themselves in claiming 
that right, as they were entitled to do.”

Cross, J., dissented from the judgment 
that was about to be rendered by the ma­
jority of the Court. His Honour based his 
disssnt chiefly en the view tie took of the 
Ked of the 23rd June, 1877, which, he 
h-ld, was not a subrogation. In support 
ef his position, His Honour read from 
Bouton (vol.2, p. 171) and other authori- 
ties t. show that the law declared before 
hand tu, nullity of a subrogation when it 
was not Charly evident that the party sub­
rogated haupaid the debt with his own 
funds.

OBITUARY.

THE LATE MR. A. M. HART.
Our many readers will regret to he*r 

of the death of Hr. Adolphus Mord-33-* 
Hart, one of the oldest members d the 
Bar of this city. Mr. Hart had r para­
lytic stiokejin Court last Tuesday» an<i 
died yesterday at 1.20 p.m. Hewas born 
at Three Rivers, on the llt! °f April, 
1816—consequently was in 65th year 
of his age. He studied la' in the office 
of the late Atty-Gen. O. Ogden, and 
was admitted to practi^ in 1835. We 
believe he was a scn«fimate of Judges 
Dorion and Cross, and ™as held in 
deservedly high e^eem by all members 
of the Bench aR Bar. He came to 
Montreal in IS'frj and shortly after was 
the leading la’ÿer tbe day. Mr, Hart 
was quite a .Iterati, and the author of 
many nforls—some of which have had a 
verrlarge circulation—among which we 
aay mention his “ History of the Yal- 
ley of the Mississippi,” “Life in the 
Far West,” &c., &o. In 1850 he left 
the city to reside in St. Louis, and after­
wards become a resident of New York. 
There he practised at the Bar, and be­
came the friend of several of the leading 
members of the profession in that city, 
such as Charles O’Connor, D. D. Field, 
Brady, Wood and others, and was alsq 
one of the leading writers on one of the 
New York dailies. In 1857 he returned 
to Montreal, where he has since perma­
nently resided. 0e is the author of 
many pamphlets on various subjects. 
We understand he leaves an elder bro, 
ther and sister, both residents of Three 
Rivers, who, with other relatives and his 
own family, were present during his last 
moments. He leaves a wife and grown 
up family of three sons and two daugh­
ters to maurn his loss. The funeral 
will take place next Tuesday, when the 
body is to be conveyed to the Mile End 
depot, thence to be interred at Three

The 
doctrine of subrogation is founded on a 
legal fiction and is not to ba extended 
F.yond cases found actually in practice. 
Suuogation may proceed from the creditor 
or the debtor, or both, or from the opera­
tion of law. If the debtor, with his oA 
money, satisfies the creditor, the subroA- 
tiou is good; but as subrogatioi *s 
liable to give rise to fraud, drict 
rules are adopted to prevent its abue- His 
Honour cited a case in which thpfiabtor 
declared in a notarial receipt the be had 
borrowed the money to make thoPayment, 
and the subrogation was void© conse­
quence. In the present casr na notarial 
document was needed to effpt this object, 
as it was evident the mney paid by 
Bartley was Hamilton’s, ft had been 
argued and much leaning h id been ex­

Moat in the deed of the 23rd June, By 
that deed Hamilton pretended to hand 
over to Moat what did not exist • 
it was the subject-matter of the sale 
or hypothec itselt that, was wanting and 
could not be conveyed. There being no 
subject to convey, it is a question of want 
of power to convey. His Henour would 
not go so far as to say that he entirely 
approved of all the conclusions of the' 
Judge who rendered the first judgment 
(Mr. Justice Mackay) ; still, that judgment 
was accoiding to a correct principle. As 
to the sum of $9,087. Mulholland & Baker 
were subrogated by the operation of law 
from the time that the payment was made 
but his Honour thought there was no sub­
rogation beyond this, nor did he believe 
that Mulholland & Baker had any right to 
subrogate Moat in the privileged claim 
created ia favour of Hamilton by the deed 
of March, 1871, at least, not in so far as 
third parties were concerned. His Honour 
was in favour of maintaining the first 
judgment, but was iu the miro ity. 
“Tessier, J., also dissented. This case 
in ths Superior Court, had been decided 
by two judges, against two judges who 
held a contrary opinion. This might per­
haps explain the diversity of opinion ex­
isting in this Court, in which His Honor 
found himself in the minority. The case 
presented fiiffoqlties an4 tui-qefi upon a 
question of subrogation. In 1871, Bartley 
borrowed $20,000 from Hamilton and gave 
a mortgage on some property. Of this 
loan, a part remained deposited in the 
Merchant’s Bank at a low rate of interest, 
until 7876, when there intervened a pay­
ment through which it was withdraws. 
Mr. Hamilton was paid by cheques, one 
being drawn by Bartley against this de­
posit, the otner being for the balance of the 
loan. Bartley’s cheque was not drawn to 
the order of Mulholland k Baker, but to 
the order of Mr. Jackson Rae, representing 
Hamilton. Having consulted his legal 
advisers, Mr. Mulholland now believes 
that this cheque should have been drawn, 
not to the order of Rae, but to tho order

consent of Mr. Hamilton ; his Honour, 
therefore, concluded that Mr. Hamilton 
had been paid with his o va funds. Fif­
teen menths afterwards, in 1877, a deed is 
executed in which Moat is subrogated to 
Hamilton, and, some months later or, 
Bartley having gone into insolvency. Moat 
claims $22,950 by hypothecary piivilege. 
Tha inspectors of the insolvent’s estate 
contest this privileged claim and say “ You 
have been paid. Hamilton was paid with 
his own funds.” If it could be proved that 
Hamilton had been paid with the funds of 
Mulholland k Baker, the judgment of the 
Court of Review would bs correct ; but 
this has not been done. Mulholland k 
Baker have paid the $9,037 with their own 
funds (borrowed from Moat) ; but.astothe 
$11,613, they merely paid it with Bartley’s 
cheque. It is said this cheque represented 
money. A cheque represents money when 
money can be made with it. This cheque 
was never put to the credit of Mulholland 
k Baker in the bank, not even for an in­
stant ; but as soon as it was giren to R»e 
it passed to Hamilton’s account. It could 
only be used with Hamilton’s permission, 
either to pay the Government mortgage cr 
to pay Hamilton himself. Mulholland & 
Baker have not paid the $20,000 to Hamil­
ton, and they could not obtain subroga­
tion. Of course this would not pre ent 
Moat from excercising his rights personally 
against them, but he has no hypothecary 
claims under subrogation. Toullier (No. 
129), says it must be established that the 
payment by the creditor subrogated 
is mode with his own funds ; there 
must be no suspicion even that 
this is not the case. The question has 
been raised as to whether the insolvent had 
an interest distinct from the creditors, <r 
whether he must be held to have repre­
sented. them when he consented to this 
subrogation; but His Honour held^that 
the creditors were represented by the in­
spectors. They were not parties to this 
deed, but stood in the position of third 
parties who had never given their consent 
te it. It has been said also that it has not 
been proved that there were any creditors.
It is true this has not been proved; but it 
would be a very extraordinary thing indeed 
if Bartley became insolvent and yet bad 
no creditors. If there are no creditois, so 
much the better for the respondent, as he 
shill get everytaing (laughter.) Have 
the creditors rights distinct from tho se of 
the insolvent? Yes. The insolvent has 
not the right to say who shall rank first on 
the estate ; he cannot determine who is to 
ba collocated firsr, and who next, and so 
on. If he interfered in this matter he 
would be told it was not his businesi to 
make a classification of the claims. They 
would say to him, “You owe this money, 
and the c.eiitors will settle the question 
of priority of claims among themselves.” 
There is, therefore, a distinct interest on 
the part of the creditors ; and since there is 
a distinct interest, the creditors may settle 
the priority of hypothecary claims. It is 
upon this distinction that the judgment 
ot the Court of Review is founded. Tbe 
inspectors may therefore contest this 
claim. They did not consent to this 
subrogation, and it is an error to 
say that they were represnted by 
the insolvent. As to the objection that 
oral proof.cannot be admitted, it is to be 
observed that the cheques and Rae’s re­
ceipt for these cheques constitute a begin­
ning of proof in writing. By article 1155 
of the Civil Code notarial proof, or written 
proof before witnesses is required. This is 
to prevent fraud against other creditors. 
His Honour cited Troplong and other au­
thorities to show that, unlike creditors, 
third parties cannot, in the face of a con­
testation, prove the extinction of a debt 
•by a deed. The judgment of the Court of 
Review appeared to go too far, as it de­
clares that even if the statement in the 
deed, that Muilholland & Baker paid 
Hamilton $20,000, is false, still the subro­
gation must hold good. Moat being a tiers 
cessionnaire in good faith. In another 
paragraph of this judgment, it is declared 
that this deed is a real transport-cession 
(un veritable acte de transport ces­
sion). The Judges of -the Court
of Review interpreted it in a legal 
tense. The judgment also declares
that, notwithstanding the error in the 
deed, by which Hamilton is designated as 
<'■ cedant,” the obligation stands good under 
the terms of Article 999 of the Civil Code. 
His Honour held that this applied in cases 
between the parties to a deed, but it did 
not apply to third parties; nor could he 
admit that Mulholland &. Baker could be al­
lowed to make evidence for themselves as to 
these pay meats by entries in their books. 
It is also declared in this judgment that 
the contestants were merely the repre - 
seutatiyes of the insolvent, with no great* 
er rights than bis own, and who are bound 
by this acknowledgment and dissimulation 
in the matter of the prior extinction of a 
part of his claim, if such extinction was 
really effected, &c. His Honour thought 
this was an extraordinary declaration, but 
it was there. He could not concur in this. 
If fraud had been pleaded, the case would 
be different, and it should not be forgotten 
that they were dealing with a case of 
bankruptcy. There was an unjust prefer­
ence, but no fraud. In the case of Ross a 
clear distinction had been drawn 
between an unjust preference and a 
fraudulent preference, His Honour was 
inclined to believe that the ends of justice 
would be better served if this sum of $22,- 
950 remain in the mass of the estate for 
the benefit of all the oreditors. Neither 
Mulholland k Baker nor Moat paid this 
$22.950 to Hamilton ; they only paid him 
$11,813.07. He did not concur in the 
judgment about to be rendered.

