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NATO to replace U.N.?

Ouellet: Canadians
in Bosnia not sure
By Dianne Rinehart
OTTAWA (CP) — Thereis no

guarantee that Canada will
commit troops to a NATO peace
implementation force in Bosnia
to be led by the United States,
Foreign Affairs Minister André
Ouellet said Thursday.

Ouellet said a number of
conditions must be met before
Canada would participate —
and participation does not
necessarily involve sending
troops.

Ouellet said he has made it
clear to the United States that
Canada supports its peace
initiative.

“I have indicated we are wil-
ling to participate in three
ways: by sending troops or by a
package ofhumanitarian assis-
tance or by accepting some of
the people who have been dis-
olaced by the war.

“It could be all three,it could
be two of the three,it could be
one, depending on what other
countries do.”

Ouellet stressed Canada
would only commit troops to the
proposed 60,000-strong force if
there were a peace to keep.
He said there would be a

debate in Parliament before
any Canadian troops were sent
to the former Yugoslavia,
adding “no decision has been
made.”
And he suggested any Cana-

dian participation would be
modest.
“We will see whether we will

be part of it depending on the
numberofcountries who will be
willing to participate and the
type of effort that would be
needed.”

MONTREAL (CP) — Lucien Bouchard says the prime minister of Canada should

recognize the nationhood of a people united by language. history and heartfelt emo-
tions: English Canada.
The target of Bouchard’s flowery words on Thursday was Jean Chrétien's argument

that ifthe Yes side wins the referendum, there will be no English-Canadian entity autho-
rized to negotiate with an independent Quebec.

Chrétien should show a little
more faith in the rest of Cana-
da’s ability to survive Quebec
separation, Bouchard
contended.

The shift in emphasis may be

an attempt to make a Yes vote
legitimate and incontestable in
Canada’s eyes and in the opi-
nion of the world community.
“The day after a Yes vote it’s

going to be very important that
our mandate is credible, that
we have authority and that
authority has to come from the
clarity (of the mandate),” Bou-
chard said Thursday.

The Yes side has campaigned
for an independent Quebec that
has an economic and political
association with Canada.
Prime Minister Jean Chrétien
has always said Quebecers
should be asked if they want to

 

bec. . .Who has a mandate to
speak for the so-called rest of
Canada?”

However, Bouchard is coun-
ting on such negotiations — the
cornerstoneofa strategy that's
raised Yes forces to a level
playing field with the No side in
recent polls.

“There will be someone befo-
re us at the table, whether or
not it is Mr. Chrétien I don’t

know, but somebody will be
there,” insisted the Bloc leader.
Yet Bouchard has been blun-

ter this week about the mea-
ning of a Yes vote should
English Canada refuse to nego-
tiate, arguing that Quebec
could always fall back on its
own passport, its own parlia-
ment and whatever else it
needs.

“To vote Yes means Quebec
will be relentlessly sovereign

whatever happens with par-
tnership,” he said in an inter-
view published Thursday in
Montreal La Presse.

Relentlessly isolated, was
the view of Liberal Leader
Daniel Johnson on Thursday,
arguing in Sherbrooke that
even if English Canada and
Quebec both wanted to main-
tain a monetary union it would
be “absolutely impossible.”

Meanwhile two senior UN

officials are preparing to leave
their posts in former Yugosla-
via in the wake of this month’s
decision to replace the top UN
envoy to the war-ravaged
region.

UN sources in New York said
Norwegian mediator Thorvald
Stoltenberg would be stepping
down to become his country’s
ambassador to Denmark. The
United Nations also announced
that the UN military comman-
der for Bosnia, Gen. Rupert
Smith, would be replaced by
another British general,
Michael Jackson.

Both changes are expected
by the end of the year.
They follow the announce-

ment last week that the top
envoy in former Yugoslavia,
Yasushi Akashi, would be
replaced on Nov. 1 by Kofi
Annan, a Ghanaian who heads
UN peacekeeping operations
worldwide.

Akashi, a former Japanese
ambassador to the United
Nations, was roundly criticized
for reluctance to use NATO air
power to protect UN peacekee-
pers and defend UN-
designated safe areas in
Bosnia.
Amid criticism of the UN's

performance, the organization
is expected to hand over peace-
keeping operations in Bosnia to
a 50,000 to 60,000-man NATO-
led force once the country’s
warring parties sign a peace
agreement.

