Loynos, Jan. 27—Mr Gladstone ia enjoy­

Pa&is, Jao. 27—The result of the Senatorial 
elections is a disagreeable surprise to the 
French Cabinet, whose candidates were beaten 
in several places by the advanced radicals. 
The lose of 22 seats, on the other hand, is a 
terrible blow to the monarchists ; mmv of 
their most able men lost their seats, including 
the Due De Broglie.

Bkrux, Jan 27—The man who the police 
claim witnessed the murder of Dr. Kumpff is 
a brother of the anarchist arrested at Hock en- 
heim yesterday for the crime. He stated his 
brother Julius Lieske had murdered Rnmpff. 
The murderer is a shoemaker, 27 years of age 
and a native of Posen.

Rome, Jan. 27—In the Chamber of De­
puties this afternoon, the Minister of Foreign 
Affairs stated that an Italian colonization 
expedition would shortly go to the C^ngo and 
another expedition would about the same 
time proceed to a fertile unoccupied region in 
another part of Africa. The latter place he 
did not care at present to name.

Madrid, January 27—The new treaty of 
sommerce between England and Spain is 
based on the most favored nation cl use It 
arranges for a progressive redaction in the 
duties to be levied upon Briti-h products and 
manafactures admot-d into Spanish terri 
tory, to correspond with a gradual reduction 
which England agreea to make in imports laid 
upon Spanish wines.

Montreal, Jan. 27—Moet extraordinary 

precautions were taken by the Chief of Police 
to prevent the explosion of the infernal ma­
chine discovered in the Poet Office last even­
ing. Guards watched the can all night, 
which was placed in a dark corner of the sta­
tion and covered with snow. This morning 
the snow was removed cautinasly and the 
machine waa disclosed to the view of a few 
who had the courage to remain in its vicinity, 
when to the horror of the police, who thonght 
they had discovered a link that perhaps would 
lead to the unearthing of some terrible plot, 
the cover of a water closet was all they had 
to reward them for a night of vigilance.

The weather is very cold, the thermometer 
registering 11 below zero. The streets, rot- 
withstanding. are crowded with sightseers. 
Every train that arrives adds its hundreds of 
visitors bound to see the Carnival. The 
hotels are all full, and, it ia said, with a class 
even superior to that of last year. This morn­
ing a promenade concert was held in the 
Victoria Rink, which was largely attended.

THE ITALIAN COLONIZATION 
SCHEMES.

Projected Annexation of Tripoli 
Abandoned.

Absconded to Canada—Fire in a Hospital.
_The Crue Murder Case—Another

Arctic Expedition Proposed—
A Brave Girl, etc.

GREAT BRITAIN.
London, Jan. 27—Advices from English 

residents give different accounts of the ac­
tions of the Gormans during the recent trou­
bles in Cameroons territory from those here­
tofore made public. The trouble originated 
between a German trader and natives, who 
fina ly disembowelled the German and cut 
..ff his head. When the German men-of-war 
inaugurated the bombardment as a punish­
ment upon the natives, no attention was paid 
to the rights of foreign re idents at the mis­
sion. Several houses belonging to and occu­
pied by English traders and missionaries 
were demolished and one British subject was 
severely wounded. When the Germans 
lauded they searched indiscriminately all 
premises for refugees and arms. The re si­
lence of the British Vice-Consul was ruth­
lessly invaded despite his protest. In many 
cases English merchants and missionaries 
were compelled to submit to a search of their 
premises at the point if the pistol.

There is a well-defined report that the 
authorities are to-day considering the ques­
tion of treason or libel in the following sen­
tences of Parneil’e speech delivered yesterday 
at Miiltown : "Yon assembled here are re­
lics of a noble race not quite driven into the 
Atlantic ; you are the descendants of men 
whom Cromwell tried ‘to send to hell or 
Connaught’ and only succeeded in sending 
them as - far as Connaught. During many 
centuries you beffl d and defeated the 
artempts of the English enemy to drive you 
from the soil of sacred Ireland, which I be­
lieve is for you and all men. This \\ est of 
our country shows such an example to the 
Irish race as will enable ns to stand shoulder 
to (boulder and march from the West to the 
Eiac and recover inch by inch, slowly but 
surely, every rood of laud which has been 
robbed from us.” A Government stenographer 
is reliably said to be quietly following Par­
nell.

Herbert Gladstone, addressing a meeting 
at Leeds, to-night, said tbe fact could not be 
denied that England was on the eve of a great 
crisis. He had no misgivings in regard to the 
franchise, the future fate of which would 
have a great effect upon the composition of 
political parties. He anticipated a renewal 
of the Crimes Act in Ireland, and was of 
opinion the adoption of many of its provi­
sions would strengthen the laws governing 
England.

* GERMANT-.
Berlin, January 27.—The North German 

GuzeWe routes the starement that the West 
Arnctn C inference has recognized England’s 
claims to the Niger Delta.

ITALY.
Rome, Jan. 27—In the Chamber of Depu­

ties, to-day. Moncini stated that the Govern­
ment favored colonization within certain 
limits provided the occupation was justified 
by economy and political interests of the 
country. Italy, he said, would not fulfil her 
mission if sne remained an idle spectator 
while other Powers were busily engaged in 
colonial proj-cts. The Italian delegates to the 
Congo Conference had been fully instructed as 
to wtiat part they were tp take in the debates 
in regard to future annexations.

It is understood the Italian Government 
has definitely abandoned the intention of an 
attempt to annex Tripoli as a result of an 
argent message from England, representing 
tha( aD Attack on Tripoli and warfare with 
Turkey, which would doubtless follow, would 
be very impolitic at present.

ANOTHER DESPATCH FROM 
WOLSELEY.

NO TIDINGS YET OF 
FORCE.

STEWARTS

London, Jan. 27—General Wolseley tele­
graphs this afternoon frum Korti that he ex­
pects to receive news from Stewart to-night 
or td-morrow. A large convoy was sent by 
Wolseley yesterday from Korti to Gakdul 
wells, and it is to proceed in the direction 
taken by Stewart with all possible speed. 
The expedition, which started Saturday from 
Haradan, under Gen. Earle, is making favor­
able progress and has not yet been disturbed.

Kir Stafford Northcote, in a speech at 
Exeter yesterday, said Eugland waa breath­
lessly awaiting Skwa from the Soudan. The 
silence and mystery of the Government, he 
said, must be no longer tolerated. We mast 
not allow our soldiers to be shat up and 
isolated.

COMBINED FRENCH FORWARD 
MOVEMENT IMMINENT.

THE FRENCH DEPUTIES PASS THE 
WAR BUDGET.

Paris, January 27.—General Delisle has 
notified the Government that all preparations 
for concerted action among the different 
bodies of French troops in Tonquin have been 
completed. An order for a general movement 
toward the occnpation of the entire country 
ia believed to be imminent.

Hong Kong, January 27.—The officials 
have declined to allow the French man-of-war 
"Triomphant” to refit here.

Paris, Jan. 27—The Chamber of Deputies 
to-day voted the war budget.

Tbe Temps states that on ths arrival of re­
inforcements sent to Tonquin tbe naval force 
in that country, including the Annamite 
sharp-shooters, will equal 40,000 men.

