servative leader is perfectly happy 
with the humble four-door Chevy 
Impala he's been using and that he 
has no intention of claiming the five- 
ton silver-grey Cadillac limousine 
that has hauled Prime Minister 
Trudeau around for the last five 
years

Security officers presented 
Trudeau w ith the $84.000 car in 1974 
and he has been using it around 
Ottawa ever since It is telephone 
equipped, bears licence number 
CAN 001 and can w ithstand the force 
of a hand grenade 

Trudeau was in it Wednesday 
when he dropped in to tell Gov -Gen 
Edward Schreyer he is quitting 

But while Clark can lay claim to 
the car along with the prime 
minister's 24 Sussex Drive residence 
and his Harrington Lake retreat 
north of Ottawa, press aide Donald 
Doyle says he has no plans to use it 

Instead, he would get around in 
the blue 1979 Chevy, licence number 
OFJ 087. with the big blue pillow in 
the back and a space for a trailer 
hitch

Ironically, it is the same kind of 
car that security police use to trail 
the Silver Bullet

The Cadillac is one of two 
specially-built silver-grey lim 
ousines purchased by government 
security agents to transport the 
prime minister and visiting VIPs 

Trudeau, like Clark, initially 
objected to the car — he said he 
preferred his Mercedes sports car 
But security forces convinced him to 
useiL________________________

OTTAW A (CP) - Joe Clark officially 
served notice Wednesday that he is 
ready to form a minority Progressive 
Conservative government, predicting it 
would survive a four year term despite 
policy differences with opposition 
parties

During a private meeting with Gov 
Gen Ed Schreyer, Clark accepted an 
invitation to replace Pierre Trudeau’s 
defeated Liberal administration and 
made plans to be sworn in with his 
cabinet at a precedent setting televised 
ceremony Monday at Government 
House

TORONTO (CP) — House owners 

expecting a tax break from the new 
federal government received bad news 
Wednesday from some major mortgage 
lenders

Two banks and a trust company 
raised key mortgage rates a quarter 
point

Economists had predicted the 
Progressive Conservative election 
promise on mortgage interest deduc­

Although short of a 142-member 
majority in the 282 seat Commons. 
Clark later said the country is 
’’fatigued of politicking" and that he 
expects to govern for the normal four 
year parliamentary term

his government in office

MONTREAL (CP) — Prime 
Minister-elect Joe Clark has rejected a 
suggestion by Claude Morin. Quebec- 
intergovernmental affairs minister, 
that constitutional talks be* suspended 
until Quebec holds its referendum on 
sovereignty-association 

La Presse quotes Clark in an Ottawa 
dispatch as saying he intends to go 
ahead with his election promise to hold 
a federal-provincial conference on the 
constitution this fall

Clark also told the newspaper that he 
is prepared to advance the date of the 
conference if the Parti Québécois 
government decides to hold the 
referendum before the fall 

Morin called this week for a 
moratorium on federal provincial 
constitutional talks during the pre­
referendum period

Morin, architect of the provincial 
government's referendum plans, told 
the national assembly Wednesday that 
he made the request because the 
provincial government “simply wishes 
to consult the people in peace” w ithout

federal government interference 
Meanwhile, in Quebec City, Premier 

Rene Levesque said his government 
would keep the door open to any 
movement from the new ad 
ministration in Ottawa for con 
stitutional discussions.

But. the premier added, there must 
he some significant move to break the 
present impasse in negotiations 

“If the Clark government lifts the 
blockade on the Quebec proposals, 
which have been on the table for 
several years, so much the better,” he 
said “We shall applaud 

“But, all the same, it must not do so 
just to shuffle the cards at the approach 
of a major event like the referendum in 
which Quebecers will be asked to vote 
on their political future ’’

Levesque was replying in the national 
assembly to questions by opposition 
members about an earlier statement by 
Intergovernmental Affairs Minister 
Claude Morin that the federal govern 
ment should observe a moratorium on 
constitutional negotiations between 
now and the Quebec referendum on

independence 
DETAILS SOUGHT 

Liberal Leader Claude Ryan asked 
Morin to expand on the statement 

Morin said he hoped people elsewhere 
in Canada would understand the 
necessity of not interfering in the 
referendum

