L Mr. Solicitor General Swinu said that much|
had beer said abouv the inaction of the Committee
appointed to investigate the charges against the
late'admistration. Now one of the members had
‘ceased to be 5o by his ceasing 10 be a member of
the House. It was true that being re-elected
the member for Levi [Mr, Lemieux] might be |
re-appointed, but his occtipalions as a minister
of ‘the crown were so nimerous that it was
thought better to appoint anothér person in his
place. He moyed then to appoint Mr. Loranger
in the place of Mr. Lemieux.
Mr. Browx thought it showed great want of
courtesy in the Solicitor Geperal to attempt

If on the other hand
we regard our own Parliament as one possessed
of inherent right, and only regulated—right-
Iy or wrongly —in its commencement by &
power which undertook to regulate it, by right
of being strong and for the general ceuvenience,
then we may expect to find that the popular
branch of the Legislature ol Englishmen io one
purt of the world has the same rights as the ana-
logous body in England itself. Be thisas it may,
nothing could confer more honor on the House
than to divest itself of privil ges or duties—
call them which you will—for the exercise of
which it is like all Legislative bodies, so mani-
festly unfit, I believe that it would not be easy
to find a set of cases judicially decided by Le-
gislatures in which, upon the whole, less party
spirit entered, or in which punishment was more
absolutely demanded by the good sense and eelf-
respect of the country. YeLI cannot think that
any person knowing what Courts of Justice
should be, could have felt very much edified by
the proceedings which have resulted in many
committals to jail. There was a thorough con-
fusion between the charge, and the evidence.
The prosecutors acted as Judges, and the Judges
a3 Uonwsel for prisoners. Whereas in an_ordin-
ary Court, Judges are expected to sit throngh
the arguments and hear what can be said for
and against the accused, the members of the
Parliamentary tribunal*were constantly leaving
their seats to take & smoke or other recreation,
while the reasoning on the case was proceeding.
‘Whether there were any issue of law or fact, if
80, Where it was raised, whether before the Com-

QUEBEC CORRESPONDENCE OF
MONTREAL HERALD.

Quzseo, March 13th,

The troublesome questions of the Returning Of-
ficers were advanced one more step towards their
solution last night, by the committal of Mr. Ha-
don, the Returning Officer for one of the Parishes
of Kamouraska, for twenty-four hours. I have
already explained the grounds of complaint
againgt this gentleman and the other Deputy Re~
turnings Officer of that county. How his offence
came to be worse than the others, excapt that it
favored the unlucky man, is more than I ¢an tell.
Indeed he seems to have followed, on the whole,
& more consistent course tnan the rest. He
thought there was no oath for the life-tenants,
and he put no oath to them. But there were one
or two ugly exceptions in the case of children
which geems to have brought his case within the
same conditions as the others—certainly not
worse conditions. These cases have excited a
good deal of feeling in Quebec, and I am in-
formed, I believe correctly, that Sir Allau Me-

The Legislature of Canada, it bas been seen,
hag acted under the impression that every pro-
jected railroad was a safe and profitable invest-
ment; and for that reason, although an inade-
quate one, has assumed the unprecedented right
of investing the County Municipal Councils with
powers beyond their legitimate functions and
attributions; powers importing that these Mu:
nicipal Oouncils posseszed all the legal intelli-
gence, discretion, and judgment necessary to
enable them correctly to enact the by-laws re-
quisite for the purpose, and that their disinter-
estedness and ‘integrity would be sufficient to
administer righteonsly the millions of dollars
which might, from the sale ot bonds, come into
the hands of men unaceustomed to such sums or
such trusts, without exacting any security or
imposing any check or supervision deserving
the name.

