firictly charge and command all Our Ofncersas well Civil as

Military, and all other Our ooedient and loyal Subjects, to ufe their

utmoft Endeavours to withitand and fupprefs fuch Rebellion, and

to difcloie and make known all Treafons and traitorous Confpiracies

which they thall know to be azainlt Us, Our Crown and Dignity ;

and for that Purpofe, that they tranfmit to One of Our Principal

Sccretaries of Stite, or other proper Officer, due and full Informa-

tion of all Perfons who fhaii bL found currying on Correfpondence

with, or in any Maiincr or Decree wmiding or abetting the Perfons

now in open Arms and Reocllion ccaintt Our Government within

any of Our Colonics and Plantstion. in Noth America, in order to

bring to condign Punifhment the Authors, Perpetrators, and Abét-

tors of fuch traitorous Defigns.
