THE CITY FINANCES,

A very wholesome clanse in an act
amending the City Charter provides that
the annual civie -appropriations shall
never exceed the amount of the receipts
from the preceding year wlhded o the
balanece of the said receipts which shall
not have been expendwml.  The object is
to prevent the Corporation disconnting
the future, and the revenwe of one year
i8 held to afford an approximate aml in-
gide estimate of the revenue of the next
year.

An action has been entered amainst
thefCorporation, fur contravening this
law. The revenue actually colleeted
last year amounted to §1,766,187 aml
the unexpended balance of the re-
ceipts of 1= 5258 The
expenditure for 1525, including &142,535
of unforeseen and exceptional expendi-
ture in fighting the smallpox epidemie,
amounted Lo $1,951,704, thas leaving an
actual deficit of &0,7%. The epuiemic
it will be remnembered Jdid not terminate
with the year 125, and the Finanee
Committee preferreid to leave the ex.
penditure on this account to be dealt
with when the full awonnt of the dis-
bursements should have been ascertain-
ed. By the simple process of ignoring
the expenditure on accountof the epi-
damic, the expenditure of 1855 was reduc-
ed to $1,808,009, thus wiping out the de-
fieit and leaving an unexpemded bal-
ance (on paper) of  §5G0M. The
legality of this course will Dhe
tested by the action now pending.
This unexpended balance of #5004,
legal or illegal, was adided to the amount
of the actual revenue of 1555, &1,
to form the basis of the xlpllmprl.uinns
for 1886; but the total thus arrived at of
$1,822,173 was not considered adequate
to meet the probable expenditure of the
year.

The Finance Committee, therefore,
took into consideration three sources of
revenue not contemplated by the Act.
First, the revenue of the new St, Jean
Baptiste Ward was estimated on the
same prineiple as laild down in the Act;
that is by taking the previous year'sreve-
