Llty Hall, In tbe tald City, on the fourteenth 
day of December, one thousand eight hundred 
and fifty-five, in virtue of a By-Law made and 
passed at a quarterly meeting ol this Connell, 
held on the ninth day of June, one thousand 
eight hundred and forty-five, adjourned from 
tbe said ninth day of June to tbe tenth day of 

I the said month, and farther adjoarned from Manufactory, the said tenth day of Jane to the eleventh day 
of tbe said month of June, In tbe year last 
aforesaid, at each of which several meetings 
were and are present two-thirds of tbe Mem­
bers eomposing the Council of the City of Que­
bec, that Is to say :—

His Worship the Mayor, Messrs. Hall, Staf­
ford, Glackeroeyer, Robitatlle, Vallee, Bureau, 
Rheaume, Sewell (Dr.), Connolly, Joseph 
Rousseau, Robertson, Alleyn, Leaycraft 
Hearn.

It was ordained by the said Council, and the 
said Council doth hereby ordain and make 
tbe following By-Law :—
A BY-LAW to regulate the Measurement and 

Selling of every kind qf Fire Wood brought 
into the City of Quebec.

. HERE AS It Is expedient to regulate tbe 
''Y Sale of Fir® Wood upon the Markets and 

other public places of tbe City, tbe said Coun­
cil, by and In virtue of tbe authority given to 
them In and by Act of the Legislature of this 
Province, 18 Vlc., cap. 159, intituUd « An Act 
to amend and consolidate tbe provisions con­
tained In the Ordinances to Incorporate tbe 
City and Town of Quebec, and to vest more 
ample power* In tbe Corporation of tbe said 
City and Town,” ordains and enacts, and It is 
hereby ordained and enacted :

1.—That within the limits of the Atty of 
Quebec, from aud alter the passing of tbe pre­
sent By-Law, tbe standard cord of Fire Wood 
shall be of wood not leas than two and a half 
feet long, tbe cord being eight feet long by fonr 
feet high, French measure, or shall consist of 
eighty French cubic feet, tbe said wood hav­
ing, therefore, two feet and a hair in length 
and not leas.

2.—That from and after the first day of 
January next, no fire wood shall he sold or 
offered for sale or bought on any of the Mar­
kets or public places of the City of Que­
bec, otherwise than by tbe cord, half cord 
third of a cord or a quarter of a cord, and In 
no less quantity, and such wood shall not he 
less than two feet and a half In length as 
aforesaid.

8.—That nothing above ordained and enact­
ed shall affect In any way the firewood which 
shall be the property of Her Majesty’s Govern­
ment.

4.—That any person who shall violate or In­
fringe any of the provisions contained In the 
present By-Law, or any part of the sanu., shall 
Incur and pay for each aud every offence, vio­
lation, or Infraction, a penalty not exceeding 
five pounds currency, or shall be liable to an 
Imprisonment not exceeding thirty days.

6—That every other By-Law of this Conn­
ell, or any part of the same, and aW other 
orders, rules or provisions made and passed by 
any other authority, aad now In force touch­
ing aud concetuing the matters and things 
contained In the present By Law, or which 
are Incompatible with the provisions of the 
said By-Law, or any part of the same, or 
which shall be repugnant to the same, shall 
be and are hereby repealed.

The contents of The British Quarterly Re­

view, for January, just received from the 
Leonard Bco t Publishing Co., 41 Barclay 
street, New York, are as follow?:—1. Papar- 
cby and Nationality. II Cox’s History of 
Greece. III. The Adornment of Bt. Panl’s. 
IV. The Bible’s Place in a Science of Reli­
gion. V. Early Christian Inscriptions of 
France. VI. The Qrevllle Memoirs. TII. 
Europe and Peace. VIII. Erasmus—his 
Character. Contemporary Literature.

The foregoing Met of subjects is a fresh 
demonstration of tbe fact so of en stated, that 
this Review, in common with the others of 
the series regularly repnbllsbed here, alms to 
keep its readers well informed on all matters 
of pnblic interest.

In tbe first article the writer shows that 
tbe controversy now waging in Germany, is 
“deeply ranted in tbe historical Incompatibi­
lity of the pretensions of tbe Papacy with tbe 
autonomy of the State;’’ that tbe conflict was 
Inevitable, and admits ot no evasion or com- 
prom i at ; and “upon every groudd of Bcriptare, 
of reason, of society, of history, and of hntna- 
Lity," takes side with the civil against tbe 
ecclesiastical power, tn tbe struggle for su­
premacy within tbe State.

“ The History of Greece.” by G. W. Cox, 
anther of “ Mythology of the Aryan Na­
tions,” receives much commendation, es e- 
cially for the discrimination between true 
history and mere legend. The two volumes 
now published conclude the Peloponnesian 
War.

Article IV. is best described in the writer’s 
own words : “ He has sought to present, in 
the data of Scriptural religion, a great body 
of scientific facts which mast remain posi­
tive knowledge In the department of religion, 
whatever new knowledge may arire in phy­
sical science.”

“Europe and Peace” would have been 
more apUy entitled “ Europe Preparing for 
War," and for a war of tenific proportions. 
The description of the condition and temper 
of the nations affords little hope for the con­
tinuance of peace.

Hon. Mr. Mmckensie, shows that the total 
amount expended on Public Wotks during 
the year was $6,141,901.81, the items being 
as follows :—Construction, $8,733,649.29 ; re­
pairs, $676,772.84 ; staff and maintenance, 
$1.831,679 68.—Total, $6,141,901 81. In re- 
gaid to the new Welland Canal, i. states that 
it has to be built on a scale of navigation 13 
feet in depth of locks on the sills, bssin, 100 
feet at the bottom and 13 feet in depth, with 
sleepers generally two to one, having a sec 
Uooal area of 1,638 square feet throughout in 
catting.

The work on this Canal is in varions degree* 
of progress; The expenditure on the Canal 
hoe been doting tbe year—for constraction, 
$746,420.61 ; repairs, $108,706.99 ; staff and 
maintenance, $60,966.48. Over $316,000 has 
been expended on the Lschine Canal during 
the same time.

