Sir Robert Watson-Watt States
Major Advances In Russian Radar

Major advunces have been made
behind the Iron Curtdin during
the last few years, which include
notable progress in radar re-
gearch, Sir Robert Watson-Watt,
the discoverer of radar told The
Examiner in an interview in his
Upper Belinont home.

“When I last contemplated the
work the Russians were doing on
radar several years ago, they ap-
parently had accomplished com-
paratively little,”” Sir Robert
stated.

“There have bzen recent indi-
cations, however, that much prog-
ress has been made within the
lagt few years,” he added, “how
much ‘we have no way of know-
ing."”

Sir Roberr, the man who has
bheen widely credited with the big-
gest individual contribution to the
Allied victory in World War II,
is now comfortably established in
Westmount, the city that he and
his Canadian-born wife have de-
cided to call home.

Here Since Christmas

The soft-spoken, chubby little
man has been in Montreal since
Christmas, having come to Canada
to play a double role in the ap-
plications of radar. Sir Robert is
here: A. to advise Prime Minister
St. Laurent and Defence Minister
Brooke Claxton on installation of
radar stations across Canada, ca-
pable of spotting enemy aircraft
and guided missles approaching
over the north pole from Asia, and

B. to carry out agreements of the
{private firm he is employed by,
which call for advising industrial
firms in Northern America on the
installation of radar.

Sir Robert said that the defence
of Canada and the United States
cannot be distinguished Emm one
' another.

“We must discuss the defence of
the North American continent on
a whole and not attempt to sep-|
arate each,” he stated.

“We can assume,” Sir
said, “that any attacks of
continent would come from
north and northeast and that is

“Skilled workmanship both in
the construction and operation is
a definite necessity,” he stated.

God’'s World

Perhaps I may be allowed to Anglicanize for a couple of weeks.
My church requires me to start my Bible reading again at the
beginning, laying down the first chapter of Genesis as the Morning
Lesson on the Sunday called Septuagesima. The rule is a good one. If

we were left to our own choice some of us would read nothing butl

Isaiah and Micah
others would concentrate on that
essence of piety, the Book of
Psalms; others on Wisdom: and
our conception of God would be
unbalanced. In the Old Testament
no less than in the New we need
to preserve ‘‘the proportion of the
faith.”

So we go back to the “In the be-
ginning,” as the Hebrews called it,
and we read “In the beginning God
created the heaven and the earth.”
From some points of view that is
the essential verse of the Bible.
Out of that flows the whole great
story of the world and all its
works, and, as far as we men are
concerned, all of God's works too.
Without that there would be mno
Isaiah o1 Psalms or Wisdom or
Gospel, nor any men to read them.

“Create” is a compelling word.
Quite apart from the form of the
sentence it implies a Person who
creates. The Cambridge scientist
may talk glibly about the continu-
ous creation of matter while
ignoring the Creator entirely, but
he talks nonsense. He has no right
to use the word “creation” unless
he accepts the fact of creation.
He offends against the fundamen-
tal law of language.

“In the beginning God created”
— not the world as we know it
today, nor the universe as the as-
tronomers describe it today, but
the universe as it was in the be-
ginning, so many millions of years
ago that the mind boggles at the
figures. Yet all the potentialities
of the world as we know it were
there. God created all that by His
power. .
