An Angry Crowdatthe Belanger

“Never mind, to-mprrow night will do!”

This was the disappointed cry of seyeral
young menin the St. Jean Baptiste hall,
last night when they had their proposed
victim taken from themand escorted by the
police to No, 12station.
Theinquest on the body of Mrs.Belanger,

who was killed on Sunday evening was con-
tinued. At the opening there were not less

n 1000 people in the hall over the war
ket and the heat was something terrible,
insomuch that, the coroner stated that the
populace would nut be allowed entrance
this’ evening. Threats were tiving thick
and fast that the motorman, llenry New.
man, was to be mobbed and on its being
brought to the attention of the coroner he
ordered him to be placed under arrest
and as a matter of form he was held in $50
cash bail for his appearance ns a witness at
this evening's sitting. Messrs. St. Jean
and Archer appeared for the Street Rail-
way, ‘and Messrs. Gouin and Champagne
fur the relatives.
The first witness called wax Elizabeth

Belanger, the wife of Ei. Girard, se: “I
was watching the motorman, Whohadhis
hand on the brake, but he was not looking
in front of him, but on the side towards
the east. le did not seem to hear the eries
of the several people telling him
of the danger. think the distance
of the car was about a small block
from the woman when E first noticed the
danger. L do not know how my sister came
to be on the ground, as Touly saw her a mo-
ment before the car went over her. 1 was
in the wagon on the right and my sister
on the left. There were twelve persons in
the waggon, including the children. When
mysister was on the ground the car was
uot fur fromher, about eight feet.
Cross-examined by Mr. Lomer Gouin:“I

did not sce my sister fall; neither do I
know‘whether she was thrown out.’
Mr, St. Jean, for the Street Railway,

asked the witness if the car was near the
waggon when they were descending St.
Lawrence street from Mount Royal avenuet

“* Yes, the car and waggon were side by
side, but we went fagter and got ahead of
it, and when we arrived at our destination
andthe horse went to turn into the yard
the car was some distance away, I may say
it was about AW yards away fromus, but
on looking around my sister said * hurry
up, here comes the car.” Yes, if the horse
had not boited there would certainly have
been no accident. The motorman could not
see or could not know if the horse was
going get across the track as it
did. “ia not sce my sister make
an sign to the motorman to stop.
It my sister had remained in.the.waggon
instead of jumping out as she did, she cer-
tainly would not have been killed.”
Mrs, Corinne Daze, wife of Ed. Girard,

jr., said she was in the vehicle at the time
of the accident. The car was about fifteen
feet from Mrs. Belanger befure the acei-
dent. The car was going very fast, she
thought, as fast as it could go.
Dr. Wyatt Johnson, who made the au-

topsy on the body of Mrs. Belanger, stated
that the examination was made under very
disadvantazeous cireumstances. No rup-
ture was found on any of the internal or-
gans, Theleft rib was broken into several
pieces, and this might have been
the cause of her death, as the heart
was veryfatty, and it would not takemuch
of ashuck to have cansed death, He did
not think that the body was in anyserious
state of disease. The wound on the left
elbow had a greyish appearance, and he had
been told that it had been burnt, but on ac-
count of the decomposition of the body he
could not state for certain. The person
could notbe killed by electricity according
to the wound on her chest, He eould not
= if the electricity running through the
wires could kill à person. If the voltage
was five hundred it could not kill, Elec.
tricity would kill a person, but he did not
think there was enough in the jelectric
wires used by the Street Railway to kill
any one; a human being nceded from one
thousand to two thousand volts to cause
{eath, but ive hundred volts would kill a
ors
Napoleon Belanger, son of the decensed,

saw his mother lying on the track on her
right elbow, and motioning with her left
hand to the motormanto stop. Befure this
he Lad jumped out of the waggon on the
opposite side from that from which his
mother had fallen aud ran arouud the
waggon only to arrive there in time to see
his mother in the position as stated.

Michel Campeanu, 1103 St. Lawrence
strect, was certain this car was running at
the rate of fiftecn miles an hour. When
he saw the car first it was 152 feet from
the place of the accident. He knew this
as he measured it afterwards. The number
of the car was 127, and when he pulled de-
ceased from under the car she was still
alive and had time to receive the rites of
the church. It was about fifteen minutes
after the accident until Mrs. Belanger
breathed her last, He could not say how
long the car took to go the 132 feet, as it
went so quick.
Mrs. Campeau, wife of the witness, pre-

ceding, said that the motorman was not
looking in front of him. Saw the woman
fall from the waggon. It was standing
ready to enter the gate. The cars were
going faster than a horse could run. Did
not hear the pong ring at all. The
motorman had sufficient time, and
sufficient space in which to arrest the speed
of his car I{ he had been watching. Saw no
person with the motorman on theplatform.

