Approximately 150 Mohawk youths attend Chateauguay
Valley schools and staff has been hired with the assump-
tion that these youth will be enroled.

A special meeting of the Council of Commissioners was
called on Thursday, August 23 at which it was decided
to open the schools as originally planned. Mr. Fawcelt
told The Gleancr on Monday that there was no further
up-to-date information since then.

Zine i Valley field. was dis
covered by the plant tore
man during his 1S-minute
interval survetllanee tour of
the plant on Saturday morn
g, about 1:20 a.m. Mr.
Frank was found with his
head wedged in a mobile
skinning machine i clec
trolysis plant No, 2.

Mr. Frank had 29 vears
of service with Zine and
was planning to retire at the
end of this vear.

Al present. no official ex-
planation has been given
relative to the actual cause
ol death. According to cer-
tain preliminary informa-
tion, it appears that the
safety  guards  of  this
machine were not in place.
Mr. Frank was uan o
perienced operator on this
machine.

Though the plant section
in which Mr. Frank worked
wats 1o be closed shortly for
modernization, all informa-
tion received clearly indi-
cated that this section an-
swered all the conditions
prescribed by the Commis
sion sur o santé et la
séeurité au travail (CSST)
and was always in good
aperating order.

The CSST will make an
investigation into the cause
of this fatal accident. Dur-
ing that time. this piece ol
cquipment  will  remain
out-of=service,

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Editorial

EVEN PACIFISTS
BEAR ARMS

Some sensitivity is needed in the
face of the pending violence at the
Indian Reserves of the Chateauguay
Valley and west of Montreal. With
the Canadian Army poised to tear
down the seven week-old Mohawk
barricades. at any cost, and the War-
riors determined to stand their
ground, heavily armed and waiting,
bloodshed seems imminent.

Pressure to remedy the stand-off
has come from Chateauguay protes-
ters who cry economic hardship and
commuting inconveniences due to
their native neighbours’ action.
Unfortunately, any valid claims on the
side of these suburbanites have been
nullified by the involvement uf neo-
Nazi groups, the Ku Klux Klan and

motorcycle gangs looking for
trouble.

"The news media has conveyed
these images over the past weeks, for-
ming a public opinion which has now
wavered in Quebec from initial sup-
port of the Mohawk cause to impa-
tience with their barricades. The
Governments of Quebec and Canada
have now succumbed to the white
public’s call for action, thrown up
their hands at the negotiating table,
and given carte-blanche to the Armed
Forces.

Loving every minute of it are the
observers in Chateauguay who gather
at the barbed wire, pull up lawn chairs
and huddle around radios as the War-
riors speak through a French trans-
lator. Youths on bicycles chat with
soldiers, women and children sip
sodas. and tatooed men stare at the
Mohawk position through binoculars.
It is a real game of war for those on
the outside.

Inside the barricades. there is fear.
courage, frustration and determina-
tion. Among the Indian people. there
was certainly not surprise when the
Government announced that it would
use its iron fist to put them down. The
Mohawks have been expecting the
attack for a long time.

While the media has given us a cer-
tain perspective on this issue. often
pointing to the masked Warriors as
terrorists who defend smuggling and
gambling interests. it is vital that we
understand who is really behind the
Mohawk mask and why they are wil-
ling to lay their lives on the line.

Huntingdon pastor Neil Wallace
spent last weekend behind the Oka
barricades inside Kanesatake. He and

six others received military authori-
zation 1o pass onto the Reserve as spi-
ritual ‘advisers, at the request of the
Mohawks. His first-hand observations
show that this is very much a spiri-
tual issue for the Native People. The
reality is very different from the
image we see in the news.

The contrast of those conflicting
images was evident at the Oka barri-
cade. Amidst the natural beauty of
giant pines were overturned provin-
cial police cars.

Guarding the barricades with wea-
pons are the Warriors. but not all fall
into the terrorist category. Reverend
Wallace spoke with one young man,
a university graduate. a pacifist who
had argued strongly with the Band
Council against the bearing of arms.
Although it goes contrary to his own
being, the man had chosen to defend
his people by risking his own life. In
accordance with the traditional Long
House faith, he is a strong environ-
mentalist and see the Oka Golf Course
as a desecration of Mother Earth.

As the pastor spoke with him, his
mask came down and under it was an
extremely gentle person -- one of the
people they call terrorists.

For those who share his feelings,
this is a last stand; there is no other
recourse to alter the frusftration of
injustice that has goen on for gene-
rations. Reverend Wallace found that
they are extremely committed. very
stolid in their beliefs, and ready to die
if need be.

