certain periodicals who have been making
fraudulent misrepresentations with regard

to the circulation of the publications referred
to. The fraud was discovered ln a curious

way. The publishers agreed to insert hand-

bills supplied by the svap manufacturers in

thelr magazinesand iti= alleged exaggerated

the circulation of the magazines apd there-

fore necessarily tho number of handbliils re-
quired, enormously. The scan people were
considerably astonished to find a large num-
ber of their handbills tn the market as waste
paper and they claim to know that a large
number bave bevn destroyed. It in to be
feared that this kind of fraud is getting too
common and large advertisers cannot be too
careful in seeing that they get all that thoy
pay the proprietors of newspapors and
magazines for. When a publisher oxagger-
ates the circulation of his paper by fifty por
cent, he perpetrates a fraud every whit
as great as would n printer who charged
his customer for fifty per cent. more cir-
culars than he printed. Advertising fs auch
an essential part of modern business that it
is of the greatest importance that it shall be
perfoctly free from misrepresentation.
Colossal busineours bave Loen built and are
constantly lwing built up by adver
tising. and advertisers who are spending
hundreds of thousands of dollars yearly
on Advertising alone, are liable to
be cheated to an enormous extent by
unscrupulous publishers. We are glad to
#800 that the firm of soap manufacturers re-
ferred to are determined to protect their
own interests. and we commend thofr
example to other great business firms. The
proper remedies for tho evil are exposure
and even prosecution, for, to obtain ad-
vertising contracts by means of misrepre-
sentation as to cirenlation,ts unquestioonnhly
fraudulent and deserving of severe punisb-
ment.

Dr. Woolford Nelson writes to give some
particulars of (aptainDowDow. Superintendent
of the Pacitic Mall BteamshR pany. on
the Isthmus of Panama. ptain Dow ls
the pioneer of st ip traffic on the Cen-
tral American past,Beling on the “Colum-
bus,” under the Pac way Company:
and it was through his energy that the com-
pany continued the service until a fair
amount of trafic was obtained, and now the
steamboat trade has been developed to a
most remarkable degree.
