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PASTOR SAID GOODBYE.

Rev. P. L. Richardson De-
livers His Valedictory
Sermon.

There was a large attendance at
Sherbrooke  Street Methodist
Church, Montreal, Sunday night
to hear the Rev. P. L. Richardson
preach his valedictory sermon.
Mr, Richardson always treats his
hearers to bright, practical, up-to-
date thoughts, expressed in choice
language, and his discourse that
evening was no exceotion to the
rule, f‘n concluding the sermon,
Mr. Richardson expressed the
regret which he felt at having to
leave a pulpit and a people that
had become endeared to him by
the associations and memories of
a five years' pastorate. He once
more thanked the congregation
for their many kindnesses and the
generosity which he considered
more complimentary to them than
to himself. He would ever look
back with pleasure to the pastor-
ate at Sherbrooke Street Church,
He bespoke the heartiest sympa
thy and cordial welcome for his
successor, the Rev. Dr. Williams

Referring to the changes in the
congregation during the past five
years, Mr. l(ivlmr(tnn said that
more than half of the congrega-
tion had changed. Two-thirds of
the present members were not
connected with the church five
years ago By death and removal
134 members had been taken away,
while 181 had been received There
was consequently a net gain of
fifty in the membership of the
church. In the five years sixty-
four members and adherents had
died. Over one-third of those who
had passed away were over seven
ty vears of age, which was re-
markabable Mr. Richardson
during his present pastorate ofli-
ciated at 138 baptisms and 60
weddings.

It was Mr. Richardson’s inten-
tion to move to Sherbrooke on
Wednesday of this week, but those
arrangements may be interfered
with by the death of his father,
which ocemrred at Kingston this
morning.—Montreal Wilness.

Gty Gouncil Will Erect
Library Building.

* .

COST WILL BE ABOUT $19,000

Au adjourned meeting of the
City Council was held last evening
in the Couaecil chamber. Dr, J.
C. Camirand, mayor, prsided, and
there were present Corncillors
Cate, Jenckes, Olivier, Fualler,
Wilson, Thompson aad Royer.
In attendance, Mr. F. J. Griftich,
secretary-treasurer.

As it was expected that the
library question would be settled
last evening, there wasa fairly
good at,t.emranca of citizens who
are interested in this guestion.

Councillor Cate, in introducing
the resolutions to accept Mr.
Carnegie’s offer for a grant to the
library, said that the petition of
the Librarv and Art Union and
Mr. Carnegie's offer of a grant had
been read at the last meeting of
the Council, and were laid on the
table in order that the members
of the Counadl might take com-
munication of them. The scheme,
as he Councillor Cate explained
at the last meeting of the council,
yractically involved this: It will
e remem{)ered that it had been
suggested by some members of
the Council tfmt, they should pro
vide in connection with the new
city hall accommodation for the
library and art union. Others
were of the opinion that it would
be wiser to accept the generous
gift of Mr. Carnegie and fmvv two
dissinet buildings, The guestion
at this stage was referred to the
Finance Committee with a view
to ascertaining in a general way
what the two schemes would in-
volve, and the figures which he
had submitted the other evening
was the result of the Finance
Committee’s enquiries. Whe
the figures which they had sub-
mitted were not correct estimates,
the figures and estimates were
supplied by architects, and vhey
estimated the cost of a city hall
building without any provision
for the library would be from
£30,000 to $32,000, and the estimate
of a building that would ac
commodate the lbrary also was
estimated to cost from $38,000 to
£12.000 That would be a differ-
ence of from $8,000 to $10,000 that
it would cost more to construct
the building if accommodation
were made in the new city hall,
The estimate for the erection of
a separate library building was
ylaced at from $16,500 to $10,000,
aking the highest of these two
figures, and if two separate build-
ings were erected, it would cost
$51,000, but from that amount Mr.
Carnegie's gift of $15,000 would
have to be deducted, which would
mean a total cost of $36,000 for the
two buildiurs. If they construct-
ed joint building the cost would be
$42,000 or $6,000 more than if they
were to construct two separate
buildings. Taking the figures at
$6,000, the interest on that would
be $240, ana as thev were now
iving a grant of $800 to the
ibrary muf:\rt union now, would
make a total of $1,000, 'f'u that
amount would have to bes added
the sum of 8460 to make up the
$1,500 which they would require
to give if they accepted Mr. Car
negie's offer. Continuing, Council-
lor Cate said that the time was
coming when the city would have
to bear the total e¢xpense of the
library and reading room because
the gentlemen who had devoted
so much of their time and trouble
in the past in the interests of the
institution felt that they could not
carr{ it on much longer on account
ot the difficulties encountered in
raising the necessary subserip-
tions, There was a strong feeling
among the citizens that the city
should assume the responsibility
of maintaining this institution.
He (Councillor Cate) had no hesita-
tion in expressing his own opinion
that it would be in the inte ‘ests of
the city if this offer of Mr. Car-
negie's was accepted.

He had much pleasure in moving
the following resolutions: “That
the generous offer of Mr, Carnegie
to contribute $15,000 for the erec-
tion of a library building in Sher-
brooke upon a site to be provided
by the city, be accepted, and that
the city agrees to undertake to
pay 81,500 annually towards the
support and maintainance of the
said library.”

“That the city council approves
of the term of the letter of the
Library and Art Union of date
23th, May, and that the manage-
ment of the library shall be in the
terms of the said letter, and it is
declared that the offer of Mr., Car-
negie is accepted, and that the
library is to be conducted in the
terms of the said letter.”

Councillor Thompson seconded
the resolutions. He thought they
should have no hesitation in ac-
cepting the gift of 815000, By
doing so they would be taking a
step in the right direction,

he motion was then put and

carried unanimously.

Warm Pralse o
Oanada’s Troops

London, June 17—The Official
Gazette tonight publishes a long
despatch  from Lord Roberts,
being a continuation of the field
despatches written when he was
in command in South Africa. The
communication throws no new
light on the operations in the
field. Appended thereto is a long
list of those signalled for distin-
guished mention. Lord Roberts
speaks highly of the Canadian
contingent, especially in connec-
tion with the unsuccessful attack
on Cookson's eamp March 31, 1002,
in which he says the Canadian
Mounted Rifles sustained the
heaviest loss of the day. He
particalarly comments on the
gallantry of Lieut. Bruce Carrut-
hers. In conclusion Lord Roberts
says he wishes to record the fact
that in April, 10, Queen Victoria
entrusted him with four wool
scarfs worked by herself, which
she desired to be distributed to
four distinguished private soldiers
of the colonial contingents of Can-
ada, Australia, New Zealand and
South Africa.

The selection of the recipients in
each case was left to the colonial
officer commanding thecontingent.
The Canadian scarf goes to Pri-
vate, now Lieut. Richard Rowland
Thompson, of the Royal Canadian
Regiment, for personal gallantry
in the field.

KITCHENER'S TRIBUTE.

The Gazette has published de-
spatches received from Lord Kit-
chener dated April, 1902, which
refer to the defeat and capture of
Gen. Methuen. In these messages
Lord Kitchener expresses the
opinion that Gen, Methuen's
reverse was due to the behavior of
the bulk of the mounted troops
of his command who offered a
feeble and ineflicient resistance
and then lefv the infantry and the
guns to stiuggle against superior
numbers,

In another despatch,
March 31, in which he refers to
the action, Lord Kitchener
praises highly the gallant stand
made in this engagement by a
handiul of Canadians in an 1so-
lated position. In referring to
this matter Lord Kitchener re
marks: — “Thare have been few
finer instances of heroism in the
whole course of the campaign.”
