No one can deny that Canada and the 

United States have common interests and 

common objectives. And for this reason 
our foreign and domestic policies often 

appear identical to the casual observer-
But Canadians are not Americans and 

American policies are not necessarily 
Canadian ones.

Often the national ambitions of both 
nations conflict and friction results. Wit­
ness the anti-American sentiment that 
has been widespread in this country in 
recent years. Many Canadians, rightly or 
wrongly, feel that they are being sub­
merged by American commerce and 
American culture and ibis anli-American- 
ism is the expression of their sentiments.

Now, it seems, the shoe may be on the 
other foot.

In the coming weeks we can expect a 
growing and vocal campaign of anti- 
Canadianism in the United States. Al­
ready there has been evidence of it 
in some sections of the American press.

The controversial issue, of course, is 
the position we have taken in regard to 
trade with Castro's Cuba.

Many Americans seem to think that 
Canada should identify herself with the 
United States and voluntarily join in their 
trade embargo.

Granted, it may prove irritating to 
Americans to see their economic sanc­
tions partly cancelled out by increased 
Canada-Cuba trade. But might they not 
have anticipated this> And was Canada 
consulted before the American decision 
for an embargo was taken? Certainly 
events have proved that Canada was an 
involved and interested party.

It has become increasingly obvious

That many Cubans were hoodwinked 
is now obvious But this does not make 
them Communists nor does it follow that 
Cuba will go all the way over to the 
Communist bloc.

One way to achieve that end, how­
ever, would be for Canada and all other 
trading nations of the West to go along 
with the American trade embargo.

Sheer necessity, if nothing else, would 
then drive all Cubans — not just Castro’s 
crowd — clearly into the Communist 
bloc for good and for all.

I rade Minister George Hees, in enter­
taining the Cuban trade mission in 
Ottawa last week, was simply doing what 
any good businessman would do under 
the circumstances. He was talking to pro- 
pective customers. And, without taking 
any hypocritical moral stand, he was tak­
ing advantage of a wind-fall gain.

Let the anti-Canadians make of that 
what they will.

Fortunately, however, most Americans 
are well-disposed toward Canadians.

And as long as Canada restricts her 
Cuban trade to non-strategic materials 
and doesn t allow herself to be used as a 
trans-shipment depot for American 
goods, they will remain that way.

Airport world's most beautiful?
MONTREAL (CP)—Soft music 

floats through the reading room. 
In the nursery, a baby's cry is 
husihed by warm milk and his 
weary mother rests.

Two elderly Dutch ladies 
seated on a canary yellow lounge 
beneath a black marble pillar 
chat about life in Canada. An 
American businessman sips a 
martini and1 reads the evening 
paper.

This is the new' terminal at 
Montreal International Airport. 
11 is described by the department 
of 'transport as probably "the 
largest, and most beautiful” in 
the world,

Its lavish interior and country, 
dub atmosphere shatter the tra-

jdilions Canadians have learned 
to associate with air terminals. 
It isn't crowded and confusing, 
its facilities extend far beyond 
the bare necessities.

The $30,000,000 structure is re­
garded as the crowning effort in 
a program to modernize Cana­
dian air terminals.

The main passenger area over­
looks the airfield and is sup­
ported by imported Italian mar­
ble columns. The walls are of 
teak or polished granite and the 
floors of terrazzo or marble.

Lone spy in Hawaii 
before Pearl Harbor

WASHINGTON (CP) — An era 
of increasing strain threatens 
friendly relations between Can­
ada and the United States as the 
two countries struggle for mar­
kets and fight recession at home.

The great warmth between 
these neighbors, which developed 
in part from mutual confidence 
in the face of totalitarian aggres­
sion. tended to cool in 1960 as 
the danger of war receded and 
Canadians paid more heed to the 
state of their independence and 
national identity.

While statesmen from both 
sides publicly extolled the virtues 
of Canada-United States relations 
as a model for the world, Ameri­
can authorities anxiously listened 
io increasing reports of ‘‘neutral­
ism” in Canada coupled with 
growing criticism of American 
domination over Canadian indus­
try.

This American anxiety in­
creased with the Canadian gov­
ernment decision to seek new 
taws forcing foreign • controlled 
industry to publicize information 
about their holdings in Canada.

Qualified Canadian informants 
taid American authorities were 
mystified and stunned when Can­
ada steered clear of the U.S. 
embargo on exports to Cuba. The 
American view was that Canada 
was becoming less of a staunch 
ally against Communist aggres­
sion.

• * •
On the Canadian side, there 

appeared to be increasing dis­
trust of American' leadership,

j especially after the U-2 spy platve 
’ affair and the collapse of the 
summit conference at Paris.

There may be some change in 
! 1961 when Democrat John Ken­
nedy -replaces Republican Dwight 
Eisenhower as president of the 
United States. Prime Minister 
Diefenbaker got along well with 
Eisenhower.

