sents Roumania at Constantinople that its
functions are suspended. Roumanians in
Turkey will, nevertheless, continue to enjoy
the protection of the laws.

The second night this man came he was
drunk, I do not know who staid with him,
but think Solandt, who preceded him, did
so. I discharged this man the next day,
and heard no more of him until the morn-
ing of the fire, when he saw me, and unsed
very profane language towards me. Healso
said, “ Your shop is burned, and it is not
by & drunken watchman.” No.person, not
acquainted with the premises, could have
obtained easy  actess to them except by
scoling the fences. A small pile of wash—
board rails were piled upon the second
flat of - the rear bunilding.  Plrey were not
over the engine or boiler, and not near the
chimney ; we could pass between them and
the chimmney ; we had stored in the top
flat of the front building from fifteen to
iwenty gallons of boiled oil, a little tur-
pentine, but no henzine or benzoue ; three
employees held s'ock in the Company ; only
two of these werelaborers, including Farrer ;
1 have no snspicions of any one having fired
theplace ; it is a mystery to me how the
fire oceurred, as the place had - been - swept
up every night, and the shavings carried
away.

By Mr, Mattinson—Had women working
con Saturday night in the premises after five
o'clock. The premises are entirely lighted
by gas, which was turned off by a workman
every night at 6 o’clock. )

By Mr. Gravel—In the rear building lead-
ing to the .yard were three doors which we
used, and others which we could open but
did'not use.  The door of the blacksmith’s
shop was closed with a key ; the engine-
room door was closed by a bolt inside, and
the main door with a bolt, and I had also
provided a lock for it, but cannot say that it
was used ; my orders were that the doors
were to be fastened or locked, but I cannot
say whether my orders were obeyed.

By Mr. Wait—I told Paquette how to do
his business, but nothing farther.

had to come down to save themselves ; as
£oon as the alarm was given at five o'clock
the firemen were’ there instantly ; didnot
know whether the firemen went into the
lane of their own accord or by order; was
unabile to give an opinion as fo the safety
of the building for machinery, but thought
there was a gosd deal of vibration in the
rear building when the machinery was in
motion ; thought he was once in the front
building when Butterfield’s machinery
created some vibration ; could not give any
clue td the origin of the fire, but might if
he thought the matter over ; had no sus-
picion of any one, and had not been inside
the building for several weeks; never
knew that Mr. Drake kept a night-watch-
man.

Whenee he came and what lie was dsingmno
one took any pains to learn, but from his
conversation it was apparent that his ante-
cedents were respectable and noble. With

inkling as to his methods of operating.

It was in the Windsor that the stranger
from the east first registered on his arrival
in New York, the name of Selim R. Bey.
His baggage was not bulky, but his apparel
and conversation were caleulated to mark
him as a man of means.  He répresented him:
self to be the son of a wealthy Egypti
potentate, aud said that he was travelling
for pleasure and instruction. While. stop-
ping at the hotel he lved in princely style,
had a most elegant suite of rooms, and ran
up colossal bills for wines, cigars and carri-
age hite. Time passed, and the ‘Egyptian
prince, who was feted and paraded about
by a number of wealthy people, gave invita-
tions to his friends to dine with him, and
always had the most delicious viandsand
the choicest wines to please their palates,
Mr. Waite, after a while, thought™ fit to
send up a bill to His Oriental Highness, who
received it complacently and said nothing
more about it. Mr. Waite then made him
a personal visit, and suggested thathe
would be compelled to have some. guarantep
of Selim’s mtention to pay him. = The lag-
ter waxed wroth at this, and was. for some
moments in a perfect frenzy of indignation,
but finding that his host was determined, he
produced-a ‘eurionsly wronght casket, and
motioning to it in a way that seemed to in.
dicate that the wealth of Ormus and of Ind
was far less valuable than its contents, he
said t—* I you doubt me, siv, let that be
my pledge.”

ACASKET OF TRINKETS.

Mr, Waite subsequently found that the
strange casket contained an immense gold
sléeve button and a lot ‘of cheap frinkots
that were not worth a dollar.  On the oc-
casion in guestion, however, he said that a
settlement must be mude at once, and at
this Selimr-assured ‘him that he would pro-
ceed to secure the required funds without
a moment's delaye 4 To.do this, herhurri
to the telegraph office, and- telegrams in the
Egyptian ‘tongue were ‘in a few moments
flying across the wires to Beyrout, Cairo and
other Eastern cities, demanding from a num-
ber of eorrespondents that letters of credit
be at onceforwarded.

To them Selim was still the Eastern prince,
and it 'was esteemed an honor by them to

have their son employed as his ffivate sec-
retary, to which position Selim was gracious
enough to appoint himJ From the Wind
the Fgyptian went to the Fifth Aven
Hotel. Here the programme of dinners,
revels and general festivity was repeated ;
but the proprietors, being informed of Mr,
‘Waite's experience, demanded a settloment
of the bill, and the Jewish family were
again constrained to-pay the pseudo prinee’s
eXReRncs. : .
THE PRINCE IN ANOTHER TIGHT.

