THE DEBATE IN TIIE SENATE ON

THE GREAT EASTERN,
Owixa to its not having come to band in

time, we were unable to publish in last
week's Gleaner the report of the debate in
the Senate, on the 4th inst, on the Great
Eastern charter, Lut now do+o. Tho lung,
it will repay careful perusal :

Ilon Mr BELLEROSE moved the third read:
ing of the bill to incorporate the Great
Enstern Railway Compuny. He said : I do
not sce any nocessity for discussing tho
matter unless this bill is opposed. 1 do not
wee any cause for opposition since the bill
has beon bofore the Ruilway Committee,
and haw been very carefully considered.
Hon Mr Ginns—In accordance with the

notice of motion which I have given, I pro-
pose to move a rider on une of the clauses
of this bill, that provides for the objections
raired by my hon. friend from Montreal (Mr
Ogilvie) and another gentleman, in the
Committee the other day. The amendment
which I proposo is as follows :—

“That the said bill be not now read a third
time, but that the Fourth Section of the
said Act be.amonded by adding thereto the
followin: :—“Provided that in locating or
constructing the line of the said railway,
the Company shall not locate or construct
the same, 80 as to interferes in any way with
the lino of the Montreal and Champlain
Junction Railway Company, located betwoen
the termination of their line already con-
structed near Ste Martine and Dandeo.”

If my bon, friend who has charge of this
Lill will consount to this amendment being
placed at the end of that clause, it will
shorten the discussion and wo shall bo able
to arrive al un amicable settlement of the
difficaity. If ho consents to that, I now
give him an opportunity of doing so, 1fhe
does not accept it, I desire to show to the
House why this amendment should be con-
curred in. It moreiy proposes that the pro-
vision in the Act ompowering the Company
to construct i certain portion of the line
shall not go into force until the 1st May.
1884. Those who aro opposing this bill in
<0 far as it affects their interests, do not de-
sire to throw it out, or evento expungo thai
clause from the bill, but simply to ask that
this portion oftho Great Eastern Company's
charter shall remain in suspense until the
expiration of the timo within which the
Montreal and Champlain Junction Railway
Company have for the construction of this
line ; and if at tho expiration of that time
the latter Company has not complied with
the terms of its charter, or whether it has
or not, then this Act shull come into force,
=0 fur as it rolates to that section. I think
this is u perfectly reasonable provision.
and one which the promoters of this bill
should bave assented to ut once. I find no
notice was given in the application to Par
liument for a charter for a line extending so
fur West us this bill now proposes. The
notice in tho frst place was that the appli-
cution would be made for the incorporation
of a Great Eustern Railway Company.
Now they come down and ask by their peti-
tion for permission to build to Huntingdon,
1 point sixteen miles from the frontier. So
that a thru route to Dundee was an after
thought, and bas been inserted in the bill 1
think in direct violation of what I conceive
to be the rights of other parties 1 think
the ITouse will concur in my opinion that a
charter granted to à respectable company,
giving them until a certain time to com-
meuce operations, ought not to be interfered
with ; and that tho compuny ought to be
given an opportunity to curry out What they
agreed to do. It has been argued that Par-
liament has set aside ity conclusions on for
mer occasions, in matters of this kind—that
it has, in violation of Acts on the statute-
hook, granted charters to other compuunios
tor the purpose of constructing competing
lines. If 1 felt for ono moment that those
who oppore this charter desired to act as 1
teheve the Grand Trunk Company did last
year, wben they asked this House not to
grant a charter to the Ontario and Quebec
Railway Company, I would be the lust one
ticre to plead their cause. On that occasion
the Grand Trunk Railway Company failed
lo give guarantees to Parliament that it had
any intention of proceeding with the con.
struction of that roud ; and I think it was
quite apparent at that time that they simply
desired to have a charter themselves from
the Ontario Logisluture, to cover the ground
—not to build it themselves, but to prevent
any other persons obtaining a charter under
which tho road could be constructed, Upon
that occasion I took strong ground aguinst
my own personal friends, and I lent my aid
—whatever it Was worth—for the purpose
of getting a charter for the other company,
altho tho provivus one was then upon the
Statute book, giving prior powers to an-
other company to constrict a line between
these two points, Now, what ia the charac.
ter of the country (bra which this line is to
ass ? Is it ono on whichit is desirable to

build two lines of railway, running ride by
side in such close proximity to wach other
that they are scarcely two hundred yards
apart, and touch at all the amall villages be.
tween Saint Lambert and Dundee ? What
has been the practice of Parliament in the
past, as to the granting of two charters for
the purpose ofbuilding a line thru a purely
agricultural country in the way that is
ought by this charter ? 1 think honorable
gentlemen wiil find that there is no prece-
dent in any statute in force at the present
moment, that will show anything of the
kind ; it cannot be shown that any such
charters have been conceded by Parliament.
Now, two years ago, if I am not misinform-
ad, an application was made to this Parlia-
ment by another Company for the purpose
of constructing a line of railway over his
*ame territory. ‘The Montreal & Province
Line Railwaymado that application. It
was, however, refused, as 1 find on referring
10 a report of the Standing Commitice on
Railways in the House of Commons, which
is dated 19th March, 1880. In that report
l find the following decision :
“That it appears to the Committoe that it would be

proper to give the Montreal and Champlain Junction
Railway Company an opportunity during the current

year to make à boua fide beginning and prosecution 

of the road, and therefore that it would be proper to
postpous the consideration of another charter.”

Hon Mr Power—Hear, hear.

Hon Mr Gipes—My bon. friend Opposite
says heur, hoar, and ! prosumeofrom the way
in which he says it that ho is prepared to
state that this Company had not a bona fide
intention te construet that road ; from tho
peculiar intonation of the hear, hear, which
is heard so often from the hon. gentleman, |
infer that such is tho conclusion which ho
draws from the statement 1 have just made.
Well, when Parliament rofused to give this
charter which -was asked for by this Com-
pany they went to the Legislature of the
province of Quebec, and there, after a long
struggle, ex’ending over a number of weeks,
they did obtuin a charter. The terms were
that they should construct the line within
twelve months, and they were very protuse
in their promises to build the road immedi-
ately. But tbe fact is, that they had wo
much difficulty in floating their bonds that
they could not prosccute the work as vigor-
ously as otherwise would have been the case.
1 believe that they did construct some 234
miles ot railway, in tho direction ot Dundee,
and they are willing to prosecute vigorously
the construction ofthis work, provided they
ure allowed by Parliament to go un and
complete the works which they have under-
taken, which by tho terms of their charter
they are bound to complote before the 16th
April, 1884. Now what will be tho effect
if this proposed charter is granted to the
other company, and if it has the powers
which it claims? Simply that we shall
have upon the statute books twu companies,
having the right to build a line on a route
which will nut be peculiar to either one, and
the consequence will, most likely, be the
abandonment of tho lino by both companies.
It will also greatly impede tho company,
which has now tho right to the road, trom
obtaining the necessary money to prosecute
tho work. In view of these fucts, and of
the determination of the company, which
has now the charter, to construct tho road
within the specified timo—and that theyare
perfectly willing to allow this proposed
charter to come into farce, if it be only left
in suspense for two years—I do think that
Parlinment should respect the charter which
has already been given, and that the umend-
ment which I have submitted for the con.
sideration of this TIvuse will be assented to
by tbe hon. gentlemen who are promoting
this bill. 1f they do not, 1 hope this Houre
will respect the rights of those who now
have a charter to construct the roud, and
will enable them to prosecute vigorously
the work which they have taken in hand. I
may say further that the company which
hus undertaken the work have already ex-
pended a sum of upwards of $300,000,
which is certainly an eurnest of their bona
tide intention to go on and finish it, There

the respect which Parlinment always shows
to charters of this kind, 1 think I may
safely appoal to this House to sustain the
amendment which ! have now submitted,
and which I shall ask the louse to refor to
Committee of the Whole, for the purpose of
dobating it.

