AFirst Bémbs 0f 2nd Woﬂci .War
Fell On London 10 Years Ago

By ERNEST AGNEW

London, July 11—(#)—Just 10
years ago the air raid sirens were
wailing over Britain,

The first of 50,000 bombs, not
counting incendiaries, which Ger-
man bombers dumped on London
13 months fell on the clear
moonlit night of July 11, 1940, It
hit a open space, caused no da-
mage, but that was only the be-
ginning.

The war lasted five years and
eight months. For 47 of those 63
months London was more or less
under attack from the air.

From the dramatic moment at
11:30 a.m. Sunday, Sept. 3, 1939,
when the first false alarm sent

[ tion

Londoners scurrying to air raid|

shelters, until March 28, 1945~
when the sirens sounded for the

last time—there were 1,227 airv
raid alerts in central London.
When the war ended, 145,000
houses in metropolitan London
alone had been demolished or
made uninhabitable,

Thousands of houses have been
rebuilt, so have numbers of dam-
aged buildings, but completion of
an ambitious plan for full recon-
struction of the capital will not

| come for at least 15 years, perhaps

more. The country can't afford it.

Serious discussions about the re-
building of the city started in
1942, By 1943, two plans had been
drawn up by Professor Patrick
Abercrombie, 65-year-old profes-
sor of town and country planning
at the University of London.

They covered:

1. The rebuilding of greater
London—the whole mass of built-
up streets, including the outer
suburbs,

2. Metropolitan London, or

the

[ administrative county of London,

the inner area.

3. The City proper, the square
mile that encloses the Bank of
England, the financial district and
the Lord Mayor's headquarters.

Broadly Abercrombie’s plan for
greater London calls for construc-
{ eight satellite towns on

the outskirts and the creation of a
“green belt" for open space and

-

recreation,
For the County of London his
plan calls for a relocation of

streets and arterial highways to
relieve growing traffic conges-
tion, elimination of sub-standard
housing, more parks and the pre-
vention of the intermingling of
indusgtry and housing.

Both plans are under way, now.
The time of their completion is
highly problematical.

“For one thing, the cost will be
gigantic in the billions of
pounds,” says an official of the
London County Couneil.

By mid-1952 the council says it
either will have rebuilt, repaired
or completely replaced all the
145,000 house destroyed or dam-
aged in the six metropolitan bur-
ougths of Westminster, Holborn,

| Stepney, Poplar, Lewisham and
Wandsworth, But docks still line
the Thames and no tunnels have

!

been dug under it. And few of Lon-
don's many squares have been re-

designed in accordance with the
plan.

“Give us fifty years,” says a
planning official. “Even London

can’t be rebuilt in a day.”
