Industrial Week observances close
this evening with a public visit to

the new Technical school at the
corner of Camirand and Minto
streets,

Offigials of the municipal elec-
trical department and members of
the City Council were present, the
former explaining to the visitors
the various operations in connection
with the production and distribu-
tion of electricity.

This plant is the oldest of the
municipal hydro-electric plants, be-
ing erected by the Sherbrooke Gas
ind Water Company in 1888 and
purchased by the city in 1908 along
with the gas plant. At that time
the installed capacity of the plant
was 1,675 horsepower. In 1917, the
plant was remodelled and a new
dam built and the capacity increas-
ed to 2,700 horsepower.

In addition to the generating
equipment which comprises two
turbines of 1,350 horsepower eacn
and two 1,000 k.v.a. generators, the
power station is equipped to care
for the distribution of electricity
in the North and Centre wards.

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HEALTH SURVEY REPORT SHOULD
BE PUBLISHED

One of the greatest assets any community
can enjoy are good health conditions and any-
thing which serves to improve existing ser-
vices is of direct interest to every citizen. Thus,
text of the recent survey of the Sherbrooke
public health services is entirely inexcusable.
This survey, sponsored by the
Chamber of Commerce, was conducted by
two experts in public health matters, one rep-
resenting the University of Montreal and the
other McGill.

Their report was submitted to the Cham-
ber of Commerce several weeks ago and about
a month ago the findings were transmitted in
detail to the City Council. The survey not
only covered the existing services, with their
strength and weakness, but also made certain
concrete recommendations for their improve-
ment, To date nothing appears to have been

done tewards implementing the recommenda- |

tions aside from authorizing one employee of
the health department to take a comparatively
short course at a Montreal University, As far
as can be ascertained, there has been no for-
mal session of the health committee to study
the report.

Indications are that the report is far from
flattering in its remarks upon the present health
service, both as to its extent and to the quali-
fications of its personnel. This, however, does

not justify extended secrecy on the part of the |

municipal authorities. If the public health pro-
tection system is adequate to meet the needs
of the citizens and to insure them as far as pos-
sible against an epidemic, these facilities should
be improved without delay and the actual facts

on the situation should be laid before the
public.
Public health is something that does not

concern the members of the City Council
alone. Admittedly they may have the respon-
sibility for organizing and administering the
service, but it is the health and welfare of each
individual that is at stake. For this reason, the
citizens have the right to a complete statement
on the situation and what the Council proposes

to do to remedy it.
