CHRIST AND THE CHILDREN.

BY MRS, WILBUR F. CRAFTS.

Heredity, environments, conversion—
three potent influences to decide what
a Dife shall be.

It has been said, “If you want to make
a boy into a good man, begin with his
grandfather.”  But the difliculty is, we
have totake the boy as we find him. We
are apt to think if he is well born—that
is, if he has a good grandfather and a
good father, there is hope for him ; but if
he has vot, there is little, or no hope ;
that character building will be,is his case,
a very difficult, if not a hopeless task.
We quote science as establishing such a
theory, but the facts gained thercfrom
have chiefly to do with the physical strue-
ture, and such facts cannot be fairly trans-
ferred to the realm of mentality, espec-
ially notto that of spirituality because
science in its investigations have been al-
most wholly engaged with experiments
on various kinds of animals, rather than
with the study of mentality, or what Pro-
fessor George Stanley Hall is pleased to
call *“the higher anthropology.” Some
investigations in this line wou!d undoubt-
edly make Jarge rents in the heredity the
ory. How could such a theory explain
the revolution of a great s'atesmar, and
philosopher from a humble soap boiler ?
for such was the father of Franklin. Or
the revolution of a great poet from a
slave, for such was the father of Vergil.
Or a great theologian from a cooper, for
such was the father of Calvin. Or a
great historian from a lock mender and
tinker, for such was the father of 1hiers.
Or a great general and statesman from a
tanner for such was the father of Gener-
al Grant. No, the theory of heredity
does not fully account for any of these
things. It perhaps does tells us why a
child may have certain physical marks
and even mental characteristics,but noth-
iug can explain Luther and Lincoln but
God. God does indeed tell us in his book
that he **will visit the sins of the fathers
upon the third and fourth generarion of
them that hate him."” But we should
not therefore conclude that the children
of low born people or of criminals must
themselves be as their father's were.
When they are transferred from the en-
vironment of *‘hate into that of love"
their are ‘‘new external conditions” to
speak scientifically, which will complete-
ly modify them. Froebel, the founder
of the kindergarten says, “‘If it had not
power to transform the children of wick-
ed, even vicious parents, the Christian
idea could have no significance.” In our
time Professor Graham Taylor, who is so
deep a student of sociology, sigunificantly
comments on the response which little
children of the Chicago commons readily
give to the influence of better conditions,
In Japan on & certain day of the year a
paper carp attached to a long pole is set
up at the entrance of esch home in which
a little boy has been boran during the
year. The sigoificance of thus exalting
the carp is that it is a brave little fish that
will up stream even against a torrent, and
so typifies the brave spirit which the
child must have in meeting the difficul-
ties of life. We have an illustration of
this in our very bodies. The blood which
carries with it noarishment for bone and
muscle, even life itself must continuously
force itself upward, but blood can be fore
ed upward in & moral sense of training,
“Blooed will tell."We do not set at
naught the advantage of having had a
good graudfsther, but we do say that
even the blessing of being well born has
often been turned into bitterness by some
who have chosen an evil enviroment. It
must also be lconceded that the boy who
has had a good grandfather has better
start in Iife than the one whose grandfa-
ther was bad, bus through the blessing
and kind providence of God both may
come out even in the race.

FRANCES RIDLEY HAVERGAL.

The name of Frances Ridley Havergal
has become to thousands of Christians, in
all parts of the world, a household word.
She has spoken to us in her writings so
personally as to be a real friend of all.
Little children go to sleep on one of the
“Little Pillowa,” and wake to the chime
of a “Morning Bell." The older folk are
helped, stimulated, and cheered by wise
and loving words, unfolding some of the
promises and commands of the King
whom she loved and served, or the privi-
lege and blessing of being wholly his,
“kept for the Mater's use ;" whilst many
voices, the wide world over take up the
echo of her rongs of praise. The memor-
ials of her life have brought as yet nearer
to her, and explained the power of her
words, by showing her lowly walk with
with God., Born December 14, 1836,
she was the youngest daughter of Rev.
W. H. Havergal, then Rector of Astley,
Worcestershire, afterwards of St. Nicholas,
Worcester. She was a singularly bright,
clever child, early giving promises of the
rifts so fully developed in later years.
‘he little books in which she wrote her
childish hymns and rhymes begins with
verses written at the age of seven ; from
nine years old upwards she wrote longand
amusing descriptive letters in perfect
rhyme and rhythm. She seems to have
had deep religious‘impressions during
childhood, both at home and at school,
but could not fix any sctual time as
the date of coanversion. From 1851, she
knew what it was consciously to trust in
Jesus, and to find the sweetness of the
word of God.

