THE LAKE SUPERIOR TERMINUS
OF THE PACIFIC RAILWAY.

We have endeavoured in former
articles on this subject to show how
completely the majority of the Senate
Committee contradicted by their report
the real facts established by the
evidence before them on two principal
points. Oneof these was the question,
if the men who happened to be in pos-

_ session of the land acquired for the

station had really enjoyed any favour
in the way of early information at the
hands of the Ministry *—the other
whether the strong disapproval of the
choice of the river instead of the land-
ing wuas 2 fair deduction from the
weight of evidence, or was not rather an
expression of preconceived prejudice,
supporting itself on very weak testimony,
against the strong proof on the other
side ? On both these points, we believe
that we have shown the findings of the
report to be in oprosition of the wost
auchoritative statements from the best-
informed witnesses. The importanee
of the choiceof this point, probably for
a large city at no distant future,
i8 80 great, that, at che risk
of being somewhat tedious, we pro-
pose to exhaust this topic by discus-
sing two particulars which still remain
untouched by us, The first of these,
which naturally follows the question ag
to the preference of the river over the
landing on the open bay, is the spot

- chosen on the river's bank, We shall

follow our previous course of firstshow-
ing what the Committee report, and
then quoting the contradictory pieces of
evidence which the report complotely
ignores. The Committee reports as fol-
lows :— :

If, notwitnstanding this, the Govern-
ment deeided that the Kaministiquia afford-
<d the best site for the terminus of the Ca.
padian Pacife Railway, your Committas
submit thag the Gest poiut on the bank of
the river has not heen seiccted, whether
either the cost or the convenience of the
terminal grounds be considered. The
heightof the banks was considered by the
engineer in charge of the surveys, My,
Murdoch, & serious objection to the present
site; and he, in his report to the Govern-
ment, suggested that a place fartker down
the river, “towards its mouth, should he
gelected for the terminus, to obtain lower
levels and longer navigation in the fall of
the year.,” No notice, however, appears to
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have been taken of his recommendation.
Your Committee is of opinion that, had the
suggestion of the Local Engineer been act-
ed upcn, s better terminus would have been
obtained below the town plot, and at a
much smaller cost. The line of railway
could have been made to terminate on the
river bank at the McKellar farm without
increasing its length or passing through
the town plot, while the river navigation
would have been shortened; and the
locality named possesses all ‘he requisites
for an importaat railway terminus. The
obtaining of the necessary land would also
have been greatly facilitated, as only one
or two lot-ownurs would have had to be
dealt with, whereas, at the town plot there
were fifty-five, the arranging wisth whom
occupied two valuators, and a solicitor, for
months at & large éxpense ro the country,
The evidencs did not diaclose any reason
which, in the opinion of your Committee,
can be accepted as satisfactory, for deflect-
ing the railway in order to make it enter
the town plot of Fort William at the west-
ern limit, and then to pass through all the
front lotg to the eastern limit. From the
MeKellar farm towards the mouth of the
river, the bank is of a convenientv height
for docks, and the land is favorable for ter-
minal grounds ; the river flowsin a straight
course to the lake, making the navigation
safe and easy, whereas between the point
named n.m;‘&at adopted for the terminus,
there isa sharp elbow in the river which
necessarily increases the awkwardness of
navigating it. The distance from Murillo
station—the first station west of Fort Wil-
liam—is as pearly a8 possible the same te
the river at the MeKellar farm na to the
terminus at the town plot. For these rea-
sons, your Committee is of opinion, that
the terminus wae not judiciously chosen. l

