WRITES OF BRAVERY OF CANA­
DIAN SOLDIERS.

Captain Haymad, of the Belgian 
Army, who formerly spent several 
years in Sherbrooke, writes to a 
friend in the city praising the bra­
very and fine behaviour of the Cana­
dian soldiers at the front. He says in 
part : As you know, I am in the In­
telligence Branch of the Belgian Ar­
my, under our heroic King Albert, 
and often have occasion to visit the 
English and French lines.

Everywhere I hear of the Cana­
dians ! Since Langemarck, nothing 
else is talked of and they have been 
a revelation to the commanders of 
the Allied armies. Their initiative is 
wonderful and they are the heroes of 
the day.

I have seen old French peasants 
pull off their caps when they saw a' 
Canadian soldier, and tough old 
seasons “pious-pious” shed tears ov­
er a wounded Canadian. I have 
looked everywhere for a Sherbrooke 
boy for I know there are some here, 
but so far have not met one.

Captain Haymad was well known 
in Sherbrooke. He had belonged to 
the regular army of Belgium in the 
Congo before coming to Canada and 
when he returned home he went into 
his father’s banking house at Spa.

When the war broke out he imme­
diately took up arms again.

SIGN POSTS OF OLD LONDON.
The numerous friends of Hon. Jus­

tice and Mrs. Hutchinson assembled 
by special invitation at their resi­
dence on Prospect street last evening 
to hear a lecture by the Rev. Dr. Mc- 
Vicar, of St. John, N.B., brocher of 
Mrs. Hutchinson, on “The Sign 
Posts of Old London,” which, it 
goes without saying, was entertain­
ing as well as interesting to a mark­
ed degree. The lecture was preceded 
by a charming vocal solo by Mrs. 
Malcolm Mackay, and Dr. McVicar 
was introduced by Judge Hutchinson 
in a few suitable words. The lecturer 
began by speaking of the quaint 
symbolism of the crooked, narrow 
streets of old London, and quoted 
the fine descriptive passage of Words- 
worth as most applicable to the 
subject. Some of those blazoned 
names of which the poet spoke are 
still to he seen In England and 
Greater Britain, but they are fast 
t’.iei'ppcei'ins from London, .und at 
every visit more have vanished. 
Those who were so fortunate as to 
be in England at the coronation of 
King Edward w-ouhl remember the 
wonderful reproduction of Lombard 
street with its old sign posts pre­
cisely as it existed in the middle 
ages. The religious conceptions of 
that period were largely reflected in 
the sign posts, and it is interesting 
to recall that signs were employed 
in Pompeii and Herculaneum in the 
same manner. The signs of Old 
London had their origin in the illit­
eracy or the midule ages. People 
could not read or write, and some 
method had to be adopted to indi­
cate the various trades and occupa­
tions and to attract custom. To the 
animal and vegetable kingdom, the 
heavens above and the waters be­
neath the earth were ransacked to 
find emblems. The barnyard fowls 
were draw-n upon; the cock was a 
favorite sign, as was also the pea­
cock, which by the early Christian 
was emblematic of Immortality and 
was highly esteemed by the Greeks 
and Romans. The Golden Fleece, 
typified by a lamb, was the symbol 
of the wool trade, and to this day j 
one of these signs may be seen in i 
Notre Dame street, Montreal, a sur­
vival of the past.

ion.” The signs In oil London were 
not placed on the houses, as in | 
these days, hut attached to posts; 
and the latter soon became so nmner-j 
ous that the sky could scarcely be 
seen. Finally a law abolishing sign 
posts was enacted, but it was not 
till well on to the end of the Dth | 
century that the edict was carried 
out. As education advanced mo a| 
school system was adopted, signs j 
were no longer necessary, and grad­
ually were seen no more, with the 
exception of the mortar and pestle, 
the symbol of the chemist, the Ibar- 
ber's polo of red and white, which In 
mediaeval times denoted that the 
proprietor of the shop was experien­
ced in phlebotomy, or blood-letting, 
and the three balls of the. pawn bro­
ker, really the heraldic device of the 
medici.

In This War the Problem Unusual 
and Complicated

It is safe to say that of all subjects 
which form topics of conversation in 
the trenches during the moments 
which the enemy leaves the British 
soldier for social intercourse, none 
Is more popular (unless the soldier 
has completely changed his character) 
than the great question: “How many 
medals shall we get for this war and 
what will be the bars?” That has 
always been, since the British army 
received, medals, the one subject which 
has. interested him more than any 
other.

In the argot of the barrack room, 
the medal is a “gong,” an'. It is the 
ambition of every soldier in the army 
that the “gong” should not be bar.3 
of bars (the little strips of silver 
across the ribbon inscribe'1 with the 
names of action which mark the 
quality of the award), and the more 
bars there are to a man s medal the 
higher does he stand, not only in his 
own estimation, but in the estimation 
of his comrades.

It is curious how, when discussing 
the war, generally, with wounded sol­
diers, the topic of conversation in­
variably veers round to tills medal 
question. The optimistic think that 
there will he three. One given by 
France, one by Russia, and a third 
by England. Others believe that the 
medal will be of bronze, and will bo 
Issued In uniformity by the five nations 
engaged. This would not be very 
popular with the soldier. In the 
Egyptian campaigns there were two, 
one British and one which was pro- 
eented by the Egyptian Government. 
In the South African War there were 
also two, but that was due to the fact 
that the war was continued under 
two sovereigns.

What is probable is that there will 
be a British medal and one issued by 
the allies in conjunction, that is to 
say, the Russian soldier will wear 
the Russ'an medal and the allies’, 
and the French soldier will wear the 
French medal, issued by the French 
Government, plus 'the allies’, and the 
same decorations will bo offered to 
the British soldier. It is said that the 
color of the new ribbon, made up of 
the national colors of Belgium and 
will either be a black ribbon, with red 
and yellow stripes on each edge, or 
will be a red ribbon, with a black and 
yellow edging, the exact patlern of 
which has . ot yet been. docbUil unoo.

London, June 15—(Special)— The 
British trawler Argyxe was torpedoed 
and sunk today by a German sub­
marine. Of the crew of 11 men only 
four were saved.

NO GERMANS NEED APPLY
Britain For the Britons After the War 

is Prevailing Sentiment

There is a very strong feeling in 
the British isles and also in the army 
on the subject of enemy aliens, par 
ticularly the treatment of enemy aliens 
after the war. It must be remember­
ed that the army has been recruited 
from the civilian population. Of 
course, all recruits coma from the 
civilian population, but the young men 
who join the standing army under 
ordinary conditions do virtually adopt 
soldiering as a profession, and re­
maining Cor some years In the service 
lose touch with civil life, But the 
men of the new army stepped directly 
out of civil life into tho ranks, and 
have taken with them to the front 
the civilian outlook upon national af­
fairs. They are men who had to get 
their living as civilians before the 
war and will have to get It again if 
they come hack alive.

These men are "fed up” with Ger­
many and the Germans. The bulk of 
the working population at home are 
In the same mood. They want to know 
how the Germans are to be treated 
when the war Is over. In many let­
ters sent to England there occurs the 
significant statement: "Our men in 
the trenches want to know whether 
when tho Germans are driven out of 
Franco and Belgium they will be al­
lowed to come to England and take 
their jobs?" It is a subject to which 
the people and the Government will 
have to give serious attention. The 
British people do not want their mar­
kets flooded with German goods, a 
London writer points out. They do 
not want the labor market flooded 
with German cheap labor. Thoy do 
not want the country napped out and 
patrolled by German spies. They do 
not want any Germans In the country 
at all nor any German goods
