$1,790,000 ; do. this year, $3,911,000.

—The announcement comes from Berlin

that the newrules for the prevention of

Cyllisions at sea have been officially adopt

ed by England, France, Austria, Germany.

Russia, the Netherlands, Belgium, Italy,

Greece, Denmark, Norway and Sweden,

Spain, Portugal, the United States, Chili

and Japan.

— It appears from published figures that

the total storage capacity of Chicago is

29,702,000 ‘bushels, of which 19,455,000 is
elevator room, 2,322,000 sail vessel room,

and 925,000 steam-vessel room. The

increase over last year’s Capacity is more

than 2,000,000 bushels. There are nowin

store here 14,000,000 bushels of Grain,

against 12,000,000 bushels at this time last

year. A Grain glut similar to that of last

spring is not improbable. 1

—The Grain tiade of New York during

the present year has been enormous. The

receipts of all kinds (including Flour re-

duced to bushels) from January 1 to De-

cember 18 amounted to 169,115,407 bush-

els, of which quantity 132,823,823 bushels

was exported. The amount shipped was
30 per cent. greater than in 1879. Such

care was used in the loading of vessels,

and notwithstanding 2,500 vessels left with

Grain for Europe, only eight have been

lost.

—In New York some disappointmentis

felt in shipping circles at the continued

scarcity of available tonnage. There is a

large fleet of ships bound here from vari-

ous parts, many of which are fully due

and sometimes overdue, and it was sup-

posed that the prevalence of easterly winds

the past few days would have brought a

portion of themin. But while the ton-

nage supply is light, it occasions no great

inconvenience, since the export trade is
proverbially dull at this period.

~The speculators in Grain, or many of

them, act as though the United States is

the only country whence supplies to meet

European deficiencies may be drawn. But

this is a mistaken view. India is just

now shipping Wheat to Western Europe,

aad so is Australia, which latter country

has a crop of unparalleled magnitude.

There are at present orders in our market

for tonnage to load in the ports of New

South Wales at 50s per ton on Wheat to

the United Kingdom, and 52s 6d to the

continent. Those who have ships bound

to Australia should make a note of this.

—The Shipping List says that the ship-

ping interests of the British North Ameri

can Provinces, like those of the United

States, are feeling the depressing effect

of the change from sails to steam in the

trans-Atlantic carrying trade. Thug, dur:

ing the present year, the tonnage of St.

John, N. B., has decreased by 4,190 tons,

the present number of vessels being 701
of 276,556 tons, instead of 737 vessels of

279,746 tons this time last year, Of the

vessels written off during the year, no

less than 52 of 6,117 tous, were lost or

transferred prior to the close of 1879. To

this, however, should be added aboyt 2 ,000

tons of shipping lost just at the close of

last year, so that the tonnage added during
the year just about balances the loss. The

new tonnage added to St. John, N. B., this

yearis the smallest since Confederption, or
for a good many years before.

—Considerable opposition has grisen in

Boston toward the law imposing

a

tax of

one-half per cent. on the net valye, or re-

gerve of Life Insurance policies held by

residents of the State. It is said that its

effect will be to close the doors of Massa-
chusetts Life Insurance Compapies and
drive fromthe State every other Company.

Several companies have already aänounced

their intention of withdrawing from the
State. Several other States havq notified
Massachusetts Companies that theymill be
required to pay the same tax on business
done there, which Massachusetty has im-
posed on outside companies. The im-
mediate result ofthis tax will bé a falling
off of 15 per cent. in the dividends of
policy holders. Several companies will
test the constitutionality of the law, and
assessments are paid under proteet. The
matter will come prominently before the
incoming State Legislature.

The London Financier and the Times

discuss the question of the rate of interest

the United States ought to pay, in connec-

tion with the refunding of the publie debt.

The former is of the opinion that the

bonds of the United States would float at

less than three-and-a-half per cent. It

refers to the application on Tuesday, in

London, for the new three-and-a-half per

cent. Indian loan. The call was for $17,-

500,000, and the applications amounted to

$72,500,000 at a taken rate of over 103.

Says the Financier, the United States will

be apt to rate its credit as at least equal to
that of India. The Times says that the

« finances of the United States may excite

the envy, not only of England, but of

Europe, and the fidelity of the nation to its

financial engagements, its limitless re

sources, and its rapidly-increasing popula-

tion ought to give it the best credit accord-
ed to any State.” If to this is added the

growing ability of the American people to

take and hold bonds, or the proposed Trea-

sury notes of Secretary Sherman, there

need be little apprehension as to easy dimi-

nution of the public interest and rapid de-

crease of the public debt. Both at home

and abroad the demand for United States

obligationsis likely to grow with the evi-

dence of their continued prosperity.

ter grades. The demand, even for fine, is

now limited, and prices 88 @ 10s lower

than two months ago ; ordinary grades are

10s to 258 lower, and almost unsaleable.

