That the port of Montreal is likely
to lose heavily in the matter of grain
shipments as a resuit of present freight
rate reductions below the border, is a
conclusion forced upon a number of
those engaged in the trade here. What-
is loss to us will undoubtedly be Bos-
ton's gain.

A despatch from the latter city says
that as a result of the reduction in ex-
port grain rates from b6%c to.4c on
wheat, and 4%c to 4c on corn between
Buffalo and Boston, nearly 1,000,000
bushels of wheat and another 1,000,000
of corn have already been booxed for
May shkipment . from Boston. Large
quantities of grain.are being held at
Chieago, and, since the new rate became
effective April 27, ‘heavy shipments
should- now move forward and Boston
become & keen competitor with mont«
real during the open season.

The coming summer promises con-
slderable activity in the grain business
of' this port, it continues, and will fur=
nsh a marked contrast to that of 1810
when grain exports. fell to such a low
ebb that many of the large European
steamers were forced to sail with’
scarcely a bushel in their holds. i :

While wheat prices are lower than at
any time during rthe last four yesTs,
they¥ are stlll too high for any pro-
nounced export mtvement.

LIGHT STIRS TORONTO

Turning on of Hydro-Electric
Results in Several People
Being Injured: -

Toronto, May 3.—Striving vainly to
make his wveice -heard above 'the roar
of thousands of people, punctuated by
piercing shrieks as women here and
there ‘in the surging crowd collapsed
in, -fainting fits, Sir James Whitney
last night officially inaugurated  the
Hydro-Electric Power in Toronto. As
the button was pressed that threw the
darkened streets of the city into light
and set ablaze the wonderful electrical
decorations about the City Hall, the

crowd broke throurh the restraining’

lines of police, and forced its way like
a human battering ram into the hall,
Sir James Whitney, the Hon. Adam
Beck, and the hundred prominent citi-
zeris occupying places of vantage on
the steps were carried along, pra.c-
tically helpless. -

The Premier worked his way to the
Mayor's office, and later, one by one,
the members of the commission, con-
trollers and aldermen arrived, seme-
what dishevelled, but all cheerful. The
irauguration of Toronto's hydro-elec-
tric power provided a spectacle that
rhallenges description. It was not car-
ried off according to the programme
so carefully mapped out.

The crowd in the vicinity of the (‘ity
Hall. numbered easily between forty
and fifty thousand people.

The persons injured in the rush into
the hall were carried at once _into
Tudge Winchester's chambers, where
‘hey were cared for by Dr. Hastings,

- ARBITRATION TREATY

Draft of Anglo-American
Agreement

Washington, May 3.—Several tenta-
tive drafts of the proposed arbitration
treaty betweeni the United States and
Great Britain were discussed by Pre-
sident Taft and his Cabinet yesterday.
Following the Cabinet session, Secre-
tary Knox and officlals of the State
Department continued -the discussion

of -details and phraseology, but
thought the President told callers that
no draft had been acceptcd as final and
that it- might be weeks before the
treaty could be submitted to the Sen-
ate or to Great Britain for ratifica-
tlon. Some “difficulties in framing the
treaty have disappeared, according to
the White House view last night. The
criticism of an English newspaper that
the United States Senate must be con-
sulted before .disputes could be arbi-
trated, was hardly a valid objection,
the President thought. The treaty
probably will be general in character.
It will provide, according to the pres-
ent idea, that when disputes arise be-
tween the United States and Great
Britain,r they be submitted to an ar-
bitral court for settlement. In the
opinion of President Taft and hias ad-
visers, it is perfectly natural that the
Senate here, or the Parllament or the
British Foreign Office should be con-
cerned in arranging the details for the
settlement of each dispute. ;

So far no |agreement has been
reached among the framers of the
treaty here |as| to how the proposed
arbitral court! shall be constituted.
One -proposal |is"that the questions
at- issue be submitted as they arise
to The Hague | tribunal. Another is
that as each. question comes up’ a
court be constituted by the agree-
ment of betl: |governments to settle
that question alone.

MISTRESS OF THE HOME.
Mrs. Cloudeslev Brereton. an Officier
d' Académie of France, has in ‘The

Gentlewoman’ a thoughtful article on
the personal responsibilities of the

house mistress, however wealthy she
may be. Az idea was formerly cur-
rent among those who are ever a
mistress’s keenest critics, that a lady
was not-a ‘proper’ lidy’'if she knew
how to do the simplest household ser-
vice. Happily the example of the
really great goes to show that neither
wealth, nor rank, nor the cla.ln_\s of
society, politics or pleasure, exonerate
4 woman from the first duty which the
headship of a house, large or small,

imposes upon her.

