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Vagrancy in Westmount |

The homeless come to Atwa

seek refuge in centre at St Stephen’s

Westmount is not a haven for the
homeless. Vagrants are escorted to
the city limits and turned out of
local malls.

They do find shelter in Atwater
Library and St Stephen’s Church,
at the eastern edge of the city.
Their presence in the library, how-
ever, is a problem that librarian
Janet [lavsky says is her top prior-
ity.

Men with bags and bags of be-
longings bundled next to their
chairs, spending hours or using the
library as a kind of daytime termi-
nus, is hurting membership, she
says.

She doesn't want the library
viewed, as one West Island friend
put it, as a social agency.

Ben, aregularat thelibrary, was
standing outside waiting for it to
open Tuesday morning, ropes
looped and knotted around his
shoulders holding up a backpack
plus, on the ground, four bags of
assorted oddments including emp-
ty bottles and cans.

He had just been evicted from
Place Alexis Nihon. A security
guard approached him while he
was searching for empties and, ac-
cording to Ben, told him he had to
leave because he looked like he
would steal.

“The majority of those down
and out don't want unnecessary
trouble,” says Ben. “There are
those who are mental cases who
don't care.

“Many of those in government
and universities — working in
fields of sociology, criminology,
political science — say down and
outs are destructive, undermining
society, anarchists. Anarchists are
those who don't recognize estab-
lished order because it is unjust,
and don't recognize private owner-

Westmount Square is hurting.

Extensive renovations to the mall
were complete more than a year ago.
But some critics charge that the con-
struction took too long and customer
traffic was consequently offset for
good.

“It’s finished here,” says a man-
ager of one of the stores who asked
not tobe identified, for fear of repris-
dls from both Westmount Square and
company headquarters.

“It’s sad because it’s a nice centre,
especially now with the new sky-
light. All the problems stem from the
renovations. It just took too long and
it really hurt business.”

Walter Nobes, former president of
the Square's merchants’ associa-
tion, says when his lease ran out a
year ago he closed his store Henry
Marks and consolidated in his other
location downtown.

“We had problems with dust, dirt
and water seepage from the renova-
tions,” hesays, “‘and when I met with
the management I brought my fig-
ures showing a drop in sales of about
40 percent. All they said was when it
was all finished it would be so beau-
tiful I would forget about all that.
But they took out all the traffic-
makers like the theatre, the Jockey
Club et cetera.

“There were problems with the
renovations too. I've seen them put
windows in one week and take them
out the next.”

The unidentified manager who
has worked in the mall for many
years says that it used to be “the”
centre. When it was built in the late
1960s it was one of the first shopping
centres situated under an apartment
building so it was considered exclu-
sive.

“It'sacentre that neverhad alot of
traffic,” she says. “It’s not a place
where people can get something for
the whole family. The regular cus-
tomers just went somewhere else to
shop during the renovations. It's too
slow and there just aren't enough
new customers.”

Both the manager and Mr Nobes
say that there was no financial com-
pensation offered by the manage-
ment for the loss in sales revenues.

Morris Alvo, executive director of
Westmount Square’'s management
company, says the drop in customer
traffic is linked to the construction
but says that they are coming out of
that now and he is confident that
they will be able to bring in tenants
to meet the needs of the changing
marketplace.

“Some tenants have been given
reductions in rent and toleration,” he
says. ‘Onerestaurant didn't pay rent
for eight months. The owners of
Westmount Square have been very
understanding. They haven't taken
an attitude of seizing.”

Traffic officials puzzled
by allegation St-Léon
given poorer treatment

City traffic officials are puzzled
by allegations from parent repre-
sentatives last week that the school
does not receive the same treatment
as English schools because it is fran-
cophone.

“We're concerned about safety, not
language,”’ said public security di-
rector Richard McEnroe who heads
the city’s traffic committee.

There are only three or four public
safety officers on duty during school
hours and some 15 elementary
schools and pre-schools in West-
mount, he said. Crossing guards are
supplied by Montreal Urban Com-
munity police for four hours a day at
seven crossings in Westmount. They
work at times deemed most impor-
tant.

Only five schools with special
problems are monitored by one pub-
lic safety officer on a rotating basis,
he said. These are St Andrew’s,
Akiva, Roslyn, The Study and
Selwyn House. Special blitzes are
carried out as required.

Inthespring, the city arranged for
a crossing guard at St Léon's to re-
dress its problems as it has at other
schools, he said. Police confirmed
the guard was switched from a cross-
ing March 12 at Westmount Park
School, an anglophone school, at the
request of Councillor Paul Fortin.

Enforcement of the speed limit on
Clarke avenue is now in the hands of
MUC police while use of Kitchener
rather than Clarke by parents is the
responsibility of the school to en-
force, he said.

One parent told THE EXAMINER
Tuesday she had only received a let-
ter from the school the day before
urging parents to use Kitchener.

Dir McEnroe said he had received
no complaints this fall from the
school.

One complaint in last week's EX-
AMINER was that public safety offi-
cers were no longer patrolling St
Léon’s school zones on a regular ba-
sis. They weren't meant to be once
the changes were in force, he said.

Officers were needed at The Study
over reconstruction of Cedar avenue.

Now they're trying to tackle the
problem of traffic congestion around
Selwyn House School where par-
ents’ cars and emergency vehicles
jostle for position on a dead-end
street.

School safety has long been a
nightmare in Westmount because the
city has so many schools and because
so many students are driven individ-
ually to and from classes.

