THE SIEGE OF DELHI.

The following letter is from a young sergeant
in the 60th Royal Rifles:
Camp Guznee de Nuggur, June 3.

My dear Father,—We left Meerut on the 27th
ult. At about four the same day the 1usurgeqts
took up a most capital position, about a mile
from our camp, and commenced operations with
some very heavy guns. My company was Or-
dered to advance, got under a wall, and return-
ed the fire in first-rate order. We remained
under cover and unsupported for about half an
hour, when the remainder of our boys came up
at the double, and our captain was: ordered to
charge the guns. Off we galloped. = They sent
several rounds of grape -and - eannister into
us, but we dodged them. .As soon as Wwe 'Sa&w
the explosion down we went flat on, our faces,
and up, off, and down again before we could say|
“Jack Robinson.” We got up to the 3‘1“5‘1?q
drove the niggers to the devil, and thought we
were all right, when off went their ammunition..
They had pet a slow match to it. Our captain
(J. Andrews) and four men were Kkilled by the
explosion, and several wounded. We captured
the 24-pounder siege gun and several others.—
Their field batteries they took away. They
next took up their position in front of_ a large
walled village, and fought' like devils. We
drove them into the village and set fire to it.—
We were obliged afterwards to go through the
fire and drive them out. At last we broke
them. A small band,about thirty, got together
at the foot of the village, and stood their ground
till the whole weie killed. They actually crosged
bayonets with ours and met their death like
Trojans. We returned to camp about 9, PM
At 2. o’clock the next day they came out again
and fought the same battle over again. - We
drove them from their position, and that was
all. They numbered about 6,000, with a great
many guns. Their cavalry charged our 'guns
over and over again.  Both men and officers
who have fought side by side with them say
they could not have imagined that any of the
native troops could have fought so well. I
had several narrow escapes, but one particularly
80. In the village I went into a hut; one of
the gents: was behind the door; as soon as I
showed my nose he made a chop. I twigged
him in time, took & step to rear, fired through
the door, and cooked his goose. =~ The officer
commanding my company, Lieutenant Napier,
the second day was shot in the leg, which has
since been amputated. - As soon as that t‘akes
place we're off to Delhi ; no quarter to be given,
ag ' they give us none. ~ We were obliged to
shoot their wounded. = They fought more des:
perately when hurt than when whole. - Delhi
fort now mounts upwards of 150 heavy guns
and field pieces innumerable, ammunition, shot,
and shell in abundance, so that we may expect
rather warm work.

“I have written this squatting on the ground;
we don’t deal in tables, and I must leave off for
a sleep, ag we expect & row. this evening.

¢ Camp before Delhi, June 14.

“No soldiers’ letters have been sent from
eamp since I commenced this.. We left Guz.ng.e
de Nuggur, at 5 p.m, on the 3d en route to join
the head-quarters camp, and marched 21 hours
without halting more than 10 minutes at a time,
through mountains and jungle; joined head-
quarters on the morning of the 6th, having
made a circuit of 60 miles and upwards, nearly
the whole road too steep and rugged.for a billy-
goat. At4 p.m. we came upon & line of bat-
teries  of the enemy, which were served with
the greatest precision. After ‘three hou}'s very
hard fighting we drove them from their posi-
tion with great loss. We ourselves lost con-
siderably.  The second shell fired by the enemy
killed ‘the Adjutant-General Colonel Chester.
The 75th lost about 70 men. Our regiment has

Jumna. After we got the gentlemen out of
their first line they retired, disputing every inch
of ground for eight miles; at the sixth we hal-
ted, had a drain of rum and & biscuit served out
to us, rested for half-an-hour, and then followed
them up ; in the meantime they had lined the
tops of the hills. The Rifles were ordered to
advance in skirming order, which we did in fine
style, and by an able flank movement, we took
possession of the whole range, captured the
guns, and drove the enemy into the city. It
was fine sport for our fellows. We kept behind
the rocks as we advanced and all the niggers
could see was the flash of our pieces. = Our first
point is to look out for cover—up a tree, behind
a tree or rock, in'a hole, or, in fact, anywhere
where we can see without being seen. We took
and shot two Europeans this day ; one of them
confessed that there were 10 ' more in the service
of the King of Delhi. * Captured 17 ‘guns this
day, with a very large store of ammunition,shot,
&e. They came out in' great force at 7 p.m.
the same day and tried very hard to dislodge
us, 'but it'was ‘no go.’ They are getting rein-
forcements every day ; the 60th Native Infantry
and 4th Native Regular Lancers joined ‘them
from the waterside the day before yesterday, at
2 pa., and gave us as tight a fit as 'we have
had yet. Ifit had not been for a stratagem I
think they would have taken our heavy guns
and ammunition. = Our colonel ordered us to
hide just das it was- getting dusk, and then he
sounded the ‘retire;’ the ‘niggers” who, of
course, know our bugle sounds as well as we do,
thinking that we had actually gone back, came
up at the ‘double in thousands; all of a mob.—
When'about 20 yards distance it was ‘Up, boys,
and at them.! They were greatly astonished,
‘and cut their sticks as’ fast as they could. T

At 5'p.m. the whole of the force, pickets and
guards excepted, proceeded by different routes
in two columns to attack and dislodge a battery.
Our companies arrived first at the place, knock-
ed down the front-gate, and rushed in in! front
of a wory hoawy £xo from bohind walls, aud then
forced two other barricaded gates ; about 10 of
ours were ordered in; the rest being posted out-
side the inner walls to shoot all who attempted
to escape. We drove them into a’corner and
shot 41, all' that ‘remained, the others' having
escaped by a gate which we had not guarded.

