Lorn Ercin's Seeecu.— We yesterday
gave a short synopsis of this document and
thought we had omitted none of its features:
the Pilot, however, in commenting npon it,
says :—

It will be observed that a meuasure relating to
the Clergy Reserves and Rectories will be intro-
duced by the Hon. Mr. Price; but not as a Go~
vernment measure,

We have re-read the speech, but have
been unable to “cbserve” any such matter
in it. Ifthe Upper Canadian supporters of
the Ministry are contented that the Clergy
Reserves and Rectories question should be an
open guestion, on which the members of the
Government are to beat liberty to take what-
ever part they please, it is not for us to com-
plain. We may, however, be allowed to say
that such a course is utterly inconsistent with
the principles of Responsible Government, as
understood and practised in Great Britain, On
the mode in which the Clergy Reserves ques-
tion is decided, depends whether the principle
of Church-and-State, shall prevail in Cana-
da or not—a question of vital importance not

_only to the present but to all future genera-

tions, and one on which the government of
the Country shonld not be divided against
itself. :

Mons. LaFonraNe eN arrousrtTe.—The
following letter has already appeared in
L’ Avenir. As the Globe, however, maintains
that Mr. LaFontaine is the ¢ one-man-power”’
of the ministry and, consequently, chooses his
own colleagues for Upper Canada, we think
it well for the people for whom he makes the
choice, should not be left in ignorance as to
his political antecedents.

TO THE HONBLE. L. H. LAFONTAINE,
ArToRNEY GENERAL, &c.

Sir,—In May, 1834, yon addressed a letter
in pamphlet form, to Dominique and Charles
Mondelet, Esquires.

You claimed a right to do so by vittue of
the doctrine that public men were justiciable
of public opinion. Not doubting that you will
admit the soundness of your own doetrines,
I make no apology for thus publiely address-
ing you. Recent events leave me no altern-
ative. OFfyour publicacts only I shall speak :
your private and professional character are
above reproach.

In January, 1834, you voted for the 92 Re-
solutions, and Mess. D. and C. Mondelet hav—
ing styled them seditious, revolutionary, trea-
sonable, you called their accusation atrocious,
imaginary, and the fruit of their hatred of the
cause of the people. You thus reminded Mr.
Charles Mondelet that he had formerly writ-
ten in defence of the Assembly against the
partizans of the administration.

“If these gentlemen, in place of erying out
revolution, had dreamed of the right of every
subject of His Britannic Majesty freely to ex-

ress his political opinion, they would not
ave faileH to find out their want of liberality,
and their own condemnation ; but, after all,
we must pardon those who sin perhaps more
through ignorance than thr.ugh malice, and
those who have no other motive than envy’'.

The 14th Resolution (of the 92) was to the
eftuct, that the elective system’ ought to be
extended to the Legislative Council, although
it may be considered by the Colonial Secre-
tary incompatible with the British Govern-
ment, or too analogous to the institutions
which the several States eomposing the in-
dustrious, moral and prosperous confederation
of the United States of America, created for
themselves. Can you read this resolution
to-day, withouta sense of shame and mortifi-
cation? What a Colonial Secretary might
think compatible or incompativle, was then
matter of indiffirence. Now, the Colonial
Secretary is the Government, the Queen, and
so forth, and Annexation Associations onght
to dissolve at once, on learning that a Colo-
nial Secretary thinks them hardly less than
treasonable! Then the United States were
a moral confederation. "To-day your press
cannot collect and publish enongh to hold up
to disgust the same confederation !

The 50th Resolution adopted as a principle
that the people might make what modifica-
tions they pleased, but that no modifications
of the constitution ought to be tolerated un-
less asked for by the people, and it called
the attention of the people of Great Britain to
the fact ¢ that in less than tweoty years the
popalation of the United States of America
will be as much greater than that of Great
Britain as that of British America will be
greater than that of the former British Colon-
ies when the latter deemed that the time was
come to decide that the inappreciable advan-
tage of governing themselves, instead of being
governed, ought to engage them to repudiaie
asystem of Colonial Government, which was,
generally speaking, much better than that of
British America®.

