The Empire in PnriH.
On the 23rd of November Panl De Cassig-, 

nac, the champion of the empire, bearded the 
popular lion in his den, went to Belleville, 
the headquarters of the Commune, and mode 
a speech denouncing the republic and laud­
ing the empire. The London Times' corres­
pondent attended tbe meeting, and testifies 
not only to the line presence and bold bear­
ing of De Casssgnac, bat also to the more in­
teresting fact that tbe Commune braid him 
gladly. He gives the following summary of 
Do Casssgnac’s speech :—

I have fcuen summoned by the people, and 
I am here, for tbe people Is my and every 
one’s master. (Chorrs.) But you may pay 
oor opinions are iliflurtnt. That has to bu 
proved. All I ask for is for permission to 
uphold mint* ; and 1 mud not tell you whit 
they are. You know me, an Imperialist. 
No I let ns rather im-et on tbe mutual ground 
of France and p ttiiorism. (Cbotrs.) But I 
am in Belleville. What is Belleville? Is 
it really such a f.arful place—a vol 
cano always smouldering and ready to 
pour its Uva on to Paris? Are the people 
intolerant? No, I do not believe it, since 
I am here and you are listening to mu. 
(Cheers.) Belleville, they say, is passionate.
I too am passionate. But when they say 
that Belleville will not listen to ruasra, I 
say Bc-lUville is calumniated. When they 
say that you poison Paris, I say Paris poi­
sons you. (Chu rs.) What momorits come 
to me as I stand fore—memories of blood­
shed? Here it was that Rochefort promised 
to settle tbe social question in ten minutes, 
and only needed that time to bo eff in his 
carriage—(roars of aughter)—Rochefort, who 
had coorogu only to save himself. (Cheers ) 
And Flourens—before his name, 1 bow, for 
Flouruns knew how to shed his bleed for his 
faith, as all man should. Now, oef. rs I 
ra:se the question of the return of the empire,
I should like to ask, What lias tiie Republic 
done? (Lend ant continued theirs.) Re­
public is a magic word. When I was youn­
ger than I am now I believed in the stories 
of ideal Republics as cradles oi viitne, cour­
age, and patriotism. You, too, hive heard of 
Leonidas, the Greek Republican. You have 
beard of tha glories of these republics ; but 
your informants never told you the 
truth — that Leonidas of Sparta op-
preyed the people, aud ihit Man­
lius, in Rome, wat overthrown by the people 
iu the person of Cæsar, rising against thu Pa- 
tric ans They ctll d the lite F.mprror 
tæ aras a term of reproach. (Cheers.) Had 
Leonidas lived now, would he nave tl .d in a 
balloon in the hour of danger ? (Loud laugh- 
tor and cheers ) Would he have gone from 
Paris to Tours, from Tours to Bordeaux, 1* av- 
ing hUcompanions to thu vultures and crows ? 
(Cheers ) Would Manlius have dune this 
now-a-daya? No, be would have asked for a 
Sous-Prefeclure, like Savsry—(load laughter) 
—or have entered an ambulance, like tho 
sons of Jales Simon. (Continued laoghter.) 
Cato, the model Republican, committed fault», 
but did ho falsify public documents like Jules 
Favru? (Lou J cheets and laughter.) What 
did 1793 bring to tbe people? Liberty ? No ; 
they acquind liberty in 1789. I will tell 
you what it bronght them—the guillotine. 
You are suiprhed. Will, you are told of 
tho assassination of aristocrat* and priests, 
but perhaps you never beard of the murders 
of the people. I have documents which 
piovu that while only 1,400 nobles
perished, 11,000 of the fower classts 
wore executed. I defy any one to 
contradict me. The people la always 
honest in Its intentions at revolutions, and it 
is always deceived. In 1848 the monarchy of 
July was overthrown because it tried to muti­
late universal suffrage, which bad brought it 
to power.

THE MAGDALEN ISLANDS.
The following letter was yesterday re­

ceived by the Hon. Dr. Fortin, Speaker 
of the Legislative Assembly

Halifax, Dec. 18, 1H75.—Dkar Sir,—1 
returned from Magdalen Islands last 
Tuesday, being absent thirteen days. We 
were detained at the Gut of Canso a few 
days by severe weather, but taking it al­
together we had a good time. As 1 have 
already told you, by telegram, wo were 
obliged to land all the Hour and meal at 
House Harbor, as we could not approach 
Amherst Harbor for ice. The Hour and 
meal intended for Our Harbor is stored 
in my warehouse ; the other portion is in 
Mr. Wiseman’s store on Goat Island, and 
will be forwarded to Amherst Island as 
soon as the ice is sufficiently strong. We 
were the tirst to take the sad intelligence 
to the Island and it was sad indeed to 
hear the lamentations of the unfortunate 

who had lost rela- 
friends by disasters. 

