LUCKY MOSLEY

One of the men who have for several months
past have been rather conspicuous by their silence
is Sir Oswald Mosley, one-time leader of the Black-
shirts in Great Britain and a man of decidedly pro-
Fascist views,

But he is before the courts again, and in view
of the fate, actual and probable, of some of the men
whose views he shared, it is probable that Sir Oswald
considers himself lucky, The charge levelled against
him in his case before the Kingsclere magistrates,
near Marlborough, was not one of high treason, or
even of conspiracy against the Government. The
crime of which he was accused was that he had caused
‘“annecessary suffering to some pigs by failing to
provide adequate feeding and suitable accommoda-
tion.” The charge was dismissed, with Sir Oswald
conducting his own defence. Presumably he must
have established that the Mosley Crow Wood Farm
was a fit place for pigs. But one fact remains—if the
British Government had not kept the leader of the
British Blackshirts in a secure place during most of
the war, he might have far more to worry about than
the unsubstantiated accusation of providing poor
board and lodging for pigs,

PROF. LASKI IS TROUBLED
