THE GOVEKNOR-GENERAL’S
VISIT T© MONTREAL,

DINNER WITH THE MAYOR.
On Monday night after having received the 

visits of a number of the miiit try and civilians 
of Montreal, His Excellency Sir John Young 
went to the residence of the Mayor, to be his 
guest for the evening. About ten o’clock yes­
terday morning a guard of honour of 100 men 
of the 60th Rifles under Captain Brown hav­
ing been drawn up at the entrance to the St. 
Lawrence Hail, His Excellency came oat of the 
St. Lawrence Hail enteral his sleigh aud pro­
ceeded to the Court House with an escort of 
the 13th Hussars, there to be

SWOBN IN AS GOVERNOR GENERAL.
On the appearance of His Excellency the 

Guard of Honour saluted and the Band played 
the National Anthem. Accompanying the 
Governor was His Worship the Mayor, Col. 
McNeile, A.D.C., and Mr. Turville, his private 
Seer tary. At this time the Royal Artillery 
fired a salute of 13 guns. The sleigh went 
along Notre Dame Street, which was thickly 
lined with spectators ; and, having arrived at the 
Court House, His Excellency was received by 
a Guard of Honour of the 78th Highlanders, 
who were drawn up within the building. Out­
side were stationed a number of the Water 
Police. The Mayor and the Eon. John Rose 
then escorted His Excellency and suite to the 
Advocates’ Room, where were waiting to 
receive him Hon. Judges Badgley, 
Monk and Mackay, Queen’s Bench, 
Mondelet, Torrance and Beaudry, Superior 
Court. A number of Staff officers 
including General Windham, General Bisset, 
Sir Henry Havelock, Col. Osborne Smith, Col. 
Dyde, etc , the members of the Corporation and 
others were present, together with Lieut.-Gov. 
Howland, Hon. Alexander Campbell, Hon. 
James Feirier, Hon. Thomas Ryan, Hon. John 
Hamilton, Senator Hamilton, W H. Lee, clerk 
of the Executive Council, etc. etc. At the en­
trance of the Governor the judges rose fiom 
their seats, aud were iutroauutd to His Excel­
lency by Hon. John Rose. Her Majesty’s Com­
mission was then read appointing Sir John 
Yo.mg Governor General of the Dominion of 
Canada. Hon, Mr. Justice Badgley adminis­
tered the oaths aud attested the signatures.

Capaiian public are compelled to pay nearly 
twice a.» much lor their books as they would 
have to do were Canadians permitted to publish 
them, and a large number of Canadian printers 
who otherwise would be able to find employ­
ment in this country, are driven to the United 
States in search of occupation.

Once more we desire to offer you a hearty 
welcome to this city and to this Dominion, and 
while doing so we desire also to express our 
warmest wishes for the health and welfare of 
yourself and Lady Young.

H.lti WORSHIP the MAYOR, who, on ris­

ing, was repoH'eri with cheers, said :—
The teast tirât I am about to off. r is one 

which requires no prcfatoiy remarks aud no 
response. It is one which is always first on 
occasions of tuis kind, first at tire feast and 
first iu the fe lings and affections of every good 
and loyal heart, (ipplause.) For where is 
the good manin our commquUy who is not a 
loyal man, loyal to his Queen and to his coun­
try in return for the great blessings ana liber­
ties ho enjoys under the reign of one of the 
best, of Sovereigns, and the protection of one of 
the most enlightened, liberal, and free consti­
tutions aud systems of government on the 
earth. Gentlemen, “ The Queen, God bless 
her.” (Loud cheers.)

The MAYOR again rose anti said :—
Loyal subjects of Her Majesty, attached to 

her person and gpyerument, it is natural and 
proper that these attachments should extend 
to the members of the Royal Family. We have 
been honoured with a visit by two of ibis family 
—The Prince of Wales and his brother,—who 
left behind them the mostkiudly remembtauces- 
by their dignified aud amiable demeanour ; and 
whan tbe news reached this distant land of the 
foul attempt upon the life of the young and 
guiltless Prince Alfred, I am persuaded that 
there w«s opt a good man iu our whole com­
munity who did not feel rtjoiced, and thanked 
God for the miraculous escape of the young 
prtnee, aud for the speedy and condign punish­
ment which awaited the toul assassin. (Loud 
ch-ers.) GentLmen, “ Tne Prince and Princess 
or Wales and other members ofthe Royal Fam­
ily ” (Loud cheers.)

The MAYOR in giving the toast of tbe 
evening said :

Gentlemen,—I now bave to offer you a toast 
which I am sure you will drink with a hearty 
und toyal good will. So soon as the Corpora 
tion of our city heard of the arrival of His JSx- 
cellency in Utcuwa, they felt desirous that he 
should visit Montreal, not iu a cold formal 
manner, butas the warmly invited guest ot the 
Corporation aud Citiz ns generally, (loud ap­
plause), and 1 feel peisuaded that I speak with 
a perfect connaissance de cause when I state that 
all our people feel deltgnt at the honour con­
ferred upon them by the gracious visit of His 
Lxcelleucy, aud extend towards their disting­
uished guest the kindest feelings aud the warm­
est welcome. (Loud and prolong! d cheering) 
Gentlemen, were I not in the pretence of hi is 
Kxcellettcy, I might indulge in explaining the 
cause of this very general and warm esteem tor 
our new Governor General. Although spun-, 
taueous, it is not accidental. The people of 
this country hail with delight the appointment 
to the high and important office of Governor 
General, of one, who, in the conduct of the 
government of the several dependencies of the 
Empire, heretofore committed to his charge, 
has always exhibited the highest qualities of 
statesmanship. Gentlemen, I beg to offer 11 Our 
Guest, His Excellency the Governor General.” 
Tho toast was received with great cheering.

