Haut St. Laurent MRC rejects
Ryan’s tax reforms

The Haut St. Laurent
MRC has adopted a firm
position rejecting the fiscal
reform proposed by the
Municipal Affairs Minister
Claude Ryan.

The mayors’ council
accepted a resolution
March 13 formulated by
the executive committee.

The MRC resolution
asks Premier Robert Bou-
rassa, Minister Claude
Ryan, the Ministers’ Coun-
cil and other deputy-
ministers to agree to report
the application of the
Ryan’s reforms, summari-
zed in a document entitled:
“Vers un nouvel équili-
bre.”’ (Towards a New
Balance). It has been indi-

cated that these reforms
have been prepared without
the implications and conse-
quences having been
digested.

As well, the MRC would
like to hold a Quebec muni-
cipalities conference which
would bring together the
two union’s representatives

to review the question of

sharing of powers and res-
ponsibilities proposed in
the Ryan document.

The MRC hopes that
each MNA would make
public his position. They
hope to find support which
would ratify the present
resolution adopted by the
Haut St. Laurent MRC
which is in solidarity with

Waste Management Policy

UPA wants public health as priority-
Incineration is no solution

“Nothing is more urgent
than stopping the incinera-
tor projects. Protecting our
environment is an ongoing
thing. Protecting it is sort of
a waste of time if you have
incincrators i#your back-
yard,” emphasized St. Jean
Valleyfield UPA spokes-
man, Alex Holzgang of St.
Etienne.

Members fo the environ-
mental coalition met with
Environment Minister
Pierre Paradis and his assis-
tant at the minister’s Mon-
treal office March 15 to
submit the petitions con-
taining the 26,000 signa-
tures opposing the installa-
tion of the two incinerators
in Valleyfield. While he
said the minister main-
tained that incineration was
the poorest solution of all,
the UPA states the position
that “‘incineration is no so-
lution at all.”

Mr. Holzgang left the
meeting with the impres-
sion from Mr. Paradis that
the environment could be
cleaned up if it wasn't too
expensive. Public health
was an important isuse for
the minister. but on the
same balance line as
economics.

The UPA wants public
health as a priority. Mr.
Holzgang proposes that the
MRCs, elected officials and
citizens form committees to
install ecological projects as
garbage management solu-
tions. The  Special

Delegates Bureau, he com-
mented, seems to propose
projects that are secondary
in emphasis to public health
concerns. ““We have to sit
down with the MRC and
work out logical solutions
that will work in the long

run.

Composting

It's logical to have the
UPA involved in the policy
for composting since it will
be farmers who will be the
most likely customers for
the composted matter. They
have to have input about
what goes into the compost
heaps in order to have

the other Quebec

municipalities.

It these positions are not
taken by the government
authorities, the municipal
world, according 10 the
MRC. would understand
that the Government is not
interested to discuss with
the elected municipal offi-
cials a sharing of powers
and responsibilities.

The MRC is also asking
that a list of those MNAs
who are favourable and
opposed to this resolution
be made public in cach
region of Quebec. This
would serve to sensitize the
citizens of their MNA’s
position concerning this

enough faith to spread iton
their fields, he explained.

It would be safer to have
smaller heaps on the
municipal or MRC level
rather than make a moun-
tain in Valleyfield where
farmers would have no con-
trol over what went into it.
Considering Valleyfield's
industrial base, Mr. Paradis
said he understood a farm-
er might have doubts about
what else could be dumped
into a compost heap. Ste.
Martine has one proposed
for the land at the former
agriculture college.

The solutions would be

“unilateral otter trom
Minister Ryan.™’

The MRC sees the Ryan
reform as a means o
directly tax citizens a subs-
tantial financial surcharge
of more than $500 million
annually.

The Governement would
withdraw finances in the
areas of road maintenance,
police services, school buil-
ding tax compensations,
and MRC operating grants.

Haut St-Laurent is cons-
cious that in 1995 the finan-
cial compensations  from
the Government end; an
amount of $2.068.00 will
have to be covered.

The MRC believes that
the information coming

more managable he feels if

they could be brought back
to a more local level, closer
to the people, “‘rather than
industralizing garbage for
the lowest cost,” stated Mr.
Holzgang.

Mr. Paradis expressed a
concern about the present
contract for an incinerator
that the Montreal Urban
Community is negotiating.
The contract would guaran-
tee the volume of waste to
the incinerator. This. he
feels, could counteract
recycling efforts. Toxic
waste incineration.

