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List Of Names
For Jury Duty
Now Being Made

City Hall authorities are now
preparing a list of those West-
mount residents who are eligible
for jury duty. This list is made
up from these names on the valu-
ation roll. The list must be sent
into the Sheriff of Montreal with-
in 30 days after the homologation
of the valuation roll.

The authorities point out that
this "is the only opportunity an
ordinary citizen has to share in
the administration of justice and
although most people do their
utmost to get out of this duty,
they are urged to co-operate when
their turn comes, if it comes.

To be put on this list, you
must be a male occupant of the
house; 21 'years of age or over;
& Canadian citizen; live in the
municipality; and have
name on the valuation roll as a
tenant or owner.

There are a few exceptions to
this, however. You can get out of
it if you are a Canadian citizen,
born outside the province and
have lived in the province less
than three years; -if you are a
naturalized citizen living in the
province less than 10 years; if
you have a physical disqualifica-
tion or if you are a person con-
victed of a criminal act.

Completely exempted. are the
following: members of the clergy,
Privy Council, Senate, or House
of Commons in Canada; also
members of the Executive Coun-
cil, Legislative Council or Legis-
lative Assembly; all judges, of-
ficers employed in the adminis-
tration of justice, train despatch-
ers, firemen, members of the arm-
ed forces and persons over 635
Yyears of age.

to speak before an audience no
matter what size, gave a man con-
fidence which would be reflected
in his work.

The speaker recalled that re-
cently he attended the opening
meeting of a public speaking
course when 12 of last year's stu-
dents returned and each gave a
speech. He said it was wonderful
to hear them after only one year
of study. He reported that one
man with whom he was convers-
ing said he had just received the
offer of a high position with an
advertising firm and he attributed
his good fortune to the fact that
he was able ‘to put across his
thoughts’, a knack he had picked
up from the speaking club to
which he belonged.

“Speed in speech is often a sign
of shallowness,” Mr. Chishom con-
tinued, A speaker should consider
his thoughts before uttering them.
It is often true that during a
pause, you are in closest contact
with your audience. The value of
a pause cannot be over emphasiz-
ed. Your audience can only grasp
your thoughts after the words
have been spoken, and the pause
gives them time to assimilate your
suggestions.”

“Emphasis is also invaluable,
that is, emphasizing the right
word or phrase, In the right place,
it gives clarity to what you are
saying. Sometimes, the best ex-
amples of this come from child-
ren,” the speaker said.

Mr. Chishom asked the ques-
tion, “How does your inability to
speak affect your social life?”

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CATAPULT TO FAME

Another California comet, in the form of a tall,, bronzed, and
powerful youngster flashed across the sky of amateur tennis here
on Sunday, when Ricardo ‘Pancho’ Gonzales, a Mexican-American
lid from Los Angeles in the Sunshine State, won the highest honour
available to the tennis simon-pures, scoring a sensational straight-
sets victory over veteran Eric Sturgess, a foreign threat, in the
U.S. National Championships.

The dramatic victory, whica mace Gonzales one of the young-
est winners ever in the tournament, was the culmination of a life-
time of work for the scar-faced youngster, and was a fitting re-
buttal to those critics of his, who denied his greatness, by emphasi-
zing a need on his part for more perfect ground strokes, The criti-
cism came after Gonzales had been none too successful in recent
tournaments along the Eastern Seaboard.

With a capacity crowd of 13,000 tennis lovers taking him to
their hearts as the new champion, the L.A. youngster followed in
the true California tradition, in the footsteps of such famous Na-
tional Champions as Jack Kramer, Bill Tilden, ¥Frank Parker, Bobby
Riggs, Don Budge, and Elly Vines, all refugees from the West Coast.

Gonzales’ stunning victory, and it was an upset when you con-
sider that such players as Parker, Bill Talbert, Gardnar Mulloy,
and Jaroslav Drobny were all ranked ahead of him, saw the fulfill-
ment of a prediction made two years ago by Kramer, who after
playing a match with the fiery Pancho, named him to succeed Big
Jake as the amateur king. Pancho did just that, climaxing two
years of hard work, after his return from a sojourn of Navy duty,
so that he now stands at the top of the list, insofar as amateur
net stars are concerned, and believe us, it couldn't happen to a
nicer guy.
