Prime Minister ChurchiU's 
^iitual abandonment of the 
Polish Government in London, 
and his agreement that Moscow 
is entitled to the territory it 
claims in Eastern Poland, of 
course means many things In 
many people, hut as 1 see it the 
main significance of his gesture 
to Russia lies in this declaration:

The world security organiza­
tion to prevent future wars “will 
be fatally ruptured by a quarrel 
between any of the three most, 
powerful empires which compose 
Ihc grand alliance of the 
United Nations'' meaning 
Britain, Russia and the United 
States.

The natural inference from 
this statement is that tho fatal 
quarrel might develop if the 
Anglo- American allies opposed 
Russia's taking over Eastern 
Poland.

Thus Marshal Stalin al one© 
gels approval of his claims and 
gains fresh recognition of 
Russia’s vnst and steadily-ex­
panding in flue nee in Europe.

Actually Mr. Churchill's move 
doesn't alter the fact that the 
question of Eastern Poland was 
settled months ago, although Ihe 
Polish Government in London 
has stuck to its claims. To put. 
it bluntly it was settled when 
Moscow said it was going to re­
tain the territory in question. 
There would he only one way to 
dispute this decision effectively, 
and that would be by war.

While Mr. Churchill has aban­
doned the Polish Government in 
London, I don’t take this as 
meaning that he has abandoned 
Poland.

On the contrary he seems pre­
pared to support a Polish Go\- 
ornment which will recogni/o 
the inevitable realistically and 
enter friendly negotiations with 
Moscow for the rebuilding of 
Poland by the annexation of 
part of German East Prussia 
and a slice of Eastern Germany 
proper. And while one quite 
understands Ihe feelings of tho 
Poles about losing cherished ter­
ritory, it looks as though tho 
lands which the Poles will get 
in exchange will he intrinsically 
far more valuable than the 
ones lost.

Some observers have inclined 
to the view that Mr. Churchill 
has thrown the Atlantic Charter 
overboard in making this stand.
I doubt whether the Prime Min­
ister will agree that he has dono 
anything of the sort. That char­
ter is a vital document for, as 
I pointed out yesterday, many 
nations have pinned their faith 
to this declaration which, as I 
understand it, was given Mr. 
Stalin's blessings at the con­
ference of the Rig Three at, 
Teheran.

Passing time, how ever, has 
made it clear that the Charter 
will need some powerful inter­
preting to make it meet all the 
diflirullies which have arisen 
since it was created.

PRIME MINISTER KING
Tomorrow Prime Minister William Lyon Mac­

kenzie King is celebrating his seventieth birthday 
and Canadians of all creeds and political color will 
unite in extending best wishes to this man who lias 
spent the greater part of his life in the service of 
the nation, in one position or another, and with a 
few breaks has been its chief executive over a term 
of twenty-three years. For a quarter of a century he 
has been the leader of the Liberal Party.

The policies of the Prime Minister have not and 
do not meet with the approval of the entire popula­
tion, but this disagreement, in principle, will by 
no means detract from the respect for the man and 
the work he is attempting to do. And it is in this 
spirit that Canadians on the eve of his seventieth 
birthday extend to him their greetings and best 
wishes for continued life and happiness.

"HANDS-OFF” POLICY IMPOSSIBLE
Certain individuals and organizations, often 

lacking any real appreciation for conditions which 
exist within the European countries have been heard 
on many occasions recently to express the belief that 
Great Britain or the United States should adopt a 
policy of "Hands off Greece," or “Hands off Italy." 
They can express the belief with pious platitudes 
but they fail to seek a clear answer to the question : 
If Greece, Italy, Belgium or other liberated countries 
are permitted to pass into revolution and anarchy, 
with shotguns and hand grenades the only arbiters 
of their destiny, what may Europe come to?

They may advance the by no means novel sug­
gestion ‘hat the Allies should permit these revolutions 
and uprisings to run themselves out, after which we 
could deal with the victors. But, unfortunately, this 
law of the jungle, the principle of the survival of 
the fittest, may take a long time to run its course. 
Thus the question arises: What would happen to 
Europe in the meantime? There can be no peace in 
the world, nor security, nor world trade nor exchange 
nor prosperity, so long as Europe is in a turbulent 
state of unrest, with plague and death and pestilence 
stalking a continent.

