THE CLIFTON BANK SWINDLE.
THE ACTORS IN THIS GRAND CONSPIRACY—MONEY 

MADE EASY

Iu our issue of last week we gave a brief ac­
count of the arrrst of two noted swindlers naned 
Chadwick and Sands, in Gen. Mitchell’s division 
at the Southwest, charged with flooding the army 
with the worthless bills of the Clifton Bank, 
Canada. We did not then know that a brother 
of Mr J. H. Chadwick, Mr. George W. Chadwick, 
was then confined in Eldridge street jail on a 
similar offence This is probably one of the 
most gigantic swindles ever set afloat ; but, to 
the credit of Mr. Chadwick, be it said, it was 
effrontery without hppocrisy, fraud without a 
blush, crime without an attempt at concealment 
—Robbery perched on a pinnacle, with has fin­
gers at his nose, laughing at hoodwinked Jus. 
tice.

The history of this Bank of Clii’tqn i^qfjiuch 
a character that it deserves an externfe'd* notice. 
Samuel Zimmerman, the former proprietor of the 
Clifotn Bank, Canada West, was a wealthy and 
respectable gentleman, well known jn the neigh­
borhood of Clifton. He was theo riginator of 
the Bank, which was constituted in 1855, under 
the then free Banking law. Not long after its or­
ganization a special charter was granted for the 
Institution by Parliament, and it continued to do 
a legitimate businessjuntil the terrible railroad ac­
cident at the Des Jardines Canal, whereby a 
whole train of passengers was precipitated into 
the r ver, and some were mangled to death and 
others were drowned.

Among those who lost their lives was Mr. Zim­
merman, and, in settling up his affairs, the Bank 
as a consequence wound up business. The chart­
er, however, was too valuable to throw away, 
and the executors obtained permission from Par­
liament to change the name of the bank to the 
Bank of Clifton. At this point of its history the 
franchise was sold to a western banking firm for 
about $8,C00. The $8,000 enabled them to get 
out an issue of $100,000 ; but they were puzzled 
to get them among the community. Mutters 
rested for some time in this shape until the fran­
chise again,changed hands. A Mr. Works bought 
it,and undertook to set the bank on its feet again 
and for that purpose he sold to the brothers John 
H. and George W. Chadwick, one undivided 
half interest in the Bank of Clifton. The Chad­
wicks pretended to be doing an extensive flour 
aud grain business, at 37 Pearl street, and by 
that means obtained full control of the bank. 
What their interest in the bank was to have cost 
them does not appear. That they paid nothing 
for the hundred thousand dollar bill they secured 
and flooded on the community is evident from 
the testimony laid before the supreme Court, in 
the suit of Works against Chadwick. Obtaining 
control of these Bills, Chadwick & Co. imme­
diately set their wits to work to consummate a 
grand swindle. The first “big thing” done by 
them was to purchase $25,000 worth of dry 
goods, which they paid tor in the Bank of Clif­
ton notes ; and as soon as they got the goods 
they turned round and sold the same at auction, 
which brought them $6,000 It is for this smart 
trick that George W. Chadwick is now enjoying 
the hospitalities of Sheriff Lynch at the Hotel 
Rue d'Eldridge. It appears that Mr Works, 
finding that Mr. Chadwick had the best of him, 
obtained an injunction to prevent the circula­
tion of the bills ; but iu defiauce of the order of 
the Court, they opened an office, No 35 Wall 
street, under another name, and pretended to re­
deem the bills ; and it was after this injunction 
was granted that the dry goods swindle was 
prepetrated. Master Georgs found himself in 
rather hot water when he put the courts at de­
fiance, and John thinking the city too hot for him, 
started with his man, Sands of Boston, and 
palmed off $70,000 of these worthless shinplast- 
ers on the soldiers of the Southwestern army.

While the Clifton Bank was in full blast, the 
Chadwicks “paled in” with the swindling direc­
tors of the Beverley Bank, the North Western 
Bank of Pennsylvania, and the bogus Indiana 
State Stock. The Baverley played into the North 
Western, the North Western into the Clifton, 
and the Clifton in turn into the American Bank 
of Indiana, and when one prop of this baseless 
fabric reeled they all tottered and fell together.

