Union.—Our report of this meeting is unavoid-
ably crowded out.

Honour To GrNprAL Havenock.—Our tele-
graphic despatch records a graceful and spon-
taneous tribute to the memory of Havelock
paid in the two chief ports of the United
States, where the flags of the shipping were,
yesterday, hoisted half mast high. It is rare,
indeed, for such honor to be paid in one coun-
try. to the warrior of another. But the war
waged by Havelock was less a national contest
than one between civilization and barbarism,
and his distinguished -gallantry has met with
due response in_the bosoms of brave men the
world through. Honor to them as to him.

Tur SeaT oF GoveErNMENT.—The ministerial
organs had the satisfaction yesterday of offi-
cially informing their readers that the humbug-
ging system of which Mr. J. A. Macdonald, the
Premier of the Cabinet, boasted at Kingstons
hag effectually humbugged their fellow citizens
out of the prize for which the cities of Canada
have been contending. The Seat of Government,
so far 'as the Imperial mandate ean fix it, is
fixed in Ottawa, and the large expenditures,
which would have done so much for the promo-
tion of the prosperity of this city, will be trans-
ferred to another one hundred and twenty miles
to the West of us. ‘Our mechanics must either
1ose their share of the wages which will be dis-
tributed as: the result of the erection of large
and permanent public buildings, or they must
leave Montreal for Ottawa. We have never
been disposed to exaggerate the value of the
Seat of Government. There are undoubtedly
drawbacks to it; yet the expenditure of from 100,-
0007. to 200,0007. annually in any Canadian city
cannot be regarded as a matter of indifference.
It may, indeed, be said that-Ottawa, is for the
citizens of Montreal, the next best place to Mon-
treal itself. Granted. Buta little reflection
shows that the next best place affords us little
more hope of advantage than the one which
would be mentioned as the least advantageous
for our interests. Analyse the expenditures at the
Seat  of Government and it will be found that
by far the largest part of them are made to the
inhabitants of the locality, and do not go
farther, They are mostly made in articles for
the gupport of life,—rent; firewoed, food, &c.,
required by the members of the Government
and Parliament; the Government clerks and
the mechanics employed in the buildings, if
buildings are to be erected. Thedry goods and
hardware brought from Europe come through
Montreal, wherever the Government may be
West of ug, though perhaps mnot so entirely
if they are to go to Toronto as if destined for
Ottawa ; but the retail profit is local. =~ The
vague idea of a country being opened up at
the back of us through the settlement of the
Government at Ottawa, we regard as perfectly
delusive. The population which collects round
the viceregal court is not an industrious or
enterprizing one. It consists of idlers, who
have failed in all other things and are trying to
get places; of small genteel folks, who think
themselves above work, and exactly the sort of
people who should have their little incomes
eked out by drafts on the Treasury ; of specu-
lators, whose plans have no vitality till they are
galvanized by politics.  These last flock round
the Government and the Legislature, wherever
they are, and whether any of their schemes for
opening up tracts of country or otherwise suc-
ceed, depends not upon the place where the
Government is, but upon the combinations they
can form among politicians, Without, therefore,
considering our loss as an overwhelming mis-
fortune, we see nothing to compensate us, as a
community, for what we do lose by the choice
which has been made ; and we repeat what we
have often said before that nothing could have
caused us to lose the prize, except the with-
drawal of the decision from our own Legisla-
lature, by the trick of members of the ministry
not interested for us, and by the connivance of
other members of the ministry who ought to
have been so.  We confess that there i3 a re-
flection, which is more mortifying than that of
the 1oss,—it is that the decision has been made
in-such a manner ag to gratify the malignity of
some persons in England—ive speak of the Elgin
and Hincks cligue, and probably the cupid-
ity of others. That the decision is known

new in Canada for the first time, we
presume no one who recollects the infor-
mation conveyed to the Montreal public

by our Ottawa Correspondent will believe. We
have the very best ground for saying that geén-
tlemen now closely connected with the ministry,
and we have no personal doubt members of the
minisiry themselves, were aware so early as the
month of October that Ottawa had been chosen;
and we have every reason, arising from. con-
current and respectable testimony tfo believe
that speculations, with a view to this décision,
have been entered into. Such transac-
tions are disgraceful ; but how much more dis-
graceful the conduct of Canadian statesmen
avho have made them possible. Yet we have

L

séen one of the chief offenders against the in-
habitants of Montreal all but elected to répre-

sent them in Parliament by the very people he
had betrayed.

In what we have written above, we have looked
at this matter merely as citizens of Montreal. But
the well-known opinions of the majority of Par-
liament justify us in saying that the interests of
Montreal are, in this case, identical with those of
the Province at large. It cannot be doubted, for
& moment, that on any fair mode of selection,
there would have been a large majority of voices
for this city. We have nothing to retract of
what we have formerly affirmed, that it was to
the Province of much less consequence where
the seat of government was fixed, than that it
should be fixed in some one place. We, there-
fore, greatly preter Ottawa to any alternation of
places ; and, rather than prolong the present
vicious system, we should have readily accepted
any city whatever, if fixed by our own consti-
tutional authorities. We do not in any way,
however, recognize the fitness, in a public point
of view, of the place chosen. We hold that the
seat of government should be in a large centre,
not a comparatively remote corner, with a con-
giderable, instead of a small, population. ' The
public is interested in more than one way in
this. In- the first place, the large number of
persons who have to visit or remain permanent-
ly at the seat of government, in a large city, are
independent in their arrangements for residence.
They are readily accommodated either in houses
built already, or at the ordinary places of pub-
lic entertainment,or at numerous private houses,
whose owners are ready to sacrifice some per-
sonal ‘comfort. In a small place all person,
having business with the government are at the
mercy of a little knot of property owners, and
hotel-keepers, who fleece them without mercy,
We cannot expect our seat ot government to
afford anything like the opportunity for fair
business, in providing residences and accommo-
'dation, that is afforded by Washington. Yetitis
well known that everything in the way of house
rent and hotel accommodation is yery much
dearer, in proportion to quality, at Washington
than at any commercial city of the seaboard.
It is the same with such contracts as have to be
executed on thespot. Men of business, engaged
in large transactions, capable of doing every-
thing they undertake on the best terms, a1e to
be found in the large cities, where there s
scope for their talents and capital, notin second
or third rate places. For these reasons we
think that the Canadian Parliament may even
yet refuse to homologate the English decision,
and we are sure that it ought to take the first
opportunity of reversing the degrading act of
last session, which has now borne its legitimate
fruit,

