DEBATE ON THE ADDRESS RESUMED.
Hon. Mr. 1OLEY resumed the debate, censur­

ing the Govérnment for having retained Mr. J.
C. Morrison as Solicitor General without a seat 
in the House, by saying that none entertained 
more personal respect for Mr. Morrison than him­
self. So far as the party with which he was 
connected was concerned, it was a matter for 
congratulation that facts had happened which 
had restored party lines, for henceforward the 
question at the polls would not be the support of 
the policy of a mixed party, but the war cry 
would again be reform against wrong. He at­
tributed the change to the influence of the hon. 
member for Peel. It was not necessary for him 
to say much on the subject of his amendment.
He believed that the ministerial newspapers of 
all portions of the country concurred in con­
demning the retention of Mr. Morrison, without a 
seat in Parliament. He found that even Mr. J.
B. Robinson had joined with the Opposition last 
year in disapproving of it.

Hon. Mr. LORANGER said ministers had ex-

ment should not be permanent, and that the 
minister in question should be removed. That, 
however, had been long delayed, and the minis­
try had put off the meeting of Parliament for 
eight long months after the- general election. 
Now if they were to stand by their constitution 
and the principles of responsible government, as 
recognized in England, they could not tolerate a 
thing like that. For forty years there had been 
no such thing in the English Parliament as a 
person being a member of the Government with­
out at the same time being a member of Parlia­
ment, except in three cases, which were of such 
an extraordinary nature that in reality they 
proved the rule. The first of these took place in 
1834, under Earl Grey’s administration. That, 
however, was before the Reform Bill, since the 
passage of which the rule had been far more 
strictly enforced.

Hon. J. A. MaCDONALD said that in the 
House of Commons the two political parties had 
each in turn brought in bills to do away with the 
practice of compelling members on taking office 
to return to their constituents.

Hon. Mr. LORANGER—That was to say that 
the Bill was brought in on each occasion by min- 
onties. In 1835 Lord John, Russell was Home 
Secretary, and Lord Palmerston Secretary for 
Foreign Affairs. Lord Palmerston, however, had 
been unable to obtain a seat in Parliament, and 
on the 22d of February, 1835, the Earl of Dar­
lington asked the Home Secretary whether Lord 
Palmerston was to be raised to the Peerage, or 
whether a vacancy was to be created for him in 
the House of Commons. To this Lord John 
Russell made answer that the interrogations of 
the noble Earl were so extraordinary that he 
must decline to answer them. The Earl of Dar­
lington responded :—The Home Secretary had 
described his questions as being novel and ex­
traordinary. But was it not novel and extraor­
dinary for a Seeretary of State to possess no seat 
in either House of Parliament ? Lo d John 
Russell replied : If the state of things of which 
the noble lord complained had continued for any 
length of time his question would have been very 
proper, but the absence of Lord Palmerston from 
Parliament was merely a temporary one. This 
was on the 22d of May, and on the 12th of July, 
in the same year, they found Lord Palmerston 
with a scat voting in the House of Commons. 
He now came to the case of Mr. Lafontaine. The 
conditions on which that gentleman had taken a 
part in the administration were “that he accept­
ed office under the condition that the Attorney 
General and Solicitor General of Upper Canada 
should be left at his disposal ; and that the At 
torney General should occupy a seat in this 
House.” The only case when a member of a 
ministry had been long out of the House was 
that of Mr. Niger who bad been without a seat 
for eighteen months, during which time he was 
twice defeated. He, however, did not accept 
any salary for that period, and the great battle 
between the ministrj and opposition at that time 
was on the constitutionality of his retaining 
office at all. He then complained that Mr. Morin,

seat should be a vacated for him to take—Mr. 
Labelle having been appointed superintendent of 
a wharf that was already built at a salary of 
£350 a year. (Laughter.) Thé: appointment 
was nothing but squandering public money. 
(Oh, oh.) Then Mr, Sweet had retired from the 
constituency of Brome, of course, fora considera­
tion. These things, he thought, ought not be 
endured. (Hear.)

