property in any clergy whatever ; for a gift
to be valid must be made to some known and
defined person or corporation, whereas this
was given to no such person or corporation.
It was the intention of the Government of
Great Britain to set apart the land in such a
way that the Parliament of Canada might
diepose of it, if it should think proper. See-
ing this, and seeing that the Parliament of
Upper Canada had always insisted that the
property shonld not be given to a Protestant
Clergy, but should be used for the purposes of
educalion, the donor, that is to say the Eng-
lish Government, consented to allow its em-
loyment for any purpose approved of by the
ocal authorities.  He here read extracts from
Lord Goderich’s despatches, in proof of this
permission given by the denor. Now, he
asked whether, if there were even a vested
ight, which he denied—whether the govern-
ent would not have been bound even to ne-
lect a vested right for the maintenance of
the great principles of truth and justice ? He
referred 1o the appropriation of the Trish
church property, as a proof that there were
cases in which the violation of such rights
became the highest duty of the Legislature.
TFortunately, however, that principle was not
involved here ; he-locked upon the donation
under the constitutional act, as inchoate and
incomplete. Passing over these intermediate
periods, however, and coming down to 1841,
he confessed that he believed the Legislature
of Upper Canada violated their trust, when
they consented to the interference of the
Imperial Parliament in this matter, and he
did believe that the Imperial Parliament
would willingly restore to the Canadian Le-
gislature, the right to manage ils own proper-
ty, when that right was demanded. He be-
lieved the only mode of reaching the object in
view was by adopting the course taken by his
hon friend, the member for South York. Dar-
ing this part of his argument,

Mr LaronTAINE rose and explained what
he had said yesterday. After the constitu-
tional act of 1791, the Legislature of Canada
had a right to deal with the subject, because
that act gave that power up, to the passing of
the act of 1840, which repealed the clauses
giving this right. The constitational act only
gave the Legislature of Canada the power of
creating these Reserves, but did not actually
create them. But the act of 1840 took out of
the hands of the Colonial Legislature this
power, because it did allot reserves to specific
purposes,

Mr DrummonD went on to say, that he un-
derstood, though he differed from it, the view
taken by Mr. LaFontaine; but even if he
agreed with that gentleman, he should still
think the distribution among all the sects
impossible. However, he would not now,
for he thoughthe was not called on to do so,
go into that subject. But he was glad that
these resolutions proposed to guarantee the
rights of incumbents ; for it was necessary to
regard the position in which the British Min-
istry might find itself placed, before the
Parliament, and to show thut we were not
tainted with the socialistic and communistie
views which had affiighted from their pro-
priety.some of the best menin England. He
then went into the subject of the Catholic
properties in Lower Canada, and contended
that, for the most part, they were not endow-
ments but purchases.

