AN ILLEGAL AcT OF THR MINISTRY SET ASIDE
ry rHE Jupars.—The ‘shuffle’ is by no means
the only occasion on which our present min-
isters have either wholly set aside and. con-
temned the law, or have shirked and evaded
it. It is remarksble, however, that so far as
we know or have ever heard this has never
been done, to serve the public—never out of a
generous willingnéss give up any power. they
perhaps possessed in order to enlarge the sphere
of popular privileges. On the contrary, the eva®
sion or the defiance of the statute—the throw-

ing upon others the expense of a law suit to

compel right to be done—has always been
with a -view to some selfish end—to grati-
fy their appetite for patronage, to satisfy
some revenge, or to give fayours to some crea-
ture of their own. The court sitting at Nel-
sonville has just done right, in one of the cases
where the Government had -inflicted great
wrong, as we have now the best authority for
saying, in open violation of the law. It is
not very creditable to the professional reputa-
tion of an Attorney-General, who is also Prime
Minister, nor to that of his numerous col-
leagues of the long robe, that their united judg-
ment should be set aside by the courts of justice;
but as we have said, it is more discreditable to
them, when under cover of the false interpreta-
tion of law, they robbed the people of rights,
which no one could ever pretend were intended
to be taken out of the peoples hands. It is
worst of all when the wantonness of the usur-
pation appears from the fact that, even taking
the Ministerial interpretation of the law, they
still had the option of doing what all must admit
to be'substantial justice, but chose the course
which was just as plainly a substantial robbery.
All these aggravations of ‘the illegality of Mr.
Cartier and his compeers, occur in the icstance
before us. It is the one already more than
once described in  our columns, in
which a few oparties,  including the Min-
istry of the day conspired to - foist
upon the municipality of: Dunham, ‘in ' the
County of Missisquoi, a set of municipal Coun-
cillors, whom the electors had determined they
would not have. The mode of thus ousting
the tax-payers of the power of choosing those
who should expend their money was, it may be
remembered, on this wise :—The Warden, a
political partisan, omitted .to give the usual
notices of the time of the annual election, in
the form required by statute. Nevertheless,
the people met and elected the men of their
choice. But no zooner had they done so than
the Warden informed the Government that
there had been no election, because of his
neglect ; and then the member took up the tale,
and recommendod a list of councillors, who
had joined with the Warden to elect him, but
whom the people had been very unanimous in
voting ont. The Government, if they had
read the law aright, according to common
sense, and as the Court has now read it, would
have held that the popular election could not
be thus defeated by the act of a single indi-
vidual, the servant of the public. Or if they
had had doubts, and had been disposed to
remove all doubt and at the same time do
justice, they would have appointed again the
men chosen by the Township. But the scent
of a piece of rascality was too strong to be

resisted ; so they interpreted *the law
wrongly, and availed themselves of their
wilful blander to-do amanifest injustice. The

remedy for this was a lawsuit, which has re-
sulted in gain to the honest cause, and the
reseating of the elected councillors. We may
thank God that there is some appeal even from
the arbitrary power of Mr. Cartier; but what a

Government must that be, which, in defiance of |,

every consideration which should sway men in
such a position, forced a townghip into a state
of anarchy for three quarters of a year ;. depriv-
ed it of its franchise and of its municipal
powers, and unnecessarily and wantonly com-
pelled it to go to all the expense and trouble
of a law suit, unless it preferred to submit.
‘We congratulate the municipality of Dunham
on its success, and hope that its population will
have sufficient self-respect to take the first op-
portunity of showing their resentment of such
conduct.

Tae East NORTHUMBERLAND BANQUET.—The
banguet given at Brighton, on Friday morning
last, to John R. Clark, the faithful reform re-
presentative of that riding in Parliament, was
largely attended by the most influential elec-
tors of the east riding, as well as by gentle-
men of influence from the adjoining counties.
About 200 of the substantial yeomen of the dis-
trict were enabled to obtain seats, in the only
room in Brighton capable of accommodating so
large a number ; while at least half as many
more went away, unable to be accommodated.

THE ATLANTIC AND PACIFIC OVER-
LAND.

