The qnes'.ion 
onght not In have been reported lo the Idu. en by this 
i’arlianieut al ali. but liaving done so, it would be the 
highest degree of Indelicacy to the Queen first to ask 
her to di-teruiine for them this question, and then to 
refnse to abide by her decision There coaid bo no 
reason for apprehending anything like injustice to the 
people of this connlrv in arriving at that decision. On 
the contrary it is more protwlde that sh* will 
weigh ail the advantages Srhieb each locality offers 
and then decide according to what sh* believod to be 
best adopted for the be«t générai interests; and when 
that deei*i >u is given then it is the duty of them to re 
concile, in honor, m courtesy, and in relf-respret lo 
bow to iL

Mr 'tTfsar was condden? that tbe sentiments enun- 
ciatml by the hon. member for Oxiord were in nnison 
with those of a larre port ion of tbe tnemlmrs of tbe 
House, amt he wa* hippy himself to sustain thorn. Tb* 
subject under consideration was one in which bn fell 
the deepest interest : and he was certain that he ex 
pressed the view» of his connitnent*. when he sup 
ported the course of tbe Government, otherwise he 
was not At t<> represent them.

Nexperce*. It is supposed the object of his

The schoo­
ner Cauadienue (as every oue knows, the alpha 
and omega of our aavy) has been employed on 
iU usual mission during 1G5 day?, iu the sea­
son of 1856, during wbieh she ba? paid fire vis­
its to the Magdaleu island, two to the north 
shore uud Labrador coast, three to the bate dr* 
Chaleur*, and three to the bay of Gnspd.— 
Among other Interesting statements iu that re­
port, we find that the whales are being driven 
out of tbe gult by the absurd system of using 
rockets, which causes a useless destructiou of 
tbe animals. Out of forty whales lately killed 
in that manner by the fishermen on Iwnrd of 
two American schooners, six only were seenr- 
ed ; the others disappeared. The commis­
sioner recommend? that a law be passed for the 
protection of the trade in that respect. He 
warn? the government that unless that is done, 
the whales will altogether disappear from our 
waters, as has been the case with tire sea-cows 
or morse who, a hundred years ago, used to 
visit the coast? of the gulf in immense flock?, 
and are now unknown to our tishermcn. H« 
also stales that regulation? for the fisheries 
have been passed by the inunici|tal councils of 
Magdaleu Island aud of other places, aud that 
be has found much less difficulty in enforcing 
the laws in those remote place?, than hitherto. 
Appended lo that report are various interesting 
statistics. The number of ships from sea en­
tered in the principal ports of the gulf in I85G, 
is a? follow? : Gaspé. 62 ; New Carlisle. 94 ; 
and Amherst (Magdalen Island,) 131—altoget­
her 28", giving an aggregate tonnage of 23,019 
and 1469 men. The total number of vessels 
entered in 1854 was only 199; tonnage 14.111 ; 
and crew 1070 men.

The value of the dried and salt fish exported 
from the same {torts iu 1835 is i.'"G,‘J0o. About 
A’13,0U0 was sent to Gnat Britain, 12,000 to 
the British Colonies of North America, £7000 
to the United States, nnd the remainder to 
other foreign countries. Besides, about Xlooü 
of fresh fish ha» >>een exported to the British 
colonies. The exportations from the same ports 
in 1856 are £81,922. The exportation? from 
the Canadian coast of Labrador amount to £90, 
400. comprising 500 barrels of salmon, 2ooo 
barrels of herrings, 8000 cwt of codfish £7400 
of seal, porpoise and cffBliver oil, and £13,000 
of fur?. It appears that great progress is lie- 
ing made in ship building uud in agriculture 
in several part» ot the district of Gaspv, and 
the commissioner s{»eaks favorablCof an agri- 
cultural exhibitional which he w.i« present at 
Ristigonche. The school commissioner* of 
(irantie Ririere, had some difficulty m collec­
ting the school rates, and were threatened with 
violence if they levied them hy executions. The 
commissioner offered Tna assistance ; hut it 
seem* that the rate payer? were better advised 
and gave in. The report calls the attention of 
the Canadian trade to the mackerel fisheries, 
by mean? of which rapid fortune? are Wing 
realised by American traders. No less than 
300 ameriran schooners, engaged in that pur­
suit, were ?een at a time by Capt. Fortin, in 
the neighbourhood of the Magdalen Islands. 
When sTmll we understand the value of those 
precious sources of wealth and act accordingly ?