Dobion, C. J.—Ret qs establish, first, 
the différencie there is between the jud; 
ments rendered in this ease, Moat made 
a claim of $22,950 on the estate, and he 
alleges that he has security for this 
amount. The inspeotors did not contest 
the ranking o£ this claim, or the mortgage 
by which it is alleged to be seenred; they 
say “you have no claim for $11,613; you 
hive merely a claim Sor $9,087.” The 
Court below, which rendered the first 
judgment, taid, “you have a claim for 
$9,087 ;” and the Court of Review reversed 
And modified that judgment, and said, 
“yos haye * claim for $11,613 in excess of 
the judgment first rendered. The opinion 
of Court which gave the first judgment 
was this; “You have a olaim fJi- S0,087, 
but you h»*e ho privilege.” Bartley 
bound himseff to pay this sum of $22,950 
to Moat, and the question is whether it is 
a privileged claim or not. The Court of 
Appeal might simply have confirmed the 
judg;ien*' °f ihe Court of Review, but the 
que^ion of privilege should be set at rest. 
Q, this question there is a difference of 
pinion. The minority of the Court say 

-‘ Ton have a privileged claim for $9,087;' 
but the majority of the Court say “ You 
have a privileged claim for the whole 
amount.” It is clear that a creditor can­
not transfer a claim for whicn he has al­
ready been paid; he cannot be paid twice; 
everybody admits this. It is to be observ­
ed, however, that there are exceptions to 
this rule, Fcff instance, there have been 
cases in whieh promissory notes paid 
before maturity have been negotiated 
afterwards, and there is no doubt 
that a man holding a promissory note, 
which has been paid before it was due, can 
exact payment at maturity. When Ham­
ilton made this transfer to Moat ha had no. 
right to make it. It is not because of this 
tranffer that Moat has a claim—it would 
be an indifferent right indeed if it was 
based on this alone—but his right rests on 
this : that he acted in good faith in this 
agreement, and gave the money in good 
faith. This is the principle. Subro­
gation is a fiction and when a 
question of subrogat on arises it must 
be examined from the point of view 
of equity. If a man to whom a property 
has been transferred for a particular object, 
sells it to the prejudice of the rightful 
ownir, the purchaser in good faith ought not 
to be made to suffer, because it is a 
recognised principle that the loss should 
fall upon the person who has been im­
prudent rather than on the other party. 
Duranton, Pothier, Demolombe, say that a 
subrogation is nothing but a transfer with 
out guarantee. Other authorities say it is 
a payment ; others, again, say it is both a 
cession and a payment. It is sufficient to 
say that this is a cession as regards the 
creditors. Here is Art. 1571 of the Code 
which says that the buyer has no psssee- 
sion available against third persons until 
signification of the act of sale has been 
made. He may, however, be put in pos­
session by the acceptance of the transfer 
by the debtor, subject to the provisions 
of Art. 2137, which declares that 
every conveyance or transfer, whether of 
a priviledged or hypothecary claim, 
must be registered ; a duplicate of the 
certificate of registration must be furnish­
ed to the debtor. These formalities must 
be observed, 4U Subrogations in such 
rights granted by authentic deeds or pri. 
vate writings must likewise be registered 
and notice given. Subrogation is here 
placed on the same.footing as a transfer 
and by the Act of 1878 it must be signi­
fied. It is a cession of a debt, nothing more 
nor less. The reports of the Codifiers say 
page 76, that frequently vendors are expos­
ed to lose the value of what is sold in con­
sequence of| prior transfers of which they 
had no knowledge. The Commissioners 
recommended an amendment by which re 
gistration gives effect to a subrogation 
against third parties ; but to have effect 
against third parties subrogation must be 
registered. Hamilton was a creditor for 
$20,000; Mulholland & Baker paid him

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holland k Baker were sureties to Hamil­
ton, and in paying Bartley’s obligations 
with their own funds, they were, by law, 
subrogated to Hamilton. Meat, who was 
a creditor of Mulholland k Baker, desiring 
to have seme security for their indebted­
ness seven or eight months afterwards, 
saw that this mortgage was registered 
and took a transfer of it. Mulholland k 
Baker said, “ We do not make this transfer, 
but we will substitute Moat to Hamilton. 
The parties were all present, and consent­
ed that this debt should be transferred to 
Moat. Though tbe transfer was not very 
regular, it is still evident that Himilton, 
in transferring th s debt to Moat.trsnsfer- 
red what was dus toJMulholland k Baker, 
Bartley accepted the transfer. The re­
spondent is not required IO prove Roy thing 
beyond the facts that this transfer was 
made before a notary and respondent, 
and if the appellants brought forward a 
witness to prove that he had not paid with 
money, he might have said, “You have not 
alleged that this deed was fraudulent, aa(i 
you can prove nothing by witnesses.” 
There being no allegation of fraud what 
was to be proved by witnesses ? That Mr. 
Bartley had $11,000 deposited, which 
came from Hamilton, and that on the day 
in question Mulholland & Baker gave a 
cheque for this sum, and that Bartley 
could only withdraw this sum with the 
consent of Hamilton? But what did this 
a.-nount to ? That Mulholland k Baker 
told Bartley, “You will give us your 
cheque to pay Hamilton, and we will cre­
dit thee mount against your indebtedness,” 
and Bartley consented. It is said yon can­
not make a proof of this by Mulholland k 
Baker’s books but Bartley did not remember 
having seen this in the books. It has been 
said that the cheque signed by Bartley 
should have been drawn to Mulholland & 
Baker’s order ; but all the parties having 
consented to the deed of transfer, h-w 
could Moat know with whose funds Ham­
ilton had been paid ? There is nothing to 
prove that he did know. It has not been 
proved. Moat stands in tbe position of a 
man who accepted the transfer of a debt 
with all possible precautions. Here is a 
man who had no means of knowing that 
this sum was paid with any particular 
funds, and there could have been no bad 
faith on his part. Moat was tbe creditor 
d legated, and it was by an error that 
Hamilton was designated as the party 
making the delegation he had already been 
paid. Bartley cannot contest this deed to 
which be is a party; but from the fact that 
he cannot contest, the creditors are not 
pi-evented from contesting. These cre­
ditors, however, are not intermediary 
creditors, they are the inspectors 
of the insolvent's estate. Hig 
Honour cited an authority, to the effect, 
that insolvency did not give the right to 
the mass of the creditors to contest a claim 
unless the transactions of the insolvent 
had been attacked piior to the insolvency. 
What right had these creditors to contest 
when no fraud had been committed against 
them ? OnrCode says no contract or pay­
ment can bo voided at the suit of a sub­
sequent creditor. Here, it is not alleged 
that Mulholland & Baker were insolvent 
at the time the dead was executed, or that 
there was any fraud. If it is said the debt 
has been paid already, or that Moat is not