Leaders of Bosnia, Croatia
and Serbia are scheduled to
begin peace talks at Wright-
Patterson Air Force Base in
Ohio on Oct. 31.

In Zagreb, Croatia, Stolten-
berg told the Norwegian news
agency NTB that he had “no
plans to resign now.”

But UN sources, speaking on
condition of anonymity, said
Stoltenberg would step down
by the end ofthe year. They said
Stoltenberg was concerned that
word of his departure might
undermine his authority
during sensitive negotiations to
defuse tensions in eastern Sla-
vonia, the last swath of Croatia
held by rebel Serbs.

Stoltenberg had been an
international mediator in the
former Yugoslavia since 1992.

Last July, he was named spe-
cial envoy of UN Secretary
General Boutros Boutros-Ghali
after the Muslim-led Bosnian
government refused to deal
with Akashi.
The Bosnian government

blamed Akashi for the Bosnian
Serb capture of Srebrenica, a
Muslim enclave which had
been a UN safe area in eastern
Bosnia.
Smith was named UN milita-

ry commander in Bosnia in
1994, replacing Lt.-Gen. Sir
Michael Rose. Jackson, 51, cur-
rently commands the British
3rd Infantry Division.
UN spokesman Joe Sills said

the change of command would
probably occur by the end ofthe
year.

Bouchard said Thursday

that Quebecers have to under-
stand that sovereignty comes
first and foremost and any asso-
ciation with the rest of Canada
may not come to pass.

“There is no guarantee that
it will happen,” he added. “The
message has always been the
same.”

Bouchard has been careful to
mention sovereignty in all his
speeches, but the potential eco-
nomic and political association
with the rest of Canada has
been what he highlighted.
Now that polls suggest he

has convinced some voters
about the viability of this asso-
ciation, he now is trying to pull
voters with him to the next
level — sovereignty with or
without association.

It is a position that’s far clo-
ser to Premier Jacques Pari-
zeau’s traditional objective of
an independent Quebec even if
it means no formal ties to
Canada.

Parizeau also made it clear
Thursday that a Yes vote has to
be a vote for independence.

“I don’t want any ambiguity
so that No one can say ‘I didn’t
know (after the fact)’, ” he said.

Quebecers are famous for
their strategic and prudent
voting.

Johnson said he respected

those who would be w*lling to
take the economic risk ofopting
for sovereignty, but soverei-
gnist leaders aren’t admitting
how great the risk really is.

Johnson also took advantage
of comments made Wednesday
by U.S. Secretary of State War-
ren Christopher. Christopher
broke with the common Ameri-
can practice ofremaining silent
on the sovereignty issue, saying
Quebec would have to renego-
tiate its place in the North
American Free Trade Agree-
ment if the province were to
separate from Canada.

Johnson said sovereignists
such as Bernard Landry are
trying to fool Quebecers by tel-
ling them not to pay attention
to Christopher's words.

“Landry and other soverei-
gnists are mocking the intelli-
gence of Quebecers,” he said.

Later at a press conference
Johnson released a report by
Groupe Secor president Marcel
Côté, which says it would be
impossible for an independent
Quebec to continue using the
Canadian dollar.

“A currency functions in one
country with one central bank,”
Côté said. According to Côté,
the Bank of Canada won’t be
willing to prop up the currency
of another country. And that
spells disaster for an indepen-
dent Quebec.

“All of our monetary institu-

tions will be put in danger by
separation,” Johnson added.

Johnson said the fiscal crisis
will begin within hours of a Yes
victory. He cited the 1982
example ofa $50 billion flight of
currency from England in a 24
hour period when the Pound
Stirling appeared to be failing.

He said governments will
have little control over the
financial disaster, saying that
it is the laws of the free market
system which will determine
the future of Quebec.

I can hear the complaints now. There

goes Legault with another self-serving edi-
torial. However, | happen to believe the
survival of community and other newspa-
pers is important and I give it more than lip
service with visits to schools to encourage
children begin reading newspapers, and
not just my own.
The subject of this self-serving editorial

1s not Canada Post, one of two main Grim
Reapers seeking and finding victims
among the community press. This time I'm
going to attack the other reaper— pulp and
paper companies which are killing off
newspapers with the skyrocketing price of
newsprint.