Rev. Charles Hamilton Elected 
Bishop of Niagara.

Hamilton, Jan. 27—The Synod of Niagara 
met to-day at Christ Church Cathedral 
School-house, to elect a Bishop for the Epis­
copal diocese of Hamilton. Up to the time 
of adjournment for tea, four ballots had been 
taken, with Mr. Hamilton leading and Dean 
Carmichael next.

The candidates voted for at the Synod of 
the diocete of Niagara here to-day, for Bishop 
of Niagara, were Dean Carmichael of Mont­
real, Rev. Charles Hamilton of Quebec,Bishop 
Sullivan of Algoma, Rev. Dr. Mackridge of 
Hamilton, Rev. E. P. Crawford, Principal 
Lobley, Rev. Archdeacon Dixon of Guelph, 
and Canon Dumoulin of Toronto. Eight bal­
lots were taken ; necessary to a choice, 28 
Clerical and 25 Lay votes. The Rev. Charles 
Hamilton was elected, securing 41 Clerical 
and 25 Lay votes, Dean Carmichael coming 
next with 12 Clergy and 19 Laity.

MYSTERIOUS BURNING TO DEATH OF 

A WOMAN-FLIGHT OF HER 
HUSBAND.

known man and woman who gave her name 
sa Mary Fisher, both said to be Germans, 
took possession of a vacant house, near the 
scene of an Italian murder, at Slate Valley, 
Lehigh Township, Northampton County, 
and lived together as man and wife. They 
occupied one room of tne building and bad it 
poorly furnished. On Tuesday last the 
couple left their home and walked to Moore 
Township to purchase goods. While passing 
the residence of Thcmaa Anthony they ap­
peared to be quarrelling. Anthony and one 
of his sons watched the oouple as they walk­
ed along the roai. and in a few minutes saw 
the man hasten his steps and disappear, leav­
ing the woman behind him. Her companion 
proceeded but a short distance after the se­
paration when her clothing became wrapped 
in fiimes and waa soon burned from her body, 
nothing being left but the shoes on her feet.

By this time the woman was a long dis­
tance from Anthony’s residence. Her cries 
for help attracted the attention of other 
farmers in the neighborhood, who ran to her 
assistance. They found her almost burned to 
a crisp. Geo. Shiffiir mounted a horse and 
started in pursuit of her alleged husband. As 
Shiffer approached him he make a queer re­
mark, the nature of which has not been learn­
ed. Tbe man then passed on and Shiffer re­
turned. The woman was wrapped in blan­
kets, conveyed to her home and a physician 
called. Death ended her sufferings at about 
midnigh*, and yesterday afternoon her char­
red remains were buried in the cemetery at 
the county almshouie. Slate Valley is about 
twenty-three miles from Easton and several 
miles from the nearest post-office or telegraph 
station, so that additional particulars are not 
easily obtained. It is not known here how 
the woman's clothes caught fire, whether she 
made a statement before her death or what 
became of the man.

SPECIAu FEOS MONTREAL.
Montreal, Jan. 27—The Canadian 

Pacific Company’s announcement that the 
semi-annual dividend of two p. o. would 
be paid on their stock, in addition to three 
p. c. guaranteed by Government, caused 
little comment on the street to-day. The 
dividend, which is payable on the 18th of 
February, amounts to $650,000.

The Court of Appeals rendered judg­
ment this morning in the important case 
of Pillow and Hersey, appellants ; and the 
Recorder’s Court, respondent ; the city of 
Montreal, mis en saute, and the Attorney- 
General. intervenant. This is a case of 
considerable importance, its decision in­
volving the consideration of the distribu­
tion of legislative powers to the Dominion 
Parliament and Provincial Legislature. 
The action, it will be remembered, arose 
out of the passage by the city of by-law 
No. 130, “To abate nuisances by smoke,” 
which became law in 1882. The appel­
lants were prosecuted for contravention of 
this by-law, and being brought before the 
Recorder were condemned and fined for 
the offence. The appellants appealed 
from this decision to the Superior Court, 
but the Recorder’s judgment was confirm­
ed by Judge Doherty, and consequently 
they brought the matter to appeaL They 
denied the jurisdiction of the Recorder on 
the ground that the matters charged 
against them constituted a misdemeanor 
and they were entitled to a trial before 
the Court of Queen’s Bench ; that the 
Legislature of Quebec had no power to 
vest the Recorder’s Court with power to 
try summarily, and asked that the by-law 
be consequently declared illegal. The 
Court of Appeals this morning unanimous­
ly confirmed the decision of the Superior 
Court, holding that the by-law in question 
was not a matter of criminal law only 
within the jurisdiction of the Dominion 
Parliament, but municipal legislation and 
perfectly within tne competence of the city 
of Montreal to pass.

The second day of Carnival has proved 
even brighter and more inspiring than the 
first. The mercury has fallen consider 
ably, while the sky is clearer than that of 
yesterday and the sharp air makes people 
fiurry along briskly to keep warm. Some 
of the visitors from across the line appear 
to be feeling the frosty air greatly and re­
cent arrivals speak of the change from an 
over-heated sleeping-car to the sharp wind 
that cuts along the streets. The hall of 
the Windsor was crowded and the staff 
kept busy in every direction. An occa­
sional snow-shoer in his blanket costume 
was the observed of all, and appeared 
pleased with the notice he attracted. A 
curious result of climate was no 
ticeable in one individual, 
after walking rather unsteadily to the 
counter for a match with which to light his 
cigar, filled his vest pocket with a bundle 
of tooth-picks, and went complacently 
away. The Ice Palace showed to perfec­
tion, the final touches having been put to 
the building and the poles and scaffolding 
taken away. An improvement has been 
made by cutting down part of the support­
ing towers, thus apparently increasing the 
height of the central one. The Coudora is 
also rearing its glittering height in steadily 
increasing proportions and will soon be 
completed. The Ice Loon was inspected by 
a large number of people, but does not 
show off to the same advantage as under 
the electric light. The toboggan hills are 
again in full swing and are receiving a 
largo share of the patronage of visitors.

The Carnival at the Victoria Rink to­
night is a brilliant affair. The office on St. 
Francois-Xavier street has been besieged 
all day by people anxious to secure tickets, 
either for skating or to watch the perform­
ance of others, but the directors have wise­
ly determined to make the afiair a pleasant 
one by preventing over-crowding and will 
only issue a limited number of tickets. 
The Governor-General and Lady Lans- 
downe arrived about a quarter-past eight. 
Their arrival was announced by Captain 
Clapham by bugle call. The skaters form­
ed into a double line, through which His 
Excellency passed to the dais. The un­
veiling of the group of statuary then took 
place and were illuminated bv means of 
electric lights placed in the root and in the 
directors' gallery. These lights were equal 
to 12,Q00 candles in power and passed 
through colored glasses, so as to change the 
color of the stutuary ; this is quite a no­
velty, as it has never been seen in Canada 
before.

The torch light procession from the Is­
land took place between eiaht and nine 
o’clock and waa witnessed by thousands.

George Washington.

BILL NYE’3 OPINION OF A PRESI­
DENTIAL ANOMALY.