While Canada will be interested in the 
referendum, it was first and foremost 
for Quebecers to decide, Morin said 

“We simply wish to consult the people 
in peace” and avoid any desperate 
attempt at obstruction by the federal 
government

The premier also noted that during 
the referendum period his government 
plans to act as though it were about to 
become a national government 

For two and a half years, it has 
behaved as a good provincial govern 
ment, he said Now it will be justified in 
trying to persuade the people to make it 
national

However, he added, “I can count on 
my friends in the opposition to maintain 
a potentially provincial government 
until the end of their days.”

Levesque said Quebecers and 
Canadians are two peoples and that

Khomeini troops stop 
rebel port takeover

KHORAMSHAHR. Iran <AP < - The 
forces of Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini 
peppered the Arab quarter of 
Khoramshahr with gunfire through the 
night after checking an attempt by 
armed fighters of the Arab minority in 
southern Iran to take over the country's 
largest port

Officials sources reported 25 killed in 
fighting Wednesday and early today, 
including 22 in Khoramshahr and three 
in nearby Abadan, the site of the 
world's largest oil refinery Arab 
sources put the death toll at 80.

Khoramshahrs largest hospital 
reported 102 wounded

Details of the lighting in Abadan were 
not available, but the National Iranian 
Oil Co said operations at the refinery 
were not affected

Khomeini s revolutionary guards and 
army troops by nightfall had driven 
most of the Arab fighters into the Arab 
quarter across the Karoun River from 
the main part of the city of 100.000 at the 
head of the Persian Gulf 
KEEP UP EIRE

Firing First World War boltaction 
rifles, I S repeater carbines and a 
machine-gun. the guards on the east 
hank directed a hail of fire through the 
night across the 200-met re-wide river 
and the barges and ships lining both 
banks

There was no return fire from the 
shuttered houses and shops along the

west side of the river and no report of 
more Arab casualties But the 
revolutionary’ guards said one of their 
men was killed early today during the 
capture of a police station on the Arab 
side of the river

The Arabs are a Moslem minority 
among Iran's Moslem Persian 
majority, but they are in the majority 
in oil-rich Khuzestan province They 
have been pressing for a bigger share of 
the oil revenues their labor produces, 
autonomous control of the province 
wider use of the Arabic language and 
an end to alleged job discrimination

The fighting began about 4 a m 
Wednesday after a tease week during 
which Arabs occupying several 
government buildings rejected orders 
from Admiral Ahmad Madani. the 
provincial governor general and the 
head of the Iranian navy, to give up the 
buildings and turn in their weapons

It is the third challenge to Khomeini’s 
regime from a rebellious ethnic 
minority seeking autonomy since the 
regime of Shah Mohmmad Reza Pah 
lavi was overthrown V2 months ago 
The others came from the Kurds in 
northwest Iran, who were promised a 
new deal in the Islamic constitution 
now being drawn up. and the less- 
numerous Turkomaas in the northeast, 
whose rebellion was put down

Club mem tiers said the goose honked just as Thomas 
w as putting on the 17th green, causing Thomas to miss his 
(Mitt and attack the goose in a rage

A second version of the incident offered by club 
members is that the goose was injured when accidentally 
hit by the bail as Thomas made his approach shot 
Thomas then killed the injured bird to put it out of its 
misery

Adriana Franda and Valerio Morucci were two of a 
dozen persons sought in the Moro case I he former 
premier, president of the governing Christian Democrat 
party at the time, was kidnapped March 16, 1978. and 
killed 54 days later
Deterrent medical fees suggested

Stevens denies Pi's 
will peg dollar

OTTAWA (CP) Sinclair 
Stevens, the Progressive 
Conservative economic 
spokesman, denied on 
Wednesday rumors that the 
new federal government 
plans to peg the dollar