The confidence of the Legisiature in its own
integrity, has led it to form too high an estimate
of the honor and incorruptibility of Municipal
Oouncils. Their confidence bas led them astray
from that humility in which alone can be found
safety. There are fow of them who do not pray
ot tobe led into temptation : was it right, then,
tha they should pass acts which purport to be
laws, whose direct and inevitable operation and
tendency was to expose the ovntried Municipal

; Councils; and with them a portion of their con-

'stitnents, to the dangers of what to them might
be resistless temptations ? Could it be expected
that the Municipal Councils should resist, when
fate and fortune seemed to combine with the Le-
gislature in offering them power and wealth, if

only for a time ? Ifan apple is represented as a
temptation sufficient to lead our first parents
astray when they were forbidden and cautioned
against its use, and the All-seeing was on the
watch to detect their disobedience, how could
their descendants, the poor Municipal Council-
lors, be expected to withstand the temptation of
those flying chariots, the railway cars, with
Satan at hand to hire them, in" the shape of
imaginary power, wealth, stocks, bonds, specu-
lation and gambling, and no pervading eye to
murk their wanderings from the path prescribed ?
Will the people long consider it right to con-
tinue those so-called laws ? In Lower Canada
it may be surmised that these questions have
been alre_ady answered by the facts which have
ocenrred. Those facts are that from every mu-
nicipality in Lower Cauada where by-laws have
been passed for the taking of railway shares, the
inhabitasts baye proceeded in the pourts of law,
‘in the nawme of the Attorney General, whose
panetion has been landably afforded them for the
purpose, to obtain, on just grounds, that the by-
laws be declared null, and the fusther issne of
bonds be prohibited, A judgment has already
been rendered in one of the cases in their favor,
The others are not yet sufficiently advanced to
admit of a degision. The people are becoming
panic-atricken at theload of debt which is about
10 be imposed upon them, and from which they
seem likely to be relieved only by measures at
which all true and faithful hearts reyolt,—mea-
sures of repudiation or revolution. They have
begun to count the morning and evening to the
days of the iron-horse. The fabled introduc-
tion of the wooden-horse into Troy was not
§o disastrous to that nofortunate city as
would be the introduction of the iron horse
thronghout our settlements, if it is to be accom-
panied with inseeurity to the freadom of our rights
and property.  We cannot know, if stock be ta-
ken, what our losses may amount to:—If it be
said it can amount only to all the stogk taken
(this may be very far from true, but ifit were
true) how many municipalities would then be in-
duced to subseribe, or how many municipalities
could subseribe as they baye dona without ruin ?
We know how it is,in those cases where the
stock is taken by voluntary’ subseriptions ; & re-
presentation is mate on the part of the directors,
gtating that an addition to the road, a branch or
other improvement, is necessary 1o make the road
producfiva, the unfortunate shareholders sub-
seribe anew, or guthorise a loan, and, (owing to
gome new line or to some other cause, perhaps
foreseen by soms of the directors who take care
to sell out just before the denoument), the regult
is, that the sharebolders find they heve lost all
the new outlay, and all the old together.

To show still farther the moral and policy of
the spirit which this railway mania has generat-
ed and diffused

Not a word of sympathy is here spared to the |1
feelings of those who lost so many millions,
which might have been to & part of them their
all; not a syllable of comment about the honesty
or morality of those who could devise and carry
out by concealment and misrepresentation a
scheme of ruin so atrocious; but an ejaculation
of satisfaction is elicited by its having been of | T
service to otheral as expressed in the vague,in- | i
definite and probably fallacious phrase that, it
has been doubtless of immense advantage to the
people along the line.” Now it may be doubtful
whether “it has been of any advantage to the
people along the line” for it may be a question
whether the road will even pay its running ex-
penses and maintenance as there are other rail-
ways leading to and from Rutland. But one
thing is certain, that the country municipalities
did not take shares in the capital stock on behalf
of the unwilling inhabitants of the country
through which the railroad passed, (such agri-
cultural country laws, being! of Canadian
growth); else there would have been in that
case no congratnlations to be made even “to the
people along the line” Tt may perhapa seem
better when a person has been pillaged to be
able 10 say that some third persons have reaped
a trifling benefit, than thal the whole spoliation
has been lost. But can & Legislature justify it-
self for authorizing spoliation on such grounds ?
In the case before us it might be surmised that
the losses were only from concealments, misre-
présentations and frauds, such as not unfre
quently take place in railroad matters, of course
not from any authority derived from the Legis-
lature as to municipalities.