$56,144.99 has been spent on the new 
Costom House in Toronto. The repairs on 
the Hamilton Poet Offlce cost over $9,900 
On the Intercolonial Railway $1,301,560.08 
has been expended for s.affand maintenance, 
and $742,862.10 for construction. Work has 
been commenced on the new wotks of the 
Lochlne Canal. The Grenville Canal has 
been thoroughly cleaned and generally re­
paired. Several large pall elevator dredges 
are now being constructed, to be ns<d in 
deepening the channel of the river SL Law­
rence, between Quebec and Montreal, to 
twenty-five feet at low water. The machin­
ery will be ready early in the spring, end 
work at once commenced. On account of the 
unsatisfactory manner in which the contrac­
tors began the work of the Co bourg Harbour, 
the contract has been token away from them 
and rc-awarded. This has delayed the 
work one year. Owing to the accommo­
dation in the Departmental buildings 
being insufficient, it hss been decided that 
additions to the west block shall be made. 
Plans are In course of preparation for a build­
ing two hundred and forty-five feet in length, 
sixty feet in width, and three stories in 
height, with basement The grounds of the 
Parliament Building are no* being laid ont 
on a plan of C. Veaux, of New York. Tbe 
Post Offices ol London, Hamilton and King­
ston have had additions pnt to them. The 
new Custom House of Toronto is being rapid 
ly poshed forward. An examining wareboase 
is to be built in Toronto. Tbe new Montreal 
Post Office is proceeding satisfactorily 
though the contractors have not been enabled 
to finish tbe work In the speciaed time An 
examining warehouse is also to be construct 
ed in Montreal. The Observatory In Quebec 
bos been completed snd occupied. The for 
tificatiocs about tbe citadel have been re­
paired and made good, and work is still in 
progress. The Immigrant depot at Point Levis 
has been enlarged. The Custom House, Inland 
Revenue Department and Post Office of Win­
nipeg are now in course of erection ; a peni­
tentiary is being constructed at Stony Moun­
tain, fourteen miles from Winnipeg. A simi­
lar institution is to be erected in British 
ColumbU. I. 1« intended io reduce the gauge 
of the Intercolonial Railway to lour fret eight 
and a half inches. New rolling stock if this 
gauge Is to be purebssed It is expected that 
the eastern section will be completed by 
August next. Eleven persons were killed on 
the Intercolonial Bailway during the year. 
There are three rentes to Manitoba. Thdr 
lengths are as follows :—From Toronto, via 
Detroit and St. Paul, 1,669 miles; from To­
ronto, via Detroit, the Lakes, Duluth, and 
Moorehead, 1,600 miles; Toronto, via Col­
li ug wood, Prince Artbnr’s Landing, Lake 
Shebandown, 1,078 miles. This latter route 
bas been much improved during the year. 
There are 632 miles of telegraph, the pro­
perly of (he Dominion, in operation in Bri­
tish Columbia. The revenoe therefrom has 
increased $1,800 daring the year, though the 
disbursements still exceed the receipts by 
$20,000. Victoria harbor has been much im- 
plot ad.

(From the New York World.)
Your correspondent has just returned from 

a visit to the home of tbe famous J*me« 
boys, In Clay County, the scene of the lau*t 
of a series of tragic events which have sur­
rounded these two renowned border bandits 
with more terror than all tbe other despera­
does of this half-civilised, wild Western 
country. During -he war they took part in 
the bloodiest and crudest events of the border 
warfare, with such leaders as Quantrell and 
Anderson. Almost ever since they have 
been continually hunted by detectives, whilo 
all the bloodiest crimes in half a dozen 
South-western States have been laid at their 
dooÉ*;

At 1.30 o’clock Tuesday m >roing a desper­
ate attack was made upon tbe honre of tbe 
James boys by a party of men generally un­
derstood to be in the employ of Allan Pinkefi 
ton. m His detectives have been io pursuit of 
Jesse and Frank James ever since the rob­
bery of the train In Iowa last year. Last 
spring one of the detectives', named Whicher 
undertook to make his way in disguise to 
the home ofr the James boys, and the next 
day was found twenty miles from where ha 
had been last seen, with three bollet-hdles 
through bis body and a card pinned to bM 
breast contained the warning, " This to all 
datoctives.”

Ths home of the James boys is in Clay 
Coan y, Mo., three miles south ol Kearney, a 
■mall station on tbe Camerou branch of the 
Huuàbal and St. Joseph Railroad, twenty- 
four miles e&st of Kansas City. Tbe bouse is 
after ibe style of moet Missouri farm-houses— 
built of logs and then weather-boardtd. It is 
three-quarters of a mile from the nearest 
neighbours. The lather of the James boys 
died when they were young, and their mother 
is now the wife of Dr. Renben Samuels.

The attack of Tuesday morning was of 
shocking atrocity. I give the particulars os 
told me by one of the family. At the house 
mentioned there was nobody about th- place 
except Dr. Samuels, his wife, their children 
(the eldest of whom fs a boy of thirteen), 
and a n*gro woman with her children. Tbe 
f-mily were up stairs asleep when the negro 
woman, who had been asleep in tbe kitchen, 
aroused them with the report that the house 
was on fire. AH hurried down stairs. Thu 
weather-boarding af the kitenen was burn­
ing briskly in several places, and Dr. Sam­
uels, with the two little boys, began tearing 
it off and smothering the flames. Mrs. 
Samuels remaiced inside. The negro wo­
man’s bed was afire, and this blaze she first 
extinguished. She then discovered some­
thing horning on the floor, which fhe took 
to be * turpentine bell, and tried to pick it 
up but found it too heavy. She then tried 
to push it into the fireplace with bei foot, 
and she was doing so when Dr. Samuels c&mo 
in and with some difficulty picked up tbe 
blazing boll and threw it into tbe fire, when 
it exploded, the horrible results betraying 
the real character of tbe tend grenade.

One fragment struck Dr. ttsmuels on tie 
right side of the bead, and temporarily para­
lyz'd him Another portion struck Mrs. 
Samuels, terribly mangling one of her arms 
and necessitating amputation, from which it 
was thought, when your correspondent left 
the form, she coaid not recover. A third bit 
of the fatal missile (.truck Archie Samuels hr 
the abdomen and penetrated the bowelsT 
Tho little fellow, only eight years of age, 
was carried out ou the porch and died in two 
bonre.