NOT NEPOTISM,

The Leys-Mowat correspondence has
brought cut an abundance of rebuttal ovi-
dence to show that whatever part Sir Oliver

One Mbèke Day of the General

bly-Appointment of the Stand!

Committees—A Chiness Home

|SPECIAL TO THR STAR.]
ST, Joux, N. B., June 21.--The appoint-

ment of the standing committees of the
Presbyterian Genera! Assembly, between
twenty and thirty in number, ocoupied a
considerable portion of yesterday forenoon.
After these numerous appointments atten-
tion’ was given to a matter of particular
importance in connection with the
scheme of augmentation. Rev. D. H.
Macdonnell, convener of a special com-
mittee appointed on a former day,
reported that the committee appointed to
consider that modifications should be made
in the augmentation scheme in order to
secure heartier support in the western sec-
tion of the Church, reported:
(1) That the minimum stipend in aid-receiving

‘congregations be $700 in the case of an unmar-
ried man not requiring a house; $750 and & manse
:ih the case of à nan requiring a house; $230 an
‘A wmanso in Maniioba and the North-West: in
cases where the coat of living is exceptional
ly high the augmentation committee shall

ve wer make larger grant ;
afementation committee ahall have

power to recognize excoptional liberality on
tho art of aid - receiving con tions
by making au increased grant. (2 That rynods
iu the western section of the Church be instruct-
ed to appoint synodical augmentation commit-
tees, which shall review the grants asked by theo
l'restiytery of the bounds, and shall take mea-
sures tostimulate interest in the augmentation
scheme among the congregations of that synod.
(8 That in the westorn section of the chui the
augmentation srheme shail hercaîter be admin-
istered by a vommitice distinct from the homo
mission committees,

These three recommendations were ac-
cepted after an amendment to thethird
one had beon voted down.

PENITENTIARY.

 

HisJourneyfrom Three

Rivers to St. Vincent.

APPARENTLY COOL AND UN-

CONCERNED HE CHATS

-FREELY.

Asks Questions as to Places on

the Road—Confident of Hav-

ing a New Trial.

Just as the bell in the tower of the peni-
tentiary struck three o'clock yesterday
afternoon the iron gates of the institution
at St. Vincent de Paul swung open andad-
mitted John Reginald Hooper to begin his
long term of twenty-tive years. To-day he
no longer hears the familiar name, but an-
swers when the number 2010 is called and
is one of the three hundred and fifty-eight
convicts in the province penitentiary.
All through the journey from Three

Rivers even to the penitentiary gates, he
was tranquil and apparently at cao.fot
one of the passengers on the train, Who
failed to recognize the features which have
appeared in nearly every newspaper in the
country, had any idea that one of the quar-
tettesitting on the first seats on the south
side of the train, was a convict on bis way
to begin a dreary sentence almost equiva-
lent to life itself. When High Con-
stable Bellefeuille and his deputy, Mr.
Dusablon, took their prisoner al d, the
suggested that In order to spare his feel
ings as much as possible, they should ride
in the ba -car; but Hooper, always a
lover of the comforts of life, looking at the
comfortable upholatering of the passenger
car, remarked: ‘We are well enough here,”
and sat down next to the window facing
the platform.

It was a coincidence that the condugtor,
Mr. E, P. Robitaille, was the one on whose
train Hooper travelled from Louiseville
after leaving his wife, and also the one on
whose train Mrs. ooper . was se
with the fatal illness five days later. In
fact the same baggage car was attached to
the train. When Three Rivers was left
behind, he said Lo the STAR representative
who sat beside him, * Now, when we get
near Louiseville,) show methe bridge and
the way theysay'l took on {hat night.”

As the train steamed out, he asked: “Is

“Yes,” he said, “that is just where my

wife jumped off. It was on. the rails of the
side-track that she fell and I tripped in
jumping after her. 1 was not east of the
station that night and as for the road north
of the track, past those barns, I tell you I
never knew it was there. And they call
that stream the ‘Grand Riviere du Loup.
When I heard the witnesses using that
name I was astonished—I thought it must
be a mighty river. And this stream we are
crossing now that is the ‘Littie Riviere du
Loup.’

ors at the “Unemployed” Meeting.

“ously,” in every part of the province from
Soulanges to Gaspé, but this was no politi-
cal demonstration, etc. A resolution was
adopted urging the Council and the Harb
Borrd to cease giving employment to
foreigners or people who do not contribute
to the civic revenue.

POPEPELEOXIII.

He Issues His!Political Testament—
His View of the Situation.