Rather than deal with an obvious
problem, our governments have
sought every possible way to circum-
vent dealing with it. Autoroute 30
which has long been put on the back
burner. suddenly gets the go-ahead as
it would provide a way around the
blocked Mercier Bridge.

If we do not deal with native land
claims now, the ill feelings that have
been created today will only grow
worse. The reaction to the Army’s
intervention could also have national
consequences: don't forget the threats
to blow up the Mercier Bridge and the
hydro dams at James Bay. Indians are
quite capable of bringing the Cana-
dian Government down, as we saw
during the Meech Lake debate. and
guerilla tactics will be next on the list

if this problem isn’t taken seriously.

The barricades must come down.
peacefully. and the Government must

be willing to talk sovercignty with the
Mohawk Nation. P.N.

125 years ago

(From The Canadian Gleaner
of Friday, August 25, 1865)

If vou happen to live in the area of
Barrington you may not have been so
lucky. But then this year is no different
than all the other years the dump has
been burning every week.

If you were as lucky as we were. you
would be able to see the smoke roll in,
and then smell the beautitul airomatics
of burning plastic and raw garbage.

You would have to run to remove
your wash from the line and continue
to dry your clothing in the dryer, and
then rush to close all your windows to
enjoy the 30 deg. C. plus in your home.

Here is a little history for all those
people who are interested and concer-
ned for our environment and the beauty
of our Township.

7 June 1960 By-Law #169 was adop-
ted to open the old dump on Fisher
Street. when the smoke and smell got
out of control and bothered the Village
of Hemmingford and the people in the
immediate area, the council took action
to close the dump Aug. 1974,

I November 1971 the Council at that
time closed a public road known as
Whyte Road by-road with By-Law
#185.

4 September 1973 the Council, by
resolution agreed to rebuild the Whyte
Road by-road: the location of our pre-
sent dump.

14 December 1973 the Municipality
had rebuilt 3.700 ft. of Whyte Road by-
road. (There is no mention in any of the
minutes why the road was being built).

4 September 1974 the Council deci-
ded to cover the old dump on Fisher
Street.,

5 March 1979 the Municipality recei-
ved a Certificate of conformity. from
the Ministry of the Environment. even
though there was no resolution or notice
of motion for a by-law to establish a
dump in Barrington.

Since that time there have been seve-
ral instances of uncontrolled flames.
ashes flying in the fields. and notices
of violation from the Ministry of the
Environment ¢.g.

embarkment with a minimum height of
2.5 meters or approximately 8 feet is
required because the dump is located in
a wooded area.

4) The garbage must be covered each
week with a minimum of 15 centime-
tres or 6 inches of earth during June,
luly. August and September.

These recommendations are not
being followed by the Municipality nor
are they being enforced by the Ministry
of the Environment.

We visited the dump on the 26
August 1990. To my surprise the dump
has turned from an open trench opera-
tion to a landfill type of operation. The
garbage was about 5 feet higher than the
original landscape and the ridge was
approximately 85 feet long. and there
was no sigh of earth covering the gar-
bage. The place stunk of burnt garbage.
was loaded with flies. and smouldering
from the fire which has been burning
for approximately 7 days continuously.

It appears that the people of Barring-
ton have been kept in the dark on how
this dump actually came into their back
vard. By-laws are created to inform the
public of the council s actions, to allow
the public the right to voice their opi-
nion. and to decide “"For™ or
*Against’” a project just like the public
had the right to decide on the Hemming-
tord Industrial Park. There is no by-law
for the Municipal dump. nor is the
Municipality insured for the operation
of the dump. Since there is no insu-
rance. in case of an environmental
clean-up. all the taxpayers of Hem-
mingford will have to contribute to the
cost. because Municipalities cannot go
bankrupt. Taxes would have to be
increased to cover the costs. There has
heen $2.000 budgeted cach of the last
4 vears. to drill wells in the dump and
monitor the ground water. What is the
council waiting for? I hope no one has
to get seriously ill before there is come
positive action,

The other point I would like to
remind the Community is that' the
M.R.C. is still looking for a site as their
regional garbage dump. There may be
a third attempt to bring all the garbage
from the M.R.C. 1o Hemmingford.

The origin of the fire
which completely des-
troyed the Scriver House in
Hemmingford on August |
has been ruled purely
accidental.

This  was
announced by  Corporal
Fortin of the Montreal
crime unit investigating cri-
mes against property in a
telephone interview with
The Gleaner on August 14.