Canadian Ambassador Arnold 
Hecne;. a popular Washington 

; figure, is likely to step down in 
11961, severing some personal 
iCanada-U.S. links. Time may Ire 
required to develop new ones.

Meanwhile, the two countries 
; worry about markets amid signs 
i of temporary recession at home.
I Canada is vastly more dependent 
on exports than the United States, 
but the U.S. is worried about its 
diminishing gold supply.

Both countries plan big export 
drives at a time when world 
competition is increasing, with 
West Germany -and Japan show­
ing a big spurt through lower 
prices and lower labor costs.

What may aggravate Canada- 
U.S. difficulties is the rise of 
demands in the U.S. for more 
protection and John Kennedy's 
own pledge to pay closer attention 
to domestic industries hurt by 
foreign competition.

The U.S. still remains Canada’s 
top market. While more Canadian 
natural gas will undoubtedly flow 
across the border in 1961, the flow 
of Canadian uranium will con­
tinue to decline because of world 
surpluses.

But there also are signs of

.optimism, After years of effort, 
the two countries finally got to 

; the stage where they agreed to 
; join in developing the big west 
J coast Columbia River for power.

And in June, when Diefenbaker 
visited Eisenhower, the two lead­
ers said they noted with pleasure1 

I the extent to which problems ] 
"yielded to the process of friendly ; 
and continuing consultation.”

"They expressed their belief,” i 
a communique said, “that there * 
has been established between the 
two countries a model for the 
relationship between neighbors ” 

In the U.S. Congress, continuing 
efforts to increase import curbs 
on lead and zinc were beaten 
down along with pressure for j 
diversion of Great Lakes water 
for Chicago sewage disposal. Î 
Months of haggling over the milt- ' 
tary worth of the Bomarc anti-1 
aircraft missile, of w'hich Canada | 
is to get two squadrons, finally 
ended with congressiorva! ap­
proval of the weapon.

But as the year ended, there 
were sign* of fresh friction The 
Bomarc would be virtually use­
less without it* atomic warhead. 
Diefenbaker s-aid he would not 
accept American atomic war­
heads in Canada without joint 
Canadian control over their 
custody. There was little likeli-, 
hood of early change in Amer- j 
lean law which requires the U.S. j 
to retain sole control over Amer- ! 
lean atomic warheads.

WASHINGTON (API—The Jap­
anese Navy’s lone spy in Hawaii 
at the time of Pearl Harbor says 
his work had “little to do with 
mysterious method's of communi­
cation. tush lady spies or single 
brilliant, coups.”

Instead it was based solidly on 
scholarly research, meticulous 
observation and painstaking at­
tention to details.

Breaking a silence of 19 years, 
retired Ensign Takeo Yoshikawa 
tells his story dispassionately in 
the -current issue of the U.S, 
Naval Institute Proceedings.

Yoshikawa had spent more than 
four years intensively studying 
the U.S. Navy, particularly the 
fleet and the ba>ses in the Pacific. 
Then, at the age of 25, he was 
sent to Hawaii in 1941 as a spy, 
posing under the cover name of 
Vice-Consul Mori mura.

He was in Honolulu on that 
fateful Dec. T. As a consular 
officer he eventually was re­
patriated to Japan without hij 
spy statu* having been discov­
ered.

He wrote that he found his job 
easy in respect to things and 
happenings he was able to see 
for himself. He found 11 "dis­
appointingly difficult” in that he 
got lit't’e or no help from the 
large Japanese community in 
Hawaii.

The Japanese spy used no un 
usual methods of communication, 
relying solely on the regular dip­
lomatic codes and message chan 
nels employed by hi* consulate 
there.

He hired no assistants of any 
nationality and at no lime did1 
he co-ordinate intelligence opera­
tions with German and Italian 
officials in -the islands.

He found out about the move­
ments, the numbers and the prep­
arations of U.S. battleship forces 
simply by wa king to the end of 
Pearl City peninsula that juts 
into Pearl Harbor. There he used 
his eyes.

He found out about flights and 
dispositions of aircraft on arm> 
air force fields by hiring a small j 
commercial plane, flying low at 
times to take pictures.

On the very dav hri(.........
Pearl Harbor attack, Yoshikawa 
sent a significant me-.-. 
was relayed promptly to the Jap 
anese task force, He had pre- j 
viously reported that the U.S. ! 
military authorities were plan 
ning to put up a baboon barrage

around- key points. On Dec. 6, the 
Japanese agent reported no bal­
loons in sight.

The absence of a balloon bar­
rage meant that the Japanese 
could employ low-flying torpedo 

j bombers.
Yoshikawa said he did not know- 

in advance the exact date of the 
I big attack on Pearl Harbor. He 
awoke early on the morning of 
Sunday, Dec. 7, to hear the sound 
of explosions from the direction 
of the big base. He still did not 
know it was the real tiling until 
he tuned in on a regular news 

! broadcast from Tokyo, The radio- 
| cast carried only routine news, 
! except, -that twice within the 
j broadcast one phrase was re 
1 pealed.