In the meantime Mr. Waite wrote li;.o a
correspondent in Cairo, inquiring about
Selim Bey’s antecedents, and he learngd
that the magnificent Oriental was some
years ago a guide for travellers in the neigh-
borhood of Béyrout. He avas shrewd and
intelligent and easily succeeded in mastering
the tongues of the strangers he came in
contact with, but being discovered in a
theft he fled to Cziro in Egypt.. Here he
abided for a time, but was caught at his old
tricks and flogged out of the city.  Alexan-
dria was his next sojourning place and here
he made the davghter of awealthy dignitary
his -dupe, seducing her first under promise
of marriage and then robbing her of
her jewels, with which he fled to
Eurgpe. - Since then he has . regided in
all the great mﬁiit:.lx, always sumptoously
attired, always »living dn saperb: style.and
always leaving a host of creditors behind
him. Paris, Vienna and London have been
suceessively the scenes of his operations,
and, vparrowly escaping conviction for
swindling in the last city, he came to
New York to . begin anew his
life of extravagance and deceit. Mr.

A New Use for Electricity.

The street corner loafer is acknowledged
to be a bad lot. Apy well regulated ad-
ministrater of the law will send Lim
«down'” at sight. But the well-dressed
loafer who hangs about church doors and
entrances of places of amusement, oggling
and incommoding, enjoys a measure of im-
munity somewhat provoking. Columns
have been written at the class, but denun-
cigtion, ridicnle and sarcasm are alike
powerless. Your true, well.dressed loafer is
not a sensitive person.  Dat our inventive
neighbors have found a way to meet hid
case, 1t might maturally have been sup-
posed that if any one could get even with
such social nuisances an American conld.
And go it is.  he public benefactor is Mr.
John Kelly, stage manager of the Baltimore
Academy of Music. The American of that
city recerds the invention, and its applica-
tion very happily as follows :—*¢ Mr. Kelly
has improvised an ingenious arrangement
for keeping the stage entrance clear of
loungers, who are apt to congregale in groups
on the prompter's side, fronting the passage
which is the only means of entrence and
exit available without crossing the stage.
The circumstance that during every per-
formance a man is stationed at the electric
apparatus to regulate the lights in the audi-
torium has been utilized, by directing a wire
from the battery to the floor of the passage,
which is covered with zine. When several
persons stop in the passage, blocking
it up, the man at the battery
touches a knob and instantly a lively cur-
Tent of electricity is communicated co the
zine, and as quick as lightning the loungers
are bounced off, their ridiculous antics re-
sembling the jerky movements of one of
those wooden supplejacks that children
amnge themselves with, This arrangement
is found far more effective than all the large
posters that could be hung up. In case of
fire it would be very advantageous. Inas-
much as a number of housekeepers and
ladies who receive numerous calls have had
convex mirrors placed outside of the second
story window so that they can tell who is at
the door by glancing at a mirror, it would
not be a bad idea to have a small electric
battery connected with a strip of zine
fastened on the doorstep. By such an ar.
rangement book agents, soap peddlers and
hueksters could be disposed of effectually
and without any annoyance.”

There is plenty of material to work upon
in this city, and we cheerfully recommend
the invention to church-wardens, and all
haying to do with places of popular resort.

An Example Worth Copying.

‘We are glad to notice a movement in the
direction of establishing a labor test in the
case of persons applying for relief. Such a
test is imperatively necessary if we wonld
-check the growth of pauperism in our midst.
A contemporary has well set forth the
why and wherefore of the matter,
but how the labor represented by the
hundreds who beset the various charitable
institutions may be utilized is not shown.
Manchester, Eng., we think, supplies the
omission, and that, too, in a way particalar-
ly applicable to this city. The sick rate
and death rate of Montreal are, unfortunate-
ly, notoriously high, and it is equally plain
that this unenviable notoriety is due to - the
inefficiency of our sanitary system. Itseems
to us, then, that in no direction counld the
utilized labor of our relief seeking population
be better employed than in that of com-
batting the elements of disease and
death. How is this to be done? We
turn to Chambers’ Journal, and find the fol-
lowing interesting statement of what is be-
ing done in Manchester :—< The Health
Committee cause to be collected the excre-
mentitions matter and other honse refuse
in properly constructed vans, which are
cleansed after each journey to the yard in
the outskirts. There the whole mass is
gorted, and what that sorting involves may
be judged of from the fact that the quantity
colleeted each week amounts to abount 3,000
tons, comprising ‘paper, a ton; rags33
tons ; dead dogs, cats, rats, guinea pigs and
other animals, 2 tons; stable manure, 17
tons ; meat ting and old tin and irom, 33
tons ; refuse from slanghter houses and fish
shops, 60 tons; broken pots, bottles and
glasses, 80 toms ; vegetable refuse, door
mats, table covers, floor cloths and old
straw mattresses, 100 tons ; fine ashes, 1,230
tons ; cinders, 1,400 tons.’