Hon Mr BELLEROSE—] must ray [ have
been surprised at the speech of the hon.
gentleman who has just taken bis seat, His
arguments, which at first sight seem to be
very strong, aro really very weusk when
they are compared with tho facts. The
hon. gentleman, in speaking of the expenses
of the Grand Trunk, or of tho Montreal and
Champlain Junction Railway, has mentioned
the sum of 8300.000, but why did he not
state that these expenses had been incurred
hefore 1880, when that Company came to
Parliament, and mado promises and ongage-
mente—what I misht call a compromise
with the Parliament of Canada ? Is it be-
vaus0 his case is a bad one that other argu.
monts are to be used, 50 that they may ob-
tain voles in this IHouso to aid them in
securing their object 7 It scoms to mo to
bo so. The facts are, that two years ago—
in 1880—the Montreal «nd Champlain June
tion Ruilway Company—having shewn some
four years before their intention of doing
something for the counties of Huntingdon
and Chateaugay—asked for a charter. That
charter was given at once, and when it was

done ; only a small part of the road had
been constructed—a fow miles ;—and it was

8300,000 was expended, So it certainly is
not right to come before this House and ask
for an extension of their time ; that is to
say, to provent another company from doing
that work which twice they have promised,
and twice have failed to perform. Two
years ago another Company camo here, and
presented a petition to this Houwe, in which
they hud the support of the counties in the
southern part of Lower Canada. That was the
Province Line Co.; and what did they axk ?
Simply to have the right to build a line of
railway from St Lambert to some place near
Dundee. That bill was read the second
time in the other House, and referred to the
Committee ‘on Railway«, and I ask, what
was done there? The Cummitten were in
favor of granting the charter; and it cannot
be denied that it has never been the practice
of the Parliament of Canada to sny that
they will not grant a second charter, be-
cause a railway has already been chartered
to run in the same direction. The hon,
gentleman who moved tho amendment
knows full well, as I do, that there are reve-
ral instances in which two railway compa-
nies have been incorporated, and are to-day
running at a short distance from each other,
which traverse the same direction. As I
said at another time, will not this company
run in the same direction as the Occidental,
the North Shore, or the Quebec, Montreai,
Ottawa and Occidental Railway ? Bat who,
in the Province of Quebec, thought of going
before Parliament, and saying, “Oh do not
grant that, wo bave another railway, and
you will create competition.” Sach a con.
dition of things is in the interest of the
public. I myrelf reride on the North Share

ilway, but l am nevertholess à promoter
of one on the southern shore, because it is
in the interest of the whole people. 1am 
tore, in consideration of these fucts, and of

about expiring, almost nothing had been’

then that the greatest part of that sum of

not hero to favor companies, but te do what
is right to the publio ; tho I know there are
sometimes in Parliament men who consider
first the interest of companies. I have seen
that often in my lifetime, but [ have nevor
admired it. 1 think here, hore in Parlia-
ment, wo ought to judge of theso things
from another point of view, and if two com-
panies are anxious to be rivals, and are will:
ing to expend their money, is it for this
Parliament to tell them “No, you won't;
tho it is in the interests of the public, you
won't expend your money ; keep it for
yourselves I” Yet that ia the argument of
tho hon. gentloman who has just spoken. I,
for one, am far from submitting to such an
argument, and I hope this House will sce ite
way to doing what in right to the public,
and if these two companies are willing to
expend large sums of money to build their
roads, lot us not interfere with them, But
the hou. gentleman has even lod the House
astray. Did he not say that both of these
lines were running close to ono another;
that thoy were parted only by a few hun.
dred yards ? I challenge the hon. gentle
man on that point, and I say the distance is
often as much as cight and a half miles.
But the hon, gentleman took only the vici
nity of Montreal, the great central point
from which the railways would start. 1}
think it is anything but fair for the hon.
gentleman to take his measurements at that
point and then to say that it would not be
right to give charters to two roads inning
so clove to each other. 1 know what the
Grand Trunk Railway has dono in this in
stance, 85 in manyothers, and I do not com-
plain much of their action,” for they have
undoubtedly been a great boon to this Do
minion. But, 1 ask, aro we to say because
the Grand ‘I'runk has beon working its road
for thirty years, that for conturies to come
we should allow the consideration of what
tho Grand Trunk has done, to prevent our
granting to any other Company the right to
work in tho public interest, and so to
cheapen the fares to tho public ? L say now,
ax 1 have often waid during the past twenty-
two yeurs, the Grand Trunk have members
representing their interests and using just
such arguments, The road which is under
discussion has been beforo the Committeo of
railways in the other tlouse, and the majo.
rity on that Cummitteo wero willing to give
them a charter; but a certain sense of duly
pointed out to somo of those gentiomen
that they should give the Grand Trunk a
chance. They thought they should perhap-
wait and see whether they were honest in
their promises, whether thoy would keep
faith with Canada. Sir Charles Tupper
stated :

“Sir Charles Tupper would prefer to sce a line of
this kind constructed without American capital, but
if it could not be dons otherwise, he would sooner ase
it built by Americans rather than an important sec-
tion of country should be left without railroad com
munication, He suggested that au a charter had been
Kiven so late as laat year to another company, they
should allow the Bill to stand over for a year, and if
by that timo substantial progress had not been made
the charter should then be given to the present com-
pany. He thought that as the company were secking
municipal aid they could hardly pledge themselves to
irrevacably proceed with the construction of the
road.”

[ call special attention to these words, as
showing the true intention of the Grand
Trunk Railway, and consequently of those
who aro backing them up. Now thoxe
were the terms mado between the Grand
Trunk and the Montreal and Champlain
Janction Railway two years ugo—the Com-
mittee reporting that one year should be
given to seo how they would fulfil their
promises. I ask what has since happened ?
Another fallacious argument used by my
hon. friend was, that twenty-two miles had
been built, giving us to understand thm
those miles had been constructed in carry-
ing out the promises made to that Com-
‘mitteo; but I deny that entirely. This
company which is now applying to Parlia-
ment did not come bofore us in 1881, as they
had a right to do under the arrangement to
which I referred, but they have waited two
yoars to seo if the Grand Trunk were going
to stand by the promises they made in 1880
to Parliament. Twenty-four months have
~inco passed away, and I assert that during
that whole period, only about 8% miles have
boon built, And | would ask, how is that
road built? I challenge those hon. gentle.

| men who know the road to say that-it ir
built in the eame rerviceable way as other
roads in this country, [tis a bad road, and
is laid with old iron rails, the greater part
of them being 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 and 12 feet
long; they hud been in use for years on the
Rivière-du-Loupline and were brought from
there to this road. This was done because
the Grand Trunk never intended to have it
a thru line, but simply desired to make it a
local lino, on which a mixed train would
be run every morning and night, for those
who were residing there.

Hon Mr Brrrxrosx—This is my position;

public jrurnals. No ono has ever denied
these statements, the report has never beon
challenged, and so may be accepted as cor-
rect. | extracted what [ have just read
trom it. As to the letter it is not in the
paper, but the report reads in this way:
“The Chairman read a letter from Mr Hickson to

Mr Davidson, in which the former anid that the Mone
treal and Champlain Junction Railway had obtained
the charter jn good faith, and had secrired a quantity
of steel rails, which would bo lsid down this year.
The work would be commenced thin year, and carried
on to completion without any unneceesary delay.”
To that Mr Scriver roplios as follows :
“Mr Scriver considered that tho letter waa diplo-

matically framed, and did not amount to mora than a
pledge to proceed with & part of the road It was to
their interent to build the cast section. Ie lelicved that
the line from St Isidore to Dundee would never Le
built without municipal aid. The guntlemen who
were here this morning wWern mainly from St Remi
nnd Laprairie, who had boen led to biliuve that the
portion of the road in which they were interested,
vie: from St Tnidore to St Lamberts, was in danger.
He felt, however, that after the declaration of the
Minister of Railways, it would be useless for him to
press the bill this session, Lut he was gl.d that in
taking this atep it was with the sssurance that if the
Montreal aud Champlain Railroad Company did not
proceed with the rond, & charter would be given to
this new company. He ridiculed the objections made
to the company, on the ground that Americans wern
interested in it, and thought it should be eather s
matter for congratulation to have American capital
brought in.”