All her life henceforth was filled with
blessed work for the Master in the Sunday
School, bible classes, cottage visiting,
Y. M. C. A. meetings, and many other
things. More than once she was laid
aside for a time throagh severe illness,

snd ‘*ander his shadows,” learning more
and more of the love of Him who laid her
low ; and made to feel the pressure of his
hand. She was further trained in that
wonderful n{lmpothy with, and tenderne:s
for others which was suchamarked feature
in her character. Truly she comforted
others with the comfort wherewith she
herself was comforted of God. In 1870,
Rev. W. H. Havergal entered into rest ;
and those who have read ‘‘The Mewor
in's,” or the poem *“‘Yet Speaketh” can
form sume idea of how much poorer was
earth henceforth to his daughter, and how
much richer heaven. She had an intense
love for music, and would play from
memory through Haudel, anJ much of
Beethoven and Mendelssohn. Her sing
ing was beautifully expressive and sweet
and she loved to sing God's own words,
pray ng that might be his message to the
listeners. In this way many opportuni
ties were afforded of speaking of Him of
whom she sang; and she had the joy of
seeing fruit found to his glory

Her sister writes : —**Almost the last
time we walked to church together, she
turped round and said, ‘Marie ['ve come
to the conclusion that it will Le very nice
to go to heaven. The perfect harmony,
the perfect praise, no jarring tunes. You
dou’t know the intense enjoyment it is to
me to sing in part music. I don't think |
could hear the Hallelujan Chorus and not
sing it ; butthere !"”

Miss Havergal made several tours in
Switzerland, entering with inteuse enjoy-
ment into the beauties of nature, recog-
nizing the touch of the Father's hand in
all and tinding in them spiritual help and
teaching. Abroad, as well as at home, she
was cors'antly deing the *‘King’s busi
ness,” and was privileged to lead many
touriste, peasants, invalids—to rejoice in
herSaviour. Thewolume, **Swiss Let ters,
is a lasting memorial of these happy
journeys. In 1873 a little book entitled,
**All for Jesus” by Rev. J. T. Wrenford,
Newport, Mon., came under Miss Haver-
gal's notice, telling of a fulness of a bless-
ing beyond avything she has yet attained.
It met a long felt need, and soon she her-
self could SaYy, **I have the blesing,” the
Spirit powerful'y applying this word to
her soul : *“The blocd of Jesus Christ, his
Son, cleanseth us from all sin.” In 1878
Miss Havergal went to live with her sis
ter near Swansea. Here for a few months
she was fully occupiedfin writing, helping
others, and working in the neighborhood
of her new home. On May 21st, 1879,
she took cold from being out in the damp
on one of the Master’s errands ; a feverish
attack ensued, then inflammation and
peritonitis,

He sat down and played first of all
Liszt's Hungarian melody, and then
one variation after auother, so that no
one but Liszt himself could have told
the difference. We all trembled lest
Liszt should be offended, for Mendels-
sohn could nos keep himself from slight-
ly imitating Liszt's movements and
raptures. However, Mendelssohn man-
aged never to offend man, woman er
child. Liszt laughed and applauded and
admitted that no one, not he himself,
oould have performed such a bravura
-—'‘Max Muller's Recollections. "’

All the uncertainty rcgarding the tak-
ing of the plebiscite question is gone.

Mr. Scarth. Rev. Mr. Read, H. R. Fras-
er, manager K. T. Agricultural Ass'n : W,
A. Hale and John Ewing, Richmond.

After a few remarks by the chairman
(Mr. Wm. Morris), Mr. John Ewing was
ealled upon to say a few words. He
dwelt at some length on the fact that the
younger generation were not paying the
attention to agricultural affairs which
they should. He maintained that it was
& noble protession, and one which was of
& nature to give scope to the brightest
of intellects.  He pressed upon the fath-
ers to have their sons interest centred on
the wnrkmg of the soil, for the d\y’l of
working the farm by muscle alone were
past, and it had now become a scientific
pursuit. They would do much for their
country if they centred their life’'s work
on the tilling of the soil, and were known
only to their immediate neighborhood,
more than the man who went out into the
world and speculated and transferred the
money of another to his own use.