In the first place, it seems not a little
amusing that a number of gentlemen,
none of whom are engineers, should,
with the aplomb and gravity remark-
able in the preceding sentences, under-
take to pass upon the decision arrived
at by professional men, with a gentle-
man of so much experience as SirS.
Fleming at their head—a gentleman
chosen by the Conservative Government,
at the express recommendation of the
British Government, to lay out the In-
terculonial, and afterwards appointed,
also by the Oonservative Government,
to the Pacific Railway. Surely, his
opinion on a professional subject should
be accepted in itself as a satisfactory
reason forits adoption. When you have
the opinion of the man chief in com-
mand it is not usual to prefer that of a
subordinate of less experience, and pre-
sumably of inferior judgment. For the
purpose of their own theory, however,
the Committee apparently conceive that
Mr. Murdoch, one of Sir 8. Fleming’s
staff, should have been accepted as an
anthorty in opposition to the Chief En-
gineer. Some light will be thrown, how-
ever, on tne propriety of this notiors
apart from its abnormal character, by
reading the following extract from Mr.
Murdoch’s evidence, in illustration of
the conscientious disinterestedness of
his advice :—

Myr. Alexunder Simapson was an officer of
my stafl, now dead. He was with me nt
the Kaministiquia doring one survey, iu
the year 1872 or 1873, I think. He made
a survey of the lund at the mouth of the
Kanunistiquia River. Exhibit No. 7 are
his field notes of a survey mada for John
Meclntyre, of the Hudson Bay Company,
of his land shewn on my plan sent in to
My, Fleming ; and in that report there is
the following recommendation: —* I would
« respectfully submit for your considera-
“ tion the propriety of producing the line
“ towards the mouth of the river to obtain
“ g lower level for docks, &c¢ , and also for
 later navigation in the fall of the year.”
I suppose that exhibit No. 7 was fyled in
the _rown Lands Department, but I be-
lieve T never saw it before, I am aware
that Mr. Mclntyre sent in an application
for the land in thatsurvey., Mr. McIntyre
and myself hud some conversation in re-
ference to it.

And you sent My, Simpson to
make a survey and plan of the land for
Mr. McIntyre # I permitted Mr. Simpson
to wmake that plan while he was an officer
of the Governmeunt, and I thiok I Lada
perfect right to do so, s Mr. Simpson was
not doing nny work at the time. * &
Mr. McIntyre spoke to me several times
about it, and he said to me, “ If you want
*“an interest in the land I will give youan
* interest in it.”’

There is other evidence showing that
Mr. Muidoch expressed his determina-
tion to reyenge himself on the Govern-
ment for a disappointment by which he
had lost $10.000 ; but the above is suffi-
ciént to show that, in recommending the
production of the line lower down the
river than the site actually chosen, Mr.
Murdoch was recommending that it
should be takeu to a spot in which he
had been promised an interest, and
which he had caused to be surveyed
gratuitously for the proprietor, by one
of his staff, while in the pay of the Go-
vernnient. Mr., Mackenzie dismissed
this gentleman, as our readers will
think, with very good reason ; and Mr.
Murdoch does not attempt to conceal
his digpleasare, But with the know-
ledge of all these facts, yet carefully
avoiding any notice of them in their re-
port, the Committee introduce this dis-
missed officer’s interested opinion as
though it formed a kind of gospel of en-
gineering, which it was something like
blasphemy not to accept against the
decision of the Chief Engineer of the
road. The latter reason for the choice,
by a Minister who ia not a professional
man, will, to most minds, be amply

sufficient. But Sir 8. Fleming's judg-
ment was not fonnded on such
recondite grounds as to make

it impossible for any of us to understand
them, though it is, of course, difficult
for men who are not enginéers to com-
pare the reasons for one course rather
than another, and decide on which side
the balance of advantage lies. The
main reason was not that which the
Committee seem to think ought te have
prevailed, viz, in order to save river
navigation—for river navigation costs
nothing—but to save length of railway,
which costs much, especially in a place
where land damages were so high., Ac-
cordingly, we find Mr. Murdoch, as a
witness, state this:

My instructions to begin the railway
survey from Kaministiquia were dated 80th
June, 1874. Mr. Sandford Fleming gave
me written instructions, My, Mackenzig,
the Premier, also gave me instrustions.
The instructions given me by Mr, Fleming
were, that I wasto commence from the head
of the navigation on the Kawinistignia
riyer, and locate a lins- hetween that and
Lake Bhebandowan. The instructions Mr,
Mackenxie gave me consisted in commeng-
ing the survey from the head of nayvigation.
The located terminus js Jiterally at the
head of navigation. i