Really fine butter is not plentiful, and will

probably keep its price ; but the stock of

commonis large, and we can see no chance

of improvement until the quantity is very

much reduced, to accomplish which very

low prices must be taken. Receipts from

American ports are very much smaller,

and Canadian shipments are also lighter.

Should this continue, and we get a little

cold weather, the demand will improve

considerably. There is now a general want

 

  ‘ for eellers, 133 freely bid. Richelieu, City
Passenger and City Gas were steady but

of confidence on the part of buyers, who

NEW YORKWOOL MARKET.

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PACIFIC RAILWAY RESOLUTIONS
0

The following are the resolutions passed
unanimously at a public meeting of electors
in London, to provide against the terms of
the Pacific Railway Syndicate :—

Resolved,—That the proposal made bythe
Government, and now before Parliament, to
expend about $60,000,000 and to grant
25,000,000 acres of choice land, worth, at
the estimate made by the Government last
session, $79,000,000, for the purpose (as
alleged) of securing the completion of the
Pacific Railroad, is highly inexpedient, and
is calculated te prevent any considerable
reduction in the present rate of excessive
taxation ; 2nd that, inasmuch as the pre-
sent proposition involves the construction
by the Government of several hundred
miles of the most difficult and costly por-
tions of the road during the next ten yeurs,
there is no guarantee that even this large
estimate may not be greatly excecded,
while, at the same time, the degradation of
the character of the road, as provided in
the contract, threatens to render a gueat
part of the expenditure already incurred
practically useless. 4,
Resolved,—That the immediate cOnstruc-

tion of the Western Section of the Pacific
Railroad, and the section along the north
shore of Lake Superior, is, in view of the
present condition of the public finances,
premature and inexpedient, and that in
view of the fact that the branchlinc to
Sault Ste. Marie will secure vastly greater
commercial advantages to the people of the
Dominion at less than one-tenth of the cost
of the line north of Lako Superior, and
will, moreover, afford the shortest rail and
water route for goods and immigrants
through our territory, and that it can bo
completed within a period not exceeding
two years, it is desirable to push forward
the construction of the Sault branch witly
all possible expedition.

Resolved,—That this meeting considers it
unwise and impolitic for Parliament to con-
fer upon the Syndicate now being formed
for the construction of the Canada Pacitic
Railway the privilege of holding the land
apportioned to their use free from taxation
for twenty years; the road-bed, stations.
workshops, and other property free frgm
taxation for ever ; and to allow them to in:-
port rails, bolts, spikes, and the greater po.
tion of the material used in the construs-
tion of the road tree from duty ; that tho
privileges above referred to are calculate:l
to create a grand land monopoly in tla
North-West, to retard settlement, and otiier«
wise interfere with the progress and duve-
lopment of the country.
Resolved,—That the provision in the cone

tract now before Parliament for the con-
struction of the Canada Pacific Railway, by
which Parliament is asked to prohibit ail
railway connection in the North-West "l'er-
ritory to the south of the main line fur 20
years, is calculated to create a gigantis
monopoly, alike injurious to the older Prov.
inces and to the settlers in the North-West
Territories ; and in view of the disastrous
consequences of such monopolies whercver
they have existed, we call upon Parliament
to prevent the passage of any meusure
whereby the traffic of our Western Teruitc-
ries is placed in the hands of one corporae
tion without any competition or the possie
bility of securing competition for so longs a
time. )

Resolved,—That the contract now befu:e
Parliament does not contain a sufficient
guarantee that the railway system of Ontae
rio will be protected against prefurentiil
rates to other railways, and in view of tie
large Provincial expenditures on railways
during the last ten years, it is of the utm-st
importance to the people of Ontario to have
the fullest facilities for sharing in the trade
likely to spring up by the settlement of lie
North-West.

—John D. Townsendgues Sinclair Town-
send, President of the American News Com-
pany, for $2,000 damages for circulating an
alleged libel concerning him which was
published in Truth.
—An investigation of the affairs of Onon-

daga Penitentiary shows that extreme
cruelty has been practised on convicts, who
in some cases have been whipped and hung
with heads downward.

—President Hayes has decided, in view of
the urgent appeals of Cadet Whittaker’s
friends, to accord him another hearing. A
Court-Martial will therefore be ordered in
the case in a few days.