Mrs. Brereton instances the high ex-
ample of the British royal princesses
who have made themselves acquaint-

- ed with the actual work necessary to

a well organized household; of the
German Empress; of .the capab]_e
young Queen of Holland who is
mistress of all housewifely craft; of
the royal women of Norway, Sweden,
and Denmark.

‘This mastéry of * detail finds its
chief justification, in the underlying
conception of what the arlstocratic
ideal really is. Fts whole ‘‘reason for
being” lies in the idea that it has to
be the leéader in all that is best, and
above .all the leader to those with
whom it comes; in the closest contact
-—its servants, retainers and depend-
ants. If a girl lives where more goes
to waste than would feed a village,
how is she to make an economical and
capable wife to anyvone of her class?
TWhen she marries shg has simply to
go to the hard school of life to un-
learn all that she has previou%h ac-
quired; and who knows if her little
home and household will not be wreck-
ed in the process? How different
would have been her fate, had she
gerved under a mistress who steered a
wise course between extravagance and
cheeseparing?

Moreover, in learning to understand
household matters a woman learns to
understand and sympathise with her
household staff. She comes, in fact, to
master economy in its truest, widest,
and primitive sense of houqehold
government, not merely of things, but
of human beings. She gradually comes
to see the daily difflculties in their

GOOD MANNERS FOR CHILDREN
(By Mrs. Muldrew, Supt. Girls’ Tesi-
‘dence, Macdonald College.)

When I began teaching school as a |

young . girl I remembered@ a speech
made to me by an English gentleman
about the manners, of Canadian child-
ren, and ‘I resolved that the children
under my care would not deserve the
criticism he had given to children.in
general. I had then as now absolute
faith in the possibilities of the small
girl or boy with  proper guidance and
good treatment, and it belng a .country
school 1 was able in a shortitime:to
know' the home life. of 11 of my
pupils. A certain portion o? each .day
was set aside for the teaching of
what to-day would be called ‘ethics of:
the school’ including the teaching of
formal manners, and. it did not in any
measure lessen thé poweér of the child
to absorb the proper amount ‘of
arithmetic, spelling, etc., wWhile ' it
made a bond between teacher and
pupil that, though indefinable, was very
much felt, and it brought many kind

and grateful remarks from parents, . .|

The protest against observing a code
of formal manners and of teaching
these to our children is that many of
them are meaningless, and that if we
have just honesty and slncerity we
can dispense with formality, This is
not so. In all other K departments of
life - we have standards, and in our so-
cial life we must have a code of laws
that serve to make things move along
more easily. If the ordinary Tules” peb-
taining to any - one subject are- ex-
amined it" will be found thaf these are
based upon common sense and justice.

As an argument against the teach-
ing of formal manners to children ‘it
is said by some that to “have fihe
rmanners no better way can be found
than by observing people who possess
e fine manner, but how are we to know
whom to copy unless we knéw what
forms are accepted and what are not?
First learn the code, and then observe
those who follow it and in this way
cultivate a courteous manner towards
others. There is an educational maxim
that says ‘we learn to do by doing,’
and sSo We EBTow Imore courteous . by
the -"daily and hourly exercise of.
courteous acts.. Another- .edicational
maxim tha.t fits here ' as elsewhere
reads thus, ‘we learn to do by know-
ing, and to Know by doing.' We lea.m
what is required, then do the same,
and by the steady and careful. ex-
ercige. of the thousand and one littie
courtesies” that a well-bred person
gives to his associates, we ‘become the
possessor of a gentle manner, and our
characters, reacted upon by these ex-
pressions of courtesy, become ful! of
grace and beauty

“Too. many people excuse themselvas
by saying they are misundeérstood, or
nervous, or naturally awkward., We
should be severe towards ourselves and
never excuse a rudeness.’ Analyze for
reasons and then avoid a repetition of
the offence.

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NIAGARA BISHOPRIC

Venerable Archdeacon Clark
Elected by Anglican
Synod

&

Hamilton, Ont,, May 3.—Venerable
Archdeacon W. R. Clark, M.A., for
peven yeara secretary-treasurer of the
Bynod and Archdeacon of the- Diocese
of Niagara, was last night elected, on
the fifth ballot, Bishop of the Anglican
Diocese of Niagara to sueceed the late
Bishop Dumoulin.

The Synod met yesterday afternoon
at Christ’s Church Cathedral, the Very.