Historically, city and police offi-
cials have encouraged parent com-
mittees to self-police loading zones
and other regulations around the
school because it is often the parents
themselves who are the worst of-
fenders.

“We had a bad situation around
Ste Marcelline a while ago but had
very good co-operation from the
school in making the changes work,”
Dir McEnroe said.

Seven crossing guards are allo-
cated to Westmount schools by the
Montreal Urban Community, each
paid for four hours of duty per day
during times considered to be the
most important, said crime preven-
tion officer Gaston Bernier. They
have to be distributed according to
the greatest need.

The Study hired its own crossing
guard several years ago when the
city could not provide oneaftermuch
pressure was applied.

When a traffic complaint is re-
ceived from a school, it is studied by

OMETIMES you gotta do what

you gotta do.

And Phil Chartrand had to save
his prize-winning antique cars
Saturday afternoon when a gaso-
line fire suddenly engulfed the ga-
rage of his home at 50 Oakland
avenue.

With burns on his arms and legs,
he fought back the smoke and
flames to rescue two of the four
extraordinary cars he owns; a 1936
Rolls-Royce custom built to Euro-
pean luxury standards and a little
red 1954 MGTF. But as smoke and
flames consumed the prized 1948
black Riley 2.5 Saloon RMB and
the 1932 Lagonda at the back of the
garage, he was forced to retreat.

When firefighters arrived they
found Mr Chartrand collapsed on
the front lawn and the garage in a
ball of fire.

“The whole thing was in flame
and through the fire we could see
the two cars,” said Captain Mi-
chael Boychuck.

Mr Chartrand was treated by
firefighters and taken to hospital
by Urgences Santé. He is expected
to be hospitalized for about a
week, according to his wife, who
later said he had suffered first,
second and third-degree burns on
his arms and legs.

The fire in the garage and room
above was doused using two
streams. Firefighters used a third
to prevent it spreading into the
adjoining home, which sustained
some fire damage as well as heavy
smoke damage throughout.

When the fire was out over an
hour later, the burned shells of the
Riley and Lagonda were towed out
to the driveway, an estimated loss
in vehicles of $325,000.

Phil Chartrand has devoted
thousands of hours to restoring

those cars over the years. His ob-
session had become almost a
neighborhood cause.

Within moments of the fire,

which broke out about 4 pm, Oak-
land residents converged to help
move the cars for the fire trucks,
tend to Mr Chartrand and help in
any way they could. Most seemed
just stunned at what happened.

“We're a closely-knit street,”
said Nellie Wright. “This is terri-
ble.”

Fire officials said the fire start-
ed when Mr Chartrand was mak-
ing repairs on the gas line of the
Lagonda using a caged mechanics’
lamp. The light bulb broke, caus-
ing the sudden flash fire and burns
to his body where gasoline proba-
bly had dripped.

“We'd just been out for aride in
the car)” said a neighbor. “Phil
.wanted to make the repairs right
away.”

Fire Chief Jim Adams, who was
called to the scene, said the tires of
the two cars were still burning
when they were towed outside. He
doubted the cars could be rebuilt,
he said.

Mr Chartrand’'s fifth antique
car, a Silver Dart, was elsewhere at
the time of the fire.

No estimates have yet been
made concerning fire damage to
garage and home. The garage was
gutted.

“I fell in love with cars when
just a lad,” Mr Chartrand said last
August in an EXAMINER interview
fresh from his latest victory at the
Old Cars of Quebec show where
the Rolls-Royce carried off a top
award. That one, which he man-
aged to save from fire, had taken
4,000 hours of work to restore, he
recalled.

The sleek black Riley which
burned had won two awards at the
Concours d’Elégance for antique
cars the year before.

In an interview at that time, Mr
Chartrand told THE EXAMINER he
had a stock reply when people ask
him if the Riley is for sale: “No. I
want to be buried in it.”

When firefighters arrived at 50 Oakland
avenue Saturday afternoon they found
the garage, still harboring two classic

antique cars, was a ball of flame.

More, not fewer cop shops

LONG before most of the present top offi-
cers of the Montreal Urban Community
police gained their present positions, the
closing of police stations, specially those
in the cities and towns outside the core
City of Montreal, was a vigorously-fought
issue in Westmount and elsewhere.

In earlier days it was a question of organiza-
tion of the territory in the wake of the
taking over of the various suburban
forces under integration, in effect, into
the Montreal force.

The various municipalities, properly jeal-
ous of their individual characteristics,
needs and prerogatives, did not wish to
see the intimacy and immediacy of local
police coverage diluted. In many cases
they were able to fight off wholesale
redistribution of resources of the new
MUC force.

Now it looks as if some, maybe a majority, of
Montreal's surrounding cities and towns
may have to sharpen their vigilance,
powers of protest and exercise of political
power once again to thwart plans to alter
the structure of districts and stations.

This time the mooted changes are being put
forward by police brass with the ex-
pressed aim of reducing the number of
police stations on the island. The purpose,
it is said, is economy.

Mayors and councils throughout the subur-
ban reaches of the territory, including
Westmount, should be very alert and pre-
pared to refight the battles of their prede-
Cessors.

There are two principles at stake:

1) All stations, such as No 23 here on Stanton
street in Westmount, originally were de-
signed for the police protection of the
communities in which they are located.
There have been some consolidations,
such as the coverage of neighboring St
Henri from Westmount. But sight must

not be lost of the principle that all polic-
ing except for some highly specialized
functions is local, not a metropolitan or
“Greater Montreal” thing even if there is
an overall command downfown some-
where;

2) Would-be economizers, in their narrower
objectives, can argue the obvious that
fewer police stations can mean reduced
costs. However, that aim should not be
pursued in isolation from the already
deficient policing of the territory. The real
requirement is and always has been more
intensive, more highly localized and more
intimate coverage.