* %.0n the 19th the enemy were reinforced with
one regiment of infantry and one troop of artil-
lery. 'During the day their whole: force made
a wide’circuit and got within a mile of the rear
of our camp before they were discovered. The
artillery and cavalry went out to check them ;
three companies of our battalion were the first
infantry force on'thé field. * After a very' hard
fight, which lasted till 10 p.m., we were obliged
to'retire for the night, owing to the darkness,
the 75th and one‘of our guns fired three rounds
into our company. We had one officer killed,
two wounded, and about 80 men killed and
wounded.  Some ' of the wounded could not be
found ; they were picked up the next morning
most horribly mutilated. . Two of them (one a
married man with a large family), were skinned
‘We went out the next morning (20th), but they
retired after a heavy artillery action.

¢ The weather i3 very hot. I had 72 hours
outpost duty on a plain, without the slightest
shelter. 1 felt during the day as if T had a hot
iron going into my head. "We have hada few
deaths from cholera the last day or two. 1,000
men are expected in hourly. As soon as they
arrive we assault. We tried it once, but it wag
no go, information having been  given to the
Rajah.™ g :

__* Our rations, with the exception of rum and
bread, are very bad—indeed, scarcely eatable.
We got a gallon of rum to every 13 men, and
sometimes a gallon to 10, with a pound of bread
each man daily. We should be a long time
starving on that. The rations cost, includlng
the rum, five annas—about 7d per diem.

¢ Information has just been received that the

bridge of boats has been burned, so that we are
now entirely cut off.

Some three days after the despatch of our
last letters all the ladies were warned to leave
their rooms, and take up their quarters #n the
fort, in the respective dens assigned for them
there, but the gentlemen were still to remain in
cantonments in case of an attack, We obeyed
orders, and a few days after our arrival every:

sent in, at least a few of them, the rest remain-
ing with all the officers fit for duty, and at 12
o'clock, on news being received that the muti-
neers’ force was within six miles of Agra, the
Brigadier determiued on our few Europeans of
the 3d and the militia going out to meet the
enemy at once. They met the enemy at three
o’clock, and oh! it was dreadful to hear the
booming of the cannon and the incessant
firing - for upwards of three hours. You
may well imagine the state of anxiety we were
all in, knowing how many must have fallen
during the action. Captain Campbell, who was
on duty in the fort, took Mrs. Proctor and my-
self to the flagstaff bastion, where we saw a
great deal of what was passing below—not the
action, but the position of the enemy, At first
news was brought that we had been quite vic-
torious, but alas! this was not true. Two of
our tumbrils blew up, and for loss of ammuni-
tion our men had to make a hasty retreat into
the fort with the loss of 130 killed and wound-
ed, Oh! it was a sad sightto see the poor
wounded men coming into the fort. We could
all see distinctly the retreat of our troops.—

Then, immediately they were compelled to re-

turn, the released prisoners (some 4,000 in num-
ber), and all the bad men in the city, besides
Sowars and Sepoys, commenced burning the

.civil lines, and by 1 o’clock that morning the

whole of the Agra cantonments and civil lines

“wore in flames. Tt was a hiost appalling sight. %
R. and J- were, of course; in the:
action, and our feelings of thankfulness can

scarcely be imagined when we saw them return

in safety. Officers who had been present during

almost all the battles in the Sutlej never remem-

ber being under heavier firing. That night the

enemy left Agra for Muttra, and are still hover-

ing about this ; but everything is prepared for

ESCAPE OF OFFIC_E}{—S FROM NEEMUCH,

Lieutenant-Colonel Luard presents his com-
pliments to the editor of The Times, and begs to
send for publication an account of the escape
of several officers from Neemuch.

Copy of Ensign Davenport's (12th Bombay
Native Infantry) Account of the Mutiny at Nee-
much on June 3 :(—

On the night of the 3d Macdonald and I lay
down' in our clothes, but not to sleep, as we
had reason to suspeet that all was nut right.
At half-past 11 p.m., we were aroused by the
report of a gun, followed by another. Tnis
was the signal for the row, and many moments
had not passed when we saw our houses blazing
all round. Lieutenant Gurdon and Lieutenant
Rose got the men out of the hospital and march-
ed them to join us at the fort. A shot was
fired on the way to the fort, it was said by a
Sepoy, at Lieutenant Rose. When they had
joined us we placed the men along the ramparts,
and ordered them to load.  They obeyed with
appareni; cheerfulness, and one and all swore to
defend the place with their lives. I was placed
to defend the gate, with a subahdar of nearly
50 years' service, two European sergeants, and
20 picked men. We remained in'most anxious
suspense for nearly four hours, during which
time we saw cavalry thrusting lighted torehes'

into the thatch of the bungalows, when we-

heard the 72d Bengal Native Infantry, the Ben-.
gal Cavalry and Artillery, approaching. = Just
as they passed the political agent's house two
more guns were fired. This was the signal for
the Grwalior men to be up and doing.  Imme-
mediately on these guns being fired my old
hero of 50 years’ standing ordered his picked
and brave men to lower the gate, which T did
my best to prevent, and for my pains received a

At 2 I drove out to Monc~
ton’s'and dined, and when rising to come away
at 8 o’clock Jones said to me, ¢ You are not to
-return to-night ; you must sleep here.

Of course, I at once saw something was wrong,
8o settled to stay. - It seems the 14th regiment
Native Infantry mutinied'at Jhelum on the 9th
and fought four companies of the 24th Queen’s
were much cutup.”

and of the escape of the survivors of the 14th,
he became alarmed. When the danger was
hinted at I could not. contain myself, ¢ The
Brigadier's policy from the first, said I, ¢ was
wrong. He has put too much faith in the vil-
laing, and I now assert, and if he and I live
shall say it, that he alone will be anywhere

responsible for all the blood that will be shed |

to-morrow.’ After cooling down I said to Jones,
‘Good’ God, are the women and children to be
butchered without one§word of caution ?  Can-
not. they be brought away in the night?: ‘No ;
the snspicions of the Sepoysare not to be raised,
-and he wishes all to be kept quiet.’ g