What, I ask, was your object in calling the
attention of the people of Great Britain to the
statement in this resolution? Did you not
point to some event as likely to oceur before
20 years ? In 1834 you professed the prin-
ciple that the people might make what modi-
fications they pleased in the constitution :—
you were democratic. Now you profess the
principle that the people may not make what
modifications they please ; if they ask certain
modificatious they are accused as seditious,
revolationary, treasonable. Had you more.

- reason Publicly to take the Messrs. Moudelet
to task in May, 1834, than I have to take yon
now? The poblic will judge.

You wrote in 1834, * the years 1827 and
1828 were celebrated by the excesses of the
adwinistration of Lord Dalhousie. His sys-
tem of destitutions, marked with an extreme
of flagitiousness, and connselled by men more
wicked still, struck at all classes. No one
was spared among the Canadians, excepting
that very small number of persons who spent
*heir lives in dangling attendance 'in the anti-

chambers at the Castle of St. Louis. They
alone ‘escaped the anger of their despotic
waster.”

That the destitutions of those days bore
the distinguishing character of that adminis-
tration *¢ arbitraire”, and that ““the counsel-
lors and the principles which guided Lord
Dalhousie, at the close of his administration,
were the counsellors and the principles of
1810, which, under the reign of terror, threw
Canadians into cahots; the popular party
which accused it in 1827 was the popular
party of 1810, that factious, rebel, and revolu-
tionary party under Sir James Craig, that fuc-
tious, rebel, and revolutionary party under
Lord Dalhousie, and still that same fuctious,
rebel, and revolutionary party under Lord Ayl-
mer. Men change, the system remains.”

You addressed Mr. Charles Mondelet as
one who had had *¢ the honor of a destitution.”
Those were noble sentiments ; I approved
and approve them still. Lord Dalhousie
was arbitrary. You did not frequent his anti-
chamber. But has Lord Dalhousie’s system
of mise dehors exploded *  No ! you practice
it to-day ; le systéme reste. The principles
of 1810 and 1827 direct the movements of the
Governor General of 1850, and of you his
Attorney General.

You called to the recollection of the Messrs.
Mondelet that they had signed the petition to
the King, in which was “7a grave accusation
against Lord Dalhousie, that of having during
h_is administration committed divers acts, ar-
bitrary, despotic and wicked, and tending to
alienate the affections of the Canadians, and
subvert the Government of the Province as
established by Law.”

What were these acts arbitraires ef despo-
tiques ? QuesnoninF men about their political
opinions (as you do to-day) and sfterwards,
dismissing them, the Queen’s pleasure to-
wards them having, as he said, ceased. If
Lord Dalhousie was despotic have you no-
thing to reproach yourself with? Yon are
twice as guilty. Lord Dalhousie was a mili-
tary man, youare a lawyer. Lord Dalhousie
lived in 1827, you are in 1850.

It was thus (in 1834) that you reminded Mr.
Dominique Mondelet of his former familiar
conversations with you,  How many times
have you spoken to me of your journeys in the
United States! How splendid was the elec-
tive system which in less than 50 years had
placed this republican people in the first rank
among the nations ; this system which was,
in your eyes, the only efficacious counter-
poise to authority, by nature of an usurping
character, and jealous of liberty. The state
of matters is such in Canada that the people
have no other hopes of preserving their rights,
their political existence, their laws, their
usages, but by the adoption of the same sys-
tem in all its 1ntegrity. You since even con-
firmed that opinion by a vote in the House of
Assembly. You have lulled yourself in the
sweet hope that the time was not far dis-
tant when, by the nature of things and the
force of events, this country must obtain
its independence. Nothing could oppose the
progress which the principles of liberty were
making thronghout the country ; its march
was irresistible. England will soon discover
that, with her vicious system of administra-
tion, it will be impossible for her long to main-
tair her hold on the North American Colo-
nies, and when she opens her eyes to the
fatal consequences of the system, it will per-
haps, be oo late. She will then find it more

‘advantageous for both parties to make faithful

‘allies of her old Colonies, than uselessly
to govern them by force. Andthen whatsweet
pleasure, what joy for you, Mr. Dominique
Mondelet, to contemplate ¢ the future desti-
ny of your beautiful and dear country—the
future destiny of Jeune Canada” !!!