There were two schooners belonging 
to our harbor which.lost their entire 
crews. The “Stella Maria” went on shore 
bottom up. The “President” was dashed 
to pieces against tbe cliff. The “Esper 
anza,” belonging to Amherst Harbor, was 
dashed to pieces also, but five of her crew 
were saved. There are twenty-two lives 
lost, seventeen belonging to Our Harbor 
and five belonging to Amherst Harbor. 
There would have been great destitution 
among the families of those unfortunately 
lost had you not so generously and nobly 
come to their relief. I gave them to un­
derstand how much they were indebted 
to you for it, and you may rest assured 
all speak their gratitude. Tne surviving 
vessels, which were driven round Cape 
North, we met at Hawknsbury on our re 
turn home, repairing damages and ro 
fitting before attempting to recross home 
and 1 think they all succeeded in getting 
there as we experienced tine weather 
since we left the Gut of Canso.

Senate is made a perpetual body, and in 
others it comes in and goes out by terms 
with the House of Representatives.

The State of Pennsylvania 
has its Senate arranged in thirds, so that 
one-third gthe number is elected every 
year, for a term of three years, while re 
iresentatives are chosen annually. The 
!Jew York Senate is chosen hi annually on 
the same plan and the House annually.

RgsioxATiON of Mk. Tarte.

at the present instant. We have the espe 
r»ial happiness of expressing on this hap 
py morning, not only our beat wishes for 
the welfare and comfort of the citizens of 
Quebec, but our satisfaction at the fact 
that a larger amount of common sense 
than we were inclined to give them ore 
dit for, has prevailed with the members 
of tbe factious opposition to the return of 
Mr. Cauchon for the Centre Division. 
We have already given our reasons for 
supporting the new President of the 
Council on this exceptional occasion 
which we may briefly resume in the sen 
fence, “that it is infinitely more to tbe 
msternri interests of Quebec, even with 
air his' defects, to elect a man like Mr: 
Caocbon, with the prestige and influence 
Of Government position, than a mere 
stranger and political nobody like Mr 
Taft*.*' We are glad to see that the lat 
ter gentleman, feeling tbe complete hoi 
lowness and futility of his opposition to 
Mr. Cauchon, has withdrawn from the 
contest, and the result is that on Monday 
next there will be no contest in the Cen* 
tre Division, and that Mr. Cauchon wilj 
be elected without difficulty or useless 
antagonism.

AMERICAN LEGISLATION.
Our correspondent H. continues:—! 

gave you n running sketch of the routine 
of the proceedings in Congress, omitting 
that part that is according to parliament­
ary laws, in common with English usage.
I ought to have added that the Vice- 
President is ex officio the presiding offi. 
cer of the Senate. Should an even divis­
ion of the Senate occur at any time his 
vote would decide the question either 
way j and to that extent he possesses leg­
islative power. In the absence of the 
Vice-President the presiding officer of 
the Senate is a President pro temt chosen 
from among the Senators ; and in the 
event of the Vice-President assuming 
the duties of President, or a vacancy in 
the Vice Presidency, as is at present the 
case, from the death of Mr. Wilson, he 
becomes the Vice President of the Unit­
ed States so far, that if there should be 
i vacancy in the Presidency the Presi­
dent of the Senate would be called upon 
to fill it. At this time, should General 
Grant vacate the presidential chair, 
Mr. Ferry, of Michigan, would exercise 
the functions of President of the United 
States. Many of the States were organ­
ized before the General Government, but 
they underwent more or less change af­
ter the National Constitution was adopt­
ed. Some of them continued for a time 
to legislate under their original colonial 
charters, as was tho case with Rhode Is­
land, till the famous Dorr Constitution 
was framed, and that little common­
wealth went through a revolution, in 
which there was a little lighting and a 
great deal of talking, ending in a quiet 
settlement and compromise of the trou­
blesome questions. Up to 1841 the State 
used as a constitution the charter grant­
ed by Charles II, under which the voting 
was limited to certain property holders. 
Against this there was a great deal of 
complaint, as the right of suffrage in ad 
joining states was almost unlimited ; and 
a party was organized as a suffrage party, 
who called a convention without any 
legal formality, formed a constitution, 
elected officers under it, and claimed the 
right lor their officers to govern the state. 
The friends of the old government, 
were not averse to an extension of 
suffrage ; but they insisted that 
it was necessary that legal forms should 
be observed, in tho change, and that a 
convention to make a constitution must 
be authorized by the existing legislature 
which had just past such an act. The 
suffrage party were dete'Dained, and ac­
tually attempted to establish themselves 
by force, having elected Thomas N. Dorr 
as their governor. The old government 
party ignored all these proceedings, and 
went forward to prepare n constitution, 
and to disperse the armed force under 
Dorr. The party holding to the charter 
having refused to vote either way on the 
Dorr constitution, it was carried without 
opposition, though only a small minority 
of the people voted for it. Mean time 
the old party brought forward their con- 
stitution; when it was adopted by a large 
majority of the people of the 
state. The real question in their 
in their ease was whether a state could, 
in time of peace, call a convention to 
change the constitution without previous 
authority of taw. This is the only case 
of the kind where such an issue was 
made, previous to the rebellion; and the 
question was fully and satisfactorily set­
tled in favor of ihe legal formality. At 
the close of the war, states were re organ.