The GOVERNOR GENERAL replied as fol­
lows :—

Mr. Mayor and Gentlemen,—If it wore allow­
able to find fault ou such an occasion as tho 
preseat, I should bo disposed to find fault w'th 
the too flittering estimate of my past services 
wi.ich has been mido by your worthy Mayor. 
My own feeling with regard to these services is 
that they have been Very imperfect, and that 
they have been far from satisfy ing myself, 
though they have received the appreba- 
tipn of thqae with whom J have had to 
deal, and have been amply, I might 
say too amply rewarded by my Sovereign. But 
being'highly senribla of your kindness 1 tend­
er you my acknowledgments for your splendid 
hospitality aud tbe warmth of yotu applause. I

ernnot accept these marks of jour favour as 
personal to myself ; hut I am happy to listen 
to them as a tribute given by this great company 
to the office and position of him who does Eng­
land's message here, and as a token ofiered on 
the part of the whole community that they love 
the British connexion, and are contented with 
the institutions under which they live—insti­
tutions wisely framed in accordance with the 
genius of the people, b/ the united sagacity of 
Brit sh aud of Canadian statesmen. Of tbe 
success of their efforts the best and most en­
couraging preof is to be found in
the determination of the people to 
cherish ¥he msiitutions thus established. 
He who runs may rtad signs of this content in 
tbe habits of steady order which are remarkable 
among your population in the time of peace ; 
in the manner in which, at the call of danger, 
they gather together for mutual defence ; aud 
in that reverence for law and loyalty to the 
Throne, which you exhibit ever and at all 
times. To implant such sentiments broad-cesr 
among a people is a result at which 
the most patriotic law giver might aim, and to 
succeed in the attempt might well gratify ;he 
ambition of the moat amuitious. That this 
bus been done here is made clear By many out­
ward signs—by great public vvorkst by a well 
cultivated country, by towns rising everywhere 
and scattered houses erected thrçÿîbouc the 
country districTs" These indication indue- 
try can only bu evoked aud mainfatlretl by e 
consciousness of security, and of the possession 
of liberty, the guarantee of Security. But 
amongst all these evidences of prosperity I 
should place as the most signal this 
great city, over which your Mayor so 
worthily presides. The city of Montreal, 
by her stately streets aud her lengthy quays 
shows the effect of the active enterprise of your 
inhabitants It is true she may not rival in 
wealth the gold nurtured cities of Australia ; 
but excells them iu the felicity of its posi­
tion, and surpasses them in the number of her 
inhabitants. Se-ted on the confluence of rivers 
she possesses advantages more favourable for in­
tercom munieatiqa and traffic, “than the meeting 
of the waters” celebrated by the Irish Pott. This 
city is fitted by natqre to ha a great emporuiui, 
and commercial metropolis, a centre to which 
traffic must come, and from which the arteries 
of trade must carry business by flux and rtflex, 
throughout the Dominion. Peopled by men 91 
different origins but equal iu valour and re­
nown, in industry and euterprize, the re­
sources of this city give promise of 
wealth to hef as a commercial capital, and 
power to the üoariuions of \yhicb she forms 
a part. To Chat Dominion, it wo may credit 
present apperrances, great accessions will ere 
long be made, so that its borders will be en­
larged till they extend from the ocean on the 
East to the ocean on the West, enlisting ail our 
follow countiymen iu British North America in 
the lofty fat k of building up free institutions 
on tbe British model throughout the Whole ex­
tent. It is true that a cloud of misappreheu- 
110a has rested over one Ptoviuce of tue Domi­
nion ; but this cloud is, I believe, gradually 
clearing away, and yielding to better light. I 
trust that ere a long time elapses the 
inhabitants of Nova Scoria will find 
that their interests point iu the direction to 
which their affections have, no aoubt, be n 
always turned. At all events whatever*recla­
mations thev may make, will, I am sure, be 
respectfully listened to, and every cause of dif­
ference which can be remedied will be remt- 
died with justice to the other Provinces I 
Lust, therefore, that Nova Scotia will, before 
loug, fall into line, and will partake while sire 
aids in the general advauce™ut once cp-operat- 
ing in and deriving advantage from those 
great works to wbrch public expectation is 
directed. These works seem to me - to a man 
of European mind—to be of gigantic ruagui- 
tude. A railway cf 1 000 miles in length, to 
which a 1000 miles is to be added, a carrai which 
is to abridge the distance between the waters 
of Lake Huron and the Sc. Lawrence by a 
length of 400 milts — these are enterprizes 
whose importance cannot he over-rated. 1 
trust that the people who have them in view, 
and their promoters, however, will not forget 
the timely hint given by Sir John A. Macdon- 
nld at a banquet given to the Mayor of Qitawa. 
As soon ae the resourcis of the country shall 
be iqual to these achievements no voice will 
be raised against them, for they will be regard- 
rid as great national undertakings. I trust 
these reeouices will increase rapidly ; but I 
hope the caution will not be forgotten ; for 
a too high price may be pa'd even 
for these valuable works, and an 
exhausted Treasury would be a heavy penalty 
to pay for them. But- these dangtrs being 
guarded against, I trust the improvements I 
speak cf will proceed rapid;y in tbe future. ]u 
the past great things have been accomplished, 
and now that the destinies of the country aro 
emphatically in the hands of the people, every­
thing is to be expected from the results of self- 
government by men living in an atmosphere oi 
freedom. | shall on.y repeat ;n the warmest 
language my thanks for your kind intentions 
towards myself, expressing my wish that the 
Dominion may grow up like a city built, at 
unity within herself—that there may bo peace 
within all its borders, aud that plenteousnets 
may crown the industries of its inhabitants. He 
then pioposed ths health ofthe Mayor, g