Alex Holzgang is a member of St. Jean Valleyfield UPA environmental commit-
tee opposing incineration as a waste management solution. In the Environment
ministry's publication entitled **De moins en moins de déchets’ on waste manage-
ment, it clearly shows incineration as an integral part of the program.

from the Governement in
the areas of road and bridge
improvements shows a
very poor understanding of
the quality of local road
networks on the Govern-
ment’s part. There is skep-
ticism that the Government
can fulfill its promise to
offer technical support as
its lacks the means to ade-
quately respond.

The MRC would have to
pay for police services but
would not have control
over the quality of the ser-
vices offered.

The bottom lines rests
with the taxpayers ability to
pay. and the MRC feels
that the Ryan reform is
playing with this situation.

Toxic waste

Mr. Holzgang gained the
impression that the minis-
try is not in control of the
incineration of toxic waste.
The minister said that often
he can't get all the docu-
ments he feels he needs
from some of his civil ser-
vants. As well, Mr. Paradis
told the coalition represen-
tatives present that he
wasn't too sure that the
American company which
bought Stablex didn’t have
access to more information
than he could get. Mr. Para-
dis also commented that
while toxic waste treatment
companies are busy treating
American  waste, ours
(Canadian) is running down
sewer drains.

The UPA believes it is
important to close borders
to stop importation. Mr.
Paradis responded that
Quebec lacks the constitu-
tional authority to stop im-
portation of toxic waste. Be-
sides, the minister ex-
plained, Quebec is a net ex-
porter of toxic waste to the
States which the Americans
can utilize based on superi-
or technology. Our waste is
often their resource and
what they return to is is the
most toxic.

Mr. Holzgang states that
society has to stop creating
(toxic substances). or only

create things that can be
managed.

Southwest region still target for waste incineration

Within a fifteen-mile
radius of Ormstown. no
fewer than five waste in-
cinerators are cither oper-
ating or proposed. the same
as one year ago.

While nothing much has
changed as 1o the status of
these projects, citizen
awareness and protest has
grown over the past year.
Valleyfield's proposed tox-
ic waste incinerator and
domestic waste incinerator
have drawn the most oppo-
sition, including several
municipalities who want
their involvement in the
project dropped.

In Mercier, the former
Tricil-owned toxic waste in-
cinerator chugs away over
Southwest Quebee farmland
under the new name of
Laidlaw. The coalition
“Eau secours”™ has or-
ganized around that area.

Another change-of-hands
has taken place on Hinchin-
brooke's territory where the

incinerator of Tremus In-
dustries has been purchased
by Senvic Inc. Senvic wish-
¢s 1o continue operation
along the Gowan Road for
the burning of bio-medical
waste but the MRC Haut St.
Laurent says such an activi-
1ty does not conform to the
agro-forestry zoning in that
arcd.

Although neighbors 1o
the plant say they will be
adamant against it, the mat-
ter is not vet resolved.

Due south of that site,
across the Canada-U.S.
border. Ellenburg, N,
residents have taken a simi-
lar stand. For over a year
they have kept up a regular
Saturday protest march with
pickets signs in front of the
entrance to the property of
Pete Drown, Inc. Ironical-
Iv. here. too, a medical
waste incinerator is planned
which  would operate
round-the-clock, 365 days a
vear

Citizen activist Elsic Hart
points out to Canadians that

such a tacihity would pollute
both countries

“If. God forbid, we get
this incinerator, we're only
about six miles from the
Canadian border: the
residues  and will
penetrate your water, land
and people just as the ones
over there will grossly af-
fect us here in New York.”

The local incinerator is-
sues on both sides of the
border have been fired by
public speaker Paul Connen
who was recently hosted by
the Valleyfield coalition
against waste incinerators,
ADN. His sobering statis-
tics and videos of existing
waste burners and toxic ash
dumps have convinced op-
ponents to keep up their
fights.

Legislators at all levels of
government  continue  to
hear from the concerned
citizens. But Elsiec Hart
feels that government offi-
cials tend to put on blinders
and ignore the dilemma.

“Ifeel itis up to the peo-
ple to select and choose the

public official we put in
office.”” she says. “(The
people) must not let the rich
get richer and the poor get
poisoned by pollutants
which are totally
unnecessary.”

Alternatives exist for bio-
medical waste disposal such
as sterilizing re-usable
hospital items through au-
toclaving and microwaving.

The New York State
Government agency respon-
sible for issuing an operat-
ing permit to Pete Drown,
Inc. has now accepted the
application and is in the
process of reviewing it. A
public notice was printed in
the March 11, 1991 Platts-
burgh Press-Republican
newspaper by the Depart-
ment of Environmental
Conservation of Raybrook,
N.Y. 12977 (David Trost).

The concerned citizens
hope that Canadians will
express their opposition to
that department this week
before the permit is
granted.