As it is. and no matter what course is followed, 
there is all too much danger of Europe going back 
to the dark ages; to an era in which forces released 
by this war will threaten to turn many lands into a 
wilderness of tragedy. Not in centuries has the world 
faced prospects more terrible and sinister.

In the same connection, there is heard much talk 
about democracy, but Prime Minister Churchill has 
made it abundantly clear that this is not only an 
overworked but a very much abused word. He de­
clared, “It takes all sorts to make democracy—not 
only Left Wingers but even Communists," adding 
“Democracy is no harlot to be picked up on the 
street by a man with a Tommy gun."

The truth is that in many of the Mediterranean 
state,s there is no understanding of democracy 
because they have never had it. And as the Ottawa 
Journal points out, there is a lack of understanding 
of the system in this country, probably a deliberate 
lack. The paper continues:

Some of our radicals here at home, with their 
prating about ideologies and other things that are 
nothing but intellectual hangovers from Europe, and 
entirely alien to our way of thought, need to be told 
this. They arc altogether too much confused about 
icmocracy and its meaning and about the countries 
in which it is permitted to exist.

There may be right argument about the precise 
«haracter of the policy which the British Government 
is pursuing in Greece — or in the method of its 
execution at any rate. There is no argument at all 
in the claim that these people who are trying to over­
throw the Greek Government — Churchill called 
them “a gang of men from the mountains"—are on 
the side of democracy, or that they would establish 
or practise democracy if they were permitted to gain 
power.

Communists arc not democrats—not in Russia,.
or anywhere else.

AGE LIMIT FOR SENATORS
Strong agitation has appeared in many sections 

of Canada for the reform of the Canadian Senate 
through placing an age limit on its members and 
by changing Parliamentary practice to provide them 
with more work. These proposals have been advanced 
periodically and the latest outburst was caused 
through the death of Hon, Onesiphore Turgeon who 
was near the century mark, having been born in 
the year 1846'. Proponents of the change advance 

[ the theory that men of this age, or even several years 
younger, are physically incapable of making the 
annual sessional journey to Ottawa and enduring 

! the strain of a lengthy session, let alone make a 
worthwhile contribution to debate and the delibera­
tions on public business.

One obvious measure they advance for Senate 
| reform is the establishment of a retiring age for 
Senators, with seventy-five being considered a rea­
sonable limit of usefulness. They claim that life 
appointments should be discarded in naming Senators 
and that vacancies should be filled promptly and not 
left to the political convenience of the Prime Minister 
of the day.

But the opponents of the idea also make out a 
strong case and ask why the age limit be fixed at 
seventy-five and not at fifty or one hundred. They 
point out that there are men under fifty in the House 
of Commons who are of very little use, while the 
late Sir William Mulock, in his hundredth year, was 
a better critic of Canadian affairs than many men 
of half his age.

The Peterborough Examiner effectively sums up 
the case against age limitation with the observation: 
As long as a man is able to travel to Ottawa and take 
his seat in the Senate, he is likely to have something 
to say which will be of value to the Dominion. If he 
had any brains when he was appointed he v/ill retain 
them until he dies. For stupidity is not a character­
istic of age; it merely shows itself more grossly in 
the old, who have lost their power to conceal it. A 
man who is intelligent at twenty-five will be intelli­
gent when he is ninety; a man who is a fool at 
twenty-five will be an old fool at sixty. Folly cannot 
be rooted cut of government by establishing retire­
ment ages, which are merely arbitrary sentences of 
death, passed by unthinking committees who accept 
popular and ignorant prejudice against old age.

THE WAR WOUNDED RECOVER 
One of the outstanding scientific developments 

of the present war has been the advancement in the 
methods of treating those wounded in battle, an 
advance that has become so effective that according 
to United States army surgeons, of the wounded men 
whose injuries are not inevitably fatal, 97.7 per cent 
recover, although in many cases there may be per­
manent impairment. The quick aid and the new 
methods of medical and surgical treatment mean not 
only actual recovery, but less suffering, less serious 
results and quicher recovery, enabling the equivalent 
of sever,.1 divisions to return to the front line. The 
latter is important when manpower is such a factor 
in the outcome of the war. It is regrettable that men 
who have been wounded and done their bit have to 
go back in again when thousands of others, for a 
wide variety of reasons, are comparatively free from 
danger, but this is the way of wav.