For the benefit ot those who propose going in­
to the banking business, we give the agreement 
entered into between Works and the Chadwicks.
It is as follows :

“We, John H. & G. W. Chadwick, comprising 
the firm of Chadwick & Co., now doing business 
at No. 37 Pearl street, in the city and county of 
New York, and Alfred J. Works, also of the city 
and county of New York, do agree with each 
other that said Works hereby sells and conveys 
to said Chadwick k Co.,one undivided half of the 
charter, banking fixtures, furniture, notes, plates 
engraved and to be engraved, stock, etc., with 
the rights and privileges belonging to the Bank 
of Clifton, at Clifton, Canada West; and said 
Works agrees to furnish all necessary debentures 
for complying with the charter.

“The consideration for the foregoing sale are, 
that said Chadwick k Co., are to pay for the 
printing of the bank notes to be used, also pay 
four hundred dollars back rent of banking house, 
and furnish cashier two hundred dollars (if cash­
ier deems advisable) to use with Editor Bank 
note Reporter, at Buffalo,N. Y., and one hundred 
dollars for contingent and necessary expenses 
of cashier, calling together directors, etc , etc., as 
we may deem necessary ; also said Chadwick &
Co ,agree to furnish ampleJunds for the redemp­
tion of all Bank of Clifton notes that may be put 
in circulation ; also provide for the Bank, cash 
in New York for the cashier to redeem any notes 
that may be presented at the counter, and such 
amount of specie at hauk, as will be held advis­
able to be held at the bank, and keep the bank 
in good credit, so far as providing for the re­
demption of all Bank of Clifton notes circulated 
by said Chadwick & Co., for the space of one 
year, ; if the circulation will justify, and profits, 
this term of one year may be abated by written 
agreement of the parties to it ; that said Chad­
wick k Co., shall have control of a!! circulating 
notes issued by th? bank daring the said one 
year, unless annulled in writing, as provided 
a'qove ; that a 1 nett profits arising from the use

By way of counter 
claim, Chadwick sets up in his defence that 
Works had no interest whatever in the Bank of 
Clifton, ergo had no right to sell onehalf interest 
in the bank, ergo the said Chadwick was a suf­
ferer to the tune of $14,000 by the operation,and 
he, George W. Chadwick, claimed damages to 
that amount. But the law moved too slowly for 
the Chadwicks, hence we find the brother, John 
H. Chadwicks,in Nashville,shoving off his worth 
less money by wholesale. In that city alone he 
got rid of thirty thousand dollars. Mr George 
W. Chadwick, in view of these recent disclos­
ures, should amend his pleadings and put his 
damages at a much smaller amount, We think 
there is evidence enough to arrest not only the 
Chadwicks, bat other prominent men in Wall 
street for swindling, forgery, and perjury, and 
the sooner they are all looked after the better, 
as it will have a tendency to frighten other 
swindlers, who are contemplating the getting up 
of other bogus banks on the principle of the
Beverley, and Merchant’s Bank of Trenton._

Public Honors Declined until Earned.—In 
allusion to certain suggestions having been 
made as to the propriety of inviting the Premier 
to a public dinner, by his constituents, the Corn­
wall Freeholder says that "Mr. Macdonald is 
averse to accept any demonstration of that kind 
at present. Various compliments have been 
tendered to him since his accession to power, 
and he is very sensible of the kindness which 
prompted them. But for the present he steadily 
declines to accept the ovations which bis friends 
and admirers desire to offer him He simply 
says that, as yet, such compliments have not 
been earned. When the goVernment shall have 
matured their policy, carried their measures 
through Parliament, and effected the departmen­
tal reforms which they contemplate, a mark of 
publie confidence and approval will be far more 
significant and more flattering than H could be 
mow.”