ComsrrciaL  TrousiEs.—We publish else-
where, from our late English exchan ges, anoth-
ter history of a career of finance, connected with
the late disaster to the Western Bank, at Glas-
gow. While the reader peruses such accounts
of the manner in which business has been con-
ducted by men of Ligh character for- saga-
city, steadiness, and energy, and by institutions
of permanence and reputation, the wonder
which rises in his mind is not that so many bad
bankruptcies occur, but, that they are on the
whole so few. How is it when the Monteith’s and
the Macdonalds obtain such facile credit for such
fabulous sums, that any honor can be
left in monetary transactions ? What
is the wuse of steady, well considered
honest modes of life, when rampant
reckless roguery is in so much higher credit ?
How many perfectly safe bills were  refused at
the Western Bank, when offered by small men,
whose conscience prevented them from possess-
ing more paper than came to them in return for
goods sold, while the brilliant Mr, McDonald’s
accommodation on mere kites accepted by firms,
consisting of man and wife, was rising from
£4000 to nearly £400,000 in a very foew years?
That such facts could have taken place at all
proves too clearly that there has been among the
commercial iclasses of the mother-country a
dangerous disregard for careful plodding,
which does not go beyond the means of the
party, and an admiration of whatever is gigan-
tic, no matter by what windy inflation the
empty bulk is produced. There is a lesson to
be read iu all thig by individualss, in respect to
their own concerns ; but there is another lesson
of a more public nature. Itis that there is at
the back of our periodical commercial crises,
something much more tangible, and less de-
bateable than the questions of currency and
banking, which are always ventilated in times
like the present. Look ever the chief failures
which have astounded the public, in England
and Scotland, and read their history, and it will
be found that the course of trading pursued
by the bankrupt was certain to land him
where he now finds himself.  If the Banks have
contributed to the disaster it is not because the
law has interfered with their accommodation to
their customers ; but that their accommodation
was ‘given to parties who ought never to have
had it. When a few monstrous swindlers con-
trive to monopolize all the accumulated capital
which should aliment the trade of an entire
community, it is no wonder that a crash should
come at last; nor that some who have not been
guilty of imprudence, shonld yet suffer with the
rest; but in general the careful traders, keeping
within their means, seem to have sustained the
shock, if not without injury, yet without ruin.
It is to be hoped that the currency reformers
may take note of this fact. Let every man keep
his business specnlations within his means, or
let this be the general rule in the community ;
let Banks not be seduced by the appearance of
large transactions, and it will be found that the
currency laws of almost any civilized state are
quite sound enocugh to enable quiet careful men
to live. Almost all the nostrums propounded
to amend these laws are attempts to do by
public authority just what the Glasgow bank-
rupts have lately been doing privately with
such unfortunate results,—fly Kites.

Tue Cry ror Par Ronorp.—The Leader
copies the demand for more spoils made by the
Colonist, and has an editorial enforcing on the
Government the propriety of giving the Gov-
ernment Printing as a reward for the subser-
viency of the newspaper press. Verily, we are
coming to a strange pass. Why don’t the Leader
recommend the suppression of all opinion but
that of the Government, @ la Napaléon ? That
ig the shortest way, and, in these hard times, it
has the recommendation of being much more
economical than paying a parcel of sharks the
amount which they think their services worth.
Beattie’s paper, like the Colonist, complains
that it cannot live by the public ; but it forgets
to,mention how many thousands of pounds its
proprietor has been permitted to let his rent of
the York Roads run in arrear; how much one
of its editors got, for negotiating, what no one
else could, the loan of the Ottawa and Prescott
Railway ; and how many miles of a railway
contract were given without tender—and at al-
leged high prices, to the same gentleman, as set
forth in the Report of the Grand Trunk Com-
mittee. Perhaps the Colonist may be starving ;
but surely the Leader has been sufficiently well
paid for its scribblings to go on a little longer
with its valuable services to the public. Let it
wait till the rest of the buying, which it recom-
mended as the remedy tor the Upper Canada
minority, has béeq done, and perhaps it may
stand & chance of coming across something far-
ther yet in the way of purchase.

VERY AGGRAVATING AND VERY MUCH AGGRA-
vaTep.—The Walbridge dinner has very much
aggravated the Colonist, which has so long
ranked him among the M.'s in its list. This is
not surprising ; but, really, it is a pity to see a
moderate newspaper forgetting the moderate
characteristics of its party as the Colonist does
in these painful ¢ircumstances. Here is a speci-

knowledge, tact, or efficiency.

Now -this-is-rather hard language applied
to a gentleman who has been for weeks held up
as so wise and virtuous that under no circum-
stances could he nor would he act against the
ministry. But is the Colonist -so foolish as to
think such trash imposes on any sensible people ?
Mr. Walbridge’s position was perfectly well
known. The Colonist chose to lie about it day
after day. That was'its own fault not Mr. Wal-
bridge’s. It had said the same thing of Dr. Dor-
land, and several others with just as much
reason, and on the strength of these notorious
talsehoods entirely misrepresented the true state
ot the returns at the election.