Hon. J. A MACDONALD said he regretted 
very much that his hon. friend the mover of this 
resolution (Mr. Foley) had felt it his duty to 
bring it forward. Re had hoped that under the 
altered circumstances of the case, when the hon. 
gentleman whose name appeared in the motion, 
and for whom be professed a personal regard had 
retired from political life and assumed tbe digni­
fied position on the bench, jf the motion had 
ever been made at all, it would have been made 
at a more opportune period. If it had been post­
poned, the hon, gentleman’s conduct would have 
been appreciated by the House and tnê country 
at large. It was unfortunate, however, that his 
hon. friend had been constrained by a sense of 
duty to do what would hardly seem generous to 
them who did not know, as he (the Atty. Gen.) 
did, the purity of his intentions. (Hear, and 
laughter.) He (Mr. Foley) had refrained, when 
he moved this amendment, from arguing the 
question. It was, as he had said, from physical 
inability, and it was perhaps a fortunate thing 
that this cause had given him an excuse for noi 
entering into an argument in which he would 
have waded through all the fallacies he had 
thrown on his hon. friend who spoke last. 
(Laughter.) That gentleman’s (Mr. Loranger’s) 
speech was full of fallacies from beginning to 
end—ingeniously strung together, but fallacies 
still, and from all the precedents he had strung 
together it would be quite easy to prove that Mr. 
Morrison’s retention of office v/as neither uncon- 
stiUitionai nor illegal. (Hear.) He had com­
menced with a dissertation on responsible govern­
ment, and complained that Mr. Morrison, id hold­
ing the office of Solicitor General without a seat 
in Parliament had committed a breach of its 
principles. Why, that had just as much to do 
with responsible government as it had with eccle­
siastical law. (Laughter.) What was responsi­
ble government? Before it was granted, the 
Governors of Canada were not bound to have 
advisers whose views were in accordance with 
the rights of the people as expressed in Parlia­
ment, and was similar in position to the Gover­
nors of what are called Crown Colonies. Row, 
however, he must take them from the party which 
is in the majority, and whether the whole admin-1 
istration or anyJpart~of them were out of Parlia-

moment, almost by the breath of their nostrils, 
blow them out. If, therefore, there was anything 
unconstitutional in the keeping of these gentle­
men in office, it was more than probable tnat it 
would have been so declared by the House of

Hon. J. A. MAC-DU.N ALD—Thus it appeared* 
that in 1835 the Attorney General for England 
was appointed to office and lost his seat in Par­
liament. Nevertheless, if the Attorney General 
remained in office until the administration of 
which he was a member fell, he would of course 
fall with it. As he had before remarked, under 
the Russell Administration the Minister for 
Foreign Affairs occupied a high office, without 
looking ihr a seat, for months—advising as a 
Privy Councillor, and~~exercising all the func­
tions of a Cabinet Minister. If such a position 
were a false one—-if it were unconstitutional—it 
was wrong for the Minister to have given any 
advice whatever, because on a single recommen 
dation of the Foreign Secretary might depend 
the lives of thousands and the expenditure of 
millions.

Lord John briefly answered 
that such a question was unusual and absurd 
i-'— st- «'.'metime in JftKe or July before Lord 
Palmerston was elected. Between April and 
that time he was therefore advising the Crown on
mightMav1i0r1t,t“t,^.rfaSog\an3‘ into a war and 
cost her millions of money . Ho was all that 
period without a seat in either House of parlia­
ment, yet no one presumed to sev it was un­
constitutional. Mo case could be clearer thad 
that-: In this instance, however, ot Mr. Mbr- 
rison’s, the gentleman complained of had not 
even been at the head of a department—he was 
only the assistant of the Attorney General, as 
the Solicitor General always was. He had to 
act with the Attorney General, and was his 
subordinate as a minister. He had no leading 
duties to perform, as the Attorney General said. 
He had co portfolio.

Dr. CONÏIÜR - He had a VQts at the Council 
Board.