Mr. Caavyeau said that after having heard
the arguments on both sides, he avowed that
since the beginning of the éebme, with some
exceptions, the arguments had been little in-
telligible ; but it was clear to him that what
was given for a relizious purpose, ought to
be reserved for that purpose. Nor was he
satisfied with the argument of the hon mem-
ber for Sheflord, that these properties were
not given to any defined persons. That seem-
ed to him to be far too subtle and technical—
something more fit for the legal tribunals than
for the Legislature. He held, however, that
it might be very necessary to discuss and
perhaps legislate on the subject ; for through-
out the civilized world guestions which like
this involved religious joined to political con-
siderations, were creating the greatest excite—
ment. In France it was the” Uniyersity—in
Greal Britain it was Maynooth-~here it was
the Clergy Reserves. Believing then in the
propriety of discussing the subject, he had to
consider the propositions submitted by differ-
ent parties. The proposition of the hon
member for the West Riding appeared to
him subjeet to greater objection than that of
M. Price. e was not ready 10 ask the im-
perial Parliament, in a general manner, to
give up the disposition of these properties, as
if they belonged without any distinetion to
the common revenues of the Province. Let
the demand be made to adjust the distribu-
tion of this fund, 8o as to divide them equit-
ably among all claimants and he would wil-
lingly concur. But the Legislature had
not, as he thought, the right to dispose of the
clergy reserves for other than religions purpo-
ses, and, if that were so, it was clearly still
worse to ask to haye them given up, without
making any provision for the persons, at pre=-
sent interested in them as incumbents. The
proposition, which appeared to him the least
reasonable of all, was that of the hon member
for Kent. It was clear that the measure pro-
posed by that gentleman could not be carried
out. Coming then to the proposition of the
hon Commissioner of Crown Lauds, he would
say that he was not prepared at present to lay
his hand on the fund aund give it to any indif-
ferent object. Atthe same time he would not
say that the clergy reserves was more sacred
than any other portion of the public property :
he would not sweep them away ; but upon a
demand properly made, he thought, like all
other property, they might be commuted, so
as to prevent them from continuiug, as it was
well known they now were, most injurious to
the interests of settlers. Neither would he
say that it was impossible to effect a fair dis-
tribution among all religious denominations.
He thought, however, that he should not be
prepared to oppose himsell, as a permanent
obstacle to the wishes of the people of Upper
Canada, if they should show, at a new -
tion macde on this point, a strong and i
desire Tor a particular course. He proceeded
to repel the menaces which had been made
by gentlemen of the opposition, to alarm. hon
members from Lower Canada. It was in vain
to attempt to alarm hon gentlemen by lugu-
brions prophecies and melodramatic airs—it
was in vain that they were told (o take care of
themselves, and not to vote for what they
thought just, lest hon members from Upper
Canada should herealter do what they ac-
knowledged to be unjust. Such an argument
was neither convineing nor generons. He
beliaved that there was a great difference be-
tween the position of these properties and
that of the Catholic properties in Lower Can-
ada. The first had been constautly subject
to change and debate, and had been constant-
1y legislated upon and their dlsposn_llon chang-
ed; the latter had been held without any
change for a long series of years, without any
dispute, and; what was a still better title, by
the universal respect and reverence of the
people as well Protestantas Catholic. These
possessions were given only like any other
seigniories, and there was this farther differ—
ence between them and the property at pre-
sent under discussion, that the former were in
Yho case given for the support of worship.—
That was maintained entirely by tithes, and
the persons who would lose by the destitution
of the religious corporations were the poor,
\ sick and infirm. Haying made these obser-
vations, he would conclude by stating, that if
the resolntions conteined any thing to show
that after the controul of the reserves were
given up to the Canadian Legislature, they
would not be diverted from their destination,
he would have voted for them, As it washe
must vole against the twenty-fifth, twenty-
ninth aud thirtieth.

QUEBEC CORRESPONDENCE OF THE
MONTREAL HERALD.

Monnay Evenine, June 24.

This day being the anniversary of the Cana-
dians’ Putron Saint, it was kept by them in their
ugnal grand style. High mass was celebrated in
the Cathedral Church, at nine o’clock, and an ap.
propriated sermon was preached. After mass,
the St. Jean Baptiste Society marched through
the principal streets of the city und suburbs, with
their band, and their gay banners flunnting in the
breeze. The streets throngh which the proces.
sion passed were planted with maple troes, &c.
and across the road flags of all descriptions—
among them several American flags—waved their
gay folds, and spread their variegated hues (o the
gentle breeze. Opposite the St. George’s Hotel,
they were saluted by the St. George and St. Ane
drow’s Societies. The day is fine, with a light
westerly breeze.

We have had no less than five fires within the
last four days, and cne, this morning, I am sorry
to state, attended with loss of life. You will find
full particulars in the Chronicle of this morning.

Another Fire—Melancholy Loss of Life.—A
fire broke out at half-past 12 o'clock last mght, in
the two story brick house forming one corner of St
John & St. Genevievre streets, St. John Suburbs,
and, divided into two tenements, occupied by Mr.
Francis Milligan, Pianoforte Manufacturer, and
by the Misses Back. Tha fire, it is the general
opinion, broke out in Mr. Milligan’s work shop,
which is a small back room on the ground floor.
The interior of that portion of the house occupied
by Mr Milligan 18 completely destroyed, and the
ingide of the Misses Back's portion nearly so. Noth.
ing was saved in the shape of furniture. Mr.
Milligan perished in the flames. He was seen
hanging over the bdek window and entrested to
come out of the house, but as his remains were
found on the second story, near a window, in a
front room, it1s imagined that he must have died
in an attempt to save some valuables.

He was the eldest son of Mr. Milligan, Piano.
forte Maker, St, John street, within, and was
about 30 years of age.

The firemen deserve credit for their exertions,
in saving the building, the outside of which has
suflered comparatively little damage.