[From the London ** Morwing Post.” = Oct, 27.]
By the entérprise of the people of the United
States an oyverland route has at length been
opened from the Mississippi to California. In
the beginning of last year an act of Congress
was passed which authorized the annual appro-
priation - of $300,000 for a semi-monthly,  or
%600,000 for a weekly, postal communication
between any point on the Mississippi and San
Francisco, in the State of California. The per-
mission having been -obtained, a company of
eight persons was at once formed, and in the
short space of little more than a year and a half
arrangements had been made by which the
mail can be. carried in twenty-eight days from
St.  Louis, Missouri, to San Francisco—a dis-
tance of two thousand six hundred and fifty-one
miles, The vehicles employed are “ good four
horse post coaches or spring wagons,” and as
‘the region traversed is, for the most part, an
‘'uninhabited desert, posting stations have been
established, at which traveilers can .obtain: re-
freshment. Each vehicle accomodates eight
passengers, and on the first journey six adven-
turous persons were foundwilling to pay twohun-
dred dollars for this rough ride across the half
of the North American continent. -We mention
the opening of this route not to move the jeal-
ousy of any four-in-hand clab, or to’'excite the
unavailing regrets of the rapidly decayng ‘race
of English stage coachmen, whose occupations
the railways have destroyed. As'America is’
celebrated fo r fast trotting horses‘and for fast
locomotien of every kind, the cultivation of the
art of driving along the praries, ravines, caverns
and  valieys of this long journey may be the
means of introducing to' our democratic cousins
a taste which, whether aristocratic or not, still
survives in the old country, and is gratified
whenever an opportunity preseats itself.

But our object'on the present occasion is to
show that this postal route must, in course of
time, be followed by an extension of settle-
ments across the continent. On this point our
New York correspondent, whose valuable com-
munication ,we published yesterday, observes:
I have said that the importance of  this inau-
guration can scarcely be rated too highly. Set-
ting aside the immense value of rapid mail com-
munication, this line of stages, dotted with post
stations; mugt invariably create a chain of set-
tlements along the road, and in all probability
prepare the way for that Pacific railway which
is to give the nation possessing it so mavy ad-
vantages A telegraphic line will undoubtedly
follow, in a few months, the stage line, and tre-
mendous efforts will be used to secure the pas-
“sage of a'Congressional act authorizing the con-
‘struction’ of a railway over one or other of 'the
routes which have been projected.

Whatever action Congress may take, we are
very much inclined to 'believe,” with Mr. Asa
“Whitney, that there are sectional differences in:
the way of an interoceanic line which no'feder-
al legislation can satisfactorily adjust. ‘Each
State through which the proposed ’line would
pass, moved by jealousy or by some supposed
interest, might not concur in the arrangements
as to grants of lands, tolls, &e., which its im-
mediate neighbor might deem to be ‘expedient.
But there wonld beanother “difficulty. It is
impossible to' conceive that the slave and free
States would unite in one general and uniform
system, so that the latter would sanction a line
of this national importance, which would ' pass
exclusively through slave territory, and thus
tend to the extension ‘of that ‘ domestic 'insti-
tation” which the people  of the North view
with abhorrence and' dismay. The report of
the United Secretary of War, made in Decem-
ber, 1857, states :

The surveys of the different routes for a rail-
road to the Pacific have been completed and the
results published. All competent judges agree
that the route from El Paso to the Colorado,
besides being the shortest possesses very decided
advaatages over others, "in several important
particulars. §
The stage line follows this route ; but it mus
not be forgotten that when the Secretary of War
sums up in its favor such matters as the militay
defence of an extensive and exposed frontier,
facilities for the movement of troops, and com-
munications with arsenals, must have occupied
hig 'attention rather than considerations con-
nected with the extension of settlement and the
development of trade and commerce. The only
nation which can compete with the United
States in this - great work is England, and the
most competent authorities in America, not-
withstanding the report of the Secretary of War
haye expressed . a decided opinion  that: the
British North American Territories  afford infi-
nitely greater, facilities for the construction of
an interoceanic line than any portion of the
United, States, whether the line should start
from Michigan; where there is. a railway com-
munication = from = the = Atlantic or - start
from the . extreme  South. . In . .his
country we have lately read many. statements
on the subject of a Pacific; Railway. We have
heard that the royal engineers who are now
:marking the line of boundary between British
North America and the United States are also
to survey the country with a view to a railway
from Fort William, on Lake Superior, to the
shores of the Pacific. ~'We know, moreover.