Mb. SoLiciTon Gbskbal Ross' Seambx's Bill 
—The Boaei> or Tbaob.—We published yee- 
terday the speech of Mr. Solicitor General Robs, 
in the Assembly, on moving that the petition 
of the Board of Trade of Quebec, against his 
Bill to prevent desertion and regulate the ship­
ping of seamen, should be printed. Mr. Ross, 
in introducing bis motion for printing, even 
after the eleventh hour, complains that the 
petition is vague, and does not assign specific 
reasons, of a practical nature,—that it neither 
points outtlre clauses which are deemed ineffec­
tual, nor suggests others which would meet 
the riews of the petitioners. On referring to 
the petition, however, as published in the 
CKroniclt of the 10th May last, we find it dis 
tinctly states, in general terms of course, the 
nature of the legislation required, in accordance 
with, and in addition to the existing Imperial 
laws on the subject.

That the Legislature having resolved to dis­
continue the alternate system, and to request 
Your Majesty to exercise your Royal preroga­
tive by fixing a permanent Seat of Government 
for the Province, your Memorialists have been 
invited by His Excellency the Governor Gener­
al to lay "before your Majesty such reasous as 
they have to offer why Quebec should be selec- 
t.-d as the future Capital of Canada

In conformity with the desire thus expressed 
by His Excellency, your Memorialists would 
now humbly submit to your Majesty that one,— 
perhaps the'most important element to be taken 
into account in the choice of a permanent Seat 
of Government for the Province, is safety from 
hostile aggression, and that this is an advan 
tage which distinguishes Quebec, above all 
the other cities of the Province. It is protect­
ed by a fortress which has hitherto been found 
impreguable. It is little liable even to attack 
during the severity of winter. For seven 
mouths in the year it is accessible to the larg 
est ships of the* British navy ; during the re­
maining five months, it U the nearest point of 
communication between Great Britain and Ca­
nada through British territory, and, at all times, 
sea-going vessels cun come within a short dis­
tance of it. Of all the cities in Canada, Quelwc 
indeed is the least exposed to attack, ami thera- 
siest for England to succour and relieve. It may, 
therefore, fairly be assumed that in it the re 
cords snd public documents of the Province 
might be preserved with perfect safety, and 
that neither the sittings of the Legislature 
would be liable to be disturlted, nor the ma­
chinery of Government thrown into disorder by 
foreign invasion. Such invasion, in the pre­
sent state of the political relations of Great Hri 
tain and the United States there may he little 
immediate occasion to contemplate. But these 
relations may change. No wise statesman w ill 
calculate on their permanent continuance. 
And the history of the continent of Kuio|»e 
affords many memorable examples of the cal­
amities and the dishonour which may be brought 
even on great nations, by having their Govern­
ments placed in cities easy of access to hostile 
armies, and which are, from their natural posi­
tion. incapable of any protracted defence.

Your Memorialists are humbly of opinion that 
no advantage can compensate for the absenee 
of this necessary security and strength.

Your Memorialists in thus mentioning a po­

litical change ns probable, Allude to the Union, 
federal or legislative, of the Provinces of British 
North America that has long been contem­
plated by sutesmen. It i* known to have been 
regarded favorably by your Majesty's illustrious 
father, during bis residence in this Province. It 
wa« recommended in the elaborate Report pre­
pared by the late Earl of Durham, while your 
Majesty's representative in British America.— 
There is a growing desire for It nraong the in­
habitants themselves of the different Provinces. 
Your Memorialists believe that in the view of 
British statesmen, it is becoming ft matter of 
public policy, by a union of these Provinces, 
consolidating their strength ftnd resources, to 
raise up a power which may serve in some 
measure. Va counterbalance that of the formid­
able Republic in their neighborhood. Th * ge­
neral apprehension is that the interests of a 
large and profitable internai trade wonlil thus 
be promoted,—and that the progrès» of the 
great railway lines of communication is now 
rendering that ea.«y, which, however desirable, 
would formerly hare been difficult of accom­
plishment. Your Memorialists believe that it 
is not denied by any, that in the event of this 
desirable, and probable union, Quebec would 
be in all respects the most convenient, and, 
indeed, the natural and proper Capital of British 
North America.