subrogated, he will loose his $22,000; if it 
is said that Bartley did not get this money, 
it would be found by the Registry Office 
that he had this indebtedness regis­
tered first in favour of Hamilton and 
afterwards in favour of Moat. If 
Mr. Moat looses his $22,000, the creditors 
will get them. Moat, in good faith, paid 
this debt and there was no fraud ; but, it 
is said, this debt did not exist—that 
the debtor made a second transter of a debt 
already paid. If a man buys a property 
and learns that, two days before, it had 
been sold to another, he hastens to the 
Registry Office. But these transfers were 
registered in this case. His Honour cited 
a case in point in which it had been held 
that a creditor was not obliged to treat in 
favour of futurs Creditors. All the an-» 
thorities spoke of intermediary creditors, 
who bad rights of their own, and, in the 
case of Lagard vs. Lafond and other cases, 
'the question of subrogation had presented 
itself. Hie Honour cited a case in which 
the sureties had contended that a payment 
was fraudulent, apparently because it did 
not concern them ; yet, the third parties 
were in good faith, and it was held that, in 
regard to those whn did not know that 
the detit had been paid, the transfer was 
good. So in the present case Mr. Moat 
acted in good faith ; none of tne parties 
were insolvent, and Bartley had no other 
creditors thaa Mulholland & Baker. At 
the time nf the insolvency the mass of the 
creditors did not show that there were an 
terior creditors. Moat was not guilty of 
imprudence or negligence; he paid this 
debt and paid it legitimately ; and if there 
is a fault it is Bartley’s. The creditors 
must be held responsible. For these rea­
sons the judgment of the Court of Revi.w 
must be confirmed.

Ramsay, J., concurred, and gave the 
reason at some length.

Monk, J , also concurred.
Mr. Bethune, Q.C., on behalf of the ap­

pellants, moved for leave to appeal the 
case to Her Majesty’s Privy Council.

Mr. Wothersfoon, representing the 
respondents, said that, by the amendment 
to the Insolvent Act, he thought there was 
no appeal in the case.

The C hief Justice—But you consent ?
Mr, Bethune—Let the rule stand.
Mr. Wothersfoon—Very well; we’ll let 

it stand.
The Chief Justice—I may say we have 

refused an appeal in similar cases.
The rule was then allowed to stand over, 

and the Court adjourned to the 15th May, 
when judgments will be rendered.

THE AUTONOMOUS GOVERNMENT 
OF ALSACE-LORRAINE.

Berlin, March 23.—In the debate in 
the Reichstag, last night, on the motion 
for the establishment of an Autonomous 
Government in Alsace-Lorraine, the re­
presentatives of those provinces desired 
an independent administration with a 
Governor to reside in Strasburg and 
Landtag,with the right of initiative and 
representation in the Bundesrath. Herr 
Schneegaus said that, under the present 
system, they did not feel themselves to 
be the citizens of a well-ordered State, 
but of an occupied country ; give them 
but independence, and they would be­
come, not a bond of contention, but 
bonds af union between two civilized 
peoples, a bridge by which the benefits 
of both might be exchanged, and he the 
means of international reconciliation. 
Bismarck’s speech was distinguished by 
its moderation and spirit of conces­
sion. He said that the remarks 
of Herr Schneegaus had made a favour- 
ablo impression upon him, which would 
have been better had not his peroration 
contained an appeal to Paris, which 
could find no echo in Berlin, and the ap­
peal which pictured Alsace-Lorraine as 
neutral territory to which the claims of 
France would be as justifiable as those 
of Germany. Bismarck said, in all 
that we concede in the way of autonomy, 
we must consider the safety of the Em­
pire, not only in quiet times like the 
present, but also in less peaceful times. 
The question as to the separ­
ation of Alsace from Lorraine 
should remain open. Perhaps Alsace 
would he more rapidly and solidly or­
ganized if it did not remain homogenous 
with Larraine. Finally, the good sense 
of the population of Alsace would work 
against the Parisians, between whom 
and Frenchmen there is a wide distinc­
tion, who remain in the Province. If 
Germany was quiet and had patienee, 
this German oak, formerly pulled down 
by the French, and now propped up by 
Germans, would regain its strength. 
Let us see that it does. The speech 
was loudly applauded throughout the 
House.

The St. Gkorqe’s Socciett distributed 
last Friday at the “ Home ” provisions to 
168 English poor, numbering, with their 
families, 650 persons, also 84 quarter-cords 
of wood. The Charitable Committee ac­
knowledge with thanks the following 
donations :—Mr. Daniel Wilson, one bar­
rel of oatmeal ; Mr. John Kerry, two 
barrels of parsnips ; Mr. John Heath, one 
barrel of flour.

Visit to Fire Stations.—The Fire 
Committee continued their tour of in­
spection of the fire stations on Saturday 
afternoon, visiting stations 1, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 
9. All were found to need considerable 
repairr, which, in the interests of the city 
purse, it is said will require to be done 
during the ensuing summer. In the Cen­
tral station the boards recently gave way 
in one particular place, and new flooring 
had to be substituted. The old hoards, it 
was found, were so useless through con- 
slant exposure to damp as to be utterly 
Useless even for kindling wood, and had to 
be carted away to the Corporation dump.

Funeral of the Bev, Father Hudon, 
S. J.—On Saturday morning last, the fun­
eral obsequies of the Bev. Father Hudon, 
who died at the Jesuits College, Bleury 
street, on Thursday evening, took place at 
the Jesuit’s Church with all the granduer 
and solemnity peculiar to the Catholic 
Bitual. Bishop Fabre officiated, assisted 
by Bev. Father Bousselot, Cure of Notre 
Dame, Bev. Canons Plamondin and Se­
guin, and Bevs. Father Lonergan.Geoffrion 
and others. The deceased was the eldest 
son of Mr. Victor Hudon, of this city, 
and educated at the Jesuit College, and 
joined that Order in 1856, when only 18 
years of age. At the close of the funeral 
service, the remains were conveyed to the 
Sault aux Eecollet.

Police.—Mathilde Piquette, accused of 
stealing a watch from Peter Martimus 
H.enriekson, whom she, in turn, accuses of 
indecent assault, has made' default, as also 
did Elie Baymond, who was released on 
bail some time since on a charge of obtain­
ing goodsfby false pretences from Messrs. 
J. F. Cushing & Co. It is said that ho is 
in Colorado. Edward McDiarmid stands 
remanded on a charge ef stealing 50 hides, 
valued at $200, the property of Mr. J. 
Price, cattle dealer, William street. Wm. 
Henry, a boy of 14, has been sent to prison 
for one month, and will then be sent to the 
Beformatory. It appears that he declines 
to live with his parents, and prefers rather 
to wander about the streets, sleeping 
wherever he can obtain shelter. He was 
arrested while smoking a pipe in an On­
tario street stable.

The City Hall Committee met on 
Saturday. Present—Aid. Bohert (Chair­
man), Aldermen McShane, Holland and 
Wilson. The requisitions for the year 
were considered, and passed as follows :— 
Advertising, $2,000; Stationary and Print­
ing, $7,000; fuel, $2,000; gas, $870; en­
gineer Brigg’s wages, $570; Assistant 
Thompson, $447; Stcker, for seven months, 
$257; two message boys, $200; caretakers 
and carpenter, $1,500; sundries, $2,500; 
covering heating pipes, $350; contingencies 
City Clerk, $100 ; messenger Thibault, 
$200 ; total, $18,150. Aid. McShane 
moved that the Herald and Gazette obtain a 
share of the advertising patronage. Lost. 
Yeaa— Aid. Shane Nays—Aids. Holland 
and Wilson. Some discussion ensued with 
respect to the erection of a hydraulic eleva­
tor and placing a clock in the tower of the 
City Hall for the benefit of the citizens, but 
nothing was dona in the matter.

The Queen’s Hall Block of stores and 
residences, St. Catherine street, extending 
from one house beyond Victoria street to 
McGill College avenue, is to be rebuilt 
during the ensuing summer in a style 
which will cause it to be an ornament to 
the neighbourhood. Sir Hugh Allan owns 
the block, with the exception of the house 
referred to (occupied by Mr. Alexander), 
but there is a prospect of that being ac­
quired, in which case the block will be 
mada uniform. According to the plans of 
the architects, Messrs. Hutchison and 
Steele, the block will be divided into eight 
shops, five of them 120 feet deep and the 
other three about 40 feet deep. Each of 
these shops has a dwelling above, making 
the building three stories high. The shop 
windows aro bow-shapod. On the one side 
of the window is the entrance to the store 
and on the other side, the
entrance to the private residence. Be­
sides these shops and dwellings, it
is intended to extend the block up Vic» 
toria street, by the erection of four self- 
contained dwelling houses, three stories 
high. The front of the block on both 
streets will be of cut stone, somewhat of 
an ornamental character. A proposition 
was mooted some time ago to rebuild the 
Queen’s Hall, destroyed by fire in 1874, 
but it is understood the negotiations have 
fallen through. Those competent to judge 
say there is ample room for building a 
hall that would be a credit to the city, 
and supply a much felt want as a suitable 
building for the holding of coucerrs and 
lectures is much felt, by the residents of 
the upper portion of the city. It may be 
well to explain that the dancing academy 
of Signor Hazazar, situate in rear of 
the block, will continue undisturbed.