This week the publisher of Maclean's
magazine warned paper mills that they
risk losing their publishing customers to
electronic media ifpaper prices continue to
rise. Indeed, as the price of paper has
nearly doubled in the past year and a half,
publishers have responded by shrinking
the size of papers and cutting the number
of pages — note the Record’s new cost-
saving format and price increase.
While format changes may have affected

the amount of news readers receive each
day, the long-term effects of repeated cost
increases will lead to more serious cuts.

One of the main reasons for the increa-
sed cost ofCanadian newsprint is the huge
market to the south. Paper companies are
making much bigger profits on inflated
American dollars to the detriment of
papers in this country, where much of the
newsprint is being produced and where
pulp companies have made sizeable profits
for many years.

For small community newspapers, the
cost of newsprint and delivery, along with
labor costs, represent the main expenses.
And with limited circulation bases and
advertising revenues they will be the first
to fall to the twin Grim Reapers.
And while Maclean’s magazine and

other media giants may be able to offer
alternative electronic media products on
the internet, community newspaperslike
the Stanstead Journal, the Record and
other community papers across Quebec,
will not be creating internet link-ups to
provide limited numbers of readers with
news about their communities.

Newspapers already face the challenge
of competing with glitzy TV news in an
increasingly electonic era. But they still
have much to offer in terms of community
and detailed coverage that electronic
media simply can’t offer. Faced with shrin-
king readership and repeated attacks from
Canada Post and paper giants in black
cloaks, they may not survive.

federal Income Tax Act, cor-
porations are required to de-
duct, withhold, remit or pay
amounts for salaries and
wages, as well as certain ben-
efits and other payments out
of various plans.

If a corporation fails to de-
duct, withhold, remit or pay
these amounts, the corpora-
tion's directors who are in of-
fice at that time may be li-
able along with the corpora-
tion to pay part or all of these
amounts.

No director will be liable
unless the Department's in-

ability to recover the amounts
from the corporation has been
demonstrated by the return of
an unsatisfied execution
against the corporation, the
proving of a claim against the
corporation upon dissolution,
or the proving of a claim
against the corporation in
bankruptcy proceedings.

Directors are not liable if
proceedings are started more
than two years after they have
ceased to be directors.

gence and skill that a reason-
ably prudent individual would
have exercised, in comparable

A director may
take positive action towards
this end by establishing con-
trols to account for withhold-
ings from employees and re-
mittances and obtaining regu-
lar confirmation that with-
holdings and remittances have
in fact been made.

Suicide rate continues to soar among teens
By Elaine Carey
Toronto Star

TORONTO (CP) — The Uni-
ted Nations has called Canada
“the best place in the world to
live in terms of human
development.”

So how is it that the UN°s
child protection arm reports
that Canada’s teenage suicide
rate is alarmingly high compa-
red with other industrialized
countries, including the United
States?
From 1979 to 1994, suicides

by young people 15 to 19 dou-
bled to 13.5 per 100,000 in
Canada, ranking third behind
New Zealand and Finland,said
the UNICEF report The Pro-
gress of Nations.
The rate is twice that of Bri-

tain and Japan, five times that
of Italy.
Some question whether all

countries’ reporting methods
are as accurate as Canada’s.
Nevertheless, on closer investi-
gation the figures reveal a
major problem among Cana-
dian teenage boys.

Their suicide rate has qua-
drupled since 1960 to 20 per
100,000 — one in 5,000.
And among men 20 to 24, the

rate is 29 per 100,000, the
highest of any age group except
men over 80.
The suicide rate among abo-

riginals is the highest in the
world: 100 per 100,000 — a
total of 105 people under age 29
between 1986 and 1990.
“When I was a student, we

were taught the high-risk
group was middle-aged and old
men. Now it's any male over
the age of 15, and the elderly
are tending to subside,” said
Dr. Isaac Sakinofsky, head of
the Clarke Institute of Psychia-
try’s suicide studies program
and high-risk clinic.
Young women attempt suici-

de nine times more often than
men but, because they usually
don’t use guns, they are four
times less successful. The gap
is closing as more women use
firearms.
Meanwhile, statistics don’t

always reveal the extent of the
problem because some traffic

accidents are actually suicides.
And sometimes the stigma
leads many families to hide it.