Says Bill Nye : Now that workingmen are 
clearing away the scaffolding from the tallest 
monument in the world, we are led to inquire, 
Who was George Washington ? He was the 
father of his country for one thing. He gave 
this country a start that it has never fujly 
recovered from. He was also first in peace, 
first in war and first in tbe hearts of bis coun­
trymen. He did not take position on account 
of the salary. At the time the pay was not 
large, yet George attended to the work well. 
He would get up before daylight and work 
till lats into tbe night. He very seldom 
took a holiday, and used to work right on 
throngh the 22nd of February as he did other 
days. George Washington waa different from 
some of our modern statesmen in many 
respects. He scorned to enter a convention 
and grapple with the delegates all day. He 
did not seek to be President so hard as some 
have since done. He simply placed himself 
in the hands of his friends and let nature take 
her coarse.

The more I study tbe character of George 
Washington, the more I regret his untimely 
death. We need him almost every day. If 
he could see bow badly his orphan country 
needs him sometimes, it seems as though he 
would almost open the door of Mt. Vernon 
smoke house and come forth.

George Washington attracted a great deal of 
notice, even in his time, by telling the truth. 
Think what a curiosity he would be now. 
And yet truth ia within the reach of all. We 
may accustom ourselves to almost anything if 
we begin gradually and work our way up to it. 
George Washington to-day would no doubt 
be regarded as a freak of nature, and yet he 
told the truth without effort and without his 
notes. He need to entertain his friends 
through tbe long winter evenings by allowing 
them to tie his hands and feet and then blind­
fold him, and on top of all this he would tell 
the truth for hours at a time. He was what 
we call in science an anomaly. But he had 
to give up at last, and finally he yielded to the 
unequal strain and death ensued. People 
who contemplate a political career with more 
or less truth in it should see that they have 
strong constitutions to begin with.

THE OPENING OF PARLIAMENT. 
The third session of the fifth Parliament 

of the Dominion of Canada will meet 
at the Capital to-morrow for the dis­
patch of business. The session will be 
opened by Hia Excellency the Govetnor- 
General in person, and the scene in the 
Senate Chamber will be unquestionably 
« brilliantone. Most of the members from 
the city and district of Quebec leave for 
Ottawa to-day. Few Parliamentary repre- 
aentativea of this Province will be absent 
from the Capital to-morrow. In addition 
to the opening of Parliament, there is to 
be another imposing ceremony at Ottawa. 
The national statue of the late lamented 
Sir Geo. E. Cartier, e.-ected in front of the 
Parliament House, is to be unveiled to- 
xaorroff by the old leader, colleague and 
iife, long friend of the dead statesman, 
tha Right Hon. Sir John A

SHALL CLERGYMEN BE POLI­
TICIANS 7

Hknby Ward Beechkr and Dr. 
Burcuard voiced certain sentiments of 
political partyism during the last Presi­
dential campaign in the United States. 
Their stump was located in New York 
State, but in other parts of the Union, 
though in a less prominent way, other 
Protestant clergymen entered the arena of 
politics, and espoused the side of their 
especial candidate. The spectacle was 
not delightful, and it did not have a good 
moral effect on tho community. 
Burchard’s memorable and alliterative 
phrase, “Rum, Romanism and Rebellion’’ 
killed Blaine’s election prospects in more 
States than one, for Clivbland’s friends 
were not slow in taking up the aphorism, 
ami making tha mdR ' of it in 
quarters where capital could bo made. 
Beecher’s stand in the campaign was very 
marked. In politics, he has always been a 
Republican, but Blaine was not to his 
liking, for i4uny reasons, and early in the 
day he struck his flag, and joined Geonot 
William Curtis, cf Harper's Weekly, in 
espousing the cause of the Democratic can. 
didate. They formed part of the Indepen­
dent | arty, though their quondam friends, 
the old Republicans, styled them “ Mug­
wumps.” This party really elected Cleve­
land to the Presidency, and Plymouth 
Church, which is largely composed of Re­
publicans, determined to teach Beecher a 
severe lesson. They are mostly rich men» 
and tho pastor’s salary is always 
considerably augmented by commis­
sions realized from the sales of the 
pews. It was determined to strike a blow 
at the great Divine’s pocket. Beecher, 
early apprised of this, took the opportunity 
of addressing his congregation shortly 
before the annual sale of pews began. He 
admitted having said some things during 
the excitement "f the election campaign 
which should be: ter have remained unsaid, 
but he worked h:s hearers to clearly under 
stand that as a man he had a right to his 
opinions on mniters affecting the politics 
of his country. Moreover, he declared 
that whether i»-? remained their pastor or 
not was a quest ion which must be solved by 
themselves. Hi- had lived on $1,500 a year 
before, and it could be done «gain, if 
necessary. His speech had tho desired 
effect. The congregation could not bear 
to part with their cld pastor of thirty 
years standing, and though some notable 
names were not present when the sale be 
gan, and one man high in die church gave 
a monster reception on purpose to draw 
off bidders, Beeoher had the satisfaction 
of seeing the pews go off at almost the 
same prices. The loss was only some six 
thousand dollars,—a mere trifle in Ply 
mouth Church. Tho “old man eloquent” 
was “vindicated.”

In tho current number of the North 
American Revxeio there is an article entitl­
ed “Shall Clergymen be Politicians»1 
It is by two authors, viz 
Rev. Dr. H. J. Van Dyke, Jnr., and 
Henry Ward Beecher, but it falls far 
short of being satisfying. One would ex­
pect, after all the talk and discussion 
which Beecher's conduct has occasioned, 
that the eminent preacher would, have 
come out pretty strongly on the question. 
He deals in platitudes, however, and 
makes only the points that any man might 
make. The reader expected much more 
than is given him. He reasonably expect- 
e 1 argument, instead he is supplied with a 
sermon, vague and full of generalities, 
some of which aro not even glittering. 
Even of the two papers, the one 
by Dr. Van Dyke is much the
better, but Beecher’s will attract 
the most attention, simply because 
the fame of the writer is greater. The 
sum and substance of Beecher’s pre­
mises may be found in the concluding 
I»assages of hia paper. He says :—“It is 
objected, that a practical union of Church 
and State is likely to result from meddling 
ministers. No more than from meddling 
lawyers, meddling doctors, meddling 
school-masters. On the other hand, the 
very way to induce the evils feared is by 
erecting into a privileged class men who 
assume to be too holy to meddle with 
affairs that belong to common citizens. It 
may be said that the minister has an un­
fair advantage ; that his audience cannot 
reply ; that De can exert a partisan in 
tiuence which will oliend, divide, and 
break up a church. All this is quite 
true ; but it could only happen to one 
without skill, prudence, or tact. It is an 
argument against tho misperformance of 
duty, and not against the imperative duty 
If a clergyman waits till sides are 
taken, till men’s passions aro aroused, and 
then assails or defends, he will show an 
utter want of common sense. He must 
instruct his people in the duty of citizens, 
as part of his yearly task ; he must educate 
them to a conscience in all political action > 
he must exalt the duties of patriotism 
must make distinction between good men 
and bad, long before hot and turbulent 
times arise. As a general tiling, instruc­
tion from the pulpit upon political duty 
should not bo given on the eve of an elec­
tion. When the linos are drawn, and the 
air is lurid and torrid, the pulpit should be 
silent, and the clergyman should exert his 
influence through some other channel.
In tranquil times, between great political 
campaigns, if ministers would give to their 
people such discussions as abound in Dr. 
Francis Libber's text-books, there would 
be neither complaint nor disturbance.”
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mg against s< ci«ty are very much greater 
now man then, and the danger corres­
pondingly increased, ns long as tho motives 
exist to apply thorn, wo are glad to know 
that the oilice of the dynamiter or other 
assassin is no longer respectable. No cause 
can become so desperate that the men 
upon whom it depends for real leadership 
will justify or share in the methods of tho 
wholesale murderer. The men who are the 
most ready to fight English tyranny and 
opposeEngliahcxactionsto thedeath are the 
men who feel and express the utmost horror 
at the fiendish work,which,when successful, 
counts a hundred victims among tho in­
nocent to one among the guilty. When 
men have lost their humanity, when they 
become mere hyenas in human shape, 
working in tho mold of society, hungry 
only for destruction and using the name-of 
a popular cause as an excuse for the revel 
of their awful lusts, they become enemies 
of God, man, truth, liberty and every 
attribute of virtue and nobility. The 
Russian title is tho best one that can be 
applied to them, because it is the most 
logical. Nihilism is the only logical con­
sequence of their assumption of the right 
to plot and act in the manner that has 
thus far characterized their operations. If 
they are patriots, then is society a sham, 
truth a lie, and humanity a wretched, in­
glorious failure. The earth, and all that 
on it dwell have no right to exist under 
those conditions. But as the great ma­
jority is not yet willing to concede all 
these premises, its combined industry, 
ingenuity and courage should be enlisted 
in discovering and punishing its demonia­
cal and cowardly enemies—the enemies of 
everything good, and the direct agents of 
the great adversary of men. When the 
devil sets his emissaries to work in the 
shape of men it ought to be comparatively 
easy to find them out.”