“We have absolutely no in 
tention of pegging the 
dollar,’ said Stevens, who 
could be finance m.nister or 
in another senior economic 
portfolio when Joe Clark 
announces his cabinet 
Monday

The MP for York Peel, 
who acted as the party’s 
chief economic critic while 
in Opposition, said he is 
baffled as to why the rumors 
got started

The Winnipeg based 
Richardson Securities of

Canada suggested earlier 
this week that the Con­
servative government would 
peg the dollar, basing the 
prediction on party criticism 
of the Liberal government 
for its decline the last two 
years
“We’ve never said we 

would peg it.” Stevens said 
The report started a flurry 

of dollar trading on money 
markets, although the value 
changed little It closed at 
86 25 cents U S Tuesday 
PEGGED IN 1960s 

The dollar was pegged by 
the Conservative govern 
ment of John Diefenbaker at 
92 5 cents U S in the early 
1960s but was allowed to float 
by the Liberals in 1970 

That means the dollar is

allowed to find its own value 
in relation to other 
currencies in world money 
markets The Bank of 
Canada intervenes in the 
market to varying degrees, 
buying and selling dollars to 
slow a too-rapid rise or 
cushion a sudden drop in 
value

The Conservatives rapped 
the Liberal government over 
what they termed “the 
diving dollar” in and out of 
the Commons in the last 
year

The dollar has recently- 
dropped to as low as 83 cents 
US— from a peak of about 
$1 03 U S in 1976 — although 
it has recovered some value 
in the last few months

hut real), Mr Levesque can point to 
federal cabinet ministers on TV each 
evening as proof that Ottawa is a “for 
eign government

The faces will all be English, except 
for a couple of 1950s style Quebecers 
from the Tory backwoods and a few 
parachuted new senators known main 
ly in the Montreal Stock Exchange

This sorry pass is the harvest of a 
century of Conservative contempt for 
French-speaking Canadians This be 
gan with Riel, and continued through 
two conscription crises, the 1976 air 
traffic control fiasco and more or less 
subtle sabotage of federal and provin 
cial moves to respect French language 
rights

Not even the too brief leadership of 
a civilized man such as Robert Stan 
field was able to change the deep in

stincts of most Tories in Parliament, 
backrooms and riding associations: 
Instincts of English colonial insecurity 
linked to multicultural Prairie popu 
lism.

But to blame Pierre Trudeau’s de 
feat on “anti-French” feeling in Eng 
lish Canada is a grotesque twisting of 
reality

A partial checklist of stronger rea 
sons :

16 years of Liberal power, 11 under 
Trudeau as the longest ruling leader in 
the western world;

The tiredness of the Liberal team 
Virtually no strong voice remained 
from English Canada, and Trudeau 
himself had lost, at least temporarily, 
the zest and freshness of mind which 
hoisted him to power in 1966;

Shattered Liberal organizations in 
the provinces: with not a single Liber

al government outside Ottawa, Grit 
troops lacked the numbers and struc 
tured zeal of their adversaries 

—A brilliantly cautious Tory cam­
paign with a Saran-wrapped Clark kept 
from walking into bayonets ;

— Trudeau’s own campaign mis­
takes: Calling farmers “complainers” 
and some jobless “drinkers” needing 
to “get off their asses ”, ruminating 
about clinging to power with less seats 
than the Tories, then boring people to 
tears with amending formulas — all 
this took a toll;

Claude Ryan’s recent stunning vic­
tories for Quebec Liberals against Le 
vesque: this made Trudeau look less 
indispensable as nation saver ,

— State election-financing and union 
backing for the NDP: in some areas 
such as B C., the Liberal vote went 
straight to an Ed Broadbent campaign 
ing on plausible issues while Trudeau

and Clark bashed each other
—Attractive Tory policies Tax cuts 

«even if strangely married to a bal 
anced budget” with a “stimulative 
deficit”) and mortgage deductibility 
seduced the urban and suburban mid 
die class ;