But in no mode can the continuance of all the
powers included in our municipal acts be vin-
dicated or palliuted. They involve by constraint
in & common v3nture and pertnership characters
the most opposite and dissimilar, who are each
entitled to the exercise of free will. The sober,
the frugal, the industrious, who have lived and
toiled, only to falfil faithfally their engagements
and to secure something to those dear to them ;
something for “ the days of darkuess which shall
“be mauny,” and the idle, the unfortunate, the
extravagant, the dissipated, ““who take no thought,
¢ for the morrow,” are put upon a common level H
They are placed by municipal coercion at the
same game of hazard : Their fortunes are launched
on the ocean of steam together, and are dissipated
together against the wills of their owners 1nsmoke
or explosion, Does the legislature still hesitate
torescind Lhese noxious corporate powers? For
what reason ? We have too higha respect for the
legislature to believe thatitis to allow freer scope
to the agency of speculators, gamblers and job-
bers of railroads, but perhaps among other rea-
sons it may be said that the corporations or mu-
nicipalities will be,injared if their powers be, re-
duced. To this it may be answered, that the
powers were improvidently bestowed ; that the
people will be injured if they retain them; that
corporations are always intended to belike every
othér socialor domestic institution, for the ad-
vantage and benefit of the people; this is the ob~
ject of all law; vorporations are the mere crea-
tures of the law, endowed with such vitalityand
powers as the law has been glessed to bestow |
upon them, in which they stand in a far lower !
position than the people, whose rights exist an-

tecedently to all human laws and whose rights |
those laws, even by the creation of corporations, |
were intended to augment and preserve. The |
sume legislature which has created, can put an
end to tlie existence, or can abrogate the noxions |
posvers of corporations, as often as it is found |
that they retard instead of advancing the public |
weal, that they violate instead of pressrying Lhe
rights of the people.  But although the law pos-
gesary this power, and must, when DECESSAry,
witliout scruple exercise it; yet as its exarcise
at times and in peculiar conditions might seem
harsh, all corporations ought to be of limited
duration, & ecircumstance which would always
coaduce to keep them within the line of duty.—
Corporations not unfrequently, also, have & ten-
denuy to establish castes ar secls: castes check
improvement, keep society stationary, or cause
1t to retrograde and oppose the law of progress,
which in all things that do nov violate primal
and fundamental laws, appears to be the inten-
tion of Providence. The higher the object, the
more dangerous the caste; hence religious castes
and corporations are more dangerous than all
others & to bestow upon these last-mentioned cor-
porations a perpetual duration is what the laws
of man commonly endeavor to effect, and in so
doing the laws of man are at war with the laws
of nature, for they assume that we have reached
that point of perfection at which we ought to
stop; for every act of perpetual incorporation is
an edict against future improvement. It is ow-
ing to the domination and sinister influence of
caste that the fertile regions of India, the earliest
abodes of man, have been subjected during count-
less ages to the tyranny of cruel and degrading
superstitions, the burning of widows, the immo-
lation of men under the wheels of Juggernaut,
and all the forms of impisty which a governing
and fanatic priesthood could deyise to delude
and brutify the sons and daughters of man.—
Against them the perpetual edict for the pre-
vention of future improvement seems to have
gone forth, and India has been subjected to a
toreign yoke for countless ages, nor can she hope
to recover herself and become independent until
she throws off the load of superstitions under
which she is chained.

HEven where corporations are established with
an exclusive view to progress, they soon become
attacked by the blight of self interest; the man-
agement or direction gets into the hands of a fow
designing persons who have, or create, a differ-
ence of interest from their associates, and gra-
dually become more and more indiflerent to the
intérests of the members, until at length those
interests are entirely lost sight of in the superior
attractions of the power and advantage of the
directors, and they end in being managed or
mis-managed solely with & view to the advan-
tage of the officials or office-bearers. An nnin-
termitting jealous guard appears, therefore, to be
called for over all “corporation, by existing go-
vernments, particularly by sucix governments as
have elements of freedom in their composition ;
and it seems the duty of the legislature for the
benefit of all, to be cautious in establishing cor-
porations, whether municipal or otherwise, and
Preserve its control over them by requiring pe-
riodical statements of their condition, maunage-
ment and progress, and by limiting their dura-
tion. In short, the legislature ought to bear in
mind that,in establishing corporations it isin soms
degree founding petty rivals to itself whick may
work injury to the intérests of the community in
proportion to the powers bestowed, and become
ruinous to the common weal, and therefore fatal
to itself) if the power and privileges whick should
center in itself alone be entrusted to otﬁers.