Dr. Samuels, upon recovering from the 
shock, ran ont of the hense and called 
loudly for help. His cries were answered by 
a volley of pistol shots from tho fence near 
the bum. Johnnie Samuels, only thirteen 
years of age. comprehend'd the situation, 
and, taking down a double-barrelled shot-gun 
and a brace of revolvers, returned tbe fire. 
There was a brisk fusilade for five minutes
and then a clatter of hoofs, and all was still

On Monday he bad gone to Independ­
ence, Jackson County, i nd cn Monday night, 
strange as it may seem, he was attending 
tbe Methodist Church at Blue Bottom. 
The detectives, however, were ignorant of 
that fact, and made their attack, thinking 
tha at least one of the James boys was la 
tbe house, and that in the confusion ot the 
fire and the explosion of the bomb he would 
be thrown off his guard and might be caught 
or shot down from their ambush. Finding 
only the old people and children at homo 
they gave a > in disgust and hurried atomy. 
Tbe Sheriff ot Clay Co.nty, Colonel Groom, 
summoned a posse of twenty men,fond at this 
writing is still sconring tbe connty is search 
of the detectives, but thus far no trace of 
them has been found.

Meeting of llae Hible Society.
Last evening tbe Quebec Anxiliary Bible 

Society held its anniversary meeting in tbe 
Music Hall, which was attended by a largo 
and highly influential assembly. The chair 
was taken at eight o’clock by Henry Fry, 
Esq, and after tbe singing of a bymn, the 
Rev. Mr. Powis read a portion of Scripture 
and offered prayer.

The Chairman then made a few appropriate 
introductory remarks, mentioning the extra­
ordinary increase in tbe work and usefulness 
of the parent society, ihe British and Foreign 
Bible Society, which has now a branch estab­
lished in the city of Rome itself. Io looking 
over the report be had been gratified to aee 
the progress which had been made, particu­
larly io Ontario. Ba long as this noble So­
ciety could issae the Bible for ninepence, and 
tbe New Testament for threepence, he bad no 
fear for the existence of Protestantism In the 
British Empire, uor for the ultimate success 
of Gospel troth throughout tbe world. (Ap­
plause.)

Tne Secretary, Mr. Lamb, then read the 
report ot the Quebec Auxiliary Society. Tbe 
Committee had employed, during tbe sum­
mer, two French colporteurs on either side of 
i he St. ^awreoce, and propose to continue the 
same work u«:$t year. Their English colpor­
teur reported gratifying success iu his work. 
The Committee recognized with gratitude the 
gift of $600 from the ppper Canada Bible So­
ciety to be applied to the support of a French 
Colporteur. The number of English Bibles 
sold during the year was 460; of Eoxlish Tes­
taments, ?08, of Foreign Bibles, about 450. 
The Treasury statement showed the total re­
ceipts for 1874 to be $1553, including a bal­
ance of $311 from the previous year; collec­
tions to the city aud suburbs, $337; total ex 
peoditure, $1284. The report of the Ladies 
Auxiliary Bible Society stated that they had 
opened a prayer meeting at St. Rocha with 
such success that they intend to continue it.

UOUffiK OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, F«-b. 11, 1875.
(Continued from our last )

Mr. PLUMB, amid criet: oi question, said 
he could easily imagine the diilicnlty 
under which the Hon. Premier labored when 
ho rose to support tbe resolutions be had 
brought forward, wbtoh were io contradiction 
o the earliest professions on the subject, it 

required all the courage, not to say audacity 
of tbe Hon gentleman to enable him to in­
troduce bis resolutions. Mr. Plumb reverted 
to principles and to points to dwell 00 by 
the previous speakers, and concluded by ex­
pressing bis conviction that tboee resolutions 
would not settle the difficulty In a manner 
satisfactory to the country.

Sir J. A. MACDONALD—Hedid not think 
that hts hon friend need ask Indulgence of 
tbe House, but if he had done so, it was 
apparent it bad not been granted, because 
forth# first time In his life bad the majority 
in the House taken tbe coarse like that fol­
lowed to-night. A snbject of great impor­
tance to the future of the well-being of this 
country hail been treated by gentleman 
opposite with extraordinary lovltyandencour­
aged he was sorry to say, by some ministers 
o’ the Crown. He had listened with g eat 
attention as it deserved, to tbe speech of the 
Hon. Premier, but he bad failli altogether 
from his elaborate speech, whether the hon 
gentleman held that faith of the Crown of 
England, and was pledged to amneety to 
parties implicated in tho rebellion in the 
North West. The whole question turned 
upon that point, and the gentleman did not 
explain bimsHf satisfactorily upon it. He 
bod not argued that the taitb of tbe Crown 
was pledged. If the iitith of tho Crown was 
pledged to amnesty, no matter what the 
crime might be in its inception, and in its 
consummation, no matter bow blameable the 
Government of the day might be in making 
that pledge, no matter with what considera­
tion he or his coileaguee might be treated for 
making that pledge, the honour of the Crown 
of England was pledged, then amnesty ought 
to be extended to those men, and if extended 
tothcmitebould be full and complete. There 
could not be a partial performance in ap- 
pretxima fi performance oi tbe pledge, there 
could not be uu approximate, saving of the 
faith of the Crown, and therefore if the honor 
of tbe l rown was pledged to amnesty, that 
amnesty should be giautcd pure and simple 
without any conditions. The resolutions 
before the House did not say and the Gov- 
ernnjent ;jpon whose rcsponriblllty they were 
brought down did. pot tbinx that the 
honor or faith of the Crown had been 
pledged. The Premier attempted to draw a 
distinction between the honor of the Crown 
in Canada and the honor of the Imperial 
Crown. Hu said that although in a techni­
cal sen** the honor of the Crown had not 
been pledged, yet (t bad been committed to 
an a nnesty to all intents aud purposes. Her 
Majesty did not wear two Crowns, but one 
Crown, and there jraa therefore but one way 
in which the honor of the Crown could be 
said to b# pledged for there were no two 
kinds of honor attaobiog to it. The <^aeen 
was Sovereign ot Great Britain, Ireland and 
all their colonies and dependencies, and any 
pledge made on Her behalf whether by Her 
prime Minister in England,or in the smallest 
dependency of the Empire, would be brokeu. 
No obligatiou could exist here that did not 
exist in England She was S >ve‘ sign over Ca­
nada. and no pledge made by him (Sir 
John) when Premier, or by the hon. gentle­
man now at the head of the Government as 
Her adviser for tbia portion of the Empire, 
could fail io being carried out to the utmost 
extent do matter what the result to the indi 
viduals or the parties coucerned by that pro­
mise. Before discussing the resolutions 
placed before the House, he would ask leave 
to recall some of the circumstauce-s connect­
ed wi h the annexation of the North-’Vest to 
the Dominton of Canada. The Pr mier in 
big speech stated that there was something 
wrong in the course taken by the Dominiou 
Government towards tbe people of Mani- 
tob», and if the reslstaqce ctfered by the lat­
ter bad taken a passive instead of au active, 
the bon. gentleman indicated that be would 
perhaps have sympathized with it. He (Sir 
John) denied that there was any force used 
from the beginning to the end, that there 
was one act of aggression, one act of wrong, 
that conld not be justified. He heard one 
hnq. gentleman laugh if he could do nothing 
else.