 

ROME, June 21.—The following forecast
of Pope Leo's jubilee encyclical letter, or
political testament is made public. The
encyclical has been approv by a com-
mittee of the College of Cardinals, and will
shortly be promulgated. The letter says
that the Pope, at the end of his life, de-
sires to invite all men, without distinction
of race or country, to enter the Church.
The encyclical u endeals with Chris-
tinn countries, | expresses the
grief of the Pope0 schisms and
animosities which have torn flourishing
countries from the bosom of the Church.
The Pope then addressed the Eaate
Churches, aud promises that their rights
will be maintained in the event of union
with the Roman Catholic Church. His
Holiness then appeals to Protestants, and

ints out that they have no fixed rule of
aith nor authority, asserting that many of
them deny the divinity of Christ, the in-
spiration of Scripture, and end “neLope
into naturalism and materialism. e Po
then names enlightened Protestauts w
ended by returning to Catholicism and° ex
horts others to return to the Church. Con-
tinuing, the encyclical s 10 refér to
the movement in certxin countries inst
the Church, enjoining Catholics to shake off
sloth in view of this hostility; and to* sub-
mit entirely to the tutclage of the
Church, whose mission it is to teach
and to legislate in re to things
falling under its jurisdiction without
being subservient to any and at the
same time exciting the euvy of none. The
Pope even makes a veiled reference to the
friction between Church and State in Italy,
br deploringthe revival of acts of oppres-
sfon which animated ancient royalties
against the Church. His Holiness con-
demns the Free Masons, and calls upon
Italy and France to shake off the 'despot-
ism. The encyclical concludes with recall.
ing the former encyclical of the Pope offithe
social question, declaring that liberty and
the people can be made to harmonize with
power and the rulers, whatever form of
government exists. The Pope strongly ap-

INCOME TAX.

HE CANNOT FOLLOW THE PARTY

LEADERS

Unless They Ellminate This Ohjee-

tionable Section From n Tarif

of Reform.
 

WASHINGTON, June 2l.—Taday in the
Senate, D. B. Hill (Dem. N. Y.,) made his
second speech against the income tax. The
matter came before the House, when that
clause of the tariff bill relating toit was
reached. Senator Rill said: “We have
now reached the consideration of one
of the most important features of
the pending measure. Important not
only because the tax which it seeks
to impose equals in the aggregate
about one-fiftecnth of the whole Federal
taxation of the United States, but because
of the peculiar nature of the bu¥den, as
well as the vast and varied interests which
it injuriously affects, Withall due respect
to what has n said in favor of this tax
bydistinguished Senators, it {is confidently
submitted to the Scnate that the argu.
ments presented in opposition to the neces-
8ity, jujytice und advisability of any such
tax haved never been successfully answered.
The arguments have licen evaded, but not
refuted. In the first place, consid:

from the rere standpoint of
political expediency, it was unwise
to incorporate an income tax in a reform
bill. There were honest differences
enough already existing among party
friends relating to the details of legitimate
taritl’ legislation, which necessarily have to
be reconciled, without going out of the wav
to seck fresh causes of contention in an
effort to incorporate this tax—an experi-
mental schénme of taxation at the best—
upon à measure for the revision of the tarift,
The Democratic party

WAS SUBSTANTIALLY UNITED
in favor of the tariif revision. But it is
well known that irreconcilable differences
of opinion existed concerning the propriety
of restoring a war tax in a time of peace;
and, yet, in spite of recognized differences
and in the face of protests of Democratic
constituencies and against the advice of
ublic mien who have uever faltered in their
evotion to true Democratic principl

this income tax féaturéhas “been engraîted
upon this measure, and we are persistently
asked to accept it agaiust our better judz-
ment as a condition of obtaining any taritf

COAL MINE ON FIRE.
Horrible Experience of Fifty Men in

Heat and Smoke-Four Dead. 
BIRMINGHAM, Ala, June 21.—Fire was

discovered in the coal mines of the Marylee
Coal & Railroad Co, at Lewisburg, ten:
miles from Birmingham, yesterda:
noon. The fire broke vut 400 feet
opening of the mine.
One hundred men were at work at the

mines at the time, fifty of them being be-
yond the fire, their only way of escape being
through the flaines and smoke.
Up to ‘à late hour last night four dead

hodies were recove and many of those
taken out alive are prostrated from suffoca-
tion. The dead are: John Whalen, super
intendent; J. W. Baskins, miner; Ww
McKenzie, an unknown white man.

When it became known that the mine
was on fire, the fifty men who were im-
prisoncd began making efforts to escape.
he greater part of them were loaded into

the tram cary, which were drawn through
the flames and smoke by means of w
cables as rapidly as ible. Others-took
their chances in making a dash through the
atnoke. me got out alive, while others
were less fortunate and fell victims to the
smoke and fire. Among the
Superintendent Whalen, who was pros-
trated, and died justas he was brought out.
The work of rescue went on seve hours,
and by dark every man who was alive
been taken out of the mines. .
Many of those brought out in the tram

care were almost suftocated. ‘As rapidly
as they were brought out they were taken
in hand by physle ans and efforts made to
revive them. It is believed that all the men
have n accoun for.