“In a communication to the Beientific and
Mechanieal Society of Manchester, from the
proceedings of which these particulars are
taken, it is further stated that ¢ not only is
‘patent manure produced, but disinfecting
powder, mortar, fuel and other usefal com-
modities, all from the vilest refuse; and
another matter for wonder is that all this
abominable stufl' is worked up with so little
offensive smell arising from it. In addition
to these works, there are workshops in
which the corporation make their own vans,
pails, harness, and other requisite appli-
ances for dealing with the new sys-
tem of treating town refuse.’ -No
eoal is bought ; the cinders bronght
in furnish fuel enough for all the
furnaces and heating apparatus, and
for the ¢destructors,” in which the absolute
refuse, which was formerly piled in hoge
heaps in different parts of the city, is burn
ed into harmlessness, while the heat is com
muunicated to a neighboring ¢ coneretor.
¢ The spent fuel,’ we are told, ¢is carted to
the mills, and is there converted into mor-
tar—a mortar, too, of the best description,
as the samples of brick-work built with it
abundantly testifiy. Home of the most
offensive refuse is passed through the *car-

harmless material.” From all this we lcarn
be made to occupy & high place among the

ism is greatest, are well adapted for the
carrying on of this sort of work, whish
would certainly be a great improvement on
the present plan of allowing house refuse,
manure, dead animals and all sorts of
diseage-breeding stuff to lay about in the
immediate vicinity of dwellings—the largest
and worst accumulations generally being in
the most densely-crowded and badly-dra‘ned

€Cathedral Total Abstinenece Society.

A gemeral meeting of this society was held
last evening in the Chapter House, the Rev.
residing. The Secretary,
Mr. Fred. M. Cole, read the minutes of last
mecting, after which the chairman said
there was to be an open air public meeting
to -discuss the subject of temy ce, bat
the season was too far advanced. He wish-
ed to say, however, that a public meeting
was the right way to elicit the sentiments of
the advocates of temperance, and it would
be well to have a medical  man < -He
had never felt so well as since he gave up
the use of liqguor. It was not his intention
of interfering with medical men in giving
alechol, as doctors differed; but when
such a man as Dr. Richardson spoke
aguitist it, it was én ing. The rev.
gentleman then addressed those present on
“The duty of the hour,” and said that the
“Prime Minister had stated in the House that
the hour had not come, the country was not
ripe to introduce prohibition ; when, asked
the speaker, would the time arrive? Hun-
dreds of graves were opening every year to
receive the victims of drink, and hundreds
of thousands were loft destitute. He could
not see how the Prime Minister was right
when he said the country was notripe. In-
stead of voting against the measure, it would
have been better for him "to leave it
to the country; the blame would
not have restod upon him. It would
have been better to come ontin a manly
way, and the blame would not have rested
on his shoulders. If it waatobz a political
thing, the champions of temperance wonld
have to elect men jledged to advocate theic
claims. The eloquent speaker dwel: on
home influence and the power of Bainds of
Hope. Children of drunkards were like
consumptives, and the viee of intemperance
became llmredilary ; it was a curse no tongae
could tell. Children that grow up under
the guidance of Bands of Hop2 must exert
a powerful influence for good. He alluled
to the Maine liquor law, which, he said,
was a great success, though not perfect.
He had seen people drink, but thare was no
liquor on the tables in private houses ; here
we had all kinds of hotels; in Portland
there were no taverns, and the people were
growing up with a liking for the law. Soms
had said this law could not be operative, as
there were distilleries, but there were two
laws ; you conld get power to distil from the
Federal Government and a State license
would not be required .

Mr. Caldecott briefly addressed the meet.
ing to the effect that, if the leader of the
Government did not change his views on the
subject of prohibition they would have to
adojt a platform oftheir own, without regard
to Conservatives or Liberals. He was as-
tonished that an advocate of temperance
like Mr. Mackenzie placed wine on his
table, under the miserable subterfuge that
it was necessary at State dinners. The
President of the United States gave a better
example. The speaker went on to say that
courage and perseverance were required, and
they must stand by their opinions, He was
gorry tosay that he had heard that one of
their members had fallen into the habit of
drinking.  He hoped that he would be in-
duced to reform, and asked thata prayer
be offered to this end.

The meeting closed with the usnal prayer.

Laying the Foundation Stone of
Crescent Street Presbyterian

Fire in St. Henri.

About 5 o’clock last evening a fire broke
out in a small shed in rear of 232 Brodie
street, town of 8t. Henri. The alarm was
given from box 21, and the firemen made
all haste to reach the scene of the conflag-
ration, but were delayed for a few minutes
in getting out one of their reels, as at that
time one of their horses was attached to a
street-watering cart. On reaching the scene,
it was discovered that the fire had gained
considerable headway, and a small house
close at bhand, owned by Mr. Louis Laro-
chal, and occupied by a laborer named
Ledue, was already in flames.

The dwelling is
sitnated in the centre of a double row of
houses, and if the fire had not been nipped
in the bud, a serious conflagration would
have been the result. It is not known how
the fire originated, but the supposition is
that it was cansed by children playing with
J;mfaehes.