Thera wero his words bofore tho committee
in 1882. Now, if the Grand Trunk bad boen
inspired by honesty of purpose, should thoy
not particularly after having seen Mr
Scrivor's statoments at that time—have car-
ried out their promises? That certainly
was their duty, but wo have proof before uw
that they failed to dincharge it. Now, I
ask if this Parliament would be doing what
is right by the public to grant a further
delay of one or two years? Certainly not,
and if the hon gentlemen look at the peti
tions which have been laid before Parlia-
mont they will see that these pooplo are
complaining that after waiting for fifteen
years thoy aro still without a railway. The
hon gontleman has said that no notice had
been given. If he rofora to the journals he
will soe that on this point he has not boen
well informed, because, altho the word
“Dundee” is not mentioned, it is stated
that the road is to be constructed to the
boundary line by a certain route, Is not
that sufficient notice? 1 sny yeu; it was so
much so that Parliament in its wisdom did
not think proper to refuse the bill when it
was reported from committee. The hoo
zentlemen says that they aro ready to com.
plete tho road before the year 1884; 1 fail
to see in the bill before this Senate anything
to prohibit thom from doing en. It is only
n prayer that this company be allowed, since
the Grand Trunk do not xeem anxious to do
so, to give these Lwo counties and the whole
population of the southern part of Lower
Canada the advantage of a railway, If the
Grand Trunk Railway Company want to
build the road they may do so, and if the
other company build their line then the
people will huve two roads eight or nine
miles apart. The hon gentlemun says that
the effect of granting a necoud charter may
be to prevent either road from being built.
He must know, however, that the sume
company who are now seeking an Act of in.
corporation bave already hugan the road
before this charter ; he must know very well
that the road from Montreal to Sorel, that
was built Jast winter, has to bo continued to
Quebec, and that that road will never pay
except it bas connections west and south. 1
leuve there arguments to the good sense of
the House and I am sure hon gentlemen
will come to the conclusion after hearing
the facts that these are guud reasons why
this charter should be granted.
Hn.Mr OoiLvie—=1fthe hon gentleman

from Osbuwa (Mr Gibbs) has made mistakes,
I certainly think tho bon gentleman from
DeLanaudière (Mr Belleroso) han made mis-
takes also of quite as grave & character.

Tur Dominion Parliament closed yestor-

day, and it is expected that the Official

Gazette of Saturday will contain the pro-

olamation dissolving the House and that the

writs for the new election will issue fixing

the nominations for tho second week in

Jane and the polling for the third, Elec-
tioneering is going actively on over the Do-

minion and the contest botween the parties
will be unusually hot. The last act of the
expiring Parliament was the adoption of a
bill dividing the Northwest into 4 pro-
visional districts, named Assiniboina, Suskat-
chewan, Alberta, and Athabasca, Alberia
is one of the names of the Princess Louise.
Manitoba has been granted an increased sub-
sidy of $80,000 a year. About two score of
bills, many of them useful and important
measures, were dropped from want of time,
to pass them.

 

 

THE latest despatches from Dablin are to

tho effect that no trace of the assassins has

beon discovered, and the general impression

is that they have escaped out of tho country.

The British Government has settled a pen-
sion of $2000 a year for life on Miss Knox,
sister of the murdered man, who was the
only one dependent upon him, for he was
unmarried.
 

 

ON Monday evening Mr Wurtele, Trea-

surer of the Province, introduced his Bud-

get, in a speech that would fill a page of the

Gleaner. Ilo stated that there would have

been a deficit on the year's transactions of

half a million, but for the payment by Mon-
treal of 8554,000 due on account of the

Municipal Loan Fund. The engagements

of the Province over and above its ordinary
expenditure, are about 3 millions, which

will have to be met by a special tax or a

new loan, and he favored the latter, propos-

ing that authority be given the Government

to sell, as found necessary, 3 million dollars

of 30 year debentures, of 8500 each, boaring

5 per cent. interest. One million would

have to be floated at onco to meet claims

that are daily maturing. The amount of

former loans was 15 millions, to which the

proposed loan would have to be added, less

the 74 million to bo received for the North

Shore railway. Tho net liabilities of the

Province he therefore estimated at a triflo

less than 11 million dollars. In this thero

is a fallacy, for the conditions ofsale do not

justify the Treasurer in estimating tho re-

sults of the sale of the North Shore at 7}
million dollars. In fact, the terms of pay-

ment are 80 easy and eo vague that the re-

ceipts from the sales can only be counted as

they are received. At present, they stand

in the position of an unrealized asset of the

nominal value of 7} millions. Tho oxpen-
ditare for the year beginning 1st June next
he estimated at $3,851.000, and tho income
at $2,810,000 ; the deficiency would be met
by the proposed loan and by the imposing
oflicenses on banks, insurance companies,
manufacturing corporations, loan, naviga-
tion, telegraph, city passenger and railway
companies. The licenses would be levied in
proportion to the capital of the banks and
other companies and the mileage of the
railways. He estimated there new liconses
would realize $123,000 a year, sufficient to
cover the deticit on ordinary expenditure.
Of the power of tho Legislature to levy
such a tax be spoke very confidently. An-
other announcement he made that will take
the country by surprise, was that tho Gov-
ernment had determined to raise tho ses
sional allowance of members from $500 to
$800. The present allowance of 8500 per
session was considered to be inadequate re.
mauneration for the services of members,
and $800, he declared, is not more than
what is due to the members of our Logisla-
ture.” The electors will think otherwise,
and it does look to be an unseemly timo for
members to be raining theirindemnity when
à new loan is necossary and deficits in rove-
nue are acknowledged.

Called attention to the scrious extent of Chinese

immigration into British Columbia. It was stated
that 24,000 were expected to arrive before August,
which would bring the Chineso population up to 32,-
000, or more than the number of whites, Otber
countries on the Pacific were taking steps to protect
themselves against the influx of these people, the
United States having probibited their unauthorized
immigration fur 10 years. He asked the Government
if they were prepared to introduce any ensure on
the subject this session to repress the Chinese immi-
gration into British Columbia,

Sir John Macdonald roplicd that tho

Chinese were necessary to build (le Pacific

railroad, as other laborers could not be had,

and that, when it was finished, they wonld

go back to their own country. If it ap-

peared in futuro that the Chinexe came with

the intention ofstaying, legislation would

be called for, as he “agreed with the objec-

tion to the permanent introduction of an
alien raco which it was not possible to assi-
milate with the Aryan races.” The whole
tone of Sir John's remarks showed that he
does not beliove the Chinese to bo of the
same flesh and blood as the white race. The
humbling doctrine to human pride, yot the
noble incitement to all efforts to redeem the
world, that all are brethren by descent
from a common forefather, finds nigh as
scant acceptance at Ottawa as at Washing-
ton.

Mr GLADSTONE'8 bill for tho repression of
crimo in Ireland, intended to take the place

of tho Coercion bill, which is about to ex-

pire, proves to bo of an unexpectedly strin-

gent character. One great cnuse of the

failures of justice in Ireland has beon the

jury-system. A Moonlighter arrested for

shooting a farmer who, like an honest man,

had paid his rent, or a Land Leaguor caught

diverting himself by cutting oft’ the tails of

his landlord's cows and flitting the tongues

of bis horses, were sure to bo acquitted by

a jury of sympathisors, The chief reason

why s0 many “suspeets” wero kopt in pri-

son, was that the Government know no jury

would convict them, whilo it was not safe to

lot parties to tho grossest outrages go at

large. This difficulty is overcome in the

pew Lill, which substitutes 3 judges in

place of the usual judge and jury. The 3

judges must be unanimous and an appeal

to the Supremo Court is to be allowed, thus

securing tho accused 4 fair trial. Dower is

given to scarch houses by night or day, to

seize the apparatus of socret murder and

outrage wherover found, and to arrest stran-

gers on suspicion.

act, Unlawful meotings aro to be broken
up by the police without waiting for a war-
rant, and disloyal newspupers seized and de-
stroyed. In order to put an end to murder
and to outrages on proporty, it is provided
that the rolatives of victims and sufforors
from fire, eic., can apply to tho county court
for compensation, which shall bo levied on
the ratepayers of tho district whero they
occur. Each district has thus a strong in-
torest in repressing crime, and possibly this
appeal to the pockets of tho tonantry will
be more effectual than all the military and
police. Of the bill that accompanies this,
providing for tho relief of tenants who
bave arroars of rent, the details telographed
aro not very definite, Apparently it pro
vides that when a tenant, whose ront is un-
der £30 a your, Griffith's valuation, tukes
oath he is unable to pay the arrears due,
the court will order that, if ho pays part,
say 2 years’ rent, tho Government will pay
another year’s arrears, and tho landlord will
be obliged to give & quittance for the bal-
ance. Only very exceptional circumstances
would justify such a bill and that it will
have any offect in pacitying Ireland is
doubtful, for altho it will involve the pay-
ment of ten million dollars by the Govern-
ment, the disaffected tenants, who are to be
benefitted, are abusing Mr Gladstono as
heartily as if they were Tories.