Farming pursuits were different to-day
to what they were 50 years ago, and the
fathers should encourage the sons in the
working of the farm on the principles that
are in vogue to-day, by listening and car-
rying them out. (Applause.)

Mr. A. H. Moore said that it afforded
him great pleasure to be with them on
this pleasant and festive occasion. He
was very glad indeed to meet so many of
the farmers and farmers wives and dau-
ghters, and show his interest in one of
the most important industries that we
have in this or any other country. At the
same time he felt a little diffident at ap-
pearing before them at this time. He was
very glad to cee the interest taken in the

agricultural industry in this portion of
the Eastern Townships, as was evidenced

He

the large attendance there that day.

felt very much like the Iate Mr. Wil-

lard, the celebrated agriculturist, who,
when asked what kind of fsirs he would
recommend most, replhied that the *‘Lest
fairs were farmers wives and daughters.”
Fairs of this kind were very desirable,
very pleasant and very agreeable. They
had already heard that the farming indus-
try of this country was & very important
one. He was not goieg into the details of
the farmer’s life, but he would show how
important a calling it was. One quarter
of the freight carried on railways, one-
third on canals, and one-half on steam-
hoats were agricultural products ; while
4D per cint. of the pupufalitm of Canada
was interested and engaged in agriculrural
pursuits. They would agree with him that
this industry would not take a second
place in the industries of the country.
Supposing that they took the amount of
food for esch person in the world at the
same ratio as is laid down by the army au-
thorities, and give each one a meal. In
the first place it would require 312,000
miies of tables, giving two feet to each
person. This would reach around the
earth 13 times. It would require 2,250,
000 tons of mixed food for one day., and
700,000 tors tor one meal. Of this 34,-
276 tons of buiter, 68,493 tons of meat,
17,123 tons of cheese, 68,393 tons of pota-
toes would be consumed, and it would re-
quire 16,433,353 gallons of milk for one
day's supply. For one year it has been
computed that each one consumes H 2-10
bushels of wheat a year, which would
make a total of 7,800,000 bushels for the
year, or 20,047,945 for one day. For
one day's consumption this would require
a11,198 teams of 40 bushel capacity, and
if each team was given a length of 25 ft.
this would make a stiing extending 3928
miles. In 50 years a man will consume
17,000 pounds of mixed food and drink.
Estimating the population at 1,500,000,
000, the consumption would be 12,700,-
000,000 tons of food. This would give
them some idea of the o agnitude and im-
portance of the farming industry.

They had a splendid market for their
products, and what was required by the
farmer was more attention to the produc-
tion of the goods. Great Britain had a
population of 40,000,000, but she was
only able to supply within herself enough
for 17,000,000, That gave a market of
23,000,000, which depended entirely upon
the outside world. They had free duty
into Britain, and the facilities were good
for landing the goods there. The yearly
imports into Britain of all kinds of meat
was 1,126,500,000 pounds, of this amount
the U, 8. supplied 637,807,981 pounds,
while Canada ﬁuppllwl 35,165,628, Can-
ada supplies less than three per cent. of
butter and about 55 per cent of cheese.
The total amount of imports into Britain
amounted to, with liquids, $806,252 (X)),
and it would be seen that Canada only
supplied, with the excepiion of cheese
and butter, a very small amount.

In Canada there were 28,537,242 acres
of improved land in Canada, and 19,904, -
826 acres were under crops, an increase of
30 p. c.in the last ten ycars, They had
ahout 239,000,000 acres of land in the
Province of Manitoba and the territories
that had yet to be taken up. The Gov-
ernment had spent a great deal in furth
ering the railway facilities to bring the
product to the market, and they would
see that there was still a great future be-
fore the country.