Now let us see why those who had the
responsibility preferred the head of the
navigation rather than the lower loca-
tion ;—

Mr. McKenzie—Mr. Fleming, Mr. Tro-
depu, my deputy and myself had repeated
comsultations about it, and my own im-
pression wag that it would be better to
bring the railway to Pointe de Meurons,
that being the head of the deep water navi-
gation, so as to have ihe whole
length  of the river for harbour
purpoges and save so many miles of rail-
road. Iknew nothing technically about
the pogition. I knew generally what sort
of a river it was, the formation of the banks,
the depth of water und, also, the depth of
the water on the bar. I had that genmeral
information ; and Mr. ¥leming seemed to
be quite clear, as well as My. Tyradeaun,
that that was the best place to locate it.
I coincided with that view, and it was se-
lected by general acquiescence of the
Heads of the Department; the Chief Engi-
ueer, the district engineer, my deputy and
myself.

'We conld give saveral other quotations
to slow that, for purposes of wharfage,
the site chosen has peculiar advantages,
owing to the depth of water not onmly
being greater, on theaverage, across the
river than elsewhere, which is, perhaps,
a matter of swmall consequence, but
chiefly on account of its being at that
point so deep close to the bank as to en-
able vessels to be alongside. We need
not, however, we think, enlarge on this
head. We have said enongh to show
that the professional men and the Min-
ister had very definite motions of
the ground which determined their
choice ; that this view was not made
from caprice, and still less from inter-
ested motives, since it was the condition
of being at the head of the navigation
that was looked for, no’ the proprietor-
ship of the spot. Indeed, as we have
shown in a former article, Mr. Macken-
zie was surprised to find that that con-
dition placed the terminus on the land
where it is now situated. That will be
amply satisfactory, unless, indeed, we
are to have our engineering done for
the fature by Commattees of men whose
only qualification is a seat in Parlia-

THE RUSSIANS ADVAKCING ON
SHUMLA,

The Turks Prepared to
IResist Their Advance.

ATTEMPT TO MURDER MAHMOUD DAMAD
« PASHA,

Turkish Conspirators  Exacuted,

RUSSIAN COMMUNICATIONS THREATENED
BY THE ROUMANIANS.

Twenty-Seven Thousand Russians and
127 Guns in Position at Tchovlu,

BRITAIN’S REPRESENTATIVES LEAVE FOR
THE CONGRESS,

S1. PETERSBURG, June 5.—Prince
Gortschakoff is sufficiently recovered to
go to the Oongress, accompanied by
Counnt Schouvaloff and Prince d’Aubril,
the Russian Ambassador at Berlin.
The Agence Russe says the presence of
the leading Mmisters in the Congress,
and the spwit which animates the Cabi-
nets, give hope that the Bastern question
will be deslt with in a broad sense, with
the object of reaching a common under-
standing, and of consolidating the peace
of Burope. ''he Bmperor came to the
city from Tszarso Selo on Tuesday to ad-
vise with Gortschakoff.

[THIS HMORNING'S DEEPATCHES.]

Loxpox, June 5.—News from Con-
stanvinople continues reassuring. The
appointment of Saivet Pasha as Grand
Vizier, and the supresession of Mah-
woud Dumad Pasba in the War Mims-
try, are particularly favourable siugns.
Safvet is of a very pacific disposition,
enlightened, and on good terms with ali
the Embassies. The Porte aceepted the
invitation to attend Congress. Safvet
Pasha, as new dignity, will permiv him
to meet the other representatives on an
equal footing,

Sudoullat Bey, Ambassador to Berlin,
will probabiy be the second rvepresenta-
tive, in consequence of Layard's repre-
sentations.