—Mrs. Sarah Belden, who claims to be
the wife of the late Gen. Belden, and who
figured as a witness in the Jim Fisk trial,
was committed in Jersey City, on Wednes-
day, on a charge of petty larceny.

—Shinnecock Inlet, Long Island, is
closed up, and millions of fish are shut in
the bay. The fish will soon die if not let
out. An effort will be made by fishermen
to open a passage to the ocean.

—There were more bricks made in the
yards along the Hudson last summer than
ever before. The early closing of naviga-
tion has left many dealers with large stocks
on hand through the winter. One large
dealer has been manufacturing fifty thou-
sand a day by a new process, making and
drying the bricks by steam and burning
them in permanent kilns with coal instead
of wood.
—Ludlow Street Gaol, New York, has

several imprisoned debtors. One of them
has been there five years, another three-and-
a-half, another fifteen months, and so on.
The law permits imprisonment on the sworn
allegation of a creditor that the debt was
contracted on false pretences, and some cred-
itors use the law for revengeful purposes.
A Bill will be introduced at the next session
of the Legislature which will aim to make
creditors responsible for the maintenance of
civil prisoners while in gaol.

BRITAIN AND THE COLONIES.

—Chamberlain, President of the Board of
Trade, has received a letter from Dublin
threatening the lives of himself, Gladstone
and John Bright if they continue to oppose
the Coercion Bill.

—Leonard H. Courtney, memberof Parlia-
ment for Liskeard, has definitely accepted
the Under-Secretaryship of the Home De-
partment, made vacant by the retirement ot
Arthur Wellesley Peel.

—The remains of Lieutenant Irving, of
Sir John Franklin's Arctic expedition,
brought to New York by Lieutenant
Schwatka, and which arrived in Glasgow on
the 25th instant in the steamer « Circassia,”
are to be buried at Edinburgh.

—Patrick Hennelly was arrested at Tipton
charged with the murder ot Lord Mount-
morres in Ireland. It is also said that
Hennelly also answers the description of
the man who recently shot Irish, a labourer,
near Birmingham, it supposed in com-
Rliance with the order of a secret society.

—Of the thirteen thousand bullocksin
the transport service of the British armyin
Afghanistan, five thousand are unfit to
work, owing to the effects of General
Roberts’ march last August, and the hard
work and approximate stacvation endured
under General Phayre. It is proposed to
substitute camels.

—The British ship “Oberon,” Captain
England, which arrived at London yester-
day from New York, with the loss of her
bowsprit and jib boom, was in collision
with the Italian barque ¢ Giuseppe,’ on
Sunday last, one hundred miles west of

 

Scilly. The latter is supposed to have
foundered. The crew, cxcept one, were
saved.

—Mr. Bryce, member of the British Par-
liament, says that Englishmen might jusi
as well have beautiful things as ugly things
before their eyes—in their streets, hanging
on their walls, standing on their breakfast
tables. In London they had the strongest
motive for secking to get all the enjoyment
they could out ot the beauties of art; for
nowhere was one so shut out from even the
higher and purer beautics of nature.

—Jt is reported that the Government
will shortly propose to the Boers in Trans-
vaal a truce in the present hostilities, pend-
ing which a conference may be appointed
to consider and redress their grievances.
The defence in the State trials proposes to
call English officials, and have them
testify as to the character of the political
meetings lately held in England, at which
the utterante of the speakers is much more
hostile to the Government than that of
Parnell and the other leaders. The law of-
ficers of the Crown will strenuously oppose
the course.

FOREIGN.

—Signor Bacclli has been appointed
Italian Minister of Public Instruction in
place of Signor de Sanctis, resigned.

—The Porte is trying to obtain the con-

sent of the Powers to a new Conference on

the Greek question, in which Turkey and

Greecg shall participate.

that grain can be carried such a distance

at $14 or $15 per car, and yet the Govern-

ment has authorised the declaration and
are prepared to do the business on these

terms. If the trade can be done no one

will object, at least no reasonable objection

should be made if the cost of carrying the

grain over the Government railway can be

covered. Sir Charles Tupper has had

more experience in running railways than

we have, but he will find it a difficult task

to carry the winter business of the Domi-

nion to Halifax at ‘less than one

half the cost for which other

roads are carrving. The Government

is not to be blamed for doing its best to

meet the demand made upon it by the

Haligonians, but the croakers in Halifax

must not forget that they have a préfininent

part to play in opening up this new line of

business with Europe. On the present

basis it is impossible to conduct it. The

Government cannot become grain and

provision speculators, and the railroad

should not be asked to carry produce at

much under the actual cost. Sir Charles

Tupper rust be a wiser and abler railroad

chief than most others if he can haul

grain from the Chaudiere to Halifax, at

$15 per car, while private enterprise, aim-

ing at dividends, of course, are charging,

every day in the year, rates equal to $80

per car. Treating the question from a

purelypolitical point of view, everybody

will admit that Halifax is entitled to con-

sideration at the hands of the Government,

and if any concession can be made which

will place her where she was promised she

would be, we will be much pleased to re—

cognize the situation. But the intelligent
citizenship of Halifax must admit that,