Rev. Stewart Houston, dean of the
diocese, pmsiding. The Rev. Canon
Spencer, of Mount Forest,' .acted as
clerical sécretary, and H. Kerrick as
lay secretary. The attendance of both
clerical and lay delegates was perhaps
the largest in the history of the dio-
cese, the sixty-six parishes| being re-
presented by seventy-four 'clergymen
and one hundred and forty-nine lay-
men. Only three parishes were with-
out representation. The votes of 38
clergymen and the laymen of 32
parishes were, therefore, necessary to
secure an election. On the first vote
Archdeacon Clark was high man, with
28 clerical and 14 lay votes, but not
sufficient to elect him. The Rev.
Paterson-Smythe, of Montreal, came
second, with 19 eclerical and 13 lay
votes. The other names on the ballot
were Canon Abbott, Hamilton: Canon
Tucker, London; Bishop Thornloe, of
Algoma; Archdeacon Forneret, Hamil-
ton; Canon Howitt,” Hamilton; Canon
Davidson, Guelph; the Rev. Mr.--’rs.i;-
lor, Sub-Dean Sutherland, Hamilton;
Dean Irvay, Dundas: Dr. J. O. Miller,
St. Catharines; Dean Bidwegll, Kings-
ton, and Dean Dumoulin, C!eve]a.nd

The second vote concluded the busi-
ness of the afternoon. The Rev.
Patergon-8mythe hsi‘i 28 'clerical and
22 lay votes, and Archdeacon Clark
had 34 clerical and 20 lay votes, a
scattering vote being recorded in the
following order for Canon Tucker,
Canon Abbott, Bishop ‘Thornloe, Canon
Howitt, Archdeacon Forneret, Canon
Sutherland, Canon Davidsen and Dean
Dumeoulin. ;

At the evening session the . thrée
hallots showed a. change in the -vote
cast.

On  tpe” third. ballot, Archdeacon
Clark made substantial gains, and ob-
tained 42 clerical and 26 lay  votes,
while ‘the Rev. Mr. Paterson-Smythe
secured 25 qlerics,l and 27 lay votes.
Canon Abbott, Bishop Thornloe, Arch-
deacon Forneret, .and Canon Tucker
followed in the order -mentiened.

On .the fourth vote,
Clark was still gaining, 44 clerical and
30 lay votes being recorded in . his
favor, the Montreal cléergyman obtain-
ing 26 clerical and 28 lay. votes.

The fifth, ballot left no doubt as to
the choice, for Archdéacon Clark had
49 clerical and 35 lay votes, ‘as against
20 clerical and 25 |lay votes recorded
for the Rev. Mr. Paterson-Smythe.

The nameés of Canon Abbott: and
Canen Tucker also appeared in=the
ballot.

At 10.80 Dean Houston .announced
that Archdeacon Clark had . been
elected,

Archdeacon . Forneret, ‘' séconded. by
C'anon Ahbott, moved that the elec-
tion be made unanimous, whlch /was
rarried. /

The bishop-elect briefly expressed
his thanks for his. elevation to a high
nffice, for which he felt himsélf nme
qualified.

Ottawa, May 3.—A formal request
| by the Hon. Frank Oliver, Minister of
{ the Interior, that a special committee
*of the House should be named to in-

qui. 3 into certain allegations in re-
gard te himself which have appeared
, in the press, was the most important
development in. connection with yes-
terday’s sitting of the House of Com&*
mons. Sir Wilfrid Laurier acceded to
the request, and immediately moved
that a committee be named. A ques-
tion having arisen between Mr. Bordén
and the Premier as to the scope of the:
proposed inquiry, Mr. Borden asked
that the formal motion be not moved
till to-day, and to this Sir Wiltrid
Laurier agreed.

In making his request for a commit-
tee, Mr. Oliver read a statement which
appeared in the Toronto \‘World' ‘on

Friday last to the effect that subse-
quent to the passage of an.order. in
council transferring the rights of the
Canadian Northern Railway to certain
subsidy lands from Manitoba to. Sas«
katchewan, a sum had been placed to
iIMr,” Oliver's credit -in .the Imperial
‘Bank at Edmonton.  He said that
there was no direct charge that there
was any connection between these two
circumstances, but the insinuation was
there, and it was advisable that a
committee be named so that.those who
desired to make charges would have
an opportunity of proving ithem. Mr.
Oliver emphatically denied that there,|’
was any basis for the insinuaticons.

The remaindeér. of the afternoon was.
oceupied with a discussion of a motion
by Mr. Haughton V. Lennox censuring
Mr. Fielding and the Treasury Board
in connection. with the Farmers' Bank
failure. It was defeated on division
by a Government majority of 34,

At the evening gitting the bill to-
incorporate the Grain Growers Grain
Company was talked out for the day,
and the reciprocity debate’® was con-
tinued by Messrs. Geo.