Fewer and therefore bigger police stations
and districts run counter to the correct
objective. Despite some good efforts at
community relations in the local stations,
officers and men, patrolling almost exclu-
sively in cars instead of on foot, simply
never have recovered the old *“‘cop on the
beat” knowledge, profile and effective-
ness as of when the forces were smaller
and under direct control of local authori-
ties.

When the command staff finally submit
their proposals to the MUC authorities
there should be a rigorous examination of
the motives and possible effects. The local
mayors, as MUC councillors, can be relied
upon to defend their individual interests.
But they would do well to make common
cause against the bigger-is-better syn-
drome and make a case for more and
smaller police units, even down to the
simpler “storefront” posts which truly
bring policing to the local level.

The police already have had a lot of trim-
ming of manpower and other facilities,
much of it to the detriment of the suburbs.

True economy is a measure of more than just
money saved; it demands that what is
spent on public protection — and it re-
mains a lot — also is effective.

IF ordinary prudence already did not call
for a go-easy approach to the grand plans
for what would amount to a new West-
mount Public Library, the release last
week of the new Montreal Urban Commu-
nity valuation rolls which will hang over
us fiscally for the next three years should

Proposals need work

WE can all be thankful that constitutional
debate in Canada has entered a new phase,
which promises to be more positive than the
Meech fiasco.

First, the process this time is much more
acceptable. A federal position has been
enunciated in advance. It has been submit-
ted to a parliamentary committee which
will consult Canadians during the next five
months.

Second, the federal proposals are open to
change. Thisis a farcry from Meech's *seam-
less web,” where not one word or comma
could be changed.

Third, in terms of substance, the debate
this time will be much broader. We will be
considering the functions of major national
institutions like the Senate. Also, the gov-
ernment has proposed to strengthen Cana-
da’s economic union.

While these features are positive, a first
reading of the proposals also reveals many
deficiencies. In general, like Meech, the pro-
posals would weaken the ability of the Par-
liament of Canada to act for all Canadians.

The federal government proposes to turn
over to the provinces its residual power, to
remove the federal declaratory power and to
recognize the exclusive jurisdiction of the
province with respect to labor market train-
ing, tourism, forestry, mining, recreation,
housing and urban affairs.

Further, the new proposals bring back the
Meech provision to limit the federal spend-
ing power in areas of exclusive provincial
jurisdiction. Any new shared-cost programs
would require the approval of seven prov-
inces and compensation would be given to
provinces that opted out of such programs.

Also, the mechanisms that would
strengthen the economic union are subject
to provincial consent. The approval of two-
thirds of the provinces representing 50
percent of Canada's population would be
needed for Parliament to pass a law to
improve the functioning of the economic
union.

The Senate would be elected. But would it
be effective? It would have no role in rela-
tion to spending or borrowing bills.

Our leader, Jean Chrétien, said that the
Liberal Party will fulfill its responsibilities
as an opposition. While our objective is
national unity, we can best contribute to this
objective by questioning the government'’s
proposals, uncovering weaknesses, and pro-
viding a voice to those who wish to be heard.

We will try to improve the proposals. Mr
Chrétien’s impression and mine too is that
the proposals need a great deal of work.

cally, a huge surplus from a gross city hall
miscalculation.

One of the signals yet to come from city hall
is that in the ordinary course of events,
without this multi-million-dollar wind-
fall, the library project likely would not
have been considered at all at this time,
given the recession, the extra taxation
burdens thrust on us by both the provin-
cial and MUC governments, and just plain
prudence in the midst of enormous Cana-
da-Quebec constitutional and economic
uncertainty.

Talking to some citizens who follow munici-
pal affairs with more than ordinary inter-
est we find we are not alone in feeling that
there is a lack of feet-on-ground planning
and, indeed, candor, in telling the citizens
just how much it is intended to spend. So
far, this venture appears to be open ended
in the cost department, and that is bad
business as Montreal discovered with the
Olympics.

Westmount, with its reputation for hard-
headedness, should exude a better image
of municipal self-control and steward-
ship.

The east-end disaster

IN last Saturday’s La Presse, André Noél
discusses the problems of east-end Montreal
— which he describes as the original eco-
nomic motor of Quebec and Canada. A pa-
thetic photograph of the abandoned railway
track which led directly to the once-re-
nowned Canadian Vickers shipyard speaks
volumes about what has happened to that
part of Montreal.

“In 1952, the Angus shops employed
10,000 persons,” Noél writes. “There are now
only 900. In January no one will be left. Over
the past 10 years, in the east-end of Mont-
real, there have been the following closures:
Texaco, BP, Esso, Gulf, Biscuits David,
Steinberg, Daoust Lalonde Inc, Welfab
Steel, SKD Technology Inc, Chaussures
Maxine, Black and Decker and Keratec.”

Add to these the gradual decrease in the
workforce at Canadian Steel Foundries and
MLW Bombardier and you have a picture of
devastation, the dimensions of which are
overwhelming.

Standing as a symbol of the decrepitude
of the east-end is the mast of the Olympic
Stadium — the Big Owe. There it is with its
roof in tatters and its walls crumbling.

Noél adds this mind-boggling statistic:
“A recent study published this week sets the
number of illiterates living east of St
Laurent boulevard at 35.6 percent of the
population — i.e. 245,200 out of a total of
694,500 persons.”