#Iremained and teok my watch on guard from
midnight to:3a: m., when I was relieved by
M. M'Mahon. About 4 o’clock M. M'Mahon
roused me—* Get up, itisall up, the row has
begun. Let us shut up our selves here—Inglis’s
house’ [one mile and a-half from cantonments
and about. two miles from - the fort] . ‘No,
said I, ¢ here there can be no hope; let us off to
the fort.” T must here tell you the missionary
had been warned to get away. We afterwards
found the poor missionary and his wife and
child was brutally murdered near the kutchery.
Imade up my mind to take to my heels across
the plain. How I got to the fort I hardly know
even now, but I did overtake Jones and the
guard, more dead than alive. Tt was truly a
run for dear life for you'and our children, and
I'marched into the fort ‘after what everybody
calls a miraculous escape, for I was less than a
quarter of a mile from the troopers ; and if they
had seen me I should have surely been a dead
man. Your Doctor—Graham—on hearing the
disturbance, 'flew with' his' daughter to their
buggy, and unfortunately they took the public
road to the fort.  The cavalry met them and
shot him dead. 'She was brought to the fort,
and her anguish on that awful'day is past de-
scription. Staff Graham, wife, and two ladies
also made their eéscape in their carriage for the
fort; he was shot dead ; the ladies got away in
the carriage to the fort, taking the public road.
Bishop was killed, the ladies unharmed. Briga-
dier Brind met witha mortal wound, and has
since died here. T am thankfal to tell you the
deeds of blood ceased with the Brigadier'’s death,
but then began those of destruction. Kutche-
ries, magazines, all all burnt. I stood on the
north bastion of the fort for hours, watching all
they did, and when the artillery magazine blew
up it'was grand and fearful. : They then collect-
ed all our carriages, horses, buggies, -and load-
ed them with the spoils of all “our bungalows.
Then they. mustered the Government camels,
and loaded them, and:at 4 o'clock, the hour we
were to have started; they took the road I’ was
to have taken for Goojeranwalla, passing along
by the fort, and so affording us a full view.

The moveable column have met  the raseals
and thraghed ‘them. 1In the 'midst of all this
anxiety, discomfort, dirt, and alarm, I am, thank
God, quite’ well. ; .

7 Mzow, July 23.

¢ On the 18t of this monththe troops broke
out at Indore, 14 miles from here. ~ We were
ordered out with our battery, but when we had
gone seven miles and a-half ‘news came that
the insurgents had taken another road;so we
returned and found the station in great. alarm ;
some of the rebels had brought: up two guns
while we were away, but they were taken by,
the cavalry. Two of our horses dropped down
dead just ag we came in, S0 you may imagine
the rate at which we went there and back, hay-
ing six horses to each gun and six to .the wag-
gon. Aftér dinner we were ordered to clear out
of the barracks into the arsenal, and we got,
most of the things in by dark, = About half-past
8 p.m. one of the native infantry officers came
galloping in, saying that the regiment was up ;

gentle intimation thatif I-did not be quiet I

I asked |

in came another from the cavalry with the
same story. Our hoises were so knocked up
that we placed the guns inside, so as to play
through the gate in case ofan attack. We had
40 of the native infantry on guard inside ; next
up came Colonel Platt and said they were out-
side and the battery must be brought out. We
could not, for it takes half an hour to put in
horses and get ready. The first thing we did
was to disarm the guard we had inside, which
was done promptly ; we found every man with
his piece loaded, and some of them with three
balls.  There was only one shot fired on our
side, and not one on theirs; the reason of this
was we had them in front of our guns and could
have sent them to ¢kingdom come’ in no
time. During the time this was going on Colo-
nel Platt rushed outside along with one of the
officers of his regiment and tried to persuade
them to come back. We were ordered to fire;
the port fires were lit , and as soon as they saw
that away they went, so we had no firing inside.
It was a great pity the old colonel was in the
gateway, or we should have mown them down
nicely with grape. I must not forget to men=
tion that Colonel Plat was like a father to the
men, and when he had an opportunity of leaving
them and joining an European corps last sum-
mer the men petitioned him to stay. He had
been upwards of 30 years with them, and when:
the riot took place he had so much confidence.
in them that he rode up fo their lines before we '
could get out. When we found him next morn-
ing both cheeks were blown off his back com-
pletely riddled with balls, one through each
thigh, his chin smashed into his mouth, and
three sabre cuts between the cheek bone and
temple ; also a cut across the shoulder and the
back of the neck. Two others were killed, one
native [ndian and one cavalry officer—total 3.
I never saw such mangled bodies in my life, and
never wish to see the like again. Had the co-
lonel not been so rash we should not have lost
aman. But I am wandering from my story ;
when the battery was ready away we went, the
blaze from the officers’ quarters serving to light
us on our way; as we were going there were
several shots fired at us but, we could not see
the offenders, as they generally came from the
backs of houses, etc. However, when we got
into their lines balls came pretty fast, so we un-
limbered and gave them three rounds of grape
and round shot, from five 91b guns and 1 241b.
howitzer.As soon as the first round was fired they
fled to the other side of the river. ~When they
came back to our little ‘garrison, but got no
'sleep that night. ' Next morning we mounted
eight, guus on the bastions, two at each corner.
We have been hard at work ever since. The
first four nights and days we got no rest. My
face and arms are skinned, the same asif they
had been scalded, and my lips are at the pre-
sent moment one mass of scabs withj the heat of
the sun. We are not very regimental now ;
I have been out two days with three guns re-
covering&st'olen property and setting fire to vil-
lages. After the first day’s work all the na-
tive drivers left us (on the 2d inst.), so we had
no choice'but to mount and drive ourselves.
Three of the drivers returned, one ot them so
late that we taught him how to dance upon no-
thing.  We are hanging all we can get hold
of; the gallows is just in front of one of the
siege batteries. ' 'We’ have mounted 12 heavy
guns—six in front and four in rear, also one in
front of each battery inside, so that if they take
‘the outside ones they will have to come
‘through a gateway up to ' the mnzzles of our 18
guns. In all we have 24 guns, from 8 to 24
pounders. - The inside of the place is like a
fair ; it is not much more than 200 yards square,
and we have all our horses, bullocks, carts,
‘carriages, furniture; &c. © We have evervthing
up from the barracks. Officers work with pick-
axe and spade just the same as the men ; all
are alike so far ag duty goes ; officers do sentry
at night with firelocks on their shoulders. It
is‘a mercy that any of us are alive, and nothing
but the hand of Providence saved us all from
- & bloody-death, It was not known to the na-
tives in this station where we were when we
went towards Indore, or they would have cut
all ‘the Europeans who remained in the station
to pieces. One troop of cavalry came up and
met us to cover our guns. They (the natives)
could have made nice work of us in a narrow
~xvad; but they had no pluck.  Thank God we
were back and had a little time to spare before
they commenced.”