You, Mr. LaFontaine approved of these
conversations and opinions of Mr. Dominique
Mondelet. You must have done so. Or do
I fatigue you with oft repeated conversations
and opinions, in which you had nv pleasuare.
The style of your own address proyes that you
approved of his opinions.

on called to Mr. Mondelet's recol-
lection his speech at the dinner ofthe * qua-
ranlaine des radicauz,”’ in which he spoke of
*“ L'Avenir de sa belle Patrie! L’Avenic du
jeune Canada!!”® You remarked of his
speech :—

 How beauteous were ** these inspirations,
in which the fricolore played no insignificant
part. It was then that, in a beautiful speech,
well studied and eloquently delivered, you
exposed the hideous picture of your Country's
political wrongs. It was then that you freely
expressed your opinion of ** Loyal subjects.”
The comparison you drew beiween our sys-
tem of Government and that of “the great
and beautifal Republic,” was  not very flat-
tering to us, You had, you said, in your
traveis, imbibed those sentiments of liberty,
which you promised to put in practice, in the
interest of ‘your - compatriuts,  England
should leave us mnothing to envy in the

American institutions. The ouly means
she possesses of preserving long those
beautiful colonies of the North, which

ought, sooner or later, to form an in-
dependent nation?, is to adopt the elective
system in all its integrity. This opinion of a
wise and liberal politician, you have support-
ed, or,at l=ast, you have affected Lo support,
for long after”. ¢

Now, Lask you, as one of *the forty radi-
cals” of 1834, what part had * le signe tri-
colore’’ in your festivities? Did it point to
Beace and perpetoal connexion with Great

ritain?  No! tof ou tard these colonies
were to be independent. Mr, Charles Mon-

‘delet was at that dinner, and you remarked

that the tri-color at his button hole was more
handsome than your own, and that you were
Jealous of it—have you forgotten ?

In 1832, at a public meeting in Montreal,
you moved the following resolution :—* Re-
solved, upon the motion of Mr. Lafontaine,
seconded by J. Cartier, Esqg.—That it is the
opinion of this meeting, that that part of the
Act 91, Geo. III., chap. 31, establishing for
this colony asecond branch of the Legisla-
ture, under the name of the ¢ Legislaiive
Couneil’y in which the members are appoint-
ed by the Executive and for life, wasan un-
happy mistake on the part of the Imperial
Parliament, in viving us & mixed government
upon the model of the British constitution.
It is evident that the spirit of the con-
stution has not been adhered to in the forma-
tion of this Council, as forly years experience
proves, already paying too dear for the happi-
uess'and tranquility of His Majesty’s faithful
subjucts in this Province.”

Nor can you, sir, have forgotten Mr. Chas.
Mondelet's speech at another meeting at
Montreal, alter the liberation of Tracy and
Duvernay. There was considerable excite-
ment ; some were alarmed at the public man-
ifestation proposed by you and Charles Mon-
delet, others having attributed revolutionary
intentions 1o you. Charles Mondelet spoke

of them as follows :—

 For the first, they spared no exertions to
introduce a feeling of panic-terror into society,
in interpreting our course in the most unfavor-
rable manner, and calumniously attributing
to us intentions which none of us held, aboyve
all, in representing us as men seeking an im.
mediate revolution. (Prolonged laughter.)
Their brains were heated, their nerves affect
ed, their extreme courage had at once dis-
cerned the seeds of a revolution, where ¢ In
the streets 2  No, in their own imagzination.”