. ized with very little formality, under the 
necessity or supposed necessity of the 
case; and such was the condition of the 
country, that these eases can scarcely be 
regarded as precedents, and perhaps 
never will be.

This is a digression; but I thought it 
useful in exhibiting the workings of po­
pular sovereignty, which always requires 
to be imbodied under rules, and directed 
through the channels of right formalities, 
an earnest respect lor which is essential 
to the authority of popular government. 
The tint thought ot a government exer­
cised by the whole people is that the 
people art* at liberty to act without much 
formality, and are under few restraints. 
But the practice is quite otherwise; since 
the government is an abstract idea and 
the creature of conventional agreement. 
It is easy enough to determine what is to 
be done: but the investment of persons 
with auüiority can only be accomplished 
by the exact observance of rules ton nd- 
ed on principles of law, and must be seen 
to be right—rules that become law, be­
cause they prescribe what is right and 
prohibit what is wrong. The lb .ng use of 
tbe English Parliamentary laws has de­
monstrated their justice so fully, that 
covoentional and legislative bodies of Ca­
nada have very safely adopted and very 
wisely trusted them, it has therefore 
followed that the American legislatures 
have rigidly observed these laws, with the 
necessary addition of putting their cons­
titutions on paper.

The States are generally organized on 
the model of the United Stales Govern­
ment ; and their legislation, judicial and 
executive departments are carefully sep­
arated—so much so, that some of the 
governors have no veto power over 
legislation. These State Governments 
are not in any manner respon­
sible to Congress, except that they 
must not trench upon the spe 
cial sovereignty of the United States, 
by assuming to maintain any foreign re­
lations, make .war, coin money, carry 
mails, etc. They have their Governor, 
Lieut.-Governor, who takes the place of 
the Vice President, and .presides in the 
Senate, Secretaries of Departments, a 
Supreme Court and Legislature com 
posed of two Houses. The Senates of 
CheStates are elective in the same man 
ner as the repreienUUves—in some th«

FRANCE.
The Press Bill.

Paris, Deo. 34—In the Assembly to-day 
the Press Bill wa4 under debate.

M. Orevy proposed that tbe press l*w and 
the state cf siege bj dealt with in separate 
bills; that the stage of siege be raised 
ibtoaghont the country, and tbe considéra 
tion of the press bill be postponed.

M. DofTet defended the Government bill as 
it stood. He denied, notwithstanding the r«r 
suit of senatorial elections, the existence of 
an opposition majority. The Ministry would 
support the Conservative Union, both at the 
election and in the chambers. He pointed 
to the overthrow of several previous govern 
ment», to which the whole Conservative pc 
pulstion fteely adhered. The Conservative 
Union would appeal to all partisans of those 
Governments. Ho showed bowed how the 
Bonapart s*s had supported the senatorial 
caudidaWs of the Left and gained nothing in 
return, and asked, “will our alliance afford 
them ony leas guarantees.” He concluded as 
follows : “The Constitution of the 25th Feb. 
is not the best word of political wisdom, but 
we must admit tho law of the country requires 
reorgan'zition, it must return to the CbRun- 
bers men who are disposed to puisne, in con- 
juaction with President MacMahan, a policy 
of sopiyl preservation, and give aid to the 
victor of UagcntOi who will never become 
tbe docile instrument of radical passions.

M. Labanlaye objected that M. Buffet offer­
ed the country a Marshal without a Republic.

M.Qievy's proposal to legislate separately 
on the press lays and the sjate of siege was 
rejected by a vote of 37t» to 303. The Bona­
partiste voted with the Government.