His WORSHIP, who wqs received with loqd 
cheers, said :—1 did not expect to be obliged to 
speak on behalf of myself aud of the City which 
1 rt present. Ï thank Your Excellency on be- 
helf of the City of Montreal, [t is, as (dl here 
know, a most progressive city. Its revenue will 
this year probably reach the sum of $1,000,000, 
while our real debt is only $1,000,000. It is 
true that there is an apparent ûebt of $5,000,000, 
but deducting what is really a source of large 
and secure income, our debt could be wiped out 
with one year’s income. When I hear the 
prosperity ofthe City of Montreal proposed I 
thank God that she is a prosperous city. Her 
Streets being widened, houses torn down tu 
give place to others more suitable to the wants 
of a growing commerce, her merchants, grow­
ing rich by tbe simple movement and ictivity 
ot trade, give evidence of the fact. It is true 
that now the white mantle of snow covers the 
taco of the earth, and the icy hand of winter has 
locked up the approaches by water, but if yrur 
Excellency should come here next June, you 
would then see the fleets of ships which con- 
trieuie to her prosperity, and wnich will make 
her continue to be, what she now is, the largest 
city ofthe Dominion. (Loud cheers.)

The MAYOR now said 
We have toasted the “ Queen,” the “ Royal 

Family” and the Qu, en’s representative here, 
with the feelings of loyalty arising from the 
consciousness of the liberties and blessings we
sr j'iy under our happy SjBtém of goverument, 
(©beers) but we must not forget the defenders 
of these liberties, those who in the hour of peril 
or trial protect our homes aud our hearths 
(Loud apolause.) These are the Army ami 
Navy of g tod old England, and our Volunteers. 
It is to be hoped that the day is far distant 
when the valour or power of these forces may 
be tested on our soil or in defence of it. But 
should it unhappily arise, we all know from the 
past glorious histoty what we may expect for 
the future. (Three times three.)

Lieut.-General WYNDHAM was received 
witn applause. Ho saici :—1 have often been 
called upon to return thanks for the Army, i 
am proud on this occasion, as on the last on 
which I h id the pleasure of dining here, to have 
it coupled with the Navy and Yoiuutters. 
(Loud cheers.) As for the Navy, as the Mayor 
has said, the city is clothed with t-now and ice", 
and therefore it is probable nobody will bu hero 
to reply on its behtrit. But we may rest as 
eured that if the men of [he navy conduct them­
selves as well as they have always done, they 
will still be looked on as the right hand oi Bri­
tain’s power, and will never be forgotten by 
Biitlsh hearts. (Loud cheers.) As to the Vol­
unteers, I see some around me quite as able as 
I am to return thanks. (Prolonged cheers ) I 
am sorry to say that the strength of the army 
is likely soon to be reduced hero And I say i 
am sorry, because, after thirty years t Xperience,
I can assure you that there '8 no place out oi 
England to which the soldicf would sooner go, 
or iu which he would rather stay, than in the 
Domiuiou of Canada. (Loud aud prolougui 
cneers.) The country is filled with old soldiers 
who have fought gallantly, not only for the 
Dominion of Canada, but for tbe Empire at 
large. We can never forget tho courtesy and 
kindness received^heie, and I am sure that or 
those who go away, there are but few who will 
not heartily pray for the success aud prosperity 
of the Dominion, and I know that those whom 
they ate leaving will wish that part of the 
army that departs every happiness. (Laud 
cheering, J

Coi. DYDE, who had to wait some time till 
the cheering whieh greeted him had subsided, 
said ; I have often spoken on behalf of the 
Volunteers, but I can scarcely find words to re­
turn thanks now for the toast so eloquently 
proposed and so enthusiastically received. The 
Muitia ana Volunteers, as all iu the Dominion 
know, have at all times done their duty sstis- 
factoriiy as a rule, and have endeavoured on all 
occations to emulate their brethren in tbe regu­
lar service in their eteauiness and gallantry. 
But the Volnteef M.il;tia is rather quiescent just 
now. A new Mliitialaw has come into iotce, 
with the enrolments and re-enroiments, and if 
the provisions of the bill do not prove satisfac­
tory, I hope they will be so modified as to be­
come so. I cannot sit down wfohqut taking the

opportunity of assuring the illustrious person­
age, who is the guest cf the City of Montreal, 
and who is now pre.-ent, that the lojalty, intel­
ligence and physique oi tho Volunteers of the 
Dominion are t quai to any in that great and 
glorious Empire to which we have the happi­
ness to belong. (Loud and prolonged cheers.) 
I feel asrured that the force will do its duty on 
any occasion oh which it may be necessary. I 
reciprocate the kind remarks made by the com­
mander of the forets iu the Dominion, and on 
behalf of the Volunteers, their feeling of the 
courtesy aud kindness they had at all times re­
ceived from him. (Loud applause.)

In giving the next toast the MAYOR said : 
—On a recent occasion we were honoured by a 
visit from the Lieut.-Governor of Quebec, who 
evinced a most lively interest in our mrnu- 
factoring and agricultural progress. (Cheers.) 
We are now bonqured to-night by tbe presence 
of tbe Lieut -Governor of Ontario, and we have 
learned from the public Journals that he also 
makes these important elements of our wealth 
bis special care (Applause.) This augurs 
well lor our country, and the country should 
evince its gratitude towards these distinguish- 
td beads of the respective governments for 
their encourageaient to such important in­
terests. I think I utter but tbe voice of tbe re­
spective provinces when I say that both these 
distinguished officials bore tbe confidence of 
th -r ptc-yl - i/rtf that ths jours which they 
arc now ci j y it: g are well earned tributes tor 
long and faithful services rend, red to their 
country in years gone by. [Cheeis.] Gentle, 
men, I offer you the “ Lieutenant Governors of 
Ontario and Quebec.”