The facility would have a

capacity of 400 pounds per
hour to burn “‘regulated™
medical waste. Ash would
be transported outside the
area for disposal. The
project site is on a 6.7 acre
parcel located on the north
side of Route 190 about two
miles east of Ellenburg
Corners.

A Draft Environmental
Impact Statement has been
accepted and is on file. The
principal impact would be
the emission contaminants
which include sulfur diox-
ide. hydrogen chloride,
nitrogen dioxide, carbon
monoxide and particulate
matter. These would pass
through a ‘‘scrubber”
process and a 70 foot high
stack or 55 foot bypass
stack.

Another environmental
impact would be the 1,440
pounds of ash per day
generated by the
incinerator.

Editorial

- REKINDLING HOPE

Easter is the most important event of
the year for Christians.

The resurrection of Jesus is the fun-
damental basis of Christian faith and
our ministry together in Jesus’ name.
For those of us involved in professio-
nal, ordained ministry and for millions
of Christians in the world, belief in the
resurrection is what empowers us to
work for peace and justice, healing and
wholeness, understanding and commu-
nity, in this hurting global village in
which we live.

Someone has said that the greatest
catastrophe of our century has been the
abandonment of hope. People have lost
hope. People no longer trust in their
elected officials, in institutions, in the
legal system, or even in themselves.
For me, the Easter event rekindles trust
and hope.

Today we find ourselves in the midst

of so many complex problems and
situations. The Middle East is facing
radical change and the world must now
address seriously the Palestinian ques-
tion and strive for human justice. Here
at home we face disunity and confusion
about our national identity and our
future. In this province, the James Bay
II Hydro Québec Project on the Great
Whale River threatens the way of life
of our Cree neighbours and will likely
result in damage to the fragile ecosys-
tem which ultimately affects us all.

For many, like myself, such things
represent ways we crucify Christ over
and over again. But [ repeat that resur-
rection and new life is there for us to
believe in and attain. I refuse to be
seduced by either secular cynicism or
sentimental, pious optimism. Easter
means new life and hope, joy and
peace.

May you and yours enjoy a safe and
happy Easter. On behalf of all the
Christian ministers and churches in the
valley, may I be so bold as to wish you
God’s richest blessings and may you
be empowered by the good news that
Christ is risen!

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Committee to study economic development corporation

A committee has been
formed by the mayor’s
council MRC Haut St.
Laurent to study all aspects
relative to the creation of an
economic development cor-
poration (EDC).

At their January 13 meet-
ing the Mayor’s Council ac-
cepted a proposal of com-
promise, which was
brought forth by St. Anicet
mayor Pierre Caza.

Huntingdon, through
mayor Gerald Brisebois,
presented a resolution rela-
tive to economic develop-
ment at the January 9 meet-
ing. This proposition asked
that the MRC be in charge
of the introduction of the

EDC for the six municipal-
ities that voted in favour of
the $62,000 budget at the
November 26 meeting.
However, the mayor's
council, by majority, hesi-
tated in front of Hunting-
don’s resolution. MRC
prefect and mayor of Dun-
dee Paul-Maurice
Patenaude pointed out that
November 28’s vote was
against the $62,000 budget
that was proposed for the
founding of an EDC, and
not against the idea itself.
But last November 28,
certain mayors, by voting
against the budget, ex-
pressed positions clearly
demonstrating their lack of

interest in the eventuality of
an EDC in Haut St. Laur-
ent. Godmanchester mayor
Philippe Leblanc and
Franklin mayor Jean
Laplante argued that the
November 28 vote was not
only against the budget, but
also against the introduction
of an EDC.

It must be understood
that the EDC dossier has, to
some extent, made waves in
the heart of the Haut St.
Laurent MRC. This is why
St. Anicet mayor Pierre
Caza put forward another
resolution. "I don't want
the EDC to divide the
MRC;.” he stated.

This time there was a
positive step toward the
economic development of
the MRC. It is composed of

a beginning as small as can
be, but to eerything there
must be a beginning.
Huntingdon is deter-
mined to see the actualiza-
tion of an EDC.
MRC prefect Patenaude

asked the deputy-mayor of
Huntingdon, Jean-Paul
Mainville, what the hurry
was for Huntingdon to have
a corporation. Mainville
explained, ‘‘Pressure from
the MNA office.”

Mayors’ concern directed at MNA Chenail

Beauharnois-Huntingdon
MNA André Chenail assu-
red the mayors of MRC
Haut St. Laurent that fiscal
reform will happen.

On February 13, Chenail
told the mayors who were
present that Municipal
Affairs Minister Claude
Ryan’s proposed reform
was in their hands now.
"“You must defend your
points, and I'm here to lis-
ten to your concern,” he
said.