But there is gratification in the knowledge that 
uncountable numbers of men have been or will be 
wounded in this war and recover who, suffering 
similar wounds in the last war, would have died. 
The chief factors in these circumstances are the 
rapidity of attention and evacuation, and the 
administration of sulfa drugs and penicillin, Because 
of the narrow bridgehead on D-Day, men who were 
wounded or the beaches of Normandy were on then- 
way back to England within two hours of being hit. 
Even today, men report that they received preliminary 
aid within a few minutes of being wounded,

The wonders of sulfa preparations and penicillin 
have not yet been fully explored. New uses for 
penicillin are being discovered from time to time. 
When the war is over and all the resources of 
medicine and surgery are available to civilians, there 
will undoubtedly be a great reduction in the total 
amount of human suffering and the ratio of deaths 
as compared with the pre-war era. It has certainly 
been fortunate that penicillin and its associated 
drugs were produced just shortly before the war 
began in real earnest.

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Waterloo Kiwanians Plan Campaign 
In Aid Of French Relief Committee

Waterloo, Dec. 16. — The Kiwan­
ians met under the chairmanship of 
Mr. Marchessault, in the absence of 
the President, Mr. Peter Gunter; Mr. 
Fred St. Denis, the Vice-President; 
and Mr. Herbert Boyle, who were al! 
attending a special meeting in Mont­
real. Twenty eight members, and one 
visitor were present, including two 
new members, Rev. Sidney Wood and 
Mr. Keith Allan. The chairman read 
a letter of appreciation from the 
High School for its night spent at a 
meeting, where it witnessed "Magic 
of the Spectrum.”

Mr. Charlie Robidoux gave a re­
port of the French Relief, explaining 
that a collection of wearing apparel 
would be made by the Kiwanians 
from door to door in aid of this or­
ganization.

Mr. C. D. Dalaire then introduced 
the guest speaker, Mr. Wilfred 
Spearman, who had been Manager of 
the Beaver Club in London for one 
and a half years, and is now connect­
ed with the Y.M.C.A. of Westmount.

The speaker began by giving the 
exact location of the club, explaining 
that it is on Spring Gardens Street, 
next to the Armiralty Arch just off 
Trafalgar Square, Directly across 
the road is Canada House. Headquar­
ters of the Canadian Government, in 
England, adjoining this is the Sun 
Life Building’, and again directly in 
front of this is the Canadian Nation­
al Building, housing the Y.M.C.A., 
Knights of Columbus, Canadian Leg­
ion and the Salvation Army. There­
fore the Beaver Club, Mr. Spearman

said, is actually situated in “Canada” 
among London life.

The Beaver Club is the finest ser­
vice clpb of its kind in England, and 
during the one and a half years he 
had spent there, over ten thousand 
men a day passed through this club. 
This is the main reason, the speaker 
said, why he wae glad to be able to 
speak to such a gathering, because 
friends or relatives of everyone 
there had visited that club, and those 
men would be the very ones 
to offer their praise for this ex­
cellent organization.

This club was opened on February 
19,1940, and is a five story building, 
housing approximately fifty rooms.

This is not, however, a residential 
establishment, but serves meals and 
acts purely as a recreational conter 
to all men on leave. There is a paid 
s taff of one hundred and fifty, and a 
non paid staff of eight hundred. The 
speaker offered exceptionally high 
praise for all these women, who offer 
their services for the benefit of the 
Canadian boys.

There is a Poet Office and Bank 
houeed in the Beaver Club, which 
aids the boys very much. For 
instance, on Monther’s Day, three 
thousand pounds wa.s cabled to Can­
ada for flowers, and at Christmas 
over four thousand pounds was sent 
for gifts. All this service is offered 
at a minimum cost.

The newf paper room is an over­
used center. When shipping was so 
short personal newspapers were 
cancelled.

Spearman said that twenty-five 
thousand boys have already married 
English and Scottish las-siec.

Mr. Spearman said that in one and a 
half years, only two boys were ex­
pelled from the club due to miscon­
duct. In this connection it must be 
remembered that theee boys are on 
leave, away from discipline, and out 
for a good time, and yet their be­
haviour is exemplory.