Reward of Merit.—We have much pleasure 
in recording that, yesterday morning, after par­
ade of the gallant 4ïth regiment, Lieut.-Oolonel 
Kelly called Sergeant Peter Mulville from his 
place in the ranks, and presented to him a beau­
tiful silver medal, awarded to him by his Sove­
reign for his long service and good conduct as a 
soldier. Sergeant Mulville has for some years 
past held the post of Master Taylor to the Royal 
Canadian Rifles, and is now, awaiting his dis­
charge from the service, attached to the 47th re­
giment.

In Chambers.—Yesterday, before the Honora­
ble Mr. Justice Aylwin, Mr. Pominville on behalf 
of Joseph Mayé, presented a Petition for a Writ 
of Habeas Corpus. His Honor granted the Writ, 
and the prisoner was liberated on bail for his ap­
pearance at the ensuing term of the Court of 
Queen’s Bench.

The Board of Trade.—The Quarterly General 
meeting of this Corporation, called for yesterday 
afternoon, did not take place, from there being 
no quorum present at the hour appointed.

Lachink and Grand Trunk Terminus Bona 
venture Station.—Scenes of a most disgraceful 
character are constantly occurring at this station; 
owing to their being no police present when the 
trains arrive. On Monday evening, after the ar­
rival of the Lachine train, with the Ottawa pas­
sengers, a carter attacked a respectable looking 
Canadian gentleman, and bit him in a most bru­
tal manner. A by slander who endeavoured to 
prevent the rugj.ajjs iu their attack, was also se­
verely injured in the face and sarae
person.

We think that the Railway Company ought to 
see that this nuisance is abated.

ACCIDENT IN THE MONTREAL GAOL- 
CORONER’S INQUEST, *o.

Tub Legislative Council’—We are indebted 
to the Transcript for the following information 
as to the approaching elections for the Legisla- 
sive Council. With these elections—they being 
the result of the fourth ballot taken of the electo­
ral divisions, and as were their predecessors, for 
six divisions in each section of the province—the 
full compliment of elected members will have 
been obtained. The only election, says our con­
temporary, for Lower Canada, of which the can­
didate is spoken of with confidence, is for the 
Lorimier Division. Mr Bureau, member of the 
Legislative Assembly for Napierville, we under­
stand will come forward, and as one of the most 
assiduous and consistent Liberals in Parliament, 
as well as one of the most estimable individuals 
in that body, we heartily wish him that success, 
of which indeed from his great popularity we are 
fully assured. De La Durantaye, Shawinegan, 
Kennebec, De Lanaudiere, and Victoria, form 
îhe remaining five Divisions in this section. Tne 
last named is composed of the portion of the 
city of Montreal, exclusive of the Parish, compre­
hending Bonsoeours and St. Denis Street, and all 
west of those streets.

For Western Canada, tiiere have been several 
meetings to select candidates. For Malahide, Mr. 
Leonard is likely to be brought forward on the 
Liberal, Mr. Buchanan on the Tory side. The 
Thames has Mr. Blake, Ministerial, and Mr. Ford. 
Opposition ; the Home has Mr. Aikins, Ministe­
rial, and Mr. Clay, Opposition ; the Midland, Mr. 
McMaster, Reformer, opposed to Mr. Gamble, 
Tory ; the Quinte at present has only Mr. McFar- 
Eane, F-eformer ; and the Eastern, Dr. McDonald, 
Reformer, perhaps to be opposed by Mr. Mattice, 
also Reformer. la every instance, except per­
haps one, we believe, a Liberal will be returned.

As (some) others see us —The Quebec Chro­
nicle, iu which we find the following extract 
from a recent issue of the London Review, says 
that that journal “ enjoys the reputation of hav­
ing carried off the brilliant portion of the Satur- 
àtiy Review’s staff.” In reference to the London’s 
opinions on matters Canadian, the Chronicle 
justly and significantly adds ;—■

“ It is undeniable that Mr. Goldwin Smith has 
“ more disciples hi England than our political 
<•’ predestinarians like to acknowledge."