RerFoRM AMONG THE JEWS 0F NEwW YOREK.—A
correspondent of the Boston Jowraal mentions
the following recent modifications in the reli-
gious observances of the New York city Jews,
who number, we believe, not far from 40,000,

“ The old style of singing in one or more of
the up-town synagogues has given place to a
modern choir with organ and all the accom-
paniments. This has been done in the face of
the most virulent opposition from the staid old
Jews, and to the infinite disgust of all who ask
for the old paths. Butthe innovation does not
end with the organ and the choir. The ques-
tion of the day of worship has on many occa-
sions agitated the Hebrews.  Some are un-
charitable enough tosay, that the Jews cannot
afford to lose two days in the week, and as
Saturday (their Sabbath), is one of the best
days in the week for trade, and Sunday (our
Sabbath), is one of the yworst, it is proposed to
adopt the Sunday of Christians.

A FINANCIER.

Reference having been frequently made in the
press to some of the favorite Scotch dealers at the
‘Western bank,the Monteiths,McDonalds, &c,now
in hopeless bankruptcy, we refer our readers to
the following extraordinary developments in
the examination of one of the Macdonalds :—

¢ We first found it necessary to resort to ac-

commodation bills in 1845. We required ad-

ditional capital o carry on our business, which

was increasing. Our accommodation bills were

then to & limited extent, not exceeding £8,000

or £10,000. My father was the party from

whom we chiefly had that accommodation. Our

capital, or sum at the credit of stock, at the

balance of 1845, was £13,000. Andat that

time we had no current bank account—that is

a cash credit account on bond —so that our in-

creasing business obliged us to find capital in

this way. Besides my father, the parties on

whom we drew at first were our azents, and

against goods, when we happened to have them

Until 1855 we did not keep our books so as to dis-

tinguish exactly between accommodation and

other bills, although all the bills were entered in

our bill books. Some of our early bill books have

fallen aside as old books. Speaking from the

books which we have, I consider that our acco-

modation paper, as at June, 1849, had reached

to £17,000, or thereby; at July 1850, to £30,-

000 ; at October, 1851, to £48,000; at Octo-

ber, 1852, to 63,000 ; at October, 1853, and Oc-

tober 1854, it was on each occasion about £80,-

000 ; at October, 1855, to £85,000; at Octo-

ber 1856, to £188,000. I am able to speak with

more certainty as to these two last years, be-

cause from 1855 onward, our accommodation

bills were classified in our books. With refer-

ence to the previous years these are approxima-

tions, but I am satisfied that they are very

close. At the time of our suspension in Octo-

ber last, our total accommodation paper had

reached £382,000, of which the proportion for

our behoof was £359,000. This is exelu-

sive of the accommodation paper which

was current between us and Ross, Mit-

chell and Co., amounting to £60,000, aud

which was wholly for their accommodation, ex-

cepting about £11,000. The yrogressive in-

crease in the amount of accommodation bills

from 1849 onwards to 1855, was accounted for

by the corresponding increase in the extent of
our business, and our system of having very few
bills payable, because we made our disburse-
ments chiefly in cash. In 1853 the Hanover-
street building commenced, but as we gave the
tradesmen bills for the instalments, the increase
of accommodation does not appear until 1856,
while the tradesmen’s bills and balances were
made up, and our accommodation increased
from £85,000 in 1855, to £188,000 in 1856.
This increase, however, was in part attributable
to the extension of business, following our tak-
ing possession of our new premises. The herj-
table bonds, which, of course, reduced our obli-
gations, amounted to £56,000, and the charge
on our business for discount of course increased
progressively with the accommodation bills.

Taking the year 1848 our discounts for all
paper, or rather the balance of interest, was
£2,800, but I cannot give the proportion appli-
cable to accommodation bills. After a lapse of
five years, taking the year 1854, the balance of
interest upon all bills had increased to £14,000.
In 1856 it was 19,000, and at October, 185Y, it
was £40,000. As only one interestaccount was
kept in our books, I cannot give the proportion
applicable to accommodation paper, but I con-
sider that s fair approximation would probahly