Hon. J. A. MACDONALD—He had a vote at 
the Council Board, and so had Lord Palmerston, 
when advice, moreover, on all matters of foreign 
policy had to be taken for four or five months 
w'il.ho.ut his having a seat. This case was one in 
which, if there had been the slightest suspicion 
of Lord John Russell’s course in retaining Lord 
Palmerston without a seat in the House being 
unconstitutional, it would have been objected to, 
because in those days parties were much divided 
and party spirit ran high, and the Opposition, 
which shortly afterwards broke up the Govern­
ment, was powerful.

Cayley retained his place In virtue of 
his better luck in obtaining a constituency. Mr. 
Morrison, after being kept in pay for a certain 
time, was once more appointed an Executive 
Councillor, and then when the session came 
round, and the usual questions were asked as to 
Ids position, Mr. John A. Macdonald was report­
ed to have stated in reply that Mr. Morrison 
would obtain a seat or would resign. What 
meaning have all these facts, if Mr. John A. Mac­
donald’s speech the other night laid down the 
true constitutional dectrine? None whatever. 
As to the precedents which he quoted from Eng­
lish history, they are all reconc leable with the 
proposition contained in Mr. Foley’s amendment, 
though some of them are not reconcileable with 
the conclusions winch he sought to bring out 
from his speech No one pretends that a Minis- ' 
ter of the Crown must never be for one moment 
without a place in Parliament. That would be 
inconsistent with the law which makes their ac­
ceptance of office equivalent to a resignation. 
Nor does any ne pretend to limit the exact num­
ber of hours, days, or even weeks, beyond which, 
continuance in office without a seat is opposed to 
constitutional rules. There are manv cases in 
which some time must elapse before the proper 
arrangements can be completed, and in our own 
system they could rarely be made till after a new 
Parliament had been fourteen days in session. 
Lord John Russell s answer to Lord Darlington 
covered the whole ground. He declined to an­
swer his Lordship’s question respecting Lord 
Palmerston’s absence from either House of Par­
liament ; but he admitted at once that his col­
league could not bo long without a scat in the 
Legislature without an infringement of principle. 
No one reads more closely on these subjects than 
the Attorney (Jeneral West. He cannot but 
know that the recent change in the French con­
stitution, by which Ministers representing each 
department in the Government are sent into the 
Uhambors to answer for, explain and defend the 
acts of the Administration, has oeen made, if not 
in consequence of, certainly in accordance with 
the often-repeated criticisms tf English publicists,' 
who could not understand a system of Parlia­
mentary Government, such as that which lately 
prevailed in France, in which the Ministers of the 
Grown are not brought face to face with the Re­
present» tves of the People. Nor can ho fail to 
know that, for the same reason, the American 
system of Legislative bodies Without Ministers is 
regarded in England as a gross absurdity. Mr. 
J. A Macdonald finds it convenient to reduce the 
whole system of constitutional Parliamentary 
Government to this : that Ministers must have 
the consent of Parliament, or the subsequent sanc­
tion of Parliament, for everything they do. But 
if that be all, then the whole i f our pulitical his­
tory and commentaries has been the work of 
ignorant scribblers, since almost all of those who 
composed them have certainly described many 
things on one side or the other as unconstitu­
tional, yet there are very few specific acts of Min­
isters which have ever received toe direct con­
demnation of Parliament. And if the whole 
body of the Legislature should be bribed by a 
Minister, as under Walpole, or by the Crown as 
under Geo. III., we should still have that ap­
proval of the acts of the Government, which, are 
cording to this theory, would make even the cor­
ruption which was destroying the constitution a 
laudable constitutional practice.

The House then, at 25 minutes before 1 o’clock, 
adjourned.

Peosress op Abolition in the United States. 
—The bill to abolish Slavery in the District of 
Columbia, passed through that late strong hold 
of Slavery, the United States Senate, by a ma­
jority of 2.9 to 14. The majority were all Repub­
licans, who, it has been said, were as friendly to 
Slavery as the Democratic psrty, who have so 
long ruled at Washington. The bill has cow 
gone to the House of Representatives, where it is 
believed to b.e certain to pass. Compensation 
not to exceed an average of Ü300 per head is to 
be paid ; but most of the valuable slaves have 
been removed. Rebels are to receive nothing ; 
but on that point the oath of claimants will be 
decisive in their own favour. $100,000 are be­
sides appropriated to aid the voluntary emigra­
tion of the manumitteil blacks to Hayti or Liberia. 
On the same day the Senate took into consider- 
tion the resolution adopted in the House of Re­
presentatives, upon the President’s message, re­
commending Congress to invite the tnammtissiou 
of the negroes in the free States and pledging 
the United States to afford pecuniary aid. The
House of’ Representatives bad resolved in accord-
auce with the President’s message, and the ques­
tion now comes up for the concurrence of the 
Senate. In the House of Representatives the re­
solution was carried by the sweeping majority 
of eighty-eight to thirty-one.