What moment; then, can be so propi-

tious for the consideration of an inter-oceanic
railway as one when all the British North
American colonies have authorised repregenta-
tives in this country to express their wishes,
and to state the amount of support which they
are willing to give to such an undertaking?
The formation of the colony of British Colum-
bia hags already provided a terminus on the Pa-
cific; the abolition of the Hudson’s Bey autho-
rity in the licensed Territories will in‘a few
months remove the great obstacle which has
hitherto impeded tbe progress of Canada to the
West, and the conspletion of the line from Hali-
fax to Quebec will provide a terminus on the
Atlantic, open throughout the year, and com-
municating: with those Canadian railroads
which reach to the inland seas of the south and
west of the province. [he prize which has to
be won by the construction of this interoceanic
line is not only the progressive extension of
British industry and British institutions across
the continent of North America, but the wealth
of India, of China, of Japan, of the Eastern
Archipelago, of ' the thousand islands of the
Pacific—in a word, the most rich'and valuable
commerce of the-most productive regions of the
earth.

THE PACIFIC RAILWAY.

(From Harper's Weelkly, Nov. 6.)

Mr. President Buchanan, it is averred, in-
tends to make the Pacific Railway the leading
caid in the new game which commences in
December, and will suggest a practicable
scheme whereby that great national enterprise
may be carried to a practicable conclusion.
The public will await with anxiety the an-
nouncement of the opinions which he has form-
ed on the subject. Every new event in con-
necfion with the opening up and settlement of
the American territories upon the Pacific tends
to show more clearly the necessity for the im-
mediate construction of the railway by the
general Government, Although the last ac-
counts from Frazer River are not so warmly
coloured as was anticipated, there is still no
reason to doubt that gold exists in British
Columbia, in sufficient quantities to attract
thousands to its shores. - The British Goyern-
ment have known its position for:two years, and
have made arrangements for the organization
of affairs in the territory, which show their ideas
of its importance. * A Governor and Bishop
every British Colony has, however small ; but
all are not blessed at onece with a Police and a
Department of Public Works. - Mr. Palliser and
his scientific corps are already in the territory ;
the engineer officers' have gone’ to run the
boundary line; and now Col. Moodie is ap-
pointed to superintenrd ‘the construction of
roads. These movements indicate that the
Government of. her Britannic Majesty are well
pleased to have discovered that they possess,
on the Pacific coast, a country which may be
used as a counterpoise to the power of the Uni-
ted States ; and they likewise show that, should

‘any practicable scheme be submitted for the
‘construction of a railway to the Pacific through

British territory,it is not unlikely to receive Exe-
cutive and Legislative assistance in England.

Thereis no use concealing from: ourselves the
fact that the British possess a route for a = rail-
way through the prairies watered by the Sas-
katchewan and other rivers flowing into Lake
Winnipeg, which presents many advantages. It
has coal, water, and a fertile soil, and a climate
not more severe than that of Minnesota. Al-
ready the people of the State we have named
have sent out an expedition overland through
the British territory, and they contemplate the
establishment of lines of steamers on the rivers,
which ‘will probably, without any railway at all,
make ‘the journey across the continent .a quicker
and easier one than that by the 1sthmus. - The
Canadians’ are ° following 'in ' the ' same
course. 'They " propose ' to 'take advantage
of “the small rivers which unite the
Red - River "and Lake Winnipeg with Lake

Superior, as far as they can be made useful,
and, where they are impassable, to make port-
age roads. This combined water and land
route is from three hundred and fifty to four
hundred miles in length. ‘From the foot of

" Lake Winnepeg to the Fallg of the Saskatche-

wan is some three hundred miles of clear navi-
gation ; and after that obstruction is passed,
there are seven hundred and fifty miles of river
traversable by a small steamer which, brings
the voyage nearly to the base of the mountains.
A company has been chartered by the Canadian
Legislature, which is empowered to construct
a railway, but which proposes, as a first step,
to supply these lines of navigation with steam-

ers. ~An English company has likewise heen’
started to construct a railway across the con-:
tinent, and in the present stute of the English

money market, and with the important national

advantages which would flow from the possess-

ion of this great highway of the world, it would

not be wonderful if the Knglish' should make a

bold effort to outdo us. . If it ghould be con-

firmed, as is said, that there is a pass through

the Mountains in British territory - only nine

hundred feet above the level of the plains, we

may look for a rapid rise in British Pacific

Railway stock.