Even in the meantime, any inconvenience 
(with our railways and electric telegraphs more 
imaginary than real,) which might arif e from 
its being loss central than other cities which 
might be selected, is amply compensated, not 
only by the security derived from its fortifica­
tions, and its natural position on the bank of a 
magnificent river accessible to the British navy, 
but from its convenience of communication 
with England, the voyage from Quebec to Li­
verpool being now accomplished by tho Provin­
cial line of steamers in ten days, and ••xpected 
on good grounds, to be ere long made of still 
shorter duration. If that connection is to be 
continued between the mother-country and 
these great Provinces which has hitherto been 
honorable and beneficial to both, and which 
your Majesty's subjects in this Province desire 
to He perpetual, such easy and rapid < oinmuni- 
cation between the Imperial and Provincial 
Governments is eminently desirable. It can 
hardly be thought reasonable to fix tli* Meat of 
Government in any situation which might easily 
be cut off from all communication with the 
Imperial authorities, and which the fleets of 
England could not reach. On this ground, if 
there were uo other, your Memorialists would 
feel It their duty to press the claims of Quelwc. 
and would confidently entertain the conviction 
that these claims cannot bo wisely dirregarded.

There arc other advantages which this city 
possesses. It is eminently healthy. The ne­
cessaries and conveniences of lift arc lo be pro­
cured in it at less expense than in the other 
cities of the Province,—a consideration of Im­
portance to the numerous individuals in the em­
ployment of the Government. It is inhabited 
by a population, the harmony of which, though 
consisting of men of different race and religion, 
and speaking different languages, has scarce 
ever been disturbed. It has not at any time 
l*ecn the scene of that violent political fceliijg 
which has elsewhere proved dangerous to the 
safety and dignity of the Executive authority. 
It Is associated with great names and no»de 
deeds, It is placed amidst natural scenery, 
unrivalled perhaps f°r Iwauty And grandeur in 
any part of your Majesty's dominions. Ho early 
a» the year 1G72, Ilia Count do Frontenac gave 
it as his opinion to the French Government 
that no situation could be finer or more magnifi­
cent, and that the city must one day become 
the Capital of a great Empire. For two hun­
dred and thirty years it wa* the Capi­
tal of Canada. It was only in a period 
of political convulsion, the causes or occa­
sions of which have been removed by 
the wisdom of your Majesty’s counsels In 
respect of the Colonial dependencies of the 
Empire, that a change took plare, and in 
neither Kingston nor Montreal was the change 
found to be advantageous, both having been 
speedily relinquished as tho Seats of Govern­
ment by the advice of the Provincial Legisla­
ture.

Your Memorialists have, no doubt, local inter­
est» and predilections which naturally dispose 
them to regard with special favour the claims 
of a citj in which they hare either been born, 
or long resided. Rut that these claims appear 
strong lo others also, no better proof can be 
given than the vote of the House of Assembly 
in it» favour in the Ses.«ion of 1857. The effect 
of that vote was indeed neutralised by a very 
small majority in a very perllally attended 
meeting of the Legislative Council.