OLIVJST BAPTIST. CHURCH,
THE DEDICATION YESTERDAY. 

During the past nine years, in sym­
pathy with the growth of Montreal, con­
gregations have multiplied, and our 
city has been improved by the erec­
tion and completian of a number of 
beautiful structures for the worship of 
God. Of these, no less than twelve are 
Protestant, viz :—Church of England, 
St. George’s, Grace Church, St. John the 
Evangelist’s, and St. Jude ; Presbyterian, 
Crescent Street and Stanley Street ; Me­
thodist, Douglas Church ; Congregational, 
Wesley, Calvary and Emmanuel; JBap- 
tist, Sc. Catherine Street and Olivet 
Church, situate at the corner of Moun­
tain and St. Janvier Streets, the dedica­
tion of which took place yesterday. 

description op the church.
The corner stone was laid on 25th 

April, 1878, in the presence of a goodly 
assemblage including many of our city 
clergy, by Mr. William Muir, whose 
indefatigible exertions, both in the plan­
ning and construction of the building, 
and in the general work of the 
Church, have won for him the 
esteem of the entire body. The 
design is entirely novel, being a 
perfect octagon, and seating the largest 
number of people within a given radius 
from the speaker. The building is 105 
feet in depth by 84 feet in width, exclu- 
sive of the buttresses. The front section 
of the octagon being extended and flank­
ed by a tower at each corner, having an 
altitude of 98 feet ; the central portion 
of the front, 60 feet high, is enriched 
by a large and highly ornamental win­
dow of stained glass. The main en­
trances are by doors in the towers. The 
roof is of slate in patterns, and orna­
mented with galvanized iron. The 
basement, 15 feet high, has a lecture- 
room capable of seating 400 persons, 
with six class-rooms on its two sides 
which carx accommodate 400 more, 
and may be so opened by sliding up the 
glass frame partitions as to make, with 
the lecture-room, virtually one large 
hall. It has also a caretaker’s resi­
dence, furnace-room, kitchen, for use at 
soirees, and cellar. The pews of the 
auditorium will seat 750 persons, and 
provision has been made for the erection 
of galleries capable of seating 1,100 
more, when an extension of the church 
will make that steo necessary. The 
finishings and decorations of the interior 
are very artistical. The baptistry, in 
tear of the speaker’s platform, commu- 
nicates directly with two robing-rooms 
underneath thejehoir for either sex, the 
one on the left hand and the other on 
the right, the baptistry projecting un­
derneath the choir, so that the baptised 
cannot be seen by the congregregation 
on leaving the water. Suitable ventila­
tion, according to the season of the 
year, has been provided in the most 
ample manner, by a very ingenious and 
admirable system of Hues, which circu­
late hot air in winter and the cool out­
side air in summer, merely by the turning

of a valve. This system was devised by 
Mr. William Muir, who also designed 
the internal arrangements of the church 
and basement, and under whose super­
intendence the whole work was carried 
out. The roof is supported by elegant 
cast iron pillars, from which spring the 
groined ceiling, which is so constructed 
as to preclude the possibility of an echo, 
while its acoustic qualities are the most 
perfect of any church it has been our 
pleasure to enter in this city. The edi­
fice is lighted by gas from candelabra 
encircling each of the pillars, 
causing a v.ry pretty effect, while, 
at the same time, there are no 
shadows. The organ, situate in the 
centre of the choir, though not particu­
larly large, is rich in tone and of full 
compass for tne building with its fine 
acoustic properties. Too building is 
constructed of Montreal limestone, the 
outside being of small-coursed rock­
faced ashler, and the dressings of cut- 
stone. The cost of the building, when 
completed, will be (including land) 
550,000. Mr. A. B. Taft is the archi­
tect, and the contractors, Messrs. T. 
Barbeau, mason ; Archd. McIntyre, 
carpenter ; John McLean, plastering ; 
George W. Reed, roofing andgalvanized 
work; Thos. Castle, painting and glaz- 
ing; J. C. Spence, stained glass.

The following brief history of the 
RISE AND PROGRESS 

of the Baptist body in this city, written 
by Mr. Wm. Muir, and read at the cere­
mony of laying the comer stone of Oli­
vet Church, may prove interesting :—In 
1820, Ebenezer Muir cams to this city, 
and till 1830 the very few Baptists 
in Montreal met in his parlor 
every Sabbath for worship. In 
that year the Rev. Mr. Denham came 
and preached to them for a few months, 
and, at Mr. Muir’s earnest solicitation, 
ihe Rev. John Gilmour left his charge 
in Aberdeen, Scotlani, in September, 
1830 ; after his arrival, the few who then 
worshipped in a school-house in McGill 
street, resolved to build a house. In 
May, 1831, the house was commenced, 
and finished in September. It cost $4,800 
and was located on St. Helen street. 
The church was formed of tweaty.five 
members, five or six of whom were not 
Baptists. For a period, of thirty years 
it had a cheequered histoiy, until in 
1860, with a membership of 120, they 
built the First Baptist Church, costing 
§24,000, including land. From that 
period, under the ministry of Rav. Jno. 
Alexander, the advance was rapid, and 
soon a desire was felt to extend to the 
eastward. A church of eleven members 
was formed in Russell Hall, St. Oathenne 
street, September, 1872, and their growth 
was so rapid, especially in the Sabbath- 
school, that another house was needed 
and built in 1874, at a cost, including 
land, of §60,000. In January, 1875, cir­
cumstances arose which caused 85 per 
sons to organize themselves as the Olivet 
Baptist Church. They first worshipped 
in the Natural History Society’s Hall, 
University street. Land was purchased 
—costing §15,000—and plans prepared, 
but their execution was delayed. In 
the meantime a temporary place adjoin­
ing was erected at a cost of §4,000 by 
two of the biathren, who had bought ad­
ditional land. While the increase of 
the population of Montreal during the 
past 47 years was only five-fold, the in­
crease of the property owned by the 
Baptist denomination here was 29 fold, 
and of its membership 24-fold. The 
Olivet Church, only three years and three 
months old, has over one-third of the 
membership and one-third of the 
scholars belonging to the denomination 
in Montreal.

THE SERVICES YESTERDAY, 
both morning and evening, were con­
ducted by the Rev. R. S. MaeArthur, of 
New York.. The church was crowded at 
both services, large numbers being com­
pelled to stand. In the morning, the 
Rev. gentleman treated on the elevating 
tendencies of Christianity, which sub­
ject be beautifully illustrated and con­
clusively showed that godliness is pro­
fitable unto all things, both for the pre­
sent and the future life. In the even­
ing, the Rev. gentleman took his text 
from 1st Cor., chap. 2, verse 2. He said 
the fact that the Apostles chose to 
labour in the cities, the great centres o{ 
population, having been proved, the 
nature of their messages was considered, 
and, various as these were, they all con­
verged to the great cardinal truth con­
tained in the story of the Cross. This 
world, and all that it inhabits, was 
created to form a platform for 
the Cross. The student in history at­
tempted in vain to find a clue to the 
labyrinth by which be surrounded him­
self, by aejuiring knowledge until he 
sought ths solution on Calvary. The 
spirit of Paul’s teaching, and the man­
ner in which his earnest soul sought to 
communicate the great truth he had 
learnt when Jesus revealed Himself to 
him on his way to Damascus, was elo­
quently portrayed. The preacher com­
pletely held his audience by bis varied 
manner of dealing with his theme. Now 
teaching in the most delicate voice, some 
chord which vibrated back into child­
hood and linked his hearers with the 
mothers and fathers who had loved 
them — again, bracing himself 
to argument, as he burned with 
indignation against those who 
would substitute a lifeless theory 
of morals, or what some people 
seemed to worship under t he name of 
‘‘Spiritualism,” for the doctrine of the 
Cross. The highest ambition of each 
Curistian should be the living life, which 
proved that they had learnt the lesson 
of the Cross, and was devoutly desirous 
that all others should enjoy the same 
blessing. The preacher closed with a 
fervent appeal to young and old to study 
the great subject which the clear­
headed, polished and learned Apostle 
thought it wise to make his great, his 
only theme, to the polished but sinful 
Corinthians. In the afternoon a Sunday 
school service was held, at which inter­
esting addresses were deliv ered by Rev. 
R. S. MaeArthur, Rev. J. Gordon and 
Mr. Packard. This evening a platform 
meeting will be held in the church, 
wheu addresses will be delivered by Rev. 
W. S. McKenzie, D.D., of Boston; Rev. 
R. S. MaeArthur, of New Tork, Rev. A. 
A. Cameron, of Ottawa, and pastors of 
city churches. To-morrow evening the 
opening social tea meeting will take 
piadl.