“There are religious concer-
ns, stigma in families, insuran-
ce claims — there's a lot of
pressure on medical examiners
to cover it over,” said Gerry
Harrington, director of the Sui-
cide Information and Educa-

tion Centre in Calgary.
Some provinces will only

declare a death a suicide if
there is a note left. Others,like
Ontario, are more forthright.
Whatever the figures, exper-

ts agree that suicide among
young people is a serious and
growing problem that doesn’t
get much attention.

“l do know Canada has
nothing to be proud of in terms
of treatment,” said Dr. Diane
Sacks, a pediatrician and direc-
tor ofNorth York General Hos-
pital’s teen clinic in Metropoli-
tan Toronto.

Suicides and vehicle acci-
dents kill teens at 12 times the
rate that illness does. Yet

Sacks said many people ignore
the problem:

— Doctors may not diagnose
depression.
— Parents often ignore a

child's emotional illness, thin-
king it’s just a mood.

— And friends keep quiet
when they shouldn't.

MONTREAL — One season
late, A Clockwork Orange —

risk-taking atypical work made
available to a larger audience. I
suppose, so is Clockwork Oran-
ge, but the show offers little
magic.
Anthony Burgess’ 1u62

novel, a vicious satirical indic-
tment on restless youths and
generational alienation,
condemned a flailing gover-
nment attempt to control its
rebellious youths. At its time,
the book was praised for its
frightening surrealism and
savagingly funny parody.

But really, can a dark, broo-
ding satire form itself into two-
and-a-half hours of musical
entertainment?

Bulldog’s Clockwork is a
daring piece of work that is
appropriately staged on a chao-
tic jungle of symbolism. The
apocalyptic setting is a direct
reflection of our punk cultural
revolution today. With its
colorful, gross caricatures and
few inventive stage techniques,
such as a slide projector filled
with abstract images and sil-
houettes, the set nevertheless
remains in a frazzle.
ENERGETIC CAST
The show has all the trap-

pings of its well-reputed,
inventive director, Alexander
Hausvater (M. Butterfly, Pas-
sion Play) who guides an ener-
getic, amusing young cast of
performers.
A Clockwork Orange also

boasts an ambitious musical
score that incorporates gypsy
and circus music. It is played
by a sole pianist (musical direc-
tor Bernard Buisson) in the
foreground. Most surprising,
however, is that this musical
has a book by the late Burgess
himself. Yet for all its impressi-
ve credentials this Clockwork
would have been better off left
as a book, a movie or even, at
worst, as a non-musical play.
To a generation or two fami-

liar with either the book or
Stanley Kubrick's classic 1971
film, the stage version offers
much of the same but this time
with high-kicking, chorus-
laden songs (of rape and tortu-
re) and dance routines (sodomy
dances).
As a musical, the show’s not

tight enough. Unnecessary
numbers drag the show and
the whole evening becomes
tiresome. The weak end ofthis
package are the uninventive
crude and vulgar songs. For
the most part, they seem like
labored music trying to fit
around established lyrics. The
dances fare only slightly better
than the songs.
HAYWIRE
These elements, in fact,

deter us fromwhat is essential
ly a compelling account of a
youth-culture gone haywire. It
is only when the music halts
momentarily that the play

really sinks in and the storytel-
ling becomes conventionally
involving.
As played by a charming yet

disengagingly distant Paul
Hopkins (last seen in Beau
Geste but hard to tell with his
nihilistic buzz cut) Alex is a
rebel without cause. Looting
and harassing his innocent vic-
tims, Alex is driven to rage
and, ultimately, murder.
Taken to prison, he soon beco-
mes the subject of a gover-
nment experiment to cleanse
the mind of violent thoughts.
Needless to say, the experi-
ment is mishandled and the
government's case study in
reforming its young anarchist
soon turns into a bittersweet
healing process.