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.
(From Journal of Commerce. )

The information, which up to the pre­
sent time has been communicated to tho 
Canadian people, as to the practical work­
ing of what is termed Imperial Federation, 
is very meagre, and yet those who commit 
themselves so fur as to become members of 
the League, assume a considerable respon­
sibility. The avowed object of the 
League, as declared by its constitution, is 
“to combine on an equitable basis the re­
sources of the Empire for the maintenance 
of common interests, and adequately pro 
vide for an organized defence of common 
rights. ” It is hoped by the League that 
“the permanent unity of the Empire” will 
bo secured by a federation on this basis. 
We dbntess that, in our opinion, the propo­
sal fur “an organized defence of common 
rights” is too vague altogether to induce 
the Colonists to commit themselves to the 
principle. It is tolerably evident that 
there are influential parties in Great 
Britain who are of opinion that a new 
departure has become absolutely necessary, 
and that Sir John Macdonald has become 
convinced, judging from his remarks on 
more than one occasion, that it is only 
reasonable that the Colonies should render 
substantial aid to the United Kingdom, in 
tiie event of its being engaged in hostili­
ties with foreign powers. Sir John Mac­
donald guarded himself by drawing a dis­
tinction between what he termed aggres­
sive and other wars, a distinction that it 
would be hardly possible to establish.

Our immediate object iu referring just 
at present to the question of federation, 
has been to point out that the gentleman 
who is specially representing Canada on 
the London Committee is Mr. Dobell of 
Quebec, who is known to entertain views 
as to our trade relations with Great 
Britain, and other countries, that in our 
judgment are wholly impracticable. Those 
views were propounded to the late meet­
ing of the British Association by Mr. 
Stephen Bourne, and are substantially 
commercial alliance between Groat Britain 
and her Colonies on the basis of free trade, 
while the principle of non intercourse, 
either absolutely or by means of discrimi­
nating duties, is to be enforced against all 
other nations. Now nur conviction is that 
it is the height of absurdity to imagine 
that any British Parliament will hereafter 
impose duties on the food of the people, 
even in the improbable contingency that 
the present policy of free trade should be 
modified in regard to manufactures.

Mr. Bourne made no secret of his opi­
nion that Canada would be expected to 
contribute to the Imperial expenditure, 
and suggested the most practicable mode 
of raising the necessary revenue. We 
have expressed our conviction that the 
Imperial Parliament would not consent to 
impose a duty on articles of food, but 
we must go further, and acknowledge that 
it would be a mistaken policy on the part 
of Canada to give its adhesion to any 
scheme that would involve its discrimina, 
ting against the United States. Such a 
policy would most unquestionably lead to 
retaliation and to an interruption of those 
friendly feedings which have long subsisted 
between Canada and the United States. 
We have had before us the report of the 
Conference hold in London on 29th July 
last, on Imperial Federation, also the 
report of the adjourned Conference and 
first meeting of the League, and “informa 
tion for the use of the branches,” but 
we are as yet completely in the dark 
as to the mode of giving effect to the 
suggestions. There has been a more 
recent announcement that Ear! Grey, now 
a veteran statesman, and ex-colonial Min­
ister, and the Marquis of Lome have 
agreed in recommending that the repre­
sentatives of the various Colonies should 
be attached to the Colonial Department as 
a Council. The plan appears to be quite 
unobjectionable, but it would not of course 
meet the views of those who desire a 
change in our commercial policy or of 
those who desire a contribution from the 
Colonies to the expenditure of the Empire. 
We notice further that the High Commis­
sioner, Sir Charles Tuppcr, considers the 
proposed scheme “chimerical” and- likely 

to load the Home Government with petty 
jealousies.” The Agent General for Vic­
toria also lojks on the scheme as “imprac­
ticable.” it is not easy to know what is 
wanted. As to trado regulations perfect 
independence, as well of the United King 
dom as of the Colonies, is the practicable 
scheme, as to “defence of common rights” 
it would be infinitely better either for the 
Imperial Government to propound some 
scheme for the consideration of the Dom 
inion Government, or to deal with each 
case as it arises. Tho complications of the 
European system are so formidable that it 
may be at once assumed that it would be 
impracticable for Canada to mix herself up 
with them.

English Retaliation—“No Irish 
Employed.”

AN INTER VIE IF WITH PARNELL

Demonstrations Against the Irish 
in Loudon.

AN A STI-D YNA MI TE MO VEMENT 
IN THE UNITED STATES.

The Cirand Aruiv of the Republic 
to Back Phelan.

London, Jan. 27—The Timet continues its 
onslaught on Parnell with a stinging article 
deolanog Parueli’e oileucc regarding the dy­
namite outrages, calls to mind hie attempt to 
ignore Forster’s indictment of the Parnellitea 
as moral accomplices of the Phoenix Park as­
sassins. The Timet assures the Irish agitators 
that their present policy of murder and silence 
will not pay. They will never succeed in co­
ercing the House ot C ommons into accepting 
naked revolution by means of spoliation.

Tne Daily New thinks it is almost an in­
sult to Englishmen to keep their heads in the 
face of such outrages as those of Saturday ; 
but it fears the worst has not yet come. It 
predicts :—“The next effort of the cowards 
w'ill be an attack on some Infant School.’* 

Pauls, Jan. 27—The Oil Blot newspaper 
declares positively that the authors of the 
London explosions are the same men who 
made the dyuaonte attack on London Bridge 
and at Gower street railway station. The 
chief organizers of the plots have been for a 
long time and are u6w cm^byed in an Eng­
lish printing oOTio in Paris and uatil a reoeut 
Jato lodged in the Sc. Denis quarter, where 
they manufactured infernal machines.