In spite of these factors, the Liberals 
pulled in 40 per cent of the popular 
vote, four per cent more than the 
“victorious” Conservatives Even Ot­
tawa civil servants, allegedly in the 
grip of an hysterical anti bilingual 
backlash, dumped two key Tories 
(Jean Pigott, Rene de Cotret to bring 
back the “French power” boys, includ 
ing Mr National Unity himself. Jean- 
Luc Pepin

Another anti-tribalist fact is Mr 
Trudeau’s dignified decision to stay on 
as opposition leader For years, many 
thought that on losing he would go

into a sulk, pick up his marbles and go 
home

Despite all the wear and tear of 11 
years, despite his sometimes difficult 
traits of personality. Mr. Trudeau is 
still a giant on the federal scene In­
deed. with Mr. Le vesque’s crocodile- 
tear embrace of the PM as “a member 
of the family” (after calling him an 

“ex-Quebecois” for years), a fight­
ing Pierre Trudeau as opposition lead­
er — as visible stand-by PM — will 
remain a powerfully highlighted and 
needed Quebec presence in Ottawa

Beyond the Liberals’ grief and the 
Tories' euphoria, the election was a 
healthy exercise in democracy — a 
sea-change but not a national ship­
wreck

Both pequistes and federalists will 
do themselves a favor by keeping 
their propaganda within that horizon

Palpitating
II is obvious the Quebec government is ex­

periencing what turn-of-the-century folk used 
to call palpitations and would hazard the 
guess that this is due to the upcoming PQ 
national convention this weekend 

What else could explain the most curious 
chain of events in the last few days? First 
Intergovernmental Affairs Minister Claude 
Morin wants a moratorium on all constitu­
tional talks in Canada until after the referen 
dum. Mr Morin’s apparent disregard for 
whatever the other provinces may or may not 
want was justified in view of the fact “the 
referendum is not that far away” and “the 
rest of Canada must respect the democratic 
process Quebecers will be undertaking ”

That was yesterday Today, Mr. Morin tells 
us there is absolutely no reason why the ref 
erendum couldn’t be more than a year away, 
even though Premier Levesque has already 
undertaken to give us a definite date by the 
end of next month

Mr Clark was correct in not agreeing to 
any such moratorium It appears the Le­
vesque government is caught up in chasing 
its own promises. Let us hope this weekend's 
meeting of Parti Québécois minds can help 
it catch them.

The Conservatives have promised a policy 

on the development of Canada’s sports poten­
tial. Their chief spokesman in this matter is 
Otto Jelinek, the MP for Ontario Halton who 
has had something to say on the subject for 
years.

We have seen Mr Jelinek’s proposals for 
the development of a national sports policy, 
and the truth is they were lifted wholesale 
from the writings of one Mr Douglas Gilbert, 
a one-time sportswriter for the Montreal Gaz­
ette, now writing for the Edmonton Sun, who 
probably knows more about the East Ger­
man nation's ascendency to international 
sports supremacy than any other single west­
erner.

The problem with having a national sports 
policy is that it must be just that; it has to 
begin in nursery school and grow from there.

Our students are bused to school, spend the 
whole day indoors and are bused home too 
late to spend any real time outdoors Athle­
tics are confined to those who show proficien­

Washington Merry-Go-Round bv Jack Anderson and Les Whitten

Chemical-free farming interests U.S. Ag secretary
WASHINGTON — For the past two years 

we have reported on the efforts of some 
independent-minded farmers to break loose 
from the chemical industry's evertightening 
stranglehold on American agriculture.