Mr. YOUNG—Wnat about tho thoqsaud 
dollars ?

Sir J. A. MACDONALD—The hon. gen­
tleman should not interrupt me ; it Is a 
want of manners. Certainly from the very 
first motion made hy the Dominion to an­
nex tbe territory of the North West down to 
the time that the lata Government ceased to 
administrate the affairs of the country there 
was not one single act of his that he was 
not prepared to justify, and be was quite rea­
dy to do so just now not only with respect to 
the thousand dollais, bqt also with regard to 
every other act of the Government of which 
be wan then a member committed in that 
connecii-’D. The gains of the union of that 
country to Canada was no novel question. 
The late Government did not open it up for 
the first time. It had occupied the minds of 
the people of Canada for years and years. 
From the first time he, Sir John, had entered 
Parliament tbe people of Canada looked 
forward to a western extension of 
territory, and when he first enter­
ed the Ministry in 1854, the question 
was brought up time and again and pressed 
with much force and ability by the Hon. Geo. 
Brown, wbo was then a prominent m.<n io 
opposition to the Government of which Sir 
John A. Macdonald was then a member. Not 
only was lhat question pressed upon tbe Gov­
ernment in the parliament of Canada, but we 
bad petitions from the people of the North- 
West themselves praying to be relieved from 
the Hudson Dry Company and to be annex­
ed to Canada. They would also find that 
missions were sent to England, and their 
rights of Canada were fought fiefere a spepial 
Committee of the House of Commons of Eng­
land. In every part of Canada, as well as in 
the North-West itself, there was a universal 
desire expressed that tbe country should be 
sooner or later a part of Canada. Tbe First 
Minister would himself remember, and fo 
would his hon. friend from South Ontario, 
th» strong pressure by petitions ^brought 
to bear in the Government of Ca­
nada, and the Government of Ragland, 
especially by Mr. McAllister, who took 
a deep and special interest in the matter, set­
ting forth advantages which would result 
from the proposed union. The gentleman to 
wbom he nod alluded not only fought the 
question here, but iu Ragland at the Coun­
cil office aud iu Parliameut; it was only after 
this that he gave up this struggle, aud ad­
dressed himself to other pursuits In which he 
attained great eminence. The question 
being so pressed aud coutiuuing to be pressed 
upon the people and Legislature of Canada, 
Confederation of the Eosterrn Provinces hav­
ing been effected, the Government of Canada 
endeavored to enlarge our area in accordance 
with the wishes which bad been thus ex­
pressed and which had been acquiesced in by 
tbe Parliament of (J toads. That this latter 
was the case waa shown by (b* resolutions 
adopted at Quebec, and it was the bounden 
duty of the Government of tbo day to carry 
out the expressed wishes of tbe people and 
Parliament oi Canada, and the expressed 
wishes of the Imperial Government as con­
veyed to ns, and add that country to the 
Dominion. Negotiations were accordingly 
opened with the Hudson Bay Company. 
They were at first unwilling to deal with us: 
they desired to make the country a special 
reserve for tbeir own special purposes, and it 
was only after a strong pressure from Her 
Majesty's Imperial Government that they 
consented and we succeeded. Having ac­
quired that country the people of the North­
west were aware of ft, and offered no objec-

abliug them to become the proprietors ot 
land. Referring to the acquisition of the 
North West territory, he (Sir John) said that 
so far as we were concerned tbe bargain was 
an excellent one, and had met witb the ap­
proval of Parliament and of the country. He 
considered lhat the furnishing of supplies in­
stead of money to those engaged iu tho con­
struction of the Red Rivt-r route was dictated 
by beneficent and humano principles. Ho 
defended tbe appointment of the Hou. Wm. 
McDougall, whom he looked upon as emi­
nently suited to fill the position with credit 
to himself aud satisfaction to tho country. 
Tbe object of bis bring sent so early to bis 
seat ot government was that be might become 
tbe sooner acquainted with the wants of the 
country, aud tbe best means of establishing a 
Government consonant with the feelings and 
desires of the people. He charged tbe bon. 
gentlemen then on tbe opposite si ie of tbe 
House with uniting to frustrate by the spread 
of false nod invented rumors the benefi­
cent desire of the Goverumeut of G'aoada, at 
a lime when all Canadians might bave unit­
ed to aid the completion of so desirable au 
object. From the moment Mr. McDougall 
left this country his footsteps were dogged, 
and the most erroneous views were expr^-Kl 
regarding him. Then tho unfortunate occur­
rences of 1869-’70 took place. A quasi rebel­
lion arose and the Goverumeut here at Otta­
wa bad to deal with it. They dealt with it 
os best they could. They took every step 
within their power for the purpose of pro 
duciog quiet aud allaying the fears of tho 
people. The Governor General issued a pro­
clamation in which it was stated that if these 
people submitted to the Government every 
wrong would be redressed and that they 
would stand iu the same position as the rest 
ol the British Empire. This proclamation, 
however, did not arrive early enough, and 
was never properly circulated. The Gov- 
erumeut recognised their delegates seat 
to Ottawa from Fort Garry. Tbe Hon­
orable Premier when he stated that 
the Government recognised the revolu­
tionary power, must have forgotten 
that tbat4motioa had been convened at the 
invitation of the Governor General, and not 
by tbe action of the revolutionary power, and 
that the Government, in the uischarge of 
duty and in accordance with the instruc ions 
from England, had met that delegate. He 
denied that the Government, by word rr 
deed, had recognised in any way the revolu­
tionary power ; on tbe contrary, the motion 
of a provisional Government, or any person, 
or document emauating from it, was never 
tolerated. He referred to the arrival of 
Archbishop Tache from Rome at the invita­
tion of the Osuadlau Government, aud to the 
important services rendered by that prelate 
in restoring order and quietness, and stated 
that with hts Lordship tbe Government held 
tbe fullest and meet entire communication. 
His Grace was furnished with copies of the 
documents previously sent to that country, 
including the proclamation, and ho was told 
to tell fils people that the proclamation was 
still in force ; but at that time no bloodshed 
hod taken place, and it had been held, both 
by Earls Duffurin aud Carnarvon, that by no 
possibility coaid that proclamation be held 
to cover crimes of a more serious nature 
than tbe taking up of arms and the obstyuot- 
ing tbe entranco of any British subject into 
that country. He then came to'he period 
of the murder of Scott, aud challenged the 
hon. gentlemen opposite to poiut out a single 
instance of dereliction on the part of the Gov­
ernment then in power. ThN North-west 
troubles were then in their «enith, and to 
attempt to arrest murderers at that time 
would hare fanned the flame of discontent 
and produced fresh disturbances, and instead 
of tbe loss of a single life there might have 
been hundreds. Sir John referred in detail 
to the circumstances connected with th« 
Fenian raid, and to the services rendered on 
that occasion by Riel and his parly, also to a 
correspondence of hiiqaelf and colleagues 
with Archbishop Tache and Father Ricbot, 
contending that no promise, written or ver­
bal, of an amnesty had been mode. He then 
criticised the conrse proposed to be taken by 
Government as set forth in the resolution 
of tbe Hon. the Premier, characterizing the 
pnniahment intended to bo inflicted by ban­
ishment os a farce. He taunted the hon. 
Premier with shirking the responsibility and 
throwing it on Parliament in a manner ab­
horrent to tbe British constitution, and con. 
eluded by saying that he believed the calm 
ajter-thought of the conn ry would assert 
tnqt tbe late Government bad not been wan ­
ing (n tbeir dqty in ^ny single step they had 
taken for acquisition, settlement and the 
development of that great coqntry.