It will bo observed that the apologists of

the Grand Trunk bave shifted their ground

as to the reason why they have not built

beyond Ste Martine. Tho cxeuse that has

stood servico heretofore has been “the hos-

tility” of the municipalities west of that

place. “lIlow,” we bavo heard it time and

again triumphantly asked, “Ilow could you

expect us to go on oxtending our lino thru

localities whero the inhabitants are all
against us ?” That sort of talk would not

answer at Ottawa, it would not do to let it

be known that the people were unanimously

in fuwer of their opponents, so 4 now fiction

with two heads was invented. The first ix,

that they meant to go on building tLe road

but wore deterred by the application of the

South Shore fur a charter. Tho chief urgu-

mont used at Quebec to prevent the South

Shore getting a charter was, that the Cham-

plain Junction was being pushed ahead

rapidly and that there was no need for let-

ting another company build. At Quebec,
in 1880, they said, wo are building this road
as last as possible, so do not grant another
charter ; at Ottawa in 1882 they say. we
could nut build in the Spring of 1880 be-
cause there was dangor of a rival charter
coming into oxistenco. Thero gontlemen
must bave been misrepresenting tho truth
either at Quebec or Ottawa. The second
head oftheir fiction is, that owing to tho
South Shore baving got a charter they could
not sell their bonds. The fuel ix, that the
only bonds they ever placed on the market
wero issued affer the South Shore got its
charter and they wero quickly taken up,
being virtanlly Grand Trunk preference
bonds. Had they really wanted to build
the road, or did they wish to do so to-day,
they could dispose of sufficient bonds, with
a like G. T. guarantee, to complete it to
Dundee this ye.r. The plain truth is, that
the road has remained unbuilt neither from
tho hostility of tho people, the granting of
a charter to another company, nor the im-
possibility of the Grand Trunk to got the
funds. That great corporation is secking to
provont a rival road boing built on this side
ofthe St Lawrence, and wants to do so al
the smallest possible expenditure on ther
part, and the whole “hostility” of tho peo-
ple of this District lios in their declining to
give à bonus.
Mr Ferrier's remarks aro really beneath

criticism, The line from Sto Isidore to Sie
Martine was laid with old rails because “wo
never put down steel rails first on a road if
wo can holp it,” and then, in answer to Mr
Power, bo had to admit that the line from
Brosseaus was luid with steel, and that the
old rails did not make their appearanco un-
til the unfortunate branch was reached.
That branch was graded at least 9 months
beforo it was opencd (or trafic. The man
part of the line, that east of Sto Isidore,
was opened for traffic before the road-bed
had a month to settle, yot the new-mado
road got the steel and the old-made the iren
rails ! ‘The good old man goes on to declare
that “the Champlain Junction Companyare
honestly going on to fulfil the conditions of
their charter” and we rejoico to hear it, ard
having assurance from eo authentic a
source the ratepayers may depend upon seo-
ing the line completed to Dundee by tho
16th April, 1884, und only the unregenerate
will havo any doubts on reading his further
statement that “there have boen two or
three doputations within the last two months
waiting on tho Vice-Prosident, offering to
raise money in the manicipal councils for the
purpose of aiding the construction of the
Champlain Junction since tho bonds cannot
be negotiated.” Boods with a Grand Trunk
guarantee ofinterest for 21 years not nego-
tiablo!

Tus principle upon which the redistribu.
tion bill is pretended to be based is that of

population, and its opponents aro accused of

inconsistency in going against their own

standard cry of representation by popula.

tion, If population was really the principle
that guided Sir John in framing tho bill, it

follows that the population of each Provinco
would be divided by the number of its mem-

bers and a representative granted to tho

number se ascertained. In Ontario every
24 thousand people would be entitled to a
member, so that, in Sir John’s bill, we would
look for the municipalities to be grouped to
make up constituencies of that population.
Instead of that we find in the bill 4 con-
stituencics with a loss population than
15,000, and no loss than 20 under  20,000. On the other hand, there are à

number of constituencies with over 25,000;

one, Kent, having 28,000 and another, To-

ronto West, 38,500. To talk of a bill being

based upon representation by population
which allots members so wildly, is presum-

ing upon the credulity of the public. This
wus well brought out by Mr Patterson in the
louse on Friday. “lf (suid he) the object
sought for in the Redistribution Bill is to
equalize the population, why is it that the
township of Oakland, with a population of
939, is taken from South Brant, with a
population of 20,000, and added to South
Oxford with a population of 25,000?" Mr
Blake pointed out à bost of similar incon-
sistencies, which no one on the Government
side did or could explain, for the simple rea-
son that the bill is framed to secure in as
many constituencies as possible a Conserva-
tive majority. To that end, constituencies
have been cut and carved with an ingonuity
that shows the clection-returns and not tho
census havo been the guide. In addition to
this, the Government hus changed the law
so that they can appoint whom they please
roturningofficers.  Ileretofure it has been
imperative that they must choose either the
sherift or registrar, who, from being sottled
and responsible officials, were likely to act
with fairness and rome degree of indo-
pendonce.

HUNTINGDON CIRCUIT COURT.
Taz following is the judgment delivered by Judge

Belanger, in the case of the Godmanchester School
Commissloncre, plaintiffe, against Wm. Ross, defend-
ant, and to which allusion was made last week :
The plaintiffs claim from the defendant the pay-

ment of a sum of $42.30, for 3 years of school asscss-
ments, (ending respectively on the 30th day of June,
1879, 1880, and 1881) on his property, being lots No.
46 and 47 in the 1st range of the Parish of St Mala
chie d'Ormstown, in the county of Chateaugay, said
lots being valued at $4700, at 3 mille on the dollar
for each of said 3 years. The plaintiffs allege that
said lots, tho situated in another parish and munici
pality and in another county (county of Chateaugay),
are situated in their school municipality of the town-
ship of Godmanchester.
The defendant has opposed to the plaintiffs’ action

different grounds of defence.
By the first of which, and most important, he pre-

tende that the plaintiffs bave not, nor ever had, any
right to asecss said lots, because the said lots are not
comprised in the limits of the school municipality of
the township of Godmanchester, the game being in
the parieh of St Malachie, and therefore forming a
part of the school municipality of said parish, from
which they have never been distracted.
By the Statute 8th Vic.cb. 41, sec. 2, (1845) it

was enacted “That each separate parish, township, or
place, which immediately before the passing of this
Act was entitled to elect or to participate, either
separately or in union, with any one or more parishes
or townships, in the election of a District Councillor
or Councillors, shall bo held to be a parish or town-
ship for the purposes of this Act until such tetritorial
subdivisions of the Province for echool purposes shall
be made according to law ; and that each new parish,
township, or village hereafter separately recognised
as such, shall be deemed to be a new parish, town.
ship, or village, for the purposes of this act.”
By the 9th Vic,ch. 27, sec. 2, (1846) it was enacted

“That eack municipality existing at the time of the
passing of this Act, or which may be legally established
hereafier, sball be a municipaiity for the purposes of
this Act, provided, nevertheless, that the inhabitants
of any town or village municipality, other than the
municipality of the town of Three Rivers, shall, for
the purposes of this Act, be subject to the jurisdiction
of the School Commissioners elected for the munici-
pality of which the town or village makes or did for-
merly make part, and shall have the right of voting
at the election of such School Commissioners”
When this last statute was passed, in 1846, muni-

cipal corporations were then in cxistence under an-
other statute, passed in 1845—a year before—which
had established the parish and township mynicipali-
ties, and bad provided that each parish or township
in Lower Canada should form a municipal corpora.
tion. So, from the date of the passing of the Act of
1848, for school purposes, each parish or township
at to form a separate and distinct school munici-
pality.