Mr. S. Foster, of Knowlton was the
next speaker. He spoke chiefly with re
gard to cheese making aud advocated
more combination, no matter he said how
they worked individually, it was only by
combination that they would succeed.
Let them join hands, and have a factory
that would have a capacity of about 2000
Ibs daily, and when they had this they
would be able to brand their cheese, and
it would brige a good deal'more in the
market. Thdy had tried the experiment
in Bedford and it was working well. He
said as long as the small factories were in
existence they would be unable to further
their pricee.- Hs also advocated the com-
bining of cheese and butter and employ-
ing a competent cheese maker. They
could not expect to get a good man in a
small place. He asked the co-operation
of the farmers with regard to the JQowans-
ville B-arl. Oae man would be able to
look after the interests of the whole

He also incidentally touched upon the
good roads nllu's(iun. Statute labor would
have to go, he said, although the question
might not now be ripe for the people to
vote upon. He advocated the employing
of a competent inspector to look after the
road overseers n'.j instruct them how to
repair and build new roads. Mr. Foster's
remarks were punctuated all through with
marks of approval.

Mr. W. B. Ives, M, P, followed and as
the hour was getting on, his remarks were
short but to the point. He reviewed the
changes in farming within the past num-
ber of years and maintained that those
who were associated with him in his
younger days, that those who] stuck to
farming were better off than those who
entered other professions. He urged
them to combine among themselves and
bring about a set standard of their
products.

Mr. L. E. Panneton also spoke a few
words of encouragement to the farmer.
In conclusion he moved a vote of thanks
to the Chairman and Directors of the As-
sociation. This was seconded by Mr. W,
B. Tves.

The Chairman proposed a vote of
thanks to the speakers. Sheriff Mcln-
tosh proposed a vote of thanks to Mr.
Clouagh for giving the use of the grove for
the pic-nic.  Mr. H. R. Fraser seconded.

An adjournment was then made toa
field, whera the games were held. Here
again Mr. Clough showed his forethought,
by having the hay all cut.

The events were entered into with
much spirit, and were well contested.
Coun. H. R. Fraser, and Mr. Jas. Morkill
acted as judges, while Mr. Shuter was
starter.

How Mezart Imprevised,

Some interesting things are recorded
of Mozart, who, like Mendelssohn aud
Besthoven, was great at improvisation.

Semmodious Stock and Graln Ballding
For the Middle South,

Mr. Albert B Bellwood describes in

I'he Rural New Yorker a stock and |

grain barn which he planned for a Vir
giuia farm, He says:
As the roof is often the most expen-

sive part of a barn and usually the first |

to needd renewing, I wounld adviee the
reduction of roof area by having the
stable on the ground, with storage for
feed above.

We recently built a barn with a sta
ble for cattle, keeping in mind four
points, cost, strength, capacity and con
veuience. The cost was not great, and

VIRGINTA BTOCK BARN, END VIEW,
8o eatisfactory has it been in the three
latter points that Ithink it may be well
to give a description of it. The stable
and barn proper are 150 fect long by 80
feet wide. The stable, eight feet high,
has two rows of stalls with cattle facing
the feeding aisle, which issix feet wide.
Thers are two silos at the north end of
400 tons capacity, with a passage be-
tween them the same width as the feed-
ing aisle. The dairy room and icehouse
are north of the silos, with engine house
attached. The boiler house is 50 feet
off to avoid danger of fire and higher
rate of imsurance. Three doors in each
gilo, one above the other, open into the
passuge. A car with a box 10 feet long
and a foot deep and that exactly fits be-
tween the silos runs the full length of
the stable. Itcarries enough ensilage at
once for the 88 cattle that the stable
holds. The wheels are flanged and run
on oak tracks. The barn above is 80 feet
to the apex and is arranged so that there
are no cross beams to interfere with the
operation of unloading hay with slings
or to be strained with the weight of hay
a8 it settles. Each bent has two purlin
posts 10 feet apart with braces 20 feet
long reaching from sill, near outside
post, to within four feet of top of purl
in post, into which it is tenoned and

A REMINISCENCE
OF ITALY.

Some years sinos it was my good for
tane to visit Italy, sad in the course of |
my wanderings in the land of sunny skies |
and rich historical associations, to find
myself in Milan, and among its mauy
varied sttractions, to inspect its grand |
and far-famed cathedral, world-renowned |
for its beautiful architectural finish and
proportions. What a miracle in marble |
it is, what & wonder ; so graceful, so sol
emn, so vast, so geand, majestic and
fairy-like. So delicate with carvings of
birds, beasts, fruits and insects. 500 feet |
long, 180 feet wide, sdorned with 136
spires, the principal spire being 400 feet
high. Thete are 7,148 statues, the work
of such sculptors as Raphael and Michael |
Angelo grace the sscred temple. KEvery
nook snd corner is filled with statues i
those losated on the roof look like dolls |
when viewed from the street.