The order banishing the editor of
the Lavant Herald has been revoked.
The pressure applied by the Russians
for the surrender of the fortreses excites
no apprehension, because their sur-
render is considered, equally with the
Russian withdrawal, purely a matter for
arrangement, neither being stipulated
for at any definite time by the treaty of
San Stefano, and the latter not being
regarded as operative until submitted
to Congress.

General Gourko and several other
officers, who departed with the Grand
Duke Nicholas, have returned to San
Stefano.

Gen. Skobeloff, Jr.,, who is suffering
from typhoid fever, is reported in a
eritical condition.

The Times says: *‘ Seldom has more
honourable trinmph been won by diplo-
macy, or rather statesmanship, by any
gountry than that which, as recorded in
invitavions to Congress, his been defi-
pitely achieved by England. [The great
Powers are summoned to Berlin by the
German Government—not to consider
the few details of the Treaty of San
Stefano, but to discuss the whole
Treaty in its relation to the subsisting
engagement, and thus practically to ve-
view the whole position of the HBastern
question, The hasty generalizations and
reckless outlines of Gen. Ignatieff will
be keenly criticized, and it will prove a
very different thing to draw a map of
Bulgaria at San Stefano, with no critic,
but positions in hourly dread of the oc-
cupation of Constantinople, and to justi-
fy such a wmapih-fore the impartial
criticism of the most experienced
statesmen in Europe.”

A Berlin desgateh says the subject of
Congress has becowe a matter of indif-
forence, and even the * Grosser Kur-
frast” calamity is hardly spoken of in
the presenee of the attempt:d assasina-
tion of the Emperor. The county liter-
ally trembles with the shock, and the
disgrace is deeply felt everywhere.
People were mot prepared for this ex.
treme result of the theories rife in their
midst.

A St. Petersburg correspondeut says
in consequence of the Turks endeavou-
ing to provoke hostilities, Russia and
England have agreed not to withdraw
their forces until the end of Congress.

The Post announces that the Rus.
sians have massed 27,000 men and 125
guns at Tehorlu, which isa central posi-
tion as regards Constantinople, Adrian-
ople and Gallipoli. !

A Bucharest despatch says it has
transpired that an agreement had
been signed by Ministers Brataris and
Cogalnicene, authorizing the Russian

occupati n of a part of Roumania with-
out flxing a date for evacuation. The
affair revives a suspicion that these
Ministers have a secret bearing towards
Russia.

ARREST OF NOBLING'S ACCOMPLICES.

THE LONDON DETECTIVES AND
THE SOOIALISTS.

ENGLAND.

LoNpoN, June 5.—The report is un-
trunes that Lords Beaconsfield and Salis-
bury are to go to the continent ina
man-of-war. Their departure will be
attended with no formality. Lord
Beaconsfield and his private secretary
leaves on Saturday, by way of Ostend
and Brussels; Lord Salisbury leaves
on Monday.

GERMANY.
Berriy, June 5.—On learning that
measures were being taken to prevent a
noise in the neighbourbood of the
palace, the Emperor requested that the
passage of carriages be not interefered
with. He is very cheerful and a rapid
recovery is confidently expected. At
the first discharge of Nyoblmg‘s gun the
Ewmperor received several shots in the
right fore-arm and wrist, five in the head
and face, but the principal portion of the
charge was stopped by his helmet, which
is completely riddled. By the second
discharge he received about 20 shots in
the left upper arm and shoulder, and six
in the neck. The folds of his military
cloak deadened the effects of this charge.

A decree has just issued proclaiming
a regenocy and nominating the Crown
Prince Frederick Williamn as regent-
The decree is issued by the Emperor,
and countersigned by Bismarck.

Three arresis have been made
of parties, believed to be the ac-
complices of Nobling, in Chimnitz,
Posen and Brunswick.