unless the mercantile community make a

bold move, there can be no possible chance

of making Halifax what they so much
desire. It has taken two years to eecure

the shipment of grain from Halifax, and it

is not at all improbable that the cargo was

furnished by the Minister of Railways,

whose organ, the Halifax Herald, says :—
«The ‘Chili’ came here some time ago

with a cargo of sugar. Her agents have
made arrangements for taking a cargo of
grain, the first to bc shipped from here.
The ¢ Chili’ brought her sugar here because
the National Policy made it profitable fur
vessels to bring sugar to this port. With-
out the National Policy she would not have
entered this port. Being here, the ques-
tion arose what to do with er. Put in bal-
last and go to Boston or New York. for
grain? The rates in New York are 5s. 4d.
to 58. 95. But it was, more profitable to
take 4s. from here. Hence the bargain that
has been made.
This is exactly what Messrs. Richey and

Daly, « those feeble-minded representa-
tives,” have all aleng said would be the
effect of the National Policy. One thing
would work in with another. Demand
for freights to Halifax would create de-
mands for freights from Halifax, and that
one great plan by which to secure for
Halifax the distinction of Canada's Win.
ter Port was to adopt a National Policy.
Whilst that eminently strong-minded re-
presentative, Mr. Jones, sneered at the bare
idea of success in making Halifax the
winter grain port; while the Opposition
wore so sure that the winter port would
never come that they went hand and
tongue in favour of the agitation in order
to pour ridicule upon Messrs. Richey and
Daly, these gentlemen, step by step, slowly
but surely, paved the way, and now as the
result of the policy of which they are ex-
ponents, the people of Halifax have the
foretaste of what they have long antici-
pated—vessels entering this port with
sugar and leaving it not in Lallast, but
loaded with grain,
We need not point out another feature of

a most gratifying character, viz, that the
fact whicis now established that vessels
can obtain grain freights at a paying rate at
Halifax will help to reduce the rate of
freight on sugar coming here, thus enabling
the sugar refineries to refine at a lower
rate for consumers than they could if no re-
turn freight could be procured.
We understand that the « Chili” will take

5,000 ¢uarters of wheat. A hundred car-
loads of grain will arrive here for her
within a few days.”

There need he no jealousy so far as

Montreal is concerned. No part of the
Dominion can prosper without in some

measure promoting the commerce of Mont-

treal. A business which we cannot do our

selves directly, we would like to lend a

hand to help others do, and if

the Haligonians can make their port
the winter outlet, they should have

every eucouragement; but they must

not make the mistake in supposing
that a political organizafion can success-

fully conduct trade. A venture must be

made to establish the position of Halifax.

best :n the interest of the country to build
the connection between Lake Superior and
the Pacific before taking up the first link
from Nipissing to the western end of Lake
Superior. He feared that it would be some
considerable time before the Government
would tind itself in a position to build the
Eastern Section to connect with the line
from ‘I hunder Bay. The project to extend
the line from the Canada Central to South
Bay, some tifty miles, had been abandoned
because they could not see that it was likely
to advance very materially the interests of
the conniry, because the original project to
-exteud the line to the mouth of French
River, the more it was investigated the
more fraught with difficulty it seemed to be.
It was found, on an exploration of the
country, that a line could be constructed
much more easily to the north of Lake
Nipissing than to the south, whether the
object was to go to Sault Ste. Marie or to

The roadfrom Thunder Bay to Red River, the
Governmentfully expected would be completed
by the 1st of July, 1882, and there would be no
difficulty, from what he could learn of the cha-
racter of the country, in having the extension
from Nipissing to the Sault completed at the
same time. Assuming that no movement
would be made towards the construction
from Minneapolis or Duluth to the Sault,it
would not in the slightest degree affect his
anxiety to see our own line extended to
that point. While it would not secure the
trade of the North-Western States it would
give our own North-West a vast advantage
over the adjoining territory frem the faci-
lity with which they could send their pro-
duceto the sea. He could, therefore, see
nothing to prevent the Government and the
country from being interested in this pro-
ject.”