In the area east of Iberville street (exclud-
ing St Léonard) it is estimated there are
42,690 persons either on unemployment in-
surance or on welfare; one adult out of three
— the same level as the Great Depression of
the 1930s.

Is there a solution to these terrifying
problems? Perhaps. Here's what one busi-
nessman, Marcel C6té, wrote in one of the
hundreds of reports on what's happening in
Montreal:

“Let's not fool ourselves, thereis no short-
term solution for reviving the east-end of
Montreal. Montreal is a city with the highest
unemployment rate in North America. It is
perfectly normal to see old industries
phased out. What is not normal is that they
are not replaced. East-end Montreal will
come back only when the heart of the city —
the downtown area — is operating normally;
when an important part of the business
community no longer leaves town. In other
words, when we settle our political prob-
lems."”

Separation may be only
way to end bickering

I have lived in Quebec for 65 years and
have been actively involved in the trade
union and co-operative movements. I served
as mayor of my community for 15 years. I
have always believed in a bilingual Quebec
and a united Canada.

But it has become obvious over the past 30
years that, no matter how much we as Cana-
dians want a united country, the nationalist
leaders supported by the apathy of the ma-
jority of the population of Quebec want a
distinct and unilingual French-speaking na-
tion. They have succeeded in identifying
themselves as “Québécois’ instead of Cana-
dian; the provincial legislature is the “Na-
tional Assembly.”

During the “Canada clause case” in Supe-
rior Court in 1982, a demographic expert for
the Quebec government suggested that an
English-speaking minority of five percent
of the total would be acceptable.

In the first case, the city is taking

without a permit.

“It would have been turned down
anyway,” said Joanne Poirier, head
of building and planning for the city.
She said the store’s sign would not
have passed city regulations con-

Tning signs.

' &n the second case, the city is using

e court to force the Church of the
Advent to get the proper permit for
their daycare sign at 326 Wood ave-
nue.

Ms Poirier said the city can issue
temporary permits to cover such
signs, as was done with other day-
cares in the city. The sign is not
permanent.

The landlords face fines ranging
up to $300 per day for each offence.

“They are simply ignoring us,’
said Ms Poirier of the landlords.

In a related instance, the city last
week dropped court proceedings
against the owners of rooming
houses at 400 and 425 Mount Pleas-
ant avenue, George Leisser and Edel
Traud Bunz.

When it comes time to renew their
permits every year to run the room-
ing house, they used to balk, but this
year they co-operated, said Ms
Poirier.

“It's a case which has been going
on for years and he (Mr Leisser)
finally learned, since he keeps losing
(in court),” said Ms Poirier.

City inspectors recently cajoled
two other landlords to bring their
buildings up to snuff.

Traffic counter cables across Ce-
dar avenue snapped and city offi-
cials are not ruling out the possibili-
ty of tampering, THE EXAMINER
learned this week.

“I can't state categorically it was
sabotage,” said director-general
Manley Schultz. ““I spoke to the man
who did the repairs and he said this
cable broke at the clip. It made a
clean break. It could have been
sheared off by passing cars or cut
with a penknife. Once one end was
detached, the other pulled off the
counter.”

The disconnected cable was
brought to the attention of the city
Tuesday last week by R.M. Howson,
aresident of Mount Pleasant avenue,
who called public safety officers to
the scene at 7:27 am.

Officers treated it as a routine
matter, called repair crews and did
not write a report.

But Mr Howson immediately al-
erted city operations manager Bruce
St Louis, sending him a letter by fax.
He wrote in part, officials said:

“I am no Sherlock Holmes, but I
do not believe that this tampering or
tinkering was done by a raccoon or
passing car. To my eyes, the cable had
been deliberately disconnected a
both ends by human hands.” '

Since the counter cable on Cedar
was rendered inoperative while the
one on The Boulevard was still func-
tioning, he reasoned, traffic counts
would indicate that The Boulevard
was bearing 100 percent of east-
bound traffic while Cedar had none.

vard to prove that narrowing of Ce-
dar was increasing traffic on their
street, an issue which is pitting
neighbor against neighbor.

When contacted by THE EXAM-
INER this week, however, Mr Howson
appeared reluctant to equate the in-
cident with sabotage. He said he had
reported it to authorities only out of
a concern for public safety believing
the disconnected wire to pose an
electrical hazard.

“I don't think there was any ques-
tion of foul play,”’ he said. “Why
would anyone want do such a thing?”

Public security director Richard
McEnroe said his own inquiries

made this week indicated the wire
had loosened with passing traffic
since it was located at a curve in the
road.

Traffic counts for that day will be
cancelled, he said.

Any attempts to sabotage the traf-
fic counts would not work since the
system records printouts every 15
minutes, he said, and shuts down if
the cable disconnects.

The city has been taking traffic
counts on the narrowed neck of Ce-
dar as well as on The Boulevard to
monitor changes in vehicle usage of
the two streets. The issue of the nar-
rowing of Cedar has been taken to
court by a group of residents from
The Boulevard.

Mr Alvo says a relaunching of the
mall will occur in about 12 or 18
months, with a blitz of advertising
and promotion.

A man who says heis an interested
party in Westmount Square says it
has become just a thoroughfare be-
tween Greene avenue and the Atwa-
ter Métro station.

“It's dead because there is no traf-
fic,” he says, “People walking
through can’t spend $1,800 on a dress.
It has to go from being a high-class
mall toa medium-class mall. It has to
cater tothe middle of the road. In the
past, it catered to a classy clientele,
but they're just not there any-
more... To close another store in
this mall would be a disaster.”’

police and public safety officers who
make certain recommendations
which are implemented where feasi-
ble.