JUBBULPORE.

The following is from an officer of the 524
Native Infantry; dated Intrenched Residency,
July 17 :—

“." . . The men of our regiment long ago
declared that if the stations of Saugor and Na-

gode held out there was no fear of our regiment
mutinying, and though some of the men evin-
ced a bad spirit, we continned to trust them.
One day a man in the ranks made an attempt to
stab our adjutant, who had a narrow escape, as
the baynot passed through his jacket at one
side. "He was declared to he insane, and we
packed him off, but we were given to understand
by some of the good men that they feared that
it was a concerted plan. Even after that, how-
ever, we kept in our own houses, until we heard
that & detachment which had been sent out into
the district from' Saugor had mutinied, upon
which the Chief Commissioner thought it ad-
visable that we should intrench ourselves in the
Residency, where he lives. It is a beautiful
place; so we all came here one evening,
and such a business you never saw. There
were 10 ladies, with ever so many children,
and a number of sergeants’ and wuiters’ wives.
»The next morning' we {began’ intrenching our-
selves, bricking up all the veranda; only leaving
loopholes to fire through. . During this time
our men  kept quiet, and have done so ever
since ; no parades, but marching off the guards,
-and drill as usual. ~ Of course we did notallow
our men into. the fortifications, but we allowed
them to give us two guards of 50 men each
outside at a little distance. We inside number
about 45 fighting men, about 20 women, and
as many children. Three of us are of course on
sentry duty throughout the night, relived every
hour by three ‘others: « We feel quite safe now,
but were very hard worked at first. - At Sangor
| they are all in the fort. . Curious- to say, after
the officers' had deserted their regiments, the
424 Native Infantry and Irregular Cavalry
mutinied, and when they called on the 31st
Native Infantry to join them the latter attack-
ed the mutineers, and, though deserted by their
officers, drove them out of cantonments = The
officers of the 31st, ' sitting on the walls of the
fort, implored Brigadier Sage to. permit them
to rejoin them away, and are now encamped
under the walls of the fort protecting their offi-
cers, who arenot allowed to join them. -The
31stis the only regiment that has actually used
their arms against the mutineers. We
have just heard thata force is coming up from
Kamptee, consisting of the 33d Madras, two
squadrons of horse, and a detail of. Artillery.
They are going to pass through this country to
avenge the atrocities of Jhansi, N usseerabad,
Ba.n'da,' Nowgog, &c. Two companies of our
regiment are to accompany the force, and O——
and myself aie the ITucky ones to go. Won't
we just avenge our: countrymen? Our orders
are to destroy, burn, kill, and hang, and if the
order is not carried out. it won’t be my fault.
Some of the worst atrocities took place at the
stations [ have named. . At Jhansi,for instance,
53 Europeans, including civilians and officers,
were starved out and .had to surrender. - They
tied them to trees, ladies and gentlemen, and
the children in front, and, atter cutting  the
latter in two, cut the men’s heads off, and then
ended in violating and murdering all the women,
T'have seen the depositions taken by Chief Com-
missioner here of natives who were eye-witnesses
and had escaped, but they are too heartrending
torelate. The revolver you sent me is always
round my waist loaded.. I could get, £50 for
1t “here, as there are only two: others here, I
have but a short time to write, having -the
charge of the west side fortifications, as we are,
of course, still improving, every day, and shall
soon be impregnable., My own battery consists
of a musket from my cowmpany, a double rifle;
two double guns, besides the Colt, 5
. . We are as jolly as sand boys, and to hear
the ladies singing and playing after dinner you
would not suppose that we .dare not leave the
place for any distance.” .

The following is an extract: from' another
letter dated Jubbulpore, July 20 .—

‘ Here ;is what I call a cheering incident:
A partyleft Benares in pursuit of rebels ; they
soon . came upon them ; there were about 700
of them drawn up in'a mass: The first two
shells from our guns fell in the midstof them
and killed 55 of their) number, Nothing daunt-
ed,, the rebels; made a determined rush at the

| guns, but the Highlanders. opening. fire at 100

yards with their Miniés ¢hecked-them. ' "The Sikh
infantry," seeing - the ‘execution ~done by ‘the
Miniés, tried, their weapons, but"finding their
balls fall short they! ceased firing; though some
of them made splendid shots; - The rebels began
to give way and our party charged’; the cavalry
were of course leading, but on coming up with’
the rebels, who called out ¢ Deen, deen’ (mean-=
ing ¢ the: Faith,’ but always used by mnative
troops. as a® war cry), they pulled up and fired
their carbines in the air. = The rebels did not
appear: to-appreciate  this proceeding, for they
fired; killing two or three of the troopers” horses,
This. put the :men’s blood up again, and they
went at them, cutting down some 30 or 40.: At
length the rebels were ' completely 'routed yith
a loss.of 300 killed and: 50 prisoners; ' The pri=:
soners  were placed in a row on the road, ‘and
sent to Paradise, or somewhere else, immediates