Who are the calumniators in 18502 Who
attribute revolutionary intentions to others,
which they have not ? As you said to Mr.
Charles Mondelet in 1834 :—

‘It is a crime tosay that this revolution,
which appears to you so fearful to-day, has
no existence, excepling in your *heated
imagination.”” ?

You congratulated Mr. Dominique Monde-
let on being nominated a Conimissioner to
enguire into the Penitentiary system of the
United States. It was not death, but the
conversion of the sinner that you required.
You said, he was to return (you hoped)
convinced of the necessity for *le beaw sys-
teme electif.”

The 92 Resolutions, yon said, were a faith-
ful picture of the situation of the country,
and against those who opposed them, and the
changes they demanded you wrote. *[s it
then a crime to speak the truth, and above
all to speak it openly! Base and servile
minds may be degraded to the point of openly
preaching this slavish doctritie ; that it may
please the ears of the high public functiona-
ries. We are traitors, rebels, seditious, revo-
lutionists, you say, because we demand a
chanve in the Constitntion. What, then, is
the change we demand? It is an eleciive
Council, or, in other terms, that the people
shauld choose their legislators.”

It was no crime in 1834 to tell the (ruth.
There was no treason, rebellion, sedition, re-
volution, in demanding changes then. But
in 1849-1830, the trath must not be told. Ty
ask changes is rebellion, sedition, revolution.
The hauts fonctionnaires public neveulent plus.

In 1835 you voted for Mr. Morin’s address
to the King, in which it was said :(—
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* That any political reform short of the in-
troduction of the elective principle inty the
Legislative Coancil will be altogether insuffi-
cient'’.  The elective principle’ has not yet
been introduced inio the Legislative Conneil ;
you oppose it. A sufficient reform, an elec-
tive Council,is wanted ; you oppose it. Le
systéme reslte.

In that address, the Ministers of the Crown
having said that such changes in the Con-
stitution conld not be thought of, even,
were told *¢ that it was not in their power to
limit the subjects which are to engage the at-
tention of this Honse and the people it repre-
sentsy with the view of improvmg the laws
and condition of the provinece.” Against such
an infringement ol the liberties of the sub-
jeet you protested. I thank you for having
so protesied ; but I blame you for throwing
overboard, in 1850, your profession and the
principles of your protest of 1836. These are
subjects not to e discussed now ! We have
such an extremely just Governor! He has
made you Attorney General and M. Morin
Speaker. You have drunk of the circean
cap of power; you forget your democracy of
1834 and 1836 : others do not. Have [ the
less reason toaddress to you the words : % The
sordid and deceitful, to whatever party they be-
long, should be exposed in their true colors be-
Jorethe public” which you yourselfaddressed
in 1834 10 Messrs. C. & D. Mondelat?

Have I not the riglit to apply them in 1850
to yourself?

My political faith is that of democracy
—that is, of Government by the people and for
the people. [ have always voted for you and
your party. After the sanctioning bf the Re-
bellion Losses Bill T signed the address to
Lord Blgin, approving of his conduet. Many
of my friends blamed me. I heard all a roond
me such remarks as the following : “ The Bill
strikes at the roots of soviety.”” ¢ They might
as well legalize adultery.”” T remained firm.
The people had expressed their wishes.
The people had passed the Bill. Look at
your last address to the electors of Montreal,
and say how you reenncile to yourself the
non-fulfilment of your promises made in that
address. Can you justify the rgmoval - f the
Seat of Government to Upper Canada. - You
should have resigned rather than have con-
sented to such a thing. You owed it to your
suppoiters in Montreal to have made the law
prevail over lawlessness ; instead of this you
have yielded to the mob of April last. ) did
not expect this from you.