After which His Excellency tbe Lieuten­
ant Governor was pleased to close the first 
session of tbe third Parliament of tho Prov­
ince of Quebec, with the following
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a butried ceusultatiuu, the coin maud of an 
exploring party was taken by Mr. John Mit­
chell, the certijreated manager of tits mine, 
and sen of one of the proprietor». They were 
very cautiously lowered, but the (leao nt of 
tbe* age was; airosted about uiue feet from 
tbe bottom of the shaft by the ruin caused by 
itbe explosion. Not only were the timber 
“conductors” or guides to the cage blown 
away, but tbe lower part of the shaft was 
filled by a ms-uof broken corves and other 
wood-work, piled there by the sheck. The 
party reascended to fetch a ladder, and by 
means of this they at last succetd-.d in reach- j 
log the bottom, where they found thirty or j 
more of the survivors, variously ecorchtd aud 
injured, and in some cases completely over- 
come by the prospect of tKcape from the death 
wbich they had been expecting every mo­
ment. Tbe explorers were divided intitwo 
parlies, one under the command of Mr.
Mellor, of the St.afford Main Colliery, 
tho other under Mr. Wilson, of tbe Oaks 
Colliery. They pursued different paths to 
mort at an nppoln’ed spot, and they soon 
found the corpses of some who bad been torn 
and mutilated by the explosion, and of others 
who had died painlessly from tho effects 
of after-damp. Among the latter was one 
lad who had put hi» arms round the ntek of 
a pony, and they hicl fallen tojvther it* this 
position; the hoy was dead, but the pony, al­
though both singed by the explosion and 
stupefied by the gas, was still alive and was 
brought to the am face, where it recovered.
Fire was found in one of the workings and 
waa promptly put out by the use of au “ex­
tincteur.” The two parties p tffiea their re‘ 
searches aa far as possible and to an extent 
which involved groat danger to Uitrwselvss.
Except the group collected at the bo tom cf 
the shaft, they fourni only corpses, and they 
arrived at the certainty that no life could ex­
ist in the parts into which they were unable 
to penetrate. Th*y endeavored to rearrange 
some of the brattices and doors which had 
luen knockoi down or displaced by the ex­
plosion, so as to restore the airways; and af­
ter this bad been done. Mr. John Mitch; 11 
again headed a party, and peteltatc-d 
so far that ho lost consciousness, and was 
rescued at tho risk of th-ir own lives by two 
of those who accompanied him. Siven of tho 
dead bodies were brought to tbe surface by 
the various exploting parties on Monday 
night ; the rest were necessarily left to be re­
covered at a later period. With rezaul to the 
cause of the explosion noihingis known, au.d 
tho voices of those who could tell hav» been 
for ever ail need. The Ba nsley coal is tich

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meter is low ; and when the gas is ptessnt 
iu a certain proportion, an 1 is exposed to a 
naked light, an explodou follows.

306 lives were destroyed by an explosion on 
tho 12th of December, 1860. It is also near 
Lundhill, where 189 lives were destroyed in 
February, 1857.

The members of the Assembly then with­
drew, and those of them residing outside o 
Quebec left for their respective homes by tho 
evening train.

Hilled In tlie Mine*.
Particulars of the Disaster at the 

Swaithe Mine, Barnsley, England.
The London 7imes of the 8th instant gives 

the following particulars of tbe recent explo­
sion at the Swaithe Colliery, Barnsley, Eng­
land :

The scene of the explosion is in the Vale 
of Worehoro, about four miles from the town 
of Barnsley. Two adjoining collieries, the 
Edmond’s Mdn and tho 8wattne Main, are 
the property of the same owners, Messrs. 
Mitchell, Bartholomew à Tjas; and although 
these collieries are essentially distinct, it was 
thought desirable some years ago to estab­
lish a subterranean connection between them. 
The borings for this purpose were in progress 
in Dscember, 1382, and to these borings whî 
attributed the escape of gss which at that 
time led to an explosiou in the Edmund's 
Main Colliery, by which fifty-nine lives were 
lost. In due time the communication was 
completed, and a door of escape was opened 
from either mine into the other—a door 
which lias justified the wisdom of thoje who 
designed it by saving on this occaalou proba­
bly one hundred lives.

On Monday morning the mine was “view­
ed," or inspected, in the ordinary way, and 
was pronounced to he safe usd in good work­
ing condition. The strict observance of the 
Monday holiday has lately been much relax­
ed in the dhtrict, on account of the high rate 
of wages which has prevailed, and so the men 
and boys who went down were more numer­
ous than is usual at the begluning of the 
week. Between 9 and 10 o’clock—tor there 
Is no ptecise agreement about the time—a 
loud explosion waa heard, speedily loi owed 
by an outpour of volumes of smoke from the 
mouth of Swaithe shaft, so that the winding 
gear was for a moment concealed from view. 
While the alarm thus given soon attracted a 
great coiv.ouroe of people to the pit, it also 
occasioned the workmen in Edmund's Main 
to open the door of communication to which 
reference has been made, anji by which many 
fogitivos at once made their esespg. These 
fugitives knew little or nothing about the 
explosion. They had beard and felt the con­
cussion of tho air, and they fled for their lives 
from the poisonous gases which an explosion 
produces, and wbicn, under the name of 
aftet-dump, are usually the chief sources 
of danger to life. The fugitives were 
completely panic-stricken. Many of them 
were almost and some were entirely 
naked, having divested themselves even of 
the scanty covering in which they were work­
ing in onto to expedite their flight. After

The machinery itself is appatentiy cf 
the simplest construction, easily chaned or 
repaired, and its special merit consista in the 
power it has according to the proportionate 
heaviness of the clock, weights to keep it 
going either fpr a day or a moi th, not only 
on tbe principal faces of the publie clock, bat 
which can be conjointed by means of wires, 
with tbe mechaufam of every time keeper in 
the building, so ‘bat all shall tell the seme 
talc.

The British Army.

Its Baorganixation m Preparation for 
Possible Invasion.