His Honour tbe LIEUT. GOVERNOR OF 
ONTARrO, who on rising was received with 
cheers, said ;—I am at a loss for language suit­
able to answer and retpoud to the toast. It af­
fords me higher gratification than anything else 
could afford me, that through the courtesy and 
kiuuuess of the people cf this city, the most 
important in Canada, I have been allowed an 
opportunity of doing honour to and assisting to 
give a wtlcome to your guest- It is aa aot for 
which I feel obliged on my own part aud on 
that of the inhabitants of Western Canada, and 
l offer you sincere thanks on their behalf. 
[Cheers.] The intercourse of thirty-eight yearg 
1 have had with Montreal, aud my business 
and social relations with the people, lead me 
to appreciate the great enterprise aur' talent of 
her uaeichauts which has tended to bring about 
the high state of prosperity which now exists. 
[Applause. | It has been a matter of high gra- 
nlicatioa to myself to welcome His Excellency 
the Governor General, who has arrived to as­
sume the government of this country 
at a time so fortunate, when so much 
satisfaction exists in tne prosperity of the 
country. I assure you that throughout 
the Province of Ontario, and I venture tp 
speak in this respect, ou behalf of the Lh-uteu- 
ant Goveruof ot Quenec, mat almost without an 
exception, the people are contented aud loyal, 
not loyal from mere sentiment, but from the 
conviction that tbe institutions of the country 
are such as will result in the reignof liberty 
and order. iLoud cheers.) They have confi­
dence in the luture of the country and the 
institutions so happily accorded us, (Cheers ) 
It is of rhe highest importance that he should 
possess the highest qaaiities who is sent to pre­
side over the Government of this country, and 
we all feel confidence in the at ility and in the 
knowledge gained by experience which His 
Excellency has had as a statesman, a legislates; 
and administrator, which qualify hirp most spe, 
cially for the position, (t.e now occupies, 
[Cheers.]

HIS WORSHIP said tbe next toast is one of 
great amplirude. It would require many ora­
tors to do it ju-tice, It is no less than all tbq 
Colonial Ministers. [Hear, and a laugh.] It 
is impossible to do justice fo it, because I must 
begin at Australia and leave oit at British Col­
umbia. It would task me hard to do this, as I 
do not know the men who are Ministers in all 
these colonies, but if they are such worthy, 
good men, as the Proviuciai and Dominion Min­
istry, they are worthy of ai! hononr. I do not 
know if any of the Provincial Ministrv are her.'., 
but 1 see with my right eye [referring to Mr, 
Rose] one long known and esteemed, who is a 
member of the Dominion Ministry. The coun­
try is making progress. It has every element 
of success, and Canada will yet be a country 
wnich people irom other lands will desire to 
live in. Tire sul j r.t reftrred to by His Excel- 
leircy the opening up of new communications 
with Chicago—would save probably COO miles 
on the VO}age to Liverpool, but I agree with 
Dim that it should not be begun too soon, lest 
we run ourselves into difficulties. I give tho 
“ Colonial Ministers and the Hon, Johu Bose.’- 
[Cheers.]

The Hqn. A. CAMPBELL said Mr. Rose, 
being so closely connected with Montreal, has 
yielded mu the somewhat doubtful courtesy of 
answering for him. I can’t speak for all the Colo­
nial ministers,but shall rt strict inyself to speak­
ing for those of Caqada. J am sorry that they are 
not more fi.rgeiy represented, but I am charged 
by Sir John A Macdonald to express his deep 
regret that ho could not he present. The air 
pt&yed after the toast, “Let Whigs an’ Tories 
a’agree,” reminds me that ou this occasion I 
wouid bo t-ute to trespass il I should say a word 
about politics, and it would be impossible to 
Say a word ahoqt the past politics of the coun­
try or its future prosperity, without touching 
the feelings of some present In fact X could 
not go far without trampling qu the toes of oue 
who is sitting very near me. (The Hon. A. 
A. Dorion who was sitting next the speaker J 1 
ieel too well and kindly towards this opponent 
in politics even to wish to do so on any occa­
sion. (Applause.) In returning thankiq there­
fore, for Mr Rose, he has not given me much 
of a theme, but I cannot do so wi'hout advert­
ing to the servie-.) which such a toast may rend­
er to those who are in public life. I can re­
member when a toast ' f this kind could not bo 
crunk because it might be supposed to indicate 
a leaning to the Ministry of the day. Such is 
m t happily now the view token of the toast, 
which is drank simply iu honour of the 
position which a ministry fills. Tnisfac. tends 
to makes Ministry take a deept rand more seri­
ous view of the gravity of their position, and I 
am sure it has that effect. Tho example set 
by Montreal will, I am sure be followed all 
over tbe country aud the toast drank without 
reference to the mou who fill it, but to tne posi­
tion itself. (Applause) I r. juice with Lieiit- 
Governor Howland at being prereut na a deni- 
zjn of the western part cf the Province, but I 
think Ontario will feel a little jealous if it has 
not also an opportunity of welcoming His Ex­
cellency. It cannot show him a city like Mou­
treal, but it can show him a happy, prosperous 
and contented people, with whom he would be 
as much at borne aud whom he would be as 
glad to sea, as he appears to be at Montreal. 
(Cheers.)