Chenail responded to a
question posed by Prefect
Paul-Maurice Patenaude by
saying that he sees the
transfer of responsibilities
through the eyes of a for-
mer mayor. **My situation
is similar to yours', he
said. **If the municipalities
have to pay. then they
should be capable of
making decisions. The
government is conscious

that the municipalities can
manage the services at
lower costs."”

He explained that as far
as roads are concerned, he
is aware of the impacts of
the transfers, since 11,000
km of roads in his riding
will be the object of these
transfers of responsibilities.

Secretary-treasurer,
Frangois Landreville,
emphasized to Chenail the
concern faced with the loss
of subsidies for the functio-
ning of the MRCs, to which
Chenail admitted that the
transfer on the provincial
level was estimated at only
$7 million. This is why the
interventions will be made
in order to ensure the
upholding of this govern-
mental subsidy.

As for basic Sureté du
Québec police services, the
mayors’ concern is the fact
that the municipalities must
disburse important sums
without actually having a
decisive presence.

As for local road
systems, the mayors hope
to receive a precise list of
the roads that the transfers
will affect. The quality of
these roads is of the utmost
importance. Landreville
insisted to know the condi-
tion of these roads.

The mayor of St. Anicet,
Pierre Caza, is certain that
with these transfers of res-
ponsibilities, the municipal
taxpayers will have to pay
more. Meanwhile, he com-
mented to Chenail that
there is no foreseeable gua-
rantee that the taxpayers
will pay less provincial tax.

No Moratorium

**Time 'is' of 'the
essence’’, declared Munici-
pal Affairs Minister,
Claude Ryan. According to
the last proposals, it is evi-
dent that there is no ques-
tion of a moratorium con-
cerning putting the reform
into practice.

The Union of MRCs of

Quebec asked Ryan to
change the beginning of the
reform to January 1, 1993.
This proposal was quickly
refused by the government.

MRC Prefect, Paul-
Maurice Patenaude, Orms-
town mayor, Chrystian
Soucy, St. Anicet mayor,
Pierre Caza, and Secretary-
treasurer, Frangois Landre-
ville, participated in a mee-
ting in Quebec on January
29. This encounter was
organized by the Union of
MRCs.

Prefect Patenaude explai-
ned that a clear mandate
was supplied to the Union
of MRCs in order to work
and to collaborate with the
government in order to
continue the discussions
relative to this new equili-
brium proposed by Claude
Ryan. Pressure tactics may
be proposed and brought
about the municipalities in
order to show their disap-
proval of this reform.

Action Defence Nature meets with Environment Minister

Environment Minister
Pierre Paradis met March
15 with environmental coa-
lition members opposing
incineration, including the
Action Defence Nature
(ADN), St. Jean Valleyfield
UPA, St. Antoine
Abbé/Franklin Environ-
ment Action Group, Arbre
de Blainville, and PQ
Beauharnois-Huntingdon.

The petitions filled with

the 26000 signatures of
Citizens opposing the two
Valleyfield incinerators
were given to the minister.

Mr. Paradis seemed to
have a astute understanding
of the situation. He
described the Special
Delegates Bureau waste
management project to be
such that the MRC
Vaudreuil-Soulange would

pass its garbage to Valley-
field which would do a
good business incinerating
it and the MRC
Beauharnois-Huntingdon
would receive the pollution
from the incinerator
smokestacks.

Alec Holzgang of the
UPA impressed to the
minister that the coalition is
categorically opposed to

both the domestic and tox-
ic waste incinerators. Com-
posting of wastes, he said,
must be considered an es-
sential element in the recy-
cling process.

Monique Desnommee of
the St. Antonie
Abbe/Franklin Action
group, using supporting
documentation, showed that
the domestic waste inciner-

ator would have taken tires
to burn, even though the
Special Delegates Bureau
denies this possibility.

There are more than 12 mil-
lion tires in Franklin.

Pierre Pelletier of Arbre
de Blainville admonished
the minister for his unwill-
ingness to inform the popu-
lation as to the green

police’s inquiry into Stablex
operations last year. Mr.
Bergevin added that it is un-
acceptable that Stablex con-
tinues to accept American
waste.

Mr. Paradis admitted to
problems in his ministry
and with certain other
ministers.

In June 1991 legislation
will be announced permit-

ting MRCs to have authori-
ty over their own landfill
site management, allowing
for the refusal of outside
waste acceptance.
According to the
minister, the pressure exert-
ed from the environmental
groups at the three govern-
ment levels is essential. It
helps 1o evolve everyone's
mentality towards a more
ecological consciousness.

Mr. Holzgang, who is a