The Review says :—
“ We are of opinion that Canada is productive 

of no more advantage to us as a dependency than 
she would be as an independent Government. If 
she is to remain a dependency, some definite un­
derstanding and agreement should be entered 
into with her as to the amount of troops and ex­
penditure which she is willing to devote to the 
defence of hei' frontier. She may be considered 
as the first-born Qt our colonies. She has grown 
to maturity, and ha» been, in the language of the 
Roman law, emancipate^. She is a dependency 
only in name ; she is in reality a nation, and 
ought to be now prepared to take upon herself 
the obligations incumbent on her as ft member of 
the great family of nations. We see no reason 
why a special treaty should not be entered into 
with her, for the purpose of defining our mutual 
obligations for her defence. We fear, however, 
that public opinion in the colony is not ripe lor 
such a proposal, and that the suggestion, if made, 
would net be accepted. The Imperial Govern­
ment and the colony view their mutual obliga­
tions in so different a light, that we do not look 
forward with any hope to a time when the mat­
ter may be settled in this prudent and sensible 
manner We think, however, that a definite pro­
posal to that effect should be made, and that, if 
declined, as it would in all probability be, the 
Imperial Government should inform the.Govern­
ment of the Colony that the British troop, shall 
be withdrawn forthwith, and the .colony left to 
provide any measures it may think proper to its 
own defence If the Canadians desire it,- 
let the severance between us and them 
be rendered complete and perfect, and 
let them be in name what they are now in 
reality—an independent people, but without the 
obligations which independence entails. A com­
plete severance might probably be beneficial to 
them, even in a material point of view. It would 
certainly benefit them morally. Experience 
would soon teach them to struggle against their 
own political infirmities, to take care of their 
own money, to provide for their own defence,and 
to live on good terms with their rich and power­
ful neighbors. While dependent on us, they will 
never learn these wholesome lessons, and will 
not acquire a full and adequate sense of their na­
tional obligations. JVe believe that to ovrselvss 
such a severance would be of immense imperial 
advantage. We fear that our connection with 
Canada is likely to embroil us at any moment 
with the Government of the United states, and 
we know well, that should ever a war happen to 
arise between the two Governments, from any 
cause whatsoever, the long frontier line of Can­
ada, and the lakes, is our source of weakness. 
We are of opinion, that in the whole extent of 
the British empire, there is no subject under any 
conceivable state of circumstances, calculated to 
fill us with such alarm 84 tbfl defence of that 
frontier in the event of a war with the United 
States.

THE Point Levi Murder. —The trial of Cal 
laghan, the siflor indicted for the murder of 
McKinnon, at Point Levi, occupied the Criminal 
Court at Quebec during several days of last 
week, and resulted in a verdict of “ Not Guiity” 
at a late hoar 09 Saturday evening. The pri­
soner was detained in custody, on a charge of 
mayhem, preferred against him for biting off 
the nose of ICelly, another seaman, who was pre­
sent in the drunken brawl jn which McKinnon 
lost his life, and was a witness fçr the Crown in 
Callaghan's trial for the murder.

reply which was as follows, and the reading of 
which was marked with much feeling ; —

Mascouche, July 2, 1862.
My Dear Friends,—I hardly know how to find 1 

words in which to express to you my thankful- • 
ness and gratification at receiving this too flatter­
ing mark of yonr affection which yon have just 
presented to me. t