be about two-thirds of the amount. The number
of parties from whom I got these accommoda-
tions of course progressively increased with the
number of bills. The number of parties thus
accommodating us in 1853 was still limited,
being confined to seven parties. These seven
included our agents—James Shaw, at London ;
Alexander Mackenzie, at Manchester; W.Leck,
at Belfast. The other four were Mr. William
Johnston, of Cannon-street, London; J &
J. Robertson and Co., Glasgow; Mr.
Michael Baynes, of London ; and R.& G.Wilson,
of New York. Three of those agents particular-
ly Leck & Co., of Belfast, held goods on their
hands from time to time to cover in part bills
drawn upon them, but the other four parties
had no goods. In 1854 the parties giving us
accommodation had increased to ten in number;
in 1856 to 20, and in 1857 to 75. Many of these
parties had no commission for giving their
names, but the greater number had commission,
which varied in amount from 1 to 1} per cent.
on the amount of the bills. The statement in
appendix to the trustee's statement of the affairs
headed ¢ Abstract of liabilities and accommoda-
tion bills, specifies the names and places of rc-
sidence of the the 75 parties from whom we had
accommodation in 1847, and the amounts we
held from each. I was acquainted and had bu-
siness relations with a good number of those
parties—I would say with 20 or thereby out of
the 75 persons—not so with the remaining 55.
Some of these 55 I did not know at all—about
82 or thereby, We only knew them from their
names on the bills, and the information given
us by the parties who obtained them. Five of
these parties were obtained for us by Michael
Baynes of London. These five were Wagstaff’
& Co., London; W. Crow, T. Paton, and J.
Popham. | Mr. Baynes also obtained for us the
nawmes of A. Howell, and E. Bosquet. I un-
derstood that these persons were ali in business
as drapers; and the two last named were females
and milliners, We had transactionsin business
with James Cappell of Gutter-lane, of liondon,
and he got 13 names for us in the way of ac-
commodation. These were Joseph Brown, Ii.
Collins & Co.,J. Gouger & Co., Hollins & Co.,
J.. Johnson & Co., D. Rogers & Co., Joseph
Ranger, John Roe, Thomas Stocks, Samuel
Staple, Waters & Co., Milner, Boone & Co., and
Dan. Spencer, all of Londen. These were all re-
presented fo me to be drapers or outfitters in Lon-
don. We had transacticns with Messrs. Francis
& Austin, of London, Warehousemen in Cheap-
side. They obtained for us eight names, being
those of G. Churchill, Fletcher & Houldsworth,
H. Ford & Co., Ord & Co., G. H. Fletcher, H.
Hine, W. H. Truss & Co., R. Francis & Co., all
of London, except the last, who is of Ipswich,
They were all represented to me as being in a
respectable way as-drapers or shop-keepers. J.
Howard, William James, E. O. Manners, J, Sut-
ton, H. Wyer, White, Hall & Co., were got by
Josiah Hautford and S. H. Briggs, both of Not-
tingham. They two got all the six. Over and
above the 1 and 13 per cent. commission, which
[ have mentioned as being given to the agents,
[ did not directly orindirectly pay any commis-
sion to the parties whose names have been men-
tioned as procured for us. I understood they
had a commission from the parties who did pro-
duce their names, and this must have been al-
lowed out of the commission I gave to those
last-named parties. My firm was the drawer in
every instance of the bills on those parties.—
This system of procuring names commenced not
before March of the present year, and was in-
tended to be merely temporary. A memoran-
dum by Mr. Macdonald was here referred to as
showing the way they entered into the arrange-
ment for those accommodation bills, which is
as follows : ¢ At the close of 1856 we intended
to make a large reduction of the accommoda-
tion paper from these Spring sales of our stock,
which was sufficiently large to have effected
that reduction, if it had found a remunerating
market. It was with this view we opened a
house in London and one in New-York, to help
off the sales of our stock ; but trade was dull,
and goods did not sell freely ; expecting each
month might bring a favorable change,we made
advances to Austin and J. F. Cappell to act as
agents in disposing of our goods, and that they
should open credits on parties in the line of
purchasing such goods, whom we would protect
by handing them the goods which we were not
getting disposed of. This was accordingly ar-
ranged. 1 was introduced to some of the parties
who ‘were to accept on these intended credits,
and others were obtained without my being
introduced to them.’  Goods were not put
into the . possession of the parties so drawn
upon, chiefly because they did not ask for
them, Had they asked for them the goods
could easily have given, as our stock was abun-
dant. These goods now form the principal as-
sets of our estate. Had we succeeded in thus
restricting our accommodation by the sale of
our stock it was ourintention to have brought
our business within a more manageable com-
pass. Those accommodation bills were chiefly
discounted at the Western Bank. Till this year
was pretty far advanced we had every facility
we desired in getting those bills discounted.
When the summer was pretty far advanced the
desire was expressed that we should reduce our
account on the aggregate. I do not believe the
Western Bank charged us a higher rate than
they did other parties. It was the ordinary rate
of discount, and I never paid or gave more di-
rectly or indirectly. It wasthe entire amount
of the recompense which I gave for the discount
of those bills. Iam notaware of, and was not
a party to any practices, if such were resorted
to, to give these parties, on whom those bills
were drawn, a repute to which they were not
entitled.

Interrogated—What was the immediate cause
of your suspending payments ?

Depones—It arose out of the investigation
which the Western Bank set about making into
several of these accounts in September last, in-
cluding those I have referred to. Up to that
time my firm was in its usual good credit. Our
name having been mentioned as one of the par-
ties whose accounts were being so tested, we
found our business restricted at the Commer-
cial Bank and City Bank. I complained of this
toMr. Taylor and Mr. Fleming, and mentioned
that we would require temporary enlargement
of our discounts at the Western, owing to . the
restrictions placed upon us at the other banks.
This was declined by the Western and they [the
Western] put themselves in communication with
the other two Banks, with the view, as I under-
stand, of inducing those other two to take a
a fair share of our discounts. The result was,
that although the City Bank was willing to take
its share, the Commercial, on learning the state
of our account at the Western, stopped their
own account with us entirely.

Interrogated by Mr. John Park Fleming, «
creditor :

You opened an account with one of the Lon-
don Joint Stock Banks ? T did.

When ? On the 10th August.

Was, it part of the arrangement that you
should have a deposit account at which there
should always be £1500 at your credit? I
opened the account myself, and there was no
such arrangement,

It was stated that we should keep a balance at
our credit of the deposit account with that
bank.

Was there no particular sum mentioned as to
the amount of the balance ? No, sir.

What was the cause of your opening an ac-
couny with that bank? Thad todo it be-
cause we required a bank account in London.
Had you any bank account in London previ-
ously? Yes.

In what bank ? Glyn’s,

Did you, in pursuance of your understanding,
have a deposit account? The proceeds of the
discounted bill were placed at the credit of the
account.

Can you guess the whole of the amount? I
cannot say,

Mr. Mackenzie was I believe, appointed to ex-
amine into the state of your affairs 7 Yes.
When ?  On 10th October.

At whose instigation? Mr. Fleming, of the
Western Bank, desired it.

[Mr. Mackenzie here explained that the three
banks, who had been consulting together,
called on him, and desired him to make this
investigation.]

When did it appear to you that your insol-
vency was inevitable ? On 10th October.
Was not Mr. Mackenzie required to go to Lon-
don about that time ? That same evening he
was required to go or send to London.

Who went in his place? His clerk went,
Mr. Maffet. .

What was the purpose of his beingsent? I
suppose to look after the London stock, thch
was very large—for the interest of the busmgss.
Did your house draw out the sum of £1500
on the 12th October ? Such was the fact, I be-
lieve. I was not iu London, but my brother
Malcolm was there.

By whom would the sum be drawn? Nr.
Mackenzie's clerk requested to know what
cash was at the bank, and desired the £1500 to
be drawn. That was stated to me; I do not
know it of my own knowledge.