Mr. Blackwell then returned thanks, saying in 

substance that he thanked the workmen of the 
Locomotive and Car Department for the very 
handsome mark of respect just paid to him. 
With respect to his conduct towards the people 
in the employment of the Grand Trunk Com­
pany, his opinion had always been that a fair 
day’s work was worth a fair day’s wages. As to 
the friendly feelings towards the workmen, for 
which they had been good enough to give him 
credit, he felt that, whatever might be thought, he 
had only tried to do his duty,and he believed in his 
conscience thathe had alwaysendeavoured to act 
in such a manner as to do justice to all. For a 
great many of the shortcomings and irregulari­
ties for which the management of the road had 
been blamed, he thought that neither the 
management nor the workmen were res­
ponsible. It was indeed impossible that in 
the inclement climate which prevailed on the 
Northern piart of this continent a railway could 
be worked with perfect regularity. He could 
not, however, help particularly congratulating 
them upon one point, and that was, the freedom 
from serious fatal accident which had at­
tended the running of the trains dur­
ing the four years which he had speijt 
in the country As regarded passengers 
and the public hardly one fa.ail accident had oc­
curred. For this, and whatever other success 

j had been achieved under the most trying and 
Repressing circumstances, the managers of the 
Road were majnly indebted to the zeal and 
steadiness of the workmen, nor ppuld they 
overlook the ability and vigilance of their able 
superintendent, Mr. McKeuzio—a fitting follower 
for Mr. Trevithick. Whatever could be done, he 
was sure that Mr. McKenzie would do. But if 
impossibilities were expected, of course neither 
himself, nor Mr. McKenzie, nor any conscien­
tious man, would un ertake them. In that case 
all they could do was to make way for others, 
wit}} the hope that they would do better,—at all 
events, let theis'aU try to do their duty.

After again returning thanks for the address, 
Mr. Blackwell proposed three cheers for 
Mr. McKenzie. Cheers were afterwards given 
for Mr. and Mrs. Blackwell ; and the committee 
wound up with three rousing cheers for the 
Queen.

the former ease, these officers have no duties or 
responsibilities, beyond those of their profession 
as lawyers, and, although members of the Go­
vernment, are never members of the Cabinet. In 
the latter, their duties and responsibilries are 
extra professional and, as Cabinet ministers, like 
the same public officers in England (for, as I 
have said, excepting in the imagination of Mr. 
Macdonald, no such entity as an Irish Cabinet 
exists), they are bound to have seats in one or 
other branch of the legislature As to Mr. Mac­
donald’s reference to Lords Palmerston and John 
Russell’s temporary absence, while ministers of 
the Crown, from Parliament, they are precisely 
those rare exceptions which prove the rule, 
and which are utterly unavailable as 
precedents. It is, I repeat, much to be regretted 
ihat the discussion of this most important ques­
tion, of the responsibility of the Ministers of the 
Crown in Canada to the people of Canada, 
should have been mixed up with that'of any othe 
issue, such as the propriety of its being referred 
to in the reply to a speech from the throne. I 
write, of course, in the conviction that the vote 
of to-day, if it do not sustain Mr. Macdonald’s 
newly-discovered theory of the constitution, will 
nevertheless, acquit the Ministers of the crime 
against the constitution, with which they aie 
charged. To be told that tney are blunderers 
by such men as Messrs. Street and Cameron, 
cannot be very pleasant, even to such hardened 
and unblushing dealers in political legerdemain ; 
but what will be still less pleasant is the convic­
tion that as they refuse to own their blunder 
and, on the contrary,' seek to base upon that 
blunder an attack upon the rights and liberties 
of the people of Canada, the vote of to-day can­
not decide the question ; and the blunder, made 
by the Opposition, in bringing it up in connec­
tion with the Address, can easily, I take it, be 
corrected, even during the present Scssiob, by a 
substantive motion, in condemnation and rejec­
tion of Mr. Macdonald’s novel theory of re­
sponsible Government.