The difficulties which lie in the way of ‘the
construction of this railway in any section of
country are very great, and they may be greater
at the South than in the North ; but, at the
same time, there are none which cannot be sur-
mounted by ‘American energy and perseverance.
One important advantage we possess in a more
perfect knowledge of the country to be traversed
and the establishment of post routes and con-
struction of roads in many sections. We have
had 'a start of some years of preliminary labour
and know all the obstacles which must be en-
countered. Be the estimated cost large or small,
the construction of the road is a matter of ne-
cessity. The link between the Pacific States of
this Union and the parent communities eannot
be surrendered to foreign hands.  In one way
or other there must be a railway to the golden
lands, built by American hands and controlled
by American heads: The miserable contests
for sovereignty over the pestiferocus soil of Cen-
tral: America will sink into insignificance when
this is secnred.: : , i

Tee ArLaNTIC CABLE.—A Limerick paper
(the Munster News) contains the annexed par-
ticulars :—

¢ The Stuz with seven miles of the shore end
of the cable on board, hasarrived in Valentia
harbour, and Captain Kell will, no doubt, com-
mence the laying ofit without unnecessary de-
lay. There is one rather dangerous reef of
rocks lying about one mile and a half or two
miles outside the mouth of Valentia harbour,
called the Coastgnard Patch. On this rock
there are about 10 fathoms at low water, and
about 26 fathoms all around it. Unfortunate-
ly, as the gamemnon -entered the harbour,
owing to the wind being unfavourable, she was
obliged to lay the cable over this spot. It is
thought that the drifting of the cable over this
place might have partially caused the injury
which has stopped the working for so long a
period. From this point, it will, of course, be
removed =nd deposited in the most secure and
level channel into the harbour. With the
view of discovering such a channel, Captain
Kell hasfor the last few days been closely
sounding every approach to the bay, both on
the Valentia and the Lough Kay sides of the
Beginish Island. As there are already between
four and five miles of the shore end of the cable
laid down, the additional seven miles which
will be added to it by Captain Kell, will render
the rope quite secure against injury from the
wash of the tide. It is understood that Mr.
Healy, whose powerful magnetic electric ma-
chines have some time been used at Valentia,
hag undertaken to superintend the electric ope-
rations at Valentia for a short period. If the
next accounts from Newfoundland should show
that the reversals from Mr. Healy’s instruments
have been received from Valentia, no time will
be lost in despatching a similar piece of appar-
atus to the station at Trinity Bay.”

member to have seen.

CrEvER CapTuRE.—From information pravi-
ously received, Detectives O’Leary and Colombe
proceeded on Saturday morning to the Quebec
boat, and jusf as the passengers were about to
leav?e, succe eded in capturing a man named
Owen Farrell. ‘Their prisoner,of whose passage
to Montreal they had been notified by telegraph
turned out to be the man who lately stood his
trial for a theft committed while em-
ployed at the St. James’ Club House, in thiS
city. but on which charge he was acquitted.
After his arrest the Detectives*found in his pos-
session three weil-filled carpet bags, a trunk,
hat box and other artlcles.  He was placed in
custody and a telegraphic message despatched
to the Quebec police informing them of his cap-
tare.

Fire.—On Saturday morning, about half-
past nine o’clock, a fire broke out in the pipe-
factory of Mr. Henderson, Colborne Avenue.
The fire commenced in the upper part of the
building, the whole of which was destroyed. By
the active exertions of the Nepfune Fire Com-
pany, assisted by a number of the Montreal,
the lower portion was saved, with but slight
damage. Thefire was put out by the use of
the engine, as the water plugs were too far
away. The alarm did not extend generally
throughout the city. We did not learn whe-
ther Mr. Henderson was insured or not.

PORK' AND BEEF CIRCULAR.
Montreal, Nov. 19, 1458.

The supply of Pork in most parts of Canada
being considerable this fall, it is of importance
that it should be sent to market in the way
that will realize the best returns.

1. Hogs may be sent by the car load alive, in
which case they bring the full value in Montreal,
being' suitableeither for butchers or packers,
and the offal being more valuable in cities than
in the country. = A merchant might collect a
car load or two, sending a person in charge of
them to see them fed, and they could be sold at
once on arrival, through experienced cattle:
salesmen. J

2. Hogs may be sent forward in carcass,

when the weather is sufficiently cold. In this
way they meet with ready sale at full value,
being suitable either for city consumption or for
packers. When forwarded in this way, the
animal heat should be entirely out of the car-
cass before shipment, and there should be no
delay by the way, as a day or two of warm
weather might injure them materially. Each
carcass should be distinctly marked with the
owners, initials, and the Bill of Lading should
have' the consignee’s name in full, to prevent
confusion. -
- 3. Pork may also be barrelled as mess, prime
mess and prime, in accordance with the law, or
in the way popularly called one Hog Pork. In
this case the Inspector re-packs the lot accord-
ing to quality, making perhaps a proportion of
all three grades out of it.