NEWS BY THE ERICSSON.
The only news by the Erietton, in addition to 

that brought by the Canmda, and contained in 
our telvgraphic summary published yesterday 
morning, is the following, which we find in New 
York papers ot Thursday

TUB CUISIS» war

The Monitrur Ht la Flottr publishes accounts 
from China ofthe 2nd of April, which contain 
some interesting details from the scat of war. 
Yeh, the Viceroy of the southern provinces of 
the empire, is at present at Sou Tche Ting, a 
large village of Kouang Tcheuu, about 13 miles 
from Caulon. He has fortified himself in a good 
position, which allows him to maintain his 
communication» with Pekin and with the other 
three provinces, which, with the Kouang Tchc- 
ou, form his viceroyally, and which are the 
Kouaug-Si, the Khuang-Toung, and the Konei- 
Lin. He is at present at the head of an army 
of90,000 men which he is increasing every day 
by means of forced levies and extraordinary 
taxe». A few days previously it became known 
at Hnng-Kong that a British ensign, two non­
commissioned officers, some soldiers and a few 
seamen, who had t*een taken prisoner* by sur­
prise on various occasion*, were at Yeh » head­
quarters, where they were suffering gnat dis­
tress. It was resolved to open negotiations to 
obtain an exchange of prisoners in their favor, 
and a foreign agent, who had formerly had an 
interview with Yeh, undertook to manage the 
affair. Yeh consented to receive him. and hav­
ing rtetened to bis propositions, he replied :

“ You ask me to exchange the English I have 
in my possession, to the uumber of 1G, against 
double the number of Chinese subjects, among 
whom arc several Tartar officers, and one ofthe 
commanders of the Iinj*erial Juuks. I refuse.
I dont want your prisoners, and you may do as 
you please with them, but if you arc desirous 
to have the 16 Englishmen, and if you have the 
necessary means to treat for them 1 will let you 
know my intentions to morrow."

The foreigner who acted as agent between 
the parlies, remained at the Chinese camp 
where he was tolerably well treated, and at 13 
o'clock the next day, "he received a visit front 
Sinoo, the first aide-de-camp of Yeh, who is 
said to be devotedly attached to his master, 
and who told him that the Viceroy, having 
taken bis proposal into consideration, would 
release the prisoners on condition that lie was 
paid 500 piaster* each for them. Sinoo added 
hypocritically that he advised him to accept 
the conditions, os the Chinese soldier*, not­
withstanding all the care he took to restrain 
their brutality, wens capable of offering the 
utmost violence.

The agent referred to Hongkong, the money 
was immediately sent, and the prisoner* were 
released without injury. It wa» substqucntly 
discovered that Yeh had fixed the ransom at 400 
piastres for each prisoner, but that Sinoo bad 
increased it in order to keep a portion for him­
self. Such is the detestably covetous charac­
ter of the Chinese functionaries.

An unpleasant affair had occurred at Foo- 
chow-foo. a port on the river Min, the princi­
pal market for black tea. The Viceroy having 
beard that, contrary to his commands, a con­
siderable amount of business w as transacted 
there sent a company of his guards there on mar­
ket day, arrested several Chinese merchants, 
and burnt a uonstderablc quantity of merchan­
dise belonging to the English. At Shanghai 
there was much business doing. The manda­
rin who governs there is completely oppoked 
to Yeh, and has never ceased to be on the best 
terms with foreigner* and to protoet their trade. 
The Imperial Government is compelled to tole­
rate him lest he should make common cause 
with the insurgents who are at bis gates.

PROROGATION OP PARLIAMENT.
Wednesday afternoon at four o’clock, his 

Excellency the Governor General proceeded in 
State to the Cham tier ofthe Legislative Council, 
Toronto, In order to give the Royal assent to the 
hills, and to prorogue Parliament. His Excel­
lency was escorted from Government House by 
a detachment of the Volunteer Cavalry of the 
District, under the command of Lieutenant Co­
lonel Denison. A troop ofthe Canadian Rifle» 
received his Excellency with military honour* 
in front of the Parliament Buildings, and a sa­
lute was fired by a battery of the Volunteer 
Field Artillery. The day being fine a consider­
able crowd hail assembled to witness the iqtoc- 
tacle, while inside the Couneil Chamber, a 
large number of ladies graeed th* ceremonial 
with their presence, the public galleries being 
devoted to their exclusive accommodation. A 
body of police, under Mr. Sherwood, was in at­
tendance to prevent any Indeoorons rush into 
the building, but we did not observe that any 
occasion arose for their service».