MURDER WILL OUT.

3 p. m., yet, notwithstanding, Madame 
Bissonnette went down town, locking be 
girl’s door and putting the key ia her 
pocket. Wheu she returned all was over, 
and at 9 p. in. the poor girl was dead. No 
physician was called in until after she was 
dead, when Dr. Coderre was summoned 
and observed that his services were of no 
use as the girl was dead. There was no 
fire in this room, and, in fact, the entire 
house was kept very cold. If this bad 
treatment was not the immediate cause 
of death, it at least hastened death. 
Madame Bissonnette would not allow 
any of the inmates to go out, and it 
was with difficulty that they com­
municated with the outside world. 
She was in the habit of sending for Father 
Gibaud, or some other of the clergy, to 
regularlv confess the inmates, and so soon 
as they were gone would beat the little 
children. Whenever she went out she 
would lock the young women staying in 
the house in their rooms uuiil she return­
ed. Mr. Dugas, the presiding Magistrate, 
asked the prisoner if she could produce 
the two little girls in question, to which 
she replied that she could not, and asked 
to be released on bail. This His Honour 
flatly refused to grant unless the children 
were forthcoming, whereupon the prisoner 
informed His Honour that they were confin­
ed in a certain portion of the House. Ihe 
High Constable was at once despatched 
for the little ones, who soon appeared be­
fore him, attired in their^Sunday, or as one 
gentleman designated them, their “ hypo­
critical ” clothes, a kind of neat but quain­
tly made suit, worn only to attend church. 
The little ones seemed terror stricken and 
sobbed bitterly ns though they were fear­
ful of receiving a severe trashing. Thier 
careworn young-old looking faces was an 
indication of the suffering they had gone 
through. The High Constable and Detec­
tive Riche describe the house as simply 
filthy, and a breeding place for disease. It 
Isa three-storied building. One fiat sbe 
devotes to her canine favourites, another 
to the children sent or born in the place, 
and another for the unfortunate females 
who sojourn with her. The house is her 
own property, and she also owns houses 
in other parts of the city. She is reputed 
to be most miserly and unscrupulous, and, 
is believed, have amassed considerable 
wealth. She has previously been before 
the Courts, and on each occasion received 
sentence ; she was once fined for keeping a 
disorderly house, once for selling liquor 
without license, and once for cutting off the 
hair of a married woman placed in the 
house by her husband, at whose wish the 
gross outrage was perpetrated in order that 
she should be ashamed to attempt to es­
cape. Numerous other stories are told 
respecting the prisoner, which, if told, 
would almost cause one’s hair to stand on 
end. She is about 60 years of age, thick 
set, stoutly built, muscular, broad, expres­
sive features, coal black hair and eyes, the 
latter being very restless and of searching 
expression. She dresses in black clothing 
similar to that of a nun, and 
was a very regular attendant at 
the church of Notre-Dame. At one 
time the clergy and citizens, gener­
ally, had the greatest confidence in her, 
and many a lady would apply to her to 
supply them with servants, she at that 
time keeping a home for homeless women 
or servants out of place. Her sole desire 
would appear to be to amass wealth, i. e. 
money, and m this, it appears, she has 
succeeded. She was released on bail for 
appearance for further examination to-day, 
her bondsmen being Cyprien Courtois, 
carter, and — Edmond, grocer.

INTELLIGENCE.

A Long career op Infamy 
crisy Brought to a Sudden 
Fearful^Revelations.
On Saturday last, Detective Riche, a 

very efficient mem her of our City Police 
force, acting under information received 
by him from two young women, named 
Marie Louise Leveille and Delima Landry, 
proceeded to No. 76 Titre street, and ar­
rested one Sophie Bissionnette, who pre­
sides over what is called the Hospice)de Ste. 
Bathilde, a kind of private lying-in “ hos­
pital ” and home for helpless children, 
once in high repute, but which, for gcod 
reasons, has of late lost its good name. 
The deposition of the two young women 
above-named, who are respectively 19 and 
21, is to the effect that several weeks ago 
they had accession to reside at the house 
of the prisoner, and left the one on the 
11th and the other on the 14th inst. So 
horrified were they at what they had 
witnessed in the place that, on again 
meeting each other, they rê&lvê!# to inform 
the authorities. The evidence of Leveille 
was taken and corroborated by Landry. It 
is to the following effect :—During their 
stay in the place two little girls, each 
twelve years of age, named Emma Morals
and Mane------, resided in the place. The
prisoner was of a vicioas temperament, 
aud would heat the little ones five or six 
times a day with a whip or stick. On one 
occasion little Emma had one of her finger­
nails almost torn from the finger by the 
ill-treatmeut she had received. On another 
occasion she seized little Marie aud struck 
her head repeatedly against a door. 
She seemed to have a morbid and fierce 
passion for dogs of every description of 
mongrel breed, and had kept as many as 
25 in tbe bouse at one time. She kept the 
Inmates of the house very poorly clad, and 
made little “ Marie” sleep in a wooden box 
with two of the dogs. One day, while she 
was in the kitchen alone, she caused a ket­
tle of hot water to fall over ; at this she be­
came greatly enraged, and, rushing into 
the apartment where the two poor little 
girls were, several rooms off, she beat little 

Marie” most unmercifully, blaming her 
for an accident for which she was in no 
way responsible. She used to feed the lit­
tle ones on bread and molasses, or bread 
and lard, with flour aud water for breakfast 
and tea, and sometimes would give them 
soup fçr dinner, fills diet,the witnesses were 
of opinion, was insufficient to support life 
for any length of time. Some five or six 
weeks ago a girl named Labrecque entered 
the house to be confined. As her time 
drew near she was laid on a hard wooden 
bench. Her labours commenced about

THE COMING QUEEN’S BIRTHDAY.
As it is expected that next 24th of May 

will eclipse the celebration of the previous 
year, and as it is now settled that on that 
day there will be in the line, with our own 
troops, several regiments of American 
Volunteers, it would be well if our Brigade 
Staff set to work at once, and discover a 
larger and better spot for the manœuvres 
—to take place on the day—than Fletcher’s 
field. Every one who attended last year 
are cognizant of the fact that not only was 
the ground too small for displaying the 
movements, but the spectators were not 
kept back from impeding the troops, so 
that the whole effect was in a measure 
spoiled. If a larger space of ground can be 
found, aad proper attention given to keep­
ing spectators to a certain line, so that they 
do not get mixed up with the soldiers, then, 
with the presence of H. R. H. Princess 
Louise and His Excellency and “ Queen’s 
Weather,” we can safely rely upon a 
splendid military turn out.
THE REPULSE AT RORKE’S DRIFT.

Private accounts that have reached us 
regarding the defence of the small thatched 
store at Rorke’s Drift more than confirm 
all that has been said about the gallantry 
and heroism of the resistance offered by a 
handful of 70 or 80 men to the determined 
onslaught of two or three thousand Zulus. 
The latter came on again and again with 
torches, hoping to fire the building, but 
were driven back not only by the fire, but 
by the bayonets of soldiers thrust over the 
walls at the masses of the infuriated and 
elated enemy. The moral effect of this 
inflexible defence of a feebly fortified little 
farmhouse, cannot be over-rated. Lieut. 
Brombead, of the 2-24th, and Lieut. Chard, 
of the Royal Engineers, with the men un­
der them, deserve as high honour as has 
ever been accorded to British soldiers who 
have distinguished themselves anywhere 
under corresponding circumstances. Both 
the gallant officers have been promoted to 
Brevet Majorities, and it is reported that 
they will also receive the “Victoria Cross.” 
We hope the latter news is true, and that 
each of the rank and file, who stood by 
their officers in that heroic defence, may 
also be decorated with the order for 
“ valour.” None deserve it better.
THE DEATH ROLL OF ISANDULA.

Few can realize that in the recent disas­
trous engagement at the Cape we lost 
more officers and men than at Alma and 
Inkerman, as the following figures will 
show—Battle of Alma, 25 officers; 362 
total killed ; battle of Inkerman, 39 officers; 
597 total killed ; battle of Isandula, the 
22nd January, 71 officers. Imperial and 
Colonial, and 985 rank and file killed of 
Imperial and Colonial troops.