It is in fact the story that
holds this production together.
Yet as experimental theatre
(sure to close on a Broadway
stage before opening night) it is
too showy, too colorful and, yes,
too coherent for its young
crowd (they’d be better off rea-
ding the book or renting the
video). As mainstream work,
aimed at the company’s core
audience of middle aged
sophisticates, it’s just too raw,
too noisy and, mostly, too
tough. Either way, the play is
set to lose.
The actors play multiple

roles, but only Jayne Paterson
(last seen in Jeanne) does
something with her non-
existing characters. Her voice
enhances the music. She prac-
tically steals the show with her
glowing face and strong pipes.
Hausvater knows this and
maximizes here what could
have been minimal contribu-
tion. This actress-singer has
definite presence.
What is particularly telling

in this production comes at the
very end. The title numberclo-
ses the evening and proves to
be hardly as powerful as the
last speech uttered before the
music takes over.
To say that A Clockwork

— The Musical is not
the piece that Bulldog needs
right now is an understate-
ment in search ofanimmediate
solution.

Bridge is

better than fish

Fish is supposed to be good for the
brain. But maybe bridge is better, as it
keeps the mind active. And once you
reach an advanced age, you can use
Dennis Wolfberg's line: “There’s one
advantage to being 102. There’s no peer
pressure.”
However, there are peers who play

bridge. Arguably the best, Lord Harold
Lever, died last August. He played to-
day's deal in the sixth match between
the House of Commons and House of
Lords in 1980. _

If the bidding looks strange, there
was an extenuating circumstance: the
score. It was rubber bridge with North-
South 60 on and East-West 90. So,
Lever, South, responded one no-trump
to try to end the auction. However, Mrs.
(now Baroness) Oppenheim, West,
wasn't going quietly. Hence her danger-
ous two-diamond overcall.

Westled the diamond five: three,jack,
queen. A club to the 10 and jack was fol-
lowed by the diamond eight: nine, 10,
heart six. West switched to a subtle

spade five. After winning with the king,
East returned his last diamond.
Lever went up with his ace, success-

fully finessed dummy’s club queen and
cashed the club ace, getting the bad
news. He continued with the spade ace
and spade jack, overtaken with his
queen. Again, bad news, but West had
no defense. Her hand had counted out,
so Lever had an answerto any discard.
When West threw the diamond seven,

Lever exited with his last diamond.
West cashed the club king, but then had
to lead away from the heart king. Eight
tricks in and another rubber won.

LENNOXVILLE — There's

a photograph of Fraser Ber-
tram, the 1993 Canadian open
cross-country running cham-
pion, hanging on the wall outsi-
de his alma mater’s athletic
department.

If Paul Morrison even achie-
ves half of what he wants to,
someday there will be a photo-
graph of him on that Bishop's
College School wall, right next
to Bertram, his running idol.

Morrison, a Grade 10 stu-
dent at BCS, admits he doesn’t
know much about Bertram, the
1984 provincial cross-country
champion while at BCS.

“But I heard he was a hell of
a good runner and that he has
all of the records,” Morrison
says. “If I can do the the same
things MI be happy.”

Right now the 15-year-old is
focusing on the upcoming pro-
vincial scholastic cross-country
championships that will be
held in Sherbrooke Oct. 28.

“I can’t wait for the provin-
cials,” Morrison says
anxiously. “I hope to come in
the top three.”

“I'm sure there are going to
be some very good runners,so I
have to be ready for a lot of

competition,” says the native of
Gander, Newfoundland. “I
think I'd have to run
13:15-13:20, which I think I
can do if I'm pushed.”

Morrison, who's top time is
about 13:40 so far, hasn't been
pushed yet in this season’s
Eastern Townships cross-
country league. He has won all
four junior boys’ four-kilometre

_ races and is the heavy favorite
to win his age-class at Satur-
day’s regional final. That race
will be held at the Séminaire
Salésian, on the same course as
the provinicial final.
Morrison says that will give

him an advantage, but that the
provinicials are a totally diffe-
rent environment.

“It's really sort of exciting,
its the sort of race you have
butterflies everywhere,” he
says. “You don’t know what to
expect. You see all these guys
you think are going to kill you,
but you never know until you
actually run it.”
Morrison, who was the

Newfoundland bantam cham-
pion two years ago, admits he
was overwhelmed at last year’s
race in Saguenay Lac St. Jean.
He finished 31st amongst
juniors after a poor start. But

he made up for that with an
impressive sixth-place finish in
the 3000-metres at the provin-
cial scholastic track-and-field
championships in the spring,
after onlyhis first year of track
competition.

“He’s phenomonal. In my
opinion he’s going to be a natio-
nal calibre runner within a
year,” Bishop's track coach
Kim Chapdelaine says of Mor-
rison, who has begun working
out with her athletes.