Liverpool, Jan. 27—Solicitor Quilliam has 
oo-jq engaged to defend Cunningham, the 
alleged dynamiter. Ample funds have been 
placed at his disposal.

London, Jan. 27—It is expected tempor­
ary repairs will be made in Westminster 
Hail in tnreo weeks, but the task will be a 
turmidabla one.

Oue woman injured by the explosion at the 
Tower was rendered deaf and now lies in a 
dangerous condition. A female companion 
states that they were thrown on their backs 
and covered with armor.

The morning papers published hundreds of 
letier* regarding > he explosions from people 
>n ah parts of the Kingdom. Most of them 
urge retaliation against all Iris'hmen. Several 
Irish workmen write to complain that they 
were discharged from employment on Mon­
day morning for no other reason than that 
they were Irishmen, and that in many large 
mills, foundenes, Ac., placards are displayed 
reading, “Noliish employed.”

In an interview yesterday, Parnell said to 
try to connect the Irish Parliamentary party 
with Saturday’s outrages was a wanton in- 
ault to each member thereof. He repudiated 
tne idea that it was necessary for him to dis­
avow responsibility for dynamite outrages ; 
to do so would be to admit the justice of the 
suspicion.

Tne police force in all the Loudon prisons 
have been doubled.

lu some respects the panic produced by 
Saturday’s events has increased. Fears were 
entertained yesterday that the dynamiters 
meditated an attack upon the national 
arsenals ami naval stations, and they were 
placed under special watch. At Goatham 
dockyard the police were kept afloat the 
entire night. To day’s instructions were to 
stop all ingress at the Tower, House of Com­
mons and Westminster Hall. Even members 
and peers were refused admission. Tne 
entrance to the Palace yard has keen closed 
and all public doors of the Parliament Build- 
iuga have been locked and barred and a bar­
ricade is thrown across the hall at the top 
of the staircase. The iojured are all reported 
to he improving.

The work of removing the debrii in the 
White Tower was completed this p.m. The 
hoie made in the floor where the dynamite 
exploded is ten feet long and five feet wide. 
Too masonry of the building is practically 
uninjured, but much of the solid oak work is 
torn or split.

Tne wreckage in the House of Commons has 
been almost entirely removed. It has been 
found necessary to pull down the whole 
somh-west portion of the gallery.

Tnreals have beea made to blow up the 
General Post Office. The Government hat 
ordered special precautions to be taken. The 
police are certain Cunningham took an active 
part in causing the explosions at the Tower.

It is estimated three thousand pounds will 
cover the damage at the Tower, including the 
replacing of the rifles. While clearing away 
the debrit at the Tower to-day, the workmen 
found an ambrella and dress belonging to one 
of the injured visitors. Two extra companies 
of troops and several detectives have been 
placed on guard at Buckingham Palace. The 
famous replica of the Prinoc of Wales’ wed­
ding cake and the artistic arrangement of 
swords, bayonets, pistols, etc., fixed with 
screws to the ceiling of the Cluneal Chamber 
and weighing three quarters of a ton, were not 
injured.

Dublin, January 27.—A London corres­
pondent telegraphs that five thousand Irish­
men are out of employmeut iu the East End 
of London and démonstrations against the 
Irish have commenced 

London, January 27.—The general impres­
sion here is that the explosions have more 
seriously agitated America and Europe than 
England, and more especially than London, 
where the people are now familiarized with 
tnem and treat them with contempt. In 
Fleet street discussion rooms, where current 
topics are nightly alluded to, the explosions 
are scarcely mentioned, but the vigorons 
action of the United States in regard to the 
dynamiters is warmly applauded. The recent 
discovery of dynamite among books stolen by 
Funds at Chicago, is mentioned as showing 
that the United States are equally concerned 
with England in quelling the outrages.

Habkisbueo, Jau. 27—An anti-dynamite 
reaclntion waa introduced ia the Aasembly 
yesterday. It caused considerable commo­
tion and was Anally referred.

New Yoke, Jan. 27—An infernal machine 
was found to-day in .the hallway on the se­
cond floor of the building 27 State street. 
Jibe British Consul General's office is on the 
same floor. The fuse waa burning, but it 
was extinguished by Eugene Spafford, of the 
firmof Spafford Bros.,who found the machine.
It is said the machine contained dynamite.

Later developments proved the affair to be 
a hoax, evidently perpetrated for the purpose 
of causing a sensation.

There is a movement on foot among the 
business men of this city to organize a com­
mittee to drive away the dynamite gangs. 
The committee does not propose to take tne 
law into its own hands, but will collect evi­
dence against parties and assist tbs authori­
ties in punishing them. Many prominent 
men in Wall street and elsewhere have been 
approached on the subjet and are anxious to 
join the association.

The Grand Army of the Republic will 
support Capt. Phelan in his prosecution of 
tne gang which attempted to murder him. 
Members of the Grand Army say there are 
60.000 men in New York and Brooklyn who 
will ace Pnelan gets fair play.

The Herald’» Paris correspondent says he 
has received information that the dynamite 
plot w^.s concocted at a Paris restaurant one 
night last week. Next morning a woman 
left with dynamite t»ad reached England na- 
molested. Tne woman is nut believed to 
have actually been concerned in the explo­
sion. Supeuntendenc Williamson had warn­
ing of the coining attempt but disregarded it.

Habtiobs, Conn., Jan. 27—Toe House to­
day auopted a resolution expressing abhor­
rence ot the dynamite outrages in Great 
Britain.

Jefferson City, Mp.. Jan. 27—A résolu- 
tiou was introduced iu the House to-day, 
condemning the dynamite outrages in Lon­
don.

Washington, Jan. 27—The House Com­
mittee on Foreign Affairs has postponed the 
consideration of the resolution regarding the 
London explosions until Friday. While no 
vote was taken showing the feeling of mem­
bers toward the resolution, there was an ex- 
p- ession of opinion that there was no occasion 
to begin an investigation. Members say the 
the resolution as referred will not be report- 
• 1 back to tne House. One of a different 
character, however, may be reported.

Union Evangelistic Meetings.—The 
meeting held in the Y. M. C. A. Rooms on 
Monday evening last was again well attended. 

E. J. Stobo conducted the meet­
ing, delivering an eloquent address on the 
necessity of consecratfou, taking for his text 
Luke 21, 22-24. The next meeting will be 
held on Friday evening next, to be conducted 
by Revd. G. D. Mathews, D.D. All are 
welcome at these meetings.

The controversy as to keeping live plants 
in a room at night continues to be carried on 
with vigor and acrimony, although most 
people have probably supposed that it was 
long siace set at rest. At a medical con­
ference recently held iu France it was demon 
strated to the satisfaction of all the savants 
there present that plants, as long as they are 
plants only, may safely, and even with ad­
vantage, be admitted to the elysium from 
which they have so often been exiled. These 
pretty ornaments, as a learned writer now 
declares, "far from being hurtful, are benefi­
cial, inasmuch as they exhale a certain 
amount of ozone and vapor, whioh maintain a 
healthy dampness in the air, and, besides 
that, are destructive of the microbes which 
piomote consumptive tendencies in human 
beimrs. It is only flowers, and not the plants 
which bear thêm, that do the damage. Ferns 
are ionocuons ; roses and sunflowers are per­
nicious, at least while they are in bloom.”