By improving the age-old methods of crop 
rotation, natural pest control and organic 
fertilizer, these latter-day pioneers hope not 
only to avoid the skyrocketing expense of 
chemical farming, but to save their land 
from the destructive effects of heavy- 
chemical use Every time we have detailed 
these farmers’ modest successes, we have 
drawn the wrath of the chemical industry 
and the agribusiness community w ith which 
it is so closely linked 

Now the big boys may really have 
something to scream about Agriculture 
Secretary Bob Bergland has begun to take 
an interest in chemical free farming 

Bergland was approached on his 2,000- 
acre Minnesota farm during the Christmas 
holiday by Paul Billberg, a seven year 
practitioner of natural farming who has 
become a true believer Billberg told our 
associate Hal Bernton that Bergland “really 
understands the problems with the misuse 
of chemicals” and asked the right questions 

Though Bergland is far from a convert 
he uses heavy doses of chemical pesticides 
and fertilizers to produce his own crops of 
wheat, flax and grass seed - he did ask a 
top Agriculture Department researcher. Dr 
Hanson Bertrand, to look into the subject for 
him

So far the department has allocated some 
$70 million to investigate so-called “alter­
native” farming methods Even this 
relatively modest amount has drawn fire 
from chemical-farming advocates.

A shrill critic of chemical-free farming is 
the Council of Agricultural Scientists 
(CAST), a supposedly objective scientific 
organization formed in 1972 to clear up the 
public’s “misunderstanding” of 
agricultural-environmental problems

CAST is a shining example of the in­
cestuous relationships that exist in the 
agricultural establishment It was initially 
given an operating base and more than 
$200.000 worth of free services by Iowa State 
University And the Des Moines Register 
found that two-thirds of CAST’s funding 
came from agribusiness firms whose 
products it is supposed to be evaluating 
objectively ° Dow Chemical. Eli Lilly. Mobil 
Chemical. Monsanto and Shell Chemical

Small wonder that one participant in a 
CAST task force came to the conclusion that 
the organization’s hierarchy “seemed 
convinced that organic farming and gar­
dening w ere part of some sort of conspiracy 
being directed at the very survival of the 
U.S and advanced industrial society ”

This hysterical view of the environmental 
movement is expected to be toned down in 
the final draft of the CAST report But the 
sweetheart arrangement with the chemical 
giants remains

Hall of Heroes: Pitched into the inky 
waters of a squall-swept lake in Maine on a 
canoeing trip gone awry, a 13-year-old Boy 
Scout showed cool courage in the crisis, 
saving his brother and another companion 
from drowning in a night of terror For his 
grit and levelheaded behavior in a panic 
situation. Charles Ouellette, 13. of French 
ville. Maine, has earned a place in our 
special Hall of Heroes 

On the morning of July 5. 1977, 12 Scouts 
and four adults, including Charlie's father 
and a guide, Pete Daigle, set out in eight 
canoes on a day-long expedition 

A brisk w ind soon made the waters choppy 
and diffccult for paddling By dusk, con 
ditions became so bad that the party pulled 
in to shore and waited for the w ind to die 
down A little after 9 o’clock. Daigle decided 
it was safe to continue 

As a precaution, the eight canoes were 
tied together with Daigle's motor-powered 
canoe in the lead But in the middle of the 
lake another squall struck, and the line 
between the third and fourth canoes tore 
loose

Those in the last five canoes cut their lines 
and made it to shore separately The first 
three continued on together, powered by 
Daigle’s outboard

Minutes later, a 5-foot wave crashed into 
the second canoe, flipping it over and 
dumping Charlie and 11-year-old Jean Paul 
Paradis into the water They struggled to

the rear canoe with 14-year-old Dave Albert 
and another 11-year-old, Mark Corriveau 

Then another wave capsized that canoe, 
and the four youngsters swam desperately 
to Daigle’s craft

Young Paradis panicked and tried to 
climb aboard the one canoe still upright, and 
it turned over After making sure the boys 
had handholds on the bottom of his canoe. 
Daigle set off on the 1,000-yard swim to 
shore for help Inexplicably, young 
Corriveau decided to follow him He never 
made it

Then Tommy Ouellette lost his grip on the 
overturned canoe and began drifting away. 
His brother. Charlie, holding onto the canoe 
with one hand, swung his body around so 
Tommy could grab his foot 