Mr. BLAKK ®®id that a good deal bad been 
said by the hon. member for Kingston, that 
evening,’hat waa strictly irrelevant to the 
question before the House. He did not com­
plain that tbe boo gentleman should have 
takeq this opportunity to enter into a some­
what extended review of transactions of tho 
Government in connection with the North- 
West troubles. He did not .omplain that 
the hon gentleman should have proposed to 
enlarge tbe area of discussion in the manner 
be had done. He did not complain that the 
bon. gentleman had closed with an appeal, 
almost touching, to both sides of the House 
and the country at large to bear in mind tbe 
great difficulties aud responsibilities under 
Which he bad labored iu tbe trsosqctions, 
and to believe that in all he had done he hod 
acted for the best. Tbe question was not 
whether be bad acted for tbe best, bqt wbat 
he had done, and wbat consequences were to 
flow from what he did in all these transac­
tions. If the Government bad taken tbe 
course which the right, hon. gentleman bad 
recommended, and made this question one 
of executive action only—if they had upon 
tbeir own responsibility issued au order in 
oouucil advising an amnesty—then, he (Sir 
John) would be disposed to support them, 
but he regarded the measure in whfohthe 
Government propose*! to deal with tbe ques­
tion as one that was subversive q! our Con­
stitution. and therefore, as tbe saviour, gua.- 
dian and (protector of the Ooustitqtion, he 
would have to vote against the resolutions. 
The right bon. gentleman luul stated that the 
proposal to invite tbe co-operation of Parlia- 
ment in an act of grace was unprecedented. 
He thought be had read before to-day io Eng­
lish statute books records, not verv singular, 
of each acts on tbe partot tbe British Parlia­
ment, nor dfd he thiuk that made much dit- 
ferepce wbethpr an act of grqcc were extend­
ed by the r^foMou® or by the bill, as in 
either sense tbe exeçqtive ac iou was uot 
broqght iqto play. }f he (Mr. Blake) was 
not mislqfbnatd, it will he found tha: to 
1841,1843, and 1845, the Fail lament of the 
late Province of Canada was asked to act and 
did act in a sense similar to the present. He 
did not believe that any amount of argument 
for ihe other side, or any attempt to obtain 
from an amendment a union of scattered 
forces, would alter the substantial fate of the 
resolution. He believed it would bs carried 
by a decisive majoritv, and that the vote 
would be met by the general approbatiou of 
the country at large.

Fri»ay, 12th Feb.
Tbe SPEAKER took the chair at 3 p.m.
I}r. CARTWRIGHT presented a message 

from His Excellency the Governor General, 
submitting estirqsta® for the year ending 
30tb June, 1876. Mr. Cartwright moved that 
His Excellency’s message aud accompanying 
estimates be referred to the Committee of 
Supply.—Carried. Mr. Cartwright announc­
ed that he proposed to proceed with tbe con­
sideration of tbe estimates oq Tuesday next, 
if they could be reached, on which day he 
would make his financial statements.

Mr. MACKENZIE presented a message 
from His Excellency relating to tbe noa-ful- 
fillmeut of the Confederation with British Co­
lumbia.

Mr. MACKENZIE presented a message 
from His Excellency transmitting copies of 
correspondence with Her Majesty's Govern­
ment on the subject of a bill passed last ses­
sion for tbe constrqctiou end mtinteuauc j of 
marine efoctric telegraphs.

Sir JOHN A MACDONALD asked when 
printed copies of tho papers relating to the 
British Columbia and electric telegraph cables 
would be distributed.

Mr. MACKENZIE said the papers had not

tion in the Ootario Legislature, expressing a 
regret that the murderers of Scott should be 
allowed to remain free, but the hon gentle­
man had not shown how either tho Oovern- 
raout of Ootario or that of tho Dominion, 
could act iu tho matter satisfactorily.

Mr. RYAN gave e.be Government credi- for 
bringing forward the matter, and urged that, 
as according to English law a mau must be 
deemed innocent till he is proved guilty, 
Governor Archibald could not have presum­
ed Riel aud his associates guilty in the ab­
sence of even an indictment, and could not 
const quentiy pardon a crime of which be 
was presumably innocent. It was much to 
be regret ed that a question like the present, 
which «va} simply one of right or wrong, 
should have become mixed up with tho pas­
sion of religious prejudices. However the 
Freuch-cpeaking population of the North- 
West might think on this subject, on tbe part 
of the English-speaking population of that 
country, he must protest against tbe amnesty 
proposed in the résolu ions before the House, 
because to them it looked like a mockery of 
justice.

Mr. MASSON heard with feelings of desp 
pain the observations which had fallen from 
«he hou. gentleman who bad j ist sat down. 
He, himself, bad been some time in the 
North-West, and had hod some opportunity 
of ascertaining the feelings of the people, 
and he knew that, not only amongst the 
French but also amongst the English-speak­
ing population, it was entirely different to 
that expressed by the hon. member. Nothing 
was more opposed to fact than the assertion 
that they desired to see the extreme penalty 
of the law carried out. He was even awaru 
tbit the constituency which the honorable 
gentleman represented entertained ideas on 
this question quite at variance with those 
which had just been beard expressed from 
the honble. gentleman. The late Mr. Cun­
ningham, wbo was the dnly elected represen­
tative of that constituency, was a s renuous 
advocate for the complete pardon of thoro 
complica.id in tho North West roubles, and 
it was by the unfortunate occurrence of bis 
sudden death that tbe gentleman wbo bad 
jast spoken had fpnn i bis way to that seat in 
tho House.