In 1849 (12th Vic., ch. 60, sec, 1) the law of 1846
has been amended, but with the purpose only of giv-
ing authority to the Governor in Council, from time
to time, to alter the limits of existing school munici-
palities, to subdivide the same, or to establish new
ones for uchool purposes, of all which public notice was
to be given by the superintendent of schools for Lower
Canada, in such manner as the Governor may direct.
Then the Consolidated Statutes for Lower Canada

has reproduced tho same provisions without any
change.
From ali those statutes it is clear that a school

municipality is restricted by law to one parirh or
township only, and cannot comprise in its limite any
part of a neighboring parish or township, unless some
alteration or change has been made by the Governor.
fu-Council. But, if such alteration or change has
evebon it muet be shown in evidence, other-

 

! wise the legal presumption is that no such alteration
‘or change has ever been made. In this case the
! Plaintiffs pretend that the two lots in question are in
the limits of their achool municipality, tho outside of
the limits of the municipal corporation of the town-
ship of Godmanchester ; but they do not shew apy
good ground for such a pretension, The law being
against them, they rely upon the fact that the defend-
aut and bis auteur have always since 1853 down to
1878, acknowledged his said lots to be in the limits
of their school municipality, by paying thelr schoul
taxes to the pluintiffe, and even by allowing them-
selves to be elected as school commissioners in said
municipality of the township of Godmauchester.
That may be all true, but in my mind that is not
sufficient to destroy the presumption resulting from
the general rule established by the statutes. That
presumption cannot be destroyed except by the proof
of an order of the Governor General in Council, duly
promulgated or published. No cons-ut from the de-
fendant can have the «ffect of conferring on the plain-
tiffs any authority outside of the jurisdiction limited
Ly the law. Their authority and jurisdiction in such
cage must flow from the law or an order of the
Governor-in Council and cannot be the result of coves
nants or understandings between them aud the de
fendant.

-

Until they shew that such order exists,giv.
ing them jurisdiction over the lots in question, the
authority und jurisdiction of the plaintiffs is limited
to the propertivs situated in the township of Godman.
chester,
For that reason, T am of opinion that the plaintiffs

have no right of action against the defendant, and
that their action must be dismissed with costs.

It says: “The monster
Burke preyed upon the lives and libertios of
his countrymon for muny years, and deserved
death a thousand times at our hands. As to
Lord Cavendish, the linoal descendant of the
infamous Broghill, who hanged MacEagan,
the Bishop of Ross, because he would not
betray his country, bis very name stinks in
tho nostrils of the Irich people, by the
iniquities of his brother, Lord Hartington,
and the wholesale evictions ofbis father, the
Duke of Dovonshire. The organization
tolerated the vagaries of Mr Parnell and his
safe-treason mongers until he has filled (he
baxtiles of tho country with the victims ot
useless parliamentary agitation, whieh left
20,000 persons homeless lust year, and drove
millions oftho flower of our people to exile.
This ceases to be harmless when a truce is
made by which ho himself and bis friends
aroullowcd to go freo, and eishty of Ireland’s
bravest sons aro left to languish in prison,
to be exiled or assassinated. We call npon
all our brothers in America, particularly
upon all advanced Nationalists, to aid by
every means in their power the men who
carried out this cxecution, and we hereby
declare they deserve well of their country.”

During the first quarter of the year there
wero six murders in Ireland without a single
conviction.

The hon gentloman said that we are always
roady to assist the Grand Trunk, or some-

thing to that offect. For my part, I am not

more ready to help the Grand Trunk than

I am to Lelp any other road. I would like
to assist the Great Kustern, but we have got

10 treat the Grand Trunk people tairly, and

if they have earrisd out their sgreemeot to

the lotter I do not sce how any of us can

vote against them—atgleast I certainly can-

not. I do net consider that the Grand

Tronk should be treated differently from

any other company; sud if they were
private individuals who got the charter they
should not be treated any way differently

from the Grand Trunk. Bat they are not

the Grand Trunk Railway, they are the

Champlain Railway, and 1 know that they
bad to go and raise money to build the road,

and they intend to build it betore the ex-

piration oftheir charter. If the Parlisment

of Canada gave them too long a churter it is
their fault and not the faalt of the Cham.
plain Junction Railway Company.
Hon Mr Fenrizr—As Chairman of the

Champlain Junction Railway 1 wish to state
the tacts of this case to the House. When
the conversation about the fact alluded to
took place before the Committee of the other
House, and when Sir Chas. Tupper gave the
decision he did in reference to it, the Grand
Trunk bad had their charter for one year,
during which they had surveyed the line
nearly to Dundeo. The Grand Trunk having
done so, or rather the Champlain Junction
Company, for I am chairman of the Cham-
plain road—
Hon Mr Scorr—You are also chairman of

the Grand ‘Trunk ?
Hon Mr FERRIER—Can a man not be

chairman of two roads? The facts are those:
The Champlain Junotion commenced con-
struction immediately after that decision in
reference to the charter being withdrawn,
They went on from the end of the bridge
over the line that was surveyed to Ste
Martine in that year (1880). They laid it,
according to what was fromised, with iron
rails from Ste Isidore. They continued the
construction in the fall of that year ss long
us the weather would permit. We never
put down steel rails firet on a road it we can
help it, because every one knows that if a
steel rail is bent as it is sure to be where
the road-bed is not level, it cannot Le
straightened. That is tbe reason why the
iron rails lie from Ste Isidore to Ste Martine.
The Grand Trunk Company have carried
out their promise to the letter of the law.
We are asked why it is they did not go on
in 1881. The other company went to Que-
bee after thoy were refused a charter here.
When this charter was given, the Grand
Trunk had extended the line to Ste Martine
and the Quebec Government promised that
they should not allow the new company to
proceed with the construetion of the road
without an Order-in-Council. Anyone who
reads the charter will find that that Order-
in-Council was not to be given until the
Government were satisfied that the company
was in a position to construct the road and a
tunnel without detriment to other intorests.
The Champlain Junction Company then
entered a suit to prevent them from con-
structing the road. Had they commenced
to construct the tunnel first no opposition
would have been given, but when the action
was taken against them for constructing the
road thoy had to stop. While that was
going on tho Champlain Company stopped
construction because there wus a difficulty
in disposing of their bonds from the fact of
this new company having got a charter. Of
course where there was a prospect of an-
other road running parallel to it prevented
the sale of thone bonds. These are the facts.
There was no intention not to construct the
road. The Champlain Junction Company
are honestly going on to fulfill the conditions
of their charter, and there have been two or
three deputations within the last 2 months
waiting on the Vice President, offering to
raise money in the municipal councils for
the parpose of aiding the construction of it
since the bonds cannot be negotiated. There
is no intention whatever on the part of the
Champlain road to abandon their work
unless Parliament gives another company a
charter to build & road alongside of them.
As chairman of the Board I may state that
the Champlain Company has spent $300,000
in constructing tho road from Victoria
Bridge to Ste Martine,
Hon Mr Powzr—The hon gentleman said

he was only anxious to state tho facts: |
should like to ask him a question, with
referenco to one statement which he made
to this effect, that the ordinary rule was to
lay down iron rails first for construction
purposes, and that that was the reamon iron
bad been laid from Ste Isidore to Sto Mar-
tine. I have been informed, and the hon
gentleman can contradict mo if the informa.
tion is not correct, that on the other section
of the road, from Ste Isidore to Montreal,
the Company laid down stoel rails at the be-
ginning.
Hon Mr Farriza—The road was the whole

summer under construction, and they were
able to put down the steel rails before the
bad weatber came on. I say the factis this,
that no company making a road will put
down steel rails at first, if they can help it,
until the road-bed is settled. The line com-
menced to ran towards the end of the sea-
son, and therefore the steel rails were put
down sooner than they would otherwise
bave been.
Hon Mr Barrzmosz—I will read the

official report ot the Committee on the sut-
ject. It is as follows:
“On the 19th Murch, 1880, the Hon Sir H. L.

Langevin, laid before the House of Commonsthe foi-
lowing report of the Select Standing Committee on
Railways, Canals and Telegraph Lines:
«Your Committee bave had under consideration the

bill to incorporate the Montreal and Province Line
Railway Company, and report the presmble, not
proven, for the following reasons :

P Hon Mr Scorr—How much ofthat $300,-
000 was oxpended in making the connection
between the Caughnawaga and Rouse’s Point
road to enable the Company to send their
trains over the bridge from Hommingford ?