The
building is decorated with 15600 carvings |
in marble, wondrous to minutsly inspect. |
The 1oterior is beautiful, rich in mosaics, |
stained glass widows, shrines of the saints, |
oil pamntings, marvellously chiselled |
lumbﬂ. & roof frescoed as to look like llt’t',
supported by 52 columns, each twelve
feet in diameter ; four side aisles and
rows of arches greet the eye of the
visitor.

From the roof an entrancing view is
obtained of the city ; its main buildings, |
domes, steeples, cupolas, the chief aven-
ues and thoroughfares ; the surrounding |
country, bordered by the Alps, down |
which trickle streams looking like threads
of silver, and lovely vineyards greet the
eyes.

When once up on the roof the visitor |
tinds himself in a very forest of marble |
pinnacles, adorned with richly snd rarely |
carved tlowers, capped by graceful statues, l
the petals of each tloral design perfect.
[he roof is separated into divisions, by
what, for & better name I will designate
msrble fences, these ornamensted with
wreaths, stars, wheels, and other fanciful
designs. Gazing through these aper-
tures upon the background of blue skies
and flaecy clouds, stone seems transform-
ed into lace, hanging between you and |
the blue vault of heaven. Truly & thing
of beauty 18 a joy forever.

In the crypt is the sacrophagus of St
Charles Borromee, once Bishop of Milan,
The sacrophagus or mausoleum is of
wrought silver, charming flowers in that |
precious metal beautify its exterior fea-
tures. Within is a coflin, clear as crys-
tal, of rock erystal, mside of which is to
be scen the body of the deceased prelate,
dressed in priestly, costly habiliments,
decked with rare jewels, the head decay
ing with age, the eyes gone, the lips part- |
ed with a ghost-like smile, the skindrawn
tightly. The good man, in the dys
when the plague swept over the city,
played the hero by staying at his post,

when others Hed-—encouraging snd
comforting all who came in contact with
his true and sympathetic heart. No won-
der the Milanese highly esteem his wem-
ory, and have evinced their gratitude by
awarding him so rare a tomb

Work on the cathedral has been going
on tor the past 500 years, and is progress-
ing still.  One of the sights of Milan i3
Leonder di de Vincis familiar painting of
the Last Supper of our Lord, cthe model
of the majority of the engravings of that
great event in the world's history, with
which we are ro familiar. It is a fresco
covering the rear wall of the church. The
moment chosen by the artists is when
Christ annnounces his knowledge of the
fact, that one of the number will betray
Him. Look at the anger of Peter, the
the looks of incredulity and inquiry on the
faces of the other disciples ; the simulat-
ed calmness of Judas ; the serenity and
calmness of the Master.

Another strange sizht in this cathedral
town is & statue of St. Bartholomew, who
enjoys the reputation of having been
flayed. His skin hangs behind him like
a cloak ; a stronger idea in marble or a
more perfect study of anatomy could not

well be seen elsewhere.

The city possesses a fine marble arch in
commemoration of the victories of Victor |
Emmanuel and Garibaldi ; conflicts which |
resulted providentially in freeing Italy
from the thraldom of Rome. Here is|
also found the finest arcade which it has
been my privilega to inspect ; a noble|
stone edifice, pierced by four grand lofty |
entrance arches. The floor is in warble
of varied hues ; the structure is capped or |
surmounted with a lofty, elegantly de-
signed dome ; the interior rich in stained
glass, and ornately designed mouldings
m plaster ; an abundance of leaf decora-
tions, ete. Shops with spacious plate
glass windows are found in the main pre
cincts of the building, their show-cases
filled with tempting articles of merchan-
dise, such as jewelery, corals, bronzes,
mosaics, Parisian marbles, oil paintings,
pilgrim work and other articles of devo-
tion, most tempting to the purse and at-
tractive to the eye. What a magnificent
railway station this city boasts possession
of ; architecture imposing ; beauteous
frescoes on the ceiling, making the travel-
ler imagine himself in an art gallery.

NEW LIFE FOR TREES.