LoxpoN, June 5.—A Paris despatch
says u private letter from Germany ex-
plains that, though the SBocialists admit
there is not a kinder er more affable
heartin Barope than the Emperor Wil«
liam, or one more mindful of the suffer-
ings of his subjects, they regard bhim as
the chief promoteraad supporter of the
present military system, and think, if
he were out of the way the policy of
peace and social d-velopment woald he
forced upon the Government, and the
sconrge ofa great standing army be got
rid of,
Beruin, June 5.—Nobling continues
unconseions,
The Official Balletin, 4,30 p.m., says
favorable symptoms continue, and the
Edmpurur's appetite is somewhat improv-
ed.
A London special reports, on Satur«
day, the London detectives informed the
British Government that there was
a great agitation among Socialists, and
important events were imminent. A
semi-official provincial correspondent
accuses the Socialists of planning the
attempt on the Emperor's life with the
objeet of striking terror, and states the
Govarnment will ask Parliament for the
necessary means to proteet society.
The North German Gazette cautions
the public against trusting any reports
except those given in the Official Balle-
tins, and declares all other statements
unauthentic. The Gasette also says the
ruamors that the Crown Prince had as-
sumed the Regency are to be attri-
buted to misunderstanding and exag-
geration.
The Official Balletin, 9 p.m., reports
the temperature in the Emperor’s right
fore-arm as slightly increased, but no
pain or fever.
A Berlin despatch says that the pains
in the Emperor's avm do neot subside,
and that they cause anxiety.
A Borlin despateh says evidence is in-
creasing of the existence of a plot to
assassivate the Imperial family. A
printer at Posen has been sentenced to
four years' imprisonment for using
offensive obsarvations with regard to the
BEmperor. Physicians think that the
erisis in the Emperor's condition will
not be passed until five weeks.
A Berlin correspondent bas private
information to the effect that the state
of the Bmperor's wounds 1s deemed sat-
isfactory. The general condition of the
patient continues good. The Doctors
hope that recovery will become certain
in a week or ten days.
Nobling was operated upon on Tues-
day, and there is now some prospect of
keeping him alive.

A Berlin correspondent says that 37
rsons have been arrested for speaking
isrespeotfully of the Emperor in the
streets, and one was sentenced to two.
years and six months imprisonment for
bewaling Nobling’s fuilure.

Nearly all the specials cofirm the news

that the Crown Prince has assumed the
position of temporary representative of
the Emperor in the transaction of public
business.
A despatch from Berlin says :==On
Monday the Foreign Office received an
anonymous letter, which was mailed in
London on Saturdsy morning, to the
effact that the Bmperor and, if possible,
Bismarck would be assassinated on
Sunday. HEver since the attempt on
tha Emperor’s life, threatening letters
have been addressed to the Orown
Prince Frederick William, Bismarck,
and other prominent personages. In
several places persons have been arrest-
ed who predicted the attempt.

TURKEY.

CONSTANTINOPLE, June 5.—An at-
tempt was made on Monday to murder
Mahmoud Damad Pasha, becaus: of
dissatisfaction with the expected dis-
memberment of Turkey. Five of the
conspirators, who recently attempted a
revolution, have been executed. The
trial revealed that the murder of the
Sultan, as well as Muarad’s reinstate-
ment, was contemplated.

MEXICO.

Crry or Mexico, May 30.—Lerdist
expeditions on the northern frontier are
hopeless. Lerdo caunot depose Pre-
sident Diaz. The people sustain the
latter, and only some great folly com-
mitted by Diaz hiwself would overthrow
him. The Deputies voted almost unani.
mously to confer the power on the Pre-
gident to contract for the Inter-Oceanie
Railway. It is believed this is under-
stood to kill Sullivan's contract and
prevent the buildirg of any railway con-
necting Mexico with the United States.
Congress adjourned to-day after a ses—
gion of little practical benefit. During
April 61 persons died from yellow fever
in Vera Cruz.

JAPAN.

San Francisco (Cal.), June 6.—Yo-
kohama advices say: The body of the
Juvanese Home Minister, Okubo, re-
cently assassinated, was shockingly
mutilated. The assassins sent a letter
to a newspaper justifying their act, on
the gronnd Okubo was tyrannical. Gen.
Kuroda, Minister of Coloni& , is being
secretly tried for the murder of his
wife.