The meeting
was originally called for evening, and
owing to this fact attendance was not as
large, especially from the outlying dis-
tricts, as it would have been. The hall
was well filled, however, and the interest
taken in the consideration of the subject
seemed to be deep-seated. Mr. Wheler,
M.P., who was received with cheers, then
took up the various clauses in the Syndi-
cate agreement and reviewed them at
length, criticizing those parts which he
considered prejudicial to public interest,
and pointing out the objections he had to
the scheme ag it stood. He asked themto
deal with the question in an unpartizan
spirit. The Opposition, he said, were not
trying to hamper the Government in
pushing the road to completion ; they were
quite willing that the work should
be carried on, but thought the terms of the
Syndicate contract should be materially
modified. He thought Government should
be asked to pause before the bargain was
finally ratified, so that a clearer under-
standing of its provisions might be ob-
tained by the people. At the close of his
remarks he presented a petition specifying
the particular clauses in the agreement it
was eonsidered desirable to ask Govern-
ment to amend. They referred to the
granting of a monopoly of the railway sys-
tem of the North-West to the Company for
20 years; the exemption of their lands
from taxation for a like period, the free
importation of material .to be used in con.
structing the line ; the lack of power of the
Government to revise the rate oftolls un-
til the 10 per cent. profit had beenattained,
and finally urged the Government not to
confirm the.bargain. The resolutions hav-
ing been moved and seconded, the question
was put whether the petition should be
adopted. An invitation was extended to
any one to speak in favour of or against
the scheme. A few local speakers haying
expressed their opinions, à standing vote
was taken and the petition was adopted un-
animously. *

BURFORD.
Burrorp, Ont., December 29.—In ac-

cordance with a previous announcement,
Mr. Wm. Paterson, M.P. for South Brant,
addressed a large and representative
gathering of electors in the new and com-
modious town hall in the Village of
Burford, this evening, in reference to the
Syndicate bargain. The weather was in—
tensely cold, and it is safe to affirm that
no other question now before the country
possesses sufficient interest to induce men
to brave such a storm. Among the
audience there were a large number of Con-
servatives. Mr. Paterson’s address was
80 broad and generous in its criticism as to
disarm the hostility of his political op-
ponents. He declared his intention to
treat his subject so as not to provoke
political hostility, for the question was
one that effected the interests of all, ir-
respective of party. He referred to
the fact that the magnitude of
the scheme and the many phases of its
provision would render it impossible to en-
ter into details, but he gave, in a few broad
arguments, the general aspect of the mat-
ter. A brief historical resume was taken
of the inception of the plan for the con-
struction of a railway from ccean to ocean,
and the agreement witle British Columbia
by Sir John Macdonald before the acces-
sion to power of the Mackenzie Govern-
ment. The difficulties that beset Mr. Mac-
kengzie, and the impossibility of his com-
pliance with the terms agreed upon, were
briefly sketched. The charge against Mr.
Mackenzie that he had offered better terms
than now granted by the present Govern-
ment was effectually answered and refuted
by unanswerable argumenis. The safe-
guards thrown by the former around his
offer were contrasted with the reckless sac-
rifice of our interests by the latter. Later
on the speaker took up clause after clause
of the one-sided agreement, and his incisive
remarks were listened to with intense
interest. The meeting was a most successful
one in every sense, and the feeling mani-

#| fested clearly indicated that, if opportunity
were offered, the intelligent farmers of
South Brant would give overwhelming
condemnation to those who are willing to
sell our rich inheritance for less than a mess
of pottage.
The following resolutions were adopted

without a dissenting voice :—

WATERLOO.
WATERLOO, Ont, December 30.—Not-

withetanding the fearful storm which was
raging all day the meeting held this even-
ing in the town hall was attended by a
large number of leading men from all
parts of the Riding, J. Bowman, ex-M.P.,
was the first speaker.

The rate is 50c. a bushel, and
of that 30c. is paid to get over 390 miles to
St. Paul, which part of the route is in the
hands of the gentlemen forming part of
the Syndicate, and the remaining 900 miles
cost 19c., as there is some competition.
In concluding an able review of the ques-
tion Mr. Bowman was warmly applauded.