Other factors

Sometimes other factors, such as
neighborhood concerns, also must be
considered in making the final deci-
sion, Dir McEnroe said. St Léon'sisa
prime example of this, he said.

Residents of Kitchener, when
polled, turned thumbs-down to a de-
mand by the school that the street be
made one-way north, so the city com-
promised by prohibiting left turns
off Sherbrooke at peak school times.

School buses used to pull right
into the school yard to drop off and
pick up students a few years ago, but
now the school yard is rented out to
teachers for parking who won't give
it up, he added.

St Léon's wanted, and was the
first Westmount school to get, large
yellow school zone markings on the
street. It was not considered appro-
priate, however, to install a traffic
light as requested at Sherbrooke and
Kitchener because of the proximity
of lights at Clarke and Redfern.

Mr Alvo says the management
plans to gear the mall towards the
higher-than-medium price range
market.

“Westmount Square is not like the
Alexis Nihon,” he says. “We obvious-
ly need some pullers to create the
customer traffic,” and deals on rent
are offered stores with big drawing
power.

“We're looking at the whole mall
and the whole market. We'll position
the mall accordingly.”

Ones that have gone

Along with Henry Marks, some of
the merchants no longer in West-
mount Square include: the Jockey
Club, Charles of Westmount, Laura
Secord, The Flower Pot, United Ci-
gar Store, as well as the theatre, a toy
store and a children'’s clothes store.

Most recently, the Metro super-
market franchise went bankrupt and
is now being run by the parent com-
pany.

While it has been charged that
Charles of Westmount left the mall
because its rent was being hiked to
$13,000 a month, Mr Alvo said the
hairdresser signed a lease about
three years ago, and clauses he
agreed to were coming into effect. He
denied that rent was a factor.

“A hairdresser that operates in §1
million in volume? I don’t see why
they can't pay the rent. They had 400
to 500 customers a week. The rent is
just a story. I don't know the real
reason for them closing,” he said.

It is also said that some stores,
because of a drop in sales, are unable
to pay the rent.

“In every mall, there are always
ma and pa operations,” said Mr Alvo.
“It’s in their nature to do a lot of
crying. We have tenants who were in
Place Ville Marie and got thrown out
fornot paying the rent. We're dealing
with that accordingly.”

Of at least 10 stores contacted,
none were willing to comment on the
record.

The mall is owned by six organiza-
tions; the Quebec Pension Plan, the
Caisse de Dépdt, the MUC police-
men’s pension fund, MUCTC pension
fund, Banque Nationale and Univer-
sité de Laval.

During the winter, indoor shop-
ping centres like Place Alexis Nihon
and Westmount Square become a ref-
uge for homeless people seeking to
escape from the cold. Most shoppers
and commuters only notice their
presence when they attempt to pan-
handle a few dollars.

Today there is one guitar-playing
busker in the long, airless corridor
leading from Westmount Square to
the Atwater Métro. It is this corridor
which is the area usually frequented
by both buskers and panhandlers.

But there are few panhandlers
around these days, despite the fact
that there are 50,000 more unem-
ployed in greater Montreal this July
than last, according to Statistics
Canada.

Yves Lamontagne, supervisor of
security at Westmount Square, says
that beggars and panhandlers are
not a major problem but he is sensi-
tive to the complaints of customers
and merchants in the square.

“It comes in waves,” says Mr La-
montagne. *“Most of the panhandlers
come inside in the winter to warm
up.” But, he adds, Westmount
Square is a public place and he ac-
knowledges that panhandlers have
their rights.

“We can't stop people from asking
for money,’ says Mr Lamontagne.
“But most people don't want to see
them around. However, we can't send
anyone outside unless they get ag-
gressive and bother people.”

Keep them moving

In Westmount Square, the policy
toward beggars and panhandlers is
to keep them moving, and direct
them toward the outer limits of the

center: the Greene and Wood avenue
exits, the corridor and the entrance
to the Métro. Panhandlers are rarely
allowed near the Concours, where
customers frequent boutiques like
Lily Simon and Rodier.

The merchants who work at the
exclusive boutiques near the Greene
avenue side of Westmount Square
say that the presence of the security
guard'’s desk near the exit is a deter-
rent.

“I have worked here for three
years,” says one woman at Nelly Al-
exander. "But no one ever bothers us.
If they do, the security guards chase
them away.”

“We have to keep an eye on the
vagrants,” Mr Lamontagne explains.
“People who pay rent here don't
want to see them. There is a certain
level of clientele here so we try to
keep some sort of balance.”

At Place Alexis Nihon, the va-
grants are “not an issue” any more,
according to mall manager Toni-
Lynn Trottier.

“It was problem about three or
four years ago,” she says. “But ever
since we renovated, they've stopped
coming around.”

Guards more visible

She added that the mall's security
guards have increased their visibil-
ity over the past three years, and this
may have contributed to the disap-
pearance of panhandlers from the
shopping areas.

“Sometimes they're around when
there's an event at the Forum,” Ms
Trottier says. “But aside from that I
haven't been aware of anything like
that at all.”

Panhandlers rarely seen in local malls
But, with winter coming, more may appear

Most of the merchants at both
malls agree they have few problems
with vagrants or panhandlers.

“In general, there is no trouble,”
says Mr Lamontagne. “Maybe only
one in every five causes some kind of
trouble. But we try to be fair We
never use violence.”