NV aRLIKE PREPARATIONS FOR INDIA,
In the Iast two months we have despatched
25,000 soldiers on a voyage of 15,000 miles.—-
This brief but comprehensive observation is not:
ill-calculated to place the energy and resourcest
of the country in a creditable light before the:
world; but it would be unwise to presume that
the work before us has been nearly accomplish-
ed. It has been estimated that an army of 80,-
000 British troops in India would suffice for the
pacification of the country. The European
troops in India at the commencement of the
year numbered altogether, including those in.
the service of the company, about 35,000 or 40,-
000 men, To these it may be reckoned that
10,000 have been or will be added from the
Oape, the Mauritius, Ceylon, and the Chinese
Expedition, leaving 30,000 or 35,000 to be des-
patched from these shores. As of this compli-
ment 25,000 have already sailed, and nearly
10,000 more are under orders for embarkation,
the immediate requirements of the case may ap-
pear to have been thus far satisfied ; but, if we
look into the matter more closely, it will soon.
be seen how much remains to be achieved.
Of the troops recently sent from this country
a considerable portion represented the draughts
required in due course to keep up to their pro-
per strength the European battalions quartered
in India, and these men, therefore, will have
been already reckoned under the item giving
the original strength of the Indian force. Con-
sidering, indeed, the increase of casualties in
the nextplace, several of the regiments now in
Bengal represent only so many loans, to be re=
paid at the earliest opportunity. These batta~
lions have been withdrawn from Bombay, from
Madras, from other colonies, and from the exi-
gencies of another war in the east.
Lord Melville took occasion in his speech at
Edinburgh on Friday last to observe both that
the exigencies of India might call for larger
succours than had yet been despatched, and-
that our immediate resources for meeting those
calls had been almost exhausted. The conclu-
sion is, that the military establishments of the
kingdom should be forthwith increased, and
thisis the necessity which Government is pro-
posing.to meet. Fifteen Regiments of the Line
areto réceive second battalions,so asfto represent
30 regiments instead of 15.°
A certain number of regiments, again,are to
be raised from 840 men each to 1,000,580 that
theregnlar army will acquire _an accession of
strength amounting to 20,000 bayonets. Inad-
dition 15,000 of the Militia’ will be called out,
-so that the grp left in our home forees will be
pretty nearly filied: —If the ordinary strengih,
in short, of the European army in India was
40,000, and it is now to be raised to 80,000, this
will constitute an extraordinary demand upon
our general establishments to the extent ot 40,-
000 men, and the new battalions of the Line
with the embodied Militia Corps will about sup-
ply the deficiency.
It appears to us, however, that these mea-
sures have been framed upon a scale short of
that which the cccasion suggested. India may
require a much larger force than is now thought
sufficient. We cannot see, therefore, why we
should cut things so closely when we have such
ample resources to draw upon. But itis remark-
able, that though the intelligence from India
has never yet exceeded that measure of calamity
which was to have been anticipated when once
the character of the Mutiny had been establish-
ed, our views of the requisitions likely to arise
have been expanded upon the arrival of each
successive mail.

Itis scarcely conceivable that any intelli-
gence should now be received of a character to
justify us in relaxing our resolutions. = Assum-
ing even that Delhi should have fallen without
serious loss, the great facts of the rebellion will
still survive in asavage and disaffected soldiery
at large throughout the country, in swarms of
armed marauders, in a disorganized adminis-
tration, and, above all, in the demoralization
and contagion which this epedimic has gener-
ated. Come what will in the way of success
or good fortune, we still require our additional
40,000 troops in India, and.-that for some time.
We have a population to draw upon of 28,000,-
000, and an admirable spirit abroad to second
the appeal—in fact, recruits are pouring in by
thousands, and the estimated demand will very
soon be supplied. Ounr financial resources are
equal to any imaginable emergency, and, al-
though as a nation we are instinctively econo-
mical; no Minister need ever fear to draw at dis-
cretion on the public purse for the honour of the
country, the protection of its citizens; and the
reputation of its arms. :

FRENCH EXPERIMENTAL CAMP.

The Camp of Chalons is the novelty of

strongest interest. It 1sestablished ina vast plain,
about 12 miles to the north of the town. The
‘| land ‘there is’of little product or value, and
10,000 hectares (about 25,000 acres) have been
purchased by ‘Government. : -This extensive
tract will admit of the convenient establishment
of a very large body of troops, and includes, a
spacious manceuvring ground. The Emperor,
just issued a general order, prescribing certain
rules: to. be observed. inthe evolutions. The
Emperor’s head-quarters are established on an
eminence, facing. to the north-west. Three
wooden' chdlets have been erected ; the centre
contains the Emperor’s private apartments’; the
two others dining and drawiug rooms: Two
donble huts have been fitted up for guests.—
Other huts, in rear, comprige a printing estab-
lishment, telegraph office, kitchen, stables for
200 horses, store-houses for forage, lodgings for
servants, &c. All the buildings are raised one
metre above the earth, are of elegant appear-
ance, and very comfortable. Between the two
lines which they form are the tents of aides-de-
camp and orderly officers, and of the soldiers
attached to their particular service, Groups of
fir trees give a shady and agreeable aspect to
the collection of buildings, which are arranged
in a quadrilated form, 250 metres wide and 150
deep. - The: head-quarters of General Regnault
de St. Jean d’Angely, who officiates as Major-
General, are about half-a-mile to . the right
of those of the Kmperor. The eamp, which fronts
the Imperial head-quarters, is an irregular poly-~
gon, with protruding and receding angles’; on
three sides it is bounded by small rivers.  On
the right of the camp, and in the vicinity of
water for the horses, the artillery and General
Morris’s three brigades of cavalry have establish-
ed themselves. [n the ‘rear of the artillery of
the Guard, are some artillery of 'the line; the
slaughter-houses; &c. Each tent contains 10
infantry men or eight cavalry soldiers, The
Generals, with their aides-de-camp and staff)
encamp in rear of the troops under ‘their ‘com-
mand.' In front of the lines: of soldiers’ tents
are rows of huts for kitchens, and in front of
these are mess huts for the officers, who take
their ‘meals together; on  the English sys-
tem. In rearof the centre of each division is a
hospital hut, making up 100 beds. Finally ‘a
railroad, nearly 16 miles long, and which. will
have been constructed in less than two months
and a half, will shortly connect the camp with
the Great Eastern.