. The embodiment of honest democracy in
1834—the advocate for the sovereiguty
of the People—for au Elective Coun-
cil. You, who drew, with Mr. Domin-
ique Mondelet, comparisons between our
system of Government and that ol the * grande
et belle Republique anything but favorable to
the former. You in 1850 suspect your neigh-
bours, practice against them the tyrannical
system of Craig and Dalhousie, oppose the in-
troduction of Elective Institutions, abuse the
United States. [ leave you to your own re-
flections. I am an Annexationist. It isa
crime, you suspect me. As Vietor Hugo
said to the Priests: *if I am suspected by
you so are you by me. Let the Country
judge between ns.”” I am of those who
wish for this noble Country liberty, not ty—
ranny ; aungmentation not diminution ; power
not servitude 5 grandeur not nothingness.

und the poor boy, (naturally of a delicate frame,
and nervous exciteable temperament,) has had
returns of these convulsions at intervals, gradu.
ally incressiog in violence, till now (Tuesday) his
life is in imminent dunger,

I may add (hat he has never before suffered
from any attack of the kind ; and that, in the
opinton of medical men, even should his life be
spured, his constitution will have received a
shock, [rom which it 1s not likely ever torecover.

Isay nothing against biology 1self, It may one
day deserve to be reckoned among the sciences,
and to experiments cunducied with caotion and
discrimination, there may be no objeciion ; but I
do think-that the persons who intrudaced Biology
among us, have assumed an awful responsibiliy,
by putiing in the hands of children a wmysterious
power, of which they themselves know lhitile or
nothing, and which may, as in the preseut case,
be productive ol the most alarming and the most
dangerous results,

gers of it. We had seen with our owwn eyes an
affability between the physicians and the potients
which guve evidence of contentment and affeetion
on the one hand, and of kindness on the other.—
We saw that the every want of the humblest, the
most idiotic of the patients, was supplied, We
saw that they were allowed nearly in all things to
follow the bent of their inclinations; we saw, in
short, an Asylum for the insane, built by private
enterprize, which would reflect eredit upon any
country in the world ; and, knowing all
this, could we be expected to do otherwise
than pass over, even had we geen them, the
remarks of our contemporary penned con-
scientiously, we believe, thoogh ignorantly, The
cost of the province paupers is from 108 10 12s 6d
a week. The cosi of the most outrageous pauper
lunatic is 12s 6d a week, for which he is supplied
with every comfort thata human being could de-
sire. Beuter fed, and better housed, and less re-
strained thanp sane people of his class, and with
servants to attend him, in the time of need, is 10s
a week too much? The building alone will
cost £10,000. In the States—and the Amen-
cans it must be admitied arean economical people
—the lowest price for puuper lunatics 18, per
week 15s; and yet the Beauport Asylum is cal-
led a jub. In Beauport who is there detained not
being helplessly insane. Let the Gazette or his
little bird speak.

Corrox FroM ArRica.—The London cor—
respondent of the Philadelphia North Amer-
ican writes that a small lot of cotton from
Africa has just been received by the Manches-
ter Chamber of Commerce, and has caused
considerable exultation and speculation on the
part of the manufacturers, who are anticipat-
ing large supplies of this important arlicle of
wade from Africa. It appears that Duncan,
the celebrated traveller, just before his death,
obtained from ¢ the sable monarch of Daho-
mey,” a specimen of ¢ the native indigenous
cotton.” In the state in which the natives
had gathered it from the pods, Mr. Duncan
packed ten pounds in a keg, and shipped it by
a French vessel going to France. It amrived
in Manchester only last week, and the speci-
men is said to ¢xhibit two exeellent qualities.
Itis of a elear good color, and its staple is fine.
It is to be ginned, and then to be exhibited to
the trade. It is believed that in a few years
the west coast of Africa will compete, to a
very considerable extent, with the United
States in the supply of the raw material of
this great staple.

At a meeting of the Council of the Toronto
Board of Trade, the following resolution was
adopted unanimously :—Resolved,—That it is
the opinion of this Council, that the sterling
4d. silver pieces should be made current at
5d. currency, and the Council would recom-
mend the trade generally to receive them at
that rate, as it would tend to increasing their
small circulating medium, the scarcity of
which now causes so much inconvenience.