From the London Standard.
Tbe whole of the regular and auxilliary 

forces in the United Kingdom have bien di­
vided Into an active and a sedentary or a gar- 
risen army. The former consists of almost 
the regular troops, the militia an 1 the yeo­
manry. It is organized In eight corps i'armee, 
each of which will contain three iniantry and 
one cavalry division, fifteen field battern* and 
a due proportion ot the administiativo ser­
vices. The first corps cTormte is intended to 
be available for service ab.cad, and is there­
fore com tit u ted entirely of regular troops. 
The second corps is also available In cate of 
necessity, bnt from want of means only con­
tains two divisions ot regoltr Infantry, the 
third division being competed of milit'a. 
The third corps has but one regular ditidon 
—the Uoard.'. The other five errps Lave 
only one regular brigade tach. The 
corps at? to bj concentrated on mo­
bilization by divisions, the rendezvous of 
eacn of whLh is indicated in the scheme. 
The great difficulty with which tbe 
frimers of the Uttt r have had to contend is 
the coniianal changtsof quarter. Tnere 
must b» some changes on account of tho large 
amount of Lrvign service which devolves on 
our army, though taire iu no reaon why, 
whon a regiment is at home, a regiment 
should not remain iu its own district. Still, 
even were tbe War Office to introduce genu­
ine localization, no nglmeut would bo (con- 
stantiy at ouo place, for it would have 10 
tike iV* turn in India and the colonies. This 
fact complicated the 'problem, which in Ger­
many is simple enough. The solution does 
credit to the Intelligence Department. Not 
particular regiments, but the troops in cer­
tain barracks, are assigned to tbe different 
corps dames. Of the latter we may mention 
that the first corps available for toreigu ser­
vice is to have its headquarters at Colchester, 
also an admirable defensive position. The 
headquarters of the secoud corps are to be at 
Aldershot, also a judicious sehct'on. The 
third corps, to which the guards are at­
tached, is to be at Croydoo. The other 
five corps are to have their head- 
quart 1 rs at Salisbury, Chester, York, Ed­
inburgh aod Dublin For want of a suffi­
cient number of English militia regiments a 
brigade of Irish milttia Is to be brought over 
and incorporated with it on mobiiizn loB. 
We have omitted to state that each barracks 
if provided with • route for coucoftration

—__ 1 ■ ■■ —
purposes. Tbe sedentary or garrison army is 
to consist of a few regular battalions, the 
pensioners and tbe volunteers, and the Harri­
son artillery distributed among six English, 
one Welsh, two Irfab, and three Channel 
island commands. Etch unit of volunteers 
has its rendezvous assigned to it, but, with 
an exception that will be noted presently, 
only about one-fourth of tbe effectives would 
be required to be cons'autly present at bat­
talion headquarters. The met'opolitan corps, 
which of themselves constitute a small army, 
are to encamp at Tilbury. Some battalions 
are to be mobilized at points on the const. 
Of these a larger proportion are to be con­
stancy present with their corps.

Tbe above is an outline of tbe scheme 
brought foith by the lutell'gence Department, 
which is extremily satisfactory, ho far nv it 
goes. It is nil very widl to organize in an 
office a field army of 290,000 men and 720 
guofl, in addition to a ech tantial garrison 
army. Would thea-iny, militia and yoo- 
maiy be able, after deducting the garrison 
artillery and a few regular battalions to be 
attached to tbe garrison army, to turn out 
so many men and guns at a moment’s no­
tice? We uchtsiiatingly answer nc—that 
the men would be short by more than 100,- 
000, and the guns by one-half. Then 
bow about the transport? Mobilization 
means enabling an army to march 
and take the field, but no one will pre­
tend that wo could supply without weeks 
of delay upward* of 11,000 wagocs and 84,- 
500 horses ; y*t there are the numbois estim­
ated for in tho scheme, wt créas only ll,3?5 
horses are borne on the estimates. We could 
increase tbe ftreagth of the mili’ary train by 
engaging civilian drivers, but numbers of the 
medical department cannot be extemporized, 
acd we find tint in round numbers about 
25,000 of there are required. Of engineers 
the number distributed smoug the various 
corps is about 10,000, besides those attached 
to the garrisocs, while at home atd in the 
colonies there are only 5,2G2.

Tbe in­
dividuals to whom 1 aliuio were unexpected­
ly destroyed by hemorihage, whi:b, trom pe­
culiar circnm-t inces, which 1 need not ex­
plain, it was impossible to suppress. The de- 
pressing tftectA which tho gradual loss of 
blood produced on their corporeal system 
seemed fo influence their minds, and they 
died earnestly imploring that relief which ait 
was unable to afford them. Seneca might 
have chosen an easier death than from open­
ing his arteries.’

'Embulus: In the account which you 
have given us, it seems to me that you have 
made a contiitrable omission, inasmuch as 
you have said nothing as to ths influence of 
religious sentiments on the minds of d£lug 
persons ; of the hopes and fears connected 
with the retrospeei of a well-spent or ill- 
spent life, and with the prospect of what is to 
happen af or tho greatest and msst myster­
ious change belonging to humanity has taken 
jilace.'