The Hon Mr. RUSE, m answer to loud calls 
said Mr. Campbell bas sooken so well that, 
there is no need fi..r me to speak, although I 
cannot refuse, standing in the potilion I do to 
the City of isloutreal. The Ministry which 
now directs public affairs I will not say is 
much better or worse than those which 
have preceded it c.r tlrau those, it may bo, 
which wiii follow it. The toast I agree with 
Mr. Campbell has no political signification. 
We are met here to welcome the worthy repre­
sentative of our btioved Sovereign. The various 
parts ofthe Governmental machine have been 
often spoken of, but there is oue equally im­
portant part. The Ministry are but tbe ser­
vants of the people, representing the opinions 
ofthe majority,, but there is another power 
equally constitutional I allude to those wbo 
sit-opposite to them, Her Majesty’s loyal Oppo­
sition. (Cheers.) Believe me thirt those in office 
seriously consider the pressure brought by those 
who make up the imiepeudentpatriotic.’watch­
ful 0.1 position. (Cheers ) This toast night have 
covered not only the Ministry, but the Opposi­
tion, and when Mr. Campbell could not allude 
to politics, because he might tread oa the toes 
of gentlemen beside him, his remarks would 
have been all the truer it applied to my case. 
(R. ferrmg to Mr, Holton, who was seated next 
Mr. Rose.) I may venture to call that 
gentleman a friend for a quarter of a 
century, but I would rather always have 
him beside me as be is now, be looks so 
much more agreeable than'be does when sit­
ting opposite. [Laughter] Mr. Rose then al­
luded to his long residence in Montreal, and 
the friends whom he had made there, and to 
his ten years’ political connection with tbe 
city. H i referred to the great diversity of in­
terests so weU calculated to promote tbe public 
weal, and while advocating progress, recom­
mended caution and care, so as not to embark 
in schemes which, yielding no adequate return, 
would over-burden the resources and strength 
ofthe country.

At the conclusion of Mr. Rose's speech there 
were loud cries for Mr. Holton, and for Mr. 
Dorion, but neither gentlemen appeared to fi-el 
justified at that late hour in detaining the 
party longer.

Mr, A. M. DELIsLE proposed the health of 
Lady Young iu a few words, at the conclusion, 
of which the Band, through some mistake, 
played the National Anthem, which was taken 
by some as a signal for moving off.

HIS EXCELLENCY replied—A speech aftei 
“ Gud Save tue Queen” may be looked on I fetu 
like an actor who appears after the curtain has 
Ittllea. I do not know whether this toast is 
intended chiefly as a compliment to Lady 
Young, or whether 16 applies mainly to the la-

ueutiir return yon her b< st thanks. I have no 
doubt that your expression of regret at her ab­
sence is perfectly sincere ; but whatever its sin- 
cerny, it is not, I am-sure, more deeply f it 
than her disappointment. She was fully pre­
pared to come to Montreal when her medical 
mao put a veto on her leaving the house. But 
as Pleasure deferred is not always pleasure lost, 
I hope that Lady I uung may at some future 
time and »‘_&o distant rime e, j ,y a visit to 
Montreal With this expectation, I have to 
say that I look forward with great satisfaction 
to our next merry meeting. If the ladfi-s form 
the chief otj et of the toast, I foar I can scarce­
ly be accepted as the proper spokesman on 
their behalf. I foar that my age renders me 
somewhat unfit to do justice to such a subject. 
1 know, however, that there are many pretty 
ladies in Canada who deserve a warm eulogium 
upon their merits ; but I think I shall b et 
serve them by committiog the task of speak­
ing in their behalt to some persons more ac­
ceptable to them, and more capable of doing 
justice to their merits.

The band then played God Save Tne Qoxen, 
aud the company rose.

During the evening the band of the 60th 
Rifles, under Signer Ruincri, played a fine se­
lection of music.

DOMINION TELECRAMS-
LATJE3T IHOM QUEBEC.

Quebec, Feb. 2.
Report of Sub-Committee ou Contingen­

cies.
The report of the Sub-Committee on contin­

gencies states that the detailed expenditure of 
the House of Assembly from 27th December, 
1867, to the 31st December, 1868, amouuts to 
$82,631 ; which includes indemnity to mem­
bers, salaries, printing, binding, stationery, fur­
niture, and contingent expenses. The appro­
priation voted last session for these purposes 
amounted to $88,927. The sum paid out by 
Treasurer's warraut, $85,000. Balance in 
hand, $3,927. There was a sum in bank of 
$2,381; leaving a total surplus of $6,309. The 
report goes on to say, that the printing of the 
Municipal and Agricultural Laws was paid for 
out of the appropriation, and that, though not 
taken in account in the appropriation,it amount 
ed to $1,588. Other items not estimated 
for were, salaries paid by order of the Executive 
Council to 27th December, 1867, $930 ; extra 
copies of agricultural report, $237 ; travelling 
expenses, postage, &c., $149 ; books for law 
clerk’s office, $321 ; statistical jaiical reports, 
$43; stationery purchased for 1869, $1,519; 
paid on account to Brousseau, $409. The 
whole amount to $11,507. The committee re­
marks that there are still 904 French copies, 
and 785 English copies of the Municipal Acts 
on hand for distribution, also a large number of 
copies of the Agricultural Act. The amount 
expended on above includes the salaries of the 
supernumerary employes of the House, whose 
services were dispensed with at the close of the 
session. These accounts and papers were pro­
perly classified and in good order. The com­
mute insists that it is necessary that economy 
should be practised in the expenses of the house

The report shows much to the credit of the 
committee, that $11,500 were saved on the es­
timates.