I have been now nearly seven years with yon

Yesterday morning a fatal accident was dis» 
covered lo have occurred in the Gaol. A young 
man named Francois Denis, who has frequently 
been confined, was sent down to Gaol again by 
the Recorder on the 21st June, as a loose, idle, 
and ijisorderiy person, for two months’ imprison­
ment. On Monday eyening, on account of bad 
conduct, he was placed in a cell on the ground 
floor of the south-west wing of the building, anfl 
another yoling man, named Napoleon Gui.bault, 
was put into tlje second cell from him. The 
floors of the cells have small boles i# them, 8 by 
7 inches, about four feet one inch from the ground, 
and after being locked up, both young men put 
their heads through the holes and commenced 
talking. After a time Denis ceased talking, and 
began kicking the door. Guilbault called to him 
jo keep quiet, or he would have Mr. McGinn 
down to him, and be piijjished more severely. 
Soon all was silence, and Gailbault supposed 
that Denis bad gone to sleep. On Tuesday 
morning' when the turnkey went round, he saw 
Denis with his head out of the door, and address­
ed him, but as he made no reply he opened the 
door, and found that he was hanging on it— 
dead. Ml Coroner Jones was notified, and at 
3 o'clock in the aftcrcQoq he opened the _ inquest.
A respectable Jury was sworn ir„ yrith Mr. 
Devins as foreman.

After the Jury bad examined the body, Dr. 
Beaubien was called, jle said the accident 
might have happened in two ways. Thé man 
was subject to epileptic fits, and he might have 
had his head through the hole talking with his 
neighbour, when, if seized with a tit, the whole 
weight of his jjody ayoifltf be thrown on his neck, 
and the iron which bind» l!re W00(h nptmg as a 
rope, strangulation would immediately ensue. 
The man could only put his head through the 
bole by turning it sideways, when be would be 
quite comfortable ; but he would have to get it 
out again in the same manner. The accident 
might also have happened without any fit. De­
ceased was not very tall, and to put his head 
through the bole he would have to elevate him­
self on MS toes, whep, if be slipped, the. whole 
weight of his body would be thrown cpr his neck, 
and he woffid be killed inâtantly. Witness was 
inclined to adopt tiiê ,aUW view, because the 
feep was not discolored. Witness feoolUcteu 
tliSt the maa had been subject to lits, and that 
he prescribed for him onto. Tbe neck was not 
broken. If the pm to had pommjtted suicide the 
face would have been discolored. The deceased 
had fits outside, but not since he had been in 
gaol the last time

Antoine Courtefnaoli@} g**® of tlip tqrnkeyg, 
said that deceased had frequently been in the 
prison. He would only be out tor a couple of 
days when he would return. He was breaking 
stones on Monday, and was put in the cell down 
stairs between nine and ten o’clock in the even­
ing, because he disobeyed orders One Guilbault 
was in the second cell from him. About half­
past nine o’clock witness went round, and de­
ceased was then singing. He bad his head 
through the hole. Witness did not speak to 
him. Did not see him again until 7 o'clock on 
Tuesday morning, when, on going down, he ob­
served that deceased had his head through the 
hole. Witness thought that he yas looking into 
the passage as usual, and told him to take jn his 
head, but on receiving no reply he opened the 
door and found that the lad was dead. He was 
about 17 years of age, and bad been in the same 
cell frequently for bad conduct. He made no 
complaint on Monday evening.

Napoleon Guilbault said that he was a prison­
er in the gaol. Was in the second cell from that 
occupied by deceased on Monday night. About 
seven o’clock that evening, when Kelly, one of 
the turnkeys, came down to the cell, witness 
asked him for a tin of water, nwj be brought two, 
one for witness and the other for Dehis. He 
called deceased, but there was no reply, ancj be 
then opened the door and put the water inside 
and went away. Shortly afterwards they put 
their heads through the dpprs and had some con­
versation, when all at once Denis commenced 
making a noise as if he wgs Ifipkjng the door of 
the cell. Witness called to him and said tj$t lie 
had better keep quiet, or Mr. .vlcGinn would 
punish him more severely. The noise tjien 
ceased, anil witness thought that Denis had gone 
to sleep. Tjie negt morning he called to him, 
but received no reply.

To a Juryman—Did not think there was ^ny» 
thing wrong when he heard the noise.