What was done with the money? It was
placed in the hands of Mr William Murray, so-
licitor, in London, who was Mr. Mackenzie's
agent. £ ¢

Do you know what balance remained in the
bank after the draft? No? =

Here is the claim of the London joint-stock
bank, with an affidavit, to which is appended a
list of 28 bills, amounting to the sum of £12,-
156 0s 9d. Would you k them over, and
say which were granted for value. That of
Walsh & Co., was for value. The three accept-
ances of William Cripps & Co., for £1,000 each;
two of James Cappell, to the amount of 346/
7s; two of Eyres & Mellis, to the amount of
1,700/ were drawn against goods, whether for
value or notis dependent on the state of the
account of the parties. And the two bearing
the name of Ross, Mitchell & Co., amounting to
1,750L, were for the accommodation of that
house. All the others were granted by the ac-
ceptors for the accommodation of our firm.

How were thesums fixed in those bills? There
was no rule for fixing the sum.

Was there any reason for fixing the sums to
odd shillings and pence, instead of keeping
them to even pounds? Iknow of no particular
reason for this.

Was there any commission paid to those
parties who were known to yourself ? There
wag.

Examined by Mr. Naismith—Among the firms
which you stated were known to yourself, I find
that of Johnson & Kentford 7 Yes.

How long had you known that firm? The
principal partner for a long time.

But the tirm as a firm ?  About three years.

‘Who is Kentford ? I do not know.

Are you not aware that Kentford is Mrs.
Johnson ? I was not aware of that.

When did Johnson & Kentford first accept?
I think three yearsago; at all events two years
ago.

gAre they solvent now ? I believe not.

‘Were they ever, in your opinion, inja position
to justify the accepting to an extent of nearly
20,000/? No.

The amount of their acceptances for your
accommodation was above £19,000? Yes.

Of which you got nearly 18,000/ or 17,7001
odds? Yes.

How long have you known the firm of Pem-
berton & Seymour? Since the beginning of this
year. :

The amount of their acceptance to you is
above 18,0000 7 Yes.

Who are the partners? The only partner I
know 1s Mr. Pemberton.

Do you know whether Seymour is Pembertons
wife? No; I do not.

When did you first know Pemberton? Not
until the beginning of this year.

Where was their place of business? It was
in London, in the City.. I have been in it, but
I cannot tell in what street.

Is their place of business a shop ? It is an
office. ;

What are they ? I understood they were
shipping or insurance agents, or agents in some
way, but I cannot exactly say.

Are they still solvent? Noj I know they
have declared their insolvency.

Did you make any sort of inquiry as to W. J.
Austin & Co.—how long have you know Aus-
tin? I knew them only from I'rancis & Aus-
tin. T donot know them personally.

~ You sare not sware whether Austin is the

same person with » vancis & Auscin? I believe
he is a relatiye. :

How long have you known H. & E, Hayle ? I
have known them for some time,

the shop—a draper’s shop.

Do you know more than one partoer ? There
are two, but T only know one.

How old is he? Well on to 20 I suppose.

Do you know whether E Bosquet carries on
an independent business, whether she is only a
servant in the employment of Bayne? I under-
stand her to carry on an independent business ;
and, as & proof of that, she is a creditor on our
estate to the extent of 70L

Did you make any inqury as to the standing
or position of those parties whose names were
procured by Bayne and others? T trusted to
the account they gave of the parties, and what
were their circumstances.

Did you satisfy yourself that such parties ex-
isted at all, or did you trust entirely to the par
ties who procured their names ? I did not. I
had sufficient confidence in my; agents.

Out of the 75 acceptors to those accommoda-
tion bills, how many are solvent now ? With
the exception of the Belfast and London agents,
but of whom hold secuarities on goods; I believe
every one of the acceptors has stopped pay-
ment.

Was the reason that you required new means
at the beginning of this year, that you believed
the banks would not take further bills with on-
ly the names of your agents upon them? I had
no fear of that.

What was the reason of your getting new
names to accept early this yearin the way that
you have described? I intended to drop some
of the old ones, who were wishing security,
which I wished to avoid.

Did you make the banks and the other par-
ties with whom discounted those bills aware
they were accommodation bills ? I did not.

What was the amount of the acceptances of
parties for value at the time of your stoppage ?
They are all to be found in Mr. Mackenzie’s
tateme nt, which is correct.’”’

SUCESSFUL PROGRESS IN THE LEVIATH-
AN'S LAUNCH.

The process of launching the Leviathan dur-
ing the week ending the 9th inst, has been emi-
nently successful. ~The Zimes of the 6th
says : -

By the new arrangement, by which all the hy-
draulic machines are joined with supply pipes
in groups of three, the pressure was got upon
the cradles so equally that the Leviathan, after a
rest of nearly three weeks, slipped at once for
two or three inches, and in short slips of the
same kind she countinued to progress throughout
the day. Atb5 o'clock, when work was discon-
tinued, she had made 29 slips in all—in lengths
varying from2 to5 inches each, according as
the pressure was greatand elasticity of the tim-
ber threw her off with more or less force. Her
whole progress was eight feet 33 inches aft, and
3 feet 1inch forward. The reason of this great
difference between the progress of the stem and
stern is, because the fore part of the vessel is al-
ready so much in advance as to have twisted
the cradles on the ways. Yesterday, therefore,
almost the whole of the pressure was applied on
the aft cradle, and the difference of position be-
tween that and the forward oae is in a great
measure removed. There seems no reason to
doubt that if the tackle which hauls her towards
the Thames could have been used, the 1esult of
yesterday’s would have been some 30 or 40 feet.
As it is, the strain applied upon the immense
chains across the river keeps her in
motion for three or four feet when once the
rams have started her. As it was however, in
consequence of the accident which happened
the day before when the steam barge, with all
the gear for hauling in the chains was sunk by
& bark, nothing' could be done with the river
tackle. This portion ol the launching apparatus
is under the charge of Captain Harrison who
has exerted himself so indefatigably since (the
accident happened that the damage will ;al-
most entirely be repaired by to-day,when 80 tons
strain will be ready at the stern and 120 at the
bow. In addition to the admirable arrange-
ment of joining the rams in threes, each machine
1s now fitted with a pressure guage, which re-
cords the exact Wweight per circular inch on each
ram.  Kach ram also,§though nearly all are
capable of bearing pressure of four or five tons
to the inch, haye been gauged, and the escape
valve so weighed as to let out the water ata
pressure of 30 cwt. tothe inch. With these
precautions it is next to impossible that they
can now be burst, The united pressure of all the
21 rams now fixed, and working at 30 cwt, the
circular inch, wenld amount to no less than 4,-
000 tons, which as the resistance of the Leviath-
an has never yet heen known to exceed 1,900
tons, is, of course, more than double they are
likely ever to be wanted to exert. Froma re-
cord kept yesterday of the pressure upon the