The friends of the Government are exceeding­
ly dark on the subject of their plans for organiz­
ing the Militia. All I can learn is, that the 
Chronicle’s estimate of the expense of the propos­
ed system—a million of dollars a year—is not 
far from the mark ; and that the Hon. William 
Cayiey will, in all probability, be appointed 
Paymaster General of Her Majesty's Canadian

Reid out of church no unnecessary violence had 
been used The Judge directed the Jury to find 
a veraict for Mr. Inglis, there being no case 
against bim.

Inspection or Major Stevenson’s Field Bat­
te?.? ■•—On Friday evening, in the Exhibition 
Building, the Montreal Field Battery of Artillery 
was inspected by General Sir W F Williams, 
who was accompanied by members of bis Staff. 
There were present a number of the officers uf 
the volunteer militia, and a good many specta­
tors. The Battery went through the various 
evolutions of the new drill with the accuracy and 
steadiness of veterans. They were exercised in 
the heavy gun drill, and as a proof of their pro­
ficiency in that branch of discipline, it may be 
mentioned that tiny dismounted a gun weighing 
six blind'ed pounds, remounted it and fired, in 
the short space of a minute and a half. A ter 
the inspection, General Williams briefly compli­
mented the Battery on their admirable discipline 
and high stats of efficiency, recommending them 
to continue their efforts ip the same spirit that 
they had shown hitherto.

Pardon of a Breach of the Fugitive Slave 
Law.—Dr. Gordon, the President of a College 
in Ohio, who has been in jail in Cleveland, on 
conviction of aiding the escape of a fugitive 
slave, has been pardoned by the President.

Death of Mr Little of Portland—This gen­
tleman, late President of the Atlantic and St. 
Lawrence Railroad, died on Wednesday last.

Snow Storm on Saturday.—About noon on 
Saturday, after a cold, frosty night, there began 
a heavy drifting snow storm, which continued 
throughout the afternoon and evening. The 
ground was covered to a depth of several inches,

presentatives, but that tfie first, .and sine qua non 
qualification to a seat in the Cabinet—as .contra­
distinguished from one in the Ministry—is being 
a member of oue or other of the Houses of Par­
liament. Nemo r.sperite, and, considering Mr. 
John A. Macdonald’s oft-repea ed previous ad­
missions, I could not but thinK of the .poet's oft- 
quoted description cf the insidious and gradual 
influence which familiarity with vice has upon 
the mind, when I heard him, boldly and dugmati- 
cally, lay down the principle, “ That whether the ' 
« whole .adimcistration or any part of them were 
« out of Parliament djd pot affect the question”— 
of ministerial responsibility to the people; and 
that “ The principle was the same wnetuer a 
ii member of a Government was out of the House 
•i for a few weeks, or months, or years.” The 
transparent sophistry and specious special-plead­
ing (the “ species of humbug,’’ to quote the hon­
orable gentleman’s parpsp) when explaining to 
his constituents his course upon the seat of Go­
vernment question,) by which Mr. Macdonald 
sought to sustain tfiis entirely novel constitution­
al aicium, was ably exposed find refuted by Dr. 
Connor, Mr. bantielct Macdonald and Mr. Drum­
mond—whose speeches, I regret to say, are 
very imperfectly reported. I know of no term 
short of impudent, by which to characterize Mr 
Macdonald’s attempt to deceive the House b} 
allusions to such non-entities as Irish Cabinets 
and references to memberships in the Privy 
Council, as affording cases parallel to (hat of Mr. 
Morrison. 1 say impudent, because it is impos 
sidle to believe that a man of Mr. Macdonald’s 
knowledge and experience could be ignorant on 
such subject*. He must know full well that, 
while there is no such body existing as an Irish 
Cabinet, no one in Great Britain ever 
dreamed of a seat in Parliament being essential 
to membership in her Majesty’s pirvy Council. 
He cannot but know that, excepting in name, 
the English and Irish Attorneys and Solicitors 
General, in no respect afford any parallel te the 
Canadian Attorneys and Solicitors General. In

COURT OF QUEEN’S BENCH.