As pork [with the exception of some very
well finown brands] will not sell here without

Montreal inspection, we would advise packers
to expend no more in labor and salt than is ab-
golutely necessary. . The whole will be correct-
ly packed and properly salted here by the in-
spector for no more than he charges on the most
carefully packed and salted lots. i

There is a grade of Pork known as English
or Irish Prime Mess that is saleable for vessels
and exportation to Europe. This is made from
Hogs averaging perhaps under 200 lbs., very
neatly cut into four pound pieces and leaving
out the heads and legs. Any one who would
make himself acquainted with this grade, pack
a good article, and put his own brand upon it

| would by degrees inspire confidence and get
| into a good business. i

Hogs of a short round make, with small heads
‘and limbs bring a much better price and pack
to far greater advantage than those which have
large heads apd long heavy limbs, all of which
are a great loss to the purchaser. ;

As several parties here purpose to pack Pork

|/as soon as it arrives freely there will be an

active demand for dressed Hogs all winter, and
the net returns from them will be better than
for barrelled Pork, for the obvious reason, that
ibarrels, salt and labour are all cheaper here
than in country places, and the Pork is proper-
ly cut and inspected when packed, so that all
charge for repacking, resalting, &c., is saved.
Besides packers here usually turn the hams and
shoulders to better advantage than can be done
in the country.

What we have said about the modes of send-

'ing forward Pork is to a considerable extent

applicable also to Beef. Good cattle forwarded
éither alive, or dressed and frozen, will doubt-
less sell at fair prices all winter, In the latter
case the carcass should be divided into sides,
or if very heavy into quarters, for the .con-
.venience of transportation.

CommercE oF THE UNITED StATES.—The fol-
lowing will show the total foreign imports and
exports at all the ports of the United States for
the fiscal year ending June 30, 1858 :—

Imports for the Year 1857-8......$282,613,150
Exports for the year 1857-8...... 324,644,421

This shows an excess of exports over imports
of $42,031,271, an amount just about equal to
the exports of domestic specie. Included in the
exports of domestic produce for the year were
$131,386,bv1 value in cotton against $131,565,-
859 for the previous year, a remarkable coinci-
dence of figures. We annex a comparative
summary of the imporis for the last fourteen
years. il

There is_a falling off in round numbers, of
ninety-two millions in dutiable goods, and a
gain in both free goods and specie. The total
imports are $78,276,991 less than for the pre-
vious year; but in dutiable merchandise, the
total is less than for any previous year since
1852. We also annex a comparative summary
of the exports for the same period :—

The falling off in the exports is much less
than the decrease in imports, for while the lat-
ter have declined $78,276,911, the exports have
decreased only $38,316,261.. Of this decrease,
only $27,555,680 are in domestic produce,

' while the specie exports have fallen off $16,503,-

775, and the reshipments of foreign produce
have increased.

This is entirely. owing to. the revulsion in
busineéss which prostrated so many houses en-
gaged in foreign commerce, and unsettled the
very foundations of credit. In short, the
breaks were put on and screwed up to the
tightest pressure, and everything which could
be checked was bronght to a stand still, dur-
ing the continnance of the panic, and moved
very slowly for some time afterward.

The panic has been followed by an extraordi-
nary plethora of money, and the liquidating
process received s marked impulse. Few were
buying, but many were paying up old.scores,
until the amount on credit in Europe was re-
duced to a lower point than for many years.
Even when buying began again, it- was less on
credit than formerly, both because credit was
less easily obtained, and money was so plenty
here as to render the cash alternative less bur-
densome, and in view of the low rates, more de-
sirable.  Our foreign commerce is once
more rapidly reviving, and the current year’s
foreign imports wiil show a large gain over the
last. The receipts for customs for the year
1856-7 were $63,875, 905,05, but as a larger part
of the dutiable imports for the year that
were warehoused awaiting the reduction of du-
ties under the new tariff, the average would
not furnish reliabie data. yFor the last year, un-
der the new  tariff, the receipts were $41,789,-
620,96, averaging 203 per cent. npon the dutia-
ble imports, but an unusually large proportion
of this amount was collected from the market-
ing ‘of the warehoused imports of the previous
few months, the stock of goods in bond at the
cloge of the fiscal year being far less than af its
commencement. We see no reason why the

'imports for the year that is to succeed that now

current, should not bring us far heavier imports
than any previous year in the history of the
country.—New York Journal of Commerce,
Thursday. g