History Repeats Itself.—Some weeks 
ago we stated that the colours of the 24th 
Regiment were all safe, but at that time we 
were not aware of the manner in which 
they had been rescued. Reports from 
the Cape state that they were found round 
the bodies of Lieutenant and Adjutant 
Teinmouth Melvill and Lieutenant Cog- 
hill, A.D.C., of the 24th Regiment. Both 
the gallant officers, it appears, cut their 
way through the Zulu army, and reached 
the Natal side of the Buffalo river, where 
they were once more met with more hos­
tile Zulus,and,in fighting their way through 
these, they were so badly wounded 
that they only made 380 yards 
further on when they fell from their 
horses “dead, but with the colours safe 
round their bodies. TMs calls to mind the 
fact that, at the battle of Albuera, in 1811, 
the officer that carried the “ King’s colour ” 
of the 66th Regiment, while charging the 
enemy, was shot through the breast. In 
the melee he fell unnoticed, and with him 
fell the colour. Perceiving a body of the 
enemv’s cavalry hovering near the spot 
where he lay bleeding to death, and afraid 
that they would dash down upon him for 
the purpose of securing the trophy, the 
brave fellow, with the little strength that 
was left to him, tore the colour from the 
staff and thrust it within the breast of his 
coatee. Meanwhile the regiment had dis­
covered its loss. Great, therefore, was 
the consternation which prevailed 
amongst all ranks. The searching 
party of the 66th in the evening 
found its protector ere his lifeblood 
had finally ebbed away, the embroidered 
silk having effectually stopped the blood 
overflowing from bis wound. Unfortuna­
tely the gallant young ensign was not 
spared to receive the reward of his fidelity. 
Death claimed him for its victim almost 
immediately after the removal of the 
“ colour,” which, stained with his blood, 
was restored to its staff and carried 
throughout the remainder of the Penin­
sular campaign. The names of such heroes 
and such deeds will ever remain green in 
the memories of the soldiers of the British 
army.

Their Choice.—The British soldier can 
seldom be accused, with truth, of not being 
outspoken when his officers, qualifications 
arc being discussed. In one of the regi­
ments under orders for the Cape the men
say, that they would rather go to------with
the Colonel than to heaven with the Major. 
Hearty, if profane, this. Yet a proof, if one 
were needed, of the metal of the men going 

, out to avenge their fallen comrades of the 
24th Regiment, and to wipe out the slight 
Shadow at present resting on the British 
arms.

IS THE BAYONET USELESS.
“ The bayonet was found to be no match 

for the shield aud assegai” in the butchery 
at Isandula. So it is stated in some of 
the reports which have come from Zulu- 
land. Is it true? Lip to this time mili­
tary men have lauded the bayonet as the 
weapon which must decide events even in

these days of breechloaders. How has it 
then failed "hen most wanted ? “A Ser- 
gtaat-MAjor'’ suggests a cause in a letter 
To tue and it is a very reasonable ex­
planation. The bayonet failed through the 
change from deliberate to rapid firing. 
UndcTr the muzzle-loading system, and es­
pecially in the days of the “ Brown Bess,” 
there was not much chance of the barrel 
becoming too hot to handle. Now it does. 
When a soldier has fired even ten rounds 
with the Martini-Henry the barrel is so 
heated that he cannot “ grasp his rifle with 
his left hand round the stock and barrel” 
to bring it to “ the charge.” What, then, 
could he do after firing 70 rounds? He 
could only hold his rifle with his right 
hand round “ the small,” and allow the 
wood under the barrel to rest, on his left, 
but using his bayonet with effect is out of 
the question. The “ Sergeant-Major” 
thinks the noble 24th must hare been in 
this plight, for they expended their am­
munition rapidly against the advancing 
Zulu host. He suggests a very simple 
remedy. Have a concaved thin piece of 
wood, about 3in. long, fixed on the barrel 
between the back-sight and lower band. 
This would enable the soldier to grasp his 
rifle firmly, however hot the barrel. It is 
evident that the utility of the bayonet is 
seriously affected by the rapid firing, and 
it is a wonder that the military authorities 
have not already devised some means for 
enabling the soldier to charge effectively 
after firing twenty or thirty rounds from 
the Martini-Henry rifle. The “ Serges nt- 
Major’s” suggestion is worth consideration, 
and perhaps his very practical and simple 
remedy may be the means of once more 
making the bayonet the weapon of offence 
and defence, which, except at Isandula, 
never failed the British soldier in his 
sternest hour of need.

British Pluck.—It was necessary to 
obtain 160 men to make up the full strength 
of the 17th Lancers, the “ Death or Glory 
Boys,” ordered for active service in Zulu- 
land. Application was made to the 5th 
Lancers, stationed at Brighton, and im­
mediately 170 out of 206 of the gallant 
fellows stepped forward and volunteered. 
The remaining 30 members of the 5th were 
married men, and were forbidden by orders 
from the Horse Guards from volunteering. 
The old fire and pluck has in no way 
diminished.

Volunteers in Action.—Our volunteers 
will, we are sure, be glad to hear that their 
brothers at the Cape have proved them­
selves worthy of standing in line with their 
Imperial comrades. During the campaign 
in the Transvaal, the Natal volunteers, 
composed of all arms of the service, did 
good and serviceable work, and received 
the praises of the General officer in com­
mand. Since the beginning of the Zulu 
War they have been shoulder to shoulder 
in all the actions that have taken place, 
and their heavy loss—nearly 300 officers 
and men—at the Isandula fight, is a proof 
of their devotion to the old flag and duty. 
The volunteers of the British Empire, no 
matter in whfil clime they may serve, will, 
we are sure, always prove themselves, when 
occasion calls for it, good, stout soldiers in 
battle, and will put to the blush those who 
would call them “ show soldiers.”

Vindictiveness. — The Home Rule 
journals in Ireland, on hearing the news 
of the disaster at Isandula, went into ec- 
stascies over the massacre of the Red 
coats and the defeat of the British army, 
and called the place O’Rourlce’s drift. The 
men who could write the articles that ap­
peared in those journals on the massacre 
had small, cowardly hearts. Many ot the 
poor fellows, who fought to the last at 
Isandula, were Irishmen and did their 
duty right nobly, yet, there were 
countrymen to be found who could glory 
in their death and defeat. However, we 
are glad to say the Irish soldiers in the 
army are not stirred by such treasonable 
writing, but are volunteering readily when 
called upon for service at the Cape.

Military Recoud of the New Com- 
mander-in-Chief for the Cafe.—General 
Sir John Jarvis_Bisset, C.B.,K.C.M G., the 
officer who is to relieve Lord Chelmsford 
in command of Her Majesty’s forces, now 
in the field in Zululand, is a soldier of long 
and well-tried experience, and is thoroughly 
posted in Cape fighting, for nearly all his 
war services have been against the Kaffirs 
in the several campaigns undertaken 
against them. Sir John entered the army 
as a volunteer during the Kaffir war of 
1835-36, and was promoted Ensign and 
Lieutenant in 1840, receiving for his ser­
vices the War’ Medal. He was Field.Ad­
jutant to a.division of troops proceeding ta 
Colesberg, in December, 1842, to suppress 
a rebellion of the Boers. He served through­
out the Kaffir war of 1846-47, at the begin - 
ning of which he was appointed D.A.Q.M. 
G. Was present at the battle of Gwanga 
and all the miaor afiairs with 
the Kaffirs, and was twice wounded. 
He was repeatedly thanked in General 
Orders by successive general officers, and 
finally received the Brevet of Major for 
his services during the campaign. At 
the close of the war, he was appointed 
Brigade Major of British Kaffraria. On 
the breaking out of the war of 1850, he 
was severely wounded in the first engage­
ment wtth the enemy at the BaomahPass, 
in the Amatola Mountains (Medal.) Was 
also present in the operations subsequent 
to June, 1842. Was pi-omoted Lieutenant- 
Colonel in 1853, Colonel 1854, Major- 
General 1867, Lieutenant-General 1875, 
General 1877. He is also Colonel of the 
106th Bombay Light Infantry.

EUROPEAN INTELLIGENCE.
OUR PARIS LETTER.