The “Art Amateur” for Februaiy con­
tains the usual profusion of designs for art 
work, including decorations for a dessert- 
plate (asters), a double tile (wisteria), panels 
in carved walnut and repousse brass, and 
embroidery designs for a blotter, a picture 
mount anil six doilies (signs of the zodiao 
hnmorously treated.) The notable feature of 
the number is a striking double-page drawing 
by Geo. Wharton Edwards, representiog two 
boatmen “putting off’ in a stormy sea. Six 
clever sketches by this rising young artist, 
and three by Jan Chelminski, a Polish horse 
painter of much talent, are also given. There 
are articles of special interest on the lighting 
and decoration of picture galleries, on model­
ling in clay and wax, on recent Doulton 
ware, on "Some Possible Exhibitions,” and 
on Bostien-Lepage, the famous French 
painter recently deceased. The supply of 
hints and directions for art workers is gener­
ously maintained, and “My Note Book” and 
the dramatic feuilleton arc especially enter­
taining. Price 35 cents. Montague Marks, 
Publisher, 23 Union Square, New York.

One of the most attractive articles in the 
handsome Magazine of American History is 
R-iV. Dr. Vermtlye’s sketch of the ‘Early 
New York Post Office,’ accompanied with 
several admirable illustrations. The portrait 
of Ebenezer Hazard, Postmaster, and Post­
master-General, never before published, will 
be greatly prized by picture collectors.

SOLDIER, AUTHOR, ATHLETE AND 
TRAVELLER.

A Han Wiio Bid Sot Believe in 
Degeneracy of the Lug- 

libh Race.

In the comparatively few years of his life 
—for he was i a ei> 43 years of age—Colonel 
Fred Bu.-U»by managed to crowd a mais of 
incidents, of adventures in war and peace, of 
“moving accidents by flood and field,” and 
of travel, such as few men can hopj to equal. 
Traveller. Iiterateur, «o:dier, politician — 
there w is no avenue to the summit of a cul­
tured Euulishman’s ambition which he had 
not 'raversed, and in which he was not sue- 
c ssful. Why the sons of country clergymen 
■ tould be especially distinguished in the array 
• id navy is hard to understand, but ftom 
Nelson to Burcaby the sons of the clergy, 
going out into tne world from the shades of 
some qmet rectory, seek the most active 
careers and win success therein. S > Fred 
Burnaby started, after his education at Har­
row and Germany. A cooinussion obtained 
for him in the 11.>rseGuards (Blues), in 1S-59, 
when 17 years old, might have suggested a 
playing at soldier in tne ornamental House­
hold Cavalry r-gime.:t. But Burnaby was 
not of that sort to rust idly or figure as a 
giant cuirassier ia a 6cate processioi , f »r no 
man better fi led the ide d of the corps ih in 
loug-leggid Burnaby, 6 feet 4 menés tall. In 
tne legi uent he ma se mmseil conspicuous by 
h:a athfeiticvkiil and strength ; bat, to >n get­
ting tired if this showy life, looked around 
for some worlds to conquer.

war CORR&SPOSDE.NT.
He first smelled powder with the Ciriists in 

Spain, from whien place he wrote to the 
'lime* a series of letters describing the opera­
tions, in which he assisted as a volunteer 
rebel in several battles and sieges. After Don 
Carlos received hts quietus Burnaby turned 
his attention to Africa, aettu g out in quest of 
Chinese Gordon, whom he round busy us 
usual uear the source of the V\ nite Nile. It 
was after his return from this trip that 
Burnaby prepared for his rule to Kniva. It 
had been nis intention to accompany General 
Kaufman s expedition, but tnere were excel­
lent reasons why the Russian Government 
did not care to have an ohaervaut E igtiah 
officer takiug notes of the proceeding, and so 
he had to postpone it. G»p aiu P e l’s experi­
ences on this expedittcu, nis évasion ot the 
impediments tnrowo in his way by llusnian 
officials, and tne pluck and determination 
shown in the ride, are fuitnfully recorded in 
bis work, and the galiaut officer, and h s no 
leu faitnful body-servant, have long been 
living realities in tne minds of those who have 
read the intere tiug record of the ride to the 
Khan’s capital It was this journey which in­
tensified cne Captain’s dislike of everything 
Russian. A mure toteose Russo-phobist never 
existed eveu among the “Jingo ’ class, with 
whom antagonism to Russia was a living faitb. 
As if to snow woat he was capable of accom­
plishing, the ride to Khiva was carried oat in 
the depth of wi< ter. After this exploit Bur­
naby started for his ride of 2 000 miles 
thruugn Ana Minor. It was at a tim-j wnen 
tbe national feeling was at fever heat iu Eng­
land.

ADVXSTCSErf ÏÎ» TURKEY.
Russia's quarrel with Turkey was looked 

upon by the great mass of the English people 
as aime 1 against themselves and the slow, 
and at first apparently timed, policy ot the 
Government raised a storm of execration 
among the “Jingoes.” Tne excursion through 
Asia Minor was a mortifying one to the colo­
nel. Everywhere he was received by the 
Turkisn ifficiils as a representative of the 
English power, and countless appeals were 
made to Dim for assistance in the men pend­
ing war witn Russia. Glad would Buruaby 
bate been t» pr tni*e suen assistance, but it 
seemed long d lerred. V\ lieu toe war broke 
out he secured a chance to remain witn the 
Turkish army as agent for tbe Stafford House 
Committee tor the relief of the sick and 
wounded. There is no reason to doubt that 
Burnaby did bis whole duty as civil agent of 
that excellent chanty, but he longed for more 
active work, and the retreat ot the Turkish 
troope on Constantinople, alter the forcing of 
the Balkan ‘ passes by the Ru-sian general, 
Gourko, furoished the opportunity. Baker 
Pacha—Colonel Valentine Balter—was there 
in command of the rear-guard ot the Turkish 
army, whion, though woru and suffering in­
tensely from exposure and lack of necessaries, 
kept the advancing Russians at a respectful 
distance, and for six fateful hours held them 
with desperate tenacity, wmle the mam army 
pursued its retreat uumolestel.

CANDIDATE Foil PARLIAMENT.
In this affair tne gigantic Guardsman Bur- 

n*by and the unfortunate B.ktr disp.ayed 
soldierly qualities of the highest character. 
It was during this retreat that Radford, 
Burnaby’s servant, died of typhus fever, and 
the Colouel paid an cli quent tribute iu his
book to this faitnful and devoted follower. 
The Beaouaatield Government at la»t man­
aged to come somewhat near to Burnaby’s 
idt-as, and no “Jingo” in England applauded 
the vigorous course of action pur*ued by that 
Ministry more than the Colonel. He was 
anxious to find scope for the expression of 
those views in Parliament, and so contested 
Birmingham in tne Conservative interest. 
His red hut theories of English supremacy, 
abuse of Mr. Gladstones pacific foreign 
policy, and his refusal to believe in degenera­
cy of the English race—except the anti- 
Jingoes—made him always popular with the 
crowd.