Paradis went into shock and passed out 
When the adults finally returned in a rescue 
canoe, they found Charlie supporting his 
unconscious friend with his own body He 
volunteered to stay while the rescuers went 
off with Tommy and Dave Albert 

For another hour he clung to the capsized 
canoe with young Paradis, flashing his 
flashlight until the rescuers returned 

With a reticence worthy of his personal 
hero. Charles A Lindbergh. Charlie, now a 
scholarship student at Phillips Exeter 
Academy, doesn’t talk much about his 
heroic exploit “I just felt I had to do w hat I 
did. he told us “I never thought of giving 
up ”

Gas-saving gadget reduces auto fuel consumption
TORONTO .CP) - Andrew 
acGuire had to look outside Canada 
r the support needed to develop his 
‘vice for improving gasoline mileage 
id reducing pollution 
But after years of testing and 

development, the device has been 
ecogmzed as the best invention 
atented last year in the United

Kingdom
MacGuire. who will receive the 1978 

Richardson Gold Medal from the 
Institute of Patentees and Inventors in 
London in June, said that if his 
Pollution Elimination Device was on 
every automobile in Canada it would 
save from 1 5-to-two million gallons of 
gasoline every day

And. he added, it would sell for about
$30

Documents from various tests, by 
both scientists and ordinary motorists, 
indicate the gadget has regularly 
reduced fuel consumption by as much 
as 15 per cent while significantly 
reducing harmful exhaust emissions 
TESTED IN CANADA

The fuels research centre of Canada s 
energy department tested an early 
version of the device and found fuel 
economies ranging from 12-to-17 per 
cent

Vet that's as far as it went in Canada. 
MacGuire said, although Ottawa 
passed on the results of its tests to the 
auto industrv

MacGuire s gadget, not much larger 
than a man s fist, uses pulsing air to 
force a cylinder flame to spread faster 
and more fully

He said the device draws in filtered 
air and feeds it to the intake manifold 
It accounts for only about half of one 
per cent of an engine s air needs 

As the air is drawn through at

varying speeds to meet the needs of the 
engine, three heatreMstant plastic hall* 
vibrate, emitting the air in high fre 
quency pulses into tin* car’s airfuel 
stream

Fuel particles are further atomized 
by this process, and the turbulence set 
up in each cylinder spreads the fuel and 
the flame

It was just a little over seven years ago that Britain 
îade the Historic Decision” to join the European 
ommon Market, a review of that venture is long over­

due.
What is obvious, first of all, is that Britain’s entry into 

he Common Market went a long way to destroy the 
emaining effectiveness of the British Commonwealth 
Once Britain joined we were told the economic effects 

would be startling While Britain’s economy provided 
increased living standards in the post-war era. those of 
France and Germany had increased much faster Entry 
would change all that French and German steel mills. 
iUtomobileplants, and chemical concerns would provide 
a tonic, a stimulus for British industry. Britain would 
boom again This column noted then that British entry 
was supposed to provide a “cold shower” but that cold 
showers can be fatal.

The remarkable misconceptions of the Market en 
husiasts w ere to become evident in the succeeding years 
Common Market enthusiasts claimed that membership 

vould revive British industry and improve its deficit with 
he European Economic Community (EEC). Never­

theless, Britain's trade deficit with the original six nations 
of the European Community, which had been 496 million 
pounds in 1972 on the eve of entry, climbed to 2.4 billion 
pounds by 1976 The flood of manufactured imports 
worsened the problems of British manufacturing, for the 
time being at least.

While some market opponents had claimed that 
membership would drive up British food costs by 50 per 
cent, that turned out to be an exaggeration According to 
the most recent estimates the complex farm support 
system of the EEC in 1978 cost British consumers 12 per 
cent more than under the old arrangement.

However, over time the elaborate price support system 
to protect and increase the incomes of farmers at the 
expense of consumers clearly will mean an additional 
burden to the British.