Mr. DEVLIN, in a speech of some length, 
supported the views of the Government os 
the only onus likely to lead to a proper set­
tlement of the difficulty, in view of the de­
spat hes oi the Imperial Government on the 
subject. In his view of the case and with 
the whole evidence before him, he could 
come to no other conclusion than hat tbe 
right hou. mem -cr for Kingston and his col­
leagues had promised an amnesty 
in the fnliest sen so of tho word. 
In view of the despatches from the Colonial 
Secretary, which were before them, and o! tbe 
position in which the Houie found itself 
placed, tbe Government could neither com­
mit itself to the views of those who, on the 
one hand, desired to S’ e tbe extreme penalty 
carried out, nor, on the other hand, to 
tho vIqws of soch as would recommend 
a full aud complete pardon. Ho thought 
that the middle course, as set forth in the re­
solution propesjd by the hon. gentleman at 
tbo head of the Government, which provided 
for a mitigated pu'tishment, should recom­
mend itself to the favor ot the House. Ho 
considered that this coarse would effect a final 
settlement of th- vexed question.

AFTER BBC BIS.
Mr. MOUSSEAU resumed the debate, ex­

pressing a hope ibat this question would be 
approached with generous and patriotic feel­
ings, and with a due. regard by the majority 
for the feelings and desires of the minority 
in tho House. He argued that In so much as 
the Hudson’s Bay Company had abandoned 
tbeir author! y previous to the publication in 
the London Gazette of the proclamation trans­
ferring this territory to the Dominion of Ca­
nada, the rule established by Biel aud his as­
sociates can bo looked upon to no other light 
than of a de /acta govcrnmeqt, and tbeir 
deeds, Injadicious though they were, io no 
other light than as political deeds. The 
sending np there of the Hon. Mr. MacDou- 
gall was accomplished beforu the necessary 
legal formalities had been complied witb, 
and consequently Mr. McDougall bad no 
legal right there. He characterlaed the des­
patch's* of Earl Carnarvon as insulting to 
the F'-M-h-speaking population of Canada, 
and cot eluded by moving an amendment 
granting u complete amnesty to all concerned 
in those troubles.

Mr. LAURIER contended that iu view of 
the despatch cf Earl Carnarvon, the Govern- 
ment bad taken the only coqrse left open to 
them. No good could arise by obstructing 
the passing of tbe resolution proposed by the 
Premier; on the contrary, much danger wag 
to be apprehended from a postponement of 
tbe settlement. Thu resolution before the 
House offered ». measure of mercy, which the 
Liberal party of Quebec were prepared to ac­
cept, and with all due deference for the pa­
triotism of the hon. member (Mr. Moasseaa) 
be felt be should best discharge his duty by 
supporting the resolution.

The debate was continued by Messrs. 
Fournier, Cuichon, Yfrigbt (Poutiac), Des­
jardins, Frechette and Decosmos.

Mr. MACKENKIE bntfiy replied.
Tho House divided when tbe amendment 

was lost on division. Yeas, 23 ; nays, 152.
Mr. FARROW moved an amendment, re­

citing tbe negotiation between Messrs. 
Dorion and Letellicr and Archbishop Tscbe, 
which was lost on a division. Tne main 
motion was then put, and carried upon the 
following division : Yeas, 120 ; nays, 50.

The Houte adjourned at 2.40., a. m.
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before them for punishment, that is to say, if 
they had power to punish them, ihe Treasurer 
would have to submit a supplementary esti­
mate to increase our gaol accommodation.
If Mr. Thom refuted to answer tbe questions 
put to him, or refused to appear before them 
at all, they would only bave to go over tbe 
same course os at Montreal.

At this point Mr. Methot, the seconder of 
tbe motion, entered tbe Chamber.

Hon. Mr. CHAPLEAU said tbe bon. gen­
tleman (Mr. Bellingham) was not in order. 
Tbe motiou had been carried. Nevertheless, 
he did^not desire to prevent hon. members 
from expressing their views on the subject, 
but he might tell the hou. member that the 
question was not the same as it was at Mon­
treal. Mr. Thom was the known editor of 
the Obboniolb, and at the same time an em­
ployee ot this House. If he refused to obey 
the order of the House, then the opinion 
might be asked from the House as to the 
manner in which employees under such cir­
cumstances should be dealt with.

Mr BELLINGHAM pointed out that he 
had not been out of order, as the seconder of 
the motion bad only just entered the Cham­
ber, and tbe motion could not be carried 
without bis presence.

Mr. JOLY said that be was rather surpris­
ed at tbe action which hod been taken. It 
would be cowardly ou his part, he thought to 
keep silence on this matter, for he had him­
self made charges very much like those com­
plained of, on the floor of the House. But 
there were precedents so numerous in Eng­
lish practice, that he did not wish to object 
to the motion of itself, though he did not 
wish that his sUenca when the motion was 
put shonld be construed into concurrence in 
Its spirit He could not do so without the 
imputation of cowardice when his own con 
duct had been ao marked in the same connec­
tion.

The SPEAKER decided that any questions 
to be put to Mr. Thom should be put in writ­
ing.

Hon. Mr. lRVlNE~And be sanctioned by 
the House.

Tbe SPEAKER—Certainly.
Mr. CHAPLEAU acted os an interrogator 

and opened as follows :
Q. Please slate your name, residence and 

profession 7
A. My name is William Leslie Thom, my 

residence is Quebec, and ray profession is 
that of a journalist.

Q. Are you cne of the employees of this 
House aud, if so, iu what quality ?

A. I am attached to tbe staff of extra- 
writers oi this House, and have so been for 
the past two sessions. I receive the emolu­
ment paid to aa extra writer iu consideration 
of my furnishing more extended reports than 
are usually furnished of the debates and pro­
ceedings of this House.

Q. Are you one of the editors of the M0&11- 
iso Cbbomiclk newspaper, published in this 
city ?

A. I am attached to the staff oi the Moon- 
iso Chsokiclb.

Q. What authority have you for publishing 
more extended reports of this House than any 
other newspapers 7

Mr. JOLY objected to this question. Mr. 
Thom was not charged with publfehiog more 
extended reports. He was charged with 
quite another thing.