Tlon Mr Fannien—l cannot answer that
nestion, because | have not the figures. If

Vina known that question was to bo asked,
1 would have got the figures before return.
ing here from Montreal. The House must
understand that [ am speaking of the end of
the road from St Lambert's to Ste Martine.
That is the road we have the charter to con-
struct. ‘That road bad not been commenced
to be constracted. According to the deci-
sion that was come to in the committee, we
commenced with a perfoct annderstanding
that we woro going on, and would not have
stopped but for the charter which was rofus-
ed here being given in Quebec, and I have
given my reasons why we are protesting
against that,

Hon Mr Dicxzr—I1 should like to ask my
hon, friend one question, It han been stated
here that the extension from Ste Isidore to
Ste Martine was laid with rails taken from
the Rir ère-du-Lnap line. | ask if these
were taken from the road ever which express
trains Were run in connection with the In-
tercoloni«i ?
Hon Mr Fannian—1 would have to ask

that from the ongiueer. 1 do not ears to
anawor the question. because 1 am not per-
sonally aware of the facts. All that I have
been informed is that these rails were used
in the construction, and that they are equal
to what iron rails were on the best roads
thal were running at one time.
Hon Mr Scorr—I think there is rather »

mis-coucoption ot the roal issue before the
House. [do not think it is & question of
granting a charter to a legal company; it in
u question of whether another road, a rival
line to the (irand Trunk, shall be permitted
to tap the American traflic at Dundee. That
is practically tho question, altho in a mea.
sure it has been kept in the background. So
far as the legal question is concorned, 1 think
tho facts are altogether with the gentleman
who bas charge of the bill, because it must
bo in the momory ot gentlemeon who have
been in Parlisment some years, that the in-
habitants of Chatesugay and Huntingdon
have been clamoring tor some time fur the
construction ofthis line. The Grand Trunk
have been the only company tocome to their
aid, but they have been tardy in prosecuting
the work. The charter has been io ozistence
since 1870. Since 1679, s0 far as the ox
tension proper is concerned, only ten and a-

half miles have boon really constructed.
The portion between Ste Isidore and St
Lambert is practically & part of the tiraud
Trunk Railway thru line to New York, and
the use of that portion of the line dispenses
with the ferry at Canghnawags. Therefore
it is idle to talk ofthis $300,000 Leing lad

out un the extension to benefit tho inhubi-
tants of the county of Huntingdon. I asked
my hon, friend how much of that sura had
been laid out on the cxtehsiun, and how
much on the main line. | am ready to ad-
mit that be could not answer the question
off-hand exactly, but ho could have rtated
tho amount approximately. It is just that
amount, less what has been paid fairly for
the ton and onehalt miles that have been
built in the threo years, rinco 1879. There
is no une in us talking abont tho Montreal
and Champlain Junction Railway Company;
it is the Grand Trunk Railway, The hon.
gentleman did not ace Lho drift of his ob-
wervations, and talked abont it as an Grand
Trunk enterprise ; it is the Grand Trunk.
and there is no doubt about it. I find no
fault with thom fur that, but let us recog:
nize who are the parties before us. Itis the
Grand Trunk Railway Company, who desire
to obstruct altoguther the thru teaflic which
might centro at Dundee, and keep 1t from
coming into Canada, or to prevent anyother
railway from getting it. 1 confess, after
giving this subject & good deal of thought
and consideration, I cannot seo any other
motive. Of course all this excitement and
agitation with reference to Lhe extension to
Dundee cannot possibly arise from a desire
to rorvo those cuunties as a locul road,
whether the line is constructed bythe Grand
Trank Railway or the Great Eastern.
Neither of them would be attracted by the
local traffic alone : the attraction is the con-
nection with the American railway system,
which has approached very near the bound
ary, and in another year will probably
reach it.
Hon Mr FERRIER—It is some forty or

fifty miles from the frontier.
Ton Mr Scorr—The line would be built

to the boundaryit there waa any certainty
that the connection could be obtained. The
policy of the Grand Trunk Raiiway Com-
pany hus been—and thoir statomont would
seem to indicate this view to bo correct—
that they did not want to mako that connee-
tion. It seemed to be tho idea that there
would be no great advantage flowing to
them directly by tapping that point. 1
cannot understand why it is so, but that
must be the conclusion of tho Grand Trunk
Railway Company, or else they would long
since have formed such an alliance as would
have given them that traffic.
Hou Mr FErRIER—The Champlain road

has been negotiating with tho line, to which
you refer now, to juin with us ro soon aa it
ia constructed to Dundee, and they are mak-
ing the arrangements now, [can give that
assurance.

Hon Mr Scorr—Then it is this fact that

there is traffic beyond Dundee that the
Grand Trunk Railway Company wishes to
obtain, and they know that there ia business
to be secured by connection with the United
States line, and think it is desirable to tap

the Grand Trunk Railway Company for the
last three years. .
Hon Mr Frnaier—That negotiation bas

been going on fur some timo,
Hon Mr Scorr—That desire has only been

manifested sinco application has beon made
for a charter for anothor railway thru to
Dundee. Whether that railway is to be
built from Ste Isidore or Ste Martine on to
Dundee is not a matter of the slightest con-
sequence in considering this question, be.
cause 1 am prepared lo arglie that, even if
that line were in existence today, Parlia
ment would not be true to its duty if it re-
fused to a long thru road, and more par-
ticularly one connected with the Inter-
colonial Railway, power to tap the Ameri-
can traffic at that point on the frontier, The
principlo wo bave always acted upon has
been this, to give every facility for tupping
American traffic. If you just cast your oyes
along tbe frontier, you will find that wher
ever the two countries come together, it! That did not seem to be the opinion of

bridged, or wherever there is still water for
ferries at the frontier, connections are made
with American railways. Would anybody
deny that that is the tree policy fur sbis
country ? Has it not been our policy ab sli
times ? As (on railway charter giving 8
vestod right to one company slowe to occupy
tho ground, that theory has long since bevn
exploded in Canada. If iL wero net, we
should not now be encouraging a thru line.
It was fought uver in the case of the Great
Wontorn Ruilway Compuny. It was fought
over in Ontario when the charter was grant-
ed to tho Canada Southern Railway Com.
pany. It was maintained at that time that
it was not fair to Raglish stockholders--that
it was perfectly monstrous—after they had
expended their money, that any other rail:
way, a competing lino should be built.
Neverthuvlers, tho Legislature of Ontario
chought in their wisdom that it was a right
thing to do—that it would develop the
country and give additional facilities for
traffic. Since that timo the Parliament of
Cauada has given its sanction to that prin-
ciple, becauno it has granted the legislation
necessary to give that line connection with
the United States railway system. It is u
true and sound principle, and we should not
now depart from it. Why the city of Mon-
treal should bo disposed to impede tho pas
sage of this bill is, to my mind, another
singular problem, bocauso, by a thru line
having Montreal as an important objective
point, running from Dundoe, & very large
trafiic must be carried to tho Intercolonial
Railway, but & considerable amount would
take ship at Montreal and go down to the
Auantic by tho St Lawrence route. There
are several elements in that traffic. The
Romo asd Watertown Railway has extended
its line to Oswego and on to the Suspension
bridge, where it makes important connec
tions with the Canada Southern, with the
Great Western Railway, and with all the
linus entering at that particular point, It
runs thru the northern partion of the State
of New York, one of the inost busy and
active sections of the Union, no far, at all

events, as certain kinds of traffic are con-
cerned. lt runs thru one of the bent grain
and fruit regions of the Northern States,
aud thero is a large amount oftraffic which
would go by the St Lawrence route, in pro-
ference to continuing to follow the Southern
route to New York if there were proper out-
lots, and it is our duty to give every facility
tu that trade. That traflic, more particular-
ly dairy products, would take the Northern
line, in preforence to the more Southern nne,
because it is cooler ; and, morcover, if hon.
gontlemen will look at the map, they will
ubserve that the Great Eastern line taps the
Intercolonial Railway. Is it proper or
patriotic tor us 10 impede in any waytraffic
soeking an outlet by St John or Halifax
over the Intorcolonial Railway ? That
would bo practically the result of our re-
tusul to graut a charter for this line thru to
Dundee. Any gontioman who looks at the
map must come to that conclusion. Let the
Grand Trunk Railway goto Dundeo and got
all the traffic it can. but let tho Great Hast.
ern alsa go to Dundee. At an objective
point like that it is quite proper that there
should bo rival roads, That should be our
policy, more particularly sy the Great Hast-
ern would furnish traflic to the Intercolonial
Railway which the Grand Trunk Railway
does not, becanse the larger portion of the