A Yow York Farmers Plaa Fer Repew
ing the Bark on Fruit Trees

A ocorrespondent writes from Onon-
dags county, N. Y., to The Rural New
Yorker as follows: Back im the fifties
I visited & large orchard in the townm of
Olay, this county, and was surprised to
find the trees, although they were very
old, loaded with the fluest of fruit of
wvarious kinds, nearly ripe for ploking.
The owner stated that five years before
the trees, belug very old, were nearly
valueless, but by & now treatment the
whole orchard had been restored to the
then present condition of the most per-
feot fruitage.

I found his treatment to consist in
sach year in removing three stripsof old
bark from the body of the tree, each
strip about three inches in width, the
most essential point being the right
time of doing it. This time he found to
be when the bark would peel easiest,
and being when the materials for form-
ing the mnew grain of wood were in a
condition of a soft pulp under the bark,
He had removed the strips June 15 to
20. During the remainder of the season
the grooves made by removing the strip
of bark were filled with new bark, the
hidebound condition of the tree was re-
lieved, and the new grain of wood waa
doubled in thickness entirely around the
tree. This permitted the sap to flow
freely, and the first autumn the fruis
was greatly improved. The next seasom
it was large and of the most perfeot
quality.

The stripping had been continued five
years, the old bark had all been re-
placed by a new and tender bark, and
the farmer said that his orchard paid
better than any other part of his farm.
Spitzenberg trees and other kinds wore
restored to the finest fruitage.

The tree body should be scraped with
a hoo to remove the loose bits of hard
bark. Then with a sharp, strong knife
make two cuts for each strip through
the bark from the top of the body down
to the ground, holding the knife a little
slanting, so as to make the iuner surface
of the strip narrower than the outer to
facilitate its removal. Let the cuts run
together at the ends. They may be ex-
tended ont upon the large limbs as far
as they can be reached. From the upper
end of each strip extend siugle knife
cuts through the bark so far as the old
bark is rough and hard.

Temporary Fencing.

The zigzag plan of building tempora-
ry board fonces is recommended by a
correspondont of Home and Farm, who
suys: If the boards are 16 feet long, sot
the posts feet apart and in a
straight line. Put the boards on as
in sketch, nailing one panel on
one side of the post and the next one on
the other, with the post in the center of
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ZIGZAG BOARD FENCE,
the board on the opposite side of the
board. This method of putting on
boards bends them slightly, and the
boards are inclined to hug to the post.
In case an animal pushes a board loose
from the postif it is not brokem it
will spring back to its place, making it
appear tight, thus presenting no induce-
ment to stock to jump. You will hard-
ly realize how much time will be saved
in putting up a long string of fence by
not having to cut off the boards. Just
think of building & fence without a

bandsaw !

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Water Cress Grown In Shade,

When the spring season is bright and
sunny, as in America, water cress soon
becomes bitter. Its best season is in the
early spring months, when it first com-
mences to grow and before many of the
leaves have spread over the surface of
the water, but some have had great suo-
cess in cultivating it in boxes. Though
it is usually found in water, it grows
fairly well out of it, and a box of water
cress growing in a comparatively shady
place is devoid of a hot, peppery char-
acter, which, even when the plant is
grown in water, it sometimes acquires.
—Meoehan's Monthly.

Thinning Out Vegetables,

Beets, turnips, carrots, salsify, par-
snips and such things should be thinned
out as soon as the plants are large
enough to handle. If left to attain size,
the thinning operation will prove hurt-
ful to the plants that are left through
being loosened and disturbed. Fre-
quent stirrings with the hoe, besides
keeping down the weeds, help to retain
the moisture in the soil and thus mate-
rially assist in promoting more vigor-
ous growth. —American Gardening.

Agricultural Brevities.

S0 far as soil and climate are com-
cernad, it soems to be settled that New
York state is well adapted to the com-
mercial growing of sugar beets.

A weostern New York horticulturiss
who has sprayed his orchards as many
as flve times in a season expresses the
opinion that, commercially speaking, it
does not pay to spray more than three
times—first, when the buds begin to
swell; second, just after the blossoms
have fallen, and third, when the fruit
is about pea size.

The Horticultural society of Vermont
has recommended the Baldwin, Rhode
Island Greening, Fameuse and North-
ern Spy as the best apples for market in
that state.

Rural New Yorker says sawdust and
shavings contain considerable acid and
should not be used fresh as manure.
When well mixed and wet in the ma-
nure pile, the acid is neutralized by the
ammonia, and when this has happened
no harm will result from their use,

in the garden. No weeds and a well
stirred soil that will conserve moistare
polnt to success