Mr, Hilliard, of the Chronicle, being
called on, continued the dissection of the
bargain, and invited any one present who
could discover a good thing for the country
in it to point it out, but did not elicit any
response of that sort. While alluding to
the absence of any provision compelling the
Company to respect the navigation of
rivers, Dr. Bingham called the speaker’s
attention to the Railway Act, saying that
it covered the point in question. Mr. Hil
liard turned to Section 18 of the Act of In-
corporation, and read it, showing the the
Syndicate had carefully inserted a clause
to prevent the Railway Act applying to
themin any such way. He concluded by
recommending that the road be constructed
only as needed to facilitate settlement, and
that the lands of the North-West be offered
to actual settlers only, and to them at nom-
inal prices.
Mr. James Young, M.P., then entered

the room and was received with applause.
Before he began to speak the Chairman
explained that be had cordially invited Mr.
Kranz, M.P. for the riding, vo attend this
meeting and explain the bargain, but- the
member had declined. Mr. Young then
proceeded with an able and interesting ad
dress. He showed that the chief burden of

Resolved,—That the immediate construc-
tion of the Western section of the Pacific
Railway and of the section along the north-
shore of Lake Superior, isin view of the
present condition of the public finances
premature and inexpedient, and that in
view of the fact that the branch line to the
Sault Ste. Marie will secure,vastly greater
commercial advantages to the people of
the Dominion at less than one-tenth of the
cost of the line north of Lake Superior,
and will moreover afford the shortest rail
and water route for goods and immigrants
through our own territory, and that it can
be completed within a period of not ex-
ceeding two years, it is desirable to push
forward the construction of the Sault
branch with all possibleexpe dition.
Moved by Mr. Motz, Mayor of Berlin,

seeonded by Mr. R. M. Quickfall, Waterloo
Township, that this meeting considers it
unwise and impolitic for Parliament to
confer upon the Syndicate, now being’
formed for the construction of the Canadian
Pacitic'Railway, the privilage of holding the
land apportioned to their use froma tax for
ever, and to allow them te import rails,
bolts, spikes, andthe greater portion of the
material used in the construction of the
road free from duty; that the privi-
leges above referred to are calculated
to create a great land monopoly in tle
North-West to retard the settlement and
otherwise interfere with the progress and
development of the country.
Moved by Mr. John B, Snyder, Reeve of

Woolwich, and seconded by Mr. Levi
Staufte, of Waterloo Township, that the
provision in the contract now before Par-
liament for the construction of the Canada,
Pacific Railway, by which Parliament is
asked to prohibit all railway connection in
the North-West Territory to the south of
the main line for 20 years is calculated to
create a gigantic monopoly alike injurious
to the older provinces and to the settlersin
the North-West Territories; and} in
view of the disastrous consequence
of such monopolies where ever they have
existed, we call upon Parliamentto pre-
vent the passage of any measure whereby
the monopoly of our western territory is
placed in the hands of a Corporation with-
out any competition or possibility of secur-
ing competition for so long a time.
Moved by Conrad Stuebing, of Berlin,

and seconded by E. H. Snyder, of St.
Jacobs, that the contract now before Par-
liament does not contain a sufficient guar-
antee that the railway system or Ontario
will be protected against preferential rates
to other railways ; and in view of our
large Provincial expenditure on railways
during the last ten years, it is of the
utmost importance to the people of Ontario
to have the fullest facilities for sharing in
the trade likely to spring up by the settle
ment of the North-West.

SOUTH AFRICA.

A FORT BESIEGED BY BOERS.

Care Towx, December 30.—The Boers
formed two camps near Potchefstroom oun
the 17th instant, and on the 20th 200
mounted Boers and 1,000 foot attempted
to capture a fort occupied by 300 soldiers.
They advanced within 300 yards, but were
repulsed by shot and shell. Seven insur-
gents were killed and many wounded. Paul
Kruger held à council of war on the 22nd
nstant, when it was decided to starve the
garrison out.

THE DUTCH MEMQRIAL,

Lonnox, December 30.—Professor P.
Hasting, of the University of Utrecht,
Holland, has drawn up an address to the
British nation praying for the re-establish-
ment of the dational independence of the
Dutch Boers of the Transvaal. The ad-
dress is being numerously signed in the
Netherlands, and runs as follows :—‘“It is
withdeep interest that we, the undersigued
Dutchcitizens, have followed the course of
events concerning the people of the
Transvaal, who are by descent of our own
flesh and blood, and we may not suppress
the feeling of amazement and regret which
came upon ns when the late Government
of England resolved to deprive the people
of the Transvaal of their national indepen-
dence and incorporate their community
with the British Crown. It would be futile
here to dwell upon the nature of our
amazement and regret in this matter.
Already many of yourselves, and notably
your present Prime Minister, have issued
their energetic protest against the Trans-
vaal annexation as an act both unjust
and impolitic. Yet did the people of the
Transvaal cherish the hope, assuredly not
quite unreasonably, that the wrong inflict-
ed upon them would be ultimately re
dressed. But now that all the ambitions
of this people have been baffled, their