“Trouble’ occasionally arises
from a panhandler or vagrant who
exhibits signs of mental illness or
intoxication. Janet Weigand, co-ordi-
nator of Face & Face at the CLCS
Guy-Métro, is familiar with all types
who wander through the unger
ground shopping complexes &i
Métro stations.

“Some are mentally ill’ she
points out. “Some have drug and
alcohol problems, or have just been
released from prison and don't know
where to go.”

Although security guards at West-
mount Square refrain from using
violence on those seen as security
risks, not all vagrants and panhan-
dlers meet with such benevolent
treatment.

“Some are beaten up,’ says Ms
Weigand. ““The Métro cops take them
intothose little rooms and beat them
up. There are also cases of abuse
from passersby. These people are
very vulnerable.”

Although vagrants have been ren-
dered nearly invisible in these par-
ticular shopping centres, Ms
Weigand says that the homeless are
an element of society which we must
accept.

“At Guy we are used to them,” she
says. “They are part of the people
who make up the Guy Métro. Having
open communication makes it easier
to deal with. Homelessness won't go
away tomorrow.”

ship. When you're dressed as a
clochard, they think you're a drug
addict, thief, criminal.”

Ben has been on the streets 12
years.

He used to bring a reeking shop-
ping cart into the library, said Ms
Ilavsky, and park it by the Tupper
street entrance.

“When I got after him about his
wagon, he was pulling over weaker
staff members, saying he was go-
ing to find out where we get our
grants from,” says Ms Ilavsky.
‘“He’s pretty bright.”

The staff eventually dissuaded
him from bringing the cart, but
has not yet made any move to try
to oust him and a few others like
him who regularly use the library.

Arrangement sought

Ms Ilavsky would like to try and
make an arrangement, perhaps
with St Stephen's Church, which
has a drop-in centre used by about
40 homeless daily. She is consider-
ing taking out subscriptions to
several newspapers and have them
delivered to St Stephen’s, to try
and encourage the homeless to do
their reading elsewhere. Perhaps

thelibrary could get a donation for
the cause, she suggests.

“Since the library is the poorest
business in this community, it
seems funny we should foot the
bill entirely,” she says.

No move has yet been made; the
board of directors is nervous about
negative publicity and is hesitat-
ing to take action.

Ms Ilavsky is worried not only
about the library’s image, she is
concerned about finding a solu-
tion.

“Gosh, winter's approaching,”
she says. “I feel we should offer
something, find an alternative, set
something up.”

St Stephen’s Open Door shelter
is open 1 to 4 pm Mondays through
Thursdays, and one-on-one work is
done Friday mommings and week-
ends. The shelter has about 600
homeless and poor it counsels,
feeds and helps clothe.

Social worker and wvolunteer
Chris Hornibrook, who works at
the shelter, says about 120 are
homeless. They try to bring them
off the street, and are sometimes
successful, especially when the
homeless are caught when they
have spent just a month or two on
the street. The longer they are

there, the harder it is to get them
into apartments.

The shelter began as an experi-
ment four years ago when the par-
ish acted in response to the many
poor in its district. Homeless have
been found sleeping in its garbage
cans. When not at the shelter, said
Mr Hornibrook, they can be found
in apartment lobbies, the Métro
and Place Alexis Nihon — al-
though they are easily identified
and are quickly turned out of the
mall.

‘“We have tried to do fundraising
with Alexis Nihon, but have not
yet had success.”

He says there is a certain sup-
port in McDonald's and Atwater
Library, which “provide an excel-
lent service keeping them warm in
winter. .. they probably spend a
fair amount of time there.”

But he is unsurprised the home-
less and poor are often either ig-
nored or ejected. There is the
“NIMBY" effect, he says, Not In
My Back Yard.

“I don't think the answer is nec-
essarily building a larger facility,”
says Mr Hornibrook, though t
Open Door is looking to expand. -

“We need to set up 100 Open
Doors through the community.”

built.

Mr Brillon got involved in trying
to find a solution this summer, after
narrowly avoiding accidents on two
occasions at the corner of the lanes.
The speed bump the city had prom-
ised was not built and the residents
observed some motorists passing by
the stop sign.

“The stop sign is simply not
obeyed,” said Mr Brillon.

He knew mirrors affixed to the
sides of buildings were used for traf-
fic safety in Europe and in some
industries, and decided to ask the
city for one, but was turned down.

“It’s not the city’s policy to install
mirrors,” confirmed director of pub-
lic security Richard McEnroe. He

added the idea had never been raised
at traffic meetings.

Undaunted, Mr Brillon wrote to
the Bank of Montreal in mid-August.

Mr Bashatly added at a bank the
size of his, requests of that sort usu-
ally take much longer even to be
considered.

Mr Brillon and the other residents
are happy with the result.

*It lets me know if traffic’'s com-
ing down the lane,” he said. He add-
ed it was understandable the city
didn’t want to install the mirror.

*It was an unusual request which
came to them, but which was expedi-
tiously and professionally handled
by the bank,” he said.

Mr McEnroe said it was “very gra-
cious” for the bank to install the
mirror.

He said he wrote a letter this week
to the three residents of de Maison-
neuve apologizing for the city’s not
building a speed bump in the lane, as
was promised.

“It's just an oversight,” he said.

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Survey says WMA members satisfied with city performance

Older generations of West-
mounters are happy with their mu-
nicipal government, according to the
latest survey by the Westmount
Municipal Association of its mem-
bers.

The third-annual WMA member
survey shows Westmounters — the
238 who bothered to respond — liked
very much the services they were
getting from their community, said
Tom Thompson to 14 members of the
WMA at their last meeting, on Mon-
day.