The usual train of camp followers, sutlers,
and dealers. in drink are, of course, already
‘gathered together in the vicinity of this great
military rendezvous. The French soldier, true
to his habit, has already conferred on the prin-
cipal -assemblage of these itinerant shops: the
_unflattering epithet of Coguinville. : The old
Crimean amusement of amateur. theatricals is
revived at the Chalons camp. Shooting at
targets will be the pastime of the camp. The Hm-
Deror will give: prizes, and, it is said, will! dis-
tribute them with his. own hand.. The man~
oeuvres of the troops have as yet been confined
to divisions and brigades. 30,

He has only— ——
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MissioNARIES MASSACRED IN THE EAsT.—By the
last mail we find, as was of course to be antici-
pated, that the civil and military professions
were not the only ones which had supplied
victims for the mutineers of Hindostan. More
than one clergyman and missionary have fallen
before the horrible anger and madness of the
native soldier, who has so suddenly broken loose
from all the restraints of discipline, and all the
dictates of humanity. - While we regret these
deaths, we cannot help feeling some pride in
the reflection that it is not the uniform which
makes the hero ; but that red coat or black coat,
armed with the bible or the sword, the word or
the weapon, the Briton 1s ready, for any duty,
however dangerous—prepared alike to take his
place in the energetic struggle of the battle
field, or to look with steady eye on the more
hideous preparations for the cold blooded
murder which is to end his earthly career. It has
been the fashion with a class of travellers to
hold up the missionaries of the Protestant
churches as men altogether unworthy of their
high calling, and the hatred arising out of
polemical - controversy has caused parti-
zans to eagerly seize on some of these apo-
cryphal or exaggerated stories in order
to compare unfavorably such evangelizers with
the Frangois Xaviers, and others, who have
been sent forth by another communion. But,
without any disparagement to the undoubted
zeal and self-devotion of the missionaries of
another church, we believe that Protestants
have nothing to blush for in their own, except
perhaps it be the tardiness with which they
were sent. There may hein the minds of many
great doubts of the adviseability of the methods
which they have adopted to secure the end
which these men propose. - But the or-
dinary calculations of worldly prudence are
out of place in congidering such a subject. We
may be very sure that the skilful diplomatic
mind which succeeds everywhere in dealing for
its own advantage with the minds of its fellow
men is not that which informs the bodyof a moral
orreligious teacher. Socrates might, perhaps,

‘have willingly taken poison to spread the doc-
trines among the Athenians ; but cew bom it is
asked, subject himself to destruction when he
did not succeed in rendering his countrymen
one whit better? From time to time we hear
gimilar questions of our missionaries. It is
estimated our many thousands pounds are ex-
pended to obtain a convert, and when some one
perishes, as was the case of the brave
men who died of cold and hunger some
six or seven years ago, on the shores of Terra
del Fuego, the wise men on change say that
they were very good men, but accompany the
remark with a shrug which implies that their
goodness wag greatly alloyed by folly. To all
these objectors it may be replied that there axe
qualities more noble than prudence—and that
while worldly caution and sagacity tend only
to maintain things in the position where they
are—faith in the cause of truth, and in the
designs of Providence is the living principle
which impels the much-ridiculed enthusiast to
begin those small movements which eventually
change the face of the earth, and convert sava-
ges into men. No man of information who can
appreciate any qualities or acts which extend
beyond the mere promotion of material objects
can fail to respect the office of the Christian
missionary. If it were only in a literary sense
that their labours had been useful, the contribu-
tions of the Protestant missionaries to philolo-
gy would place them in a position to merit the
general respect ofthe world. The key which
opened the Chinese language in any practical
manner to the scholars of Europe, was the dic-
tionary of the missionary Morison: a work whose
literary difficulties it i3 impossible to exagge-
rate, while these were increased by the jealousy
of the Chinese nation, which subjected him to
all sorts of inconvenience in the acquisition of
the necessary knowledge. Many other semi-
barbarons languages have been even re-created
by these men and reduced to grammatical rules,
for the purpose of conveying the gospel to all
peoples in all dialects. The publications of the
Bible Society are there to prove their labours in
this interesting department of the history of
our race. But this is not their highest praise.
Take the worst account of the state of society
in the beautiful islands of the South Seas, and
then ask if it be all that is described now, what
would it have been had these men not been pre-
sent—what kind of a population would Oceania
have possesged if, instead of the men who in-
troduced letters, and religion; and government,
it had seen none but the dissolute blackguards
who have run away from ships or convict
settlements, and who, after roving through the
islands, professedly indulging themselves in
every vice, have, in some cases, written books of
travels, to impute all the wrong done to those
men who have alone prevented the corruption
from being entire. Take again the West In-
dies, and it is to the missionarieg that it is due,
if the Christian feeling of the British,
people was at lagt aroused to put an end to the
disgrace of slavery. In the East, prior to the
epach of the missionaries, who were not allow-
ed to enter the country till they obtained leave
to settle under a foreign flag, at the Danish
settlement of Serampore, British officers took
part in the services of Juggernaut, and counte-
nanced, by their presence at least, the horrid
rights of suttee. If the conscience of the na-
tion has been stirred to put an end to this state
of things, it is to the missionaries chiefly that
the change is due. = The deaths of some of these
men at their posts has recalled many of these
" things to our memory, and has impelled us to
repeat the protest we have hitherto made
against the cowardly outcry against these apos-
tles of the principles of mercy and benevolence,
which, in one shape or another, all Christiang
profess to hold. = The clergyman in the East has
fulfilled his work as nobly as the soldier, let
him, at least, have the same meed of respect
and admiration; If his work even is despised,
his courage and devotion merit this tribute to
his worth.