The mammoth cave near Madison, Wiscon-
sin, has been explored by a party, who re-
mained therein five days, and emerged by an
opening several miles from that by which
they entered. They found in their ander-
ground journey 200,000 tons of fine lead ore,
eleven pounds of silver, specimens of copper,
crystals, stalactites, waterfall and a lake 37
feet 4 inches deep.

CORRESPONDENCE.

To the Editor of the MoxtreEAL HEerALD,

Sir,~-Will you permit me to direct the atten-
tion of the commercial public to a new
Custom’s  regulation, designed, apparently,
o delfraud the merchant and consumer,
in order to increase the public revenue.
For upwards of a year past, parties stors
ing Sugare and Liquors in Bonded Warehouses,
have been allowed to re-weigh and resguage the
articles, and have paid the specific duty only on
the aciual quantty taken from the warehouge.
This was a (air system, and gave very general
satisfaction, It facilitated business, by permits
ting goods to go into the warehouse direet, thus
avoiding the delay of weighing on the wharf. As
the goods were required for cousomption, requis
sitions to weigh or guage the quantity required
were served on the Warchouse keeper, and on
the back ol these requisitions, the return was duly
made. On this retura the duty was levied. This
excellent system has been aliered. By a new
order, sugars and liquors have to be weighed and
guaged on the wharl, (sometimes when it rains,)
and on the first return duty is required. Liguors
do not evaporate much, and barring the obstruc-
tion to business, the change does not materially
increase the amount of duties levied on them ;
but sugars drain tremendously, and molasses will
leak, Therefore, il these articles are kepta few
months in bond, the owneris compelled to pay the
duty of 9s. and 3s. per cwt. on a much greater
quantity than he actually sells. This tends 1o
advance the price, and the duty on the leakage
comes out of the pockets of consumers. There is
another important objection to this new regulation.
It 18 hostile to a direct trade with the West India
Islands. Green sugars, such as are purchased
in the Islands, shrink sometimes fully 10 per cent,
while the loss on sugars purchased in New York
or Halifax is not nearly so great. The regulation
therelore, 1s a direct premium on an indirect trade,

If the duty on sugars and molasses was reason.
able, there would be less ground for complaint,
but when we consider how heavily they are tax—
ed, it sayours of lolly to frame regulations design-
ed to increase the duties. It is hard enouvgh on
the importer (o pay 124 per cent on the cost of his
merchandise, and to bear the unavoidable shrink-
age, and it is nothing short of swindling 1o com-
pel him to pay 9s per cwt on sugar what he does
not receiye. Parties in the trade know full well
how greatly they lose by leskage, evaporation and
shrinking, and they properly estimute the
scheme of the Inspecior General. TIf Mr.
Hincks must haye more revenue, let him increnss
the duties, raise them 5 per cent if necessary, but
he need not hope to ckisel the public in an in-
direct way. His regulation affects ‘the entire
community, and comes under the constant obser~
vation of a class who are too intelligent, and too
much accustomed to caleulations, to be imposed
upon by his sleight of hand.

I hope thatour Buard of T'rade will remonsirate
against this iniquity, which comes direcily under
their legitimate supervision. There 1s & possibil-
ity that a vigorous remonsirance would have the
desired effect, and, at any rate, no harm cal ensue
from it. Mr. Hineks's vanity and stubborness
will not excuse the non-fulfilment of duty on the
part of otliers, Our Board of Trade should move
in this matter, prompily and energetically.

The British ship Ocean Queen, 800 tons
burthen, bound from England to Suez, with
coals for the steamer supply depot, was burnt
in the Indian Ocean on the 21st December,
the coals liaving spontaneously ignited ; when
the flames burst through the deck, the craw
100k to their boats ; some were picked up by
a French ship and saved, but two boats have
not been heard of.