•Krgates ; You have called onratlenti.n 
to a subject, involving considerations r<> 
which no one cm be indifferent. But you do 
mean inju&tioe, if you suppose that I have 
been unmindful ot it. What I bare said re­
fers on y to the last stage m tbe process of 
dissolution. There is no doubt tnat a pure 
and simple religious faitb, aud a firm reli­
ance on tbe Being who has plnjtd us here, 
contribute more than anything besides to 
disarm death of its terrors, deprive ‘the grave 
of its victory,’ and smooth the passage of the 
humble and eiuctre believer to tbe termina­
tion of its worldly career. Nevertbel-ss, ac­
cording to my own experience, aud wbat I 
have heard trom ethers, the influence of reli­
gious feelings is, f> r the most part, not so 
much perceptible at the ^moment woen death 
isactcatiy impending as it is at an earlier 
period, when tbe individual who was prev­
iously in health, cr suppojed himself to be so, 
first discovets tnat it is piolai-la that he will 
die.’ “

Governor :
Ottawa, 10th Nov. 1375,

Hi a,—I am directed to transmit to you, for 
the information of your Gewromeot, a copy 
of an order of hie Kxcellency the Adminis­
trator of the Government in Council, on the 
subject of the difficulties existing between the 
Government of the Dominion and that of 
British Columbia, arising ont of the agree- 
aent, made in 1871, for the constiuction of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway.

I beg to express my regret st the delay 
which bas occurred in forwarding this docu­
ment. It arose from the fact of the officer 
whose doty it was to furnish a copy of the 
Order in Council to this Department for 
transmission to your Government having in 
advertently omitted to do so.

Copy of a Report of a Committee of the Hon­
orable the Privy Council, approved by His 
Kxcellency the Administrator of the Gov­
ernment in Council, on the 20th of Sep­
tember, 1875.
The Committee of Council have had under 

considrritioa the lUfficd'ies arising out of 
the agreement made in 1871 fjr the construc­
tion of the Canadian Pacific Railway. Mr. 
Edgar's mission to British Colombia last year 
was based upon the view that the eonditions 
of that agreement were quite impracticable of 
fulfilment. The proposals submitted by him 
to the British Colombia Government were, 
briefly : that tbe limitation of time be given 
np, Canada should undertake that $1,500,000 
should be expended upon construction with­
in that Province in each year after location, 
and that the building of a waggon road 
along the line cf the proposed railway con­
struction should precede aetcal railway con­
struction. __

It was farther proposed to build a railway 
on Vancouver Island, from Esquimau to Nt 
nalmo.

Tbs propositions were either not consider­
ed by the Government of British Columbia, 
or, if considered, they were rejected by them, 
and they snbseqnentlv appealed to the Impe­
rial Government, invoking their intervention. 
The result of this appeal was an offer from the 
R:ght Hon. Lcrd Carnarvon, Sc retary of 
State Lr the Colonies, for bis good offices to 
promote a settlement.

The Privy Council, in their minnte of tbe 
23rd inly, 1874, advised “that Lord Carnar­
von be informed they would gladly submit 
the question to him for his decision as to 
whether the exertions of the Government, the 
dilige^çe shown, and the offers made, have or 
have not been fair and jnst, In accordance 
with tb« episitof tbe agreeuent.’, Loid Car­
narvon, in his despatch of August 16, acting 
upon this minuta, and upon agreement on tho 
part cf British Columbia to ibida by bis deci­
sion, mode certain suggestions, of which the 
most importait were—that tbe amount of 
yearly exnenditura within tbe P.ovince, after 
location, should be not less than two millions 
of dollars ; that the period ot completion 
should be the year 1890, and that the railway 
from Esquimau to Nanaimo should b* at 
once commenced.

Tbe Canadian Government in their minnte 
of Conncil of S<-pt;mber 17th stated “that 
while in no case conld the Government un­
dertake the completion of the whole lire in 
tbe time mentioned, aud extreme unwilling, 
nsss exists to another limitation ot time, yet, 
if it be found absolut ly necessary to secure 
a present eettlooceat cf the controveray by 
fonhir concessions, a pledge may be given 
that tbe portion west ot Lake Superior will 
be completed so aj to afford ccnnestion by 
rail witbtxikting lines of railway through a 
poition of the Unit e! S at<p, and by Canadian 
waters during the ceaxon of navigation, by 
he year 1890, as suggested.1

It was fa-.tber agreed that after location 
two millions thnnld be expended yearly npon 
construction in British Columbia, and that a 
railway from Esquimau and Nanaimo shonld 
be built.