The Purchase of Nova Scotia.—The Minerve 
gives the following as the official account of the 
terms agreed upon between the Hon. Joseph 
Howe and the Lominion Government. The 
inhabitants of Nova Scotia, the Minerve says, 
complain especially of the unfavourable finan­
cial position which they occupy in consequence 
of the Act of Union, and they demand certain 
modifications, whicih should permit them to 
maintain their local government on a proper 
footing, and to meet their obligations, It is 
known that the Government of a small country 
costs more in proportion to the population than 
that of a more considerable province, and Nova 
Scotia, in obtaining from the federal treasury 
only a sum proportioned to its population, has 
found itself placed in a position cf inferiority 
which it has the very legitimate desire to im­
prove. Besides it has not the same revenues 
for the support of the Provincial Government. 
It has no public lands, no municipal 
funds, no clergy reserves, no public 
works—works binging in .a revenue ; it has 
only its mines. To make up for these differ­
ent sources of revenue, which the other Pro­
vinces possess, and of which Nova Scotia is de­
prived, it has been agreed to give her the same 
supplementary grant as New Brunswick, that 
is $63,000. She will continue to receive, ac­
cording to the Act of Union, ei hty cents a 
head, calculated according to the decennial 
census, until the population amount to four 
hundred thousand inhabitants. Another mo­
dification has been made in the share of the 
debt to be borne by this Province. According 
to the Act of Union the Federal Treasury is 
cherged with S8,090,000 of the debt of Nova 
Scotia. This sum was fixed in 1865, at the 
time of tbe first conferences at Charlottetown 
and Quebec, and at that time it nearly repré­
sentai! the whole délit of' that Province ; but 
during the two following years, and before the 
First cf July 1867, the government expended a 
considerable sum. about four millions, 
for public works, railways, post offices, custom 
houses, &c., which the Federal Government has 
taken possession of, which the Local Govern­
ment had to pay for without deriving any bene­
fit from them. It is well known that these lines 
have been transferred to the Federal Govern­
ment, which possesses at the same time the 
public buildings, of which so e, built since the 
first Quebec Conferences, represent a value of 
not less than half a million. Such are the new 
arrangements concluded between the Govern­
ment and Messrs. Howe and McLellan, who be­
lieve themselves sufficiently authorised to treat 
in the name of Nova Scotia. They have both 
declared themselvesasatialiid with these condi- 
tiens, which will enable their province to de­
fray the expense cf its government without 
having recourse to direct taxation.

Fall fscm a Horse.—On the 23rd ult., a 
young man about seventeen years old, named 
John Ml Ivor, of the Township of Hmou, was 
violently thrown from a horse whilst in the act 
of mounting, and dragged a quarter ot a mile, 
receiving thereby such injuries as caused his 
death after twenty-eight hours of intense suf­
fering.

Governors Besidence.—There is one thing 
the Bariie - xaminer cannot approve of, aud 
that is the vote in favour of putting up a costly 
residence for the Lieutenant Governor. The 
amount is too much by half, and could have 
been more judiciously expended in opening up 
roads, or assisting emigration. The Picton New 
ATariore, which does not like to condemn the 
Government, admits that the appropriation for 
completing the Governor’s residence is almost 
universally regarded as excessive, and has done 
more to lessen the public confidence in the 
Administration than anytning else.

—The eldest son of Mr. W. C. Little, M. P. 
for South Simcoe, a lad of about fourteen, met 
with an accident a few weeks ago which result­
ed in his death. When sliding down the hill 
near his father’s, the small sleigh he was on 
struck a stump, against which he was also 
thrown with violence, aud sustained an internal 
injury which proved fatal on the 25th inst. 
The deceased was a fine boy of good promise.

—The " oldest inhabitant” never saw such 
remarkable fine weather as we have had dur­
ing nearly the whole of this month. The river 
St. Clair is still quite open, and the Sarnia 
Observer learns that a schooner made a trip 
from Port Huron to Detroit during the tore part 
of last week, arriving there on Monday 
afternoon, a circumstance quire unexampled in 
the annals of river navigation in that section.

Miss Bye —A statement came out in a dis­
cussion at the recent meeting of the County 
Council of Lincoln, that Miss Bye had made 
propositions to lease the old jail at Niagara 
with the design of converting the building into 
a general depot for children which she is en­
gaged in bringing out from Eugiand.

The Committee haye given their attention 
and consideration to the aunex-.d report of the 
Honourable the Minister of Finance, having re­
ference to and BUbmitticg certain correspond­
ence that has taken place between him and 
Messrs. Howe and McClellan, together with 
certain reports on the subject of the re-adjust­
ment of the financial candidates attending the 
admission of Nova Scotia into the Union, and 
concurring in the suggestions of the Minister 

J of Finance, they respectfully advise that a 
measure be submitted to Parliament at its next 
session proviuing : let. Yhai the debt of Nova 
Scotia, on entering the Union, be placed at 
$9,186,756, and that that Province be relieved 
Lorn any charge of interest, unless her debt 
exceed that sum ; and, 2nd. That for ten years 
from the 1st July, 18s7, an annual subsidy of 
$82,6.98 be paid to tjiat Province. The Com­
mittee further report this ec-nsjirrence in the 
recommendation cf the Finance Minister that 
Nova Scotia be debited after the completion of 
the province building with interest oh the cost 
of that building until it shall have been placed 
at the disposal of the Dominion.

ded in its exposition by the member for Col­
chester, Mr. McLellan, whose practical and 
fiuancial knowledge rendered him a valuable 
colleague to Mr. Howe in setting forth, in a ! 
clear and forcible light, tne several points 
wherein their Province suffered by the arrange­
ments adopted at the London Cenference.

As a sequel to the correspondence which had 
been for some time going on between Mr. Howe 
and the Privy Council, Messrs. Howe and Mc- 
Lelan met tbe Hon. Finance Minister at Port­
land; aud subsequently came to O.tawa in 
pursuance of the negotiations for which a basis 
had already been laid. These négociations, 
relating mainly, or we should say solely, to fin­
ancial matters, were at length concluded to the 
mutual satisfaction of the Government on the 
one side, and Messrs. Howe 3lld McLelan on 
the other, and the result will be laid before the 
public in detail in tbe course of a short time. 
Tne proposed altered relations ot Nova Scotia 
to the Dominion will of course form a fruitful 
theme of public discussion, and must in due 
course be submitted to Parliament for its judg­
ment; if sanctioned, we may hope that the mad 
spirit of repeal has been exercised from the 
body politic of Canada-; if rejected—hut of that 
we have no fear.