Edw&rd jCelly, a turnkey, said that deceased 
had been put jjjto th-f? cell for striking another 
prisoner on Monday, tfe WHS brought before 
Mr. McGinn, and refused to give any account of 
the affair. Guilbault was put down there for 
whistling and for disobeying orders.

tbom.4.3 ijcGinn, Gaoler, said that deceased 
was committed'to gaol tjie last time, by the Re­
corder, for two months, as a loose, gjle and dis­
orderly character. He had been in and out of 
gaol for the la-’t seven or eight years. This was 
the eeeoqd tpjje he had been in this year. He was 
put into the’ lower pelj for violent conduct. 
Very seldom had to resort to aqy m°.re severe 
punishment than putting prisoners in these pelia, 
where they were quite as comfortable as they 
would be in their oWB cells, except that they 
had no beds. Oq Monday & .complaint was 
matte pf deceased, and witness called him jiftp 
his office, but jm would not come. He was then 
brought in that he might Ifave qn opportunity of 
explaining his conduct, and as be nmflifested a 
perfect contempt for all authority, he was sent to 
the cell down stairs. Witness was going out of 
his office gbout 10 o’clock, when the turnkey re­
ported that deeeasaff was singing. This was all 
he heard of him that night.

Thjs closed the examination, and after a sjiort 
deliberation tha Jury returned a verdict cf “ Ac­
cidental Death,” exonerating the ppl authorities 
from all blame.

BJEW BOOKS,
> RECEIVED FROM DAWSON A- SONS.

Noth America, by Anthony Trollope Mr. 
Trollope, the author of Framley Parsonage, and 
several other favorite novels, and of travels in 
the West Indies, has written an excellent ac­
count of a journey he made in 1861 through the 
United States and Canadas. We think that we 
have seldom read so good an account, in so short 
a compass, of a country so extensive as the 
United States ; not only in respect to its outside 
appearances, but with regard to its institutions, 
history, &c. We detect very few errors in the 
facts." Of course Mr. Trollope discusses the war 
and its causes. He thinks the South clearly 
wrong in law and reason ; but yet believes that 
there is such an antagonism in feeling between 
the two sections of the country as to make it im- 
possiole for them ever to be united. The effect 
of this necessary disunion be believes to be the 
gradual lapsing of the South into barbarism, and 
the augmentation of the greatness, power and 
virtue of the North. But he nevertheless thinks 
that the North was bound not to let the South go 
without the war. First of all, on account of that 
necessity of position which makes Pio Nono say 
non possumus to all attempts to lessen the splen­
dours or powers of the Papacy, which made 
George 3rd refuse to give up the North American 
Colonies, and wnich makes Austria hold on to 
Yenetia and Lombardy. There are positions, he 
thinks, where resistance is hopeless and useless ; 
but where resistance must be made as a matter of 
self respect. The English world, he says, are 
now disposed to blame the North for making 
war ; but what would have been the contempt of 
every Englishman for the citizens of such a State 
who would allow it to be broken up without an 
effort to save it ? There are resistances to pro­
gress which are both hopeless and useless This 
is hopeless, he thinks, but not useless ; for had 
the North tamely submitted, the South would 
have hectored it oui of all the Border States ; as 
it is, the South will not be conquered, but when 
peace is made the North will now dictate terms 
and save the Border States to the new Northern 
Union. Mr. Trollope is very sarcastic on some 
points in the American habits, as, for instance, on 
their excessive boasting and smartness, and he 
thinks the ladies, who come into street cars by 
pairs, and one rasp* your shins with her 
wires while she takes your seat without thanks, 
and Doints out another masculine sitter to her 
companion as an upstart, bound as a matter of 
right to resign his place, also without thanks, are 
simply ferocious. Still he is ready to admit that 
though these persons may not be well as com­
panions for him and for persons of similar cul­
ture, they are far better for themselves higher 
in the scale of intellectual being—than persons 
of the corresponding class in Europe, who cringe 
and crouch, instead of exhibiting defiance. He 
does not admire young girls, because they know 
all about the hypotbenuse, the mysteries of which 
one explained to him at the schools of New York. 
Still, he thinks that girls who do know these 
thino-s are much better off than those who do 
not.“ Mr. Trollope’s account of things on this 
side of the water is by no means all couleur de
rose_he evidently considers Canada much more
like small potatoes than vye its inhabitants will 
admit—but he has, we should think, done much 
to redeem the name he hears from the oppro­
brium which his mother’s clever and caustic 
satires have clothed it with among our thin- 
skinned neighbours.