-rams when each slip was made it seems that

the average strain required to move her was
1,300 fons. The variations above and below
this standard, however, were constant, and oc-
curred in a most unaccountable manner. Some-
times she slipped when the register barely show-
ed 1,000 tons pressure, and then probably, at
the next movement a force of 1,700 tons was ex-

THE LATE GENERAL HAVELOCK.
Major-General Henry Havelock, C.B., was
born at Bishopwearmouth in 1795, and educa-
ted at the Charter House. About 1813, in con-
sequence of adverse fortune, Ingress Park, his
father’s property in Kent, was sold to Govern-
ment, and Havelock was entered of the Middle
Texpple, and attended the lectures of Chitty, the
eminent special pleader, where his most inti-
mate associate was the late Sir Thomas Talfourd,
the author of “Ion.” An elder brother had dis-
tinguished himselfin the Peninsular war and at
Waterloo ; and Henry, yielding to the military
propensities of his family, endeavoured to ob-
tain & commission. A month after Waterloo
he was appointed a second lieutenant in the
rifle brigade (the 95th), where his military
training was assisted by Captain (afterwards
Sir) Harry Smith, the victor of Aliwal. Have-
lock served for eight years in England, Scot-
land and Ireland, and baving at length ex-
changed into the 13th light infantry, embarked
for India in 1823. Next year the first Burmese
war broke out, and Havelock was appointed
deputy assistant-adjutant-general, and was
present - at the actions of Napadee, Pat-
anagoh, and Paghan. At the close of the
war he was associated with Captain Lumsden
and Dr. Knox on & mission to court of Ava, and
had an audience of the “ Goldew Foot.” when
the treaty of Yandaboo was signed. In 1827
he published the “ History of the Ava Cam-
paigns,” and in that year he was appointed ad-
jutant of the military depotformed at Chinsu-
rah by Lord Combermere. The Chinsurah es-
tablishment having been broken up, Havelock
returned to his regiment, He subsequently
visited Calcutta, and having passed in the
languages at the college, was appointed adju-
tant of his corps by Lord William Bentinck.
In 1838 he was promoted to & company, after
naving served twenty-three yearsas a subal-
tern. An army was now collected for the in-
vasion of Affghanistan, and Havelock accom-
panied it on the staff of Sir Willoughby Cotton.
He went through the first Affghan campiagn,
was present at the storming the Ghuznee and
the occupation of Cabul, and then returned to
India with Sir Willoughby Cotton.  Having
obtained leave to visit the Residency, he pre-
pared & * Memoir of ' the 'Affghan Campaign,”
which was soon after printed in London. He
returned to the Punjaub in charge of a detach-
ment, and was placed on the staft of General
Elphinstone, as Persian interpreter. When the
Eastern Ghiznies having risen, blockaded Cabul,
Havelock was sent to join Sir Robert Sale, then
marching back to India, and was present at the
torcing of the Khoord Cabul Pass, at the action
of Tezeen, and all the other engagements of
that force till it reached Jella abad. In the fin-
al attack on Mahomed Akbar, in April, 18-
42, which obliged that chief to raise the siege,
Havelock commanded the right column, and
defeated him hefore the other column could come
up.  For this he was promoted to a brevet
majority, and was made companion of the Bath.
He was then nominated Persian interpreter to
General Pollock, and was present at the action
of Mamoo Keil, and the second engagement at
Tezeen. He then proceeded with Sir John M‘-
Caskill’s force into the Kohistan, and had an
important share in the brilliant affair at Istaliff.
Next year he was promoted to a regimental
majority, and nominated Persian interpreter to
the commander-in chief, Sir Hugh Gough. At
the close of 1843 he accompanied the army to
Gwalior, and was engaged in the battle of Mah-
arajore. In 1844 he was promoted to the rank
of lieutenant-colonel by brevet. =~ In 1845 he
proceeded with the army to meet the inyasion
of the Sikhs, and was actively engaged in the
battle of Moodkee, Ferozeshah, and Sobraon.
At Moodkee he had two horses shot under him
at Sobraon a third horse was smitten down by
a cannon shot, which passed through his saddle-
cloth. On the conclussion of the Sutlej cam-
paign he was appointed deputy adjutant-gener-
al of the Queen’s troops at Bombay. The second
Sikh war now broke out, and his elder brother,
Colonel William  Havelock - was killed = at
Ramnuggur. His own regiment, the 53d,
being at that time ordered to march he quitted
his staff employment at Bombay, in order to
joinit, and had proceeded as far as Indore when
his further progress was countermanded, and he
teturned to his post. Twenty-five years of in-
cessant and laborious service now began to tell
on his constitution, and his medical adviser, in
1549 sent him to Europe for two years for the
restoration of his health. He returned to Bom-
bay in 1851, and was soon after made brevet
colonel, and appointed, through the kindness of
Lord Hardinge, by whose side he had fought in
the threee battles of the Sutlej, Quarter-master-
General, and then Adjutant-General, of the
Queen’s troops in India. On the dispatch of the
expedition to Persia he was appointed to the se-
cond division, and commanded the troops at
Mohammerah, the glory of which action was,
however, reserved for the naval force. On the
conclusion of peace he returned to Bombay, and
embarked in the Erin for Calcutta, in which
vessel he waswrecked, in 1857, off the coast of
Ceylon. Five days after he obtained a passage
in the Fire Queen, and on reaching Calcutta,
was immediately sent up to Allahabad as briga-
dier-general, to command the moveable column.