CROwN SIDE.

(Mr. Justice Mondelet presiding.)

Saturday, 5th April, 1862.
forgery.

The Court having been opened at the usual 
hour, James Hathaway was placed at the bar for 
trial on the charge of forgeiy, on the 17th March 
last.

Mr. Kerr appeared for the defence. An 
English-speaking Jury was sworn in.

Mr. Johnson, Q.C , opened the case for the 
Crown. He represented the great mischief which 
was done to society by persons engaged in the 
nefarious occupation which the pris ner had at­
tempted to pursue, and the great loss which 
would fall upon Banns, and their Shareholders, 
were such allowed to follow their trade with 
impunity.

Mr. G. B. Burland (in the employ of Mr. 
Mai hews) was then called, and related the cir­
cumstances, which were recently published at 
length. They may be summed up as follows 
The prisoner wrote from Millbrock to Mr. Mat­
thews, asking him to furnish him with blank 
bank notes. Mr. Burland replied that this was 
too serious a matter to be entrusted to a letter 
but that if the prisoner would come to Montreal 
he would see him about it. The prisoner did 
come to Montreal, and had several interviews 
with Mr. Burland, who (at the instance of the 
Bank furnished him with a $ J Bank of Montreal 
note, which the prisoner signed “J. Rogers.” He 
was arrested with the note in his possession. He 
said to Burland in the course of the conversation 
that he could not sig very well, but the notes 
would do to pass among the people in the 
country who could not read.

On cross-examination, Mr Burland said—I re­
ceived instructions from the Bank to give the 
prisoner a Bank note, and see what he would do, 
They did not ask me to try and indu e him to 
sign it. The Bank was under the impression 
that he would not sign it—that he would not be 
foolish enough to do so I did not try to induce 
him to sign it I merely said, “ Here is a note, 
and unless you can sign it successfully, I will 
have nothing to ds with you.” My idea was to 
have him arrested if he signed it. The prisoner 
seemed to me acute, so far as wishing to escape 
detection was concerned, but the signature was 
very badly executed in my opinion. I said 
something to him about counterfeiting, with the 
object of finding out whether he had any accom­
plices

Sub-Constable Bissonnette stated that he had 
received the note produced in Court on the 20th 
March la. t from Detective O’Leary.

Detective U’Leary gaid^-On the 16th March 
last the first witness came to his house and in­
formed bipi that the prisoner had committed a 
forgery upon the. Bans; of Montreal. He said 
that prisoner was to be at his office between 7 
and 8 o’clock next morning. Witness went 
there and asked prisoner about the forged bill. 
He denied knowing anything about it, whereupon
witjjesB tool* JH— 7 .♦.‘.a found the ijj>2
billin his vest pocket. On the way to the police 
station, prisqner said he had signed it and mao 
very sorry.for it. He wanted witness 
to let him off, promising that he would 
•never come again to Montreal. Witness also 
found a letter on his person addressed to one 
Johnston of Millbrook, a tavern-keeper. Pri­
soner acknowledged that this letter had been 
written by him. (At the bottom of the let­
ter there jj^re several imitations o? the 
signature J. Rogers.) Prisoner said he 
had been trying bis baud on it. Witness was 
sent to Upper Canada by the Bank, and found 
that the prisoner bore a good character among 
the people of the place where he lived. He 
found a letter in his trunk at Millbrook (the an- 
strej qf Mr Burland to a letter of the prisoner.) 
The letter was read to the dnry It ■gras îq tfie 
effect that the matter was too weighty to be en­
trusted to post, and that if he'would coine to 
Montreal he would have a personal interview 
with hiia.