Disasters—Gossip about the Presiden­
tial Reception—Carjiival at Rome— 
The Ball at the Quirinal—The Pa­
pal Address to C atholic Journalists 
—Negotiations between the Quiri­
nal and Vatican—The Feuds of Don 
Carlos—An Improbable Story about

Paris, March 7,1879.
The horrible weather of the present sea­

son has been fruitful'of losses to a most un­
usual extent. Inundation;, avalanches, 
shipwrecks, hurricanes, seem to be bent- on 
doing their worst, pretty much all the 
world over. Records of death, havoc, and 
ruin fill the newspapers of all countries, 
France coming in for her full share of all 
these miseries, to which shocks of earth­
quake in unexpected places must now be 
added. Among the minor incidents of loss 
is the destruction of the oystei-beds at Ar- 
cahore and on other points of the French 
coast, by the late gale. The heavy seas 
have either swept the parks away bodily, 
or buried them under sand. Oysters, how­
ever, have become so enormously dear 
since the introduction of their artificial 
culture, that one is tempted to wonder 
whether this sweeping away of the “oyster 
farms ” may not possibly do something to­
wards bringing that highly-prized dainty 
back somewhat nearer to the prices of 
those blissful days when the favourite bi­
valve was sold at ten sous the dozen, in­
stead of, as now, thrice and four times that 
sum.

The President of the Republic and 
Madame Grevy have held their first 
‘grand” reception. An equally “grand ” 
dinner preceded this reception, the Presi­
dents of the Senate and Chamber of Depu- 
tief, all the members of the Cabinet, the 
Under-Secretaries cf State, and several 
prominent officials of different Govern­
mental Departments, were recipients of 
the hospitality of the Presidential dinner- 
table. All the fine rooms of the Elysee 
were thrown open for the subsequent recep­
tion, the guests arriving about ten o’clock. 
The external signs that have hitherto ac­
companied “ solemnities” of this descrip­
tion were entirely wanting on this occa- 
sioE. No mounted soldiers kept guard in 
the Court of Honour ; no special brilliancy 
lit up the exterior of the Palace. Repub­
lican simplicity (or what is supposed to be 
such, though very rarely seen among Re­
publicans who are able to give themselves 
its opposite) was dominant.

m. grevy,
who received his guests, with his 
wife and daughter at his side, 
did not not wear even a rosette in his 
button-hole. The new President received 
all comers with the utmost affability, 
shaking hands with everybody, and appear­
ing to be placidly pleased with the general 
respect of which he was the object. Lord 
Lyons, Prince Orloff, Prince Hohenlohe, 
Savfet Pacha, General Cialdini, Marquis 
da Mohns, and the other me&bers of the 
Diplomatic Corps, made but a short stay 
in the rooms, all of them having retired 
before half-past ten. The French Minis­
ters remained later ; M. de Marcere (since 
fallen from his post of the Interior) was 
one of the last to leave, as he stayed until 
near midnight. M. Gambetta, who was 
observed to be particularly cheerful dm- 
ing the evening, stayed nearly as long. 
The members of the Republican majority 
in both Chambers were present almost to 
a man ; and, as the minorities were absent 
almost to the same extent, the predomi- 
aance of the piedomiftaiit part gave to

the evening almost the ehaiacter 
of a manifestation. Several military uni­
forms were observable; but there were 
fsw ladies, and the toilettes of these were 
simple and call for no special description.

One or two balls will be given at the 
Elysee later in the season ; but nothing of 
any particular interest, in the way of bril­
liant or picturesque dissipation, seems like 
to call for notice under the present regime.

The failure of the Carnival in Paris, 
where there is no longer anything to be 
seen, and in Berlin, where there ie no one 
who cares to look at anything of the eort, 
has not been so total in some of the pro­
vincial towns. The celebration at Nice, 
still Italian in •’many things, was one of 
the most brilliant; the calculation being 
made that no lees than a quarter of a 
million of pounds of confetti were consumed 
by the maskers during the festival, and 
the “ Battle ef Flowers,” when bouquets 
are thrown instead of confetti, consumed a 
proportional quantity of blossoms. At 
Borne,

THE CARNIVAL
was not “ up ” to the usual mark ; although 
the Queen and the Prince of Naples took 
an animated share in the various merry 
battles of the affair. At Naples, the car­
nival seems to have been more like its an­
cient self. At Venice, ShroveTuesday was 
ushered in under most unpropitious condi­
tions, the Piazza di San Marco, the Prazet- 
ta, and all the chief streets being flooded, 
so that the eafee and restaurants were 
closed. In other parts of the city, where 
the flooding was not so deep, the waiters 
at the restaurants served the guests from 
improvised bridges of chaire, and the en­
joy aient of lunch or dinner was accompan­
ied by the inconvenience of a cold foot­
bath for the revellers ! On the water, how­
ever, things went off better; the principal 
canals were covered with gondolas, bar­
ques and skiffs, conveying gay and noisy 
groups; and, at night, a numter of public, 
spirited barges lit up the city beautifully 
with torches and Bengal fire, while the 
crowd of maskers, with bare feet, waded 
about in the crowded thoroughfares! Such 
a state of things was so entirely novel 
that it constituted, in itself, a 
source of amusement for the peo­
ple of “ the Queen of the Adriatic,” 
determined not to let slip any incident of 
their favourite festival. The height of the 
water in the canals prevented the gondolas 
from passing under the bridges, which was 
an obstacle to the usual freedom ef circu­
lation by the principal water-ways, and 
much damage was done to merchandise by 
the inundation ; but, despite these draw­
back;, the “ Carnival of Venice” has been 
the most animated and successful emulator 
of the gaiety and brilliance of that legen­
dary fete in the olden time.

The ancient celebration of “ Brand 
Sunday,” as the first Sunday of Lent was 
formerly called, has advanced still farther 
towards the banks of Lethe than the car­
nival. It took its name from the old 
custom, among those who had most wildly 
indulged in the “ misrule” observance of 
the carnival, of making a public act of re­
pentance for the same by standing, on tbe 
following Sunday, in the porch of their 
parish church, with a lighted torch in their 
hands ; an act of ostensible humiliation 
that was considered as setting the offender 
right with the authorities, both earthly and 
heavenly.

One of the most splendid fetes of the car­
nival is

THE BALL AT THE QUIRINAL
on Monday, and exceeding in magnificence 
and animation the two previously given 
by their Italian Majesties. It was the 
last offiotal manifestation of the carnival; 
everyone, therefore, in the serene spheres 
whose personalities are admitted to the 
glory of Court-visiting; made a point of 
being there, and the superior sex, especially 
in the most elegant toileries, was in great 
force on the occasion. The Queen wore a 
“ lovely pink dress that set off her beauti­
ful person to great advantage, and a suite 
of diamonds and splendid sapphires that 
were the admiration of all present. Tne 
ball-room was brilliantly decorated ; a 
sumptuous supper was served soon after 
midnight, and the cotillion did not termin­
ate until after four in the morning.

The recent g address cf the Pope to 
the crowd of Catholic journalists 
who have come from every part 
of the world to assure him of their devot­
edness, is much criticised by the majority 
of the Italian press, who declare it to be 
“ aggressive and warlike,” “ worthy of 
Fins IX.,” “ calculated to introdnee inter- 
pellations and discussions in the Italian 
Chambers,” and “ showing that there is 
an absolute incompatibility between the 
Papacy and Italy, between theocracy and 
liberty.”

A curious attempt at negotiation has 
been going on, privately, for some months 
past, between the Quirinal and the Vatican. 
Queen Margherita, a sincere and pious 
Catnolic, wishes to have service celebrated 
in the Chapel of the Palace, which cannot 
be done until the Pope takes off the ban 
of excommunication under which Victor 
Emmanuel, his family, and palace were 
laid by the late Pope. Up to the present 
time, the new Pope has persisted in 
his refusal to accede to the Queen’s 
wishes ; and “ the Daisy of Italy” ac­
cordingly has to attend one of the 
churches of the Capital, instead of being 
able to perform her devotions under her 
own roof. Meantime, the proceedings at 
Milan, relative to the robbery of the Collar 
of the Golden Fleece from Don Carlos, are 
said to be assuming much more impor­
tance. The plaintiff, who had already 
been required to deposit .£40 with the Tri­
bunal, has had to furnish an additional 
amount of £240. The preliminary pro­
ceedings are being conducted with the 
greatest secrecy.

Much speculation has naturally been 
called forth by the rumour that

QUEEN VICTORIA
has intimated a wish to have an interview 
with the Ptpe during her approaching 
visit to Italy, Cardinal Manning having 
been stated to have been charged by Her 
Majesty to convey her wish to the Pope 
ana to arrange for the interview. The 
Queen of England will, it is stated, travel, 
incognito under the title of Countess of 
Kent, but will bo met at the Italian fron­
tier by the Duke d’Aosta, who will escort 
her to Baveno, on Lake Maggiore, where 
a villa has been taken for her, and where 
she will be visited by Kmg Umberto during 
her residence ihere. The Duke ef Con­
naught aud his bride are to join Her Ma­
jesty soon after her arrival.