AN “ADMIRABLE CRICHTON.”
Physically, as has been said, he was a 

model Horse Guardsman. Six feet four in 
height and well-proportioned, he looked like 
a son of Aoakim in his uniform. A highly- 
trained athlete, of great muscular power, he 
frequently amused his friends by carrying a 
couple of pet ponies under his stalwart arms ; 
an accomplished swordsman, a master of 
several languages, and a writer always 
interesting and seldom if ever egotistical, 
though he bad earned the right to be. 
Colonel Burnaby, had he lived in earlier 
years would have been accepted as an Admir­
able Crichton, or, if, as the genealogists 
claim, the first King Edward (Longshank*) 
was his ancestor, he in soldierly action as in 
physical stature came nearest to the popular 
idea of the warlike king. S .cially, he was a 
man who made many friends. He was a 
strong lover, a cordial friend. It is only 
necessary to reaii hie books to get 
an id*aoi bis int-nee virility. He struck 
straight Ifom the shoulder at bis enemies ; nis 
froatU were many. He waa married in 1$79|

being successful in winning the hand of an 
heiress. The only drawback to the happiness 
of their wedded life was the ill-health of Mrs. 
Burnaby. To sum up. there are few men 
whose loss the whole world will regret so 
tn ich as that of C lonel Fred. Burnaby, from 
vahise peu migiit have been expected the 
brightest accouut of the war in which, how­
ever, he has met a soldier’s death.

ADDRK.S3INO A WARD MEETING.
A gentleman in this city, who was a resi­

dent of Birmingham at the time cf the last 
general election iu Eoglaod, describes Colonel 
B irnaby’s canvass ot that borough, showing 
his genial, easy-going manner, which took 
immensely with the people. He was ad­
dressing a ward meeting, which his political 
opponents had packed with a noisy crowd 
who drowned the colonel’s voice. Finding 
that he could not continue and be heard, 
Burnaby nonchalantly drew a meerschaum 
from his pocket, and smoked, remarking, 
“Gentlemen, when you get tired I’ll begin 
a^aiu ” H- ti-iishe l his smoke when the noise 
ceased, kuecked the ashes out of his pipe, and 
then advancing to the front oi the platform, 
where a good view could be had, the giant 
guardsman said significantly :—“Now, then, 
gentlemen, point out to me the first man who 
attempts to make a disturbance and I'll at­
tend to him.” He finished undisturbed. It 
savs much for the colonel’s success that, 
though a Conservative and fighting in a 
Liberal or Radical stronghold ayainst such 
men as John Bright und”Joseph Chamberlain, 
he came within 1,000 votes of the latter, 
though Cnamherlain was “on his own stoop” 
and imagined he had a walk-over. It may 
be remarked that the Liberal papers severely 
criti^ed Burnaby’s smoking as “ungentle- 
»rau™” What they called disturbing a 
meeting and drowning an opponent’s voice 
they forgot to mention.—Bouton Globe.

WASHINGTON LETTER,
(From Our Rvjular Corrzxpondtnt.)

Washington, Jan. 25. 1385—The women 
are here again calling atteution to their rights. 
Year alter years, for sixteen years, prominent 
lights of the sisterhood have rallied at the 
National Capital to renew their demand for 
suffrage, and to review the trials and trinmphs 
which the cause has undergone in the twelve 
months that have passed since last they met- 
They do not receive overwhelming encour­
agement at the White House on Capitol Hill, 
cr in political conventions, but they are un­
daunted and insist that the cause is growing, 
growing every day. It is, alas, too true that 
locks are growing whiter, and that age an^ 
death have devastated their ranks, but cew 
recruits come forward every year. Then 
tnere are more school trustees, and deputy 
marshalesses, and postmistresses, and com­
mon council wumen and jurywomen among 
their numbers. So the struggle goes bravely 
ou and the spark of hope is kept alive. In 
convention, they adopted resolutions reject' 
iug as dogmas of Judaism the teaching that 
woman was an after-thought in creation, that 
her sex was a misfortaue, and that marriage 
was a condition of subordination ; and fur­
ther called upon the Christian ministry, aa 
leaders of thought, to enforce the idea that in 
true religion there is neither male nor female, 
neither bond nor free, but all are one.

It was an interesting sight to observe the 
eager crowns that thronged the meetings just 
held hce by evangelist Moody. High and 
low, rich and poor, saiuta and sinners, liter­
ally all classes and conditions of men and 
women went, or tried to go. And os one 
watched tbe sea of faces, one toald not help 
wondering wriat had brought them there. 
Primarily, of course, it was the mao himself, 
wno has made his name familiar to half tbe 
glob;*. But no one, however indifferent or 
prejudiced could listen to Mr. Moody long 
without feeling that he hts power, or with­
out understanding som-ithiug if what it was 
tnat held and infl icnced the lowest and vilest 
people of Chicago or London, and the highest 
culture of Oxford and Cambridge. He is a 
man who feels that he has a message, and 
that nothing on earth is so important as to 
tell it. He is more than that. He is a man 
who feels that his message is greater than 
himself.

Congress'h&t not acchmpliahed much this 
weik. Tne subjects that have coma up for 
cou sidération bave bien dull, and both the 
Senate and the House devoted much time to 
obituary oratory over the late Senator An- 
t.iouy of Rhode Island and Representative 
Evme deceased of South Carolina. Indian 
appropriations have been dir cussed in the 
House, and the Oklahoma lands question 
have been tefore both branches of Congress. 
Tnus the whole In lian question has been 
sprang anl no question, probably, is more 
provocative of taik. The fact that tue best 
use the Indian can make ot land is to lease 
thousands of acres to syndicates of cattle 
king* at a few cents per acre yearly, while 
there are thousands of white people who 
have no land and would like to get some, has 
impressed legislators writh the idea that Con­
gress must take hold cf the matter. Not 
only for the purpose of taking care of the In- 
diaus, but for the purpose of taking care of 
the white p-cple, Senator Vest, of Missouri, 
declares that Oklahoma belongs to the Red 
men and tuiuks the white settler should be 
ma le to go, whiL Representative O’Neill, of 
Missouri, thicks there is no need cf carrying 
tne idea of sacreiuess of treaties to the verge 
of idiocy.
^The favorite loafing place of Congressmen 
had bceu spoiled. The row of screens in rear 
of iha seats in the House, behind which mem- 
biis collected in order to j.ke, tell stories 
and smoke, have all been taken away. The 
alleged reason was to promote ventilation, but 
tne real object was to promote legislation. 
The next improvement will be electric bells 
connecting with each member’s desk, and all 
the pages audufli-ers of the Hsuse who now 
crowd around the ÿpeakei’s platform will be 
relegated to tho space behind tbe seats, 
wnere there will be indicators to direct them 
to any member wno rings.

Senator Garland,of Kansas, has left tho city 
again, and cabinet builders and aspirants are 
nonplused by this second visit. Mr. Garland 
did nut leave word that he was summoned to 
Albany, or auihonzs any one to state the 
character of his errand, but it is understood 
neverthehss, that he was invited to confer 
again with Mr. Cleveland.