There w ere those who asserted that British membership 
would lead to a vast flow of continental investment in 
British plants. Yet, for the years 1973 and 1974, Britain 
directly invested 866 million pounds in EEC plants which 
contrasts with 177 million pounds that Market members 
put in Britain. Some could claim that the imbalance would 
have been greater if Britain had stayed out. but no one can 
know that for sure.

For those who believe in the benefits of competition, 
KEt membership has been a great disappointment. While 
the Community utters brave words about the joys of 
competition, it has been busy trying to fix up cartels for 
shipbuilding, oil refining and steel producers The ex­
pense of cartels and their lack of efficiency have been 
notable features of the Common Market.

It was estimated at the time Britain first contemplated 
joining the European Common Market that the economies 
from larger production runs, the pressure of competition 
on managers, and the growth of investment in plant and 
equipment w ould add between 1.5 and 5 per cent to British 
total output Evidence suggests that this is a vain hope 
The crazv-quilt of protective levies and cartel-like 

rrangements suggests that the Community membership 
ill not live up to those expectations 
Now the European Community is in the process of 

establishing a common Monetary System From all the 
information at hand that too will contain so many 
loopholes that its effect will be blunted 

The foes of entry into the European Common Market 
have had the better case, for Britain’s first seven years at 
least.

break up the calcium depo­
sits in any way so the joints 
could again function some­
what like they used to?

I don’t care 
how long it takes but if it is 
possible to be more flexible, 
I’d like to work toward that 
goal.

DEAR READER Your 
story sounds like you have a 
special form of rheumatoid 
arthritis that involves the 
spine. It’s particularly apt to 
occur in young men. It may 
not be associated with 
arthritis of other joints al­
though that’s not a set rule.

It does behave a little bit 
different than the usual vari­
ety of rheumatoid arthritis. 
However, I’m sending you 
The Health Letter number 4- 
11. Rheumatoid Arthritis, to 
give you more information 
on this problem as it’s re­
lated to your condition and 
the letter contains some 
comments about rheuma­
toid arthritis of the spine.

It sounds like the treat­
ment your doctor has given 
you has been very good. 
Being pain free and being 
able to be active is an impor­
tant achievement

It’s often impossible to 
avoid the spine becoming 
stiff and fused, regardless of 
what you do. Your best route 
to maintaining flexibility is 
through exercises. If a phys­
ical medicine department is 
available to you in your 
community, you might see a 
specialist in physical medi­
cine and physiotherapy for 
additional advice and con­
sultation about the forms of 
exercises that can be used to 
maintain as normal function 
as possible.

and an exhibition of Edwin 
Earle's water colours of the 
Hopi Kachinas

Edwin Earle is an active 
member of the Stanstead 
Historical Society and we 
are honoured to have his 
exhibition on display As a 
young man he studied at the 
Massachusetts School of Art 
in Boston and the Arts 
Students League and The 
Grand Central School of Art 
in New York On his way to a 
visit in California he stopped 
at the Hopi Reservation in 
northeastern Arizona and 
was so impressed, that, in 
1935 he returned to spend a 
year among the Hopi at the 
village of Oraibi Fascinated 
with their life and culture he 
decided to record the 
costumes of the dances of the 
Kachina cycle

In the course of Mr 
Earle’s work he had to be not 
only artist but ethnologist as 
well The Kachina dances 
are described as “a scene in 
the drama of the gods and 
their relation to men” and 
are a vital part of Hopi life 
Edwin wrote “Every type 
of Kachina has its subtle 
personality and every dance 
its peculiar charm 
Whatever it may do for a 
Hopi, it is balm for the 
agitated mind, if one would 
be receptive ”

Edwin Earle observed the 
Kachina dances in the 
village plazas, night dances 
in the kivas and the annual 
appearance of certain chief 
Kachinas who do not dance 
but perform other rites 
From his observations he 
later made sketches of each 
figure (no one is allowed to 
sketch or photograph at the 
dances» and checked them 
with his Hopi hosts Many of 
his original sketches will 
also be on display.

The exhibition will be at 
the Museum for six weeks 
The Museum also features 
its usual Canadianna