Mr. CHAPLEAU stid the House had au­
thorized no official report or hansard. He 
only desired to have the witness explain his 
answer and to ascertain under whose orders 
hu acted in the connection.

The question was allowed.
A. When I was attached to the staff of 

extra writers, it was with the understanding 
that I shonld furnish more extended reports 
of the proceed! ngs of this Honse than were 
usually given, in order to supply a medium 
of reference for the use of members.

Mr. CHAPLEAU contended that this was 
no answer to his question. Hu desired to 
know from whom the witness hod received 
his authority ?

A. When I was appointed by authority of 
Mr. Speaker, it was understood that I should 
furnish as complete a report as possible of the 
proceedings of this Honse.

Q. Do you state that you received iostruc- 
tions from Mr. Speaker to publish more ex­
tended reports and, if not, wbo gave you 
such instructions ?

Mr. MARCHAND asked what relation this 
hod to the charge against Mr. Thom.

Mr. CHAPLEAU submitted the question.
The SPEAKER declared it allowed on 

division.
A. I bod no definite instructions, hot there 

was a sort of general an lerstanding that I 
should do so. I cannot distinctly recollect

A. I decline to answer any question of the 
kind. In the first place, it would be a 
breach of professional etiquette to do so, 
and in the sec jnd, I am not the-esponsible 
editor of the CnmoxiCLs

Mr. CHAPLEAU submitted that the ques­
tion was within the reach of the examination, 
and ahould be answered.

Mr. JOLY said there was a rule which was 
both good and humane in these cases. The 
witness should have an opportunity of ob­
taining legal advice. He moved that the 
witness be allowed to retire for a quarter of 
an hoar or thereabouts for that purpose.

Mr. CH4PLEAU argued against this view.
Mr. BELLINGHAM coosi i«rtd tr at the 

witness had answered very fsirly. He bad 
told the House that he was not the respon­
sible editor. It was quite clear that accord­
ing to professional etiquette he could not 
reveal the secrets of his office. In any case, 
he contended that he should^have the benefit 
of an opportunity to seek legal ad/ice.

Mr. CHAPLEiU had no objection, if the 
witness only asked the favor.

Mr. W. L. THOM —Mr. Spoakar, I ask 
that 1 may be allowed to retire to consul 
my legal adviser.

The SPEAKER pat the request 
Mr. CHAPLEAU —Under the guard of the 

Sergeant-ar-Arma, of course, to be called 
when the House orders

After some conversation, the request was 
granted and ihe witness liberated upon his 
honor, subject to return to the bar upou the 
cAll of the House.

Mr. LYNCH then rose to another question 
of privilege. A speech had appeared ia the 
Mouusu CHtowicLi of this day, purport!og to 
have been delivered by Mr. Fiaser de Berry, 
a Member of the other branch of the Legisla­
ture, in discussing the bill respecting the 
election of Members of the Legislative A?- 
f>embly. He (Mr. L ) might be permitted to 
say that If ever words had been reporte 1 as 
having been uttered in any Legislative body, 
deserving of censure, certainly these were.
(He read from the speech as published.) He 
thought the House would be seriously want­
ing In duty to itself if it did not Uke notice of 
this language, which was not only deroga­
tory to its dignity, hot actually scurrilous and 
insulting to the hon. member for whom they 
were designed. He said be need hardly mention 
the name of the memœr, as ho was only too 
wellridicaLd (Mr.Gerin.) He (Mr L ) was 
not sufficiently acquainted with the proce­
dure to be followed ia like cases, but he held 
that some steps should be taken to vindicate 
the honor and dignity of the House, more 
especially as he understood that Mr. Fraser 
de Berry disclaimed having used any langu­
age of the sort. He (Mr. L ) only wondered 
how, if so, it had got into print.

Hon. Mr. IRVINE thought that under the 
circumstances, it was the duty of the leader 
of the House to take the necessary action to 
vindicate the dignity of the Hoose.

Hen. Sûr. MALHIOT said, the gentleman 
to whom this speech was ascribed was a 
member of aaother House, which enjoyed 
equal privileges with their own and the 
only way to proceed, ihat is to say, if he had 
really uttered the defamatory language in 
question was by way of petition and recom­
mendation, asking the Legislative Council to 
take action in the matter. To ascertain the 
fact, however, whether Mr. Fraser de B rry 
had used the language in question or not, he 
thought it would be best to refer the question 
to Committee, and npon the report of the 
latter, steps might be taken to vindicats the 
dignity of this Hon«e.

Hon. Mr. ANGERS said that the two cases 
of breach of privilege which had been brought 
under the notice of the House, furnished a 
striking illustration ■»: the humiliating posi­
tion in which the II . o had been placed by 
the recent decision u Judge Ramsay ; there 
were another urgent r jnsons why th« House 
Should fake immediate steps to ascertain the 
scope of its power» in such cases. As to the 
remarks attributed to the Hon. Fraser de 
Berry he was sure that every member of the 
House will agree that they were a gross 
insult to one of the members of this Honse 
and therefore an attack on the dignity of this 
body. The Government had been taken 
entirely by surprise by th - action taken upon 
the two newspaper article» complained of, and 
the matter de manned much more consideta- 
Uon from the Government, on account of the 
ridiculous position in which it had been 
placed by Judge Ramsay’s decision. In re­
ference to the member attacked by the last 
named article he was sure that every mem­
ber of the House must have learned wi h 
regret that that gentleman had declared his 
intention of not again seeking election 
to this House. The attack upon him 
was an infamous calumny and an outrage 
npon the dignity of the House, and the 
House should take some steps to vindicate 
itself and protect its members from snch at­
tacks.

Hon. Mr. IRVINE said the leader of the 
House should at once take steps to ascertain 
whether the article complained of was a cor­
rect report of the proceedings of the other 
branch of the Legislature, and if it were a 
correct report it would bo the duty of this 
House to bring under the notice of the Bouse 
the breach of privilege that had been com­
mitted, and then it would ue the duty of the 
other Hooseato take such measures as tt deem­
ed best to put a stop to such proceeding» and 
afford the redress to the member a.tacked 
this Hones had a right to expect.

Hon. Mr. MALHIOT said be was in favor 
of naming a Committee to enquire into the 
authorship of the aiticie, and tnen report to 
the Committee on Standing Orders and Elec­
tions, bat ior the present he thought it best 
to adjourn the debate, seeing that Hon. Mr. 
Fraser de Berry had denied nsing the lan­
guage attributed to him.