Portland. The true and patriotic policy
would be to favor traflie, if possible, for a
rond owned by the Dominion ; at all events
there is no spocial ronson why we should
vive the Grand Trunk Railway the exclusive
right to the traffic at that point, unless it
has been a policy that Canada has pursued
in the past, und 1 contend that we have
never committed ourselves to any such
principle. On the contrary our whole policy
has been in the direction of freo-trade in
railways, Myidea is thal railways should
obuain their charters under a general act
aud should be allowed to build their lines
wherever they please. It would relieve

business and benetit very largely the people
of Canada, That nystem has been found to
work well in the United States. As to the
argument that bonds could not be floated be-
cause there are two rival charters and com-
panies could not obtain the money, L con.
tend that thin is not the time to raise a
question of that kind. That theory was
abandoned long ago. We know that before
companies put their moneyinto the building
of railways they look well to the future, and
the people who now invest in railway stocks
and bonds make n vory close examination
before doing ro. We neol not give them
any hints or suggest to them any views on
that question ; they ure all sharp, keen nen,
It is not ns it wus twenty-five or thirty years
ago when occasionally trast funds got into
such enterprises.
railways wan first begun wo know that a
great deal of money went into bonds and
stock which should not have boon invested
in that way, but now it is & stock operation.
Men put moneyinto it with a hope that thoy
will be able to sell nut at some future time.
In tho case of the Canadian Pacific Ruil way,
{ admit the bonds are a good, sufo, and
1aating investment, until they aro paid at
all events. But with regard to other rail-
way companies in Lhe country that aro issu-
ing bonds,I think we can leave it to the peo-
ple who invest in them to nay whether this
would bo a safe investment or not. For there
and for other roasous which I could nrge, T
think it is our duty to lot both roads run to
Dundee, providing, it you think it proper,
that they should keep a certain distance
apart until they reached that point. How-
ever Î think it unnocessary, for both parties
will soe it to their advantago to do that. It
is in the public interest to bring tho largest
amount of trafic that wo can secure into
this country, and wo can best do so by grant.
ing this charter.
Hon Mr ALLAN—The amendment propos.

ed by the hon member for Oshawa (Mr
Gibbs) is very much in the samo direction
as one which I moved when the bill was
before tho committee. But I think as it
stands now the amendment is even more
equitable as regards the bill and the objects
sought by its promoters. As | said in the
committee, I have been looking at the ques
tion mainly as it relates 10 other roads to
the seaboard. I have no doubt there are
important local interests concerned as well,
bat, for my own part, all my sympathies
would naturally be with anycompany which
would furnish to. Canada, and more particu.
larly to western Canada, the greatest num-
ber of facilities for getting to the seaboard.
Therefore, ro far as my sympathies are
concerned, if they wont in any diroction,it
would be with this bill and its promoters ;

regard to tbe charter given te this Moatreal
and Champlain Junetion Railway Company,
it hax beun asserted that the extension of
time was given to them to build this read.
The statoments which we heard made in the
committee roorn, and the statements made
in this House, both by the hon. gentleman
who has charge of the bill in the Senate, and
the hon. member who is the chairman of the
Montreal and Champlain Junction Railway
Company have eertainly differed very wide-
ly in many respects. But I think, after
all this, the fact remains that a charter has
boen given to the Montreal & C.amplain
Junction Railway, that it does not expire
until 1884, and that they had a perfect right
to suppose that on the faith of that charter
they couid go on And build the road, with.
out being exposed to the danger, before the
oxpiry of their charter, of this Parliament
granting another company the right to
build & road over precisely the same route.
The instance quoted by the hon, momber
from DeLananditre, of the railways on the
north and south shores, is scarcely analogous
te this. You can hardly compare the roads
on the north shores of the St Lawrence to
these two short lines, necessarily running
very nour euch other. My hon. friend from
Ottawa referred to tho cases of the Great
Wontern and Grand Trunk railways, but
you can hardly compare thom with the short
lines in this instance, as laid down in the
maps. The amendment, as presented to the
consideration ofthis louse,is an exceeding-
ly fair one. As I have said, my sympathies
go with those who are building à road to the
seaboard, and giving us access also to the
United States, and the railway systom there.
The amendment, as it stands, does not pre-
vont the Great Eastern Company from muak-
ing this connection. The amendment pro-
posed to the House is as follows :
“That so mach of the bill as authorizes

tho construction of that part of the proposed
railway running to the east of the viliage of
Dundee, and the west of St Lumbert, shall
not como into operation until the first of
May, 1884."
Now, hon. gentlemen, what position does
that leave tho Great Lastern Railway Com.
pany in? IL gives them the power of
doing what they mock hy their Act. They
ask for power in addition, at St Donis, to
build a branch line te the frontier, noar
Hemminglord. or near lacolle, in the
county of St Juhn. The amendment loaves
them free to build that line, So that if it
is adopled the position of the Great Eastern
Railway Company will be thix—not that
they are precluded for cver from building
the road from St Lambort to Dandee, but
that after May 1«t, 1884, they will be at
perfect liberty to construct that section. In
the second place they are at liberty now to
make this much. wished-for connection with
tho American railways and seaboard, by the
line at Lacolle.

Ilon Mr Powgr—Surely the henorable
gentleman is not in earnest in saying that.
Hon Mr ALLan—Certainly I am in earn.

nest, and why should 1 not be ? They are
not cut off from that connection; they have
it still ; and, therefore, in the face of the
existing Act which empowers the Montreal
and Lake Champlain Company until May,
1884, to build that road, 1 think this amend.
ment goes as far as is at all reasonable, or
just, or compatible with tho faith which }
think Parliament ought to keep with a com
pany to whom they may grant a charter,
und, therefore, 1 hope the amendment will
bo adopted.
Ton Me KAULBACH—If I supposed that thie

amendment would not defeat the bill T should cer-
tainly vote for it; but this delay in building that
section may prevent the capital from being raised and
defeat the object of the bill, Coming from ons of the
Maritime Provinces 1 have ‘taken a deep interest in
this road. From the first 1 took a position in favor
of it, from which I cannot withdraw, feeling as I do
that the line will be a great feeder to the Intercolo-
nial Railway, aud that it will connect our Govern.
ment road with the railway systems of the United
States, giviog us a large portion of the trade of the
central portion of the State of New York. 1 find
that this line will run thru thirteen countics, all of
which would Le benefitted by its coustruction, that
the representatives of those counties wre in favor of
it, and therefore I think the bill is in the public in-
terest, We ought to legislate in that interest, and not
for the benefit of railway corporations, I am not in-
clined to sacrifice the interests of the public for the
Leneât of any individual company. I believe there
should be no monopoly in railways ; and when thir-
teen countier are to be benefitted, when this charter
is petitioned for by the inhabitants of those counties,
atid when it te to bs a feeder to our own Government
railway, we would be acting unwisely to refuse this
bill. Coming upto Ottawa by rail, we have to come
by way of Richmond, and I have often been delayed
at that point for hours, waiting until the Geand Trunk
train from Portland camo up before we could proceed
to Montreal. I think the Grand Trunk Railway
Company's interests are centered in Portland, At all
events, they advertise connections with steamers at
that poiut. Our interests should be to take all the
trade we can to our own cities on the sca-coast, 1
think we should not overlook the importance of this
line to the Maritime Provinces and the Intercolonial
Railway, and that we should uot, for the sake of à few
miles of line, defeat a bill for the coustruction of a
road 150 miles in length. J would be acting con.
trary to my duty as a legisiator if I allowed myselfto
depart from what I believe to bo the true interests of
the country,
Hon Mr ALEXANDER--The argument is, no

doubt, a plausible one, that we cannot grant too many
railway charters==that it is in the public interest that
we should afford facilitiva to all parties desiring to
construct railways ; but my own experience in that
part of western Ontario from which I come has boen
that numerous applications have been made to the
Outario Legislature, that charters have been obtained,
that applications have been made to municipalities
along thos lines for nasistance, and that the people
have also contiibuted heavily to the construction of
competing lines, and when these companies come to
operate their roads they find the traffic insufficient to
maintain them, The local legislature has given large
sums of money as subsidies, municipalities hava voted
bonuses, aud consequently a large number of unneces-
sary lines have been constructed which the companies
have been unable to run, and the result has been that
the more powerful companies have been obliged to
buy up these weaker lines and none of the anticipat-
ed advantages have been secured, In this case a
charter has already been granted, and a large amount
of money has been expended. Wo are now asked to
grant another charter to cover the same ground, the
distance of one of the lines from the other being very
short. How, under the circumstances of this applica
tion for another railway charter, can I do otherwise
than support the amendment of my bon. friend be.
bind me (Mr Gibha) ?
Hon Mr TRUDEL—I think it my duty to say a few

wordn on this subject, because, while I am on the same
footing as all other members, as'to the general inter.
este of tho Dominion, I havi the honor to represent
here tho locality which is to be traversed by this foad.
So far ns I nnderstand the matter, there are three con.
siderations presented to the minds of overy honorable
gentlemanethe general interest, the private interest,
andthe local interest, As to the local interest, I bave
received from my division a certain number of letters
and telegrams, with a request to submit them to this
honorable House. One of the letters is as follows :—