PATIENCE AT LAST HAS GIVEN WAY,

and in despair they have taken up arms.
Much as we may deplore the tact initself
we are not at a loss to account for it. Are
their forefathers ours? Are they not of
the men who struggled through eighty
weary years for the maintenance oftheir
national independence, and should the
spirit of their fathers have become extin-
guished in them ? No, Britons, you a free
people, cannot yourselves but sympathise
with a community, however compara-
tively insignificant, wbich your own power-
ful Government may indeed scatter, may
even exterminate, but which will never
suffer itself to be entirely subdued. It is
on these considerations that we venture to
issue our direct appeal to the sentiments of
Britishfairness. The people of England
will not submit to the dishonour which
must inevitably tollow a conflict both une-
qual and iniquitous ; a conflict with one of
the weakest of communities; a conflict
with a people that demands nothing more
than to live in peace and quiet under laws
oftheir own framing, whilst tilling the soil
which is theirs, acquired under peril, and
by their own courage. We yet entertain
the hope that this, our appeal, will not be
entirely disregarded. We are still inclined
to believe that the mighty voice of public
opinion will lend such support to the pre-
gent Government of England, as will en-

The *° Huascar,” ‘‘ Chacabuco”

and two other steamers steamed up close

to the forts, fired several broadsides, and

retired. No damage was done, and no-

body hurt.

Fisheries. At any other time I should  commented upon. The tone of the papers

is one of unreasonable anger against the
Boers.

It was at the best an utterly

ignoble excuse to palin on those whose

motto is sans peur et sans rapproche, but

it had its weight, for who was there to

contradict the bold deceit if they were per-

guadéd not to hear me ; second, it is alleged

in some United States papers that blame

is to be attached to the Americans at the

Commission for not finding out the forgeries.

The answer to this charge is that the

artifices covered by the secret appendix

were so skilfully worked out that it was

impossible for the Americans to detect the

frauds without going throughthe details of

some eighty volumes of trade and navi-

gation returns covering twenty-six years,

and even then, without the aid of the secret

appendix, they would never be able to find

out the most important frauds, such, for

instance, as the transformation of land

animals into marine products in the trade

and navigation returns. It is probable that

if Mr. Whitcher had not reproduced these

false trade returns in June, 1880, the public

would not have known of their existence ;

then again comes the thought that, when

the Americans dealt with persons specially

named by Her Gracious Majesty the Queen

for the express purpose of friendly con-

tention with them, they assumed they were

dealing with gentlemen incapable of dis-

honest dealing. As tothe falsitied fish catch

statistics, my printed papers prepared for

the Commission alone gave the true ac-

count, which was prepared for me in the

Department of Agriculture at Ottawa.

ing that I was duly authorised to analyse

all the documents of the Halifax Commis-

sion, and as the result of such analysis

discovered numerous gross forgeries which

I have pointed out, it is not a reasonable
request on my part that I should be offici-

ally summoned by the Minister of Marine

and Fisheries to make good all wy state-

ments and point out other frauds to which

I have not yet made the faintest allusion,

therefore I herewith respectfully request

Francois Brouillette was brought before His
Honour Mr. Justice Monk on a writ cf
Habeas Corpus. Mr. Ouimet acted for the
Attorney-General, and Mr. Beaudet for the
prisoner.

THE ISLE OF MAN.

ONE OF THE QUAINT CORNERS OF

GREAT BRITAIN—CURIOUS CUS-

TOMS.
(From the London Spectator.)

Regarded simply as a health resort there
can be no question that the Isle of Man is
the most thorough sea residence in the
Kingdom. On every side is the‘sea, and
from whatever quarter of the compass the
wind choses to blow it comes from the sea,
and there is scarcely a spot in the thirty-
three miles from the Point of Ayre to the
bold cliffs of the Calf of Man, unless it be
some narrow inland glen, from which the
ocean in its various moods cannot be seen.
Throughout its entire length a chain of
sloping, gently curved hills rises, from
North Barrule (1,842 feet) to Snaefell (2,-
024 feet), and from Snaefell to Cronk-ny-
Jay-Llaa (1,145 feet), “the hill of the rising
day,” from which the sun may be seen as-
cending from the sea and setting to the
west, beyond the dimly defined outlines of
the Mourne Mountains. The sea views
are, in fact, perhaps more striking than in
any, part of the United Kingdom, except
the north-west coast of Scotland. But in
te Isle of Man they are broader and almost
asbold ; the rugged masses of Spanish Head,
the yellow colouring of the Calf and the
wide expanse of waters on every side, dotted
by scores of herring boats, is a scene which
in its breadth is unequalled on any of our
coasts. The absence of trees renders the
land views cold and harsh, but it is the
general coast views, the glens and coves
which open to the sea, which are the
characteristic ana charming portion of
Manx scenery, while the genial wintersand
cool summers produce some vegetation
quite abnormal in this latitude. There are
dozens of cottages protected by high hedges
of fuchsias—one mass of bright, hanging
flowers—while the delicate veronica
flourishes in shrubs six feet in height.