Surprisingly, the survey said 69
percent of respondents had used the
Centre Local des Services Commu-
nautaire (CLSC) on Victoria avenue.
Mr Thompson attributed this high
percentage to people organizing
meetings there, rather than a reflec-
tion of the number of people seeking
treatment.

The library is an abiding concern
for many. Almost half ranked it as
the municipal institution most in
need of services and money.

There was some concern uncover-
ed about power lines — but not very
much. Half of those responding said
they did not find power lines a nui-
sance in any way. Most power lines in

Westmount are attached to the backs
of buildings.

Respondents expressed a very
high rate of satisfaction on measures
of maintenance and security. More
than three out of four want to main-
tain public security patrols, and the
same number are satisfied with the
removal of leaves and snow, and the
maintenance of trees.

As well, three-quarters of respon-

Sent to 700 households

The WMA's 700 household mem-
bers were sent survey forms. A full
50 percent of respondents to the sur-
vey were 60 years of age or older, 39
percent were between 40 and 59, and
11 percent were 39 or younger.

Reading highlights of the survey,
Mr Thompson sounded confident his
membership is happy with the city's
municipal services.

In the past, Mr Castle has be-
moaned the amount of excellent ma-
terial he couldn’t put on stage; it is
never a question of searching for
good stories, but of leaving out sto-
ries that both he and the cast love for
the sake of the running time of the
show.

Geneviéve Renaud can't remem-
ber when she decided to become a
dietician, but her mother can.

“She tells me I read an article in
the French Chatelaine when I was in
Grade 9 about this new profession in
science. So I went to Université de
Montréal and met the director of the
nutrition department to find out
from her how to become a dietician.
She found that funny, but she told
me to finish high school and then
come to university, since we didn't
have CEGEP those days.

“My first goal was tobe a research-
er in food chemistry, but I changed
my mind and became a therapeutic
dietician. Now I am an administra-
tive dietician.”

Ms Renaud oversees the prepara-
tion of 1,000 meals a day at the 240-
bed Reddy Memorial Hospital.

The English-language hospitals in
Montreal form one of three groups
for the purchase of food from suppli-
ers approved by the ministry of
health for all foodstuffs except fresh
fruit and vegetables.

“We buy from known grocers. The
food is inspected and you don't hear
of food poisoning in hospitals.

“Besides the safety of food, we
test for flavor, appearance and quali-
ty. We (the dieticians from English

hospitals) meet every six weeks. We
each bring our problems and decide
how to settle them. We have certain
power to deal more easily with sup-
pliers because we are a group.”

One-third of the patients at the
Reddy are elderly.

“When we plan menus we must
think of these old people. They can
have difficulty chewing or swallow-
ing. They may have loss of taste, so
we try to make the food less bland
for them. Many of them are on thera-
peutic diets — many of them are
diabetics. This is perhaps the easiest
condition to control with food.”

Food a comfort

Besides that, Ms Renaud believes
strongly that ““food is not only thera-
peutic, it is a comfort.” So she wants
to give people the best possible
meals, while realizing that distribu-
tionisa problem. It takes a half-hour
or more from the kitchen to the pa-
tient.

Before a new food is introduced to
the hospital menus, which run in
three-week cycles, it is given trials.
But because sick people are not very
amenable to experimentation, the
food is generally quite plain.

It is in the meals for the hospital

cafeteria that there is some sense of
adventure.

“There are lots of restaurants in
the area where staff can eat, so we
try to have special meals for them.”

Her eyes sparkle as she describes
getting family recipes from staff
members when they decided on a
Caribbean theme, making unusual
purchases, and trying out the special
foods.

Ms Renaud’s first job was at the
Jewish General Hospital, then she
worked at a private obesity clinic. “I
took a few years off to raise my two
big boys, Sebastien, 17, and Guil-
laume, 15.”

She spent time in Quebec in a
psychiatric hospital and taught at
Université de Laval.

“I supervised dieticians in stage,
then became the department head
here at Reddy Memorial Hospital. I
have been here nearly six years now.”

Warm atmosphere

The advantage of a small hospital
is that everyone on staff knows
everyone else. This leads to a very
warm atmosphere, but it also leads
to “elevator meetings.” Staff mem-
bers discuss work between her
eighth-floor office and the basement
kitchen.

Ms Renaud’s tiny office is
crammed but she has made it cheer-
ful with photos of her sons and paint-
ings by other staff members she ob-
tained at the annual staff art show.
She herself no longer paints.

“That's for when I'm not working,
for my retirement. Life is not enough
— there are too many things to do.”

She has plenty to do on her job and
her personal life. She is married to
Claude, a stockbroker.

“I play golf — a lot. I read, in
French, mostly English and Ameri-
can authors, which is strange. I read
mysteries and am very fond of Aga-
tha Christie and science fiction.
Isaac Asimov is my favorite. I do
exercise — aerobics to keep in shape.

awards and other honors and distinc-
tions, a bibliography, a brief biogra-
phy and memoires of his friends and
co-workers.

It will be an invaluable record of
the legacy of films he left to film
buffs, historians and filmmakers.

But I suspect, on the basis of one
long conversation with Mr Brittain,
that this book would have annoyed
him somewhat. He did so much, was
such a good talker and observer of
humanity and all its quirks, that
there was more to say about him than
can be crammed into 107 pages.

Yet we read the same things over
and over again. There’s no need for
this: Mr Brittain himself can bear
much repetition, but the reader will
not find these pearls of wisdom from
his friends have the same strength.