Fres RECEIVED AND BusiNess TRANSACTED

FOR INDIVIDUALS BY (GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS.—
‘We recently, in connection with the Upper Ca-

nada Bank developements, took occasion  to
allude to the circumstance of the intimate con-
nection of that Bank with the politics of the
country, and to point out that there were in the
financial department of the Government very
many indications sach as those which ought to
have made the Bank aware of something being
wrong with its agent before hig crime became
actually patent to the world. Wesaid that it was
notorious that the salaries which appeared from
the published accounts to be paid could not
maintain the expenditures, which any observer
might notice about the seat of government, and
that there must either be clandestine drafts for
gervices rendered, made on individuals having
to do business with the Departments, or some-
thing still worse. Since writing that article we
have been reminded by a friend of a circum-
stance which illustrates one part of these re-
marks, and which was brought to light by the
commissioners appointed to investigate charges
made by returning officers, -This report, which

was sent in to the Government during the last
session of Parliament, contained, among other
curious things, the account, by a Returning of-

ficer in the District of Montreal, of the manner
in which he obtained the settlementof his bill.
The bill contained several charges not allowed
by law, and when it was sent up for audit, the
Deputy Inspector General struck these items
out. It happened, however, that the Returning
officer had been sagacious enough, instead of
transacting the business himself, or through any
ordinary agent, to employ a government official
to draw his money. This nondescript agent
found out what was going on before the ac-
count was absolutely disallowed and reported
on, and he therefore gave notice to his principal,
who forthwith quietly withdrew the original
bill, no doubt by the advice of his astute agent,
and substituted another document, in which the
same sum total was ingeniously made up from
different items. The process consisted simply
in striking out the charges which were not au-
thorizedby law,and in addingthem to thosewhich
could stand the test of the auditor. The Commis-
sioners thrreupon recommended that no person
inthe employ of the Government should be allow-
ed to act as agent for any person having busi-
ness to transact with the Government Depart-
ments ; and we believe there wassome promise
that a general order shonld be issued torepress
the practice. So far, however, we think that
nothing of the sort has been done. We mention
this as one out of a number of facts which have
came under our own notice, but many of which
we are not in a position to make public. ' The
broad facts, however, are entirely within the
observation of the Ministers of the Crown.

Tur CENTRE WARD.—We have been aware
for some days that many of the electors of this
Ward had set their eyes on Mr. D. Gorrie as a
proper person to take the place in ‘the City
Council, lately so ably filled by Mr. Totwnsend,
but now vacated by the retirement of that gen-
tleman. ' 'We, however, preferred to say noth-
ing on the subject until we knew whether Mr.
Gorrie would accept the important charge
which it was proposed to confer upon him, es-
pecially ag'we knew that it was only necessary
for him to express his willingness to make his
election secure. We have no longer that rea-
gon for silence, as we are enabled to-day to pub-
lish the requisition of a most numerous and
respectable body of the electors of the Ward to
Mr. Gorrie, and the reply of that gentlemen.—
The request of so large a number of the rate-pay-
ers amounts of itselfto an election. We regard the
return of their candidate as a fait accomplz, and
have now only to express our gratification at
the return to the Council of a gentleman in all
regpects so well qualified. = Mr. Gorrie is not
only fitted for the post by general business cha-
racter and by a long acquaintance with the city
and the citizens, but he has had an extengive
knowledge in times past of the public bu-
siness of the Corporation, at whose council ta-
ble he sat for a great many years, we have rea-
son to believe with the approbation, and for the
welfare of his constituents.

Tee ExmiBirioN.—Now that the exhibition
has closed, it i3 proper to say one word in
praise of the manner in which the affair was on
the whole conducted. The committees all
merit praise for their arrangements, and among
those whom they employed we may mention
two names especially as having ¢ deserved well
of their country.” ' One of these is Mr. Balchin,
who supplied theedibles, and such moderate
beverages as were allowed to be sold on the
ground for the reflection of the hungry and
thirsty visitors. The other is Mr. Martin, who
acted as Grand Marshall, and who, in that ca-
pacity, had we learn a great deal of the respon-
sibility of maintaing the order of the proceedings
devoled on his shoulders. He was fully
equal to the business, and throughout the three
days the arrival and departure of stock, and of
visitors took place without confusion or trouble.

Laree FAmLure 1N Boston.—Great excite-
ment was occasioned on Saturday by the an-
nouncement, of the failure of the large firm of
Charles H. Mills & Co. - This house was agent
for the Lyman Mills, the Great Falls, Chicopee,
Perkins and Dwight manufacturing Companies,
and other small Corporations. Their liabilities
are said to be between $2,000,000 and $3,000,-
000. Boston papers state that Friday was a try-
ing day for Boston merchants, and says that no-
thing like it has been known since the memor-
able period of 18317.

Business DoNE IN ONE BRANCH OF TRAFFIC.—
In the space of six years, one branch of the
liquor traffic in New York has grown from very
small proportions into a prolific source of
revenue. In 1851 there was started in the city
a depotfor a new article, known then, and since,
ag Schiedam Schnapps. In 1857, the traffic in
this article reaches a yearly average of $600,000
to $800,000, employs one hundred . operatives,
and becomes one of the most profitable channels
of trade. The history of this rapid increase is
interesting.

“Schnapps” is & German word, signifying *‘a
dram.” Schiedam Schnapps, therefore, means
ftg dram made in Schiedam.” It differs from
the common quality of gin in very essential
particulars.