The Teresa Jane, of Liverpool, was lost on
the Irish coast during the late gales; the
captain and seven sailors perished ; and the
value of property destroyed is £30,000.

Importation of Cotlon from India. The
vessel Barl Balearras, which has arrived in
the docks from Bombay, has brought 5,336
bales of cotton, asa portion of her cargo, con-
signed to order. This is a remarkably large
and important arrival of cotlon from the East
luodies.

The Russian troops on the frontiers of
Prussia are quoted at 160,000 men, and strong
reinforcements are said to be marching up.
50,000 among them are Bashkir and Circas-

sian horsemen.

As
we have repeatedly stated, the country is bare of
surplus produce of every deseription. The same
may be said of the eatire Northwest and West.
The late nse inthe Upper Mississippi lurnished
opportanity to send forward all that was in store
along the nver, and the high prices ruling in the
St. Louis market, has without doubt drawn itall
out. The receipts Irom that source, combined
with the arrival oi several cargoes from this city,
has had o tendency 10 induce denlers there to be=-
lieve there is not 50 great a scarcity as had been
imagined, and under this impression prices had
very slightly declined at latest dates.  This, how.
ever, will be but temporary, as both Flour and
Wheat must go up beyond any previous rates in
the Sl..lﬁuis murket prior to harvest. We no-

Wt ¥, from 12 @ 18,000 bu perday,
10 about, 3,000, The last amount cuvers the aver-
age daily receipts for the ficst threo days in May.
Private advices inform us that even the mills on
the upper Mississippi had sent forward their stock
of Whest, Itisnot likely there can be much lelt
behind. A mistaken idea of the quantity in store
here, and the idea thay it would ull go South has
had the leffect of keeping down prices in the St.
Louis olarket.  But when it is known that our
stozk his decreased to 150,000 @ 175,000 bu, and
that thefe is a prospect ol that going East, it can-
not but have a decided effeet upon Southern
prices.

It is almnst equaily certain that prices will ads
vance in the eastern markets prior 10 harvest.
The exlent of the scarcity in the luke region has
not yetlbeen fully realized in New York. The
Canals ure now open, and the decrease in receipis
as compnred with the previous years, will bring
this fact fully and unmistukably before the deal-
ers in breadstufls, It is expected, however, that
whatever this deficiency may be, will be supplied
by Cannda Flour, now in bond at tide water, and
further teceipis from the same source. Whether
it isat all probable that this expectation will be
reulized or uot, is a matter of much interest to
hulders here, and one which they should fully
determme belore closing off their stocks. Our
own oflinion is, that the entire deficiency cannot
be met from this source, but we must conless
that our means for ascertaining the facts in the
case are too limited to justily us in claiming im.
plicit faith in that opinmon. Parties interested
will détermine this mutter for themselves, with
the aid of such light as they are in possession of.

Lastyear, from the opening of navigation up to
harvesi, there were sent lorward (rom Loke Michi-
gan pons, about 3,277,500 bushels Wheat. Ths
year, should all the shipments to be made prior
to harvest take the Kastern direction, the amount
from the cpening of navigation to that ume wiil
scarcely equal 750,000 bushels. The falling off’
on Luke KErie will doubtless be proportionably
greater. From the Toledo Republican, we learn
that the decrease in receipts of Wheat at that
point, for the month of Apnl, amounted to 79,427
bushelg, being 27,218 tlus year, sgainst 106,615
bushels the same time last year. The receipts of
Flour during the same period last year amounted
to 25,265 bbls, this year to 706 being a falling off
of 24,557 bbls in one month. If this be a tair
criterion by which to judge ol the remaining ports
on Lake Erie, we are surely notfar wrong in the
above opinion. It is also a well understood fact
that Western New-York is as far short of her
usual surplus as the Lake region. In the face of
which facts, we think we do not hazard a great
deul in concluding that Canada cannot supply the
extraordinary deficiency.