It must be borne in mind that every step 
in the negotiations was necsesatily predicated 
open and subject to the conditions cf the re­
solution of the House of Commons, passed in 
1871, contemporaneously with tin? adoption 
of the Terms of Union with British Columbia, 
sabaeqnentiy enacted in the Canadian Pacific 
Railway Act of 1872, and subsequently re­
enacted (after a large addition had been mode 
to the rate of taxation) iu the Canadian Paci­
fic Railway Act of 1874 ; that the public aid 
to be given to secure the accomplishment of 
tbe nedert iking “should comist of such libe­
ral grants of land and such subsidy in money 
or ctber aid, rot increasing the then existing 
rate of taxation, as tbe Parliameat of Canada 
should thereafter determine,"

This determination not to involve tbe 
country In a hopeless harden cf debt is sne 
rained by public opinion everywhere through­
out the Dominion, and must of necessity con­
trol the action of tbe Government, and it can­
not b) too clearly understood that any agree­
ments aa to yearly expenditure, and as to 
completion by a fixed time, must be aubject 
to the condition thrice recorded in the jour­
nals of Parliament, that no further increase cf 
the ra e of taxation shall be required in order 
to their fulfilment,

The miction of Parliament to the con­
struction of the proposed railway from Ks- 
quimalt to Nanaimo was necessarily «con­
dition precedent to the commetuement of the
work.

The other Important feature of the arrange­
ment, namely, the limitation of time for the 
completion of a ceitain portion, and tbe speci- 
fication of a yearly expenditure, were deemed 
to be within ths meaning of the Pacific Rail­
way Act, 1874; subject, of coarse, to the con- 
dhisn already mentioned, and which was re­
ferred to in the minute of Connell cf De­
cember 18tb, 1874, when tbe Government 
“expressed a willingness to make these fur­
ther concessions ra her than forego an Imme­
diate settlement of so irritating a question, as 
the concessions sugge sted might be made 
without involving the violation of the spirit 
of any parliamentary resolution or the loiter 
of any enactment.

Tbe proposed lallway from Esqnimalt to 
Nanaimo dors not form a portion of tbe Ca­
nadian Pat i«c Railway as defin» d by tbe Act • 
it was intended to benefit local interest’, and 
was proposed as compensation for the disap­
pointment experienced by tbe unavoidable 
delay In coostrocting the railway across the 
contint nt. The work is essentially a local 
cn<>, and there ars obvioua reasons atçu ■-t 
the Canadian Government, under ordinary 
drcnsetaoce#, undertaking tbe construction 
nt such works, and in favour of their being 
built, if at all, by the virtue of Provincial ac . 
iioo.
KwTbe Bill which the Government introdneed 
into the House of Commons to provide for 
botlding this railway evoked a considerable 
degree of opposition in that House and in the 
country, and, although passed by tbe House 
of Commons, it was afterwards rejected In the 
Senate; and thuj there is imposed npon tbe 
Government the doty of considering some 
other method of meeting all jnst expectations 
of the people of British Colombia, whose 
Government has not suggested to this Gov­
ern ment any solution of the difficulty.

It would seem reasonable that the people 
pf British Colombia should construct this

wui * uuciai»x:i vuo, vi ^ t* iuvj
public works more advantageous) should, 
lieu of this, themselves undertake such other 
local public works, and ihst the compensa­
tion to be given them by Canada for any 
delays which may take place In the construc­
tion ot the Pacifie Railway should be in tbe 
form of cash tonus, to be applied towards tbe 
local rallwsy, or such other local works as tbe 
Legislature of British Columbia may under­
take, Canada a’so surrendering any claim to 
lands which may have been reserved in Van­
couver Island for railway purpose?.

The sum of $750,000 would appear to the 
Committee to be a liberal compensation, and 
the Committee advise that the Government 
of British Columbia be informed tliat this 
Government Is prepared to propose to Parlia­
ment at its next session the legislation ne­
cessary to carry out the views contained in 
this Minute aa to the construction of the Pa­
cific railway and tbe compensation to bo 
given to Britirii Columbia for delays in such 
cons fraction.

Tfce Committee fn.tber advise Hint a copy 
of this Minute be transmitted to tbe Right 
Honourable the Secretary cf State for tho 
Colonies.

Remark table Duel.
AM IVCIDBBT OF TUB REBELLION.

[From the Chicago Tribune. ]
Chicaso.—On tbe 12th day of June 1863, I 

witnessed a duel between aCapt. Jolts, com­
manding a Federal scout, and a Cspt. Fry, 
commanding a Rebel scout, in Greene Coun­
ty, East Tennessee.

These two men had been fighting each 
other for six months, with tho fortunes of bat 
tie in tbe fivor of one and then tbe other. 
Their commands were camped on either s:de 
of Lick Creek, a large and sluggish stream, 
too deep to ford and too shallow for a terry- 
boat ; but there a bridge spa-ined tbe stream 
for the convenience of ihe travelling public. 
Each of them guarded this bridge, that cotn- 
mnnication should go neither North nor 
South, as the railroad track had been broken 
up months before.

After fighting each other for soveral months, 
and oontening the point as to which should 
hold this bridge, they agreed to fights «lut 1, 
the conqueror to hold tho bridge undisputed 
for the lime being.

Jones gave the challenge, and Fry accepted. 
Tbe terms wore that tbey|should fight with 
navy-pistola at 2» yards apart, deliberately 
walking towards each other, and firing until 
the last chamber of their pistols was dis­
charged, unless one or the other fell before 
ail the discha'gcs were made.

They chose their st conds, and agreed upon 
a Rebel Surgeon (as be was the only one in 
either command) to attend them in case of 
danger.