The grave responsibility which the repeal 
agitation in Nova dcotia, the failure of the re­
peal delegates in Eugiand, aud the despatch of 
the Duke of Buckingham ami Chaudos,of June 
last, hud thrown upon our Government, was 
one which it had either to shoulder, or under 
which it must have bad to succumb. Nova 
Scotia had to be reconciled to the Union, this 
was the imperative duty imposed upon our 
Government in fulfilment of the des­
tiny of the British American colonies 
to be one country under the British flag. The 
Hon. Mr. Howe has earnestly assisted the 
Premier and his colleagues in accomplishing 
this ead. But where terms had been agreed 
upon and a policy determined, it was necessary 
not only for the satisfaction of Nova Scotia, 
but lor that of the o'-her Provinces, that a sub­
stantial guarantee should be given for the good 
faith cf this policy. Ontario, Quebec and New 
Brunswick should see that Nova Scotia ac­
cepts its due share of the ministerial responsi 
bility of presenting this policy for the appro­
val of the whole country and the legislative 
sanction of Parliament. Hence the Premier 
insisted that as a necessary condition to the 
adoption of tbe policy determined on towards 
Nova Scotia, the H-- -.Mr.'Howe should accept 
a seat in the Privy 1 ndii, an-i moot Purlin- 
mem with a due sb-ra 0f the responsibility 
attaching to him for the measures to be sub- 
ruitted.

It may readily be understood that the Hon. 
Mr. Howe hesitsted before acceding to this 
request ; that ho weighed well the consequence 
of such a step, and the misconceptions to 
which it would expose his conduct. But 
simultaubousiy with tho settlement on the 
material points under discussion between Mr. 
Howe and the Government came a despatch 
from the Earl of Gmnville, Colonial Minister, 
touching some resolutions of the Nova Scotia 
House of Assembly which do not appear to 
jiave been before His Grace of Buckingham and 
Ohapdos when he penned his signifient 
despatch of the Sth'Dedembef,just on the eve ci 
his quitting office, iu reply to the famous 
“Minute” of the Nova Scotia Executive Council. 
Qur readers repiemher the tone of the despatch 
just referred to, and wo have i xcellent reasons 
for believing that the despatch ol Earl Gran­
ville is conceived iu the same spirit ; that it 
cuts off all hope ot a favourable view of the 
Repeal movement being entertained by the 
present Government, and-imposes, from'con- 
Aiderstiong^of the higheqt Imperial interests,1 
the maintenance of thé Union Act in its’ 
integrity, and the most conciliatory policy 
towards all the Provinces under it. It was 
thus rendered certain that despite the presence 
of Mr Bright in the new Government its policy 
respecting Canada would be precisely the same 
as that of its predecessor, and hence the last 
faint hope of obtaining Repeal, orevenachange 
in the Union Act, at the instance of a single 
Brovinae, has been destroyed. Under these . 
circamstanbes, Mr. B'oye could no longer 
resist the invitation of Sir John A. Macdonald 
to accept office and abate in the responsibility 
of the policy to the adoption of which he had 
so largely contributed.

Throughout the length and breadth of the 
Deminion there will ha an almost universal 
feeling of satisfaction at this result. Every 
Unionist will rejoice that tha talents of the 
veteran 'staiesmat* bre at length to be devoted 
to the cause of consolidating a politio-r 1 system 
on this continent, whose early germs were 
planted in great part by his own hand ; and we 
trust that ail, or nearly ail, the Nova Scotia 
Bepe lers, recognizing the irresistible force of 
the “ logic ot events,” will* applaud the patriot 
whq has won for his Province improved rela­
tions with the General Government. We are 
not altogether hopeful of the Local Cabinet 
of Nova Scotia. Our readers ktiow that since 
the “stay-away-from-Ottawa" cry was raised, we 
have considered them the marplots of the sister 
Province. It will rejoice us exceedingly if the 
future shall prove tnat our judgment in the 
past has been too harsh ; but though we fear 
there may be some mol-contents for a time, we 
have the utmost confidence that the sober judg­
ment of IIova Scotia will ratify Mr. Howe’s ac­
tion, and condemn these malcontents to the 
rangs of a hopeless and continually dwindling 
minority. By tho gpeas of the Nova
Scotians, and ehery^b.o- j- . 'fas&i theuther 
Province^ Mr. Howe’s accep be of’Ministerial 
responsibility will he joyfully bailed as a sub­
stantial guarantee for the consolidation and 
perpetuation of British American Union. View­
ing the event in this light we heartily congratu­
late our readers ou its consummation.