The island is a 
perfect garden from centre to circumference, and 
the exports nave doubled under free labor. “Un­
der Slavery, the value of American imports was 
not more than £60,000 per annum. Under free­
dom, it is from £300,000 to £400,000 ” And in 
1854 the French Committee charged by the Gov­
ernor of Martinique to visit the island, reported 
that in an agricultural and manufacturing 
point of view, the aspect of Barbadoes is-dazzl­
ing.

These are but a few proofs of the great su­
periority of Free over Slave labor, and that the 
blacks are worthy of liberty and ought to enjoy 
it.—N. Y. Tribune.

A good deal of surprise, and, we may add, some 
vexation and disappointment, have been experi­
enced in this country at the recent conduct of the 
Canadian Parliament, in throwing out a measure 
introduced by the late Ministry, the object of 
which was to raise a Militia force of 50,000 men 
for the defence of the Province. 1'he subject 
caused some discussion in the House of Lords this 
week, and has been commented on in a somewhat 
sharp and peevish spirit by the most influential 
of the London journals. The Duke of Newcastle,

-as the Colonial Minister, who was himsel in 
Canada only a short time ago with the Prince of j have not transpired, 
Wales, did not hesitate, the other night, when he ” ’ ’ 
alluded to the rejection of the Militia Bill by the 
Colonial Parliament, to embody the popular feel­
ing respecting what he characterized as an act.of 
ingratitude on the part of the Canadian represen- 
tatires of the people. His Grace, on tins occasion, 
referred to the gigantic efforts which the 
mother-country had made last winter to 
place Canadajp._a .. te_fl£_jfificient defence 
when troubles^ seemed likely to arise out 
of the unfortunate Trent affair, and for these 
exertions and that expense the Canadians, 
he gently intimated, had not made a very grate­
ful return. But there were qualifying circum­
stances. The rejection of the Militia Bill was, 
thought less an act of offence to England than a 
desire on the part of the Canadian Parliament to 
give the coup d: grace to an obnoxious Ministry.
This had been effected ; the Ministry, so defeated, 
had resigned ; another Government had been 
formed ; the Militia Bill would be introduced 
again under more favo rable circumstances ; 
and be hoped, for the credit of Canada and the 
honour of the Parent State, with better success 
than before. The only thing really new that 
appeared in the remarks of the Colonial Minister 
was this, that there would be no dissolution of 
the Assembly, as was believed in Canada and 
reittereated at home. The new Ministry would ap­
peal to the same House that had rejected the 
first measure, .and indue time we shall know 
with what success.

We must confess that we are less sanguine 
than the Duke of Newcastle about a better tate 
awaiting the Militia Bill under the auspices of 
the new Ministry. At home we look at a ques­
tion of this nature fr«m an Imperial, they from a 
Colonial point of view, and the difference be­
tween the two is considerable. It is worse 
than useless to condemn the Canadian 
Parliament and people for the rejection 
of a measure entailing upon them 
serious immediate outlay, and, what is worse in 
a large Colony very sparsely populated, the ab­
straction of a great body of men from industrial 
pursuits, a portion of whose time under the pro­
posed law would be spent in military manoeuv­
ring and qualifying themselves for the duty cf 
active soldiers In all cases of this kind, the 
best and fairest way of looking at any question 
is to put ourselves in the position of the dissenti­
ents, and then ask what we would do under the 
like girc^Wtan^es. Now, the Canadians contend 
that they cannot spare these men, for the num- 
oer is so great that it would absorb the services 
of one man in every four in the Colony between 
the ages of 18 and 45, and this, we are bound to 
admit, is a very formidable objection. Would 
the fanners of England, or the landlords of Eng­
land, who expect their rent at quarter day, agree, 
without remonstrance,in a time of profound peace, 
to ibis serious drain on their own and their la­
bourers’ time ? We suspect not. Again, we have 
at the present moment an imperial forcé of 18,0'00 
soldiers in the Colony—a heavy drain on the Im­
perial Exchequer, and the colonists are willing-' 
those of them, at least, who tnrew out tjie bill 
for raising a permanent Militia o 50,0,00,—to 
supplement this imperial forge by 20!,00C| yblitn- 
teers, and qll tfiqt they stipulate for is that each 
of these Volunteers, who wtU learn his drill in 
his leisure time, without trenching on his ordi­
nary avocations, shall have advanced ten dollars 
annually for his clothing and equipment. It is 
the merest moonshine to accuse men of want of 
loyalty to and sympatb’r TV4!'_the Parent State 
who are willing ana renu, j make such a sacri­
fice as this.