His subsequent career has been so recently
the subject of public admiration, that we need
do no more than recapitulate the leading inci-
dents. = With the greater portion of the 64th
and 78th regiments he first attacked the muti-
neers at Futtypore, on the 12th ef July, and on
the 15th, at Aoung, and at Pandoo Nuddee ; on
the 16th, at Cawnpore he had a horse shot un-
der him, and the enemy lost 23 guns. Advane-
ihg from Cawnpore on the 29th, he captured
Oonao, Busseerut Gunge, and 19 guns. This
position he was obliged to give up, but retook
it on the 5th of August, inflicting great slaugh-
ter. On the 12th August he again defeated the
mutineers, and on the 16th attacked them at
Bithoor. - Eventually receiving reinforcements
under Sir James Ouiram, he entered Lucknow
on the 25th of September, and held his gronnd
there until the garrison was finally relieved by
Sir Colin Campbell on the 17th Nov, :

LieuTeNANT BEALE'S LATE EXPERIMENTAL Ex-
PEDITION WITH THE CAMELs.—The report which
we published the other day, from Lieut. Beale to
the Secretary of War, of his experimental expe-
dition with the camels over the desert plains of
Western Texas, and the still more inhospitable
mountains and desert wastes of New Mexico,
should not escape the special attention of Con-
gress.

The highest anticipations of the adaptability
and utility of the camel to the western half
of this continent have been more than
realized.  The camel is the very thing for
that vast region, extending: from 'the fron-
tiers of Missouri, Arkansas and Texas to
the Pacific Ocean. According to the testimony
of Lieutenant Beale, we should say that the
success of his camel experiment discloses a new
agent of inestimable value, and anew article of
inestimable wealth to the country in that hum-
ble but admirable animal, with whose services
he is so delighted. For purposes of army trans-
portation and emigration over such desert soli-
tudes as those traversed by Lieutenant Beale,
there is certainly nothing to compare with the
camel. We dare say, for example, that had the
army expedition to Ulah been provided with
five hundred camels, they would bave proved
more valuable than ten thousand mules and
horses. "

We believe that Mr. Gliddon, for many years
American Consul in Egypt, and a man of science

Washington the certain success ot the camel on
the western cection of our continent. We
think it was mainly through the activity in the
matter of Mr, Jeffervon Davis, of the Military
Committee of the Senate, that .the first appro-
priation was passed in behalf of the camel ex-
periment ; and now that it3 success is a fixed
fact, we hope that aliberal appropriation will
be made for the importation of a large supply of
these animals. They would save, in a very few
years, millions of money in the single  item  of
army transpcortation—they would be ' worth
three times their cost in the overland transpor-
tation of the mails, and in the business of their
natural increase numerous thrifty little white
settlements all over those desolate regions indi-
cated would soon spring up. In the construc-
tion of the Pacific Railroad a thousand camels
would be worth their weight in silver,

" We hope, therefore, that, with the recommen-
dation of the Secretary of War, Mr. Jefferson
Davis, as soon as the Kansas question is dispos-
ed of, will offer in the Senate an amendment to
the first appropriation bill, covering an appro-
priation sufficient for an importation of five
hundred or a thousand camels, and providing
for their distribution for active service on the
great plains and deserts of the. West, from = the
Mississippi valley to the Pacific. They cannot
only be made to pay expenses, but to yield a
handsome profit to the government, and a world
of service.to our .overland emigration move-
ments, and in the work of the Pacific Railroad.

St. George's Society’s Promenade
Concert.

[ Reported for the Montreal Herald.)

A Promenade Concert and Ball, under the
auspices of this Society, came off on Tuesday
evening in the City Concert Hall, The object
of the display was to celebrate the marriage of
the Princess Royal ; the profits of the proceed-
ings to be applied in aid of a special fund tor
the establishment of a home for immigrants,

The programme announced the concert would
begin at eight o’clock, but long before that hour
the room was thronged by pleasure-seekers;,
and the stream continued to pour in up till &
late hour in the evening.

The Hall was tastefully decorated, and above
the doorway were placed in large characters
the words “Concordia Salus.” The first motto
on the right hand side of ‘the room was ‘ Few
Things are Impossible toSkill and Industry”;
above the platform was the inscription “Unan-
imity is the Bond of Friendship,” and further on
the words “Science knows no Political Bounda-
ries.” On the left hand side of the room the
motto thatfirst attracted observation was “Bet-
ter do It than Wish It Done”; and the next was
“Men Climb to Honour by Prudence and Indus-
try”; this was followed by the motto ** Busi-
ness is the Salt of Life,” and farther on was the

inscription “God Helps those who Help Them-
selves.”

Before the orchestra was suspended the ban-
ner of the Society, bearing, on a blue ground,
the figure of Britannia with the trident ; a lit-
tle to the one side of it was to be seen the *“Red
Cross,” and above all the word ¢ Welcome”
stood out in prominent characters.

The walls of the room were hung with many
of the continental flags, conspicuous amongst
which were the Prussian and Turkish banners.