Joscpii Rogers, Manager of the Bank Note De­
partment, ifi the Bank of Montreal, stated that it 
was part of his duty to sign the bank notes. The 
note produced was itself genuine, but the signa­
ture was forged.

The voluntary examination of the prisoner 
before Mr. Coursol was as follows : “ I signed 
the note at the solicitation of the witness, Bur­
land ”

This being the case for the Crown 
Mr. Kerr proceeded to address the Jury for the 

defence. He said fie had never known of such 
an extraordinary attempt to entrap a poor inno­
cent mortal into the penitentiary. The efforts of 
the learned Counsel for the Crown reminded him 
of the fable of the mountain in labour, while a 
mouse only was produced. He looked upon the 
prisoner but one or two degr-es from a fool. In 
the first place, without any previous introduction 
he had written to Mr. Mathews applying for some 
blank notes. This request at once showed that 
the prisoner possessed the smallest possible 
amount of common sense. Mr. K., after com­
menting upon the facts, submitted that the sig­
nature, havingbeen affixed to the note in questiou 
for the express purpose of showing it to Burland, 
could not be considered a forgery.

There were po witnesses for the à fence.
Mr. Johnson, in replying, remarked that he 

would not dispute the taste or elegance of the 
comparison used by his learned friend with re­
ference to his efforts ; but ho certainly could not 
admit its correctness Instead of a mouse, the 
animai in the present case, as every intelligent 
man wouid at once perceive, was a rat—a palpa­
ble rat,And if the prisoner hdn been hunted, as hio 
learned friend insinuated, he had been hunted 
not on account of himself, but Ulie a rat in a 
Duteh dyke, because hia depredat ons might 
result in the flooding of a whole country.

His Honour summed up the evidence strongly 
against the prisoner, and the Jury, without 
leaving the box, found a verdict of Guilty.

THE ALLISON MURDER.
Mr. Devlin, in tne case of Thomas Miles, con­

victed of the murder of G. F. Allison, moved for 
a new trial, and, in default, of that being grant­
ed, for arrest of judgment. Argument on the 
application syas fixed foi Tuesday,

1 UTTERING COUNTERFEIT 510NBÏ ,
A French speaking jury being sworn in, Al­

phonse Emond was placed at the bar for trial, on 
the charge of having, on the 10th Deiember, 
1861, tendered 8 *JS4 Atfittriean half dollar. It 
appeared that thé prisoner had employed n car­
ter named Benjamin Brisson to drive him to 
Davis’ yard, in Amherst street, and gave him the 
half dollar as payment. Brisson gave in change 
a quarter dollap,

Mr Robert Hendery, silversmith, tested the 
coin in Court, proving it to be only brass and 
not silver.

Brisson was than examined 
Mr. Archambault addressed the jury for the 

defence, and called some witnesses.
The ju y found the prisoner guilty.
The Court wax then adjourned.

THE HAMILTON MAONAB “STREET CHU­
RCH CASE.'

On Tuesday before Mr. Chief Justice Draper, the 
case of Reid vs. Inglis was tried. Mr. Colin D. 
Reid, of this city,sued the Rev. David Inglis,pas­
tor of MacNab-street Presbyterian Church, the 
Deacons and two ,constables, for damages 
for injuries sustained by bim, at their hands, on 
Sunday, the 26th May, 1861 The Rev. Hr. In­
glis testified tnat he was at Elora on the day 
when plaintiff was forcibly removed Irom tne 
church. Be complained that Mr Reid was in 
the habit of making himself disagreeable to bim 
(the witness.) He said ‘1 in July, i859, and 
from that time onward,Mr Reid was in the habit 
of putting on a contemptuous expression, and 
endeavouring to catch my eye whenever I turn­
ed in his direction. His whole conduct w^s 
evidently intended to dis ract my attention ; his 
pew was right in front of me; on some occasions 
he was more demonstrative that others, and no 
one could avoid being attracted by his conduct ; 
he never had any dispute with me except as a 
clergyman ana my conduct in church ; the effect 
of his conduct was to distract and disturb me,” 
James Reid, brother of the plaintiff, said that on 
the 26th May, 1861, he went with Mr. Reid and 
tneiv sisRrtp the Church.