According to a tradition devoutly be­
lieved at the Vatican, the members of the 
Sacred College always die off three by 
three. Cardinal Guici, just deceased, is 
the second of the Princes of the Church 
who, according to that superstition, were 
fated to follow Cardinal Antonucci, whose 
death preceded that of Cardinal Asquini. 
Strange to say, no fewer than eight Cardi- 
naki have died since the accession of Leo 
XIII.; Cardinal Moretti, Archbishop of 
Ravenna, is seriously ill, and his death is 
looked for to complete the count by bring­
ing the number up to nine, making three 
groups of three, according to the belief in 
question.

The lovers of Art will be interested in 
knowing that Cavalier Pietio Gentili “Di­
rector of the Tapesty Works of the Sacred 
Apostolic Palace,” is starting a valuable 
art publication with the title of “The 
Tapestries of the Vatican and of Italy.” 
The work, which is brought out under the 
personal auspices of the present, who has 
accepted the dedication of the same, will 
contain an introductory history of Tapes­
try, and one hundred engravings, with ex­
planations in five languages. It is to ap­
pear in twelve numbers, and to be comput­
ed in twelve months.

The persistently bad weather which is 
making so disagreeable a specialty of the 
present Spring, as it has been doing of the 
past Winter, has a depressing effect on 
everybody and on everything in this re­
gion.

of the Tuileries Garden is all behindhand, 
and its friends and admirers hardly venture 
to hope that it will bave opened its deli­
cate green fans in time to sustain intact 
iU old reputation.

THE PRINCE OF WALES

who passed through this city a few days 
ago, on his way to Biarritz, had a narrow 
escape on visiting the town of St. Sebas­
tian. The horses of his carriage took 
fright at some object, when he was leaving 
his hotel for a drive, and broke the front 
part of the carriage. For a few moments 
the popular heir to the British Crown was 
in imminent danger; but he fortunately 
preserved his presence of mind, and was 
able to get safely out of the vehicle, after 
which he welked to the Citadel, which he 
started to visit.

A brilliant and successful theatrical en­
tertainment, got up by a Committee of the 
grandest of the grandes dames of the Fau­
bourg St. Germain, in aid of an excellent 
charity that is much in want of funds, has 
assembled one of the most elegant aristo­
cratic gatherings that have taken place 
for a long time past. A gran t service was 
ptrfoi m> d, on Monday last, in the Russian 
Chur-ffi of this city, in honour of the 
twenty-fourth anniversary of the accession 
or the reigning Czar. All the cream of the 
Russian co'.osy were present on tbe occa­
sion, and the service was as grand as the 
pomp of the Greek ritual could make it.

The Russian Ambassador at the Court 
eUSaxony, who is about to leave his post, 
will take away with him his precious col­
lection sf ceramic wave which he baa been 
many years in forming, and contains, 
among other things, a series of nearly six 
hundred shaving dishes, in Chinese, 
Japanese and German porcelain, with 
numerous specimens from French and 
Swiss manufaetories. This collection, 
unique in its way, constitutes the second

part of this rare collection. The first part 
consists of rare porcelain of Saxony, F rat ce 
and Germany, and contains some remaik- 
able samples of ornamented glazed pottery 
technically styled “faiences hisioriees,’' 
that is to say, with a picture representing 
some historical scene or some page of real 
life. Such vestiges of the past are eagerly 
sought out by collectors, and highly prized. 
They are often exceedingly curious The 
eminent French astronomer, whose delight 
is balooning, and who has been “up” forty 
times, M. Flammarion, has lately deve­
loped a pass on for

OLD FLATTERS,
and is covering the walls of his hospitable 
dining-room with the same; Ve is just 
now rejoicing oyer the acquisition of a 
very curious old plate, on which is por­
trayed, in blue, one of the earliest ascents 
of a “Montgolfière," as baloons were at 
first styled, aft r M. Montgolfier,the in­
ventor of the article. Flammarion, by tbe 
way, is endeavouring to interest the put- 
lic in his plans for establishing an “ Inde­
pendent Observatory,” free of help as of 
control from the Governmen’, that shall be 
open to all students anxious to study the 
Heavens, and to all visitors desirous of a 
glimpse of starry wonders ; the new Obser­
vatory to be furnished with a teleacepe 
power full enough to render visible the 
inhabitants of the moon if any exist (which, 
now that he and otner astronomers have 
ascertained that the moon has an atmos­
phere, can hardly be doubted), and also to 
show with considerable plainness the 
shores of the seas in Mars.

Collectors have now a rare chance for 
purchasing one of the finest specimens 
extant of that ancient kind of carriage, 
the Sedan-Chair. The vehicle in question 
is of the highly ornate style called rocaille, 
and was made in 1761, by the younger 
Duvernoy, of Avignon, one of the most 
distinguished carriage builders of that’ 
day, for M. de Jenas. The panels are ex­
quisitely painted, andin perfect state; one 
panel has a “ View on the banks of the 
Rhone,” another, an allegorical represent­
ation of the Saone, under the figure of a 
ny uph; a third has “Narcissus discovered 
by Echo;” a fourth, “The Triumph of 
Amphitrite.” The meta’.-work, and evtn 
ft e polee, are marvi Is of tasteful orna­
mentation. It was a tradition in the 
family of de Jenas that this admirable 
specimen of its class has often been used by 
a young officer of artillery, a friend of the 
family, for some time in garrison in the 
town ot Nimres, where the de Jenas family 
resided, and a frequent visitor at their 
house; the young officer being subse­
quently known as Napoleon Bonaparte.

XI. VICTOR HUGO
has just been offered a dinner, by his 
friends, in celebration of his 78th birthday. 
He had with him, at this dinner, which was 
given him at the Cafe Riche, his little 
grandson, and little granddaughter, 
Georges and Jeanne, ch.ldren of his last 
surviving, and iast-los', son. His health 
having been proposed in glowing terms by 
M. Scuoeieher, Deputy, Victor Hugo, much 
affected, replied in a speech of which te 
wound up by saying, “ You honour me 
more than I should be honoured, but you 
do not love me otherwise than as I should 
be ioved.” M. Schoelcher, like Victor 
Hugo and a good many Republicans, 
lives very luxuriously, and has a 
very elegant establishment. Of the 
home of the great poet, suffice it to say that 
the dining-room, with its massive furniture 
of carved oak, its monumental fire-place, 
magnificent lustre, and admirably appoint­
ed table, is worthy of the drawing-room, 
which m hang with alternate panels of 
crimson and white eatir, the latter being 
richly embroidered with wreaths of flowers. 
The ceiling is covered in like manner, and 
at the upper end of tbe large room is an 
elegant dais, under which “ the Master ” 
receives the guests whom he deigns to 
honour by receiving. Tne whole is rich, 
effective, striking, and suggestive of the 
luxurious and splendid home which the 
Roman moralist, Seneca by name, spending 
on himself an income of £80,000, eulogized 
simplicity and urged to esntented contempt 
of poverty, to frugality, and to inoderatior.

Victor Hugo has recently established 
himself in a villa in the Avenue 
d’Eylau, which is in the Passy suburb, 
not far from the residence built 
by Rossini and occupied by him 
for so many years, and, since his death, by 
his widow, who died a year or two ago. 
Madame Rossini, who was her husband’s 
sole legatee, left all her property, by will, 
to the Department cf Public Assistance of 
Paris. • After payment of all charges, 
legacies, &c., a sum of but a trifle under 
£100,000 remains, and will be applied, ac­
cording to her wishes, to the building and 
endowing of an asylum for indigent French 
and Italian musicians. It will be erected 
in the suburbs of Paris, and will accommo­
date from 100 to 120 persons.

The Manager and Secretary of the de- 
funct

NATIONAL LOTTERY

have been decorated for their services in 
the affair, services which, on the part of 
all concerned, were entirely gratis. Some 
trouble is being caused by the de­
lay of many of the winners to take 
away their prizes. This delay is 
giving so much trouble that it hes been 
decided to make the owners pay rent for 
each object, if; not taken away before 
the 15th inst. After a certain later date, 
all objects unclaimed or left on the hands 
cf the Committee, will be sold for the be­
nefit of the poor of the capital.

The “Master Tailors” of this city hold 
two Congresses each year, one in February, 
to decide the summer fashions for their 
clients; the other in September, to settle 
the fashions for the Winter. They have 
lately had their meeting, and laid down 
the law for the habiting of tbe inferior sex 
as follows :—Only black coats are to be 
worn—they will have short tails, will be 
nearly closed in front, and will be made of 
plain, shiny cloth.

Button-hole 
flowers are to be cyclameus—three or four 
cyclamens with their own leaves.