The work of preparation for the inaugura­
tion is being pusned along as rapidly as possi­
ble. Fhi immense court of tho unfinished 
Pension buil iing, where the inaugural ball is 
to be held, is'now the problem before the 
committee. There is nothing i.bout it now to 
indicate that it will be a proper setting by 
the night of the fourth of March, for plumes, 
beauty, and brilliant costumes. The floor is 
now heaped with rubbish, the wind whistles 
through the gaping doorways and windows, 
and stirs the airtaud sand into motion. SLtill 
a large force of worn men will make wonder­
ful cuanges in the next few weeks.

THE VATICAN.
A Rome special says * There is no truth 

in the rumour of a rupture between France 
and the Vatican. Tnere is no secret reason 
for the journey of the Nuncio. He has 
gone to ihs Archiépiscopal See of Beue- 
vento. While in Rome he assured 
Cardinal Jacobiui that the hreneh Ca­
binet wes more than usually conciliatory 
just now, having regard to the nomination of 
French bishops. Count Lefebvre de Behame’a 
relations with the Vatican are particularly 
cordial. Leo XIII. is not likely to abandon 
his present cautious attitude toward I ranee, 
Russia, Switzerland, and Bismarck.

FRENCH POLITICAL PARTIES.

A cynical critic of the French Republic de­
clares ;hat there are no less than thirty dis­
tinct groups in the two l" rench Chambers, 
and when ho has exhausted the different sec­
tions of tho Monarchists, the Imperialists, the 
Republicans, and the Anarchists, he winds 
up with the groups which consist of ‘the in­
différents,’ ‘the purchaaables,’ ‘the absten- 
tionists,’ ‘the disgusted,’ ‘the don’t bothers,' 
and ‘the let things slides.*

CHOLERA MORBC3 ON SALE.
Meantime an eminent surgeon writes in 

alarming tones that ho has been offered an 
unlimited supply cf specimens of the cnolera 
bacillus lor the purpose ot microscopic obter* 
vatiuua. ‘This implies,’ writes the medical 
practitioner, ‘that the would-be contractor
has ao adequate quantity of the cholera o orj

bus cn hand, either pure or unadulterated or 
i n process of cultivation.’

THE DRAMA.

London is very busy with theatrical amuse 
menti. Mrs. Langtry hai made a very poor 
selection in tne ‘Princesse Georges’ as her 
opening play, and her only triumph in the 
piece is due to the beauty of her ward­
robe. The adverse verdict of the first 
night has been confirmed by subsequent 
audiences, and the drama ends so crudely that 
there is an almost irrepressible tendency to 
hiss at the fall of the curtain. Nevertheless 
the business continues good, aud as many 
people as ever seem désirons to catch sight of 
the once adored leader of London fashion.

Mile. Harding has been more successful as 
‘Frou Frou’ than as the heroine of ‘Le 
Maitro de Forges,’ and has made a decided 
impression on the heart of London.

Meantime the controversy still rages as to 
the morals of actresses aud the ethics of stage 
management'. The outspoken cynicism of 
Mr. Hollingshead, of the Gaiety, which is 
popularly kuown as the “Nudely Theatre ” 
has provoked many rejoinders, and Mr. W. 
S. Gilbert has declared that the meretricious 
style of burlesque is on its last leg». The 
semi-nude burlerque, he says, now frightens 
away all good authors, for no good comedy 
stress will appear iu such pieces, and the de­
cent author would have to hear his lines 
blurted out by half naked women with the 
manners and accents of kitchen maids. Mr. 
Toole, our most successful low comedian, has 
been discoursing in reply to the pessimism of 
Mr. Burnaud, reminding the editor of Punch, 
who so severely assails the morality of the 
stage, that his own wife was an actress, 
aud claiming that actresses are peculiarly gen­
erous.

LITERARY NOTES.

Two very interesting memoirs have just 
been published. The first by Henrich Von 
Cott who, for twenty years was reader to 
Frederick the Great, gives a better idea of 
that monarch than that hitherto accepted. 
He bore the revenues of the Seven Years’ 
War with the greatest nonchalance, aud in 
its worst hours talked with calmness about 
poetry and theology. Voltaire med to make 
him write some of his pieces of poetry five or 
six times, aud was most unmerciful id his 
criticisms. As a proof that he was not heart­
less his biographer relates that when he heard 
of the death of his brother and sister he wept 
and sobbed.

THE SIEGE OF PARIS.
The recollections of tbe ‘Siege of Paris,’ by 

the Comte DTIcrisson, gives a terrible pic­
ture of the Empress Eugenie in the last honra 
of tbe Empire. Her courage had broken 
down under the military reverses and the 
hourly dread of an insurrection, and she had 
aa'urated herself with chloral. She fell into 
a state of somnambulism, and her eyes took a 
fixed, staring expression. She neither saw 
what was passing around her nor understood 
what was said to her. Then she had to drink 
coffee to clear her head. She left the Tuileries 
in such a hurry that she had not time to carry 
away with her a small travelling bag which 
she had packed the night before.

OPINIONS OF THE PEOPLE.
(To the Editor of the Alominq Chronicle.)
Dear Sir,—Tho conduct of our City 

Councillors has been so much criticized of 
late that perhaps you will permit me to say 
a word in their defence, and to point out 
that it is not so much the men as the sys­
tem that is to blame. Theoretically, no 
doubt, a man who accepts a public position 
is supposed to bo repaid by the honour 
and glory which it confers upon him and 
by tho increased respect ot his fellow 
citizens, but does anybody believe that the 
man who accepts the position of City 
Councillor is repaid iu this way ? Certainly 
not—and as the average man will not work 
for nothing and with no object, the prac­
tical result is very much what might be 
expected. The fact is that our City Coun­
cillors ought to be tcell paid for undertaking 
the duties of so thankless an office. Could 
anything be more absurd than the system 
as worked at present f If I had a lot of con­
tracts to give out and engaged a man to 
look after the business and then said to 
him : “Now, here are a lot of contracts ; 
I am quite willing to pay all tho bills, 
but 1 do not intend to pay you to protect 
my interest, you must look for your remu­
neration to the contractors who do the 
work,”—if I acted in this way, would I 
not be set down as a born idiot ? And yet 
this is practically the spstem we adopt. 
Now I contend th rt some effort should be 
made to find out what a seat in the Council 
is really worth. If there is any truth in 
the recent disclosures, it should bring in, 
if well managed, some two to th ee thou­
sand dollars a year ; but whatever the 
amount may be, it should be paid by the 
city and noi, by the contractors. Every­
body knows that there are many honorable 
and upright men in the Council who would 
not touch a penny, but are they likely to 
remain there and incur all the ochum which 
at present attaches to the name of Town 
Councillor without having anything to 
show for it. Ah things are managed at 
present, we pay the unscrupulous man aud 
leave the honest man out in the cold. 
Could anything be more grossly unfair ? 
The effect must be that the best men will 
leave tho Council and we shall be worse off 
than before. If we cannot amend the sys 
tern it is not of much use trying to amend 
the men. We enjoy all the blessings of 
liberty and must take the good with the 
bad.