After some farther discussion—
Mr. HEARN said be considered that the 

readiest way to ascertain the truth would be 
to bdag the petty who reported the speech 
or published it at once before the Bar of the 
House and elicit the information necessary.

Mr. BEAUBIEN understood tha: only a 
part of the speech in question had been de­
livered. The speaker bad been called to 
order at a certain point, and had confided the 
balance to the press.

After some conversation 
The SPEAKER ruled that after the formal 

declaration of the member for St. Maurice the 
matter could go no iurther.

Mon. Mr. CHAPLEAU said he had no in­
tention of dropping the affair with the 
CmoaicLi so easily.

Some discussion followed as to when Mr. 
Thom should be recalled—* r. Chapl-au con- 
tending for 5.30 p.m., and Mr. Joly and others 
demanding that the witness should at least 
have till half-past seven to consult bis legal 
adviser, which was finally agreed to, and 
order made to that effect.

The subject then temporarily dropped.
The regular business ot the House was then 

proceeded with.
Hon. Mr. ANGERS, from the Private Bills 

Committee, reporud the St. Sauveur bill and 
the bill to incorporate the Victoria Opera 
Honse Company of Montreal, with amend­
ments.

Mr. BELLINGHAM pruseu.cd a report 
frem the Select Committee on the winter na­
vigation of the St. Lawrence.

Hon. Mr. GARNEAU moved the House in­
to Committee to consider the following reso­
lutions to encourage the establishment of 
beet-root sugar manufactories :

Hon. Mr. ROBERTSON -No.
Mr. LYNCH—Then I beg to move in 

amendment that th« Speaker do not leave the 
Chair, and that the said report be not now 
concurred in, but that it be resolved that this 
Houee regrets that the claims of the South- 
Eastern Railway and the Montreal, Chambly 
and Sorel Railway to an additional subridy, 
in accordance with the promise made in ibis 
House by the honorable the Premier of the 
late Government, on the 23rd January, 1874, 
and ratified and confirmed by him in writitg 
on the 24th January, 1874, have not been re- 
cogni»‘*d and mentioned in said resolutions, 
la support, the hon. gentleman s^oke at con­
siderable length iu an able and forcible man­
ner, until bixo’clock, when the House rose.

At 7 30 p. m., after recess, Mr. W. L. 
Thom wa* recalled to the Birof the House.

The •'.eputy Scrgeant-at-Arns reported the 
witness iu attendance.

Q Arc you the author of the article pub* 
lished in the Morninu Chroniclk of this morn­
ing, entitle tHow the Case Stands ?”

A. 1 dealine to answer ou the grounds, 
firstly, that such answer would injure me iu 
my profession ; secondly, because I consider 
the interference by this Legislature with 
articles in daily journals, not retleciing upon 
this Honorable House, and published iu the 
ordinary course of journalism, is a grave at­
tack upou the freedom of discussion and an 
infringement upon the liberty of the subject.

y. Do you positively refuse to reply to the 
foregoing question 7

A. I refuse positively to answer the ques­
tion as to the authorship of iba article in 
question, because there is no reflection con­
tained therein upou this Honorable House, 
and, if there be any injury therein to any 
hon. member of this House, he has redress 
open to him in a court o! law. The imper­
sonality of journalism is with us a leading 
feature, and 1 cannot infringe upou impera­
tive rules. 1 might add that uot being the 
responsible editor of tho journal with which 
I am connected, I am uot at liberty to speak 
of the authorehip of any article or articles 
published in that journal.

Hod Mr. CHAPLEAU submitted that the 
answer was not sulheient, as the witness’s 
reasons for refusing to reply were based oa 
his own personal appreciation of his duties. 
Such could not be reasons for the House. He 
asked that order be given to him to answer 
the question whether or not he was the au­
thor of the offensive article.

Hon. Mr. IRVINE said there was no ques­
tion about the sufficiency or insufficiency of 
the answer. The witness had distinctly re­
fused to reply. Now was the time to take 
action one iray or the other upon this re­
fusal.

Hon. Mr. CHAPLEAU desired that the 
witness be requested to withdraw, when he 
would prepare any motion he bad to make 
on the subject.

The witness was accordingly ordered to 
withdraw.

In the meantime, the House went into 
Commitiee on Mr. Alexander’s bill to incor­
porate the Young Women’s Christian Asso­
ciation of Montreal, and reported it without 
amendmen , when it was read a third time 
anl passed.

Mr. LYNl H then resumed bis remarks in 
support of his amendment before recess to the 
Railway resolution*.

A long debate followed.
Hon. Mr. IRVINE pointed out that the 

Government, through the late Premier, 
Mr. OUIMET, bad given a distinct promise 
in writing to the member for Brome that the 
roads mentioned in bis amendment wonld be 
aidtd this year in the measure of the resonrees 
of the Province. He held that tbs Govern- 
ment were bound by the obligations of their 
predecessots. which, in this instance, were in 
the nature of contracts ; he cbarac erized their 
conduct in endeavoring to shirk this promise 
as shoffiing, and demanded that they should 
fulfil the promises of their predecessors.

Hon. Mr. ANGERS contended that if such 
a promise was made, it was a rash one, and, 
moreover, did not bind this Government. He 
said the amendment of the member for Brome 
was one of want of confidence aud, if ado pl­
ed, would indebt the Province to the extent 
of’$651,000 more, which it could not brar. 
He argued also that there were cas.*s iu 
which a Government might prop rly refuse 
to carry ont contracts entered into by their 
predecessors, and this was one, as it was m«- 
□ifeatly to the injury ol the Province to 
carry it ont, and that the position taken by 
tho Government was therefore the right and 
proper one in the interests of the Province.

Mr. GERIN expressed his surprise at the 
statement that the Government repudiated 
otaliy the promise of the ex>Premier, but 

said he was not sui prised to see the Treasurer 
vacate his seat to prevent himself from hear­
ing any more of a subject to which he had 
once been a party. He concluded that if this 
rule were to be adopted, there was no longer 
any trust to be placed in the solemn engage­
ments of any Government in this Province.

After some further debate the vote was 
taken and resulted as follows:

ous to their interests ; that the municipality

The clause with regard to the opening of the 
market was re aiix-d, suhj'H.'t, however, to the 
condition of the by-law on tho subject being 
first submitted to a vote of the rate-payers, 
which, whtn takcu, ax far as we have been 
able to learn, will certainly not Le in its 
favour.