I bave a lot of telegrams in my hand,commuaicating
to me the unanimous decision of the Councils of the
Parish of St Malechie d'Ormstown, of the village of
Muntingden, and vf the Municipal Council of Hinch-
inbrook, and I thought it was my duty to put tbe
views of these localitics bufore the Scnate, I may
say that tho hess documents do not present the views
of all the tocalities traversed by this road, I have not
received a sfuglo letter, nor have I heard & single
word against it. This scoms to me to be à fact of
such importance, that I cunceive it to be my duty to
lay it before the House. I may edd, that I am in a
rather delicate position with regard to this matter, be-
cause, up to the present semsion, 1 did ny best to
encourage the Grand Trunk Railway, aud secure, tos
certain cxtent, the right for that company to build the
railway frum Ste Isidore to Dundes, It has been re
presented by the hon, member from Ottawa that there
is a certain portion of the line which has beeu built by
the Grand Trunk Railway, which is not properly a
putt of the local line alluded to. As I have perfect
knowledge of the facts connected with the building
of that section, I will say a few words en this point
It is well known, and the Chairman of the Grand
Trunk Railway will not deny It, that the Grand
Trunk Railway, irrespective of any view of building a
railway westward, had decided to avoid she troubls of
crossing tho St Lawrence by ferry at Caughoawaga,
and built a branch to bring the traffic to Victoria
bridge, This branch is now, as far as I can see, con-
structed with steel rails, and in perfect working order,
It is true that tho Grand Trunk Railway, or properly
speaking, the Champlain Junction Company, bad oh.
tained a charter to extend their road westward towards
Dundee, butit was a long timo before th: y commenc-
vd building that road. Tho people of that country—
ont of the wealthiest localities in the Dominion—
complained of having no railway communication,
and made represcatations to the Grand Trunk Bail-
way to induce them to build that branch. The Grand
Trunk Railway appeared to be very reluctant to com-
meuco it, in fact tho whole question was whether the
@unicipalitics would subscribe or not, and the people
were left under the impression that unless a larg
honus would be subscribed the Champlain Junction
Company would not build the rond. In the meantime
A new company was formed, which came before Par-
liament asking.for a charter, At that time, consider-
ing that the Grand Trunk Railway was in carnest,
and would build the rord, I did my best to induce the
members of the other House to refuse the new com-
pany a charter. The charter was refused and the
prople of that locality who were very anxious to pro-
mote this pew company were only induced tostop
their efforts, by the assurance of the Grand Trunk
Railway or President of the Champlain Junction Rail
way that their promise to construct the road would be
strictly fulfilled the next year. It is truc that, to a
certain extent, a part of the line was built—that is
from Ste Isidore to Stu Martine. 1 do not think it is
proper to consider the other part of the line as being
a part of the fulfilment of this promise, because, ns 1
stated before, it is a different matter entirely, It war
a part of the Caughnawaga rond extended to the Vic-
toria bridge.
Hon Mr FERRIER—Itis te same charter,
Hon Mr TRUDEL+—Certainiy it is the same char-

ter, but obt«ined fur an entirely different object—to
connect the Caughnawaga road with the Victoria
bridge, and the other part was to satisfy the people of
Beaubarnois, Huntingdon, and Chateaugay counties
and give them railway connection. If I remember
well, that part of the charter embracing the line to
Dundee was not in the original scheme fur the char-
ter at all.
How Mr SKEAD—DMny 1 ask the hon gentlemanif

the terminal point of the rond is at Dundee ?
Hon Mr TRUDEL—Of course it is, because it ix

tbe boundary line,
Hos Mr 8SKEAD—From that to the American sys-

tem of railways is some thirty or forty miles ?
Hon Mr TRUDEL—ŸYes,
Hox Mr SKEAD—Huve they any charter to muke

that connection yet?
Hox Mr TRUDEL—Ido net know that they have.
Hox Mn SKEAD—Then a few years would havete

«lapse before that connection can be made at Dundee ?
Hox Ma TRUDEL—Certainly. I did my best to

secure what I considered to be the equitable right of
this Company, and they solemnly bound themselves
to build this ine, but unfortunately their promise was
uot fulfilled. So much for the local interest, but now
there is another reason : Two years ago it was a fight
between two local companies, and Parlisment obliged
the Montreal and Champlain Company to build their
line within ope year, and according to terms men-
tioned before this House. Since this, another road,
which I consider to bu & thru line—=a provincial line
—hag been formed, nud it seems to mo there is a gen.
eral interest in favoring that charter, These are the
reasons why I very reluctantly and with great hesi-
tation thought it my duty to sustain the granting of
the charter before the House,
Hox Mr POWER—Irise for the purpose of calling

the attention of the hon gentleman who moved the
amendment to a point of order involved in it that
ought to be settled before wo go any further, the
point is this: it is à general rule tbat the motion
mâde should currespoud with the notice given, I call
the attention of the hon gentleman who movedthis
amendment to the fact that it does not correspond
with the notice given and the notico as given in the
Minutes does not correspoñd with the notice given by
the bon gentleman before the House rose the other
day. I do not wish to lay any stress on that fact ; ar
long ar the substance of the notice is preserved 1
think it is sufficient, But I wish to make this
ruggestion ; the hon gentleman has moved that the
bill be referred to a Committee of the Whole House ;
I do not think that in the usual practice with reference
to Private Bills. I thiok tbe practice is to refer the
bill back to the Railway Committee with instructions
to do certain things. The smendment wbich th
hon gentleman has read is not one that has been be-
fore the House in any way before, And I only wish to
have an understanding that if the Lill is referred to »
Committee of the Whole House, or to the Standing
Committee on Railways, that the duty of the Com:
mittee will be to substantially provide that the con-
struction of that part of the line running west to
Dundes shall be postponed fortwo years, ‘The fourth
section of the bill to which thin amendment is pro
posed, gives the company in addition to the power to
build the road from Point Levi to St Lamberts and
then froc: St Lamberts to Dundee, also tho power tu
build à branch line to the fronticr, I may Le mis-
taken but I think that the amendment, as the hon
gentleman has worded it, would prevent the company
building that branch and possibly prevent them from
building branches to the St Lawrenceriver. I pre-
sume that my hen friend does not wish to do any-
thing of that sort, and I wish to have him state before
the question is taken that the object is to bave the
bill so amended by the Committee that the roadfrom
8t Phillip to Dundes shall not be constructed until
the year 1884, The hon gentleman from Rideau
Division asked a question about the connection in
New York. The President of the Champlain Junction
Railway Company (Mr Furricr) stated to the House
in reply, that the American companies were prepared
to connect with the Grand Truok Railway. I pre.
sume the companies ary equally prepared to connect
with the Great Eastorn, if the Great Eastern built thin
road, and I am informed that a company in New
York are prepared to build the connection at once
and that the distance on the American side of the
line is only thirty miles,
Hon Ma GIBBS—I desire to say in reply to the

hon gentleman from Halifax, that I did give notice
the other day ; I afterwards thought the motion was
not sullicicntly explicit, but In correcting it 1 did not
alter the general tenor of the original motion in any
way. My only desire was to make it so that it might
not be misunderstood. 1 asked hon gentlemen who
are well versed in the rules and proceedings of this
House which was the better course to pursuc==to give
notice of a second amendment, or to amend the first
in the direction I did amend it. I was informed that
I was not tied down to any particular words so long
as I kept within the gencral terms of the notice,
Upon the other point I was informed that another
amendment would be mado to my amendment, and
as I believed thut it would bo in the interest of the
promoters of the bill, I altered it in the direction in
which it now ap, before the House, with the de-