A SOCIAL STUDY,

But while the sea may be enjoyed in the
Isle of Man in a genuine fashion, the place
is interesting as a social study. It is
immaterial to go back through the centuries
during which it has been a semi-independ-
ent island ; it is enough for present obser-
vation to find a place within five hours sail
of Liverpool ruling itselfand enjoying home
rule in the most complete sense of the
word. The Tynwald Court, or Insular
Legislature, is formed of what may be
called two chambers—the Lower, or House
of Keys, which is elected by the owners
and occupiers of property in the island, and
the Upper, or Council, cdmposed of the
Bishop, the Clerk of the Rolis and other
permanent officials. But, as a matter of
fact, while the island is thus nominally
self-governed, many of the most important
statues which pass the Legislature of Great
Britian are soon after introduced into the
-Legislature of the Isle of Man. The
Education Act of 1870 was passed in almost
identical form, and the Burial Act has just
been introduced into the Manx Statute Book,
So that, adopting great Imperial measures
the Insular Legislature becomes, in fact,
little more than a local body dealing with
local wants. Thus both town and rural
districts in the Isle of Man are governed by

   

England local representative government
is confined to the towns. An instance ef
the effectual way in which this local
representation acts may be seen in the
question of Sunday closing. Sunday closing
was adopted in the Isle of Man some twenty
years ago, though a person who has
travelled four miles can be supplied with
drink. But Sunday closing in principle
has been successfully introduced and fairly
received, and has continued for a consider-
able period of time, during which drunken-
ness has undoubtedly deereased and been
apparently reduced to a trifling evil.

NO POOR LAW.

Again, it is distinctly of interest to find
a place where a poor law does not exist.
The object of the reformers of the poor law
in England may, in brief, be said to be the
working of it with as little harm to the
population as possible. Here, however, we
have a place which in 1871 had a population
of more than 53,000, without the machinery
of tke poor law. Paupers, of course, there
are, but they are obliged to seek private
relief, or to obtain assistance from the
clergy and wardens of the Established
Church in the rural districts, or from the
Commiitees which in the towns give out
the relief voluntarily bestowed by the more
prosperous inhabitants of the island, and
the successful working of the voluntary
systemn may perhaps be regarded as show-
ing that a system of State relief is vicious
in principle and a failure in practice.
Muchof the prosperity cf the island and
the absence of pauperism is, no doubt,
owing to the active and enterprising spirit
of the people. The surplus population
leaves the island, and only sufficient
remaing for fishing, for agricultural and
other employment. Of course, large
numbers seek work in England, but very
many will, without hesitation, try their
fortunes in America and the colonies, and
the Manxman, like the inhabitants of the
Grisons, does not hesitate to find the
employment in other countries which his
own does not supply.

A FLOURISHING PEOPLE.

When, too, we look into the condition
of the people a little more minutely we
find them to be undoubtedly flourishing.
Take the fisherman, for example. ‘The
object of the Mank fishermen seems to be
to buy a plot of ground and to erect on it a
substantial two storied stone cottage. Ina
fairly good season the Kinsale mackerel
fishing and the Manx herring fishing in the
summer and autumn will together bring in
about £40 a man, and, ag a boat and nets
cost about £600, the average of seven who
man and own a boat will often in three
years pay the preliminary cost and a fisher-
man can then begin to lay by money or
take shares in other boats. Therefore
when we hear the complaints of Irish
politicians that the Irish fishermen cannot
succeed because they get no help from the
Imperial funds, they may fairly be asked
to look at the Mank fishermen, who, solely
by their own efforts, have created a
prosperous trade, and are as fine and
independent a Lody of men as existin the
United Kingdom, and, unlike most sea-
men,are not only unusually temperate,
but in an increasing proportion total
abstainers from intoxicating drinks. But
this Utopia of local option and absence of
poor laws has a reverse side when we
notice the legal procedure which exists in
this island.

The
origin ofthis singular custom has not yet
been satisfactorily discovered by Manx
antiquarians. It appears, then, that when
we have succeeded in landing in the Isle of
Man—for the arrangements for disembark-
ing are scandalously bad—arid have eseaped
from the rough holiday-makers, we shall
find many novel social habits well worth
study amomg the Manx, as well as much
bold and characteristic scenery.