Many of the photos of Mr Brittain
in the book are repeated also, but to
much better effect. There are film
stills, candid photos of the man at
work, accepting awards, with his
friends. There are photos of the sub-
jects of anumber of his documentary
films. These are all fascinating.

Heritage homes
booklet now
selling for 510

Westmount’s $70,000 heritage
homes booklet is finally out.

“Westmount: A Heritage to Pre-
serve,” the city’s 63-page roundup of
interesting and historic Westmount
homes and properties, was launched
Sunday at Victoria Hall, during the
finale of Arts Westmount.

The glossy tome is divided into
“history” and “heritage tnday” sec-
tions, which give tidbits of history
and some names of people who first
settled here, along with photos of
their homes. Included are people like
fur trader William Hallowell, and
the pioneering Descaris family. &

It is a sampling of the results of a
study by architects Beaupré and Mi-
chaud on Westmount’s heritage. The
full study is available at the West-
mount Library, and lists 390 build-
ings as heritage vintage.

The booklet was four years in the
making. The city received $28,000
from the ministry of cultural affairs
of Quebec and tossed in $30,000 itself
for the study and booklet. The cost
rose to $70,000, said director of build-
ing and planning Joanne Poirier, be-
cause of inflation over four years. Ms
Poirier helped supervise the book-
let’s compilation.

The city has printed 950 English-
language booklets and 500 written in
French. Ms Poirier said if the first
edition sells out quickly another edi-
tion can be brought out soon.

The heritage book is available at
the ecity clerk’s office at city hall, or
at Double Hook bookstore on Greene
avenue. The cost is $10, unless you
happen to live in one of the homes
listed by Baupré and Michaud as a
heritage home. If so, you get the
booklet free.

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Task force studying decline of English school population

A task force set up by the Quebec
government is studying why enrol-
ment in schools is on the decline.

Liberal MNA Russell Williams, a
member of the task force set up earli-
er this month, says the province
wants to improve anglophone educa-
tion here.

But the vice-principal of West-
mount High School, Garvin Jeffers,
says the main road to a bright future
lies in repealing the limitations on
English school enrolment in Bill 101,
the charter of the French language.

“The quality of education is the
first priority,” of the task force set up
by education minister Michel Pagé,
said Mr Williams. The task force was
set up earlier this month, and is to
report to the National Assembly by
February.

“I think what you're seeing is the
government saying look, we want
English language education to flour-
ish in Quebec,” said Mr Williams.

Mr Williams said he “was not in-
volved” in the provincial govern-
ment’s intervention in a minority
language court case in Alberta in
1988.

At the time, a group of franco-
Albertan parents were seeking pro-
vincial support for a minority
French-language education system
there. The case was under review by
the Supreme Court of Canada, and
the parents were arguing for their
right to schools under the Charter of

Rights and Freedoms.

The Quebec government inter-
vened on behalf of the province of
Alberta to argue against the rights
the parents were seeking.

“Idon’t think you can compare the
situation here and there,’ said Mr
Williams, who called the anglophone
school system here “exciting.. . high
quality.”

School emptier

But schools are emptier than they
used to be.

At Westmount High School the
student population is 40 percent of
what it was in 1981, said vice-princi-
pal Jeffers. Some 430 students go to
the school now, he said, down from
slightly more than 1,000 ten years
ago.

The numbers mirror what has hap-
pened across the province. In 1972
there were 250,000 students enrolled
in anglophone elementary and sec-
ondary schools. By September of
1990, the number was down 57 per-
cent to 108,000.

Thesituation has improved a bit in
the last three years at Westmount
High, said Mr Jeffers. He attributed
this to Westmount High's good loca-
tion on St Catherine street, and im-
provements to its reputation since
the arrival of its current principal,
Dick Meades.

But even he does not anticipate a
quick return to halls and classes full
of Westmount High students.

“Rescind parts of Bill 101,” said Mr
Jeffers, when asked what would be
the best thing for Westmount High.
He said a recommendation to allow
people educated in the English lan-
guage anywhere in the world to get
an education in that language here
for their children would be a good

of it (education policy).”

Mr Williams said declining enrol-
ment in anglophone schools is tied to
economics, as people leave for other
parts of Canada, and not simply the
result of restrictions imposed by the
provincial government.

Mr Jeffers said he was not worried
about the province’s Bill 107, which
would take school boards off a reli-
gious footing and divide them along
linguistic lines.

“If they are going to leave the
PSBGM (Protestant School Board of
Greater Montreal) intact,” then re-
form of the system is acceptable,

Superior defence

said Mr Jeffers. He said he would
like to see the PSBGM retain its
leadership role in anglophone educa-
tion, no matter what the system.

Some administrators in other
parts of the province fear if Quebec
succeeds in taking school boards off
the denominational footing they are
on, they will lose the protection they
enjoy under the British North Amer-
ica Act, which guaranteed the contin-
uing existence of denominational
boards. They fear it will be easier to
close an anglophone school if stu-
dent population numbers begin fall-
ing under the linguistically-based
system.

Bill 107 is now under review by the

Supreme Court of Canada.

The task force’s official mandate
is to study the decline of the anglo-
phone school population, including
small schools; examine vocational
education for anglophones; and
analyse the exodus of young anglo-
phones from the province.

Mr Jeffers says he is optimistic the
task force will be listened to by Que-
bec, and indicated the issue will be a
thorn in the side of the government
for the forseeable future.

“Idon't think English education is
going to disappear,” said Mr Jeffers.
“We will be here for a long time to
come.”