Tne greater part of the gin shipped from Hol-
land to the United States is imported high
flavored—to be mixed with our common whisky,
with the essential oil “extracted by running
through charcoal. The principal part of gins
imported here are shipped with an extra quan-
tity of the juniper flavor ; spirits added to this
produces the article commonly known as “0Old
Hollands.” The manner of producing this extra
flavor is somewhat after the following fashion.
In flavor, the juniper berry, when fresh and
pure, is slightly piney. If the berry is old the
oil becomes rancid, and takes on the flavor of
spirits of turpentine—a fact which explaing the
peculiar ill-odor of much of the gin commonly
thrown upon the market. A series of careful
experiments led to the production of the article
now known as Schnapps. Schnapps are made
of barley, flavored with the juniper. Each
berry of the juniper, before it is passed to the
still, is separately selected and washed, so that
no impure berries or bits of pine are left. The
result is a pure gin, free from deleterious pro-
perties.

Mr. Udolpho Wolfe was a heavy importer of
liquors for a number of years before he and a
brother completed arrangements for the intro-
duction of this article.  The business has finally
increased to the extent that it is separated from
any other commercial enterprise. The average
shipment of ¢ Schnapps” from Rotterdam (the
gseaport of Schiedam) 'is 200 to 300 pipes per
month. Upon arrival the pipes are placed in
bonded warehouses.

The number of bottles putup in a day averages
7,500. Only two sizes (pints and" quarts) are
made. Last year fiffeen thousand gross were
manufactured, or about 2,160,000 bottles. The
average yearly payment for the item of corks is
$5000 ; they are cut by a machine contrived ex-
pressly for the purpose, so that all fit and none
are wasted. The amount expended yearly for
sealing wax i3 $3,000 the cost of the packing
boxes is $37,000 & year ; the cost of printing
labels, pamphlets, &c, averages about. $25,000
annually, exclusive of advertising, which is a
heavy item. : For sawdust, used 'in packing,
five thousand dollars a year are expended ; when
the concern started it was procured for nothing ;
now, 150 barrels a day are consumed, and 14
cents are paid perbarrel.  Schnapps make saw-
dust an article of commercial value. It is cal-
culated that two thirds of all the sawdust made
in the city is consumed in this way. It is fur-
nished by planing mills in New York and Brook-
lyn. ‘The cost of wrapping paper, pasteboard,
&c., averages $10,000 a year. '

The wages paid, not counting clerkhire, are
about $20,000 per year,—X, X, Evening Press,

THE CROPS.

We are again indebted to W. Lunn, Esq., of
the Equitable Insurance Office, for the following
further report, of the crops, collected by the
agencies of this institution. The information
gathered by the agents of this Company through-
out the country has been very valuable, We be-
lieve it has been accurate. We have had dis-

interested testimony from the country to this
effect :—

Berthier and Joliette.—But a small quantity of
wheat has been sown. Early sown has been in
great part destroyed by the fly; the late sown
from 15th May to the 10th June will turn out
better. The crop, taken as a whole, will not
turn out much over half a one. Last year, the
early sown turned out well; the late badly.
Barley has turned out well, and harvested in
good order. Oats will turn out well—the prin-
cipal grain sown. Peas, anaverage crop. Green
crops have a good appesrance. Potatoes will
turn out badly ; will not retarn half a crop; in
many places will notreturn the quantity planted.
Maize will turn out well ; but little has been
sown. Rye, fall and spring, has turned out well,
and harvested in good order ; our sandy lands
are principally sown with fall rye. Buckwheat,
although injured by the late warm weather and
frost, will be about an average crop ; our low
lands are generally sown ‘with this grain ; was
sown as late as the 10th July this season on-tha
low lands of the islands. Harvest time from the
15th August to latter end of September.

County of Carleton, Township of Nepean.—
Fall Wheat about half crop ; spring, early good ;
late partially damaged by the fly ; both over an
average crop. Barley good, but not muchsown.
Oats very good. Peas a fair crop ; mildewed in
low grounds. Green crops very good, but, too
sparingly cultivated. Potatoes generally blight-
ed and rotten. Maize a middling crop. ~ Broken
weather ; harvest late this year.

County of Lanark.—Fall wheat winter killed
and thin, but a finé berry ; spring wheat could
not be better. Barley very good ; a large quan-
tity grown. Oats a very heavy crop. Peas
good ; generally a heavy crop. Green crops
very good. Potatoes are the best crop ever
known in the county, but lately there are some
appearances of rot. Maize late, and will be about
an average crop. « Grain now all secured, with
the exception of some oats and maize. '

Perth.—COrops, as a whole, better than for
many years past.

Counties of Prescott and Russell.—Early sown
wheat is much injured by the weevil ; late sown
good, except. the latest, damaged with rust; on
the whole, under an average ecrop. Barley good ;
not much sown in these Counties. Oats very
good, and a large ctop—more than an average.
Peas good. Hay good, and secured generally in
fine order. Green crops are very good, but not
much raised here. Potatoes are of a very large
growth of stalk, but are struck with rust, and
much rotted. Indian corn good; if the frost
keeps off until the 20th September, all will be
ripened. Grain harvest commenced about the
1st of August, and ends about the middle of Sep-
tember. Grain crops, up to the 10th September,
have been secured in good order.

United Counties of Stormont, Dundas and Glen~
garry.— Wheat No. 1. Barley do. Oats do. Peas
do. Green crops goed ; average. Potatoes rot-
ting fast. No maize. Fall wheat all in up to
this date.

“Sar Yune,” we learn that a large body of rob-
bers, numbering 10,000 men, were within 20
miles of that place, and the inhabitants in mo-
mentary fear of an attack. What few Teas
were packed have been hurried off to this. mar-
ket, business entirely suspended, and valuables
moved into boats to be in readiness to leave at
a moment’s notice. We look with much anxiety
to the receipts of further advices from this dis-
trict, and should they not be of a more favour-
able nature, we shall see extravagant prices de-
manded for what few Oolongs are now in. this
market. The receipts of Congou have been
small, and settlements to a moderate extent
have been made at full prices.