Jones was certainly a fine-looking fellow, 
with light hair and blue eyes, 5 feet 10 inches 
ia height, looking every inch the military 
chiettaio. He was a man that sridLirs would 
admire and ladies regard with admiration. J 
never saw a man more cool, determined, and 
heroic under such circumstacre?. I have read 
of the deeds of chivalry and knight-?rrantry 
in the middle ages, and of brave men em­
balmed In meileru poesy ; bat, when I saw 
this man Jones come to tlm duelists’ seratch, 
fighting, not for real or supposed wrongs to 
himself, but, as he honestly thought, for his 
country and the glory of the flag. I conld not 
help admiriog the man, notwithstanding he 
tough* for the freedom of the negro, which I 
was o iposcd to.

Fry was a man fall 6 feet high, slender, 
with long, wavy, curling hair, jet black eyes, 
wearing a slouch bat and gray suit, and look­
ing ra her the demon than tbe man. There 
was nothing ferocions about him; but he had 
that self-sufficient nonchalance that cald, “I 
will kill yon." Without a doubt, he was 
brave, roo1, and collected, and, although suf­
fering roui a terrible fiejh-wound in his left 
arm, nt rived a week before, he manifested 
no syn ptom of distres», but seemed ready for 
the fight.

Tbe ground was steppe 1 off by tbe seconds, 
pistols loaded and exchanged, and the prin­
cipals brought face to face. I never shall 
forget that meeting. Jones, in his military, 
boyish mood, ai they shook hands, remarked 
that—
A soldier braves death fora fanciful wreath,

When In glory’s romantic career.
Fry caught up the rest of the sentence, and 

answered by saying :
Yet he bends o’er the foe when in battle laid 

low,
And bathes every wound with a tear.
They turned around and walked back to 

the point d<slgnated. Jones’ second bad tbe 
word “Fire and, as be slowly said, “One— 
two—three—fire !” they «imultjmously turn­
ed at the word “One,” and instantly fired 
Neither was hart. They cocked their pis­
tols. and deliterateiy walked towards each 
other, firing as they went. At the fifth shot, 
Jones threw up his right hand, and, firing 
his pistol in the air, sank down. Fry was in 
the act of firing his last shot ; but, seeing 
Jones fall, silently lowered his pistol, drop­
ped it to the ground, and sprang to Jones’ 
side, taking hia head into his lap as he sat 
down, and asking him if he was hart.

I ditcovered that Jones was shot throngh 
the region of the stomach, the bullet glanc­
ing aronnd the organ, and coming out to the 
left of the spinal column ; besides, be 
hsd received three 'other frightful flesh 
wounds in other Lporiions of tils body. I 
dressed his wouno?, acd gave him such stim­
ulants as I had. He afterwards got well.

Fry received three wounds—one breakieg 
bis left arm, one ia the left, and the other in 
tbe right s’.de. After months of snSering, he 
got well. Neither of them asktd for a dis­
charge, bat both resumed their com 
manris when they got well, sud fonght the 
War out to the bitter end, and to-day are 
partners in a wholesale gro ery business 
down South, doing a good basinets, and reri 
tying tbe sentiment of Byron that “A soldier 
braves death, etc., etc.

Trusting that tbe above trathful carratlve 
will bs a lesson to tome peopl-, North and 
Sooth, that stiyed on the ontside and yelled 
“Seek, dog !” and are not s'ill satisfied with 
the results of tho War, let me subscribe my­
self, a reconstructed

Hard Times.
Times are hard at present, it is said, in Ca­

nada, bnt they arc tbe same and worse in 
places often represented as far different and 
better. A mechanic writes to the New York 
Witness that, induced by the representations 
given of Florida, he left Montreal, expecting 
plenty of employmont when he got to that 
land of promise. Never was there a greater 
disappointment. He found the place over 
run with labor of all kimls, and many nnafile 
to say when or bow they conld get a meal 
Those who have work, and they are the min­
ority, get from $2 to $2.75 a day, and pay 
from $6 to $7 for board. Many are willing 
to work for their board, and can’t get any one 
to take them on those terms; very few in 
employment have more than three days' 
work in tbe week. If mechanics arc badly 
off, clerks, It is said, are still worse. The 
only tiling they can think of is, to try and 
work themselves back again to the Nottb. 
In short, there is considerable distress in Ca 
nada at present, and a good many may have 
considerable difficulty in weathering throngh 
the winter, but other places are equally bad 
and some a great deal worse.

The ago when personal 
allmncea governed European politics may be 
pfl^bnt such alliances are never without 
influence. And Russia, so far as she is Ru 
ropeau at all, belongs more to tbe Europe of 
a couple of centuries ago than to the Europe 
of tc-dsy.

It will also be unlawful to employ any clerk 
or apprentice in any shop or store for tho sale 
of such poisons, or In the dispensing of medi­
cines, except snob clerk or apprentice be re­
gistered as required by this Act.

Persons offending against the provisions of 
this Act arc liable for every such offence, to a 
penalty of fifty.dollars.