Our readers will perhaps he somewhat sur­

prised at seeing the announcement at the head 
of our editorial columns this morning. The 
Hon. Joseph Howe has accepted a seat in the 
Privy Council in the place of the late Hon, Mr. 
Blair, Thera are at the present time abundant 
and most cogent recsons for this step. It has 
been put oeyond dispute that the Imperial Go. 
vernment would entertain no project for the re­
lease of Nova Scotia from the operation of the 
provisions of the British North America Act, 
and hence all further efforts in the causa of re­
peal would he not only fruitless but absolutely 
pernicious. The Home snthorities had im­
posed upon the Canadian Government the duty 
of so framing the legislation of tbe country as 
to make it just and acceptable to the Nova 
Scotians, and this duty has been frankly ac­
cepted by our Privy Council, and entered upon 
in a spirit of fairness and conciliation It was 
necessary, therefore, that some one represent­
ing the Nova Scotia m.-jority should have a 
place in the Cabinet, to give a guarantee to the 
public that the measures in contemplation 
were to he justly framed, and carried nut iu 
good faith ; and who of that majority was more 
likely to insure that guarantee than the Hon. 
Joseph Howe 7

Wo need scarcely recall the circumstances 
attending the visit of the several members of 
tha Privy Council to Halifax last August ; the 
Repeal Convention, and Mr. Howe's subse­
quently published letters concerning the same. 
These matters must all be fresh in the public 
recollection ; and they Involved but a single 
conclusion : i. e., that Repeal being out of the 
question, it but remained for the public men 
of Novti Scotia to make the best of the situa­
tion ; to set forth the position and require­
ments of their Province, and make such terms, 
within the Act of Union, as it was possible for 
them to do. Mr. Howe saw, and no doubt 
other leading Nova Scotians saw, that this was 
the only possible course which could be pur­
s' *i within the bounds of loyalty and patriot­
ic ; and Mr. Howe, true to his character, was 
the first to frankly sud honesty proclaim the 
fact to tho world. As a result of the visit of 
the Ministers to which we have alluded, Mr. 
Howe opened a correspondence with the lead­
er of the Government, with a view of ascertain­
ing what, and how much, could be d ne for his 
Province within tbe Union. Like a practical 
man he abandoned repeal only when conviuced 
that repeal was impossible, and if not accept­
ing, fit least submiUlog, to a situation which 
circumstances had rendered inevitable, ho at 
once set himself to the work of adapting that 
situation to the rLquirements of his Province. 
Wa believe in this work Mr. Howe himself 
will be able to convince the Nova Scotians 
that he was met by the leader of the Govern­
ment and his colleagues in a fair and friendly 
spirit. In respect ‘of Nova Scotia’s peculiar 
position, we believe Mr, Howe was ably secon-

90 ; of licanse, $4 936 09 ; hotel bills, 90 peo­

BOVS IN HEW YORE,

There are about 1,500 brokers in New York. 
The Directory will show about 3,000 lawyers, 
about 500 insurance offices and as many banks 
and hanking offices. Besides, there are no less 
than 10,000 other places where boys are em­
ployed—boys from twelve to sixteen. Taking 
these figures a ; approximately correct, though 
much below tho zeal number,we have from 15 - 
000 to -20,000 boys ot the ages named who at­
tend no school, earn money, aud most of whom 
try to spend it as fast as they get it, The boys 
are either what are called “cash boys” at 
stores or errand boys. Generally they are en­
trusted with large sums. They hear in the 
stores and offices much larger amounts talked 
about than they ever themselves possessed. In 
all of them, by the influence cf all this and 
what else they see, the eagerness to be or at 
least appear wealthy is awakened, and small 
sums are generally despised. The carelessness 
of their employers is much to blame, Boys are 
sent to the bmk either to carry there or obtain 
money, stocks, bonds, or other valuables to an 
amount almost fabulous. The bovs know what 
is entrusted to them, and because of the care­
lessness of their employers they become care­
less themselves. Every cnce in a while some 
bold robbery of a bey is told of, and never is 
the perpetrator caught. Oaly once, and that 
was within this month, the boy was smart and 
honest enough to defend himsalf. to pur­
sue the thieves and to succeed iu having one 
arrested There were about fifty of these cases 
during the last 12 montiis, and this was the 
first of the kind where the bov caught the thief 
Why is this ? Not because thé boy is iu collu­
sion with the robber. This is hardly possible. 
But simply because the employers themselves 
are doing everything to make them careless. 
The salary such a boy receives is genervlij 
from three to five dollars. Most of the employ­
ers prefer the boy who lives with his parents. 
At first this would appear as a safeguard, as­
suming that it is for the reason that a boy only 
under the eye of his mother or father would 
prove so much the better. But in reality this 
is not so. The reason why most employers of 
boys prefer those who reside with their parents 
is simply that such boys can be got cheaper as 
they have to pay no board. Does any one sup­
pose that for three or tiro dollars a week the 
services of anybody may be hired who is worthy 
to be entrusttd with from $5,000 to $50 000 
and in many cases with much more ? But even 
the last mentioned boys are wanted Let their 
moral training be ever so good, they will be 
drawn into company, Tom, Dick or Harry 
will invita him or them, and once off and once 
given to the habit of spending tha hours of the 
evening iu wild carousals, their future is gone. 
Look into any billiard saloon. One-haif play­
ing or betting or looking on, are boys below 
twenty, and almost alt employed In one of the 
capacities mentioned. Among these are a large 
number who frequent these public places only 
because they have no other place to go to. They 
are here ailured into tricks, their time is oc­
cupied amusingly, the boon companions they 
meet with are always flush, and temptation is 
not long wanting.

Now, what is the remedy ? Wore there read 
ing rooms iu the city more numerous than 
they are at present many of tho evil ways of 
these hoys would be avoided. These reading 
rooms should be conducted upon tho principle 
that, for each kind of fish used there must be 
used its own kind of bait. It is not to be ex 
pected that boys of lively disposition, fail of 
fun and seeking amusement can be “captured," 
if the word be allowed, hy the dry, sleeoy lec­
ture of a hectic person or tho still more dry 
weekly p-pors issued by religious congregations 
They want to read, and something which, while 
amusing will insirtict.

These boys are now led astray and are 
brought to visit places where amusement and 
piay are offered them. Let tbe public take an 
interest in this matter and fornieh reading 
rooms and lecture hells free of expense and 
as numerous as there are wards in the city, or 
twice ae many, and in a few years a marked 
improvement in the habits of the boys will be 
found.