St. Johns, N. F., July.
The Times editorially says the telegrams by 

the Persia, if they came substantially from the 
Northern Government, do credit to its veracity, 
inasmuch as they proclaim that any decisive ad­
vantage over the Confederates must be post­
poned until great additions are made to the 
Federal army. The latest dates are to the 18th 
June, which may be considered the beginning of 
the summer heat,and although the probability is 
that both armies will keep the field, yet there 
can be but little doubt that the 
spirit of the campaign will languish 
until the fall, when the cool weather and 
reinforcements on both sides will allow the 
struggle to be renewed. The last news repre­
sents what may be looked upon as the closing 
scenes of the Spring campaigns, though the Féd­
érais have so many more men and such a vast 
army, and the greatest resources, they invariably 
describe themselves as outnumbered by the Con­
federates.

Halleck and McClellan utter the same com­
plaint.

Food and powder must have been the cry of 
the Confederate force which numbering 120,000 
at Cornitb, and being equal if not superior to 
to the force opposed to it, was yet obliged 
to retreat Southward and is now posted in de­
creased numbers at Grenada.

Kentuckeans and Tennesseans migbtargue that 
since their own States have been abandoned and 
fallen under the yoke of the Fédérais, they have 
no farther interest in defending the Cotton 
States, to which they were bound by ties of 
allegiance, but the diminished army must have 
been mainly caused by the difficulty of procuring 
food. The Times adds that the superior numbers 
and resources of the North we look upon 
in the end as certain to prevail, but who 
can see the resolution evinced by the 
South— the immense army it puts in 
the field, and the tenacity with which It desnat- 
ches every position without feeling that the war 
is likely to drench the territory of the Union with 
much more blood. It winds up by hoping that 
some means may be devised for bringing this un­
natural conflict to a close.

The Morning Herald contends that a restora­
tion of the Union would be a calamity not only 
for Europe and England in particular, but for the 
North. It declares that the Union has become a 
nuisance among the nations. Secession is favor­
able to England. Deep interests would have 
justified an interference before this, had not inter 
nal morality forbid it.

Even now if there was any hope of an early set 
tleraent, no ono would dream of interfering. As 
matters stand, however, the Herald thinks it is 
time that some decided action should be taken 
by France and England in behalf of justice and 
humanity as well as for the protection of their 
half ruined manufactures and hungry operators. 
Some action must be taken at least, as it is im­
possible for these things to be longer allowed.

It is most improbable that there will be any 
change in the aspect of American affairs, that 
will being us any relief, qnd if we are to act after 
all it will be saving needless misery to act at 
once with gentleness and courtesy, but with im­
movable firmness in words.

Lord Cheimsford asked if Edwin James should 
be allowed to retain his patent as Queen’s Coun­
cilor. The Lord Chancellor said Mr. James had 
given notice of appeal to the Judge from the de­
cision of the Benches, but as he had taken no 
steps to carry it out, he (the Ohap.tellor) had 
decided that it was not desirable'; that he should 
longer enjoy honor under the Crown. His patent 
would therefore be ordered to be cancelled.

The Hon. T, Bruce, Governor of the Prince of 
Wales, and a brother of Lord Elgin, died at Lon­
don on the 3ftth of June, of fever contracted at 
Constantinople, while travelling with the Prince