The chair was occupied by the President of
the St. George’s Society, Jas. Parkins, Esq.; on
his right was Sir William Eyre, and M‘Clelland,
Esq., Vice President of the St. Andrew’s Society;
on the plattorm we noticed Henry Bulmer
Esquire, ex-President of the St. George’s
Society; William Rodden, Esq., first vice-Presi-
dent of the Irish Protestant Benevolent Society;
Colonel Dyde, Major Taylor, Alderman Day,
John Leeming, Esq., etc., etc. During the
course of the evening T, D. M‘Gee, Esq., M.P.P.,
took his seat on the platform, but remained
only for a short time.

Before the proceedings began,

The President of the Society rose and said—
Ladies and Gentlemen, it gives the members of
the St. George's Society the greatest pleasure
to see their fellow countrymen come here in such
numbers cn the auspicious occasion of the mar-
riage of h:r Royal Highness and I am sure you
will join withmein wishing her long life, health
and happiness,and in hoping that the union may
be fraught withthe best results to both countries
and the world at large. (Hear hear.) But,
ladies’ and -~ gentlemen, we have also
another object in. view in meeting here this
evening, it is to rvaise funds for the estab-
lishment of a Home for Immigrants, and that
such an institution is needed you may infer
from the fact that, last year, the Society re-
lieved no fewer than 690 persons; but we wish it
to be understand that our Society, which was
formed for a charitable purpose, is not com-
posed of Englishmen alone, but is open to all
who are of English descent, and we hope,
consequently, that this year our efforts and
numbers will be greatly increased. I am glad
that such a number is here this evening, and I
am gratified that we are honored by the pre-
sence of the gallant General on the right, but,
as you came here to enjoy yourselves, and not
to hear speeches, I will conclude by again
thanking you all for your attendance. (Ap-
plause.)

The Concert here began, and both the vocal
and instrumental music was characterised by

snperior ability, and artistic excellence, Mr.
Prince’s Band performing with the best effect.
At the conclusion of the Programme, three
cheers were given for the Queen, and three for
General Eyre.

The dancing then began, and was kept np
till after midnight.

There were upwards of two thousand five
hundred persons present ; but everything pass-
ed off with order and regularity.

RocuesTER ConspirACY CAse.— The trial of

conspiracy to murder his wife, which terminated
yesterday in a verdict of acquital, has furnished
another remarkable illustration of the improprie-

ty, not to say absolute criminality of the sys-
tem sometimes practised by officers of the law
in prosecutions, known by the name of the stool
pigeon system, and which consists in the offi-
cial who is informed that a crime is contemplated
affording facilites for its commission, in order
that he may have the merit of detecting the of-
fender and subjecting him to punishment. In
the case above mentioned, which, from the
high character and socialposition of the accused,
caused considerable excitement throughout the
State, the prosecuting officer was informed that
Mr. Roberston was conspiring to murder his
wife by poison, and that he proposed to a third
party to administer the fatal drug, Instead of
taking steps to prevent the commission of the
crime, by informing the intended victim of her
danger, the accuser was.directed to pretend to
assent to the murderous request, in order to en-
trap the accused into an avowal of his purpose,
in presence of persons concealed in the room to
overhear whatever passed between the parties.
If the story of the informer was sufficiently
plausible to convince the official of its truth, it
was the imperative duty of the latter to warn the
person whose life was threatned, by informing
her of the plot, and thus enabling her to guard
against it. The interests of society require that
all diligence should be used to detect and pun-
ish crime, and that equal deligence should be
used to prevent its commission. This latter
object is the design of punishment. It is not as
an act of vengeance that society has ordered
that the murderer shall suffer death, or that the
perpetrators of less heinous offences should be
imprisoned for stated terms ; but to deter others
from similar transgressions. The old adage
‘ prevention is better than cure,” is as true in
the administration of criminal jurisprudence
as it with regarded to any other part of the
system of social government. It is a very
laudable ambition on the part of a public prose-
cutor, that his administration should be marked
by vigor and impartiality ;but in pursuit of this
ambition he should not forget that though it is
his duty to bring criminals to justice, it is not
his duty to afford facilities for crime in' order
that retribution may follow, or tolure a person
entertaining a criminal intent into the commis-
sion of the crime, in order that he may be con-
victed.

Independent of the gross impropriety,as we
consider it, of legal officials thus trying to
secure conviction,” by employing informers to
encourage parties accused to put their design in
execution, the system nearly always fails of its
object, as in the Robertson case, juries generally
retuse to convict, where the charge rests on the
testimony of persons who would demean themsel-
ves by falsely pretending to aid in the commis-
sion of murder, for the purpose of * swearing a
conviction,” and showing off the extraordinary
vigilence of the officers of the law.

It seems to be the general impression of those
best acquainted with the parties concerned in
the Robertson trial, that. Mr. Robertson has
been properly acquitted of the foul charges al-
leged against him.--New Journal of Commerce.

ous, we should say heads—with the voices they
overhear in the realm of spirits. They seem to
fancy, that like the veil of the Temple, this cur-
tain too is rent, but we greatly fear they are de-
ceiving or deceived—that the same spirit which
caused the milk-maid to cross the Gipsy’s palm
with silver, or people to consult the Madames
with nnpronouncable names, assumed for the
occasion, as to the great and little ‘to be's’ of
their mortal life, is influencing the older and
the graver to summon up spirits from the vasty
deep, and subject them to the pains and penal-
ties of a Yankee .catechism. We imagine
that it is prmpted by an unworthy desire to
read what is not written—to play Paul Pry on
a scale too solemn to ke ludicrous, with the un-
born mysteries of to-morrow—that the wisdom
is folly, the doctrine dangerous, the knowledge
profitless.

And yet, when we see—as we have seen—a
stricken one, a mother, withont a child, who
would fain know the fate of Mary or Willie, who
went out like a star in the morning, we cannot
find itin our heart to dispel the delusion, when,
smiling through her tears, she fancies she re-
ceives a message from the little prattler aloft—
a message full of love to mother, and full of a
child’s sweet gossip about the angels and the
bards, the gardens and the amaranths of that
“unseen and silent shore.” ’Tisanidea that, in
